WILSON SATISFIED.
PARIS, Dec. 18.

After four days of gathering views 
of leaders In France, President Wil­
son’s closest advisers say he has 
seen no reason to change his belief 
that the foundation of a League of 
Nations is inseparable from the ac­
tual peace treaty itself. These ad­
visers say the President in explaining 
his definition of the “freedom of the 
seas” will reassure Premier Lloyd 
George that he has no intention of 
demanding a reduction of the British 
navy to a point involving the unsafety 
of the empire, but will emphasize his 
feeling that his plan ot the league 
will strengthen the empire. King Vic­
tor Emmanuel, who is expected to ar­
rive on Thursday, already has been 
fully advised of the President’s plans 
through conferencees with Count Di 
Cellere, Italian Ambassador to the 
United States, but the President will 
taka the opportunity to make person­
al explanations to the King and also 
make clear his friendliness toward 
Italy. The hope is expressed by those 
surrounding the President, that ex­
changes of views will clear away any 
partial misunderstandings which may 
exist in regard to Mr. Wilson’s atti­
tude and prepare the way for the 
assemblance of the conference with 
complexities removed so that it will 
be ready to deal with principles and 
any outstanding differences of opin­
ion that remain. In all hie conferen­
ces the President has taken opportun­
ity to impress his view, it is said, 
by those who are authorized to speak 
for him, that no one nation is entitled 
to assume the role of master or dic­
tate the manner or the conditions of 
the representations ot others. There 
is some indication that considerable 
headway Is being made In thil direc­
tion and that the members of the 
American mission are now seeing their 
way clearly. All express the convic­
tion that delegates will enter the con­
ference in a spirit of accommodation. 
Some undercurrents are interpreted 
as showing indications of regret be­
cause the acceptance of President Wil­
son’s points in a general way prevent­
ed some nations from achieving their 
own objects wfilch might have been 
gained it Germany's collapse had been 
made even more complete. In reply It 
had been made plain to those. vtUfe 
whom the President conferred that' the 
United States government does not 
consider the war a victory of arms 
alone and that victory would be incom­
plete without an organization na­
tions to guarantee a world peace.

Whereas It is of great importance 
that full information should be ob­
tained with regard to property in en­
emy territory belonging to British 
subjects, and also with regard to the

And whereas for the purpose of ob­
taining that information, it is neces­
sary that returns of such property 
and claims should be made to the of­
ficer appointed to receive the same.

Now, therefore, I direct and enjoin 
British subjects within the Colony ol 
Newfoundland who are entitled tc 
property of any description whatso­
ever in enemy territory, or to any 
interest in snob property, or- have 
claims against enemy persons or en­
emy governments, forthwith to make 
returns of their said property 01 
claims to the officer appointed to re­
ceive the same: provided that it shall 
not be necessary to make such re­
turns respecting property or claims 
whereof returns have before the date 
ot this Proclamation been voluntar­
ily made to such officer as aforesaid, 
in the form prescribed by him. The 
officer appointed to receive such re­
turns shall be the Colonial Secretary, 
Saint John’s, Newfoundland.

The returns shall be made in such 
form and with such particulars as the 
Colonial Secretary may require for 
the purposes of this Proclamation.

The expression “property” includes 
documents of title to property; the 
expression “enemy territory" means 
the territory of any State at war with 
Great Britain (including the Colonies 
and Dependencies thereof) ; the ex­
pression “enemy persons" includes all 
persons, firms, companies, and corpor­
ations residing or carrying on busi­
ness in enemy territory; the expres­
sion “enemy government” means the 
government of any State at war with 
Great Britain.

