But though there are
millions of acres of sueh Ilands, all
the Government would grant was a
life interest in seven and one half ac-
res per head counting each member of
the family.” No definite parcel would
be allotted, a different parcel in the
same - district would® be  given
them each year. This was the gystem
on which those now engaged in ag-
riculture, occupied the"land.

This obviously objectionable sys-
tem, Mr.Semenoif declared, reflected
itself in the mode of living of the peas-
ents.

The motoring world, observes the
Buffalo Express, “has followed with
intense interest the controversy as to
the virtues and evils of ethylized
gasoline.” Bowing to public opinion,
the Ethyl Gasoline Corporation,. of
New York City, announced two weeks
before the meeting in Washington on
May 20, that it would suspend . de-
liveries of the anti-knock .compound
while its effect on public health re-
mains unsettled, and * this attitude
was indorsed by the
Factg about this fluid, which have
already. been given in these pages,
are conveniently reviewed in a Wash-
ington Star article by I"rederic Jd.
Haskin:

“BEthyl gas is mada by adding to
| ordinary gasoline a fluid of which
tetraethyll lead is the active cqnstltu-
ent. The discovery that a very small
quantity of this fluid per gallon will
do away with the knock that is es-
pecially troublesome in- high com-
pression motors, and would double
mileage of gasoline, was hailed as
one of the great achievements of
modern Industrial chemistry.

“During 1924 ethyl fluid was dis-
tributed to the consuming public at
filling stations. Motorists could have
it put into their gas or mnot, as they
preferred. Then it was decided to
put the fluid in the gasoline at tke
refinery.

“Ten fatalities occurred among
workmen in experimental plants, but
it 18 claimed that they were all In
connection with the manufacture of
tetraethyl lead, and that there have
been no casualties in the distribution
of the ethy! fluid or gas.”

The Bureau of Mines Wwas there-
upon called upon to make an investi-
gation, and their preliminary report
that “the danger of sufficient lead
accumulating in the streets from ex-
haust of automobiles using ethylized
gasoline is seemingly remote,” Is
now attacked by several chemists
and a few newspapers as inadequate
and misleading. It is also reported
that the Investigation was financed
by the Ethyl Gasoline Corporation.
The Cumming investigation, Wash-
ington correspondents remind us, is
to be financed by the Government.
As the Newark News points out:

“The most important question to
be settled is, whether lead exhausted
from gas of this type can so vitiate
the open air, in any probable con-
centration of motor-cars in a public
thoroughfare, as to menace life and
health, either by momentary effect or
through the cumulative results of in-
haling small quantities of lead over
long periods.”

- “In g motorized age, we can not
forego, without elaborate experi-
ments, the use of a chemical and cut
down costs,’ notes the Hartford
Times, and the Brovklyn Nagle re-

After 180 -years of silence the his-
toric bells of Carlisle Cathedral are
again to be rung, and for that pur-
pose they have been entrusted to the
Whitechapel Bell Foundry to be
cleaned, tuned, and completely refit-
ted. Two smaller bells are also to be
added to complete “the octave. The
bells have been removed from the
j cathedral tower and are now at the
'foundry in Whitechapel-road, E. In

'sion on which they were rung was

, tenced’ to silence for 100 years,
"and although this period has long
been expired, ringing has not been
possible owing to their state of disre-
pair and also to some fear of injury
to the tower.

The oldest bell in the peal is the
5th, the second largest of the present
peal. It was cast about the year 1410
with three others at the charge of
William . Strickland, Bishop of Car-
lisle from 1400 to 1419;

Curse on the Bruce.

In “The Bells of Carlisle Cath-
edral’ 'the Rev. H. Whitehead states
that these were not the first bells
known to have belonged to the cath-
edral.

In the presence of Edward the First
(who died in 1307), lately arrived from
Lanercost, where he had spent what
was to prove the last winter of his life,
Cardinal Petrus Hispanus, the Pope’s
legate, having first preached in the
Cathedral, “revested himself and the
other Bishops which were present, and
then with candles alight and causing
the bells to be rung, they accursed
in' terrible wise \Qobert Bruce, the
usurper of the crown of Scotland,
with all his partakers, aiders, and
maintainers.”

Bruce never succeeded in taking
Carlisle, but it was taken and burnt in
1345 by Sir W. Douglas; and was
again burnt, this time by accident, in
1392, when 1,500 houses and a great
part of the Cathedral are said to have
been destroyed.

It must have been in reparation of
the damage done to the Cathedral in

1392 that Bishop Strickland raised the |

tower and furnished it with “four
great bells,” one of which stil] sur-
vives as the fifth bell of the present
ring.
