It is not possible for me in the scope of a 
brief address like this, to discuss these im­
portant matters, but I shall have ample op-
Eortunity hereafter to do so. I may briefly 

ere observe that I consider no step should 
be taken involving the expenditure of any 
large sum of money with reference to any 
of these questions without the opinion of the 
ratepayers being first duly obtained. Our 
present liabilities are heavy, taxation suffi­
cient, and our future, in a measure, fraught 
with perplexity. Still, I think, with pru­
dence and judgment, the 'town of Guelph is 
bound to flourish, and increase in general 
prosperity.

MISCELLANEOUS ITEMS.

Snow has fallen to the depth of two 
and a half feet in Queen’s county, N. B.

Sixty thousand words tripped from 
Gladstone’s tongue during the recent 
canvass.

A Paris fashion writer says crinolines 
ate on the return, and wider than could 
be expected.

Mr. T. M. Daly has been elected by 
acclamation Mr j or of Stratford for the 
ensuing year.

Five aldermen, all that were to be 
elected, were returned in Ottawa without 
opposition. Happy Ottawa !

The sentence of death, in the case of 
the murderers of Capt. Minor,at Amherst- 
burg, has been commuted to a life term 
in the Penitentiary.

Whalen Granted leave to Appeal.
Whalen <vas brought before the Court 

of Queen’s Bench, at 10 o'clock on Thurs­
day, to allow the application for an ap­
peal to the Court of Error and Appeal to 
be made. The Judges having taken 
their seats, Mr. Cameron in answer to a 
question from tho Chief Justice whether 
he had any motion replied, that ho had, 
and said, that in the case of the Queen vs. 
Whelan, it becomes necessary to under­
stand whether it is proper to go directly 
from the Court of Queen's Bench to the 
Court of Error and Appeal by means of 
tho ordinary precept on tho judgment 
on dcmurrcr.or whether it is proper to ob­
tain the writ of error under the fiat of the 
Attorney-General. I have provided my­
self with the fiat for tho writ of error to 
be issued, returnable on the 31-st, as I 
may find it most proper and right ; but it 
may become a question whether the prac­
tice of issuing a writ of error really ex­
tends to the Court of Error and Appeal. 
In England they issue a writ of error 
bringing tho case from the Queen’s 
Bench to the Exchequer Chamber. At 
any rate, I ask your lordships for leave 
to appeal, and of course it must bo to 
the next highest court that the question 
will be decided

As there appeared to Mr. Cameron to 
be an ommission in the statues he had 
thought it best to apply in two ways; 
first by the fiat of the Minister of Justice, 
which he had obtained, add second by 
the leave of their Lordships, tho Court 
deciding whether the appeal was brought 
in the proper manner. The prisoner was 
remanded to the custody of the Sheriff of 
York, Mr. Cameron applied for a writ of 
Juibeas Corpus to bring him up on the 
first day of the Court of Appeal, and it 
wasgianted. The Chief Justice subse 
quently gave his certificate for a respite 
till the first of February. He is respited 
to this time because it is the first day of 
term, and the first day after the sitting 
of the Court of appeal, on which the 
Court of Queen's Bench can fiaake an 
order regarding him.

Elmira has had a meeting to consider 
Mr. Weir’s propositions for shipping sil­
ver out of the country. Wo are not in­
formed that anything definite was done.

The Rev. Donald Fraser is coming out 
from Scotland on a visit, and will occupy 
the pulpit of Cote street Church, Montre­
al, for several weeks.

Early next month the Great Eastern, 
will commence to take on board the cable 
that is to be laid down between the Unit­
ed States and France.

The annual meeting of the Pilkington 
Agricultural Society will be held at 
Dal by’s hotel, Elora, ou the 5th of Jan­
uary, at two o’clock, p.m.

On Saturday evening, the high wind 
blew down a barn door on Joseph Martin, 
of Goderich. The hasp entered his right 
eye, and death was instantaneous.

George Oliver, of Galt,has been award­
ed the Silver Cup, presented by tho 
Butchers’ Association of New York, for 
the best sheep taken into the market of 
that city.

Revival meetings still continue to be 
held in Knox Church, Galt. During the 
past two weeks the house has not afford­
ed standing room to the audiences that 
have met.

The people of Glenallan gave Dr. Har­
vey a dinner at Watson's hotel, on Tues­
day evening, in token of their respect 
for him, previous to his departure for 
Newbridge, township of Howick.

