COMMUNICATIONS.

An opinion from the Town Bolicitor
was read, in reference to St. Arnaund
street. On Sept. 29, 1869, by order of
Judge Macdonald, made on application
of SBheriff Grange, that street was struck
out of the Sheriff’s plan and closed as a
street. Mr. Guthrie was of opinion that
the Council could not compel the street
to be opened except by proceeding under
its powers to open new streets under
section 425 of the new Municipal Act—in
which case notice under section 424
would have to be given, and compensa-
tion would have to be made to the pro-
prietor of the land.

Also a circular from the Treasury
Departmant of the Ontario Government,
stating that the dehentures to be given
under the Municipal Loan Fund Act are
to be made payable in sterling, to the
London (England) agents of the Bank of

Commeroce ; that the annual payments of
ind-hted mubicipalities are regulated by
t e s+ ‘enth section of the Act; that the
¢ .an Bank of Commerce had under-
tasun to transmit money to England for
the municipalities, free of charge, with
one slight exception ; and encloging a de-
tailed ststement of Guelph’s indebted-
ness. From this it appears that our
annual payment is $5,883.70, for twelve
years, and the debentures would be 402
in number.
