Effect of Recent Storms, Fol-
lowed by Intense Warm
Weather, is Bad

There is Stilt Every Indication
of a Bumper Crop; May be
5 to 10 pet Cent, Off

Reports are from Fifty Points
in Central and Northern
Parts of Province

Saskatoon, 8ask, July 5.~—-Crop
reports from over ﬁfty points ‘in
the central and northern portions
of the province have been received
by the Phoenix, covering the pres-
ent conditions and the effeats of
recent styrms following-a season
of unusuaj heat. In general it is
oonceded that the very promising
yield will be reduced by five to ten
percent by the hot spell which is
also expected to materially affect
the length of the straw, howaver,
there is still every indication of a
bumper crop.

The heat coming so early in the
_season, while not doing- any great
harm, owing to the fact that there was
plenty of moisture in the ground had
the effect of bringing the crop on very
rapidly and from a number of points
it is reported that the grain is already
headed out, this is particularly the case
along the C. N. R. to thesnorth of the
city, The storms were of a very spas-
modic character and by no means
general, but following them there has
been much cooler weather and showers
in many sections, the géneral effect
being to permit of more moderate ma-
turity.

Plenty of Moisture

Generally speaking, the raine have
been sp plepfiful that not only has the
crop been revived, buf there is enough
moisture in the ground to maintain
growth for a period estimated from a
couple of weeks to the end of the sea-
son.

The reports are very varied in de-
tail as to the conditions existing but
on the whole the drought appears to
have done very little damage and
there is now no damage from rain,
while the winds have little effect and
there has been no hail damage to
speak of. All crop reports agree that
the crop is a week to two weeks dhead
of last year and with a continuance
of anything like favorable conditions,
there should be an early harvest and
little danger from frost.

CHECKED BY DISISTE
FLECTION FIGHT IS
NOWRESUMED

Rival Parties are Once More at
Grips in Saskatchewan With
Renewed Energy

Regina, Juty 5.—The political cam-
paign, which somewhat abated owing
to the disaster, has b€en resumed with
almost as much bitterness as ever.

“A little after five o’clock I
watching the

flag son the top of our barracks, about
two miles .out of the town,” said In-
spector Burnett. “I noticed that the
wind wag blowing gently from the
north. Just then it gradually became
quiet and a dead ¢alm followed. This
lasted. for some few minutes, anp
then the wind began to blow from
the south, gradually gaining force, I
had remarked just previous to theé
calm how wonderfully -warm it was,
considering that the wind was in the
north. The wind became stronger and
I noticed a great brown cloud forming,
only, it .appeared, two or three miles
from the city. This cloud had a pe-
culiar edging of black and suddenly,
as we watched it, it appeared to form
into a wedge shape and rushed to-
wards the city at a tremendous pace.

Darkness Came on.

“It became so dark -that it was im-
possible to recognize a man at twen-
ty-five yards distance. The sound of
this rushing wind can best be explain-
ed as like that of a heavy freight
train crossing over a bridge.

“It was all over in thirty seconds.
Although we felt comparatively lit-
tle of the cyclone where we were, still
several trees were blown down and |
we lost one chimney. When the cy-
clone had passed, torrents of rain
poured down; this continued for some
twenty minutes, gradually getting less
and the sky becoming brighter. Dur-
ing the rain I atempted to call up the
city, but found that I could get no
connection. I thought that a wire
was down, but, of course, afterward
found that the whole exchange had
been wrécked.

‘Presently our town picket galloped
up to the barracks and told us of the
disaster.

“Every avalilable man was immedi-
aotely rushed to the scene, and they
began a systematic and organized at-
tempt to rescue those who had met
with misfortune. On coming upon the
scene of the catastrophe, it struck me
that everyone was dazed; shocked
with the extent of the disaster. All
night the mounted police patrolled the
city to prevent pilfering.”

Speaking of the extent which the
cyclone covered, Inspector Burnett
said that he was of the opinion that
it only traveled about six or seven
miles. In breadth it was probably
about two blocks, doing most of its
damage on one street.

ALASKAN DEVSES
HOME-MIDE PLOW

Implement of Logs and Old Iron
to Be Exhibited at the
Panama Fair

Fairbanks, Alaska, July 5.—A v‘\\‘id[
| illustration of what the mother of
invention can do résted on the deck of
the steamer St, Michaed this morning
en route to the San Francisco fair. It
was a home-made plow purchased by
Howard Turner from the lower river
farmer who made it.

