least,”‘and ‘that everything should as far
as possible be left to private enterprise.
He fears, however, that he has the major
ity ageinst him, for he has been denounc
ing “the new. toryism,” which he explaius
%o be the incressing popwlar craze for hav-
ing government do more for the people in-
stead of less. Theabsorption of the entire
telegraph and telephone system by the
goveroment, the vigor with which the ra-
dical Mr. Chamberlain is pushing his new
scheme for extending the powers of the
government - railway commission — these
and many otber developments of the time
show that public opinion is not going Mr.
Spencer’s way, but in the very opposite
direction. The latest movement of the new
toryism is made by the liberal postmaster-
general, Mr. Fawcett, who is the author
of a scheme of government annuities and
life assurance, which recently became law.
On this the London Times thus remarks:

The Winnipeg Free Press says that a
copsignment of deaf mutes has beev
brought to that city from England, and
dumped into the immigrant sheds.

Thiais so extraordinary as to
bé almost incredible ; and yet we cannot
concéive of our contemporary makinga
precise statement of fact, which would b«
so promptly contradicted as this one would
be if it were not true,

As we have repeatedly said, this coun
try.of only five millions population. wants
a score or two millions more of people to
fill it up, and immigrants who will fill the
country up and improve it are
wanted, American authorities have
cstimated that every . able-bodied im
migrant is worth to the country
at least $1000, and some have even con
tended that $2000 would be nearer the
true figure, = Mr. Hayter, government
statistician of Victoria, says that in the
Australian colonies each immigrant is
worth from £250 to £260, or over £1200
Now, we do ot question-the probable ac-
curacy of these figures, nor do we under-
take tosay that they exaggerate what a
healthy, able-bodied immigrant is worth
to @ new country  But surely it cannot
be said that deaf mutes come under this
description. Iustead of supporting them-
selves, and-doing something besides, they
can’“seareely belp Leing & burdenupon
others;-emd @ loss to the sountry, It
wonld be interesting £o know whe it was

that sent the deaf mutes eut, to bedum|
tnto the immigrant sheds at Winaipeg.

On the general question of immigration
much confusion of thought exists ; and ad:
vantage is frequently taken of this confu-
sion to make the worse appear the better
reason. ‘“Would you be at once 80 stupid
and so unpatriotio,” some one will say,
¢tag to maintain that this vast country,
with so few people per square mile, does
not want immigrants to fill it up?” To
which we would reply: “First tell us
what kind of immigrants you mean.”
Bringing paupers out to live on Toronto
charities is not filling up the country ; not
one of your Conway street immigrants
will ever fell a tree or plough an aore of
land in Canads. Nor will all the deaf
mutes recently dumped at Winnipeg ever
break up a single guarter section of
prairie land, In this matter we want
more of common sense, and less of what
our Winnipeg contemporary calls English
]aB-de-dah philanthropy.

The Federal Bank.

Mr. Yarker has received assurances from
those administering the Potts’ lumber
estate that the bank will, in the course of
five years, realize at least the principal of
its claim, and that under more favorable
conditions it may do better.

The ' Canadian annexation union, of
which. Alexander C. Walton is president
George S. Harrison of Washington is sec-
retary, is preparing to hold a convention
Aug. 5 at Niagara Falls. All the friends
of the project of immediately (or sooner)
annexing the dominion to the United
States are invited to be present, and a gen-
eral ifivitation is extended to the presi-
dent, members of congress, governors of
states, members of state legislatures,
mayors and aldermen of cities, and with
all the rest, the governor-general ot the
Canadian dominion, who, as the represen-
tative of the British crown, is supposed to
be specially favorable to the scheme. Ac-
cording to the call, ho'ding the convention
at Niagara Falls, which is specially stated
to be “‘the great natural wonder of the
world,” is expressly intended ‘‘to aid in
an amicableand fraternal union of the two
countries.”

I’rogreis of Newfoundliand,
From the Halifax Herald.
Newfoundland is in the line of progress.
For many years there was a strong feeling:
against any foreign ideas, such for instance
‘ asrailways. The railway has been follow-
ed by a dry dock, and now it is proposed

to make an effort toward devoloping the
agrioultural 1esources of the province,
The railway runs through some tracts
which are thought to be well adapted to
cattle raising and other agricultural pur-
poss. At the last session of the legislature
a land act was passed cort-ining most
liberal provision to inte ding e tlers.
The minimum price fixed is 111 .y cents per
acre, Parties preparing to i mprove their
land can obtain it free on payment of a fee
of five dollars for each 160 acres, for not
less than 160 acres, nor more than 6,400
acres, subject to the condition that the li-
censes shall within two years settle upon
the land one family for each 160 acres, and
for a period of five years cause to be cleared
at least two acres per year for every 100
acres 8o licensed, and continue the same
ubder cultivation, and continue the same
families thereon, or others in lieu thereof,
for a period of ten years, from the expira-
tion ot the five years;upon the performance
of which conditions the license shall be en-
titled to a grant in fee ot the said land.

That Chalienge.
Fyom the Montreal Star, July 10.

Some time ago the publishers of the Star
reluctantly consented to become the cus-
todians of checks for $4000, staked by one
Fortier, a cigar maker, and one Davis,
who i8 in the same business,zin support of
a certain ehallenge respectively given and
accepted by them.

Both the in-
terested parties urged us so strongly to
make an exception to our wholesome rule
in this partieular case—on the ground that
the whole amonnt of the forfeit was to be
distributed among charities—that “for
sweet charity’s sake” we accepted the trust.
We need not say that we only accepted the
responsibility in the conviction that both
Fortier and Davis were acting in good
faith, and that we had not the re-
moteet intention of assisting either of these

rties to play a royal game of ‘binff.”
f:will be remembered that the challenge
and acceptance were made as public as
prioter’s ink could make them and our
name being freely proclaimed as the stake-
holders, we of course felt it to be our im-
perative duty to see that the public were

not humbugged or the charities defrauded |

without exposure. From the outset Davis
has fulfilled all his promises and shown an
unmistakable desire to test the matter in
dispute, Fortier was equally valiant until
he began to realize that his money was in
jeopardy. Except for his original quib-
bling about the terms of the challenge, his
refusal to allow arbitrators to decide
whether Davis’ acceptance was regular and
other obstacles placed by him in the way
of a settlement, Fortier made a fair show
of contidence in the strength of the posi-
tion he had assumed. Wnen, however, he
found that Davis was ready for the test,
win or lose, Fortier’s courage collapsed al-
together, and he made a complete back-
down. After this he admitted that he had
never intended to jeopardize his money by
an actual test. Convinced now, that Fortier
had been “‘bluffing” from the first, and the
public looking to us for a distribution of
the torfeit among the charities ‘we had
no alternative but to explain publicly
why the cheques still remain in our
hands. Fortier does not relish the ex-
posure, and has hired three. or four con-
scientious and public-spirited newspapers
to abuse us for exposing the facts of the
case. When Fortier asked us to be the
custodians of the money he ssems to have
overlooked the fact that we were journal-
ists, and as such no less than as stakehold-
ers would feel under the necessity of ex-
posing any crookedness about the affair.
The story has an obvious moral : ““Den’t
make bogus challenges if you can help it,
But if you have an irresistible impulse in
this direction, don’t ask a newspaper pub-
lisher to help you.”

(Good cigars are not so very much cheaper
here than in Boston and New York. ou
may pay from 12 to 20 cents (silver) for
a really good Havana cigar in Panama,
though fair ones can be had for 6 cents
upward by the box.
