HRB ISSUKS A FIERCK AND WAR-

And Serikes the Liberals in the Weakest
Fart of Their Armor—The Principal
Planks in the Tory Platform Set Forth,

Loxpox, Oct. 12.—Lord Randolph
Churchiil hes iesued an address to hie
constituents, He says the liberals are
unable to justify their claims upon the
electors by records of foggign or home
achievement, and content themselves with
incomplete, misleading extenustions, and
scknowledge their failore, They seek
wo attract votes by promises of bribes,
which bitter experience has shown they
have neither the capacity nor the strength
to fulfil, He refers to the adverse vote
against Mr. Gladstons, which the govern-
ment wrung from the commons on the
budget. He continues: ¢ Mr, Bright
will direct his unrivalled oratory, his
simple, forcible invective,” his personal
position and experience - to induce you to
peinstate the liberals, The old dissension
among the liberals which caused the fail-
ures of the pa-t five years is cow blazing
fiercely. Mr. Gladstone in all honesty
warns you that his controlling hand will
be stretched forth only a little while, You
will be asked to support a party which
even hatred of tories caonot unite, You
cannot yield to this appesl. The polioy of
the tories is to regain friendship of the
powers, whick prejudice, presumption,
and poltroonery have almost forfeited,
and to use that friendship to secure

European peace; imperial federation for

defensive and ' commercial purposes of

Ergland and her colonies; to conciliate by

equal Iaws and just and firm sdministre-

tion our Irish brethren, now : irritated and
estranged, 8o that the unfon which nature
as well as policy effected may eternal'y
endure; to place the security of India
beyond the iufluence of panic or anxiety;

ing the land guestion he said he only
wanfed the transfer of land made easy
and did not spp;?olve of eertain
new fangled propoesls on the sub-
ject. He deprecated the fact that
certain  politicians were teaching the
masses that they were slaves, Statements
made by these men were absurd in the face
of recent reforms, He concluded with a
violent diatribe against a resort to arms as
a means of settling international disputes.
He attributed the prevailing war feeling
to “Jingoism” in the newspapers.

STREET LIGHTING SPECIFICATIONS

vonsidered at & Meeting of the Fire and
Gas Commitiee,

The fire and gas committee held a special
meeting yesterday afternoon to consider
the specifications that should be required
by the corporation re the lighting of the
streets by gas and electricity.

Tenderers for gas lighting will be
asked -to send in figures for ereoting
and maintsining 2000 or more lamps, which
are to be lighted within twenty minutes of
the schedule time and extinguished net
more $han twenty minutes before the hour
fixed, The gas for street lighting is to
have an illuminative power of not less
than sixteen sperm oandies, The street
burners are to consume 3} oubio feet of gas
per hour. The lamps are to be placed on
any street required at intervals of not
more than two hundred feet between each
lamp, The lanterns used are to be of the
round *‘globe” type.

As regards electricity tenderers, must
farnish & light of at least 2000 candle
power. Lamps are' to be placed where
required, at distances of not more than 750
feet between each light, The lamps must
hang from iron brackets attached to
straight forty-five foot cedar posts on
which the city isto have theright to string
fire alarm wires, Tenderers are to state
their price for each of 100 or more lights.

The discussion turned on the point ae to
whether six months’ notice shounld be given
to the alectriooﬁghe company to terminate
this contract. Ald. McMillan and Johnston
supported a motion to this effect on the
ground that it was necessary to end the
electric light contract before the city could
reasonably ask for new tenders, They
further argued that 62} cents per night
was too much to pay for the light, In this
argument they were supported by Mayor
Maoning, who thought the light would be
adopted on all the streets if the price were
less. Ald, Shaw maintained that the
electric company bad not failed in any
respect to carry out its agreement, and
contended that it should have a fair show,
which led Ald. McMillan to observe that
Ald, Shaw was an advooate of the com-
pany, “We are here to see that the city
does not suffer,” continued Ald. MoMillan,
“and I,” retorted Ald, Shaw, ‘‘am here to
see fair play all round.” Manager Ham-
burger said his company was quite willing
to await the opening of the nmew tenders.
If then it was not ﬁmnd that the Toronto
company did not make the lowest offer for
lighting the streets by electrioity, the city
could then give the notice.

