PROSPECTS OF THMIGRATION.

—_——

MORE DEMANDS TFOR PASSAGE
RATES THAN FOR YEARS

The Dominlon Government Shounld Take
Advnntugasy the Promising Outlook—
Plinfsoll's Sensational Evidence Before
the Labor Cpmmission in Connection
with the Cattle Trade—Deck Loading
and Public Opinion,

Loxpox, Feb. 3.—Special enquiries show
that emigration prospects this ‘'scason are
excellent. The tenant farmors’ delegates’
reports of the bountiful Northwest harvest
and the generally hopeful reports from Can-
ada caused the ageuts to receive more de-
mauds for passage ratesand literature than
for years past. The hope‘is expressed that
the Dominion Government ‘even now will
take advantage of the promising outlosk to
devise a thorough sehewe to encourage the
emigration of the right classes by ‘co-opera-
tion with Northwest municipalitiés,- or
otherwise. The settlement of the bonus
system is helpful, but a mere drop in the
bucket. 4

Plimsoll and the Cattle Trade.

Mr,Samuel Plimsoll is giving some sensa-
tional evidence before the labor commission
in connection with the cattle trade. Itis
arousing a strong tide of public opinion
against the practice of deck loading, and in
regard to the bad food alleged to;:be furn-
ished to the cattlemen. In reference to in-
land navigation, Mr. Plimsoll related some
terrible hardships suffered by the crews of
Canadian wood boat schooners, which he
said were on the authority of some Toronto
ship owners, .The feeling here is that
while the Canadians must legislate for them-
selves, when their vessels come to Great
Britian they must conform to the British
laws.

Mr. Plimsoll strongly abused the quarters
and 'the feed of the seamen on boar
of the secondary or ‘“‘tramp” steamers. He
demands more efficient inspection. Mr.
Plimsoll says to-day. that he hopes the
agitation will result in the prohibition of
the deck loading and that no timber laden
vessels will be allowed to leave a port till
the captain receives an official certificate
that he carries no deck cargo. %

Mr. Plimsoll got yery excited when he

was asked how he would deal with Can-
ada’s insistence on the practice of deck
loading, and declared that, so far as British
ports were conceraed, the Canadian ships
would have to opserve the British law:
* 8ir M. Hicks-Beach and other prominent
men, as well as some of the Ministers, are
following the agitation carefully. 1t is
generally agreed that, despite Mr. Plim-
soll’s too evident exaggerations, there is a
need of legislation regarding the casesin
point both liere and in Canada.

The Chelsea Socialists,

Lo~xpox, Feb. 3.—S8ir Charles Russell, in
the Court of Queen's Bench this morning,
moved that an order be granted to remove
the Chelsea socialist cases from the County
Court to the High Court of Justice and
that they be tried before a special jury.

and nearly every  Suudwy for.amonths past
have been arresting people for alleged vio-
lations of law regurﬁing the holding of such
mectings. .
A great question, Sir Charles continued,
was involved in these arrests and the mat-
ter must bz sifted to the utmost, as there
was no doubt in his mind that the rights of
the community had.been gravely interfered
with. The order was granted.

SIR MORELL MAGKENZIE DEAD.

The Eminent Royal Physicinn Died Un-
expectedly in London Last Lvening
—His Distinguished Bervices.

Loxpox, Feb. 3.—=8ir Morell Mackenzie,
the eminent physician, died unexpectedly
at 10 o’clock to-night.

8ir Morell Mackenzie had suffered from
bronchitis and asthma following his recent
attack of influenza. His illness, however,
it was considered, had taken a favorable
courso. He was attended by his brother.
His death was quite sutlden. Only his
yife was present when it'occarred,

Sir Morell Mackonzie was born in Leyton-
swone, Eysex, in 1837, and  was educated at
the London'Hoepital Medical Oolleg® and in
Paris and Vienna, He was the author of
numerous publications on Laryngological
subjects, and in particulaf of u systematic
treutise in two volumes on “Diseases of the
Throat and Nose,” which i§ acknowledged to
be & standard work.

Dr. Mackenzie was also the author of
“Monogmphs on Dipbtherin and Hay
Fever,” and of au article on **Specialism in
Medicine,” which appeared in 'The Fort-
ightly i{svlew in 1885, aud which excited
cousiddrable attention. iy

Dr. Mackenzie wasin attendance on Fred-
erick IIJ. German Ewmperor darivg the lat-
ter's last illness and was knighted in 1887,
He published in 1888 ““I'he Fatal Illness of
Frederick the Noble,” At theclose of that
year be resigned his eonmection with the
College of Physicians., In 1839 he contribut-
ed to The Contemporary Review sowe es-
says entitled. “The Voice in Sioging aud
Speaking.” :

THI DEMOCRACY OF GREECE AND,
HER POLITICI1ANS L1KE OUROWN

Pericles thoe Idealist—Cleon the Demagog
—Nicias the Conservative—Eubulus the’
Corruptionist—Phocion the Pessl
Their English Types—Political fagacity
and Moral Excellence Not Necessarily
Joined, 4

On Saturday last Professor -Hutton de-
livered a lecture in the regular public series
on Athenian Politics. Tt was an interesting
and instructive eddress, and showed the
lecturer to possess what too many univer-
sity professors lack, a literary style and an
excellent platform manner.

