James H. Beatty of the Federal Life,
HMamilton, Together With Twe New
Yorkers, Ask That John €. Beatty’s
Colossal Colorado I rigation Fraud Be
Squelched—How It Wa: Worked.

New York, Sept. 10.—Accordinz to the

allezations contained in the complaint fil-
ed in the United States Circuit Court,
Judze Lucombe will be called upon to-
morrow to take action with the object
of preventingz®the continuation and final
consummation of one of the most colos-
sal frauds in modern times. The chief
actor in this scheme, John €. Beatty,
althouzh an Américan, at present resides
in Mexico antl his victimé include promin-
ent New Yorkers and other: residents of
the United States and aCnada.
. How %ar the scheme has succeeded has
not yet been determined, but one victim,
James H. Beatty, pmi&ent of the Ger-
iman and Northwest Insurance Company,
and of the Federal Life Assurance Com-
pany of Hamilton, Ont., swears he has
lost $37,500, and it ie charged that the
goal of Johm C. Beatty’s ‘ambition was
to fraudulently obtain possession of $7,-
500,000. The complainants in the case,in
addition to James H. Beatty, are James
C. Aiken, Benjamin H. Doane and - Leo
Wormser of New York.

The defendants are Frank A. Miller,
Charles H. Dow, Samuel N. Wood, Finis
P. Ernest. Frank Church, James H.Brown,
Charles W. Kittridze, James W. Carlile,
Thoméas J. O'Donnell of California and
John C. Beatty of Texas, all directord
or trustees of Colorado River Irrization
Company.

How Beatty Engineered the Fraudi

The company was first organized ‘on
Jan. 7, 1892, under the name of the
Arizona and, Sonora: Land and Irrigation
Co., but the title was changed on Jan.
9, 1898, to its present form. Its os-
tensible object was to carry on the ir-
rigation of land in California,” Arizona,
Lower California/ and Mexico. Its capi-
#al stock was $7,500,000, divided into
150,000 shares of $50 eatch.

According to the complaint the com-
pany was organized by John C.- Beatty

for his sole interest and benefit and to|-

enable him to realize $7,500,000 on a
tract of worthless land containing 1,-
500,000 acres on the Altar River in the
Province of Sonora, in Mexico, to which
he did not even have a title. Having
organized the company and obtained the
jesue of the capital stock by alleged
fraudulent and fictitious statements, Mr.
John C. Beatty went about negotiations
with the object of transferring the land
to the company for the whole of its
total stock of $7,500,000, The Iland
formed part of what is known in Mexico
as thecJecker concession, the meaning of
which is not explained in the complaint,
but it is charged that John C. Beatty
had no title to it.

The Board of Directors, it is charged,
were then, as now, the mere tools and
ereatures of John C. Beatty, ready and
willing at all times to carry out his
behest. The president of the board was
Charles H. Dow, and ebx a vote of the
‘majority-it . was agreed to transfer 250,-
000 shares of the company to John C.
Beatty for $7,500,000 as soon as it was
possible to carry out the transaction.
The directors, being Mr. Beattyls facto-
tums, made no effort to investigate
either the character of land or the gen-
uineness of Mr. Beatty’s title to it. To
further facilitate matters. Mr. Beatty’s
Board of Directors decided to appoint
him manager, with exclusive control of
the company, with a salary of X
while Frank A. Miller, concerned with
Beatty, was elected vice-president of the
company, and also given: a salary of
$6000 a year, both of which transactions
are charged to be illegal.

The Hamilton Man's First Kick.

The first actual transfer of stock was
made on Jan. 10, 1894, by the board of
directors, when 56,000 shares were trans-
ferred to Mr. John C. Beatty, on the
basis of 560,000 acres of land, o one
share for 10 acres. Mr. John C. Beatty
himself presided at the meeting, and
against protests of James .H. Beatty, a
stockholder, it was agreed to issue 56,-
000 shares of new stock,

In March last Mr. James H. Beatty ob-
tained from the Supreme Court of the
State of New York a mandamus, requir-
ing the directors to show him the books,
but Johu C. Beatty went off to Caliior-
nia, taking the minute book of the frans-
fer with him, and James H. Beatty was
unable to get the evideate he wanted con-
cerning the title of the Jecker concession,

Pidn't Even Pay Office Reut.

The known assets of the company did
pot exceed $40,000. It had no bank ac-
count since last October, and was oblig-
ed to give up its oifices at 66 Broad-
street, this city, last July for non-pay-
ment of rent. Its offices in Philadelphia,
Washington, Denver and other cities had
previously beeu given up, after the coun-
try for miles around had been flooded
with .prespectuses and pamphlets des-
eribing the §anl as an Eldorado. The
only place where the company now has
an office is in Providence, R.L

The Promoter Gobbled Everything.

The company’s known property in
California consists of chattels worth
$39,617.88, which Mr. John C. Beatty,
by a bill of sale, alleged to be fraud-
ulent, transférred to the engineer, Char-
les T. Rockwood, without any consider-
ation. In addition to this, Rockwood, it
is said, is still drawing $400 a month
for doing nothing, and the company owes
him $10,000, although he never did any-
thing for it. Judge Lucomb will be
asked to appoint a receiver to take
chargze of the company’s affairs. He will
also be asked to declare that’ the issue
of the 56,000 of stock was spurious and
illezal and that the contract between the
directors on the one side and John C.

leatty on the other was fraudulent and
ultra vires, and that the whole transac-
tion was void. An injunction is asked for
to prevent Beatty from selling or trans-
ferrinz any part of the stock or certifi-
cates except under direction of the court.

James H. ‘Beatty, the Canadian, pur-
chased 10,000 shares and paid $37,5600,
and each one of these mentioned ascom-
plainants held 550 shares. At the time
it is impossible to ascertain how much
money has been paid into the company,
but all that has been paid, it is declared,
has Zone into the pockets of John C.
PBeatty.

Parry Sound, Ont., Sept. 10,—~Particu-
lars have been received of the shooting
alfair at French River, in which Wil-
liam Pereault, a Frenchman from Pene-
tang, lost his lile. A few months ago
some of the Pereault brothers, who live
at French River, were arrested by Con-
stable Duncan MeCrae, formerly of To-
ronto. and fined, On account of this
they have borne the constable a grudge.

