A great “Clean-up Campaign® is
sweeping through the North Ameri-
can Continent. October 9th has been
appointed “Fire Prevention Day” by
Royal Proclamation, which gives a
special opportunity to every person
to talk “Fire Prevention” and “Clean
up.” A clean city or town has few
fires. It is especially desirable to
have His Excellency the Governor-
General’s Proclamation read in all
public, private or separate schools
by one of the pupils as well as at
public gatherings.

The interest, in fall fairs seems to
be declining so far as exhibits are
concerned. In nearly every instance
this year the number of entries in
the Agrieultural Classes is smaller
than in 1919. At one county fair in
this part of the province there was a
loss of over five hundred entries,
every class but one (horticultural)
showing a decrease. This may be
partly accounted for by the lack of
farm help, yet it seems as if the old-
time enthusiasm is not beingz shown.
School fdirs, on the other hand, are
becoming more popular edch year,
their eduncational features being con-
sidered invaluable to the young. The
sports and other amusements seem
to be the- chief ‘attractions now at
most fairs, One newspaper even

suggests veducing the amount of the
vrize list for exhibits to $500 and

spending the balance in attractions.
