A great “Clean-up Campaign” is 
sweeping through the North Ameri­
can Continent. October 9th has been 
appointed “Fire Prevention Day” by 
Royal Proclamation, which gives à 
special opportunity to every person 
to talk “Fire Prevention” and “Clean 
up.” A clean city or town has few 
fires. It is especially desirable to 
have His Excellency the Governor- 
General’s Proclamation read in all 
public, private or separate schools 
by one of the pupils as well as at 
puolic gatherings.

The reservoir to be erec-
ond Th hold u0,0,00 imPerial gallons, 
and the overhead tank 20,000 wine 
gallons. The fire pump will have a 
capacity of 500 gallons a minute.

township before the Railway Com­
mission at Ottawa, fully convincing 
that body that the proposed siding 
was necessary for the accommoda- 

, the farnlers of the district 
and also to successfully carry on the 
beet sugar industry of that' section, 
with the result that a few days ago 
Mr. Armstrong received the following 
telegram, authorizing the construc­
tion.
