Broke the Record.

AMOUNT OF BIG GAME SHIPPED ON ﬂl‘l. i
& A. RAILROAD DURING OCTOBER, 1896,
INCLUDES OVER ONE THOUSAND DEER,
NEARLY FOUR HUNDRED MORE THAN
DURING OCTOBER, 1895,

General Passenger Agent G. M. Houghton
of the Bangor and Arcostook Railroad,
Maine, keeps a record of the game shipped
over the line and has just completed an ar-

g of the from the various
sections of the road. It is as follows:

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This not only breaks the record but the
amount of deer shipped is nearly 400 more
than in October, 1895, while there is a sub-
stantial increase in moose and caribon.

In October, 1895, 669 deer, 53 moose and
37 caribou were shipped from the B. & A,
atations during October.

Greenville headed the list in October, 1895,
with 185 deer, 16 moose and 9 caribon. - This
year the fignres were 306 deer, 20 moose and
15 caribou.

Norcross in October, 1895, had 159 deer,
11 moose and 2 caribou to its credit. This
year it had one more moose, two more cari-
bou and 81 more deer. More caribon were
killed in the region around Greemville this
fall than any other point on theroad. Nine
caribou were shipped from Stacyville and the
same number were shipped from Masardisin
October. In 1885 20 deer were shipped from
Katahdin Iron Works. This year the num-
ber increased to 35.

In addition to the deer, moose and caribon
shipped in October, 11 bears and one Cana-
dian lynx were billed from different points
on the road. The record for October,
1894, was 479 deer, 24 moose and 10 earibou;
October, 1895, 669 deer, 53 moose and 37

ibou; October, 1896, 1,029 deer, 79 moose

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—Tag discovery of gold in Rossland, B.
C., will probably resuls in a more extensive
. settlement of our Northwest. There is now
no doubt of the genuineness of the gold
fields, but on the other hand they appear
more promising every day and bid fair to
rival in richness the mines of South Africa.
The immediate result is that hundreds of
miners are flocking to the scene, claimng are
being extensively taken up, syndicates are
“forming throughout the Dominion and some
English capital is being brought in to develop
and work the lands. There is also some
talk of extending branch railways through
the mining territory. The prospects of
British Columbia are bright and promising.
Her wealth does not consist in gold mines
alone for her fisheries and forests are among
the most magnificent in the world. These
sources of wealth however have long been
koown to the settlers, but it is only recently
that a general idea of her mineral wealth has
become apparent. There are almost inex-
haustible beds of coal, copper and iron,
while the leads of gold and silver are to be
found throughout the mountains and the
beds of the rivers contain rich deposits of
gold dust,

In most gold producing countries the pre-
cious metal is found in isolated spots, but in
British Columbia it is found throughout the
length and breadth of the province. The
Kootenay district is one of the richest, and
Rossland, the central town, bas now about

" five thousand inhabitants, whereas a couple
£ years ago it had a population of but fifty
souls. The introduction of sufficient capital
to fully develop the mines is all that is pe-
cessary in order to make the province one of
the busiest and most productive in the Do-
minion. There is a demand for a mint at
which the products of the gold and silver
mines can be converied into money ard
also for a governmental department of mines.
Nearly every other British culony, where
gold is found in large quantities, has its own
mint, bat all the money coined fcr circala-
tion in Canada is struck in England. A de-
partment of mines in charge of a minister
with some practical knowledge of the neces-
sities for readily developing the various min-
iog industries of the Dominion would stimu-
late gold‘ miﬁx‘n& to a degree hitherto un-
knowu. =
—_————

