Toronto, July 18th to 23rd. Tts pro-
tessed object is to bring together on a
common platform: representatives of all
religions, th:a they may thereby find a
common basis on which they may work
unitedly for the well-being of humanity.

To hearts bowed down : * And they
sang a hymn.” “ And Jesus said,
Follow thou me.”

We are all accustomed to think of
Jesus as the Man of Sorrows and ac-
quainted with grief. And when our
own heart is bursting with its weight of
woe, we find our sweetest comfort in
remembering that we have a High
Priest touched always with a feeling fur
our infirmities, that in all points He
is like unto ourselves ; tuat in all of our
afflictions He is afflicted, and in our
sorrow which no earth-born hand can
assuage and no human heait can com-
prehend, still does this divinely human
heart throb "n deepest sympathy with
our own.

And it is sweet that in our darkest
hour we can remember this. There is
never a moment so black with gloom
that Jesus does not pity and w™'l not
lead us to the light. There is never a
burden o heavy that Jesus does not
comprehend and will not bear for us.

But while we dwell upon Him as the
Man of S riows, we forget that even in
His hour of agony and of base betrayal
He could still look up in His Father’s
face as He joined His brethren in their
song of praise.  And we forget that to
you and me—His blood-bought ones—
He still is saying, ** IFollow me.”

Greater grief had no man. And yet,
mid the deepest trial, He could still
find voice to sing, for well He knew
that bitter cup was held by a Father's
hand—a hand which could only mean
love to the child.

Christian Union and the Chris-
tian Conference at Altona.

—

I promised the readers of the Disci-
PLE a few notes on the Christian Con-
ference, to which Bro. Lhamon and
myself were visitors in June.

The “ Christians” arenota great peo-
ple, numerically considered.  Their
conference report of 1894 gives a rec-
ord of twenty-five congregations, with a
membership of 888 and a regular min-
istry of about 20,

Their Suanday schools are reported as
progressing fairly, but I have no figures
showing the number in attendance.
The Y. P. S. C. E. is also an institution
with them, as it is with others. I judge
from reading their reports that correct
statistics are quite as difficult to obtain
as they are with us ; perhaps more sc.

Their home and foreign mission
waork, as reported, is somewhat small,
ang in this respect they fall behind us
considerably ; and if we ever succecd
in uniting with this people, I have con-
fidence we shall do tiem good along
these lines.

I think their form of chn.ch govern-
ment is more largely congregational
than they themselves are aware, for in
reading their report I see not a few
evidences of a large liberty, and am
disposed to think that the powers of
their Conference are rather advisory
than-absolutely binding. As, however,
I have not their constitution at hand,
I am not in a position to speak posi-
tively.

One feature, however, of the powers
of that Conference, if I understood it
rightly, seemed to me to be very wise
and worth accepting. It had to do
with church property, which becomes
the property of the Conference; or, 1n
other words, the propzrty of the whole
body, whenever it faus into disuse or a
congregation disbands—the Conference
giving up its right to it whenever a
congregation is ready to ge in and pos-
sess it. Consequently there is no loss
of a property once obtained, and no
room for strife as to whose it shall be
of a few brethren who may survive the
wreck of the congregation.

In ciosing these notes, I commend
to our worthy President and our Exe-
cutive Board the following practice of
the Christians- in their Conference
meetings, as I think we could follow it
with advantage. It refers to the right
to vote and the manner of voting in the
Confercuce. Their custom is as fol-
lows :

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Ministerial Etiquette,

A paper read before the London Minis.
terial Association, June 2.4, 18¢s, by
Geo. Fowler, Ph. B.

This subject, not chosen by the
writer, but by the Association, presents
a theme for our consideration, vital to
the highest interests of our organization.
It would, it seerns to me, have been
more 1n harmony with the eternal fit-
ness of things, to have given this sub-
ject to one of our older, abler and
more experienced preachers, but in an
humble way I would endeavor to pre
sent a few thoughts for our considera.
tion, boping to lead us all to speak
candidly and frankly upon this subject.
1 have no ambition 10 submit to you
an article and occupy your time in
dealing in a general, sentimental way
with this vital subject.

