EDITORIAL.

F all the with  which

the cducationa]l authorities of our

many interesting problems

province have

to deal, there is perhaps no other cne which has of
late been demanding more attention than thequestion of
Pacing agriculture upon the curriculum of our common schools. Tt
is o subject abont which much might be written pro and con.  We at
ance ncknowledge that it would be unfair to require children in the
ward schools of our cities and towns to devote & portion of their time
and attention to the study of a subject, in which the majority of them
would not have more than a mere passing interest.  Not however but
that we think that a knowledge of the fundamental principles of
agriculture would be of service to an intelligent citizen of our pro-
vince, be he merchant or farmer, for it is generally rckuowledged that
if Ontario is better adapted for one thing more than another, it is for

agriculture, In fact it is and has been the basis of her remarkable

prosperity.

To those that have children in attendance at our country schools
the question should certainly be one of vital importance. Indeed we
might almost say that it is merely the old question, ** How shall we
keep our boys on the farm 2" clothed in a new garb and presented to
us in another form. The course of study in  the rural school is not
such as is, at all likely to developin the * brainy ™ country boy a love
for his father's profession. Ashe proceeds with his studies the tend-
ency is, under existing circumstances, that he will become more and
more engrossed in the prospect of the boundless fields of knowledge in
the distance o the almost utter neglect of those old familinr fields
around him, which, unknown to him, contain such a marvellous storc
of Nature's trnths and wonders.  Such a boy with all the aspirations
of youth springing up within him cannot surely be blumed if he secks
to satisfy the craving of his mind for food by reaching out to draw
from sources not closely connected withthe opemtions of a farm or the
work of the husbandman. This we believe and know to be the reason
why many of the best and brightest of our boys forsake the quict cf
the country for the larger excitement of the city with its greater pos.
sibilities along many lines. The trouble is that they have all their
jives scen nothing but the practical side of agricultare, they have
never been shown that there is a larger and to them a more interest,
ing one. What a tale underlics the development of n grain of wheat
from sced-time to harvest, or the developmont of an apple from bud
to fruit. That there is a place in our country schools far agriculture
with some of the rudiments of the kindred sciences we firmly believe,
1£ some of the clemetary principles of Yotany and zoology for instance.
were taught the scholars, in what a different light would familiar
objccts appoar to them. There is certainly no place where a slight
knowledge of these threescionoes would be more interesting than in the
rural school, surrounded s it is, Le s0 many things from which an
interested and enthusiastic teacher nught draw forcible objoct lessons.

For instance what a new interest would the boy of twelve have
in the boulders large and small, which aro, but should not be, strewn
over the surface of his father's ficdds, did he know that thousands of
years ago they eame there by a sea voyage imbedded in ice floes from
the regions of the now frozen North.  As it now is, theonly interese he
has in them is to find how he can best planto go fishing when he
hears that the stone-boat is to come out from its winter quarters,
And what an interesting story is that of the fertilization of flowers by
the busy insects in the summer time.  Such instances might be cited
by the score and yet many more of such would still remain to be told,
Every one must agree that the time has surely come when something
should be doue in this matter.  And just now we are very plensed to
natice that 4 move has been made in the right direction. Some time
ags thers was compiled by two officers of our own institution an nd.
wmirable little work on agriculture, designed by the anthors for use in
public schools, which, while not over-burdened with scientific terms
was still fairly comprehensive. The success of this work is already
assured, and now there is offered to the public the first of what the
author propases tomake a series of science primers for <imilajr use.
We refer to the “*Agriculture Science Primer on Geology,” lately
issned by Prof. Panton, our professor of Nutural History,  In his in.
troduction the author, after outlining a plan for the effective teaching
of the principles of the scieace ta children in rural schoulx, says, *In
this way, we shall xoon have boys and girls, men and women, Upon
the farm, capable of sering in the soil a source of pleasure unknown to
those unable to read the great Book of Nature, as it reveals a scientific
knowledge of the earth.” And we must say that we consider the pre-
sent little booklet very well adapted for the furtherance of the object
which its writer had in view.  There is room, even a necessity for just
stich works along the lines of Botany, Zoology, nud Entomology and
we feel sure that they will meet with a hearty welcome from thase of
our school teachers who have been longing for concise and intoresting
clementary text-books on these subjects.

