Ing .miaule thres bows wo approached
the throne, and at once 1 began to
express our gratitude to the Empress
and 1o Emperor for the great lavor
shown us by granting the audience, |
cobgratulated them on thelr return
to %e%h and thanked them Tor the
dectees cnacted in favor of tha Chris-
tains. .

The Empress deplored the deoubles
of the last years and assurof  us re-
peatowly that they would not occur
agaln, She added: .

1 perceive that the docisiae you
are ‘teacking i3 cxceilent, that the
Bishops and missionaries are very
good unen and lead the people to do
good. All tho mandarins have told
we that you aro  most Just, having
for wo many years docided atl ques-

King's Bench to-dag, the Lozd Chiel
Juistico and  Justices  Datling  and
Cnannell heard the caso of the King
versus Kennedy, a metropolitan police
magistrate. Somo time sinte a  rule
ni~l was obtalped calling upon Mz
Kennedy, magistrate at Bow strect,
to show causs why a mandanus
should not tssue ordesing him to hear
and determine an application made
to him for a summons by Hev.
Charles Stitling, on beball of  the
Protestant Alllance, agalnst the Rev.
Sydney Smith, Rev. Hdrbert Thurs.
ton and Rev. J. Gerard, who are Jes-
w2, in Farm strect, Maylalr, and are
alleged by applicant to have coinmite
ted offences under the Catholic Fman.
cipatfon Act, certain sections of
which provide for penalties against
Jesilts remaining o thls country
more than six months aller tho pass-
Ing of the Act agalnst Jesults, who
might come [nto this countsy subses
quently, and agatnst those admitted
as Jesults within tle country.

Sir Fdward Clarke, Mr. Hugo
Young, and Me. Dems O'Conpor ap-
peared L9 show cause sgalnst the
rule on behall of the Jesuit Fathers,
and Mr. Sutton on behall of the ma-
gistrate; whilst Mr. Horace Avory
and Mr Biron appeared In support of
the rule.

The chiel point Insisted upon by Sir
Edward Clarke was thet the whole
schemo of the Act was a public one,
and priveic individualz couid not be
allowed to put the Act in force, and
thereloze ho argued the magistrate
had rightly excrcised his discretion.

Mr. Hugn Young and »ir, Sutton
also addressed the court on the *ame
slde,

Mr. Horace Avory sajd tho ques-
tion at issue was the important Con-
stitutional ope of the eight of tbe
Individual to Institute proceedings for
critminal offenees, and quoted ftom Siy
James Stephens’ “Iistory of Crimin-
al Law' in support of his conteation
that this right existed In England.

‘The Lord Chief Justice sald their
Totdshlps were all of opinfon that a
private individual might Institute
proceedings under certain clreum-
stances.

Mr. Avory procecded to argue that
the magistrate had not exercised his
jurisdiction.

The T.ord Chblet Justice, in glving
fudgment, sald the magistrate had re-
fused the summons not because the
Act was obsolete, but Iy the exer-
cise of his discretion. He seemed to
have taken Into conslderation, and
iwelghtly so, the fact that the Peoal
Sectigns had never been pnt fnto
force, and that the Act was evident-
iy Intended only o be put In force, I
at all, by the Cruwn or its rtepre-
sentatives. He was therefore of
opinfon that the magistrate had act-
od properly, and the rule must there-
{ore be discharged.

Justice Darling concurred, and said
the Penal Clauses of the Act were
contraty to and inconsistent with the
spirit of the age.

Justice Channell also coacurred,
The rule was thetefore discharged.

whole school, yet lived 1o beconic one
of tho preatest chenusts of the nine-
teenth century, Tommasoe Guidt, tho
great painter—the pereursor of Ra-
phael = whose works were studied by
the latter and by Michael Apgelo and
leonarde da Viecl, yet who was
known as "Heavy Tom" when a boy,
Thomas Chatterton, who was scnl
home from school as *a f{ool, of
whom nothing can be made,” Isasc
Barrow, a quick-tempered, pughacious
and idlo boy at schoel, but in mnan-
tood a celebrated mathematician and
preacher, Dean Swilt, “'‘plucked” al
Dublin  University, IRichard B
Sheridan, tho brilliant wit, playwrit-
cr and orator, dut ‘‘an fncorrigible
dunce'* at school, TThomas Chalmots,
one of (ireat Britair's most noted
pulpit orators;, Jobn 1loward, the
noted phllanthropist, and caen Wil-
Hawm Jones, wha, besides  wriling
varioug legal and ther solid worhks,
distinguished himsedt as a judgo in
India and at his death, at tho carly
age of turty-cight ycars, had master-
ed twoenly-cight lanpvages

