CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO,

A continued hopeful feeling exists
among lumbermen throughout the Prov-
ince. No awakening in immediate busi-
ness has occurred during the week. En-
quiries, however, are encouraging, and of
a chaiacter to add to the giowing convic-
tion that trade will open out satisfactorily
in-the near future. The demand is for
common, rather than the better grades of
pine, whilst prices remain firm. Better
stocks, though slow, do not decline in
price.  Mill men are holding firm: to pres-
en* quotations and even show an nclina-
tion to advance these, believing that no
more desirable stocks can be held. The
opinion has been eapressed by the iepre-
sentative of a well-known lumber concern,
who also operate theirown mill, that there
is none tao much of the better quality of
lumber held at any point, and that mill
n¥n are-quite safe, and aic exercising
good business judgment, in rcfusing to
Lreak prices. Some demand exists for
supplies for South America, and the belief
is that trade with the United States will,
in the spring, assume considerable pro-
portions. The discussion that has arisen
regarding the chamcter of Georgin pine,
reference to which was made in last
week'’s issuc of the WEEKLY LUMBER-
MAN, is causing Ontario lunbermen to
think of this matter as they have not done
hitherto. The conundrum raiscd is how
the mills can sell Georgia pine here, as is
done in some cases, as low as $16 per
1,000 feet, where, as a local wholesaler
sud, the freight on this lumber was
costing $12.  “In fact,” said he, “1
know that lumber has been bought for $3
at the mills in the South.” White pine of
a parallel grade is beinyg sold here at $14,
and it is difficult to understand why build-
crs prefer the Southern wood, except that
they are carried off with the notion that
for joist and some other purposes it pos-
sesses greater endurance.  The events of
the recent fire are likely to show some of
the fallacies of this view. Ontario lumber
is notonly meeting a competitor in South-
em Jumber, butin United States trade,
Michigan and Wisconsin lumber is offer-
ing at lower prices than Canadian stocks
and lower than our lumbermen care to
quote. Farmers’ trude in Western Onta-
rio is very light.

QUEREC AND NEW BRUNSWICK,

Present trade is decidedly slow. At the
same time the outlook for the spring is
more hopeful than in some former sca-
sons. Opcrations in the woods are going
on favorably, and at nost points a good
cut will be taken out. The expectation
is that tvadcin New Brunswick with the

United States will increase the present
year. Sofar as the weck is concerned,
shipments for the United Kingdom have
been light. A report from a large lumber
man in Montreal says that the outlook
for this year, both in Euvrope and the
United States, is good.
BRITISH COLUMBIA.

Indications point to the month of Janu-
ary, from start to finish, proving very
dull.  Mills arc working along, giving
employment to their hands, as far as pos-
sible, rather than from any necessity to
make up stocks, at least for picsent de-
mand. It is believed, nevertheless, that
local trade in the province and also in
the North-west Territories will show up
fairly well in the spring and that a good
export businese will be done.

UNITED STATES,

Whatever actual concitions will prove
later on, as the first month of the year
draws to a close, confidence in the future
of the lumber tade grows wih United
States mill men and dealers.  Untl the
past week or so, when heavy storms at
many ponts deterred operations, building
has been active, and this has caused a Je-
mand for lumber that did not exist some
months ago. It is believed in thewest
and also throughout the castern states
thatan enlarged trade, n all departments
of manufactunng, will be done in theearly
spring. The outlook in car building is
hopeful, and if this reaches anything
like the figures anticipated it will mean a
considerable consumption of lumber at an
carly date. The wveather has been favor-
able for logging in \Michigan, Minneap-
olis, and Wiscansin, as these points have
been favored, not alone with cold weather,
but recently with the required snow. The
one district that has suffered most in
white pine 1s Minncapolis, where there is
certainly an over supply. To help to level
up conditions the trade will circumscribe
therr cut this winter, and measures are
be:ng taken to hold to, as far as possible,
a uniformity in price.

FORKIGN.