From Tice Admiral Sims.
This wireless from Vice Admiral 

Sims was read:
On the occasion of the celebration 

of Britain’s Day' in the United States, 
I am glad as an American citizen to 
pay tribute of appreciation to the Brit­
ish Navy, which, through more than 
four years has with high courage and 
unswerving devotion to duty, carried 
on arduous labors without which the 
magnificent efforts pf our army and 
the armies of Britain and her allies 
would all have been in vain. Since 
our entry into the war, the navies of 
Britain and the United States have act­
ed as one, each sharing the dangers 
and burdens of the other, each taking 
coupsel of the other, and each in its 
spheres, in friendly rivalry, vying with 
each other in the execution of the com­
mon plans against the enemy. The 
memory of this association and the 
mutual understanding created by 
dangers shared will always bp sources 
of pride and pleasure to me and the 
officers and men of my command.

The following messages from noted 
Englishmen were then read;

Herbert Asquith—War has reveal­
ed our two peoples to themselves and 
to each other. The same tribute which 
we paid with full hearts to America 
we gratefully accept from her.

Lord Bryce—May the American and 
the British people stand together for 
ever in peace as they have done in 
war, to the end that their co-opera­
tion shall be for the good of all man­
kind.

Field Marshal Haig-—The British 
forces in France send greetings on the 
occasion of the British Day celebra­
tion to their comrades of the great 
American nation. May the English- 
speaking people of the world form one 
brotherhood, and may their friendship 
ever endure.

Admiral Beatty—In the Grand Fleet 
we do pot question Anglo-American 
friendship. We accept it as a fact 
proved by experience , apfi afterward 
tested under war conditions. We 
believe implicitly that the future wel­
fare and prosperity of the world can 
be secured only through the cordial 
co-operation of the United States and 
of the British Empire.

Admiral Jellicoe—While rejoicing 
over the victory which has freed civil­
ization, I rejoice also over the close 
union and understanding which the 
war has brought between us, and, as 
a sailor, feel proudly, profoundly 
grateful for the invaluable assistance 
rendered the Allies’ causé by the 
United States Navy.

H. G. Wells—Greetings to the great 
English-speaking Republic which has 
solved itself, and must now help the 
world solve Its problems of diversity 
and unity and republican freedom with 
order and stability. European crowns 
flicker and fall like candles burned to 
the socket. Let there be no more of 
these false flares, but let star after

Dear Sir,—At last Thursday”! meet­

ing of the City Council appears th$ 
following which I take^ from the Tele<£ 
gram, in the report of the Star tbs' 
name of Mr. Murdoch appears.

“It was ordered that Mr- Thomson, 
owner of the Sudbury property, Water 
Street West, be communicated witlf 
and asked for a guarantee pf th# 
cost of making roads and.laying Wats# 
and sewerage, and then suggest thdt he 
modify -fils plans of layout of the 
lots.”

If the above is not an antidote . of 
Bolshevism I don’t know what Is. U 
it the intention of the Council to per- 
sue a cantankerous policy of this 
kind- If so, then the sooner they send 
In their resignation to the Govern­
ment the better it will be for the City, 
and have its affairs administered hy 
the Board of Works.

Mr. Editor, at the outset I wish to 
be clearly understood, I am only deal­
ing with public men upon a public 
question that affects the vecy founda­
tion of the health of this town. I held 
no brief from either Mr. Thomson or 
Mr. Murdoch, I have no interest in 
either, except as a citizen lopking on.
I consider their treatment by the 
Council as a gross piece of injustice, 
impertinence, with plenty Of bull dog 
vindictiveness thrown in. The city 
should, feel proud of a man like Mr.
Thomson who is prepared to give 
whatever land to required to make 
roads if the Council will build them.

The land belonging to the Sudbury 
Estate, situated in the West End of the 
town, is an ideal spot to build over one 
hundred beautiful homes for our peo­
ple. The policy lately pursued by the 
Council is to block every man who 
wants to build a house, 'under the old 
stereotyped guise : no water; no sew­
erage. It there is none let the Coun­
cil put it there. It Is their duty, the 
revenue which they would derive from 
the houses built on land belonging to 
the Sudbury Estate would amount to 
over 93,000. Capitalized at 6 per cent, 
they could spend $50,000 to make 
roads, lay water and sewerage in every 
part of it; the same argument ap­
plies to other parts of the municipal 
boundary.