An old woman, about 80 years old, 
named Mrs. Campbell was run over at 
Stratford station, on the’ 24th, by the 
evening train, and" was instantly killed. 
It is supposed that she did not hear the 
train coming, being a little deaf.

This Masonic Festival.—The ar­
rangements lor the Masonic celebration, 
which will take place on Tuesday even­
ing first, are now completed. The hall 
has been handsomely decorated, and the 
affair promises to be the most auspicious 
event of the season in this locality.

Comi’knsation.—The representatives of 
John Zubrig who was lately killed at 
Shakespeare by a Grand Trunk train have 
been paid $800 by the Company, and are 
satisfied. To Weinbold, who had his 
arm brokm and his team killed, a liberal 
offer was made and refused. He de­
mands $1, 500, which tho Company 
thinks is a little too much.

New Agricultural Paver. — The 
Hamilton Times says : The Rev. W. F. 
Clarke, of Guelph, hitherto editor of the 
Canada Farmer, resigned l.!s position to 
start a rival paper named the Ontario 
Favour. A contract has been entered 
into with Messrs. Hunter, R< se & Co., for 
printing. It is said that the Department 
of Agriculture is to take one thousand 
copies.

A new Presbyte rian Church wae open­
ed in Listowel on Sabbath last. The 
cost of the building is about $2,500. On 
Tuesday the Rev. S. W. Bell was ordain­
ed to the congregations of Molesworth 
and Listowel, and tho ceiemony was 
followed by a soiree in tho evening, tho 
proceeds of which together with the col­
lections ol Sabbath amounted to $265.

Jewish Converts.—The Galt Reformer 
Bays an interesting ceremony took place 
in Knoxts Church, Galt, on Sabbath last. 
Messrs. Joseph and Alexander Sterms, 
two Jews who have lately abjured Juda­
ism, were baptised in presence of the 
congregation by the Rev. Mr. Smith, 
and received into the membership of the 
Church In the evening, they made a 
profession of the faith in presence of an 
immense audience.

Robbery and Attempted Murder. 
—A despatch from Clifton on the 24th 
says :—A merchant tailor from Howell, 
Michigan, name unknown—was found 
lying insensible on the New York Cen­
tral station platform at the Suspension 
Bridge early this morning. A small tra­
velling bag was found near him, broken 
open and rifled of contents, his pockets 
turned inside out and keys and pocket 
knife found by his side cn the platform. 
He had left the Western Hotel a short 
time before, intending to take the 5 a. m. 
train for New York. Stepping into the 
station to wait for the train, and feeling 
unwell and the room loo warm, he walked 
out to the east end of the platform, was 
caught by the neck and knocked insensi­
ble by a blow on the back of the head, 
lying in that state outside the station 
from five till past six o'clock. He says he 
has been robbed of several thousand dol­
lars. Several cases of this kind having 
been misrepresented in this vicinity be­
fore, causes some doubt as to the truth 
of this man’s story. Officers are making 
efforts to ascertain facts of the matter and 
arrest the perpetrators.

Railway Matters.
The County Council of Bruce are a 

non commital body. They listened to 
the arguments of the Narrow Gauge,and 
the W. G. & B. R. delegates and the Rail­
way Committee afterwards brought in a 
report congratulating the County on its 
brilliant prospecte of soon beholding the 
iron horse snorting through it. They be­
lieved that its fertility, its rapid progress 
in material wealth, and increase of 
commerce tended to demand a better out­
let than is now enjoyed. They wore al­
so very happy to find that both Compan­
ies are in earnest, and that from present 
appearances portions of their work will 
soon be put under contract. They were 
of the opinion that the question of rail­
way communication was one of the most 
important that could be brought before 
tho ratepayers, and they had no doubt 
they would soon be called upon to‘deter­
mine what amount of aid they would be 
willing to give in order to enjoy the bene­
fits of a railroad. But at the same time 
the Committee did not feel warranted in 
recommending either line, but desired 
that the subject should receive the care­
ful consideration of the Council and the 
ratepayers of the County, so that when 
the time arrives that they will be called 
upon to make a selection they may be 
able to do so wisely and discreetly. All 
of which must have proved highly satis­
factory to the delegates.