The main portion of the plow is made
of a.log of wood about three and one-
half feet in length and a foot in diam-
This has been brought down to
a point in front-and curved into the
plowshare at one side. On the other,
or land side, the log has been chiseled
stralght up and down. The point is
covered by a strip of quarter-inch
iron, while sheetiron covers the share,
the land and the bottom of the log
plow. 6

The beam is a straight spruce pole
four inches in diameter ,along .which
a line held' by numerous half hitches
is passed to the handles at the back
of the larger plow, where the line is
fastened.

The beam is attached to the log
plowshare below by bands of heavy
iron.

The handles are of small poles set
in holes bored into the log and fas-
tened solidly to each other, as well
as braced to the log.

The final touch of genius, howeyer,
is the sod cutter, which is a double-
bitted axe blade fastened to the land
side o fthe beam with a strip of iron.

AXlways slacken ropes before rain.

Don't go in for a lot of night work,

Never allow the camp to become un-

Don't go for a swim just after a
meal.

Knives can be cleaned by plunging
them once or twice into the ground.

A good way to clean greasy plates is
to rub them with a lump of turf.

Always salute the flag and have
prayers before commencing the .day’s
work.

Don’t forget to dig a good drain all
round your tent or hut, so that it
heavy rain comes in the night your
floor will not get flooded from outside.

JUDGING DISTANCE

A Capital Exercise for All
Boys
mﬁm«nﬂmaww

“(By (Dark Blue')
It is very useful to be able to esti-
mate distance correctly, whether you

| are a marksman or an athlete,

Many a race has been thrown away
through the runner being a bad judge
of distances, and making his effort too
goon or too late, This applies espe-
cially to eross-country running,

Motgt people are poor judges of dis-
tance, Ask a person to shaw you
his idea of one foot.or one yard, and
he- will probably be a good deal out

! ome way or the other.

1 dare say some of you, when out
walking, have set voureelves to reach
a certain landmark, only to find that
it was ever soynuch farther away than
you supposed

The first step towarm becoming an
expert judge of distance out of doors
is to get into your head a clear idea
of a distance of one hundred yards.

This {8 simply a matter of practice.
Measgure off one hundred yards on the
ground, and then study it from.dif-
ferent angles. Next try to estimate

.one hundred vards in a @ifferent di- '

one hundred yards seven times out of
ten without being more than ten yards
out either way.

Then try longer and shorter dis-
tances, using your idea of one hundred
vards for multiplication or d‘ivision, as
the case may be. S

Get some friends to help you by con-
cealing themeelves at unknown and
varying distances away from you, and
then popping up and showing them-
selves for a few geconds while 3ou"tr)
to find the rangé,

Here it is a 'question not only ot
judging the distance by your eye, but
of carefully noting what you can see
of the “mark.”

Take Careful Note

For instance, at one hundred yards
parts of the scout unifarm will be vie-
ible that wwuld be invisible at five
hundred yards, Note carefully what
you can and cannot see according to
distance, and also get into the habit
of observing how distance affects the
appearance to your eye of houses,
trees, persons walking, horses, and so
on. But thére are many things that
lead to mistakes in judging distance.

For example, on a bright clear day
objects appear nearer than they are,
while a long street or avenue looks
much longer than it really is,

Perhaps it will help you if I put
these things which ‘cause efror in-tab-
ular form:

Objects ‘Are Over-Estimated

The Baptists of Crescent Heights
have completed a beautiful build-
ing, .which is a credit to the Hill,
and also to the City of Culglry.
The work has been done in an
almost incredible space of time,
the excavation having been com-
menced about the first of May,
and the finishing touches com-
pleted about the first of July, thus
the whole building, valued at $20,-
000, has tnkeﬂftho short space of
two months from basement to
spire.

In the basement there is a room
twelve feet high, which/is to be used
for a gymnasium to accommodate the
increasing class of boys in connection
with the church, The gym room is
22x40 in size,

The building has been placed on the
back part of the lot, with a view of

building for worship upon the 80x10R
feet reserved for in the future

Calgary has such a habit of out-
growing all expectations that it is felt
incumbent upon the church people to
prepare for all such eventualities,

The history of the Baptists of Cres-
cent Heights has extended from 1907,
when Sunday school work was begun,
Rev, F.. W. Patterson, and the late A.
J. McArthur were instrumental in put-
ting the work on & permanent basis,
by the erection of the building in
which the church has been worship-
ping. The work was carried on by
supplies from Sunday to Sunday from
the First church, and during the sum-
mer months by students from Brandon
college. Following the students’ supply
the Rev, Mr, Burgh gave nine months
to the work with much success,

In January, 1911, the Mission Board
decided upon a distinct advance by
placing a permanent pastor in the
church, Rev. H L. Kempton, the pres-
ent pastor, being called to the field.