The motion to give the company six
months’ notice was rejected and the speci-
fications, with some amendments, were
adopted.

In connection with the rate charged the
city by the Toronto elestric light company
it is interesting to know the rates
in other cities, which are furnished by Mr,
Hamburger : Baltimore, 400 lights, 70c
each; Detroit, 893, 59}c; Philadelphis,
345, 550; New York, 708, 70e; Brooklyn,
269, 50c; Buffalo, 369, 550, There are 93
‘Wtreet lights in Toronto.

I_V'ew of those who bave watched the
erection of the new bank buildings that
have gone upin this city within the past
lev'v years have any idea of the importance
Pf'd to the conmstruction of the vaulte
pvithin them, It ls pext to impossible to
rob one of these modern strong rooms
Wwhich are now built in Canada, and which
(are equal to any in the worid. The
Dnmlnmn bank at the corner of King and
Yonge, the Standard at the corner of Wei-
lington and Jordam, and the Melsons at
the corner of Bay and King, have had
New vaults put in within the past year by
the Taylor safe works of this city., The
vault built by this firm in the Canada Life
building at Hamilton is said to be the
largest in the dominion, and cost over

* An idea of these vaults may be got from
one now being erected in thé new building
of the bank of Montrea!, at the corner of
Front and Yonge streets, The masonry
in connection. with it is a job fin itself,
requiring hundreds of tons of stone, brick
and mortar. The safe within the mason
work is built by Goldie & McCulloch of the
Galt safe works, Itisl4feetlong,7feet wide
and ten feet high. It is built with five
thicknesses of iron and drill proof steel.
When the double doors are complete they
will be locked with one of Sergeant &
Greenleaf’s celebrated time locks and four
combinations. The cos* of the vault will
be between $6000 and 87000 outside of the
masounry. :

Perbaps the largest strong room ever
constricted, measuring fifty feet in length,
and weighiog close upon 100 tons, has just
een - erected for the National Bank of
Scotland. The entire struoture is of hard
steel, The plates were specially rolled,
and after the boring had .been completed
were'again tempered to render them unas—
sailable by tools of any kind. The doors
#re seven inches thick, and the piates are
all treble, thus giving a practically adem-
antie strength. The capacity of the safe

Excitement in a Catholic Church over
the Protestant Leader.

KiLparg, Ireland, Oct.. 12, —St, Brid~
get's church, over which Dr, Cavannah is
to preside, was finally degdicated yester-
da'xy. Archbishops Croke and Walsh,
Bishops Duggan and Lynch, Mr, Parpeli,
and the heads of various religisus orders
were present.

Archbishop
Croke ' yesterday preached & semi.
political sermon in  the  presence
of the  assembled bishops and
priests. He wurged the people to re-
main steadfast in their religion, but not t2
forget their duty to their country. The
sermon moved deeply the large congrega
tion which had assembled from a wide
area, Mr. Parnell, as a Protestant, did
not attend the service, but on its conclu-
sion was shown through the church, His
presence gave rise to an extraordinary
scene, Men, women and children clam-
ored on the seats to catch a view of the
Irish leader, but® though the excitemen
was great the people observed a decorous
silence. Mr. Parne!l was then conducted
to the convent, where lunch wag served.
The Irish leader sat between Archbishops
Walsh and Croke. After Junch Mr, Par-
nell repaired to a platform erected outside
the church to receive addresses from local
bodies. Hereplied in a speech of extra-
ordinary vigor. ’ .

Mr, Parnell began by recalling his ‘arrest
four years ago, and by cougratulating the
people upon the chabged position of the
national cause, He went on to point out
the significant union of the priesis and the
roplc against British misrule, *‘‘In theee