The lecturer began by saying . that a
modern critic had said that a column of The
Times is better than all Thucydides; tlie
critic, however, forgets that. the column of
The TimegS4s very often but the English
echo of the ancient historian. The critic for-
gets that not infrequently the most eager
reader of The Times aud the most eager reader
of 'I‘huc"dides .is one and the same persop,
that to the old banker, George Grote, amid
the dinginess of his London office, out of all
that was real in  life two things were most
real; the politics of England : which he found
in The Times, the politics of Athens, which
lived again in Thucydides. From one to the
other Grote turned, reading each in the
light of the other, and recoguizing the two
as identical. And so from the success of
Athenian democracy. as he read it, Grote
went forth into Eoglish politics with a
livelier faith in  democratic govern-
ment, because  ancient politics act upon
our view of modern; just as conversely,
since his days, now that the trade of demo-
cracy has sweptonwards in leaps and bounds
and our thonghts of it draw their color more
from experience than from hope, the reverse
process has taken place. be generation
which was young when Grote wrote Lis his-
tory, which discerned after him_ the great-
ness of Athenian domocracy, and vro}g e-ied
after him of the - greatness of the Euglish
democracy, has lived to suffer sometbing of

disiilusionment and disappointment have cast
n democratic Athens;
and Pericles’ ghost wears to—dng' o less
Olympinn majesty in the eyes of the Greek
scholars of Oxford and of Cambridge,because
modern politics-have reacted upon ancient,
An illustratio . is found in the  case of the
present Emperor of Russia, who, taking a
different view from Grote of the success of
Athenian democracy, or more probably
thinking rather of the failure of democrac;
Rome, has * gone out' of ~ s
way to encourage the classics. _ It
is “only the young German Emperor—
always original, who has ventured to deny
this ‘action and reaction (of Greek politics
on Eoglish and modern politics), 'and has
found tiGe—while solving a few other large
probiefns—the education of his infants, the
dress aud dancing of his soldiers, the ortho~
doxy of his sailors, the abolition of physical
and moral evil, of consumption, of .dranken-
ness, of immorality in large cities; to deter-
mine incidentally the relations of classical and
modern history. < **They have ne relations,”
be says. < *‘I was bred on classics: and what
am I now? What do I know#’— the strongest
argument, it must be admitted, which the
case allowed. :

The first figure of surpassing interest in
the history of Athenian dJdemocracy is
Pericles, the idealist and reformer. How-
ever opinions way shift in regard to the
practicable character of his scheme of demo-
cragy he did but attempt -in Athens under
favorable conditions what democracy is
attempting in the modern’ world under con-
ditions, which, even in America, arenot
more favorable than his, though more favor:
able - than - elfcwhere,” The demand . of
a 'state in_ svhich the privileges and
prejudices of caste should exist, no
more; in which there should be mno aristo-
cracy but the aristocracy of talent and of
merit, and in which democracy shculd mean
not troth aud fury, ignorance andinto.er-
ance, but increased intelligence, uuiver-
sal moaeration, iucreased interestin art and
politics, law and poetry, perfect citizenship
and perfect maniood, It was for this reason
that he introduced jurymen’s pay, payment
of members, and the pay of spectators iu the
thieatre, to make each citizen better able to
discharge his duties and to appreciate the
triumphs of the draniatists and sculptors.
The ageof Pericles was one of boundlens hove
when nothing seemed impossible. -The
lecturer then read extracts from Pericles’
famous funeral speech to show wbat his
views of ' public duty were. And yet the
period ended in the people contifiuing to be,
noisy and ignorant, aud the educated super-
cilious and selfish,

In Nicias we had the type of the moderate,
sober anc. respectable aristocrat and comser-
vative; the man who is sore in heart at the
strides which democracy has made, Abut who
is yet too honest to be consciously disloyal to
the state, but who slips nevertheless .o¢ca+
sionally under the influence of party feel-
ing, into any raté passive person. Nlcins
had nothing to recommend him but bis ex-
treme, aud as it turned out his very -fatal

iety, his decorous life, his wealtb,
his moderation, and patriotism, at least
secure against minor - temptations, yet with

This same confusion of = thought—it the
convérse shape of entrusting military cflice
to'a man because his character stoed high—
governed the Athenians in their dealings
with Nicias. Mirabeau’s genius was lost to
France because his private character was
bad; Nicias in competence was raiged to
office in Athens because his private chiarac-
ter was good. In both cases the-confusion
of thought was visited upon the thinkers of
in tragic ruin and utter overthrow.

The next phase of politics and™-type of
politician is Nicias’ opponent and enemy,
Cleon; the type of the democrat in the ex-
treme sense of the word. 7The democracy of
Pericles did not emphasize class distinctions
and criminally to sow - ‘disseng{Bns: between
the masses and the classes; be did ' not mean
aleveling down but a leveling up. ‘Gleon
reversed all this; by democracy he meant
the rule of the people; aLd'by the people he
meant not the whole people, but the humbler
classes. If this restriction of the word ‘‘the
people” to a siugle class {though the most
numerous) seem audacious at first sight, yeuv
atfter all this use of the word was current
then in Athens, is curreot among all of us w
day—at any rate, for brevity and conveni-
ence—and was sanctioned only yesterday by
no less an authority than Mr. Gladstoue, who
argued seriously that in determining whether
certain legislation is or is. not popalar in s
given country 20 per cont. of the population
may be left out of account as not constitu-
ting any part of the people but only tbe up-
ver class, in whose case it.seems even the
sacred principle of ‘‘one man, one vote” has
lost—for this occasioning its: sanctity.