On Friday evening last the four Pere-
ault brothers with others went into
French River and picked a quarrel with
McCrae, who ordered them away. They
proceeded to Charlebois Hotel, where
there was trouble, and the constable was
sent for,

The Shooting Was Justified.

McCrae arrested one of the gang and
had him by the throat when all the
others attacked him, and William
Pereanlt grasged him by the throat. Me-
Crae, with the intention of frightening
them, drew his revolver. William Pere-
ault was hammering him on the head
and aimed a blow, at the revolver when
McCrae’s weapon was discharged, the
bullet striking Pereault over the leit eye,
and killing him instantly. The other bro-
thers ran away.

It is the general opinion of those pre-
sent that even if the constable had shot
intentionally it was perfectly justifiable.

Montreal, Sept. 10.—The customs offi-
cials in Montreal have made one of the
biggest seizures in the history of the
port., The firms implicated are the Cana-
da Jute Company, Consumers' Cordage
Company and Dominion Bag Company.
The companies have been asked to produce
and hand over all invoices, bills, accounts
and statements of goods imported and
entered by them during the last six
years. The charge preferred against the
firms in question 1s that for a period of
three years or longer they have been im-

rting free of duty jute known as “Cream

essian” from Dundee, Scotland, and
which bad been partly manufactured, and
upon which there is a duty of 20 per
cent. It is claimed that the duty accru-
ing to the Covernmentsay inthree years,
would in round figures amount to $50,000
besides penalties, which are roughly put
down at $50,000. 5

The 8.8. Teutonia, now entered at Cus-
toms, has' on board a quantity of the
goods for Montreal. These, of course,
will be detained until a settlement has
been arrived, at.

The Canada Jute Company has been in
existence for nearly twenty years, and
employs a good many hands. It does
an annual business of about $350,000,
out of which goods to the extent of
about $160,000 are shipped to it from
Dundee annually. The firms claim that
they will be able to clear themselves,
and that: it is more of a misunderstand-
ing than any attempt to defraud the
Customs. (

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WEALTHY MISER CITAUVIN 3ORTUR.
ED IN 118 LONELY HOVBL,

MURDERED FOR HIS.

—————

The Murderers Bound Their Victim's Hands
and Feet and Cut Him With Knives—
‘Previous Attempts To Rob and Kill
the Old Man Had Falled-Kept His
Money In a Bank. 4

Detroit, Mich., Sept. 10.—Charles B.
Chauvin lived in a miserable house on his
farm on the Grosee Point road, six miles
from this city for 50 years. He made
money by spending nothing and saving all
he received. His wealth is variously es-
timated at from $£100,000 to $1.000,000,
but he always lived alone, except wheén
his two nieces visited him.

Plots were laid to kill the old man and
rob him of his mouey on several occasions,
but each time the plot failed because
Chauvin was well armed, having three
rifles and several revolvers secured about
his miserable nosel. So miserly was he
that twice within the last ten years he
was. conplained ol for cruelty to anmimals
in not feeding his stock.' He was sup-
posed to have a vast amount of money
hid about the premises, but this supposi-
tion was wrong, as Chauvin always kept
his money in the bank.

Chauvin was last seen alive by = the
neighbors Sunday afternoon. Two stran-
gers were seen soon after midnight that
pight in the vicinity of his house, but
nothing strange was thought of it until
yesterday.

Found His Dead Body.

His nephew, Joseph Grosbeck, went to
see Chiuvin Monday afternoon, and, find-
ing the door locked, broke it in.  The
body of the old miser was lying on the
floor, his hands tied together, and his
feet bound, while from a dozen cuts on
the body blood had flowed and stained
his clothing. His head was crushed to a
jelly.

The house was literally turned topsy
turvy. It was evident that murder and
robbery had been done, and the Corouer
was notified. He was able to gain little
in addition to the facts already given,
but learned that the old man did not
keep much money in the house.

Chauvin was probably largely interest-
ed in real estate and stocks, and it is
not delieved the robbers secured any-
thing. From the fact that the miser's
right eye was badly discolored and his
cheek bruised it is the theory of ' the
police that the thieves and murderers
surprised him, and knocking him down,
bound his hands and feet together.

Tortured For His Money.

Then, with knives, they cut the old man
in numerous places, torturing him, with
the hope that he would disclose the hid-
ing place of his wealth. Then, finding
their efforts futile, they crushed im the
back of his head and, leaving him dead
on the floor. ransacked everythirng.about
the house, taking what they could find,

Neither of his nieces or nephews had
seen the old man in the last two. weeks.

The sheriff, who has charge of the case,
says thas from the description furnish-
ed he thisks the capture of the murder-
ers is assurcd.

SIR FRANK SMITH INJURED:

{His Carriage Struck By a Trolley—The
Senator Has Throe Ribs Broken

Sir Frank Smith and Colonel Mason
were yesterday the victims of ‘a trolley
accident, and.it was only by sheer good
fortune that they were not both killed.
As it is Sir Franld is laid up at his house
with three! ribe broken, a sprained wrist
and other internal injuries that may
prove troublesome.

Sir Frank.and Colonel Mason; in & cov-
ered buggy were ‘driving east along
Queen-street about noon, when turning
into the sonth track rear Shaw, they were
run into from behind by a trolley ear
that was traveling at a high rate of
speed. The buggy was completely
smashed, and.the remnants carried along
the road: for some, thirty or forty yards.

The two gentlemen were thrown to the
ground with great force, Colonél Mason
alightinig on top of his companion. For-
tunately the horse, which Sir Frank was
driving, was a quiet animal, otherwisé
the occupants of the buggy might have
been kicked to death, for they alighted
on the ground in close proximity to his
hoofs. Sir Frank held on to the reins,
and it was in so doing that his A wrist
was sprained.

The gentlemen, of course, felt very
much shaken, but did not consider their
hurts amounted to much. They pro-
ceeded by car to Sir Frank's office, and
there the Semator began to feel great
pain. Hei was driven to his home, and
Dr. Burritt; called in. -Aftes an examin-
ation the! doctor discovered that his
patient was' suffering from fractured ribs
in the region of the right lung.