—The MoN1TOR learns from the director-
ate of the proposed Apple Shipping Company
that stock is being freely subscribed by the
farmers of Kings and Annapolis, and the es-
tablishment of the enterprise is now well as-
sured. The farmers of the valley are a pa-
tient and long euffering class, and so long as
they were getting a fair net price for fruit
they complained but little, even though they
knew they were paying exorbitant charges
for freights and commissions. But the fruit
of this year, notwithstanding the unprece-
dentedly large crop, is netting a loss to the
grower while the shipping ¢ompanies ard
commission men are reaping a rich barvest.
It has been found that at least 28 cents per
barrel might have been saved in freights
alone if proper steps bad been taken to se-
cure steamers and guarantce cargoes, An
ocean rate of 55¢. per barrel was offered by
one company, if a cargo were guaranteed,
but no one was in a position to meet the
guarantee. A shipping company composed
of the fruit growers and managed by compe-
tent men, could contrel practically the whole
fruit crop of the valley, and from their var-
ious frost-proof warehouses could load steam-
er after steamer at any time and place she
fruit when the conditions of the market were
most favorable. The fruit grower’s divi-
dends, on hie stock in the company, would
come to him in the form of “‘a penny saved ”
and if §50,000 might have been saved to An-
napolis and Kings this year, and the esti-
mate is a conservative one, a single good
froit scason would return a dividend equal
to the money invested. President Bigelow,
of the Nova Scotia Fruit Growers Aesocia-
tion, heartily endorses the echeme and his
letter of commendation is published else-

where.
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~—The state cf trade in the United Statcs,
notwithstanding the very favorable reports
that immediately succeeded the presidential
election, continues to be disappointing. Cen-
fidence in the return of better times, after
the victory of *‘ sound money,” was respon-
sible for the starting up of factories and
mills employing nearly a million of men.
These factories had been closed on account
of the dull state of trade, but the owrers
were optimistic enough to think that the
dawn after the darkness of the preceding
five years, came with the election of McKin-
ley. But the dawn isnot yet, and paralyzed
trade is not even convalescing. Manu-
facturers are getting discouraged again and
the chances are that unless the markets as-
sume a healthier tone before the end of the
year, that the early months of 1897 will see
another general closing of factories and the
consequent increase of the troubles of the
laboring classes. Bradstreet’s report a fall-
ing off of 24 per cent in the bank clearings
for the last week of November as compared
with the preceding week. Still the busi-
ness is a shade better than the correspond-
ing week of 1895, and the outlook may be
-even better than it nowappears. - A return
of prosperity to the neighboring repablic
would exert an enormous influence on Cana-
dian trade which still runs in the same
groove—just a fair trade and just a fair out-
look. The general business depression must
lift sooner or later, and may it be soon.

—THE question of cold storage, in connee-
tion with the scheme proposed by the ship-
ping company, is not considered practicable;
at least it has its drawbacks. One is that
the ocean rate in cold storage steamers would
be very high and another is that prominent
froit handlers in England refuse to handle
fruit taken from cold storage as it will not
keep any length of time. True it could be
landed in perfect condition and placed on the
market as fresh looking as when shipped but
it would decay rapidly thereafter and be an
unsatisfactory investment for the consumer.
It is claimed, that, with properly ventilated
fast froit steamers, early fruit can easily be
landed in good condition in the English
market while the harder varieties could even
be profitably shipped’in sailing vessels,

Obituary.

MRS, CATHARINE PIPER.

We are called upon to chronicle to day
the death of Catharine Snyder Piper, widow
of Avery B. Piper, and mother of the late
lamented Henry S. Piper, one of the origi-
nators an i former editors 6f the MONITOR.

Mrs. Piper was born in Shelburne in 1819,
her parents afterwards removing to Wey-
mouth where she resided until her marriage
in 1840. She then became & resident of
Bridgetown and bad remained 8y up to the
time of her death, covering a period of more
than fifty-six years. Of a warm-hearted,
generous and self-sacrificing nature she
strongly endeared herself to those with whom
she came in contact, and though many with
whom she had formed imperishable ties of
friendship and affection have long since
passed beyond, many still remain who sin-
cercly and deeply mourn her demise, and
who will long cherish in grateful remem;
brance a life filled with kind deeds and
tender ministrations graciously rendered.