I view the subject in its widest im
port, comprising all the relations,
social and official, existing among
ministers of different religious bodies.

This subject is onr peculiar to the
last few centuries of the Christian era.
In the time of the apostles there was
a gentle clashing of interesis between
the apostle of the Gentiles and the
apostle of the circumcision.  This
was the natural result of their earlier
religious training, and was most amiably
settled ; but it has been only since the
Lutheran reformation, or since denom.
inationalism was born, that the relations
of ministers to one another have be.
come so complex, so delicate, and so
strained. The abnormal condiion of
the church makes our relations compli.
cated and peculiar.

Hydra-headed Protestantism is far
from being united,and to a great de.
aree the people that have been and
are responsible for this unchristian
and carnal condition of affairs are the
uiinistry.  Much of the sectaiian bit-
terness that has existed and does exist
t-day has been engendered and fos.
tered by the clergy. History proves

says—in opposition to Christ’s prayer
for spiritual and organic unity, and
in open, glaring opposition to Panl's
express teaching, the carnal side of
man’s natwe will assert itself.

Our relation at the present is much
more amicable than it was even a
quarter of a century ago. The reason
is apparent, and the closer we come
together, in that proportion will our
relations be more in harmony with the
spirit of our Lord. One of the leading
manufacturers of this city, and a men.-
ber of ure of the largest congregations,
said to the writer a few weeks ago, that
he hoped 10 live to see all Christians
one, and stated that we would have
been uni*ed before this if it were not
for the ministry. As preachers, we
have a theme; Christsaid, ** Go and
preach the Gospel to every creature.”
But ministerial etiquette does not forbid
a man from discoursing on literature,
philosophy, science, or negligé shirts
if he sees proper ; but iz does prohibit
him fiom pouring forth his vials of
wrath upon his fellow ministers for not
believing as be believes, and seeing as

he sees.
Growing out of this is another

question.  Says the Judependent :
“This is not a day of denominational
vigor, but of dJdenominauonal decay.
There is a survival of denominations,
but nothing more, sometimes not even
that.  Qld denominations come to an
end. We have passed out of the de-
nominational epoch.” ** All Christian
denominations,” says Prof. Briggs,
“have drifted from their standards,
and are drifting at the present time.
No one who has examined the facts
and considered the historical situation,
can doubt it. The question that
troubles us most is, Whither ?”

Almost
every pastor that labors among the
people and is successful by God’s help
in building up a cause is accused of
proselytism ; yea, further, every new re-
ligious reformative movement that has
possessed elements of power, and has
developed numerically, has had the
favorite and convenient epithet of
“proselyte” hurled at it. I would
rather have the displeasure of man than
the disapprobatien of God.

In one place I labored, it was the
M. E. pastor that was accused of dis-
turbing the other religious folds; in
another place 1t was the Bapust; and,
as an able mtnister sud, **‘The Presby-
terians used to be above it, but they
are becoming just like the Me-hodists.”
I wonder, in the whole course of our
munisterial labor, how many of us have
never been accused directlyor indirertly
uf proselytism.

I trust we will better understand one
another.  Ministerial etiquette should
govern our relations everywhere, not
merely to be pleasant as we greet one
another on the street and in public
gatherings, but everywhere. We are
living, as S. H. Blake says, in an age
of shams. ‘There is too much sham,
veneer etiquette. We require to be
more open and czndid with one another
and manifest a manly, genuine, Christ-
like etiquette. Every religious body
stands for sume distinctive truth, and
it ought not 10 be considered a violation
of Chiistian etiquette to faithfully and
boldly proclaim it for the purpose of
winning the whole world to an open
confession of that tiuth. We should
understand more fully one another’s
positions, and be more conversant with
the peculiar and distinctive tenets of
the different religious bodies, ever ex.
tolling and magnifying our peints of
agreement, and diminishing our points
of difference, looking at them through
the large end of the telescope, ever
remembering that the end of the com-

Every reader of this paper once in a
while turns his mind toward the future
and usks hmimself what will our work
tell for in this country in ten, twenty,
fifty years from now. Weare sure that
every rcader wishes the largest measure
of prosperity for ou~ movement. QOne
thing is certain, we will ecither go for-
ward or backward—as there is ne such
a thing as standing still—we venture to
predict that our readers are so thorough
ly imbued with the missionary spirit
that we need not speak of anything
but a forward move.