Now that our first and second year men have completad their
special short dairy course, they agaiu find time to “sleep o* nighte,™
and it is certainly a groat consolation uat anly to themselves but also
to others less enthusiastically faterestl in the noble science of
dairying. Dairying is of prime importance in itx own tine and place
but it lost most of its charm for our fellows when it meant six o'clock
breakfast. They all realized fully the importance of the instructien
given, and they wished to reccive it but they stil) consider that it is
wWo great a strain of work near the end of o term to have to take all
their regular lectures as well as the work at the Dairy School.  There
is one thing certain it makes a very long day for those unfortunates
who atart to take lectures at .30 2. . aud have to remain at the
Dairy until 5 p, m. or later.  Onc smart thind year mnan expressed it
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very well whon he said that it was a ve-y dismal thing this takiug
‘ectures by moonlight.
** While night,

Invests the sen and wished worn delays.”

Many of the students think that it would be more profitablo for
all concerned if two or at least one, of tho regulur lectures wero dis.
persed with each day while the special course is in progress. Thi,
would in patt relicve the the tension, and n4 we think tho supgestion
a good one we offer it to the fuculty believing that they will at least
wive it thadr “most serivus consideration,”

AGRICULTURAL.

Green Manuring.

B HE practice of ploughing uader green crops as n meang
of increasing the fertility of soil. is one to be recom.

mended under some ciccumstances.  Where the supply

of availnble fertilizers is insuflicient for requivements,
and the farthest off fields arve likely to suffer, a green
crop might be plowed uander with profit.  Wlen a farm has been
purchased that is badly run down, green crops may be made to help
in its restoration.  One thing, however, which it is necessary to cotte
sider is the condition of the land as regards drainage. Poorly drained
or naturally wet soil would likely be injured mther than  benefited by
sucha process.  But on all sandy and gravelly soils, on  light colored
clayr. especially those having open subsoils. and in general, upon soils
deficient in lnunns, green manuring may be practised  with  profit.
Its effect on light soils besides increasing fertility is to increase the
power of rdtaining fertilizers, and to minimize the baneful effects of 2
burning sun.

The plowing in of green crops may be made almost the salvation of
worn out land, since rye and buckwheat will grow on alinost any soil
and these turned under will enrich it suflicieutly to grow so ¢ crops
and eventually clover may be grown and plowed down, than which no

better manuring for such soils can be given.  Care should be taken
not to fall iuto the crrer of sewing fall wheat on ficlds so treated, if
the sail ke vaturally a Jeate and perous one, as the mechanical caon-
dition would most likely be disastrous to the wheat plant, since there
would not clapse a suflicient time for the thorough natural and arti-
ficial compacting of the soil.

A very geed plan is to sow fall rye early, cover this the following
spring, when three or four feet high, and sow to buckwheat and plow
this under whea in bloom; or if desired mpe may be sown in place of
the buckwhoeat and pastured off.  If the rape be well attended to the
land should be in good tilth and heart for a spring crop. Where a
crop of clover can be grown it may be pastured early in the scavon,
tnen plowed under and thorongh surface cultivation given during tho
remginder of the reason.  In such a case the following crop ix practi’
cally guaranteed.  On heavy clay lands such n practice as this is now
being pursued extensively as & preparation for the sowing of fall

wheat and some of the best crops und certainly the cheapest are beiny
raised by this method,

Hints on Horse=Shoeing.