Not less illustrious than tbls  rold
ol dunces were Rubort Burns, a dull
learner at school, Adam Clathe, “a
grievods ‘dunce,” as his father said,
In his bovhood, the *“dull scholar,'
Napolean, and Wellington, character-
ized by his mother as o dunce, who
was only "food for powder,' "'Use-
less" Qrant, as Ulysses was termed
by his mother, and ''Robert Clive,
“the heaven-horn general,” as lord
Chatham styled him, who, a dunce
at school, was sent, o get rid of
him, as a clerh to India, proud,
poor and jrritable, but who entered
the Dritish acmy, rose ta high cow-
wmand and laid the foundations of that
mighty Orlenial empire which has
been tho sourre  of such cnormous
wealth to Great Britatn Last, but
not least=perhaps the most marvel
ous blockhead of all in tke long Toll
~was  Walter Scott, of whom his
teacher, Prol  Andrew Dalvell  sald
that *dunco he is and dunce he will
1emain,” and who, visiting the schngl
“when at tte renlth of his fame, ushed
to sec ls dunce, and, when taken to
him, gave him a hali-sovereign, say-
ing  ‘‘Thero, take that, for heeplog
my scat warm."

Gratuftous as the comparison be-
tween Ignatius of J.oyola and John
Bunyan 4 The American Catholic
Quarterly Review for April may seom
tke compartson between the Saint
and Cecil Rhodes, whicl some of our
nowspapers arc at present attempt-
ing, and which, according to Mg
Sicad, of the Review of leviews,
was suggested by Mr Rhodes hime-
scll, is much icss to the purpose In-
decd it scrves no purposo at all, ex-
cept to emphasize the contrast  be-
tween the two men All who arc
familtar with the plan aud scope of

the soclety founded by St Ighalus,
hnow that he did not lnalt bis view
to a Britisk-American or otlet ta-
clal federation, but to a world-wide
uhion of mwh secking Lo cetablish not
merely an cmpire or, to express Mr.
Rhodes' idea precisely, an oligarchy
of this world, but the unisersal king-
dom of Christ 1Jo wantéd no secrecy,
no accumulatton of wealth, no mon-
opuly of power, on the conirary, he
requited his followers to renounce
theso very means and to cut them-
sclves off by vow from tho possibility
of spending  in pursuit of them the
time and energy they were sworn to
devote to the spitdtual  wellare ol
meh  Least of all men did ho and
hiz followers subsceibe to the taxim
which scemed 1o be a first principte in
tho philosophy of the Dritish Imper-
ialist, that the end miay justify un-
lawful incans, and last of all would
he bo to suggest to men such an un-
worthy molive as to  pool the'r
wealth In a vast commercial  enter-
priso siwply to be rid of the annoy-
anco ol binking to which of their
incompetent relatives  they  swould
teave thetr dil-gotten  or inherited
wealth  Ignatius  had  his  das
dreams, but Hde all truly great men,
he Jabored antll he made them reali-
ties Lo the gaar mine owner, lie
had , indulged in  vistons of worldly
greatness to bo achicved by feats of
atms and by loyal service in the oo
pire which in his day secmed destined
to be of paramount influence among
tke nations, jct, noble as s ambi-
tion might be, ho recogntred the fact
that bLut too often L 45 uscd as A
pretext for the sclilshness and injus-
tice which are at ihe root nf ali the
ctfls of soucty. and acuoidingly  Fe
resolutely  enlisted  himsell in the
service of Christ as a4 meany of worhk-
ing nore eflectually for ihe peice and
wellare of the world Incidentally,
Mr Rhodes- “secret sotwely, organic-
ed Uhe Loyola's, supporicd by the
accutnlated weallh of those whose
aspication is a desire to do  somes
thing.” may serve to shuw how men
who are heen to appreciate the value
of matertal things and the possibili-
ties of mental cultivation, allow
themselves to be deceived by hearsay
ond traditionat prejudices about re-
ligion and Its higher spirilual cre-
ations Nqg toubt the fortunate win-
nees of the Osford  scholar<hips
foinded so generously by NMr  Rhodes
may strive to make his dreany a real-
Iy, and 1t is nol improhable that
same of them will learn what the
Jesuit Order truly I8, how its st
reeruits were oblained In tho Vhuver-
sity of Parls and, lko 30 wany ol
their predecessors In Oxford  they
mav recopnize  that € can do -
mensely more for the peaco and wel-
faro of the world than tho sécret so-
clety dreamed  of by the man who
precipitated a war which has cost
his country tweniy times moro than
his own vast fortune