Denny, Mott, & Dickson, of London,
Eng., take a gloomy view of the lumber sit-
aation in the United Kingdom. Theyecar
closed, they argue, has been so fraught
with uafortunate conditions, that if this
thing is to continue it must mean that
many in the trade who have been fighting
the inavitable for the past year and more
will be compelled to succumb to so pro-
longed a strain.  The growing use of the
auction room in the United Kingdom is
also having a most injurious cficct on the
lumber trade, leaving little inducement
for the strongest middiemen to enter into
heavy contracts. It would seemn that
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methods of domng business m Great Bri-
tain are changing just as they are on this
continent,and morethaneverthereappears
to be no place for the middleman. On
the other hand, in certan lines the pros-
pects ate fair for a good tradein the early
spring, and Canad:an exporters to the
United Kingdom holid to the viewthat a
better trade with Great Britain will be
done during this year than for sume tume
past. A good average business is being
done in South America, and if no internal
disturbances occur, which are somewhat
threatening just now, this trade 15 likely
to conunue throughout the year.
HARDAVOODS.

Perhaps more than other departments
of lumbering, the hardwood trade has a
hopeful outlook at the present time. The
demand for elm, black ash and buch is
reaching fair proportions. A lumberman,
who does a large hardwood trade, said he
helieved that in the course of a few years
birch would take aleading position among
hardwoods n large demand. 1t is now
being used increasingly in furniture manu-
facturing and in other ways, whete there
had been little call for it wn the pasi.
Prices are firm. It cannot be said that
the trade are getting the benefit of the re-
moval of the $2 duty—a very small pro-
portion, in fact, of this is coming their
way. But the removal of the duty has
given the trade a better market in the
United States, which is increasing the
demand and keeping prices from being
cut. It is quite noticeable in Michigan,
for example, that lunbermen there, who
had in the past paid little attention to
hardwoods, are now cultivating these, and
several new concerns have recently opened
out, who will make a specialty of hard-
woods. A new hardwood flooring manu.
factory is 10 be established at Saginaw
with a capital of $150,000. A similar fac-
tory controlied by Young Bros,, is at Bay
City.

SHINGLES.

Several lumbermen, who had of late
years manufactured shingles, will not do
anything in that line the coming season,
turmng thewr attention to lumber. ‘The
shingle market will be benefited by this
decision, as there is an overstock at all
quarters at the present time. Prices do
not alter much. There have been state-
ments ofa slight advance, but thisis rather
in the way of levelling up on the cut
prices that hiad prevailed in certain sec-
tions recently. A manufacturer remarked
to the writer a few days ago that it would
only require, after all,about one season of
a curtailed cut and the exercise of a little
common sense on the part of the trade to
bring cshingles up again to something like
a reasonable figure.

STQCKS AND PRICES.
CANADA.

J. T. Hurst has nearly 60,000,000 feet
skidded at the camp of jobbers inthe
Georgiun Bay district.

H. Hew, of the Edinonton Saw Mill
Co., Alberta, N. W. T, is taking out 2,
oo0,000 feet of logs this winter to be sawed
at the mill up the river.

The steamer City of Lincoln will sail
from St. jJohn, N. B,, for Liverpool, with
a cargo including 735%{ tons of timber
and 678X standard deals.

Eaton & Sons, saw mill operators at
Calais, Me, are about to compiete the

purchase of a large timber tractin New
Hrunswick, on which a laige saw millis
already in opetation.

An Aaustralian dispatch says that the
demand fur Canadian spruce, ex alate ar-
rival per W, Fairbairn, shows that ac-
tual consumption of this particular class
of lumber is on the increase.

‘The American schooner Ada has sailed
from Vancouver, B.C., for Shanghai, with
620,000 feet of lumber and 2 spars, the
whole valued at $6,400. ‘The cargo was
loaded a1 the Moodyville mill.

G. G. Scovil, M. P. P, is cutting the
lumber off the McBrarity lot near Anni.
dale, N. B., which he will have sawed at
Patterson’s portable mill and shipped by
the Central R, R,, to St. john,

Within the past week, 1,750,000 feet of
deals, etc., went forward from St. John,
N. B,, to British pofts, and 1,250,000
feet of long lumber and 1,250,000 feet
of lath to United States ports, chiefly to
New York.

Mr. Peter Ryan, of Toronto, nas pur-
chased Yor well-known Ontario lumber-
men, the Lauson timber limits on the
Upper Ottawa, 147 miles in area. The
sum paid is understood to be between
$100,000 and $115,000. )

The C. Beck Manufacturing Co., Ltd.,
of Penetanguishene, have, within the past
weck, sold to one firm in Pennsylvania a
qu.’t'ntily of lumber amounting tc Sso.ooo’
all to be shipped out during the spring
months. ‘The firm reports that enquiries
from the States are numcerous.