Mr. Editor why should Mr. Thom­
son who is giving valuable land to 
build roads for the general public, be 
asked to pay out of his own podket the 
cost of water and sewerage. Who paid 
for the water and sewerage alopg Wa­
ter St, Who paid for the water and 
sewerage along Gower and Duckworth 
Streets. Who paid for the water and 
sewerage on Circular and LeMar- 
chant Roads. Who paid for the water 
and sewerage in other parts of the 
town please answer.

In Great Britain to-day the Gov­
ernment, County Councils, Cities,
Towns, Villages, Muncipalities are co­
operating with the people for better 
homes and suitable, land to build.
When the boys come back where are 
we going to put them? I understand 
some are on the way now, bringing 
wives from the old land.

Are the people of the West End, or 
the East End for that matter, to be 
prevented from building homes for 
their families because the water and 
sewerage are not near the land. We Ti.pm„ TfltPTPCt
have had Mr. Murdoch’s explanation * $.CLM-S W1 1111C1 
of his position. We have had the May­
or’s. The next In order for public In­
formation is the Mandamus issued by 
the Supreme Court. The progress and 
development of the town must go west 
and east. There are plenty of build­
ing sites for workingmen’s houses. If 
the Council are not In a position to lay 
water and sewerage within the limits 
of the town then we must have a new 
town or houses with septic tanks. Will 
the Council try to .earn the lesson 
which is at the present time being 
taught throughout the British Empire: 
fraternal brotherhood, concord, co­
operation, thrift and common sense 
are the constructive elements to build 
a new city. It will be better for our 
workingmen to live in houses with sep­
tic tanks than homes not fit for 
slaughtering hogs, but thought fit to 
slaughter the innocents. I am glad to 
note in a despatch dated London, De­
cember 14th, that the Government at 
Auckland would embark upon the 
greatest housing scheme in history.
Winston Churchill addressing elect­
ors at Dundee, - contended that he 
would remain no longer responsible 
for public affairs in any administration 
of a base or class reactionary char­
acter. He did not believe that 4he 
spirit of the times would brook such 
an administration.

SOLDIER who had passed away at 
the Jensen Camp was taken to the 
station for transportation to Placen­
tia The news item describing the 
cortege states that the remains were 
unaccompanied, other than by the un­
dertaker who prepared, and coffined 
the body for interment, and an as­
sistant. And the corpse was that of 
a SOLDIER, one of the members of 
that gallant regiment which was pub­
licly styled by a field officer of high 
rank "better than the best.” Unat­
tended by a corporal’s guard, this 
young man, whose life was given (no 
less hesitatingly because he fell a 
victim to the white plague) in the 
great cause of liberty was not accord­
ed the last tribute of his regiment’s 
respect, and save for those who felt 
it their duty to escort the hearse to 
the railway station there was no evi­
dence of either sympathy or regard 
shown the deceased.

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Last Night's Lecture,
F. A. Mackenzie Tells Graphic] Ell 1$ & CO 

Story—The Immortals of Mon-| 
chy le Preux—Lecture will be 
Continued to-night.