The Brooklyn Common Council have 
voted to subscribe $11,000,000 of the $5,- 
000,000 capital stock of the company that 
has undertaken to build a suspension 
bridge over the river between Nèw "York 
and Brooklyn. The undertaking is shortly 
to bo commenced. The bridge is to start 
on tho New York side in the neighbour­
hood of the City Hall Park. Its largest 
span will be 1,G00 feet, which is nearly 
800 longer than that of the Niagara Fulls 
bridge. Its total length will be over a 
mile ; its width 80 feet.

Curiosities of Parliament.—Not 
many Parliaments in modern times have 
gone to their rest with the loss of so few 
eminent men as that which was dissolved 
on the 11th instant. Of the G8 peers 
whose deaths have been recorded during 
the period of its existence, the name of 
Lord Brougham stands out almost in 
isolated prominence, while of the 23 
members of tho Lower House who have 
died, Lord Palmerston's name is tho 
only one which is likely long to be car­
ried in the public remembrance. In the 
Parliament which came to an end in 
1865, Lord Chancellor Campbell, the 
Duke of Newcastle, the Earl of Carlisle, 
tho Earl of Elgin, Earl Canning, and 
Lord Herbert of Lea were removed from 
the Lords ; and Mr. Cobden, Sir G. C. 
Lewis, Sir James Graham and Mr. R. 
Stephenson, from the Commons. So great 
was the mortality in that Parliament that 
in six years Lord Palmerston’s Govern­
ment lost ton of its members through 
death—remarkable contrast to the ten a 
city of life shown by Conservative states­
men, for at this moment, if circumstances 
required, Lord Derby could, with two ex­
ceptions, form again the cabinet which 
he presented to her Majesty nearly 17 
years ago.

Herrings and Weddings.—The local 
registrar at Clyne, in Sutherland, reports 
to the Registrar-General of Scotland, 
that, owing to the failure of the herring 
fishery, and owing to the very light har­
vest, no mariages were celebrated in his 
district during the quarter ending Sep­
tember 30 last. Also at Fetlar, in Shet­
land, no marriages were registered dur­
ing the three months, and in this dis­
trict the herring fishery proved a com­
plete failure. At Eyemouth, in Berwick, 
there was only one marriage recorded 
during the quarter,the reason assigned for 
this being the depressed state of the fish­
ery trade. In the Highlands the failure 
of the herring fishery, however, does not 
always account for a bad return of mar­
riages, for at Tyree, an insular district in 
Argle, where no marriages were record­
ed during the quarter,the registrar states 
the number of marriages registered af­
fords no just criterion of the number who 
go to the hymeneal altar, at all events in 
this district, for after tho certificate of 
the proclamation of banns has been ob­
tained, a good many couples prefer tak­
ing a trip by steamer to the low country 
to get married, rather than stand the tur­
moil, revelry, and bustle of a real High­
land marriage. And, adds the registrar, 
‘considering all things, the public morals 
gain more than they lose by the change.’

HISTORIC CHRISTMASES.
Under this heading the Quiver gives 

an interesting record of the principal 
events which have marked the English 
season since that 25th December (1066) 
on which William the Conqueror was 
crowned King at Westminster, Two 
years later William defeated the north 
ern insurgents, and kept his Christmas 
in York, "to the great disgust of the peo­
ple,” devising in the merry season those 
plans of wholesale extermination which 
his generals faithfully carried out in the 
New Yety, and by which 100,000 men, 
women and children perished between the 
Ouse and the Scottish border. On Christ­
mas Day, 1170, Thomas a Beckett, the 
champion of the old English nationality, 
preached, in Canterbury Cathedral, his 
own funeral sermon. Four days later 
he was murdered in front of his own altar 
—a martyr to the joint cause of liberty 
and religion. In Chritmas time 1214 
another great primate, Stephen Langton, 
at the head of the confederate barons, de­
manded from King John the Rights con­
ceded at Runnymede by the Great Chater 
of the following Easter. The first Eng­
lish Parliament was convoked for the 
King, by Simon de Montfort at Christ­
mas time 1204. A conspiracy which cost 
the lives of the Earls of Huntington,Kent, 
Surrey and Rutland, was plotted for the 
seizure of Henry VII, at Windsor, on the 
first Christmas after his accession. Six­
teen years later the holidays were cele­
brated by the roasting in chains over a 
slow fire in St. Giles Fields of Sir John 
Oldcastle, Lord Cobbam, charged with 
heresy and treason. And in the Christ­
mas week of 1384 died John Wickliffe, 
the morning star of the Reformation.— 
One hundred and thirty-six years later 
(1520) Martin Luther celebrated his 
Christmas by publicly burning the papal 
bull of indulgences in the market place 
of Wittenberg.