From a membership of twenty-five
the church has grown to its present
status, a membership of one hundred,
with many others ready to come into
the church immediately.

From recelving $500 from the Mis-
ston Board last year, the church fis
now self supporting, ‘having declared
for sqif support on the firét of Janu-
ary, 1912, the new building was llke-
wise undertaken  which ‘has been
brought to a succegsful completion,

church will be held on Sunday. Rev.
J. C."'Sygamore, M.A, pastor of the
Firet church in the city, will preach
in the morning and Rev, M. A Mc- {j
Lean)B.D., of Olivet, in the evéning,

Winton.which captured the champion-
ship for Canadian bred females and
the reserve championship for females
anywhere. The great mare affords a
splendld example of what can be done
in Alberta breeding.
Some Qreat Rercherons.

The Pprcheron classes likewise pres-
ented some great horses, individuals in
some cases superior to anything ever
shown here, if not{ in all the west,
while the event developed a new con-
tender for a monopoly of the honors
in Percheron classes in the person of|
J. C. Drewry, of the Glenn ranch at!
Cowley, who carried away the lion's
share of the ribbons.

' Mr. Drewry showed. in partiéular,
three distinctly top notchers, ‘taking
the championship for stallions, all ages,
with Jurer, which also took first in
his class, and for stallion 2 years or
over, bred and owned in Alberta; first
for four vear old stallion with Habitus,
which at last year’'s fair won the
for the breeder's cup and reserve cham-
pionship for stallior- any age, and first
for stallion two years or under, bred
and owned in Alberta; first for stallion
Mr. Drewry's
winnings in the othér Percheron classes
embraced very nearly every class and
constituted probably the largest list
of duccesses ever scored by an indiv-
idual exhibitor here, - but the three
mentioned animals constituted the most
nctable feature of his showing, Jeurer,
junior champion at the International
show at Chicago last fall, and Pontiac
in particular, are undoubtedly the class
of all Peércheérons ever shown in Al-
berta, while Habltus is an animal of
extraordinary class. Thelr get should

go far toward promoting improvement
in heavy horse breeding in the south-
ern portion of the province,

Equine Aristocrats.

Other especially meritorious individ-
uals in the Percheron classes were:
Decision D., shown by H. Watts of Cal-
gary, second_ in stallién class, four
years or over; Hadrizvx. shown by
Robinson Bros., of Macleod, second for
stallion three years; Figaro, shown by
George Lane, first for Canadian brea
stallion and second for stallion two
vears; Bichette, shown by George
Lane, first for dcy mare any age and
champion female; Lily, shown by Y.
Drake of Calgary, first for two year
ald filly; and Knighthood, shown by
H. Watts, Calgary,
bred in the United States.

In the other heavy classes were
Shires, Belgians, and Suffolks, among
which were numerous notabty fine in-
dividuals.

The cattle exhibit, like that of the
heavy horses brought out some ex-
ceptionally fine stock. At the head, in
point of numbers shown, were the
Ayrshires with 97. Next came the
Holsteins with 76, then the Shorthorns
with fifty, the Aberdeen Angus with
27, the Galloways and Réd Polland
with eighteen each, the Herefords
with fourteen, and the Jerseys with
six.

Individuals stood out strikingly in
almost every class, evidencing a line-
age of purest blood, while the number
of especially good animals was larger
than has ever been seeén at any prev-
‘tous show, indlcating the extent to
which the improvement of herds is
being carried on.

The business was first carried on
under the name of Tuckett and Bill-
ings, who commenced away back in
1845 afterwards being known as Geo.

With Chief
Colonel Displays Unusual Reti-
cence but Maintains

C. J. Hamlin of- Buffalo,
whom Col. Roosevelt described as a
Jeader of the Roosevelt progressives

in Buffalo, was also present today.

The former presidemt said that his
platform would be ready §1 a week or
80, He had received letters, he con-
tinued, from several men who were
prominent in his campaign for the Re-
publican presidential nomination and
were reported to have left him since
the Chicago convention They told him,
he said, that they were with him des-
pite reports to the contrary. He
thought that others who have. ‘'flop-
ped”’ had acted prematurely and that
before long some of them would want
to come back again,

Col. Roosevelt said that lome con-
fusion has been caused by misinter-
pretation in the statements of support-
ers of his that they saw no need of
a new party.