He whs;called “The Turn-
coat,” the. enemy of Democracy, and the
enemy of oligarchy, Aristophanes calls him
aningenious casuist. He died deflant rather
than' forego his ideal of moderation: of a
government neatly balanced between the
extremes of democracy and oligarchy.
Theramines like Pericles was an idealist,
but of a very different school of
thought: of a philosophic rather than
a philanthropic' school: an idealist whose
fervor .was scientific rather than moral:
whose ideal was moderation and compromise
rather than Reform and Utopia: who was
in fact the very incarnation of the Greek
spirit of reasou. Theraniines may thus be
regarded as holding 1n Athenfan politics the
place which in English politics has been held
by the school of .‘*Academic Liberals,” as
they are called: statesmen, that is, who are
Liberals in their practical benevolence and
desire to ameliorate the condition of the
masses, but Conservative in thair distrust
of democracy and of au extended franchise:
statesmen who prefer to work rather
for than through the people, Its present
day representative is Mr. Goschen in English

That absention from poli-
tics which has been' already noticed among
the educated of Cleon’s day spread furgher
and reached the people themselves; and
Deémosthenes—Eubulus’, contempora.ry—prs:-
sents us with a picture of political life
amazingly moderb, amaziogly like a para-
graph from some history of modern Britain,
the United States or Canada. Eabulus
found out that every man had his price and
he worked on that priveiple. Eubulus in
short ruled: by tact and _corruption; aun
Athenian Hurley. 3

There remuins but one other distinet type
before the history of freée Athens closed; the
type presented by FPhocion—the pessimist
aud the idealist of reaction. His pessimism
was complete—it had 1o limits, He not only
despairea of saving the freedom of the state,
heeven judged it not worth saying. He was
like Cariyle in bis cynicism und bis contempt
for pwpular opinions, like Carlyle also in
his leaning to aristocracy and his
scorn for democratic government.
Puocion, like Carlyle, deified Silence and
louged to see the Atheniau parliament house
or talking shop emptied, barred and dedi-
eated to the reigu of'hiy tavorite goddess.

statesman, more lovable than Pericles, the
dreamer of perfection, than Nicias, the well
meaning- pietist, than Cleon, the vigorous
democrat, " than Theramenes, the academic
statesman, to say uothiog of Eubulus, the
Macchiavellian dipiomatist and manager of
men, more.lovable even then Demostnenes,
the tiery orator and fervid patriot was the
single minded pessimist, the kindly cynic
Phocion.

The sanie laws havo
existed with regard to diphtheria, but 'its
character of mildnessin many ptases, and its
being peculiarly a disease of childhood, never
as smallpoxzpaialyzing trade by attacking
adults, have caused itfo be regarded in
large degree, ‘like Jmeasles, s a disease
that children must. have, #nd so has
g:reventod the dexclopment regarding
it of the wupanimous sentilment which
says that smallpox shall be stamped out at
whatever eost. Hence it is tliat we behbld
diphtheria becoming of such wdrld-wide pre-
valence that Hitsch,the great historio~rapher
of -disease, has aptly ealled it ‘‘this great
world’s pestilence,” i

The Registrar-General of England, writing
in 1889, while referring to the great decline
in typhoid in London, says: ‘“The mortality
from diphtheria bas been steadily increasing
for many vears, but in the Jast two years,
1888 and 1889, made the mast alarasing
bounds, the deaths rising from & to tal. ot 953
in 1887, first to 1311, and thenin to no
less than 1588.” CEaalke

That rate, which in densely crowded Lon-
don, with its thousands of familios crowsded
into single rooms,is called *“*alarming bou M]s"
has, as the following table showvs, more or
less existed in Ontario, with ounly. two-fifths
of the population, for years. i

But what points us to still more unpleasant
eonclusions is the following table of death
rate in Ontario cities:
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Or, it more illustration is needed, a mortal-
ity in -Toronto of 67 for November, 1§91,
from diphtheria alone (not to mention deaths
unfairly reported ascroup or sore throat)
spoke as no epidemic ever spoke to Toronto
before to the effect that it was time to
realize what the real character oft diphtheria
is. If comtinued for a year thisirate wonld
mean 800 deathsin 190,000 people, or as many
as the yearly average for ten years, 932, for
the 5,000,000 of London. Or to indicate this
mortality rate more cle rly, it mdavs a death
rate of 4 1-5-in every 1000, or 25 per ceut, of
the awverage annual mortality of the city.
Bat if this is not suflicient, it isionly neces-
sary to remember tbat the incidence of this
disease is almost who ly upon children under
10 years, and that these foym 25 per cent, of
the total population, when-we shall see that
some 15 children in every 1000 will have died
if this rate be maintaioed.

DRYGOODS.

This is a season when few customers come
to town.

Travelers, however,
aro outon their various routes and they are
sending in fair orders Compared with a
year ago trade is larger. One local house
fold The World that sales for January were
1214 per ceat, larger than during the same
mouth last year. This month opens up with
more orders on the bocks than ever before
at this time, and there is a good deal of
activity around the warehouses filling orders
and receiving new goods. -‘There is'an active
demand for ull kinds of cotton, staples,
shirtings, denims, flannelets, and a fair
enquiry is reported for dress goods in the
new spring styles. A big sale of ladies’
blouses, which have takeu the place of
jerseys, is reported. Printed sateens have
also sold well, and there has been an active
enquiry for sewed embroideries for making
up purposes. Prices are firm. Payments
fairly good and upito the average of other
years at this time.’

Cotton Spinning.
{Draper Record.]

The report of the year’s work furnished
by ninety-one cotton spinning companies in
Eugland deserves particular consideration.
"These ninety-one companies have in usea
capital of £6,805,261; they keep 6,321,975
spindles going and, according to a contam-
porary, they have eurned in the past 12
months precisely £24,320, or about one-third
of one per cent. on the capital invested.
Thus we see that together with declining
exports profits  are dwindling seri-
ously. Meanwhile in Japan the cot-
ton spinning mills  have increased |in
three years from muineteen to thirty-
six and the spindles from 83,360 to 577,970,
As many as 17,48 Japuuese workpeople are
employed in this industry, and oune wmill has
a capital fully paid of £200,000. One of the
arguments bLemg urged in Wasbington in
favor of the Nicaragua Canal is this new
industry in the East, the assertion being that
with the canal in existence the cheap labor
of China avd Japan will rapidly develop
this industry, and wjth the result that there
will be very large direct shipments of raw

IRADE AN FINANCIAL GOSS1P,

It’s a long lane that has no tarn, For two
"or three years the wholesole drygoods mei-
chants-of the city have been grappling with
the iniquitous long eredit system and its kin |
dred evils,  Alone they could do littlo," They
sought the co-operation of their Montreal
confreres, and although they sought loug
and with patience, the eastern men,although
recognizing the rightcousness of the crusade,
procrastinated. Factis, they were afraid of
the competition of the smaller, houses,which,
in order to work up a trade, were not so
scrupulous about their business methods.