On enquiry at a late hour last night
it wasdearned that Sir Frank was rest-
ing quietly. Colonel Mason escaped with
a severe shaking and a few bruises.

Sir Frank in his account of thel acei-
dent gtated that he did not hear the
motorman ring the bell, and he could
not see the car coming as the hood of
his buggy)was raised owing+to the rain.
He says they were withiu' an ace of get-
tingy killed, for the trolley was running
very fast,

THE CHINESE ARMY STARVING

SLAUGHTERING CAVALRY HORSES
¥or ¥OOD,

A Japanese Warship Sinks, Being Dis-
abled In a Fight—Wreck of a Chinese

- Tra t—Relnf ts For . the
Jap Army In Corea Embark—Chincse
Scarch Neutral Ships.

London, Sept. 10.—A despatch to The
Times from Shanghai says that Corean re-
ports agree with those of the Chinese con-
cerning the defeat of the Japanese troops
at Tatung River. Wounded Japanese sol-
diers are arriving at Chemulpo daily.

The correspondent of the Central News
at Shanghai telegraphs under = to-day’s
date that the Chinese transport ship
Chean, while proeceding for Formosa
with 1400 troops on board, was wreck-
ed at Chetung. The soldiers and crew
were conveyed to the shore in safety.

Starving Soldiers Eat Their Horses.

Another despatch from Shanghai says
the Chinese forces in the northern  part
of Corea are being hemmed in by Japan-
ese, and being without supplies are
obliged to kill their cavalry horses for
food.

All of the foreign employes in the Ja-
panese dock yards are being dismissed,
presumably to conceal the extent of the
injuries sustained by the Japanese war-
ships in recent engagements with the
Chinese.

The Japanese cruiser Yetyeyama Kan
has been docked at Nagasaki for repairs.
The dock is carefully guarded, and no
foreigners are permitted near it.

Japanese advices say that the Mikado
and the Japanese Ministers of War and
‘Marine have gone to Hiroshima to
observe the embarkation of large de-
tatchments of troops who are being sent
to the seat of war.

A Jap Warship Sunk.

London, Sept. 10.—A despatch from
Shanghai eays that according to state-
ments of Chinese -officials the Japanese
warship Hi-Yei, after an engagement with
the Chinese, cruiser Chen-Yuen, sank while
endeavoring to reach Japan. in order
to make' repairs.

Tien-Tsin, ~ Sept. 10.—According to an
official statement made here, the Ja-
panese cruiser Hi-Yei, a composite vessel
of 2284 toms, 2227 horse-power, CArry-
ing 24 guns and estimated to have a sea
speed of 19 knots, has been sunk.

The Hi-Yei, it appears, recently engag-
ed the Chinese cruiser Chen-Yuen, a pro-
tected cruiser, built in England, of 2800
tons, and steaming 18 1-2 knots per hour
and carrying three 81-4 inch Krupps,
two 6-inch * Armstrongs, protected by
splinterproof shields, in addition to eight
6-pound rapid fire Hotchkiss guus, six
Gatling guns and four torpedo tubes.

The Hi-Yei was disabled, but she sue-
ceeded in geting away and making for
Japan. The official statement adds that
she sank while on her way home.

Walting To Attack the Japs.

The native papers say that the
Japanese forces north of Seoul, the capi-
tal of Corea, are suifering from the ef-
fects of the recent rains. Sickness in the
Chinese camp is also announced.

It is rumored that 88,000 Chinese
troops are encamped _along the north
bank of the Imehin River waiting for
favorable weather in order to attack the
Japanese, who are camped on the oppo-
site bank, a few miles south of the Im-
chin, ,

Refused To Have His Ship Searched.

A French mail steamer about to sail
for Japan was boarded at her wharf in
Shanghai by officials, who insisted on
searching the ship for Japanese passen-
gers, it being claimed that a number of
Japanese officers, who had been trained
in Europe, were on their way back to
Japan to enter active service. The
French captain refused to allow his ship
to be searched, and threatened to call a
French warship to his assistance if the
Chinese officials persisted. The threat
was effectual and the Chinese retired.

Three of the most powerful vessels of
the Chinese Southern squadron have been
ordered to proceed to the Gulf of Pechili
and join: the Northern squadron. Chinese
steamers at Shanghai are being put un-
der the protection of the British flag.

ONE CENT.
A JOKE CAUSED HIS DEATH.

PHILIP RRAVES OF BMONTREAL
CUMMIIS SUICIDE.

He Was An Eecentric Man and Wore a
Peculiar Bathing Suit—An Unsigned
Letter of Remonstrance Sent By a
Practical Joker Causes Him To Hang
Himself.

New York, Sept. 10.—Philip Reaves,the
mau who hanged himseli at Seabright on
Saturday, is well-known ‘in this city and
in the Canadian colony at Staten Island.
He was a Montrealer by birth, but has
lived in this city for the past 12 years.
He was head bookkeeper and confiden<
tial clerk in the office of W. Bayard Cut-
ting, and was in addition a personal
friend of the Cutting family. In Mon-
ltx-eal Mr. Reaves was weli-known social-
y.

By his friends Reaves has been consider-
ed erratic for years. He was a regular
attendant at 8St. George’s Church. He
was an extremely sensitive man, and
those who knew him best declare that his
suicide was the direct result of a practi-
cal joke. Reaves went to Seabright early
in June: He was a morose man and made
few friends in his boarding-house, where
he was stopping.

Worrled Over An Anonymous Letter.

Every morniag he used to go bathing by
himself, The suit he wore was a peculiar
one. About threc weeks ago Reaves re«
ceived a letter written on the blank let«
terhead of Peter Hall Parker. The let«
ter protiested that his bathing suit was
immodest and ordered him wot to
wear it agaiu., The letter was un«
signed. Mr. Parker assured Mr.
Reaves that the letterhead had been
stolen, and that he had nothing to do
with the writing of it. The letter wor-
ried Reaves extrcmely. He continued to
wear his bathing suit, however,

Hanged From the Transom.

On Saturday morning he left his boarde«
tng house directly after breakfast and
went in bathing. ' After his swim he re-
turned to the house and shut himself up
in histroom. Later in the day his body
was found hanging by a rope, which he
had tied around the tranmom.