Maoy trials and griefs have been her por-
tion, not least among them the loss of her
husband, after an invalidism of seventeen
years, during which her solicitude and tend-
er care were unfailing, and a few years later
the death of her fondly cherished and quly
care. Though her journey of life had been
long and arduous she was unusunally well-
presérved, youthful and active for her age,
in full possession of her faculties and appar-
ently in the enjoyment of health until a few
weeks ago, when, a malignant growth having
been gradually, for some time past, forming
upon her side, it was pronounced by the
physicians here to be cancerous in its nature,
and, the necessity of an operation being
decided on, she was prevailed upon by her
friends to go to Halifax in order to receive
the best surgical treatment obtainable, The
operation was sucessfully performed and,
although realizing the danger considering the
disadvantage of her age, it was confidently
hoped that recovery would follow, but, in
spite of the most ekilful nursing and medical
care, it was evident within a few days that
the demand upon the enfeebled counstitution
had been too heavy, and after a few days of
weakness, mercifully relieved of pain, she
passed peacefully away.

The remains were brought home on Friday
and the fuueral took place on Saturday
morning. The funeral service was held in
St. James’ Church, of which the deceased
was a member, and the interment took place
in the church cemetery.

Two members of her immediate family
survive her, a half-brother, Mr. Archie
Campbell of Liverpcol, and a half sister,
Mrs. J. R. Nicholl of Weymouth.

Meeting of Belleisle Farmers.

A large and representative gathering of
the fruit growers of Bellewsle convened at
Dodge's Hall to hear and consider the Apple
Shipping Company’s scheme. This project,
the outlines of which were concisely stated
in the last issue of the MoNITOR, was taken
up in detail and carefully explained by Mr.
Young, one of its energetic promoters. He
pointed out the scope and aim of the scheme,
impressing upon the farmers the necessity of
some such organization whereby they could
protect themselves, maintaining that farm-
ers could make their own terms with railroad
and steamship companies; middlemen being
dispensed with, and their own agent appoint-
ed in the English markets, a total reduction
in cost of about 38c. per barrel could be ef-
fected. This could be accomplished only by
the froit growers organizing into a joint
stock company which would control the
marketiog of their fruit.

Mr. Shaffaer vigorously protested against
the unjust rates of tranaportation yaid by
farmers, the carelessness and indifference of
shippers and brokers, and the poor accom-
modation on apple steamers. He urged the
necessity of co-operation among fruit grow-
ers, ridiculing the objection that they could
not work together.

Of like tenor were the remarks of Messrs.
Balcom, MacLean, Armstrong, Withers,
Price and Bishcp, the other speakers of the
evening.

The many questions relative to the work-
ing of the scheme evinced the interest of the
meeting which heartily eadorsed it by a un-
animous vote, and more tangibly showed
their approval by liberally subscribing to
the steck of the proposed company.

At the close of this decidedly successful
meeting Mr. Young was tendered a hearty
vote of thanks. Before dispersing a com-
mittee was appointed to arrange for further
meetings.

It was felt by all that the present move
was in the right direction and that it should
bave the strong support of everyone who is
interested in the growing and exportation of
fruit,

The following extract trom the constitu.
tion of the Nova Scotia Teachers’ Union
will show what at least some in the profes-
sion are aiming at.

IL. The objects of the Union shall be:

1. To elevate and unify the Teaching Pro-
fession in Nova Scotia.

2. To bring the claims of the Profession
before the public and legislature of Nova
Scotia as occasion may require,

3. To watch the educational outlook and
trend of thought in other countries, with a
view to keeping the Profession in Nova
Scotia abreast of the times.

4. To endeavor to advance salaries by in-
creasing the capability of the teachers, and
improving the quality of the work; by edu.
cating the public to a proper appreciation of
the value of skilled teaching; and by devel-
oping among the members of the Profession
such a feelicg of esprit de corps, and such a
high sense of professional honor, as will
effectually put an end to the practice of
underbidding.

5. To protect teachers who through errors
in agreements or otherwise, are in danger of
being defrauded by unscrupulous employers.