Conditions of Success.—in order to
be successful in the spread of the
gospel we must adapt ourselves to the
needs of the people.

|work, and are geltting a strong force of
breachers, who have a good ordinary
s+ education, say as good as the average
fpublic school teacher, and expect him
| to be of about the same social standing
lin the commumty and to get about the
i same salary as a public school teacher
in the locality in which he preaches.
They look out for a locality where a
. mission can be started and they go
‘ahead preaching and converting the
.peaple, and when a sufficient number
iis gathered 1n they form a congregation
[ Our Needs.—First, may 1 say, a force
.of energetic, God-fearing young men,
;with a reasonably good education and
some spectal training for their work,
who wil be willing to go into any
neighborhood where a congregation can
be formed.

how many seats were empty, and how
many familiar faces were absent. The
friends and associates of ycars had dis-
appeared,and myloneliness grew decper
and heavier. My mind had been so
busy with these sad discoveries that the
mintster had come in and taken his
place without attracting my attention
at first ; but when I looked up I won-
dered if that could possibly be the
popular young preacher who had min-
istered to this church for some months
past. The abundant glossy hair had
turned white, his face was haggard and
worn, and his eyes cast down with
shame and humiliation. He tried to
speak, but only succeeded in fal-
tering out a confession of his
utter unworthiness and his resolve
never to occupy that platform or any
other again. My heart we.t out to
him with the sympathy which suffering
brings, and as he came down from the
pulpit I met him and gave him my
hand, which was taken with a siemt
grasp which spoke louder than words.
1 found afterwards that one other min-
ister had been left in the town, but that
he had not taken it to heart at all, and
had thrown off all semblance of religion

which, at best, had only beea a cloak
wherewith {o hide his true character.

It was noteworthy that when the minis-
tet had gone, there was a larger
perrentage of missing members, which
was cxactly what might be expected.

In the meantime there were
a few others who were like-minded with
me, our minister being one of the
number, and a longing for sympathy
drew us together, as will as the fact
that we needed each other. “ How
were we to endure ov- lLives?” and

Medicine in Tablets.
From the New York Sun of Lebruary s, 1394.

Increased Use of Drugs in This Form In-
stead of Compounding by Prescription.

A comparatively recent invention, vastly ex.
tended in its application within three or four
years, has wrought a curious change in the
practice of medicine Countr. physicians,
100 years ago, when there were few druggists
autside of considerable towns, carried in theit
saddle bags or medicine chests a variely of
drugs, pills, powders, potiuns, lotions and
what not.  Such physicians made up their
own prescriptions and furnished their patients
with medicines. The use of medicines in the
form of tablets tends mnre and more toward a
return of modern physicians to the methods of
their predecessors.  Physicians everywhere
now write fewer prescriptions than they wrote
ten years ago or cven two years ago, and the
use of medicine in the form of tablets is extend-
ing every day.