!"'""""‘ HERE is no subject bofore the horso owning public
to-day the opinion of which varies more than does the
ong of horse shoeing.  Nearly every man who owns a
horse bas his own specinl and peculinr ideas abont

how his horses must be shod and I am confident that

no momber of any prefession or trade can Inbor under more trying
difficultias than does the shocing smith who is compelled to follow the¢
spacial instructions of each and every crank or otherwise with whom
he is constantly in contact. Much has been written and said upoy
this subject, somo with more or less common sense to support thew.
but in my opinion, no stated rule can be laid down to meet the re-
Yuirements of each and everycase and to be successful, each case must
bo derlt with individually, and I fitmly believe that the time is not
far distant when the public will demand that qualified men shoe their
horses just as physicinns must hold proper qualifications in order to
practice their profession,

Commencing with the colt, heis taken to the shop.  The Smithy
asks his owaer or traiuer,  Well, how do  you want the colt shod 2
to which he receives the reply, « About ten or twelve ounces in front
and tive or six benind.”  Now, it must aaturally follow in the ma-
jority of cases that the colt leaves the shop broken gaited, which will
perhaps requive years to balance him.  Now, if nature demnunded
more weight in front than behind, I will gaarantee hat his front feet
would have been heavier, Lo shoe a colt and shoe him scientifically
par very lidae shoes on and every shoe the same weight.  Then you
have your horse balanced as perfectly us naturemade him, and if pure
gaitad he can always be shod so, and if he is  unbulanced & driver of
keen observation will very soon detect it.

Thete are a few thingt that the public ave continually asking for:
one ii how to stop a horse from  forgeing, and the same answer ix
geuerally given, increase the weight in front and lighten behind, which
will no doubt stop a few cuses. A different and much better way is to
put on 2 light rolling motion shoe in front, and behind shoe light, but
mnke the shoe so as to project ont in front of the foot from one half to
one inch, letting the heels extend well back, nud if possible weigh the
outside of the hind shoc,

Much has been said about quarter cracks and  their causes, .
1 contend that quarter critcks ure caused by shocing with a solid shoe,

for cvery time u horse puts his foot ou the ground it spreads, and f
nailed firmly to & solid shoe, something must give way, especiatly iu »
trottiug horse going at a rapid gait and striking the  foot violently on
the ground, and which may be overcome by shocing with a jointed
shoe.
Now, with regard to keeping farm horses shod the year round, no
grouter crror could be made. It is both expensive and wjurious, and
ouly horses that ave driven on such roads as wear their foet away fas-
ter than nature produces them should be shod, and one moment’scon-
sideration as to what a shec is put on a horse's foot for will convinee
the most skeptical, aud no man of sensc will have hishorscs shod sim-

You will be expected to have a knowledge of practical and scientific
agriculture.  So be scientlfic ns well as practical on your farms. Be
neat and tidy about your farmand farm arcangement. Let the house
be attractive both inside and outside. Remember that the institution
will be judged Iargely by your success or failure. What is succeus?
A nice cheerful home, paid for and out of debt. Making money and
acquiring a little capital.

Get o farm as soon aiter leaving here as possible, decide upon
what line of farmiung you intend to follow, th=n endeavor ta persue
that line with someo definite object in view. Be careful of investionts
that you lose nothing. Whatever you do, do it wall and above all be
the last man to be discouraged.

Hints on Butter Making.

First and most important is the care of the dairy stock.

1. Do not stable your cows.

2. Feed cows all winter on straw,

3. Have them come out in spring with all points well developed
and covered with long shaggy hair so when milking pail will be partly
filled with hairs.

4, After milking dispatch the boy and dog with cows to summer
fallow, and there allow them to pasture till evening, when boy and
doy should be sent after them.  You can depeud upon it, they willnot
loiter on the way to pluck the golden butter cups asthey pass.

This time
having arrived, put the cream iuto & churn and work for about an
hour. By this time the milk is completely agitated without sigujs of
butter and granules appearing.

10. Now ald hot waterat o temperature of 160° Fabr. in con.
siderable quantities, and the butter is on hand right away.

11. Remove into & tub or othor vessel, in order to get somne of the
butter milk out; after which it is salted und made into large rolls,
It will be
found to have a rich Februnary color and dry and mealy in texture.

12. A convenient method for supplying the local market is to put
a roll in each end of & grain bag aud dispateh o boy  with it thrown
across the old mare’s back.