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THE GARDEN OF WILD FLOW.
ERS
Mar Is the month when everyone

wants to make a garden. JIn the
back yards of heppy homes you will
sc0 tho children workiog intently
with mialature hoe, rake, and shovel,
or peoring with rapt interest into
their open packels of seed. Now 18
the timo to make a wild gardent A
wild garden 1s not a garden run wild,
it I o placo where wild fiowers are
cultivated. This idea comes as a rur-
prise to many people. "Why, I 4 4dn't
know ihat wild Nowers could be cul-
tivatedl'' they ovelaim. They do hot
stop to think that cvery cultivated
plant must be a wild flower somo-
where, or al lcast bave a wild pro-
totype  Tke next question s, “'Are
there cnough .american wild flowery
to mako A garden of them*' The
answer is  “There arc hosts of them.”
Thiak of our showy native trees and
shrubs, tho flowering dogwood, mag-
nollo, thododendron, Jaurel, pinter-
flower, and shadbush  Remember a
few of our charming vines, bitter.
sweel, Virgin's bower  wild grape,
Duichman’s plpe, and trumpetcreeper
And when ono comes to  tho herbs,
where shall ene bogin? Thelr name is
leglon  The fact {s that over three
thousand American plants are cultl-
vated {n the gardens of the world,
while Amcrican hurseries contain hun-
dreds of wild  flowers, which we
should never suspect of being In cul-
tivatlon If moss pink, shooting star,
Virginta cowslip. and cardinal flower
are absent from your neightorhood or
are so vare ihat you cannot consclen-
tously take them, you can buy these
plauts from the nursety, and in A
few vears work up a colony in the
homo yard that will surprise you
There is scarcely a wild flower so
tare or-precious that you cannot buy
a plant o! it for Plicen cents froma
speclalist in “Hardy herhaccous pet-
ennials,’ and il you do not 6nd tho
name af youtr {reasure i~ your plant
catalogue, wrlte for it anyway, and
iIf your dealer is a good man, he =l
get it for you Trailing arbutus and
Iringed gentien are the anly Lwo im-
poriant caceptions to this rule that
I can rercemiber, and cven atbutus Is
successfully eullivated.

On the other bhand, if wild flowers
arc plentiful in voar sitinity, fyou
nced no spend a cent for planta Liv-
ery plant that is mentioned in this
article, cxcept tho hollyhock, s na-
tive to the United States or has os-
caped from cultivation and run wild,
A wild garden, therefore, may re-
quire lexs care and espense than any
other form of pardentng. it .aay be
confined to a narrow sirip of back
vard or spread over acres of pround
and inriude ssood, stream, and mead-
ow A fundamental Idea Is to plant
in groupe or niasses, in order to
mahke nature-like pletures  One may
be compeiled to starl with isolated,
siugle plants, but tke fdeal is a ser-
fes of self-supporting colonies  Alter
the seedq are sown or the plants es-
tablished, they should require little
or no care beyond the remorval of
briars burs. and other weeds that
you Ieel are obnovlous, and ihe oc

caslonal  checking of too  lusty