George Cormack, Whitby, Ont., writes :
“There seems to be enquiries for 1x12
and 2x12 lumber for South Amcrica.
Generally, however, no large sales, so far
asmy eaperience goes, are beng cffected
anywhere just now. At some places
stocks of lumber on band are consider-
able. Prices seem to keep firm, but with.
outany tendency to advance.

Quotations for Douglas fir in British
Columbia in cargo lots for foreign ship.

UNITED STATES.

Clapboards and shingles in the Boston
market are firm.

A Buffalo report says prices are finner
for all grades of pine.

Few sales on the cargo maiket are re-
ported at Bay City or Saginaw.

At present rough merchantable lumber
is sold at $9 in San Francisco ; not a very
profitable price.

Box makers at Saginaw, Mich., say
that there is a fair enquity for box stuff,
but other lines are slow.

Spruce lath in the New York market is
dragging and two or three cargoces receiv-
cd since the new year could not be placed
at beuter than $2.00.

Spruce in the Philadelphia market has
been advanced to $15 for 20 feet and
under, Philadelphia freights; $13.50 to
Jersey City points, and $16 to New York
city.

Yellow pine is said to be displacing
white pine for ceilings and flooring in the
Buffalo market, owing to the low price at

which it is selng. It is coming east in
considerable quantities from Southern
states.

Sutherland & Co., at Saginaw. Mich,
will be heuvy holders of hardwoed lum-
ber in Michigan when springs opens.
They have alieady about §,000,000 feet on
sticks, and are putting in a large quantity
of oak and ash to be sawed as soon as the
demand warrants.

BRITISH LUMBER CONDITIONS.

The annualtrade circulars of Singleton,
Dunn & Co., Foy, Morgan & Co,, and
other British concarns, furnish some ase-
ful information touching not only the trdde
of the past year, but the possibilities for
the year upon which business is now
entered. We summarize those portions
of the circulars that deal specially with
Canadian woods.

Singleton, Dunn & Co., take the posi-
tion that waney and square pine form a
diminishing quality in the agpregate of
wood used, and prospects in consuming
markets do not point to prices adequate
to cover the continuously advancing rates
required by shippers. Pine deals are go-
ing more into use, but here again the con-
sumer has a large share in making values.
The higher grades scarcely maintain the
figures made a few years ago, owing to so
many other sorts of wood, such as clear
birch, pine boards, Oregon pine planks,
California red wood and Kauri pine in
various forms, from 2% in x 1Y in,
boards for linings up 10 36 in. wide, all
operating against first quality pine deals,
and at much less cost. Then in the lower
grades of pine any substantial up move-
ment in price is promptly checked by the
readiness with which spruce is resorted
to. Spruce deals from the St Lawrence
and the Lower Provinces have been very
largely imported here these last few
years, a fair opening for an increased sup-
ply being due to the fact that north of
Europe white deals have 1un much higher
in cif. cost. Hardwoods from Canada
are also suffering from the competition of
logs from other quarters, and also from
the quantity of sawn wood sent chiefly
from the United States. Oak scantlings
are increasing in favor, and surely and
rapidly displacing the log trade. Uirch
planks and squares are having a similar
effect on birch logs, and ash planks and
boards from the States are beginning to
tell against the ash logs from Canada.
United States woods ate growing in favor
and the staple articles making a distinct
positinn for themselves—not to mention
pitch pine and oak scautlings, there is a
big trade in poplar or canary colored
whitewood in log, plank and boards.
There is also a growing and, indeed, big
trade in oak boards, both plain and quar-
tered, chiefly the latter. Walnut in the
log, when prime, was n active request,
and did well all the yecar, but small and
poor wood was neglected, and when sold
was 50 at wretchedly low prices. Walnut
planks and boards do not make way,
chicfly owing to the narrowness of the
specification and poomess of quality sent
here.

Foy, Morgan & Co., say that the im-
portation of pine and spruce deals from
Canada has increased, but not tothe same
extent as the European supplies. It is
possible, they think, that the imports frum
Canada to Great Britain will in faturc
show a new development conseqiiznt on

the revision of the French and Amercy
tarifis, the immediate effects of wlch
however, are likely to be overrated. Al
though the French market will doub'tess
absorb « larger proportion this yearof the
spruce supplies than last year, the fu
effects of the readjustment of the intena
tional demand cannot be felt for some
years. Indeed, continues this circular, so
far as this country is concerned, it is ¢st-
mated that the supply of pine deals nex
year will be slighlly larger, and no,
might have been at first thought, sma!'le
than usual.