Long before the Casino Hall open­
ed last evening at 7.30, a large crowd 
had gathered outside the doors, wait­
ing for admittance. The entire hall 
was decorated with a profusion of 
flags of all colors from every nation of 
the allies, while the vice-regal box 
was tastefully decorated with flags. 
A steady stream of people poured in 
and by the time the lecturer was an­
nounced, the hall was filled to capa­
city. An eager and expectant ex­
pression was on every face, and the 
lecturer was anxiously awaited. A 
large souvenir programme had been 
prepared, and these were distributed 
around the hall free to everyone. A 
large party of girl students from Lit- 
tledale occupied the front seats of the 
gallery. The two boxes were occupied 
by the Governor and suite, and the 
representatives of the W.P.A., to 
which the proceeds of the occasion go. 
Military officers at the doors collected 
the tickets. Mr. Aubrey Crocker was 
pianist for the night, and his inspiring 
music greatly enlivened the display of 
moving pictures, lending a realistic 
touch to them. The evening began by 
thé playing of the National Anthem, 
the audience standing the while. Hon. 
J. R. Bennett contented himself with 
formally introducing the speaker, as 
the programme and the press had 
told all about him, and nothing that he 
could add would make him better 
known to the public. He felt that all 
who attended to-night would appear 
the following night. The lecturer of 
the evening, Mr. P. A. McKenzie, now 
came on the stage, and his appear­
ance was the signal for instant and 
enthusiastic hand-clapping. He was 
attired in khaki the accredited uni­
form of the official war correspond­
ent. He tells the story that a blue 
band, which is still worn on the left 
arm, formerly contained the word 
"corps,” but “there were enough 
corpses around already,” he explains, 
“so we kicked at it, and had the 
word removed." A Sam Browne belt 
completed the uniform, giving him the 
appearance of a military officer, and 
in fact, in Halifax he was introduced 
as “Captain" McKenzie.

THE THREE PHASES.

“Your Excellency, Ladies and Gen­
tlemen,” he said:—“In years to' come 
when men come to describe the war 
they will split it into three parts: 1st, 
the German rush foiled by the French 
and our own magnificent ‘little con- 
temptibles’; 2nd, the long stretch of 
trench war since October 1914, until 
this year, a period possible to con­
ceive.” Here he feelingly spoke cf 
the great conflict at Ypres and of the 
thousands that fell there. “The 3rd 
stage which began in November this 
year opened with a great temporary 
victory by the Germans. There was 
no doubt that the German infantry's 
and artillery's score this year was a 
very considerable one. One German 
officer said in March : “the war will 
have been lost or won by Germany in 
this month.” The Germans them­
selves thought they had won, but the 
British army did not think so. There 
was confidence in the British soldier 
when all the outside world was sure 
Germany had been the victor. A visit­
or to the trenches was surprised at 
this. In the early summer of this 
year our enemy was making ready for 
the third and final section of war 
which was to end in victory on every 
side. (Slides of well known places in 
France were here shown). Villages 
that were prosperous a few months 
before were now deserted. The Ger­
mans were on the edge of Ypres and 
Arras. Everywhere one saw ruins, 
ruins, ruins. Along roadsides old men, 
women and children were fleeing back 
from the front, because for the first 
time in warfare the Germans had 
forced the horrors of conflict on wo­
men and children. They had condemn­
ed women and young girls to a fate 
more horrible than death. No wonder 
women fled. (A slide of a large cruci­
fix was here shown, the lecturer ex­
plaining that, although everything 
else in the church had been demolish­
ed this was still intact, a coincidence 
regarded by the French as a'signifi­
cant token.)

NEW METHODS.
The British and Dominion soldiers 

were now training for the new method 
of warfare, in the open, when some­
thing happened to give a new note to 
what followed. On Whitsuntide morn- 

zing some nurses were returning to 
their hospital when they heard a great 
whirring sound overhead. They knew 
It was a German plane. Suddenly, a 
great bomb came crashing down. A 
house in which old men, who were 
working as orderlies to the hospital 
lived, was completely demolished 
by bomb fire. This hospital at Etaples 
was well known. It had thousands of 
patients, miles of hospital wards, 