On the Christmas of 1586, Queen Eliza­
beth received the letter of her cousin 
Mary Queen of Scots containing the four 
last requests of the hapless writer, stated 
with such pathos as to draw tears, though 
not mercy, from the “ old lioness.” The 
Christmas of sixteen yeais later was the 
last tho last Tudor ever saw,and she pass­
ed it, as says Sir John Harrington, who 
was permitted to visit her, in “ the most 
pitiable state ” of gloom and remorse, and 
with the pale shade of Essex ever mur­
muring reproaches in her ear.

The pjndat who succeeded her put in 
a remarkable Christmas in 1521. The 
House of Commons before its adjourn­
ment had entered a solemn protest upon 
its journals against all the violent langu­
age and violent acts made use of and 
committed by the King, which James 
hearing of, sent for the journal and, with 
his own hand, tore out the oage in the 
presence of his council. James prided 
himself beyond everything on his King­
craft ; and yot there came not so long after 
the days when the insulted protest was to 
be followed by the Grand Remonstrance, 
and when his darling Baby Charles was 
to suffer sadly for all the inherited mad­
ness of his Sire.

Twenty-five years later Christmas Day 
was appointed by Parliament to be a ‘day 
of “ fasting and public humiliation " on ac­
count of the great straits to which the nation 
had been brought. In Christmas time 1679, 
the tide ot affairs had changed, and General 
Monk was marshalling his army to march to 
London and win the Dukedom ; while on 
Christmas Day. twenty-nine years after, 
James II. had lost the Crown which Albe­
marle had restored, and landed, on the Feast 
of the Nativity, an exile to Frtnce from the 
land he had betrayed. On the same day 
Parliament presented an address to the 
Prince of Orange requesting him to assume 
and exercise the Government.

On the 25th December 1739 began the 
Great Frost lasting for six weeks and turn­
ing the Thames into a fair ground. And, in 
connection with this recollection, we may 
add the later one that it was during these 
holidays, two years ago, that another frost 
proved less trustworthy, aud that forty per­
sons were drowned in the Regent’s Park, 
where the overburtlieued ice treacherously
Sive way. This awful calamity fell upon 

e metropolis while the whole north coun­
try was yet in mourning for close upon 400 
men killed in two terrible colliery explo 
sions, for whose widows and orphans the 
English hand and kindly English heart offer­
ed such comfort as it could, and worthily 
celebrated the Christian season by a noble 
work of Christian charity.

Christmas iu Guelph. 
Christmas passed over Guelph rather 

quietly. There was a little stir in the 
morn ing.and acq uaintancesexcli an ged t he 
usual congratulations. But the young 
folks had nearly all left town, and gone 
to seek pleasure in different directions, 
though with the same kind of convey­
ance. The livery stables were emptied, 
and the reeking steeds were enjoying a 
holiday iu bounding over the glancing 
snow, bearing behind them in many 
esses a heavy load of sentimentality, 
and listening with a satisfaction render­
ed perfect by an occasional flourii.h of the 
whip, to the amatory sighs borne ar 
redis auidhus, by^the gentle zephyr of 
December. We had a couple oi chunks 
of fight in the course of the day. The 
first took place in the mornir;.;, and re­
sulted in nobody being serio ; dy inju­
red, but in four young men Laving to 
spend a merry Christmas under the su­
pervision of Mr Mercwr. The second 
occurred in the afternoon, aud will re­
sult some way or other. At six o’clock 
in the evening the streets were almost 
deserted, and the indications of a fracture 
of the peace were so indistinct that the 
Chief Constable went home to tea. The 
skating was not very good, and the un 
approachable podographers had but little 
chance to distinguish themselves. There 
was curling going on somewhere, for we 
observed two worthy Scots with brooms 
over their shoulders making strides to 
wards the river. So Christmas came 
and went, and perhaps, as is usually the 
case, the majority of people found the 
anticipation of its pleasures more plea­
sing than the actual enjoyment of them.