The local merchants were naturally dis-
couraged at the lethargy of their Monureal
brothren, but they did not give up the fight.
They rested upon their arms and waited.
Thero is now; however; a prospect of their
patience being rewarded, for the Morntreal
merchants have been hit so often and hard
of late that they bave seut out the
Macedonian cry of~*Come over and help
us” to the Toronto merchants.’ This is only
what our merchants were waiting for, and
the drygoods section of the Toronto Board of |
Trade will hold a meeting in a few days to
preparo plans and ammunition for the cam-
paign.

Tho demoralized condition of the eastern
boot antl shoe trade and the large number of
failures which have resulted therefrom is
bred of the loose and pernicious credit system
which ruas rampant in the Province of Que-
bec. Numbers of young men whose ouly
recommendation is their ambition to become
manufacturers launch out tor themselver,
often with next to no capital or experience.
To get the raw material on long terms of
credit seems mnot at all difficult,
while, <what is still more surprising,
some of the banks appear to have mo besit-
ancy ingivi ng them a practically unlimited
run of credit. Notinfrequently this class of
manufacturers are able to secure advances
from thie banks on invoices before the goods
‘have even left the factories. Lately, how-
ever, a radical weeding out has been in pro-
cess and leather dealers are hoping that the
worst is over and profess to see through the
gloom a glint of the sunshine’ of better
times.

The local grain markets are at the
moment in a demoralized condition. Millers
can't sell their flour. and consequently are
buying little or no wheat. Exporters are
resting on their oars seemingly afraid to pull
a stroke lest it should }nnd them in trouble-
some waters. They even fight shy of wheat
at 2c. to 4¢. below the quotable price, not
knowing what they might be compeiled to
take for itin the British and continental
markets, where no one seems at the
moment anxious to buy at any price.
A feeling, however, seems to prevail that
prices are somewhere near the bottom and
anticipate that when this has become any~
thing like established & more satisfac-
tory state of affairs will prevail.

Spanish-American De-
partment, and whereas the Finance Com-
mittee of the Board of Trustees is satisfied
from the statements of the officers that there
will be no loss to this Company by reason of
the matters referréd to, yet is desirous that
the public should be equally satisfi>d;

In accordance with the above, on the 22nd

day of June, 1891, the Insurance Department
was placed in charge of the books, records,
etc., of this Company, and remained in
charge until the 4th day of January, 1892,
There are many reasons why it seems not
only proper, but necessary, to review with
you the Insurance Department’s findings.
First, no corresponding ftest has ever been
applied to the Iafe Insarance business, and,
the results ought to be presented to you, not
only without prejudice, but from the Com-
peny’s point of view, and fo me it seemsto be
clear that the only way to dchieve ghis is by
personal settlement. I don’t mean by this
to reflect in any way' on your sources
of information hitbefto.. I say that
no corresponding test hasever been applied
to the business of life insurauce. By this I
mean no investigation iy any insurance
department bas ever been| made of a com-
papy whose assets and general business
reached corresponding proportions.  Siuce
any -test has been appliedito the conduct of
this business results have been achieved
which a few years ago seemed impossible.
The horizon has expanded, and duties and
responsibilities bave fallen upon me and the
executive officers of this (Company and' of
nearly all otber life companies which, if
not new in kind, are so miich greater in de-
gree as to constitute almostia new world of
experience in our busingss, The investigation
just clesed bas, therefore, been remarkable
for this as well as for other reasons, and be-
yond question, in addition te its'proportions,
has been the most. searching enquiry ever
made in the executive officesof a life insur-
ance company. { .

The éentral factin any such investigation
is ana must .be the! Integrity of the
assets of the Company. The figures of ‘the
enquiry were brought down to June 30,1891,
and the  insurance depprtment’s general
statement is as follows:! Assets, $120,710,-
600.04; liabilities, $106,200,014.81; gross sur-
plus on policy holders’ aceount, $14,708,-
675.83: f

The Seperintendent of Insurance well said
in commienting on thé above: “Those in-
térested may be assur@i that tbis conciusion
is correct and trustWorthy. These words
will bear reading R sécond time. They
mean something di aut “from- a casual
statement of financi; .:rasronslbility in the
business world, The¥ ‘coald be used only
after ous assets bad been suljected to a test
which might seem from many points of
wiew unnecessarily severy; but which from
the nature of our busigess and the sacred
character of its trust is uaquestionably wise.
The Superintendent, theréfore, means that all
doubttul iteins were  eliminated; .that
our opinions were nepessarily ignored,
that _disinterested opinion  was | the
standard, and that we were obliged to plead
before a bar where mitigating circumstances
were ruled out of evidenee,: After such test
I may be allowed to offer my eongratulations
to our membership on the result and to state
that the other ex-officers pf the Company, as
well as myself, share with you in the satis-
faction of so great au achievement. I désire
personally to emphasize my eongratulations
on this particolar and most important.yiew
of the repert, It would héve been unnatural,
I think, if tie ideas of myself and associates
of the aggregate value of the assots ofithis
Company, us expressed in our last anpual
statemept, had differed to a considerable
degree .from the ideas 'of the geutle-
men who fixed the values expressed in.the
Iusurance Departmoant’s g¢atement.- Differ-
ences could arise only is certain classes of
investments., A large pertion of the assets
of such an institution as this is of such a
charzcter that there could be no variety of
opinion as to its value ‘on any givem date;
but it is equally truethata considerable
portion of tho assets of this,as of every
similar company, is of su¢h a pature thatb its
value at apy given time thust necessarily be
expressed in different totals by equally
capital, résponsible men. 'The variation
would express no actual fluctaation in value,
but simply a differecce in opinion. - Which
opinion mizht he, for your purpose, st
nearly correct, is agan 4 matter of opision,
and whi}e I concede the wisdom in such 1u-
vestigations of a  consdrvative view, and
only the peculiar circumstances surrounding
our request for this examination, the wisdom
and necessity of an ultra-conservative view,
I cannot avoid the conclysion that in these
particular items the opivious of the meun
who have planned and direcied he wisdom
of the great company, while | they may be