A man who knew Reaves well said
to-day: *“ Reaves was the last man in
the world who would commit suicide
when he. was in his right mind. In an
inoffensive waly Reaves has been as mad
ap a hatter for the last few years. He
wab a punctilious sort of a chap, and
that affair about the bathing suit wae
just the sort of thing that would worry
him to death. About two years ago
one of his brothers died in Montreal and
left him & good deal of money. He
made no change in his manner of living
however.

His Peculiarities. .

“He was a hypochondriac, and alwaye
lived in terror of catching cold. An-
other queer trick of his was to ask you
the.same question over and over again,
During the last year his peculiarities be-
came so marked that he did not 2o out
to any extent. He was a good musician
and passionately fond of music. Before
his; pecnliarities became so marked Reaves
was) a8 white a man as you swould meet
anywhere,” ’

Mr, Rpaves was 58 years old. He will

Beggers are numerous ever¥where,
and are organized into & sort of union
or guild, with a master at the head,
whore word is law to his mendicant sub-
jects, and whose laws are as unchang-
ing as those of the Medes and Persians.
No man can be buried without a large
share of “funeral baked meats” falling
to the lot of the beggars’ guild. y

No person is allowed to marry by this
powerful union unless he or his friends
Fay a tribute to the king of the beggars,

n the shape of a big feast and a sum of
money. .

The last varies from a few shillings to
a hundred pounds, according to the
means of the tribute-payer. The feast
must eonsist of as good a8 is served to
the wedding guests.

BOn this the beggar king and his cabi-
net dine, with as much gusto, if not as
much: ceremony, as the Emperor of
China, when feasting his Ministers. In
almost every city you will find a beg-
Ear's guild.” The subjects of any one
ing vary in number, according to the
size of the city. These kings of China's
submerged millions, whose territories
consist of streets, gutters. bridges and
and whose subjects have been
won for'him by poverty, accident, vice
and disease, eXercise a patriarchal sway
and- dispense a_rough and primitive
justice.

WHY FRANCE HAS ANARCHISTS.

How the Young Idea is Instructed in the
Land of the Vine,

The French educational authorities,
if we may accept as correct an extract
from ‘“Manual of Uncertain Instruction”
:ent up by a corresporident, have not
been inspired to greater religious tolera-
tion by Gambetta’s later reflection that
he had probably been unwise to quarrel
with “le bon Dien.” This extraordin-

Japan’s Population.

The surprising increase of the popu-
lation of Japan since the fall of feudal-
ism in 1868 is a subjeet of interest to the
foreign student, and also for congratula-
tion or anxiety to the native statesman
and-economist. Inthe old days of seclu-
sion smallpox, famine, infanticide, the
restrictions upon marriage, and the wide
prevalenre of licensed prostitution kept
the population nearly stationary, even
in time of profound peace. The removal
of these has powerfully affected the
census. In 1871 the population of the
nm&i;;a was about 88,100,000; in 1875,
34,000,000; in 1880, - 86,300,000; in 1885,
38,100,000; in 1890, 40,400,000, and in
1892 .(December 31), 41,089,940, Rail-
ways and’ steamers have annihilated
famines, vaccination has made the pitted
face, once so general, almost as much of
a curiosity as a victim of scuryy, while
liberty has encouraged the people to
progress and activity. Millions of men
and women can now. afford to have a
family and po#sess a home who were
“clouds” or ‘not human” under the
feudalism that once cramped the nation
in bands of iron. The old epidemics,
ohce irremediable, are now very rare,
because science and law are able to cope
with them. The severity of the criminal
law, which every year called for a
rosary of thousands” of heads (against
the present figure of fewer than two
huncﬁ'ed capital executions per annim),
has been mitigated. The old fatalism,
expressed in the popular shigata ga nai
(don't care), inculcated by a stagnant
religion that swamped the freedom of
the will in a too rigid ap&)lication of the
doctrine of cause and effect (ingwa). is
no longer believed as of old. In a word,
né)eople naturally happy as well as pro-
lific now obeys the laws of nature, with
the result of surprising increase in
wealth, comfort and numbers.—New
York Post.

SUNDAY CARS AND THE MONKEY PAPER.

At the Dominion Labor Congress héld
in Ottawa last week, a motion was in-
troduced disapprovinz of Sunday, street
cars. In amendment thereto Mr. John
‘Armstronz moved that every city coun-
cil should submit the question of Sunday
cars to a vote of the people when re-
yuested. Thé amendment was carried by
a vote of 25 to 13. Commentinz on this
decision, The News says the Congress de-
nounced the runningz of Sunday cars and
“the movement for the introduction of
the American Sabbath in Canada never
received a harder blow than that Zziven
at Ottawa yesterday.” The monkey paper
is light-headed. It hasn’t recovered yet
from the dizziness that struck itseditor
when he visited' Rochester on a certain
Sunday last summer and saw the streets
runninz with beer. As a supporter of
personal liberty we are not exactly satis-
fied with the vote of “the Labor Con-
zress, but still that vote shows that the
labor people have more liberality, than
the thousands of residents of Toronto,
who thinks it is sinful to even submit the
guestion to the peopie. The law of this
province to-day zives the street car com-
panies of every city and town the pri-
vileze of running their cars on Sunday,
§f they see fit. There is one exception
to this rule and that exception is the
city where the cars are most needed. It
isp’t fair-handed justice that the minority
in ‘Toronto shouid be made an exception
to the eneral ‘fule, which allows cars
to run on'Sunday whenever ‘and wher-
ever there is traffic emouzh to support
them. The amendment adopted by the
Conzress recommends that all cities and
towns be placed on the same footinz as
Toronto, that is, that the runninZ of cars
on Sunday in any municipality may be
left to a vote of the people interested.
On the surface this looks like a square
deal. It conforms to ‘the so-called Zov-
erning principle that the majority rules,
But if the Sunday car advocates should
jecome the majority, as they will at the
next vote, they migzht take it into their
head to seek lezislation prohibiting peo-
ple from driving horses on the Sabbath.
Such a proposal would be denounced as
ridiculous,
mizht favor it, and it could never be en-
forced. The fact of the matter is, there
are many, thinzs in which the majority
have no rizght to interfere, and the use
of street cars on Sunday is one of them.
The streets were set apart for the use
of the people, and those who wish it
have as much rizht to use the cars on
Sunday as on Saturday. The majority
have no more right to interfere and legis-
late away the vested rights of = the
minority than they have to say that no
Jewigﬂﬁyn&;og shall be opened on Satur-
day.” It is the arbitrary assertion of this
so-called rizht of the majority that ac-
counts for the bitterness that existed be-
tween the two sides durinz the Sunday
car contest last year. The anti-Sunday
car people are violatinz a principle
which enables harmony to prevail amonz
people of the most diverse views and
theories of life. This principle recoZnizes
the rizht of everyone to do_as he pleases,
provided he does not deny, the same right
4o his f¢llow-citizens. .