6 To diffuse among members of the pro-
fession such a knowledge of law, in its bear-
ing on teaching, as will enable teachers to
know what is and what is not an actionable
offence.

7. To advise teachers against whom legal
proceedings, on charges connected with their
profession, are being taken; and in case of
an unjust decision, to aid in an appeal to a
higher court.

8. To arouse teachers, not only to a full
sense of their duties - s teachers, but also to
a realization of the obligations and responsi-
bilities as citizens in the broadest and fullest
meaning of the term.

III. All persons holding teachers’ licenses,
whether actually engaged in teaching or not,
are eligible for memgenbip. Members shall
pay an annual fee of twenty-five cents; but
the payment of two dollars or more at one
time shall entitle a life membership.

An idea of the unusual quantity of np}wlu
shipped this year can be gained from the fact
that the exporte to November 21st this season
exceed by nearly 250,000 barrels the total
exports of any previous entire season, as
shown by the following table, which gives
she total expor:s for a series of years past:

The steamship lines running to Montreal
bave ull withdrawn their steamers for the
season, and this, in the opinion of some, will
result in decreasing exports of apples from
Canada considerably, as while Portland,
Me., and Halifax will be open through the
winter the extra expense for rail transporta-
tion will, it is urged, be sufficient to check
the apple movement.

Notwithstanding the large exports the
season’s busi is almost i ly de-
clared to be one of the most, if not the most,
unsatisfactory on record. Foreign markets
have been flooded with fruit, and as a natural
result prices have been unusually low. Good
apples can be purchased in this city at pre-
sent at from §1 to §1.25 per barrel f. o. b,
steamer. Deducting from chis the cost of
railroad freight, which, of course, varies with
the distance, and the cost of the barrel, which
is about 30 cents, it is readily seen that the
net return to the grower is very small. Ac-
cording to local exporters a vast quantity of
apples have been shipped this season which
netted the producers only from 35 cents to
75 cents per barrel, not to consider the cost
of labor for packing. Ianstances have oc-
curred in which parties who have shipped
on consignments have actually received no
profit, but have been forced to advance money
to meet expenses. Speculators have, it is
claimed, fared no better than growers.

A factor which also contributed to reduce
the profits of shippers this season is the con-
dition of the ocean freight market. The al-
most unprecedented advance in grain rates
during the past six months has materially
affected other traffic. The advance in rates
on apples has, however, been considerably
less proportionately, than that on grain.
The present rates to Liverpool are three
shillings per barrel, and to London 3s. 6d.
Last year the Liverpool rate opened at 2s.
6d., and after advancing to 3s. subsequently
dropped to 2s. 6d. ‘The London rates were
practically uniform at 3s. per barrel. The
rate to Hamburg this season for shipments
already made has been 75 ceats per barrel,
but on December shipments it is $1. Last
year the rate was 75 cents per barrel.

A special feature of the export trade this
season has been the increase in shipments to
Germany. The shipments classed under
* various ports” in the table given above
were mainly to Hamburg and Bremen. The
German markets have taken more American
apples this season than ever before.

A Remarkable Physiclan,

Last spring, in the city of New York, oc-
curred one of the most remarkable funerals
ever witnessed. The hearse which bore the
dead man wasattended by sixty pall bearers,
and each man of the sixty owed his life, un-
der God, to the ministration of him they
bore. Behind the hearse walked eight hun-
dred men in line, hardly one of whom but
was indebted to the dead man for his ability
to be there.

Two hundred and ninety-three carriages
followed, and these in turn were attended
by a large number of people on foot.

Who was this man who, being dead, could
80 stir the hearts of the people? Who was
he that he should be mourned over by fifteen
thousand persons in one day, because they
would look upon his face no more? Was he
a greal general; a world-honored statesman?

No. He was a simple east-side physician,
whose patients were dwellers in the tenement
districts, and whose mourners were the poor
to whom he had ministered.