It is only ten or filteen years since com-
pressed tablets of chlorate of potash began to
be usel.  Other simple drugs were then put
up in tablet furm, and gradually the variey of
dsups and prescriptions thus prepared was ex.
tended until now it includes thousands of com-
pounds. Anay physician may now havealmost
any prescription of his own made up into tab.
lets.  The u.ual requirement is that at leasy
3,000 tablets shall be ordered. Manay well.
known prescriptions uf famousphysiciacs have
attaned a world wide celebnty in the medical
wotld through their use in 1ablet form.  Hun.
dreds of liquid prescriptions are thus used by
saturating wnert material with the mixture just
as hommopathic temedics ate prepared in the
formof sugar pellets.  The tablet factories are
constantly experimenting witha view to reduc.
ing further diigs and preseriptions to tablet
form. They are ready to vary known prescrip-
tions in accardance with the fancy of individual
physicians, and to combine onc or more pres-
criptions in a single tablet.  The gencral usc
of tablets instead of prescsiptions has greatly
simplificd the practice of medicine. The
physician, instead of wniniag a prescription and
tnstructing his patient to have it compounded
by a druggist, leaves the n-cessary number of
tablets with instructions as to the time and
manner of taking. Nearly cvery physician is
provided with some such tablets, and many
usc them in great quantinies. Tons of drugs
are now put upin this form. It is the whole-
sale method of modern life applied to the
preparation of medicin-s. Apoihcearics have
felt the cffects of thechargein pracuic- through
the lessening in the number of preseriptions to
be compounded. For the patiemt, it has
chceapered the cost of doctnting, for the phy-
sician obtains the tablets at so low a rate that
he usually makes no charmge for those supplicd
to his paticnis.

New asthe use of tablets i¢, the form of the
tablet has been greatly improved since their
iotroduction into medical praciice. Tablets
arc smaller and more compressed than they
wetea few yearsago,  The machinery for mak
ing themoniginally was, and perhaps still is, con-
trolled by a single wholesale drug store of this
city, ut there are many manufacturers of tab.

The
best tablet manufac vrers emplay  skilled and
careful spothecaries and buy their diugs in large
quantities direaly from manufacturers.

The well known and honored Corra-
sponding Secretary of the Foreign
Chnistian  Missionary Society is now
upon the Pacific Qcean, en route to
visit the various Mission staticns of our
people in foreign lands. A. hcLean
is of Scotch descent, and was born on
the beautiful Prince Edward Island,
Canada, sshere his father still ives. In
1869 he entered Bethany College, and
in 1874 was graduated. He at once
began his ministry in the church at
Mount Healthy, a suburb of Cincinna-
ti, where he now resides. March, 1882,
he was elected to his presunt position,
which he has hdd con inuously ever
since.

Archibald MclLean has been an
apostle of missions in our Zion. In his
early ministry he grasped fully the su.
preme mission of the Church; and
with pen and voice he has been a guide
and an inspiration to the churches. To
those who know him intimatcly he is
an incarnation of the idea of world-
wide missions. Time and service have
firmly associated the name of our Sec-
retary with the evangelization of the
whole world.

This great cause has been his con-
stant thought and care. In all hisvar-
ied and arduous duties he has been in-
dustrious, faithful and patient. Some
times the burdens were far 100 heavy
to ask any one man to bear; but the
confident hope of the world'’s final re-
demption, through the Gospel, by the
Church, has been his unceasing cn-
couragernent and strength.  This hope
gave him a peace of soul which the
mere incid=nts of his position could
not disturb.

The uip has not been hastily
planned. Yhe friends of the cause
have had it in mind for some ycars.
They believe such a visit will not only
be of much pleasure and profit to him

personally, but a source of real sirensth
to the work in after years. Besides, the
missionaries on the field have often ex.
pressed an earnest desire to have him
make such a tour. He goes not as an
ecclesiastic, but he goes rather as an
invited guest and a personal friend of
the heroes, who, in the forefront of the
battle, desire his counsel and advice,
and with him study the problems ard
difficulties which constantly confront
them, Few, if any, are as weli pre-
pared in mind and heast for the deli-
cate task. But what he does there will
not be 2 full measure of the value of
his visit.  What a pleasure to hear him
on his return! We grow impatient at
the mere suggestion of the treat.

This visit marks the beginning of a
new era of our work in all lands. His
letters while abroad will be published
in our papers and iead with unabated
interest. The whole tiip will require
sonmie ten or twelve months. ‘Thousands
will follow him with.their prayers for a
prosperous journey and a safe return.