The Timber Trades Joumal, of the
current week, says of American wouds,
thitt indications, although not as yet ven
pronounced, are all in favor of a good de
mand for birch, hewn pitch pine, second
and third pine deals, oak plinks, waney,
board pine, walnut and white pine. The
moderate stocks on hand aie not now too
heavy for the present and prospective de-
mand and there is every inclination to
hold firmly to quotations. Red pincus
not in very active request, although stocks
are hyhter than at this date last year
The low prices of competing qualities ac-
count for this. No advance for pitch
pine would effect a change in this re

spect.

LUMBER CONDITIONS IN GRRMANY.

Mr. Carl Gartuer, of Hamburg, Ger
many, in his current market report, says
that no general impiovement of trade can
be reported ; on the contrary, it seemns as
if, with few exceptions, the receding move
ments of prices of thie past summer is
making further progress. This is paruce
larly true of oak lumber, which is offered
more freely from all sides. Some large
contracts for white oak lumber for future
shipment have been brought about, call-
ing for tin.to 3in. thick, 8 in. and up
wide, 11-12 in. average, free from knots
and sap, worm and all defects, plain winte
oak,at $52 and $33 per 1,000 feet, ex ship
Rotterdam, and on the same basis some
larger deals more might still be consum-
mated. The most usual size of white oak
stair steps wanted in Germany is 13 x
11 and 13 in. running in lengths of 3% ft.
or multiples thereof. The quality to be
free from knots centre and free from sap
on three sides, close wood. Price $531t0
$56 per 1,000 ft. In black walnut much
American capital got lost in 1894, owing
to animmense overfiow of the German
market with inferior logs and lower grades
of lumber, which material has been
slaughtered mostly in the public sale yard
on the awuction bank, whereby middle qua-
lity was made to suffer likewise, and had
partly to be sold alsowith great sacrifices.
whereas prime and large-sized logs adapt
ed for the make of veneers, foun i categary
quite by itself, and found always reudy
buyers at the highest prices, because
offets thereip fall short of the lively de-
mand. Mr. Gartoer has no flattenng
words to usc when speaking of auction
sales of lumber. He considers their in-
fluence to be highly detrimental on rthe
legitimate trade, and expresses surpuse
that in the United States this method of
selling lumber should be adopted. “Ac.
cording to my opinion,” says Mr. Gartner,
“such auctions, instead of being fostered,
ought to be fought and suppressed with
all means possible, for they will prove for
the sellers, in nine out of ten cases, simply
ruinous.”
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BRITISH COLUMBIA LUMBER RETURNS,

There was presented to the Jacal legis
lature of British Columbia durng the
past week & return showing the locition,
exrent, and rental of all timber limits and
leases in Kootenay, amount of timber cut,
amount due the Government, names of all-
parties who have tuaken out hand loggers’
licenses in Kootenay and numes of those
who are liable to make returns under sec.
75 of the Land Act. The most interesting
portion of the return is that which shows
the amounts due by the lessees. The Nel-
son saw mill company have four lease-
holds and have paic all the rent for three
of them, but owe 5300 for three yeurs’

" rent on the fourth. “Jshey have cut 1,538,-

500 feet of lumber, the royalty upon which
was $709.59, of which :umount they have
paid $500 on account, so they owe for
rent and royalty $569.25. But this s only
a small amount. ‘The Davies-Sayward
mill company hold seventeen leases.
‘They owe two years’ rental for nine of the
leases and one year’s for the other eight,
maling a total amount due for rent of
$1,752.00. They have cut 3,038,400 feet
of lumber, the royalty upon which was
$1,519.20, and all of this amount they still
owe, making a total indebtedness ot
§3,271.80 by this company. George O.
Buchanan holds six leases, for which he
owes one year's rental, totalling $351.10.
He has cut 4,511,297 feet of lumber, upon
which the rovalty is $2,255.64, none of
which has been paid.  Alfred and Wilson
Hill have one lease, upon which they have
paid allthe rent and royalty.