and doctors by thousands, and 
one of the great triumphs of 

modern civilization. The British au­
thorities did not think it necessary to

give protection to it, as it was a place 
of mercy and love. They didn’t know 
the Germans even then. The first 
night the Germans arrived overhead 
they sent bombs down, setting alight 
a large tent, the flames illuminating 
the whole countryside, and making a 
perfect guide for Hun bombers who 
for some time kept up the barbarous 
work. The doctors and nurses im­
mediately rushe to their posts: Some 
night nurses volunteered to go to a 
dangerous spot and bring in wounded 
patients. In the wards the nurses 
and doctors got between the fire and 
their patients, screening their bodies 
from the flying splinters. The patients 
sang out: “Nurses, lie down;,, protect 
yourselves." But they refused to do 
this. In one wrfrd the men held down 
their nyse and put their bodies over 
her so that she should not be injured. 
The Germans then sent back for more 
planes, saying that they had found a 
good place, undefended and unfortified. 
Afterwards the nurses lit lamps so 
that the doctors could operate. One 
nurse was killed on the spot, several 
were wounded, while several patients 
and doctors were killed outright. The 
lceturer himself had visited the hos­
pital and had heard the story himself 
from the nurses. They had to go to 
a nearby wood to sleep and eat, as they 
were afraid to stay in the hospital. A 
high officer of the French Army said 
to a group of officers around him: 
“Soon once more you will go out on 
active service. Next time you go, go 
out to kill.” He told them that some 
German prisoners recently taken had 
photos of a girl of the Russian Bat­
talion of Death. This girl had been 
captured by the Germans, stripped 
to the waist, outraged, bayoneted,- and 
then photographed.

“GO OCT TO KILL.”
These pictures were then distribu­

ted around to the German soldiers to 
stir up their lust. “Next time you go 
out, go out to kill!” (Applause.) He 
told them of the murder of innocent 
nurses, and as the soldiers feel a ten­
derness for the sisters, they consider 
the men who killed them not fit to 
live. “Next time you go out, go out 
to kill!” (Here a moving picture of 
the funeral of nurses was shown, the 
Dead March being rendered by the 
pianist.) “Peace or no peace, I say 
‘Damn the men who did that thing.’ 
(Applause.) Pictures oi some nurses 
who were decorated for great gallant­
ry on that occasion, were also shown, 
evoking considerable hand-clapping. 
"With nurses like that,” asked the lec­
turer, "could our men help being 
fine?” Just at this period the Germans 
thought they had arrived at the time 
when, they could put down the iron 
heel, but they were to have a little 
disappointment. They were forestall­
ed and the allies made their move. 
Germany has many plans on now, but 
it is our duty to disappoint them 
again. One of these is to raise dif­
ferences between Great Britain and 
the U.S.A. “We won’t let her.” They 
also hope we will keep our markets 
open to their goods, but we never 
will. The Allies struck just at the 
right time, and he was with a section 
of Canadian corps that “fooled” the 
Germans. It was not yet possible to 
tell how this was done, but the entire 
trick was pure “bluff." By openly 
moving a mass of soldiers to the Bel­
gian front the Germans were made to 
believe we were making ready for a 
great northern offensive, and as he 
was preparing for it there, other 
troops that had taken 8 days to crawl 
up to a different position, struck with 
great success. Every gun and corps 
was turned on the Germans, and as 
soon as roads were broken, machine 
guns poured in their fire and the 
whippet tanks harried £he enemy and 
then the cavalry struck. In one hour 
more prisoners,, more square miles, 
and more booty were taken than in 
months at other times. The Allies 
had learned the new method of war­
fare, open warfare. (Sir Douglas 
Haig was here shown decorating 
some soldiers after this engagement.) 
(Applause.) For years the Germans 
had been depreciating the English 
soldiers and said they did not fight 
as well as the Colonials. “It is an ac­
cursed lie," declared Mr. McKenzie. 
(Applause.) From the first they did 
their work in splendid fashion. The 
English Army had severe fighting, 
and in the Spring had to fill up their 
broken ranks with old men and 
young boys. Many who saw this were 
rather downhearted, thinking what 
could such do against the seasoned 
troops of Germany’s crack regiments? 
But they were mistaken. In a few 
weeks they had smashed the Germans 
to the north. The Çlermans now 
thought they knew where the Cana­
dian Corps that had delivered the sur­
prise attack was stationed but even 
while they knew it the corps with­
drew and struck at Arras in a place 
dear to all people in Newfoundland 
—Monchy - le Preux. (Clapping.) 
(Here the Arras railway station was
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shown. The rails were covered with 
v/ire entanglements, and British sold­
iers were walking around with rifles 
and fixed bayonets.) “It is weary to. 
look at ruins for three or four ; 
months,” said the lecturer, “but can 
you imagine whqt it is to live in them 
for months at a time? Never to see an 
uninjured house, never to see an entire . 
roof, a whole door. (Monchy shown). ! 
That night, a mighty barrage fire was | 
opened. He (the lecturer, who was 
present), could see the men moving 
forward. After the wood around 
Monchy was. won, Mr. McKenzie in 
company with General Ross, went ou-> ;
side the village to inspect the field. 
They were obliged to take cover in ’ 
shell holes and retreat again, as the j 
German snipers had opened fire at 
them. Everywhere they saw désola-j 
tion and ruin. Dead faces stared sky- , 
wards. In a concrete cellar they ' 
found a cat and a litter of kittens left 
there by a German soldier. He had 
come to Monchy to visit it because J 
here had taken place the most heroic 
episode of the war, that by the New- ! 
foundlanders.