The Jesuits.—According to the Li­
beria Catalica, 6,429 Jesuits are employed 
in missionary work. Of these there are 
139 lathers,! 17 scholastics, and 55 brotl - 
erscoadjutors in England ; 14 fathers; 3 
scholastics, 3 brothers coadjutors in Scot­
land ; 61 fathers, 37 scholastics, 36 broth­
ers coadjutors in Ireland. In the United 
States they seem to muster more strongly, 
305 fathers, 147 scholastics, and 807 bro­
thers coadjutors being distributed be­
tween New York, Maryland, Missouri, 
New Orleans and California. In Canada 
the numbers are 187 of every grade.

Chicago has one ruffian less than she 
had a week ago. A thief, named Cody, 
resisting arrest by a detective, received a 
fatal shot from a pistol held by the de­
tective. The detective's hand was struck 
down by a pal of the thief, causing the 
pistol to go off with the result stated.

Despatches to tho Evening Mercury»

London. Dec. 24 —It is regarded as al­
most certain that France and England 
will join the conference for a settlement 
of the Eastern question. The Judicial 
Committee of the Privy Council have 
rendered a decision in the case of Martin 
vs. Mackonnochio, on an appeal from a 
judgment of the Court of Archives, by 
Sir R. Phillimore. The cl targes against 
Mackonnochie were kneeling^ prostrat­
ing before the consecrated"-elements, and 
the use of lighted candles. The Privy 
Council after a lengthy hearing and due 
consideration, to-day announced their de­
cision against Mackonnochie, and in 
condemnation of the practices charged 
against him. Vice-Chancellor Sir G. M. 
Giflard succeeds the new Lord Chancell­
or, Sir Wm. Page Wood, as one of the 
Lords Justices of the Court of Appeal in 
Chancery. Mr. James has been appoint­
ed a vice-chancellor, to fill the vacancy 
caused by the promotion of Sir G. M. 
Giflard.

Marseilles, Dec. 24. — Despatches 
have been received here, giving the par­
ticulars of a dreadful accident whichr oc­
curred recently, near Smyrna, in Asia 
Minor. Two Egyptian mail steamers 
came in collision in the Gulf of Smyrna. 
It was said that over 200 passengers were 
killed by the shock.

Athens, Dec. 25th.-The Greek Cham­
bers have acceded to the demand for the 
approval of an extraordinary credit to 
the amount of one hundred millions of 
drachmas, and also for extraordinary le-, 
vies of men for the army and navy as 
called for by the Government.

London, Dec. 25.—A despatch from Vien­
na states that it is certain that the Western 
powers will agree with Austria respecting 
the Conference. The Sublime Porte nas ex­
tended the time for the departure of the 
Greeks from the Turkish dominions to five 
weeks.

Paris, Dec. 25.—The Patrie last evening 
had the following despatch from Athens, 
dated Nov. 22nd :—The committee of action 
has addressed a petition to the Greek Gov­
ernment praying for peace. They urge the 
government to support the popular feeling 
of the country which is clearly tor peace, 
and to avoid a war with Turkey

London, Dec. 25.—Russia has asked of 
Turkey and Greece a suspension of hostili­
ties until the end of the Conference. The 
adhesion of Austria is regarded as certain, 
and of Italy and Greece as probable.

London, Dec. 25, evening.—It has been 
arranged that the Conference of the Great 
Powers shall assemble in Paris, early in 
January.

Paris, Dec. 25,—A despatch received here 
from Vienna states that the Austrian am­
bassadors at Constantinope and Athens are 
to be recalled and their positions filled by 
persons unobjectionable to both Turkey and 
Greece.

American Despatches
New York,2Gth.—In an address to the 

Fenians of the country George Francis 
Train wlfo arrived in this city on Thurs­
day announces that James Stephens has 
been restored to the Supreme Cential of 
the Fenian organization.

The Tribune says it may be considered 
certain that the 41st Congress will meet 
and organize on the 4th March.

The Times says the amnesty proclama­
tion is the subject of .much comment 
here. Not so much fault is found with 
it because it pretends to release all relrels 
from penalties of their crimes as because 
the President again assumes the exercise 
of a pardoning or amnesty power which- 
is looked upon "by many as simply a 
usurpation, and as in no wise con 1er red 
by the clause of tho Constitution which 
defines the power of the President to 
grant pardon ami reprieves.