. accepted as utt-rances of special pleaders,
are worthy at least of cousideration by you.
1 accept the aggregate financial findings of
the Insurance Department as constituting
an endorsement of the management of this
company at once satisfactory : to you and
ereditable to me and my associates.

It is possible that 1n spite of Sue peeculiar
eharacter of this investigation you would
not have expected any word from me; had
the matter rested there,tiut the Superintend-

s

p of the m t, especially the in-
yestments in - real estate and ageuncy
work.  The criticlsms of real estate
matters call attention to losses, whicli may
be divided into actual losses, which I admit,
and. losses theoretical, which arise from
differences of opinion. I admit certain loeses,
which I will point out specifically, with the
attendant - circumstances, and I raise the
question of, difference of opinion as to the
remainder. ' Before entering on the discus-
sion of any of these rceatters it is due to all
parties to say that the investments are made
only with the approval of the Finance Com-
mittee, consisting of five \members, and of
which [ am a member ex-offivio.

Prxza Horeu,—The report alléges a loss
on this property of §283,004. The Superin-
tendent of Insurance uses this language io
connection: ‘“‘In property of this character
and of such great value .the opinions of real
estate experts of equal ability and integrity
often differ, and other alle and conscientious
appraisers might value this property at
higher figures and even “beyond its
cost.” The gentleman who By direction
of the ' BSuperintendent of = Insurance
valued this property at $ 2,500,000 js a man
emivently qualified to give an. opiniou on
such & question, but it is a fact that another
gentleman of equal ability and character,
within a few weeks, testified before the
Supreme Court of the State of New York
that in his judgment the property aj the
present time is ‘worth £3,000,000. From/your
point of vi ew, then, is it not fair con-
clude that the alleged loss may, after - all. be
only as a matter of opinion? But the case
will bear one more comment. ~This property
is as fively. located as any on Manhattan
Island for hotel purposes, and perhaps as
finely as any hotel property in the United
States, It is in the line of . increasing
values, and in my judgment will - ultimately
yielghhe Company a large return on the
origimgl investment.

Ho®E OFFICE BVILDING.—The report al-
leges a loss on this property of §364,205, - lts
book valueis $1,914,205, and it enters the
Superintendent’s report at §1,550,000. To
illustrate again how opinions vary as to the
value of real estate, let us make a
parallel petween this and property of
a similar character in New ork
and draw a conclusion, Take the
value placed upon our home office building
for the purposes of taxation and place it be-
side the same value of the Equitabie Life
Assurance Society’s home oflice buildipg.
The official valuation for purposes of taxa-
tion df our home offica building is $1,030,000,
of the Equitable home office building #3,-
800,000. A statemnent of the fizures at swhicn
each property was entered in the assets of/its
respective company, Dec. 81,1890, is as fol-
lows: -The home office building of the ' New
York Life, $1,914,000; Home office the
able, §15,140,000.
of the value of our property isapproximately
80 per cent., while the assessor’s figures for
the purposes of taxation are little more than
50 per cent. of its book value. As th¢ gen-
tiemcn who appraised our home office 'build-
ing has never made an appraisal of the value
of the Equitable’s home ' office* building we
can bardly draw  a/ conclusion from that
basis; but, figuring from the value
placed upon it by the assessors,
its total wvalue would be approxi-
mately $7,000,000 §if the book value of our
home office were accepted at par, I cite
these figures as stroogly bringing .out the
truth of my suggestion” concerning oyiuimss
as to real estate value. Everyoneis familiar
with the eminent success of the Equitable
Life Assurance Society, and no one would be
so absurdly unjust to that Company as to al-
lege a loss on this one parcel of real estate of
$3,500,000, or indeed any loss at all.

From the policy-holders’ view, therefore,
is it uot worthy of your consideration that
in this case, as in the matter of the Piuza
Hotel, the loss alleged is, after all, perhaps a
matter of opinion? In fact, I could cite vou
good authority on real estate values in New
York wbo will place on our home
office building to-day 4 valuation  in
excess of its cost. There are many
reasons why this estimate would be
conservative, In the first place, the real
estate was purchased in 1809 and is excep-
tionally well located, Any one who knows
anything about the history of real estate
values in New York for twenty years will
agree tbat there has been during that period
a heavy advance in this and all property
similarly situated. The building has not
beeu allowed to deteriorate in any particu-
lar, and it would seem that our statemeunt of
actual cost, $1,914,000, was a very conserva-
tive figure.