A SUGGESTION. TO THE CUSTOMS DE-
PARTMENT.

The Canadian Department of Customs
has it in its power to confer a great boon
upon the traveling and .commercial pub-
lic that arrive in. New. York en route to
Canada. Under existing. conditions the
examination of baggage at - Suspension
Bridge is hurriedly performed, inconven-
ient to the owners and a positive injury
to the restaurant business. Travelers on
arriving at the bridge are compelled to
leave the train to look after their bag-
gage, and by the time the courteous of-
ficials have examined their trunks, the
conductor is .calling out “all aboard,”
and the result is hungry travelers and
d_isappuinted bonifaces, Now, all this
loss of business, hurry and inconvenience
could be obviated by the stationing of
one or more Canadian officers in New
York City, with instructions to examine
and “bond through” to Canadian points
all bagzgage and travelers’ effects. This
would be an inestimable boon not only to
the commercial and traveling public, but
especially to ladies accompanied by
children. The great railway companies—
like the New York Central, the Erie, West
Shore, Delaware & Lackawanna—would
no doubt gladly contribute towards pay-
ing a fair salary to the officers, or the
traveling public could be taxed (and
would pay, too) say 26c for each piece
of  baggage examined, and from this re-
venue sufficient to pay salaries could eas-
ily be obtained. No one who has ever
passed through the ordeal at the bridge
would begrudge a quarter to escape the
worry, hurry and excitement incidental
to examination on arrival in Canada.

The partment, we understand, has
already an officer stationed in Chicago,
and American customs officials are
stationed at the Union Station here for
ihe convenience of travelers to the United
States. Comsequently the locating of
Canadian customs officers in New York
City would be no innovation, but a prac-
tical convenienee ito commercial men,
tourists and ladies, The adoption of this
idea by the department would be con-
sldered a boon by the business men of
this and other Canadian cities. It is
gow In order for the Boards of Trade in
$Ais and other Canadian cities to press
the matter upon the attention of the
Gepartment, as it directly affects the
gouvenience of both the European and
dmerican buyers for all the wholesale and
rétail houses, This is a matter that
need not affect the finances of the Do-
Minion, as the position is one that can
be made revenue-produfing, consequently
threre need be little delay in conferring
tbis boon wupon the commercial and
tiaveling public,

THE TRANSFER OF INDUSTRIES.

#f you want a standard typewriter you
con get it for $100. But if you want the
seme typewriter to be sent to a foreign
ecuntry you can buy it boxed for export
for $78.42. This is a case where the
foreigner doesn’t appear to pay the tax.
—-Philadelphia Record.

When we impose a duty of 26 or 80
por cent. on an article of foreign manu-
facture the foreign producer adopts every
proedient within his power to prevent
the establichment of a competing fact-
ofy in this country. The above paragraph
mhows how, he does' it in regard to type-
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even thouzh ‘the ‘majority|

writers. The margin of profit is so large
in a great number of imported articles

| that . the ‘foreigner can easily afford to

destroy the effect of the duty.by: paying
two-thirds or the whole of it. II he can-
not make $50 on ‘each typewriter sold
in Oanada he is eatisfied with $25. And
sooner than see a Canadian manufacturer
open a factory to compete with him he
is satisfied with a profit of $5, or even
with no profit at all during the period
he is putting the Canadian to sleep. bt
our Government is a protectionist one
and desires to build up Canadian indus-
tries, it ought to see that the duties it
imposes are such as the foreigners will
be upable to counteract. If the foreign-
er can jump over ‘a 25 per cent. duty
we should make it 50 per cent. If' 35
per cent. keeps the foreigner from dis-
turbing our market there is no occasion
to make that duty higher. A 85 per cent.
duty has had the effect of causing to be
built in Canada cvery type setting ma-
chige in use in this country. But the same
tlg‘i\ng cannot be said of typewriters. I
Cahada is sufficiently far advanced in
mechanics . to manufacture the delicate
and intricate Mergenthaler type-setting
machine and.sell it at the same price as
prevails in the other countries where it
is made ($3000), it surely is able to make
its own typewriters. But for some rea-
son or other the American manufacturers
of this article have been able to scare off
the Canadians from going into the busi-
ness, Some few months ago a company
was organized in Moutreal to manufac:
ture these machines in Canada. As the
Dominion is a small country at best,
the Goyernment ought to make the mar-
ket for our manufacturers as large
as possible, If Canada uses two thous-
and typewriters a year our manufacturers
should be given. the first right to make
eyery, one ol these machines, provided
they will sell thém here as cheaply as
the Americans do in the United States.
If the ‘Govérnment puts on.a.100 .per
cent. duty our manufacturers will have
an output of 2000 mackines a year, and
they will consequently be able to make
thém cheaper than if they had a market
for only one-hali that number. The
Globe is continuaily complaining that our
manufacturers are charging higher prices
than rule in other countries, Why doesn’t
The Globe give them a fair chance ? Let
them . have the whole market and_they
will’ be better able to produce as cheap-
ly as foreigners. Hali-hearted protection
is a delusion and a snare. With the poet,
we may say of protegtion, “Grasp the
hardy thistle close or grasp it not. at
all.”?

MONOPOLIZING PUBLIC PROPERTY.