Doctor Aronson inherited a small property
from his father, and early determined that
his life should be spent in service for others.
He made lung diseases his specialty, and
studied with Koch in Berlin, and in the best
schools in Europe. When he came back to
New York he was unknown, save to physi-
cians, but he immediately opened, at hie
own expense, a hospital for consumptives
in the poorest part of the city, and threw
himself heart and soul into the gork of alle-
viating the distresses of friend patients.

It was his custom when called upon to at-
tend a poor family, to leave a few dollars on
the table behind him. In the bestowal of
these gifts neither creed nor race-was recog-
nized.

A friend said of him: “He was a man
who took peculiar pleasure in seeing other
people hapry. He often declared that if he
had ten millions of dollars, he would spend
his life in driving around in the tenement
districts, and relieving the poor.”

He himself once said: ‘I like to discover
a case where a hard landlord is pushing a
poor tenant to the wall. Then it is my de-
light to come in at the last moment, raise
my hand, and call a halt, with a check for
the amount owed by the tenant. The real
happiness is seen in the face of the one re-
lieved.”

‘‘ A man’s life is so short at best!” he was
wont to say.” ‘‘It would be an easy matter
to make the world happy, and oneself too,
if each person would but contribute all he
poseibly could to the relief of the suffering.”

Several years ago a case of blood-poisoning
occurred on the east side of New York. The
patient was a poor woman, and she was cri-
tically ill. Physicians to whom applications
had been made, had refused to take the case
because of the exceptional risk in the treat-
ment that was required.

The night when Doctor Aronson heard of
it was the night of his brother’s wedding,
and he was dressed to attend it. He was
told that the woman would die, unless she
were operated upon within two hours. He
threw off his dress-suit, hurried to her bed-
side, and performed a successful operation.
A few days after, he himself was taken down
with blood-poisoning, contracted from the
sufferer, and for weeks lingered between life
and death.

Then a wonderful and beautiful sight was
seen. Hundreds came daily to inquire for
the good physician. Scores of people kpelt
together in the open air around his doorstep,
and prayed aloud for hisrecovery. The man
was greatly beloved because he had greatly
loved and grandly given. When he recov-
ered, he said he would gladly undergo the
same again, to again save life.

At last came a day when upon his return
from a call on a poor and wretched patient
this good man dropped dead upon the side-
walk, near his own doorstep, his end thus
coming, it was said, just as he had long se-
cretly hoped and prayed that it might come,

The end came, we have said. But who
can predicate an end to a life so fiilled with
the spirit of Him Who was, preeminently,
the Helper and Healer of men?

The Fousehold,

Children’s Rights.

Have they ever been considered, ever
classified and arranged? have conventions
ever discussed them and brainy men and wo-
men ever fought for them? and what beside
a punishment (generally over-severe for some
great fault and not in one case out of a hun-
dred properly adapted to the child’s temper-
ament) is the result of any attempt on the
part of the small sufferer to secure them?
Chidren have a right to the uttermost care,
attention, and consideration, even when it
lves serious di t and trouble on
the part of the parent. The children did
not insist upon being born, they had no voice
in the matter. To plesse ourselves we bring
a little soul and body iato this world, endow
it with strong feelings and tastes, and then
daily hurt the one and ignore the other to
suit our own convenience, because ** they are
only children and will not know any better.”
Never was there such a fallacy. They may
forget quickly, but while they last their
small woes are as deep as ours and the little
heart which is hurt by th aches

as sorely as it willin yowrstocome. Instead
of laughing at the quick consolation, we
should thaok God for it.

Children have a right to justice, and they
almost never getit. There was once a little
girl who always had to choose between but-
ter and molasses on her griddle cakes, while
her parents had both. A trifle—yes, of
course, but not to that child; it rankled all
her life long; the injustice of it struck her
afresh every day that came, and no love nor
attention which her parents lavished on her

| in other ways ever wiped out that memory.

They have & right to receive common po-
liteness, and that is rarely granted them.
They are talked about to their faces, and
their appearance criticised, their manner
commented upon, and their peculiarities dis-
cussed with what would be called insolence
and resented fiercely by an elder; but they
are only children, and must smile pleasantly
upon their insulters or be branded as sullen
or awkward.