“OURS” AT MONCHT.

In every lecture in Canada he had 
told the story of the Newfoundlanders 
at Monchy. In April, 1917, the Allied 
ad vane was attempted around Arras 
the 1st Nfld. Regiment was placed 
in Monchy, which had been captured a 
day or two before. The streets were 
filled with dead and to make things 
worse, two old French women had 
gone mad from the horrors of the 
fighting. The Essex Regiment and 
the Nfld. Regiment were ordered to 
attack and carry the woods beyond. It 
was not known that the famous Ger­
man divisions—the great 3rd Bavari­
an Division—had orders to retake 
Monchy at all costs. One April night, 
between 5 and 6 o’clock, the New­
foundland and Essex Regiments start­
ed out to attack the two divisions. The

Nfld. Regiment went to the left, one 
section swung to the left, and another 
went forward. The first report came 
it. that the Essex boys had taken their 
objective and were going forward 
finely. One party was in a wood, 
when a sheet of flame shot over the 
wood and they seemed to disappear 
as if in thin air. Some got over the 
ridge and made a considerable ad­
vance. They were outnumbered 20 to 
1 Only one got back. The Newfound­
landers were split up in little isolated 
units, fighting hard. No one could tell 
what was happening. One Newfound­
land officer saw an Essex man who 
had returned who said: “Your men 
will all be wiped out in a minutes.” 
Col. Forbes-Robertson sent out Lt. 
Keegan to . observe and to find out 
what he could. Returning, he said 
there was not an unwounded soldier 
and that the Germans were beginning 
to come up. The Colonel called to­
gether 20 men, comprising battalion 
h q. staff and ordered them to hold 
the Germans back. This was madness 
—the kind of madness that wins bat­
tles. The little band went forward, 
and were barely out when two great 
shells weakened their number. Across 
an open trench they dashed, but only 
9 got through, as the Germans were 
throwing their machine guns on this 
spot which they had to pass over.