Universal Amnesty. — Piesidett 
Johnson has issued the following pro­
clamation, under date of Washington the 
24th inst. :—Whereas, as the President of 
the United States has heretofore set forth 
several proclamations offering amnesty 
and pardon to persons who had been, or 
were concerned in the late rebellion 
against, the lawful authority of the Gov­
ernment ot the United Slates, which pro­
clamations were severally issued on the 
8th day of December, 1863, on the 26th 
day of March, 1864, on the 29th day of 
May, 1865, on the 7th day of September, 
1807, and on the 4th day of July, in the 
present year ; and, whereas, the authority 
of the Federal G< comment having 1 een 
re-established in ail the States and ter­
ritories within the jurisdiction of the 
United States, it is believed that such 
prudential reservations and exceptions as 
at dates of said several proclamations 
were deemed necessary and proper, may 
now be wisely and justly relinquished, 
and that an universal amnesty and par­
don for participation in said rebellion ex­
tended to all who havo borne any part 
therein will tend to secure permanent 
peace, order and prosperity throughout 
the laud, and to renew and fully restore 
confidence and fraternal feeling among 
the whole people, and their respect for 
and attachment to the national Govern­
ment designed by its patriotic founders 
for the general good. Now, therefore, 
l>e it known, that I, Andrew Johnson, 
President of the United States, by virtue 
of the power and authority in me vested 
by the Constitution, and in the name of 
the sovereign people of the United States, 
do hereby proclaim and declare, uncon­
ditionally and without reservation, to all 
and to every person who directly or indi­
rectly, participated in the late insurrec­
tion or rebellion, a full pardon and am­
nesty for the offence of treason against 
the United States, of adhering to their 
enemies during the late civil war. with 
restoration of all rights, privileges and 
immunities under the Constitution and 
laws which have been made in pursuance 
thereof.

Adjourned Meeting of the Centre 
Riding Convention.

On Wednesday last an adjourned meet­
ing of the Reform Delegates was held at 
Fergus. Mr. Burt, Erin, and Mr. Greene, 
Orangeville, were not present. The 
Chairman having called the meeting to 
order, requested the Secretary to read the 
report ; which he did by presenting a tel 
egram from Mr. Brown, declining the 
nomination tendered him the previous 
week. After some comments as to Mr. 
Brown's disinclination to reenter Parlia­
ment, Mr. Dyce moved, seconded by Mr. 
How, that Kenneth McKenzie, Esq., of 
Toronto, be the nominee of the Conven­
tion. Mr. Dyce supported his motion by 
remarks on the talents and qualifications 
of the proposed candidate.

Mr. Milloy was in favour of the mo­
tion. He had conversed with the gentle 
man, and had been told by him he 
would run il the Convention were unani­
mous in its choice of him. Mr. McKen­
zie had been many years a judge, was of 
good standing at the bar, and would ad­
vocate local interests as well as a resident 
member.

Mr. Parkinson did not think that there 
were local jealousies which would debar 
a. local candidate from uniting the party. 
In Eramosa the people were all united 
on Mr. Brown, but failing him they 
wished a resident. He urged unity of 
action, and thought that all the muni­
cipalities would support the choice of the 
convention.

Considerable discussion ensuéd as to 
whether a resident or non-resident candi­
date was preferable.

Mr. Burnett moved, seconded by Mr. 
Bwinford, That James Ross, Esq., be 
nominated as a candidate, and on the 
vote being taken it stood 13 for Ross, 12 
for McKenzie.

On motion of Mr. Johnson,sgponded by 
Mr. How, the nomination was made 
unanimous for Mr. Ross.

An adjournment then took place till 
after tea, and Mr. Ross was sent for. On 
reassembling Mr. Ross was tendered the 
nomination of the Convention, and ac­
cepted. It was understood that lie should 
not resign his office until elected, but 
that it should be no hindrance to his use­
ful*’«-a or independence afterwards.

More Distress in Nova Scotia. 
—The Halifax Ceronicle of the 14th 
lost., says :—“Judging from present 
appearances, the poor of the province 
are more than likely to suffer consid- 
derable distress during the present 
winter. Our fisheries have been dur­
ing the past summer|far less renumer- 
ative than usual, and our crops have 
been pretty nearly in the same cate­
gory. In this city and many of our 
counties hunger and want have al­
ready begun to show their hideous 
heads, and it behoves every substan­
tial citizen to lend his aid to those 
organizations formed to banish those 
hideous visitors. The society, for im­
proving the hondition of the poor and : 
the Vincent de Paul Society arc now 
hard at work,doing all that their means 
allow for the poor,and it is to be hoped , 
that outsiders will grease the palms 
of the Good Samafîtians, and thus 
strengthen their hands in their chari­
table endeavours.”