HoLBROOK HALL, NOW CALLED THE YOSE-
MITE.—On this item a loss has been inade,
‘Briefly tbe facts arethese: In 1882 we made
a loap on this property when in process of
construction, and atter the man to whoni
the loan had been made sreub not only his
own means (s considerable suw), but the
money loaned him as well, be failed, and we
were obliged to foreclose the rest of the
property after foreclosing was very little
more than the amount of loan. The work of
completing the structure was then placed in
the hands of aen eminent engineer
censtsucting. He supplemented  his own
knowiedge by empioying. an architect
and; the building was finished. It
was fillel with u desirable class of tenants
and would bave paid a fair return on its
cost but for two errors which could not have
been foreseen, and” which do not  justly sub-
ject the finance.committee to the charge of
inaking a bad investment of ‘money. Iu
carrying out a theory of fireproof con-
struction the architzct made the same error
precisely that the architect-of Vice-President
Morton’s Hotel, “The Shoreham,”at Wash-
ington made, and both buildings had to be
reconstructed for substantially the same
reasons. The mistake of the architect in
each case was in creating such a con-
dition that dry rot speedily destroyed
Tlie timbers and the buildings had to be
vacated at once. 1t was then discoverel
that, in addition, the foundations of Hel-
brook Hall, put in by the men who first ob-
tained the loan, were insecure and as a final
result the whole structure had to come down,
It was then rebuilt under the superyision of
McKim, Mead & White on the most ap-
proved lines and there is not a fiver struc-
tare of its class in this country to-day. The
absolute loss to us there was approximately
the cost of the first building. We charged
off and entered the property in our annual
statement at the cost of the present building
and ground, tbe figures being $729,066. The
appraiser of the insurance departinent re-
fused to accept these figures; §430,000 was
named instead and entered in the insurance
department’s findings. 1t is proper to add
that on onr present basis of rental‘this
property will yield, when fully tenanted,
a net income of 6 1-2 per cent. on the value
placed upon it by the insurance department
aud would yield a little more than 4 per
cent. on our valuation ($720,066). I do nct
desire to.evade the full respousibility fromn
myself and the finance committee in this
matter. The claim of infailibilivy in the in-
vestment and reinvestiment of bundreds of
millions of ‘dollars is one I have mever set
up.
THE PARIS PROPERTY.—This property
was purchased some vears ago under the
supervision of the chairman of our Finance
Committee, who was on the ground at the
time. His investigation as to the- value’ of
the property was most searching and the
purcuase was made with ail due care. That
the rental value of the property has since de-
preciated is true and that there is an ap-
parent loss is true. ' But if the Superinten-
dent had not only secured an -appraisal of
the value of the property as it now stands
but also had iuvestigated the value .of the
preperty when it was purchased, he could
nave fully satisfied his duty as an examiner
and at the same time could have given you a
satisfactory reason for the original price
paid. But no such investigation was made,,
and as his findings seemn to do us injustice,
not only as cited, but also in the value
placed upon the property now, the matter
will be worthy of a ‘word morse in explgna-
tion. It was brought to my motice duNng
the Superintendent’s 1nvostigation that §oe
figures supplied by the Departnent of T:x.\’\
tion of thei French Government, at his 1¢
quest, represented values fixed solely for his
particuiar purposes., Our maunger at Paris,
with a great deal of difilcalty, succreded in
getting the Credit Foucier, the largest insti-
tution of its kind in France, and a society
the representation of which is well-known
throughout KEurope,to have a valuation wade
of our property. ‘L'his valuation wad made

with the greatest care by two of its most ex-
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tendent of Insurance. He pref y

inasmuch as he coul notProct:s,l the
isposal, an admission

from the French Government that its figures
represented taxable values ouly, to object to
the res offered. In this way the estimate
of the Inspectors exceeds the figures of the
French Government by $163,000, and theix

timate of its pr tive values based on
improvements certain to be made by the
city of Paris exceeds the figures adopted by
the Superintendent by $393,600, As I under-’
stand it, tho variation in the Superinten-
dent’s figures from the probable value of this
property. is similar to the loss which would
appear if the home coffice building of the
E%uiuble Life Assurance Society should be
entered in a schedule of its assets at three
million eight hundred thousand dollars, its
value for purposes of taxation, and not at
fifteen miltion, its book value. To place the
property of the Equitable in a schedule of its
assets at such a total as to show a loss of
$11,340,000 would be so unjust as to become
absurd. Yet a simiiar thing seems to have
been done in this case.

ON WESTERN BuILDINGS.—The report of
the Superintendent of Insurance values the
office buildings recently erected by us'/in
Minneapolis, St. Paul, Kansas City and
Omaha at their cost to the company.but. as
his opinion of the wisdom of the investment
seemis to be as uncertain as his language
indicates, there is no immediate prospect
that they (the buildings) will prove as pro-
fitable as the investments of life insurance
companies should. I desire to offer a. word
in that connection.  There are two Teasons
why the immediate income from these pro-
perties is smaller than we may fairly expect
to receive in the future: First, the buildings
were begun under. mominal conditions, but
were completed in the midst of a period .of
business / depression in the. four cities
mentionéd, and accordingly’ we-- have
had fewer tenants aud lower - rents
than Wwe may reasonably expect here-
after. Second, the buildings were located
with a view to the future development of
these respective cities. Anyone who has ob-
served the rapid growth of the west will ap-
preciate the mnecessity of considering the
future even more than she present in the
location of an office buiiding. Present
revenue was, therefore, not so. .much of a
consideration as that the buildings should be
so Jocated that the future may tend con-
stantly to increase and not decrease the reut,

roducing power and value of thd propertivs.