The citizens of Torouto have zood
cause to complain of the action of the
Toronto Cricket Club in = appropriating
the University, Jawn and approaches there-
to yesterday. From the University au-
thorities the club obtained the privileze
of charzinz the public for witnessing four
zames to be played during the season.
Yesterday the club played its fifth match
_for money, and in violation of its azree-
ment with the University, it posted four
money-takers at the different approaches
to the lawn, The club counld not have
selected a more inopportune time to in-
convenience the public. Our city, is full
of Exhibition visitors, many of whom
make it their special business to see the
Provincial University. Yesterday a @reat
many of these visitors were prevented
from Zetting to the building, being fright-
ened off by the club’s’ toll-keepers. The
University, to bezin with, made a mis-
take in Ziving the Toronto Cricket Club
any exclusive privilezes at all, and in the
next place the club certainly over-
reached its authority, and committed a
bad break in monopolizing the lawn
on & day when the city is full of Visitors.

Great prozress has been made in the
science of insurance within the past de-
cade, and the development of the business
durinz that period has been most rapid.

Try it once, and you wil do it always,
so great is the improvement.

Pour your boiling gruel into it, and
yoltix ]l;ave a drink a sick person ought to
relish.

Alittle soap eases wonderfully the
labor of cleaning a stove. Rub a flannel
rag on the soap, dip into ordinary stove
blacking and apply to the stove; finish
with a dry cloth. The work will be done
quickly and will last much longer then
without the soap.

If you have many short-stemmed
flowers to arrange it is well to fill a low
dish with damp moss, then with a sharp
stick dibble holes in the moss and insert
the stems. When the flowers have faded
the moss may be dried and used again.
Pansies show to better advantage in this
way than in any other.

After Dinner By Counscllor
Burnham and Vice-President Wells.

The following are the after-dinner
fepeeches of Counsellor Burnham'and Vice-
President Wells ut the banquet given to
Pmidenéhgarper on Friday evening last:

The jrman then introduced Mr.
Burnham, Counsel of the Mutual Reserve
Fund Lile Association.

Mr. Burnham said: Ladies and gentle-
men, it was Izaak Walton, in his * Com-

lete Angler,” who said that David But-
er was accustomed to remark that
doubtless God could have made a better
berry than the strawberry, but doubtlegs
he never did. And.J think I speak the
feelings of this festive gathering, cer-
tainly of that part which comes from
thei State of New York, when' I say that
doubtless God might have foumil a bet-
ter place for this banquet than the City
of Toronto, a bekter place than that
in which we are assembled, but doubt-
less no such place exists. (Laughter.)
1 am frank to tell you that when this,
our first visit to this beautiful city was
proposed, the duty of courier was as-
signed to me} and' I was directed by the
Precident to buy the tickpts and at-
tend to the usual details that fall to the
useful but humbler servant, the courier.
1 must confeps that aftet I had read in
one of the New York newspapers a
month ago about the behutiful mirage
that appenrell in the sky to the citizens
of the State of New York who, when
they lookefl up into the heavens, beheld
the beautiful city of Toronto there up-
held, not like the ordinary mirage, in-
vertetl, but in its proper position, so
that the citizehs of Buffalo were able
to pick out the strepts, ahd particular-
ly the spires of the numerous churches,
when I was agkel to buy the tickets
to Toronto I was in doubt as to whether
I should go to the railway office or
visit my Lord Bishop, because it oc-
curred to me that the Lord looking down
upon the wise and beneficent, adminis-
tration of the affairs of this municipal-
ity bad seep that it was feo good to be
here, and took-it up bodily. (Renewed
laughter.) However, the railway agent
told me that it was all right, that To-
ronto was still on the north side of the
lake, and I believed it all the way up
on the train until we( got here, but ever
since that time I have been convinced
that my original idea was correct, and
that we are really in Paradise, and not
the Deminion of Canada.

The Prepident has replied to the first
toasts to which responses have been called
for, and hence it might be deemed a work
of supererogation were I to take upon
myself any part in repponding to the
toast of the Association that is depr to
the heart of every man who has an in-
terest as member or otherwise in it. And
yet we all who know so much about it,
and hold it so close to our hearts, feel
8o much and think eo much of it that
were) I to attempt to say half that is
in my heart to-night, you would surely
regret the longitude of my speech; and
equally its lack ol latitude.

You may ask why there should be a
Counsel of the Association, a gener#l so-
licitor, as I suppose it would be called
here, why such an officer should exist,
why there should be any law about the
Association that is purely mutual in its
character, and among the members and
beneficiaries of which there should ex-
ist simply the best of feeling that its
noble work is intended to promulgate.
Well, let me ask you. .I walked through
the streets of this city, one of the most
benutiful andgpeaceful I have ever visit-
ed, and yet fsee policeman in hié uni-
form about your streets. In your banks
and other financial institutions I have
noticed that in the day, and more par-
ticularly at night, you have your guards
there, and well might, I ask you why,
in a law-loving and peaceful city like
this there should be officers of the law.
I might ask any one of your banks how
many hurglaries or forgeries or defalca-
tions have faken. r had beew pre-
vented owing to these precautions. The
answer to that question would be in a
great measure the reason for the exist-
ence of my office. Yet it is more peace-
ful and pacific than those words might
lead you to think. When you think
for a momemt that the Association is
to-day paying on average three claims
per day, that it is ding over its coun-
ters to the widow #nd orphans at least
$10,000 per day, you will realize that
in the disbursements of such large sums

-.of money there must be great care taken

that the money reaches the proper hands,
and that the members of the Association
having once paid a claim may not be
called upon to pay it again. So, I can
justify my remark that my duties are
largely pacific, largely intended to be
beneficial, and usually removed from any
sort of contest. And yet the milennium
has not" yet arrived.