They are expected to show eelf-control
that would honor a mature person. They
sit at a table loaded with danties, and must
eat uninviting plain food, seldom varied and
served in not a very tempting manner.
They are called greedy if they beg for what
every one around them is eating; and if
they do not finish all on their plate, in many
cases the cold, unappetising mess is served
them again *“ for discipline and to teach them
not to be greedy.” Just try that once on a
grown person.

They have a right to a certain amount of
their own time, yet children, those little
messengers, are called from the middle of
their games half a dozen times in a day and
sent on uninteresting errands. They have a
right to certainly as much kind thought asa
horse; yet if the latter shies he is driven
gently but firmly up to the terror-inspiring
object and famliarized with it, while hun-
dreds of children who are afraid of the dark
are dumped down on their beds, scolded, and
left trembling, with awful things appearing
to their nervous eyes in every corner, till
sleep comes with more tenderness than the
human guardian, and wipes away the terrore.

Surely a child’s sense of possession shou'd
not be so constantly violated, Their litile
treasures are dear to them; and when they
are ruthlessly swept up for ‘‘trash that
clutters up the place ” it is a very real trial
and one they should be spared.

They have a right to their own little per-
sons, and yet are constantly taken up kissed,
and tossed around by people whom they in-
tensely dislike and whose touch is hateful
to them? These are only a few of the wrongs
children suffer every day and all day, and
how any child grows up sweet natured is a
question not easily answered. The greater
rights, such as the rights to a healthy body,
a clear miud and a proper start in life, are
subjects for a deeper discussion than I dare
trost myself to enter upon; but certainly a
child has a right to the same consideration a
grown person would demand, and certainly
no duty a child can owe a parent is equal to
that the parent owes a child which was
brought into this world not of its own vol-
ition, forced to grow up, flung into the bat-
tle of life, and handicapped with the results
of the mistakes and misdeeds of two or three
generations.

Household Ventilation

Universally, the open fireplace is consid-
ered a good ventilator. General Morin says
that in a room of 20 feet square and 12 feet
high with an open grate and “a good fire
the air would be removed four or five times
an hour with a moderate draught of the
chimney, and six or eight times with a blaz-
ing fire.” * Surely no better ventilation could
be wished.

For ventilation three things are necessary:
the introduction of pure air, the circulation
of the air introduced, and the removal of the
impure air. Each grate does the latter to
some extent, but what of the former two? It
is sometimes called the ** lungs of the hoase ”
—but does it do all the required work?
Whence the 30,000 cubic feet of air General
Morin says the grate removes each hour?
When no other heating apparatus is used,
this supply is sucked in from" outdoors
through cracks around the doors and win-
dows. A commeon grate fire cannot burn in
an air tight room, and many fires smoke be-
cause the air uupply is not sufficient. Bat
usually poor work hip leaves op
enough and to spare. And so air enters, dl
recily or indirectly, from cutdcors, cold if
direct, impure if through other rooms. Be-
ing cooler than that of the room to which it
is drawn, the air falls to the flcor, and this
is that which the grate removes. The pure
air is withdrawn, and the impure air remains
nearly undisturbed above and at the breath-
ing line. This is not ventilation.

Suppose we have a furnace, sending
warm, pure air to the room in which the
grate burns. Ccld draughts are no longer
necessary nor possible, and the heat is more
evenly distributed and perfect ventilation is
secured. Entering at a higher temperature
than the air in any part of the room the fresh
air will be at the ceiling, until by gradual
covling and by pressure from the continuous
incoming stream, it falls to the floor. It is
breathed but once, as the downward motion
is seen in all parts, but is strongest near the
outer walls. Now the fire withdraws the

impureair. When used in combination with
an indirect heating apparatus, or, better still,
when an attachment is made to the grate it-
self for indirect heating, the open fire is a
most valuable and perfect apparatus for ven-
tilation. In its original form, it, unaided,
has no virtues other than the cheer of its
blszing fire, and thg beauty of its !.rimmingu.