A NEW THERMOPYLAE.
They could notice Germans 200 

yards ahead. The Nfld. and Essex 
men had died by the hundreds but had 
broken the great force of the enemy’s 
attack. They died hard, but in dying 
exacted a heavy toll from the' Ger­
mans. One of the party was the Es­
sex man who had returned to the vil­
lage. A German gun then opened fire 
on them but an English gun in the dis­
tance soon put this out of action. The 
little party has but little ammunition 
and they had to husband it. But 
every bullet found its billet. The 
Germans came up in little groups, and 
they were potted off one by one. The 
9 joked about the shooting, joked in 
the face of death, and “marks” were 
awarded successful shots. Five marks 
for a kill, 3 for a wound, and 5 points 
off for a miss. The Germans suspect­
ed a trap, and thought there was a 
great party of British behind. Things 
v.ere looking pretty black and serious. 
Amunition was getting pretty scarce, 
they had very little food and less 
water. However in rummaging around 
they found some food, and a box of 
1,000 rounds of small shot, but no 
water. The time went slowly on. At 
1.30 in the day they saw in a little 
wood several German battalions in 
massed formation. They knew now 
that someone must get back with word 
for reinforcements. Despite the fact 
that they knew almost certain death 
awaited the one who went, everyone 
oi them volunteered. One of them, 
Private Rose (applause) was selected 
and went. The big attack did not 
come off, the Germans still fearing 
a trap. But they sent small parties, 
which were killed one by one. At 3.30 
in the afternoon the Newfoundlanders 
got artillery support, so they knew 
word had gone through. They saw 
British soldiers crawling on their 
hands and knees toward them, and at 
last a big Highland soldier got in with 
a big bottle of Scotch whiskey (laugh­
ter). This was much needed. The 
Newfoundlanders were not going to 
give up their efforts get. Lt. Keegan, 
with a detail, went out and rescued 
some wounded men outside and 
brought them in (applause.) “He de­
serves all the clapping you gave him,” 
said Mr. McKenzie. The 9 men had 
held up the two great German divis­
ions, consisting of 25,000 men. This 
was the greatest deed of the war, and 
if a greater was wanted, he could not 
give it. Newfoundland should be proud 
of her sons. He would now show 
them some pictures of Newfoundland 
soldiers in France (clapping.) The 
“Banks of Newfoundland” was played 
as these were shown. Major Bernard 
was very plainly shown in the pic­
tures, and his appearance was the sig­
nal for the heartiest clapping for the 
evening, showing that he was an ex­
ceptionally popular officer. A “close 
up” of boys receivcing decorations 
was shown. The boys were seen on 
parade, marching to dinner, and in 
other interesting performances.

NOTHING TOO GOOD.
It was not possible, said Mr. Mc­

Kenzie, to see more of the Regi­
ment to-night, but the following night 
he would deal further with them. No­
thing too good can be said about them. 
They have shown themselves brave,

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Spartacus or Left Socialists made a 
bee-line for the “Norddeutsche Allge- 
meine Zeitung" and the “Lokalan- 
zeiger” as soon as they got a real 
foothold in Berlin. The former was 
the semi-official German newspaper 
and was subsidised by the Govern­
ment At the beginning of this year 
it was taken over by Reimar Bobbing, 
the government printing contractors, 
and was brightened up considerably. 
Circulation is chiefly among the news­
paper editors, and its Importance lies 
in the fact that its utterances and 
suggestions are so widely quoted, and 
assimilated by the provincial press of 
Germany. Indeed, one of its main 
functions was the manufacture and 
dissemination of propaganda. Its new 
name is to be the “Internationale.” 
The "Lokalanzeiger’s” case is differ­
ent. These revolutionaries wanted 
to get at the people. "Vorwarts” al­
ready belonged to the Social Demo­
crats; the “Berliner Tageblatt” was a 
Radical stronghold, and has been even 
kinder to the Independent Socialists 
than “Vorwarts”; other papers, such 
as the “Voss,” the “Tagliche Rund­
schau," the “Kreuz,” etc., enjoyed on­
ly a small circulation among profes­
sional and military people. There re­
mained the “Lokalanzeiger," with a 
circulation of 250,000, an essentially 
popular paper, styling itself “the'Cen- 
tral Organ of the Metropolis.” More­
over, not long ago this newspaper 
had passed completely into the hands 
of a syndicate controlled by Krupp’s, 
and ever since the beginning of the 
submarine campaign, which it had 
boomed tremendously, had been mak­
ing itself objectionable to the Liberals 
and Socialists. It was a chance in a 

thousand, and they took it. Unhappily, 
their luck seems to have been short­
lived, for a German wireless message 
says that the editor, Eugen Zimmer­
mann, took the matter before the new 
Government, which forthwith took 
steps to right the matter. At the mo­
ment, then, the “Rote Flagge" would 
seem to have been hauled down and 
the “Lokalanzeiger" sign to be in its 
old place.