You will understand, of course, that invest-
ments of this character are valuable because
tise element of risk on reinvestment is prac-
tically limited. The money expended in
this way is a fixed item for a very long
period of years. The full wisdom or folly of
such a transaction is developed only by
time, You will be interested - to
konow, however. that one of these buildings
is already yielding us a fair return
on the money invested, and I am further
advised by competent authority that since
theldate of our pirehase of the real estate
on whiéh tirese buildings are situated there
has been a net apprecintion in its selling
value of $500,000, as shown by appraisals
mada at the closé of 1890 and ‘by purchdse of
adjoining property since by other people.
In'entering these properties on our books,
and in submitting our estimate of their
value to the Superintendent, which he ac-
cepted, we did not vake this evident increase
into account. Ag evidence that the erec-
tion of " this chain of western' build-
ings was well considerel, I point you
to the fact that the investment was entered
upon aflter discussion and approval by the
Board of Trustees: It 1s my theory that it
is only fair to the members of a compauy
like this, the nature of whose business makes
large accumulations of mouney necessary,
that the money to be invested should go as
far as practicable to those sections of the
country whence it emanates. In thiscase a
part of the money received ‘was invested
amongst the people . who. paid it. The only
theory on which these buildings can be
rated bad, or even doubtful, investments is
one which discredits’ the future growth of
the western cities. The reports notice that
as advertisements of the . company they
(the buildings) no - doubt have . a
considerable  value. This is emin-
ently true. The territory in
which these buildings serve especially to ad-
vertise the company includes the State of
Minnesota, North and South Dakota, Mon-
tana, lowa, Nebraska, Kansas, Missouri,
Texas aud Indian Territory. The people of
these states have constaut business gud social
intercourse with one or more of the cities
which the buildings have been placed dn.
The buildings have therefore become wide-
ly known, for as the Superintendent’s report
says: “Each of them forms oue of the at-
tractions of the clty in which it is located.”
Their influence wupon the company’s
business is extremely important. In
1886, the year before the buildings
were begun, the aggregate mnew in-
surance written by the Company in the terri-
tory-in question:wag$8,047.200. This aggre-
gate has steadily Increased until, for the
year 1891, it amounted to $28,869,950, which
is the largest.,business that was secured in
that field during that year by any life insur-
auce company; and not on]y was the
quantity of the business remarkable, but its
quality wassuch as to make it most desirable
in every way.  Without the buildings iv is
safo to say such results could not bave been
obtained.” I may add by way .of general
comient on real estate matters ®hat while
the Superintendent’s mnotice- that = the
Company owns 147 parcels of real
estate, and has 900 other parcels inder mort-
gage, and the further fact that these proper-
ties are scattered not only through many
states of this country, but over two contin-
ents,the nature of his duties made it necesary,
peruaps, to omit comment on the real estate
transact lons in which profits have been real-
ized, and to confine himself practically to
the four parcels- which ‘he discusses. But
your interests reach further, and you will
naturally be pleased to learn in this way not
only the relation of the items criticised to
the company’s total holdings, but also the
circtstances surrounding each case. If
these related facts tell you anything, itis
the probable existence to-day of a surplus
largely in ,excess of $15,000,000. We all
aceept the Superintendent's figures; yet as
you and [ are peculiarly interested in the
whole case, we are permitted between our-
selves to view the possible effsct of these
facts. Suppose, for exampie, that the Super-
inteuded had accepted the well-known opin-
jion of one of the heaviest holders of New
York real estate as to the value of the Plaza
Hotel, $2,750,000, and that he had accepted
the value of our’ home office ' building on &
rental basis of five per cent. net, and that he
had accepted the inside figures of the in-
spectors of the Credit Foncier as to the value
of the Paris property, his net deduc-
tions on real estate, including his neavy
deductions on  Holbrook Hall, would
nave beeu only $429,300.25. This alone
would increasecur surplus $800,000,

Ageney Management,

Under the head of Agency Management
the Superintendent of Insurance says that
funds of the company to the extent of huu-
dreds of thousands of dollars have been ad-
vanced to certain agents without :interest
and upoa insufficient security, to persons un-
familiar with the life insurance business,and
this statement would seem to indicate tbe
w orst possible management of our agency
department. The facts ought, therefore, to
be fuily explained. The general system
upon which advances bave been made to
agents by this Company, and by other life
co:npanies, may. be illustrated as follows,
the tigures used being merdly illustrations
and not the terms of"any actnal existing cou-
tract: s
. The Compainy, we will say, enters into a
contract with Brown, who is..general agent
for a State, that he shail receive a commis-
sion of 25 per cent. of the first year’s pre-
miums on all policies placed by him, and a
renewal commission of five per cent. on each
renewal premium paid en such poiicies.
Brown,of course,finds it necessary to employ
Jones and others as sub-agents,and be orflin-
arily pays them the 25 per cent.commission al-
lowed him by the Company on first year’s
premiums. Browa relies upon his renewai
commission for bis own compensation, but
while he continues in active service he isl
frequently allowed to draw a_fixed amount
agmnst commissions for his living expeuses,
such amount being regulated by the circum-
stances of the case as competition intreages.
Brown finds that in order to retain Sub-
Agent Jones, he will be obliged to pay more
than 25 per cent. commission, To do this
Brown is obliged to make a new arrange-
ment with tie Company. Instead of in-
creasing Brown's first year’s copumission, the
Company agrees to advance to him a sum
equal po two renewals, or 10 per 'cent., on

time will come when the commissions accru-
ing'under bis contract will exceed the total
cost of the ‘year’s business, Brown's busi-

ness from this time forth wiil' require a less
expenditure on the part of the company, in
rtion to its volume, than heretofore,

and his so-cdlled - indebtedn: as it appears
under his contract ' will disappear more

rapidly than it'sccumulated, ut which time
Brown will réalize the profit for which he
bas worked. The cowpany; having already
paid for-this business in large part, will have
a Jpwer expense ratio t0 this extent in the
fature, and its surplus will be correspond-
ingly increased. ¥You will motice that this,
debt does ' not represent . mouney which
Brown ' has squandered ,or retained
for his own - uses. ‘He ~bas simply
used the money fo carry on company
business. If it should ever happen that
Brown's renewal commissions fail to cauncel

the debt, the business has simply cost the
company what it cost Brown, and the com-
pany has taken good c¢are that the total
amount of commissions and advance received
ty Brown should neverbe a sum greater
than the new business secured by him was
worth,