All men are not honest,; when even
under the guise of membership in
a beneficiary organization they
seek to obtain unfairly that
which? would seem to be desirable for
themselves and their fawmilies, and I will
give you two or three instances that
have come under my observation. Two
years ago the judge of a circuit court in
Omaha, a distinguished man, whose do-
mestic relations were of the most delight-
ful character, a man whose friends were
only equalled in number by the citizens
of that town, disappeared.
One day he went out to
a little lake 80 miles from the city, and
he was supposed to have been drowned.
Let me say to you that this accidental
drowning is one of the most common
forms of fraud with which life insurance
companies have to deal. The fact was
that just three weeks before this judge
disappeared he had taken out a policy
in the Mutual Reserve for $15,000, and
also other insurance upon his life the
first premiums of which were hardly due.
But for anyone to have stated in that
town that man was not dead would have
imperilled the life of the one who made
that assertion. We have a system under
which recent claims of that character
must be investigated, and there was just
this indication found on the first day of
the investigation by those who were sent
tliere. The boat was found on the shores
of the lake, and the judge’s full outfit
of wearinz apparel tere found in the
boat floating on the lake. But we dis-
covered that on the very afternoon when
he went out to the lake he stopped at a
cheap clothing store and bought a ready-
made suit of clothes and a pair of bro-
gans. The clothes and the brogans were
not in the boat, and persistent dragging
of the lake failed to bring them up. Some
few months afferwards, in conjunction
with some other life insurance compa-
[mies, we prosecuted the St. John eonspi-
rators through my friend Col. Domville,
and I may say with all admiration for
the certainty with which the law is ad-
ministered in this Dominion, that with
that one exception in my experience, I
have never run across a single fraudulent
case in the Dominion of Canada, from
one end of it to the other. (Applause.)
Well, just 24 hours after the wires had
flashed across the continent the news
that the St. John counspirators had been
eonvicted and imprisoned, this Omaha
judge walked into his home after an ab-
gence of 21 mounths, alive and well. I
might multiply these instances, but I
fean I should weary you. .I will give one
more, a New York case. Just a year ago
this month a widow, beautiful, blushing
and persuasive, said her hus-
band, who bad taken out a policy
fn the month of June preceding, -had been
killed in an unfortunate railway accident
The Chairman of the Death Claims Depart-
ment, who is not a susceptible gentle-
man, Wwas so affected by what she said
to him that had the rules of the company

rmitted it,she would have walked rizht
out of the office with a cheque for $5000
in her pocket. He came to see me that
afternoon, wanting to know how we
could expedite the payment of that claim.
Again the rule came into play as before,
and the very next day the supposed dead
man was found biding in his wife’s closet
in Brooklyn. He is now serving a term
of threeq and & balf years in the peniten-
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tiary. It was my painful ‘- duty to
rosecute the widow and it will be a while
before. she je azain in & position to ex-
ercise her bl hments upon ‘any other
officer. Across the ocean in England,
where the Association is doing a larger
business than any of the old ‘and ‘estab-
lished companies, within nine months
there came to us the case of a man who
applied for a policy for the full limit of
£6000, who was clasded as & first-class
risk, but owing to one of ' thoee
little turns that men doing
wrong always fail to conceal
it was decided to 'look into his record.
The proposed insured was found to be a
man on his death bed with consumption,
and it was his vephew, the beneliciary,
who had underzone the examination and
had been passed as a first-class risk. Now,
these people were not people of the lower
class, but people of intellizence and édu-
cation. It is my experience that many
people otherwise honorable and straizht-
forward in their dealings regarditas a
perfectly lezitimate thing to swindle life
insurance companies. This younz man
had. forged the signature of his uncle and
had zZone before the medical examiner,
and when he was discovered he thouzht
by; apologizing he might get clear of any
punishment. It was my jpainful duty to
undeceive him. These instances may Zive
you some idea of the reasons in justifi.
cation of my existence, for up to this
time, Zentlemen, I have been upon the
defensive, It is unusual for an officer of
the Mutual Reserve to take that posi-
tion, we usually adopt the other method
of warfare. I am told that many of my
brethren in the practice of the law are
present here; if any of them are repre-
senting corporations. they will doubtless
be familiar with the story of the rich
parvenu who purchased a statue of the
Venus de Milo, bavinz heard that it was
a proper thing to have. He ordered it,
and in due eourse it arrived, but to his
horror it had no arms. He immediately
sued the railway company for damagzes
for damagzing his statue in transporta-
tion. He got a verdict, and when he
afterwards learped, as he did, that the
verdict he had obtained was an unjust
one, he said, oh, it is all right, it is
azainst a railway corporation and they
are able to pay. Now, I can match that
story, which I have always rezarded as
a bit of fiction, thouzh we often tell it,
Three years agZo, ‘on the other side of
the lake in the State of New York, where
we are accustomed to think that the law
is'enforced, I went to the city of Oswezo
to try a case brought by a supposed
widow upon one of her policies. She said
her, husband was dead. We knew he was
not dead, because we had discovered him
alive and well and had told her where she
mizhbt find her husband. Notwithstanding
that the case came om for trial. Five
witnesses swore that a body taken out
of the Erie Canal was the body of J. H.
Gately, and they made the inost com-
plete case I ever heard, it was perfectly
impreznable from her standpoint. When
it came to my turn I seid to the twelve
zood men and true, who had been select-
ed to try the csﬁe, “Gentlemen, our de-
fence is that J. H. Gately is not dead;
I will prove to you that he is not dead,
and shall have the pleasure of producing
him to you in his proper person. I had
ascertained that:there were three men
on that jury who had been' at school
with the man who was supposed to be
dead, and had grown up with him to
manhood. Now comes the ppart of my
story which matches that of the Venus
de Mito. I relied upon those three jurors
to’ hold out in case of a question of iden-
tity, if it were raised, as I anticipated
it mizht be by my adversary, who also
said he had known Gately from his boy-
hood. When the man was brouzht inmy
opponent zave up, he said, “I give up,
that is Gately.” The learned judgze pre-
sidinz, one of the most distinguished
judzes that ever sat upon the Supreme
Court Bench of the State of New York,
called my adversary and myself
tozether and told wus he would
like to take the verdiet ‘of the jury,
because in the course of a long experi-
ence he had never seen a verdict return-
ed in favor of an insurance company.So
we went to the jury, who returned in
exactly seventeen seconds with a verdict
| against me. Of course the judge prompt-
ly set the verdict aside and ordered a
verdict to be entered in our favor. As
the jury filed out I said to one of the
men who knew Gately, ‘Is not that John
H. Gately 7’ “Oh, yes,” he said, “that
is John,” “Well, then, my friend,” said
I, “how do you reconcile your verdict
| with your conscience ?? He said, point-
| ing to the would-be, widow,
“‘she is poor and she needs
money.” Well, gentlemen, enough
of these instances, It has seemed to me
that the work the Mutual Reserve Fund
Life Association is doing in all parts of
the civilized globe might be compared to
that form of the wreath, or circle, about
whiech were accustomed to twine flow-
ers, and I have thought in comnection
with that, that certain of the emblems
of the different nations might be incor-
porated., Twined about the wreath of
the Mutual Reserve is the Mayflower of
the Pilgrims, the forget-me-nots of Ger-
many, the rose and the daisy of England,
the thistle of Scotland, and the lily—too
often a tiger lily—of France, But, gen-
tlemen, after our experience of tem years
in this Dominion it eeemm to me that
above all and around the flowers there
should be twined the Maple leaf of the
Dominion of Canada.
Viee-President Wells Speaks.