The Superintendent criticizes the ageney
of Messrs. C: Vanuxem & Co., at Philadel-
phia, Pa., and alleges a debt to the Com-
pany on.account of what he terms “extra-
vagant allowances” of several hundred
thousand dollars. Refarring to the illustra-
tion above of the method on which g gener-
al agent's business is conduwcted,
manner in which an apparent debt might be
contracted, when I state that from 188
1891, inclusive, i i
aggregating $132,000,000, a clear explana-
tion is offered you of how; under the above
practice, a large debt might appear to exist.
In this particular agency the advance con-
templated in our illustration took on various
forms under various contracts, which, how-
ever, were always  .subject - to our
approval against the conimissions earned and
to be earned. The members of this firm
drew advances for liging expenses, as before
referred to, and advances on account were
made to some sub-agents, but at no time has
the amount of mwouney advanced to L. C.
Vanuxem & Co. exceeded t e value of their
entire business,. Under this eystem of or-

anization it has been possible for a single

rm to handle a large territory, and by
creating renewal interest (in this case of very
large proportions) we have avoided frequent
ghanges in general agents, and have largely
escaped the danger of having our business
earried to other companies by an: agent
whose interest in any given policy ceased
with the first year of 1ts existence. In this
way Messrs. L. C. Vanuxem & Co. have
done for yearsa larger business tnan the
antire new-business of several of the smaller
life insuranee companies and the largest
business of any single - agency in the United
States. It has been done at a not unreason-
able expense, and " the cost of its
procurement has - been included  each
yedr in the | disbirsements of the
Company. The whole theory of
this organization and the purpose ef the
advance is, first, to produce & Iarge business,
and second to create an incentive for the:
general agent or manager to procure busi
ness at the lowest possible cost in order that
aftera period of years hemay begin to
realize a return commensurate wish the
work done. As the gost of the business is
charged off esich year it becomes necessary
to keep with the Manager a - blatter orsub-
ledger and the items are ail brought forward
from time to time.  OF' courss; this, under
the illustration, would“'show for an office
doing twenty millions 0f new business in a
year ani fora series of yeurs, a large ap-
parent debt and the Superintendent of ln-
surance, instead of viewing the business as
we have dofie, as simply business paid for,
decided to go iuto this sub-ledger and spread
before you the apparent debt.

It would be scarcely less unjust to the Com-
pany had he alleged in any given year that
the aggregate paid onaceount of the business
of that year was one ol two millions-too
large and in bis report had set up us a sum
due from the men to whom it was paid.

— A'he  Superintendent naturally treats
at’' some length ~the affairs ~“of the
Spanish-American Department. The invita-
tion extended to lim by our Board of
Trustees to examine the condition of this
company was. called out chiefly by an in-
correct and misleading statement relative to
an alleged defalcation by one of its man-
agers, for which the company, it was stated,
alone must suffer. I shall. refer principally
to the matters discussed by the Superintend-
ent under this head—to tais central and to
you most important question. The fact was
that Mr. J. Merzoacier, one of the manag-
ers at that time of the Spanish-American
Department, became a delaulter for a large
amount. The statement - as originally
published that Mr. Merzbacher defaulted
direet to the company was an error,
Under the contract which we had with the
two managers of the Spanish-American De-
partiment, each became respousible’ for the
actions of both, and Mr. Sauchez, the other
general manager at this time and the
manager of the Spanish-American Depart-
ment at the present time, nccepr.ed, under
the terms of his countract, full responsibility
for the Merzbacher shortage. This shortaze
consists of two parts, a direct theft by Mr.
Merzbacher from Mr, Sanchez of $419,+

22,02, and $119,050.10, which was an over-
payment by Mr. Merzbacher to the former
general manager of the Spanish-American
Department. *~ Since the date om - which
the accounts were made up and
the shortaze’ definitely determined- the
item of $119,059.10 has been ' consider-
ably reduced on the books of the Company
by accrued renewal commissions retaived by
Mr. Sanchez, aud by bim turned over to the
Company in cash. The larger item, repre-
senting the mo. ey appropriated Tor His per-
sonal use by Mr. Merzbacber, has ‘beéen re-
duced since December 31, 1802, by $166,671.89,

is_practically another form of express-
ing what the Superintendent calls & *‘Debt.”
In the case of I, C. Vanuxem & Co., in the
report of the department examination of the
Mutual Life Assurance Compsany, made in
1880,iit was stated that $08¥701.43 had been
charged off to profit and loss on account of
its office buildings.

Afger naming these causes ‘(and others
mizht be referred to), we have simply recit-
ud a list of average errors, which in propor-
tion to the interests at stake représent less
vhan the experience-of any busihess of which
I have knowledge and with which the man-
agement of the New York Life lusurance
Company invites comparison.

I referred in one of the opening paragraphs
of this letter to the new and larger respon-
sibilities which have been met to the best of
our ability within ten vears. Among these
has been the growth of. certain evil practices
in the conduct of the business of life insur-
ance, Saveral suggestions for their remedy
bave been offered, but for their complete
reform it does ‘hot seem to me thatany
adequate reme ly has yet been named. The
worst practices, the most demoralizing and
in every way the most reprebensible, are the
giving of rebates to insurers and the more
or less constant attempts of companies to
entice into their own service the agents of
competitors. This is  a mnatural resulc
of flerce competition, and in my judgment
should be speedily ehminated, and it seewns
tome that the ome and all-sufficient remedy
would be (and I desire to go on record as en-
dorsing that plun) to limit by statute the
amount of insurance that a company shall
place upon its books. That amount bhaving
be en reachred, the incentive of that company
for obtaining new business is entirely taken
away aud it is practically eliminated from
the contest, This might disappoint am-
bitions managers (myself inc'uded , but from
the point of view of a citizen it would be al-
together beneficial. { Buch a law would tend
tp give the youn;:er\nnd smaller ¢ mpanies
a_better opportunity to grow and would
gatly strengthen and extend the beneficent
work of life insurance by at once cuitailiog
ervors in the “conduct of the business and
widening thib field of its operations,