The Chairman then called upon Mr.
Wells, Vice-President of the Association,

The vigorous and prolonged applause
with which Mr. Wells was received show-
ed very plainly that a large number of
his personal friends were among the ban-
queters.

After alluding to the unconscious com-
pliment paid him by Mr. McMurtry in
fixing this superb banquet oi the anni-
versary of his birthday, Mr. Wells said
that he had also during the day accident-
ally discovered that the first application
for insurance' which he procured and for-
warded from Canada to New: York was
also on his birthday, and exactly ten
years ago to-day.

Referring to the two systems of insur-
ance, namely, the natural premium sys-
tem .and the old level premiums system,
he said that the former was free from
the danger that is incident at all times
to the latter, viz., the danger of being
put into a technical insolveney, although
practically and substantially sound. He
instanced a large level premiums com-
pany, with which he was connected about
ten years ago, whose assets amounted
to millions of dollars, and whose death
elaims amounted to about one-quarter of
a million, but which, by the deliberate
fraud of one man in misstating the value
of its assets to the Department of Insur-
ance placed the company in bankruptey,
and made of it a complete wreck. Such
a thingi could not happen in the case of
a natural premium company, particularly
where, as in the case of the Mutual Re-
erve, it has a large ctash reserve fund.
Although the Mutual Reserve is an assess-
ment company, iu every sense of the
word, yet, as all its members know, as-
sessments @s ordinarily understood are
not, in fact, made. The premiums are
ascertained and settled according to the
usual tables of mortality, and they are
paid with the same uniformity and
regularity @8 premiums in the case of
other companies; but, between  the
policy-holders and possible loss stands
firet and foremost an immense cash re-
gerve, at all times available for the pay-
ment of dewth losses, and, in addition to
that, a membership of nearly 100,000,
banded together for each other’s protec-

tion.

Mr. Wells referred at length to the
dangerous problem that confrupted qld-
line companies from the ever-increasing

“legal reserves,” and he read from his
own reéport oi this year the following
observations on this subject:

“With respect to these companies, and
all other level-premium companies, I
have not one word of disrespect to utter.
They have merely obeyed the law. But
this country has already begun to realize

magnitude of ~°what is called = their

that what was well adapted to a limited
business is' not adapted to what is prac-
tically an unlimited business; and that
the accumulation of such vast sums _in
the hands of life insurance companies by
way of what is called ‘“‘legal reserves "
is & sprious blunder. The “legal reserves”
of the level-premium companies doing
business in the State of New York alone
now amount to about $800,000,000 and
their assets to over $800,000,000, and
these figures are ilicreasing with alarm-
ing rapidity. The experience of the Mu-
tual Reserve, and the fact that its sys-
tem has been practically adopted by
some of the largest level-premium com-
panies, have demonstrated beyond all
doubt that a very large proportion of
these “reserves’ has been uselessly taken
from the people and converted into cor-
porate investments,

This question threatens to dwarl, by
its magnitude, the three great problems
which have been, and now are; oceupying
the attention of Congress, namely, the
Silver bill, the Tariff bill and the Peunsion
bill, and has become an interesting sub-
jeet for political econgmists as to when
and how it will end, and what will be
the remedy. Will not the remedy be the
exclusive coatrol of all life associations
by the Federal Government, the handing
over to that Government of all the ac-
cumulated yeserves, and the universal
adoption of the natural-premium system?
In an article, recently published in The
North American Review, President Har-
per, speaking of level-premium companies
doing business in the State of New York,
said that “‘in a little over 80 years the
insurance in force has increased from less
than $2,000,000,000 to over $17,000,-
000,000, and that, if a like increase is
experienced in the next 80 years, the
insurance in force will exceed $130,000,-
000,000.” 1f, therefore, the present ac-
cumulation of reserve continues to in-
crease as it has heretofore done, it is
quite possible during the lives of many
who are present here to-day that the
cash reserve of the level-premium com-
panies doing business in the State of New
York will exceed $20,000,000,000.

Mr. Wells concluded a very able’ and
interesting speech by referring with
great loyalty and warmth to the presi-
dent of the company and the able offi-
cers who were associated with him in
its management.

President Harper and bis associates
left Toronto on Saturday evening by the
6.55 train for Niagara Falls, where they
epent Sundny, returning to New! York
yesterday evening.

From there the visitors were
driven, under the escort of Mr. McMurchy
of Wells & McMurchy to Osgoode Hall,
the Parliament Buildings and Trinity
College.

The residence of the Hon. R. M. Wells
was then visited and lunchcon partaken
of, after which the party drove to Pol-
son’s Wharf at the foot of Sherbourne-
street. There the Cruiscr was moored and
a number of ladies and gentlemen await-
ed on board the arrival of the party, h]r
the next item on the program was a trip
on the bay and lake with Messrs. H. M.
Pellett, T. B. Polson and J. B. Miller as
hosts.

Among those present were Mr, and
Mrs. E. B. Harper, Mr. and Mrs, Burn-
ham, Mr. and Mrs. J. D. Wells, Mr. and
Mrs. McMurtry, Mr. and Mrs. D, Camer-
on, Mr. and Mrs. Pellett, Mrs. Bennett,
Mrs. Holland, Miss Bridgeland, Judge
Macdougall, Mr. Hugh C. Dennis, Mr.
