October.

2. Moose (male and female), at any tine
until the lot October, 1890.

N. B.-The hunting of moose, caribou or
deer with dogs or by menus of snares, traps,
etc., is probibited.

No person (whitemen or Indians) has a
right, during one season's hunting, to kill or
take alive-unless lie Tas previously obtained
a permit fron the Commissioner of Crown
Lands for that purpose-more than 3 caribou
and 4 deer. .

After the ûrst ton days of the close scason,
ail railways and steamboat companies and
public carriers are forbitiden to carry the
whole or any part (except the skin) of any
moose, caribou or deer, without being author-
ized thereto by the Commissioner of Crown

\Lands.
, 3. Beaver, mink, otter, marten, pekan, froma

lst April to lst November.
4. Hare, from lot February to lot Noven-

ber.
5. Msuskrat (only in the counties of Maskin-

onge, Yàmaska, Richelieu and Berthier), from
lst May to lst April following.
-6. Woodcock, onipe, partridge of any kind
from lst February to lot September.

7. Black dpîck, teal, wild duck of any kind
(except sheildrake and gull), from 15th April
to Ist September.

And at any \time of the year, between one
hour after sunset and.one hour before sunrise,
and aise to ke\p exposed, during such pro-
hibited hours, hires or decoys, etc.

N. B.-Nevertheless in that part of the Pro-
vince ta the East!and North of the counties of
Belchlcasse and Montmorency, the inliabitants
may, at ail seasos of the year, but only for
the purpose of procuring food, etc., shoot any
of the birds mentioned in No 7.

The crowd treated the agents to a
sound thrashing; but book agents are not
easily scared, and tbey held out until a rope
vas broutght and lynching threatened. To

save their necks they delivered up the notes
wYhich were immediatcly torn to pieces and
scattered to the winds. A correspondent says
there is a howl all along the lino and the
agents are likely to meet the sane reception
at lachute, St. Andrews, Calumet and Hawkes-
bury.

Tum disappearance of $2,085 belonging to
the Protestant school board of this city, the
trial of secretary Evans and his acquittal by
the criminal court will be readily remembered
by many of our readers. The secretary was
secured by a guarantee bond for $2,500 in the
Guarantee Company, which vas sued to
make good the missing moncy. The de-
fence pleaded that the action was brought
before a certain 'stipulated delay lid ex-
pired; also tat the company was not liable
for money stolen fron the safe unless it was
shown that Evans connived at the tleftor

participated in it, and bc had been acquitted
before the criminal court of any share in it.
It was proved that Evans, as accountant to
the School Comnissioners, received the $2,085
in question, and that he had not accounted
for it, alleging that it lad disappeared from
the safe. The court held that Evans was
bound to account for ail suras received. The
explanation given of the disappearance of the
money was wlolly insuticient to show tliat
the loss occurred by 'a robbery.or unavoidable
accident, and the acquittal of Evans in the
criminal court did not exonerate the company
from liability. Judgment for $2,085.

Two important cases, in which the Ex-
change Bank liquidators sued the Bank of Mon-
treal and the Merchants Bank- have been
decided The action against the Mrchants
Bank was t' recover $5,677, amount of
promissory notes and bills of exchange handed
to the defendant for collection on account of
the plaintiff. The defence was that the de-
fendant was creditor of the plaintiff for $15,-
607, amount of sundry notes discouted
for the plaiutiff; that it lad a right to sut
tis claim off against the amount collected;

and that it bad a right of retention until its
claimi was satisfied. It was admitted that
from 15th September to 22nd November,
1883, the defendant receivcd- $2,571, and
fron 22nd November, 1882, to the 3rd March,
1884, the further suim of $3,105. The
suspension of the Exchauge Bank took place
on the 15th September, 1883, and the petition
to put it into liquidation was preseuted on
the 22ud November, 1883. Before the latter
date the plaintif was indebted to the defend-
ant in the suni of $7,763. The court held
that the defendant had a riglt to offiet
against its claim the anourt reccived before
the 22nd November, 1883, when the liquida-
tion commenced, but not the sum of $3,105
received subsequently. A shnilar question
came up in the case against the Bank of
Montreai.

BANK CIRCULATIO«N:
This subject has once more come to the

front, and in a way that is likely to bring
it up for more serious consideration than
.it bas hitherto had. It has been in the
past much discussed, both by theorists
and practical bankers, in- a speculative
way, but it is not unlikely to come up
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ieriously on the floor of parliament at an
oarly date.

The present agitation lias arisen in the
Maritime provinces, where a strong feel-
ing appears te bave sprung up in favor of
a. change in bank issues, the change ad-
vocated being the adoption of the national
bank system, of security by deposit of
government bonds. The failure of the
Maritime Bank, and the losses inflicted
on hundreds of families thereby, have in-
tensified the feeling that banks, as at
present' chartered, are set afloat without
due safeguards. We are informed that
the matter will be brouglit up in the
House during the approaching session.

Our own opinions on this important
subject have been more than once fully
stated. Ve believe that permission te
issue circulation, with no restriction be-
yond the limitation te the amount of paid-
up capital, bas in some cases led te the
formation of banks .on purely nominal
capital, i. e., capital largely represented
by the shareholders' promissory notes
held by the bank, for the purpose of secur-
ing the profit te be derived from free cir-
culation. In other cases it has been one
of the chièf inducements to the formation
of banks, whicli were thus called bite lie-
ing net by a wholesome lav of growth, te
inet legitimate needs of business,.but
stimulated by an unhealthy forcing pro-
cess. Little good can be looked for in in-
stitutions so established, while the share-
holders and the body commercial are
alike exposed te danger.

It lias usually been conceded that no
action can or slòuld be taken by parlia-
ment until, by the expiration of the bank
charters in1891, the matter again comes
up-for discussion and legislation. The
argument is net, however, a very sound
one, for modifications of the law have
frequently been made while the bank
charters were still.unexpired. It would
manifestly be unfair tö'deprive banks cl
thoir corporate existence, but it seems te
us that parliament bas full right te mod
ify their privileges. However this nay
be, it is clear that if any change is ta bc
made 'when the charters coic up for re.
newal in 1891, in the way of a.niodifica-
tien of bank issues, parliamentary 'egisla,
tien should be liad witbout delay, in ordoi
that the banks may'shape their businese
te mcet the altered conditions.

If, for instance, it is decided that banl
issues must be secured by the deposit o
government bonds, the banks wlo'wisli t
continue thoir issues on this basis woul
begie at once to withdraw money gradu
ally from thoir loaninig business, te inves

'in the bonds, se that the change may b
made without a wrench, whicli would b
a serious matter for the whole commun
ity. Indeed if tlie ocessary.legislation i
postpoued until 1891, it will lead te an;

OUR CREDIT SYSTEM.

While it is admitted that credit is one
of the mainstays of commerce, there is no
feature se liable to abuse. The ieadiness
with which ciedit is granted in most de-
partments of trade is so well known that
the merest clerk, who bas saved enough to
pay for a year's rent, and perhaps two or
tlree hundred dollars on account of goods,
may bave a store full of them on credit,
and once he obtains an entry on the books,
the chances are favorable that the super-
intending vigilance which placed somé
limit ta his early transactions with the
house becomes relaxed, and. the gaime
is henceforth largely in the bands of the
newly-fledged merchant. He maries, and
is persuaded to provide a carriage for his
wife, as becoming the dignity of bis posi-
tion, a>d he goes on buying and selling
and keeping bis head above water by
cbasing one account witlh another-merely
postponing the evil day-all the result of
bis initial efforts to obtain and naintain
a higbly respectable living out- of his in-
vestment of a.few hundred. dollars, the
whole of which is probably consumed by
the horse and carriage, let aloine his own
and fa'mily's maintainance.

Dating aliead " is One of. the evils re-
sulting frem our sy8tem of credit, and to
such an extreme lias it been pushed of late
that prudent men are beginning t ask
themselves, Where ivill it allend ? We
hear of goods being sold the last few weeks'
dated six menthe from next May. Houses
of ample capital say they are compelled te
recognize the unpalatable fact-to go in,
with the swim-simply because houses
who have everything te gain and little to
lose >y the process, find themselves obliged

changes of this kind being effected only
in 1894 or 1895.

It is more than likely that, should the
government ever take such a step, strong
pressure willie brought te bear on it te
bring about a change at the sanie time in
the government savigs banks. Should
the competition whiclh the governiment
now wages with the banks for deposits be
withdrawn, or limited te legitimate fields,
it would leid -to an increase in the depos-
its of the chartered banks which vould
compensate for the capital withdrawn for
investment in govemrnment bonds, and te
enable the change te be made without
curtailing the-supply-L money for dis-
counting purposes. If such a change in
bank circulation could be effected without
injury to the general business of the coun-
try, the gain would bs immense. The
influence of business and financial circles
withî the govern ment should be paramount
in this matter, and, if it is properly ex-
erted, we have no doubt it will have the
desired effect.

o offer such exceptional m ters in order to
ell their goods at aill. The wholesale
dealer of any standing must regret such a
state of things as adding very materially
to the already numerous risks and vicissi-
tudes of trade, while the respectable re-
tailer can only find disaster in it ta him-
self, as tending ta an unfair competition
and to consequent failure with its train of
evils in the shape of bankrupt stocks and
so on.

Mucli has been said and written pro
and con on the influence of combinations
for maintaining prices, but there can be no
question as to the advisability.of au as-
sociation for the curtailment and regula-
tion of credit; and unless some thing of the
kind be organized ere long, it is te be
feared that trade will become so demoral-
ized that the average proportion of prizes
ta blanks in business, assumed ta be ten-
ont of every hundred, will experience a
sad depreciation.

MONTREAL'S FIRE BRIGADE.

The danger of committing one'self to
positive assertions before a careful exam-
ination of all the circumstances bearing
upon a case is nowhere more strongly ex-
emplified than in the remarks recently
made upon the cfliciency of the Montreal
Fire Brigade. The civie -defenders of the
brigade reiterated' apparently in perfect
good faith the assertion that the alder-
manie lire committee had been making
every improvement possible, and that the
brigade in its present condition compared
favorably with any other on the contiuent,
and doubtless believed firmly in that
statement as probably nine-tenths of our.
citizens, who bave not inquired into the
matter, will do also.

It is only when the touchstone of actual
fact la app1hed to the promising edifice of
aldermauie coiplacency that the super-
structure crumbles into thin air. A coi-
parison of the figures of expenditure, ap-
pliances and men of the Morjreal Fire
Brigade with other cities of the sanie or
lesser size, shows that MIontreal not only
bas nat kept abrenast of the times se far as
her fire departnent is concerned, but has
absolutely lagged hopelessly behind cities of
only half lier population. W give a few
figures compiled from official sources,
whose correctness it is impossible te
doubt, which will bear out our argument
in a very striking manner. Taking five
other cities all smaller in population than
Montreal we find the following expendi-
ture on the respective fire depart enta:

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This short table proves that Montreal
absolutely pays $25.000 less yearly for her
security against fire than I ndianapolis, a
city of half her size, and yet we hear con-
fidently that Montreal is making every
modern improvement!

Take again the number of firemen and
engines possessed by each of the smaller
cities named and compare them with
those who guard the metropolitan city of
this Dominion and how do they show?
They read as follows:-

Can this be considered a favorable show-
ing? Al these cities are smaller than
Montreal, many of thiem much smaller,
and yet in most cases their fire protection
is as much or even larger. It may be
claimed ihat Montreal relies more upon
ber hydrants and hose than upon ber
steamers for means to cope with the de-
vodlring element, but even then she lage
far behind the other cities. We find that
the proportion of hydrants possessed by
each of the cities is as follows:-

Montreal .............. 1049 hydrants.
Louisville ............ 1400 «
Toronto .............. 1435 "
Rochester ........... 1560 "

So that even in this respect we cannot
boast of equalling much less excelling our
lesser, though more progressive, brethren.

Whether the present fire establishment
of this city ie really adequate to the entire
protection of our many varied risks is open
to grave and serious doubt. The penuri-
ousness of the outlay made in . this im-
portant direction seems to indicate that it
is not, and the fact that any serious fire
neceseitates the calling out of the entire
brigade and thus leaving the rest of the
city defenceless, would appear to bear out
this opinion. Montreal no doubt bas a
very fair brigade, and one that does the
very best it can in the face of a cheese-
paring policy that cuts their appliances
down to the lowest possible figure. Of the
aldermanic influence and consequent re-
laxation of discipline inseparable from the
presence of a nominal chief, whose author-
ity is a pure fiction, we do not speak; but
we iîold, and our readers will bold with
us, that in the face of the statistics we
have just given, (for which we are indebted
to the "Insurance Year Book,") it is idle to
state that Montreal's fire committee have
been making every improvement possible,
or that at the present time the brigade
will compare favorably with any on the
continent. Those who are responsible for
auch statements had better enquire more
fully into the matter before they lend

official sanction to wholly fictitious asser-
tions, and those of our citizens, whose in-
teresta are imperilled by the present econ-
omical system, would do well to sift this
question to the bottom.

AUGUST IMPORTS.

The moderate views of bankers and the
result of the harvest in the older sections
of the country together with the cautionary
tone of the JOURNAL and other leading
trade papers may probably be held re-
sponsible for the reduced volume of the
importe for August. The evils of over-
importation in these days of numerous
business bouses and keen competition
should be especially shunned, and particu-
larly by those firme who have recently come
into being and have not weathered such
etorms as have been encountered by the
older establishments.

The value of the August importe, exclu-
sive of coin and bullion, was $3,481,687,
against $3,532,307 in August 1886, $2,862,-
910 in 1885, and $3,489,380 in 1884. The
value of the importa for the eight months
ended August 31, exclusive of coin and
bullion, was $24,333,942, against $24,313,-
036 in 1886, $21,553,796 in 1885, and $22,-
117.519 in 1884. It will be seen that the
total importa for the past eight months are
stili slightly ahead of any year since 1884,
but the purchasing power of the country
bas been steadily increasing not only with-
in itself but by the influx if immigrants,
of whom 12,000 more have arrived this
year than to date last year. A noticeable
shringage is observable in the dry goods
importa of the past month, as compared
with last year, the value being $947,590,
againet $1,021,438 in 1886. In August,
1885, the importa were only $861,693. The
total value of the importe of dry goods
from January to the end of last month tell
a different tale, exceeding the figures of
last year by nearly $600,000. The follow-
ing shows the value of the imports of dry
goods for the eight months ended Au-
guet 31:-

tariff changes, which seem to have had no
great effect as yet in lessening the im-
porte. The value of the importe of iron,
steel, brass, etc., during August was $354,-
530, against $392,216 in August 1886, and
$273,382 in 1885. The total value for the
eight months was $3,126,368, against $2,-
546.412 in 1886 and $1,989,497 in 1885.

without some vigorous resistance. The
dea that lack of railWay competition Was
lie real cause of the decadence was eager
y seized upon and it wvas asserted that if
lie Red River 'Valley railroad could bo
constructed te enable Winnipeg te tap hie
great railway system of the Ulnited States
she might once more regain ber waning
importance as a distributing centre.
Whether, even were the desired rond
built, the results would justify the prog-
nostications of its projecters seenis more
than doubtful. The causes we have indi-
cated are too grave te be ensily checked, as
has been seen in the case of many promis-
ing cities in the United States; but, rightly
or wrongly, a certain section of the popu-
lation look upon the construction of the
Red River rond as a panacea w'berehy the
gradual shifting of the centre of trade can
be permanently checked, and consequently
resent what they look upon as interference
with the natural growth of Manitoba.

Rtarely has a more diflicult problem
been placed befere any Governument for
decision. Legally of course there is no
doubt that the Dominion Cabinet are
bound te abide by the provisions et the
agreement with the C. P. IR., but political
expediency is extremely powerful and, in
the present case, bas exceptional weight.
Even in the long run it is doubtful whether
any middle course could be found whereby
the shareholders of the Canadian Pacific
may be induced te waive their rights, but
unless some such course as this be followed,
we cannot sec how the Governument eau
possibly recede from tbeir position with
honor. They made a distinct agreement
nith the constructors of the railroad and
that agreement, if insisted upon, l bound
te be carried out, but at the saine time if
any amicable arrangement could .be
arrived at, it would relieve both parties
froin a very awkward position. The pre-
sent attitude of the two Governments
borders upon the undignified and may
develope into open hostility. It, as we are
informed, however, the distlurbance la
mainly the work of a half a dozen citizens,
whose disinterestedness may b problem-
atie, the course of the central power is
clear enough, and no time should bo lost
in pursuing it.

DRESS GOODS.
We are glad te see that woollen fabrics

will be more fashienable than ever this
fal. They have ruled all summer in light
weights and held their own against the
regular summer textiles, especially where
delicate women or children are concerned,
and they will now forn the great stuple
fdr the falt and winter season. Every
range of price is offered frein the cheapot
donestie tweeds to tie most expensive
Louis -XV. and XVI. cloths, se tlat every
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grade of buyer can find the stuff suited to
lher requirements and length of' purse
while in most linos there is a range of
colora and patterns to choose fron far ex-
coeding those of previous seasons.

To commence with the most expensive
winter novolties, the Louis XV. and XVI.
clothe now offered to the botter class
trade lave a foundation of a firm line
diagonal cashmere almost hidden by the
design in volvet or pluli. Two shades or
distinct colori are piesent, one to match
the ground color and one in contrast, the
combinations most fancied being pluni and
brown, green and bronze, and contrasting
shades li grays and greens. At the lirst
look these fabrics would b termed bro-
caded volvots, and would hardly he re-
cognized as woollens at ail. The soutache-
cloths are so called because they show in-
torlaced patterns in fris6 to imitate soutache
braiding. Habit cloth cones noxt in
order, but althiough oxpenîsive its dressy
appearanco and unequalled duerability
inake it cheaper in the long runî than it
seoe at the time of purehasing. IL je
now shown in a wido range of colors,.even
to the mosit delicate heliotropes, but the
sliades that take best outside of navy bine
and the browns, are some of tho brick reds
and old blues. A cheaper imitation of
habit cloth, which indeed eau only be told
fron it by its narrower width and much
less durability, is now offlred in the sane
range of colora under the name of Amazon
cloth.

Vigogne will bu a thorough staple this
season, and in this fabric too thore ie a calt
lorvieux rose and gobelin slades,althouglh
the grays and browns are the standard
linos. A new and cleap foule cloth with a
pîerpendicular cord called "drap de cordun"
ls ofired, and owing to the low cost bids
fair to talko Weil, 11n tweeds, boti (omes-
tiC and iiported, a large trade ij being
carried on, the patterns boing precisoly
similar to those ini use by gentlemoen. The
neatnoss of the patterns, their warimth,
ligltnese and durability reuder thoi one
of the most sensible fabrica fo'r fall wear,
and the steily sale tley command shows
that the ladies fully apprecialte the decree
of fashion wlich purmits themn to avail
thonselves of fabrica hitherto considored
tgo sole preorty of tho sterner sex. Sev-
oral novol tweeds are ii the market, 'ite
Irwin is an mni tation of mno's coatings, and
thoro is a uow tweed stripod with red,
bile, brown and gobelin, that las taken
well. Tailor tweed is a firai thin strong
tweed vitli bright thread stripes anu inch
apart filîed in withl the new chevron
weave, and ther le salo a gaudy-colored
striped tweed which will b known as
Algerine. Scotch plaids will run more for
ehildrenl than ladies, althlough a number
of dresses of thes fabrios are shown
among uew modela.

A cheap good-wearing plain dress cloth
of French design lias come to the front un-
der fle name of Sebastopol cord, and for
mourning purposes nothing lias gone so
well as the armure weaves with their
crapo effects and tle well-known silk warp
nun's veilings and cashmeres of Priestley's
make. In fact genuine crap seeme to b
losing grouînd before these crapy clotle,
and we nlow notice that silk-warp nun's
veiliig with a heavy woven border of from
twelve to fifteen inches deep l taking the
place of the familiar crape veil.

MONEY ,1 e M YOR.
The leading financial paiers of the

United States agree that the present con-
gestion of credit in the city of New York
je seriously imporilling the solvency of a
wide range of commercial houses, and
threatens to devolop what mnay be termed
an artificial panie in the midst of a fairly
prosperous season's trade. In this case
it je not the stock gamblers whedre suff-
oring, for they can obtain ail the reasoia-
ble montey they want since the banks aie
roady enough te lond money on call, but
it je the business community who are the
suTerers since so great is the apprehen-
sien of the banks as te the condition of
thoir reserves in fhe near future tiat, of
late, discounît l l tlinîg not to be obtainod
at any price, and paper of ail grades has
been rejected ut the banks with so little
discrimination tlat firme of the higliest
credit and reputation are refused as rigor-
ouisly as the most struggling of traders.

The cause of this inability of the banks
to meet the discount requiroments of
thoir customers is plain icoough. The
United Staîtes bankin)g laws limit their
operations by demanding relentlessly a
certain reserve fund, and owing to the
present low condition of these roserves
this limuit muet soon b reachîedai Tiey
muet therofore, pur force, pursue their
prescrnt curse of refusing loans except on
cal], or by obliging their customers run
the risk of violating the reserve laws.
,ll this time the curronecy is flowing inito
the interior and the Custoi Rlouse at a
rate far exceeding the influx of gold, and
an utter uncertainty existe ae te whether
the U. S. TronEury Will tako any mîeans to
alloviaîte the presenit strinîgoey or wvhether
it inîtends to remaii entirely passive and.
allow events to take their owan vay. Of
course it la easy te clai that the banks
are unnecessarily timid, and that by their
presont course they atre .Iiable te bring
about a wholesale insolvoncy that will
plunge thmo into heavy losses and force
thein te relax their protective policy at a,
poriod of much groater danger thanl at
present; but, as wC have already pointed
out, the bank 1directors are on the horns
of a serious dilemma, sud cannot bhngo

their present policy of diminishing their
discount loans without' incurring the re-
sponsibility of violating the reserve laws,
and therefore due consideration muet be
paid to the difficulty of their position.

Surely under these circumstances the
wisdom of a more liberal policy in dis-
bursing the surplus will -be apparent te
the officials of the Treasury department,
and were the Secretary to act upon the
suggestion thrown out by one of the ]eud-
ing financial papers, to take up all bonds,
up te say fifteen millions, at a certain
fixed price, it might, and very probablv
would, have the effect of decreasing the
present distress for money. 0f course it
je not to b expected that the Treasury
should take the money market under its
w'ing every timue it gels into a didicult
place, but at the present moment a little
timely liberality wohld save Mnany strugg-
ling liouses from insolvency and prevent
the sudden checking of the presant steady
imîprovement in general trade.

IL le claimed that the bulk of the de-
mand for the cotton crop is over, and that
the general conditions of trade- are se
changed that it is reasonable to expect a
shorter demand for currency this season
followed by a steady roturn flow ofmoney
te New York. Under these circumstances,
if the needs of the preseut moment could
be satisfied, a very critical period cean be
tided over without any injury to the vol-
ume of trade, but if such assistance be
withlield a serious financial disturbance
must result. The Secretary of the Treas-
ury lias the future course of trade practi.L
cally in his hande, and a httle judicious'
liberality on hie part will save many a
struggling institution from undeserved ii-
solvency, sn. furthiermnore will guard'the
administration ie represents from any
blame should the present congestion of
credit devolop into a financial panic.

Tas TonolrOT ExIIamTroe.-The Dominion
and Industrial exhibition lias been b iîost
gratifying succcss. IL is the boast of the
dircCtors that every exhibition lis been an
imîîprovement on its predecessors, and thiat ne
financial reverse ias ever overtaken them;
but this year the great show was fer ahead of
the record How. solid and substantial the
development lias been may be gathered frou
the followinig facts. The ainount.of money
talker in admission fees increased frein $26 000
in 1879 te S41,432 in 1885, and it is almost
certaili thait the official statement of the Fair
closed last week will show a total of $52,000,
This, latter figure, after deducting. the fees
laibd for admission to the grand stand, repre-
sents an attendance of 200,000 persons. The
aiccount for expeuditure, otier than on capital
accoint, increased during the saine period.
froni $9,000 to $19,093 and the value of thu
buildings from S42,284 te $85,000. IL now
appears that under Vhe present conditions the
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climax has been reached, and the enterprising
gentlemen who managed the Industrial bave
made it as greant as it is possible to mnake it,
uinless additional ground can be provided to
acconmodate the ever-increasing stock of
goods offered for exhibition. It is hoped'tbat

'the Garrison common coa be utilized in future
years in this connection. Among numerouns
exhibitors ve can only mention a few who
were conspicuosi. W. Stahlschmidt & Co.,
manufacturera of office, churci, library and
school furniture, made a very elegant.display
in the new building known as the Main Build-
ing Aunex, showing specimens of ali their
standard goods and many new styles, among
the latter being three new specimens of a
library escritoire. They are now engaged in
constructing library furniture for his Ioliness
the Pope, which will be shipped shortly. M.
Beatty & Sons, Welland, Ont, contractors'
plant, had many articles on view, among
vhich may be mentioned a patent friction

dtrum-hoiating engine, with derrick, in running
order, suitable for handling tone also horse-
power hoisters with patent friction drunis and
clutch drums, to be used with stone derricks
and for other similar purposes. The derricks
can he used] with steam or horse powver. Se'-
eral horizontal and vertical centrifugal pompe
were aise exhibited. Messrs. Beatty & Sons
manufacture stean dredges and derricks,
steam excavators, and, in fact, ait machinery
uisually required by contractors. Tie Doherty
organs, manufactured by W . Dolerty & Co.,
Clinton, were well representedl, and their band
contributed no small share of tie enjoyment
during the days of the fair. The firm, being
grcatly pressed with orders, will have some
ditliculty in making dispilays at other exhibi-
tions and shows.

Tus London Chamber of Commerce is soli.
citing the views of other British trade bodies
as to the adoption of another unit than £1
sterling. It lied bten stated as an objection
that the £1 unit is too large, necessitating a
division mio mils., or three places of decimals'
Thle adoption of the filorin and cents, or the
shilling and cents, wsoutldl involve treating
with large masses of figures, but the difficulty
aplicars to have been solvedl by tie issue of
the double dorin or British dollar. The sug-
gestion liad been made to that Chamber that
the four shilling piece would be an acceptable
and convenient unit dividedl into cents, by
which means almost all the existing coins
mniglit be retained. Dollars would then, il
adopted by the -United Kingdoiu and the
colonies, be the currcncy of all Enuglish speak-
ing people, as als the large populations of
South America and Asia. The following ex-
amples, illustrative of the proposed] four shsil
ling unit, may b useful :- Old coins i
sovereign,5dollairs; lalfsovereign,24 dollars;
5 shillings, 1i dollars (to he eveutually with-
drawn) ; four shiliigs, I dollar; one liali
crown, of a' dollar (to be eventually with-
lra'wvn); twvo,6shillings, 4. doliar ; one shilling,

a quarter dollar or 25 cents ; one sixpence, ½
dollar or 12J cents. New coins-One dime,
10 cents; one-hall dime, 5 cents; new penny,
2 cents; new half.penny, 1 cent

Br the sudden and unexpected death of the
Hon. William Macmaster, the banking world
loses one of its most familiar faces. The 
deceased gentleman was President'. of the
Bank of Commerce from its incorporation te
within a year ago, and was proninently iden-
tified with that Institution , he was a gener-
ous giver towards religions objects, particu-
larly those of the Baptist Church, of which,
ho was a leading member, and amongst other
good deeda endowed a collgO pf that persua-
sion in Toronto. A tough from bis ad-
vanced age Mr. Macmaster was no longer ac-
tive in business pursuits, he may be said to
have died i a rness since it was from a faint
causedl by bis efforts in addressing a meeting
that the fatal syncope took its rise.

AT an adjourned neeting of the share-
Iolders' committee of the defunet Canada
Agricultural Ins. Co,, held in this city on
Wednesday last, to receive the report of the
trustees, Mr. P. S. Ross entered into particn-
lars of the interim expenses of liquidation,
and said thlat, owing te the unremunerative
character of his duties, ha begged to tender bis
resignation. This was accepted. Messrs.
Fiish & Dumesnil will be asked by the Court
to resign alsO, and it is proposed te appoint
in their place àir. Thos. Darling whose report
to the committee is widely differen t from that
presented by Mr. Ross. It ias also recom-
mended that the court be requested to substi-
tute Messrs, A. Batisay and J. 0. Dupuis for
Messrs. R, White and W. Clendinneng as
inspecter$.

TUE visit te Montreal of Il. M. warship'
the corvette Tourmaline, was made the occa-
sion on Wednesday last of a trip up the
Lachine canal and down the rapids on boaid
the steamer Pilgate, invitations lavinsg been
issued by the Harbor Commissioners to a
number of prominent citizens te meet in this
way Capt. Byles and the principal oflicers of
the iship. The honor of the occasion de-
volved upon Mr. Anirew Robertson, the
Chairman of the Board, and, with the favor-
able weather, it is needless to say thiat the
tnp was a pleasant one.

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THE DISALLOWANOE QUESTION.

MoNTREAL, 12TI SEPT., 1887.

To the Sliareholders of tise Canadian Psaific
Railwmay:

Il view of the exaggerated accounts and
persistent mis-statemients wihici have beens
eut out concerning the railway agitation at
vinnipeg, the directors of the company have
thouglht it due te the shareholders to publiais
a brief statement of facts for their information.
On the 21st of October, 1880, the contract for
the construction of the Canadian Pacific rail-
way was signed, and for the purpose of carry-
ing it out the . Canadian Pacifie railway
company was .incorporated on the 17th of
February, 1881. Article 15 of the contract
provided that for twenty years the Dominion
Government should not authorize tise con-
struction of any line of railwaîy running south
froms the main lino of the Canadian Pa-
cilie railway te any point within fifteean mites
of the international boundary. It ts asserted
and widely believed] that this clause bas no
effect in the original province of Manitoba ;
but the British North Amorica act, which
settled and defined the constitution of Canada,
distinctly assigna te tie jurisdiction of the
Dominion ]?nnhinmnnt ail maitera miel spécifie-
ally delegated o the provincial Legislatures,
and the power te legislate concerning rail-
ways extending beyond the international
lsoutidary, or initençltd te conneet wviti otîsar
lunes at snch bosndary, is isowiere i. tise
constitution given to the provinces Whietlser
or not the fifteen mile imit applies te the'
original province of initobr tIe matter of a
railis.y conuectionsi t tiss international botiu-
dary is clearly withiiii the control of the
Dominion and as clearly beyond the power of,
the province. The object and spirit of the
fifteenili clause of tie contract, witl tie con-
pany evas tisa tempurary protection ef the
interests of the Dominion li the Northwvest,
as well as the protection of the Canadian
Pacifie from the encroaciment of linos froi
th souts during the infancy of the enter-
prise. Coumis connections ho made witls tise
American railway system et the southeri
boundary of the original province of Manitoba,
the clause would b meaningless, for once
across tihe boundaty lino there vould b
prautically no limit to the extensions that
might be made. Tie conipany requird pro-
tection because it was bound, under'its con-
tract, to make an enormously expansive
railway through what wras thîought te be an
unproductive wilderness north and,,east of
Lake Superior. It was, also, bound ,to take
over and worl; the lino then being hulît by
the Government, from Lake Superior to Red
River, throughi a similarly uipromising dis-
trict, «nd it was required to give security for
the working of the esstire line when corn.
pleted. It was net expecte et the time that
sufficient local traffie could b developed for,
sany years te maie the section from Laicu
Niiuis4ing te Red River, nearly eleecn hua.:
dredi miles, self-sustaining. It was thought,
indeed, that this section could nover be self.
sustaining, and tisat it must depend for its
support sponts tIs Irougi treale te ans] fron,
tie great prairice hayond, an hiis traffic liait
yet to be created as the settlement lof the
prairies had then scarcely begun. ,Railway
linos vers liushing northwsard froi Ohicago
and St. Paul towards the Manitoba o'iundary

The imiiiliaîte effect of the openuing of
the rIilwiy bttaeein L.ale i'Suiperio iiInl Win-
nipeg vas ain tenoruions rcluction in Illh rates
tlieretoforel paid by flic provincee o and fron
the east over the Aierican ines. lor the

-chief prilucts, and for fuel and the coimlodi-
tics miost essential (0 lie growth of Ile colin-
try, the rates wero male especially low, and
year by year, as fic traille lias iicreased,
thesei rater, in whole or part, have been
redued, unf ilf lthey are nloir, li miany crasis,
less thai one-hal f the rates originally author-
Ized. 'Tlie charge talit the rates lire excessive
or imreasonable is siinply untrite. The

S2.13 per mile for passeigers, a lower average
thua lis shown by nLay important Amerianu
line, aside from the old Trunk lines in tle
east. It lias been the ain of the companty to
so adfuit its uriffi that ic settlers in the
Canaidian Nortiwest should receive more for
the. products of their frins and pay less for
fuel and no more for hlic other necetssaries of
life thtan settlers Iimiîilarly situated in the
Uniited States ; and lht it has succeeded in
tis is clearly shown by a comparison of
prieus with flic neighiboring sections of Min-
Ilesota and Dakota. The company lias Ialso
dealt in the most liberal ma1L1nr with aill
independent enterprises ii the Northwest,
and the building and operation o! at leist two
of these would hîave beun impossible but for
its co-operation and liberility. The develop-
ment of tle prairie section west of Winnipeg
hals buen rapid, and on the section froni
Winnipeg eastward to Lakie Nipissing, wlere
little was iat first expected, a valuable local
trailic fron the forests and mines is growing
up, givinîg promise thrat even this part of the
line will, before long, bu self-suippîorting. It
msay, therefore bu argued that the protection
aforded by the contraut Is no longer necessary j
but it sholuld bu rem ered that fthe con-
painy, encouraged and aided by the growth of
its traili, and on the faitlh of this protection,
lias expended a vast amouillnt of money omn
local lines ini Manitoba, andl, uînless prevented
by the acts of the province itself, will yet
expent I large amioint fin the completion of
the systemir of branîclh lines it lias planned,
andi has bc carrying out as rapidly as its
means would pernit ; and it should also be
rernmbered thait all of flic 433 miles of
branchi Unes operated by the comipany in
the Northwest aire in Nulaiitoba ; tlt all but
sixty-live miles werc paiud for with the coin-
panly's mlîoley, and that iany miles were maie
preimaturely at the urgent solicitation of the
provincial Goveriment and wsitiloumt expecta-
tion of iimmendiate profits. But, notwithistand-
ing the libera policy of the econlany as
regaîrif branch lines, and iiepeindent lines,
and rates of transportation, notwithistamAding
thlat the tariff rates of the comspilmy have as
yet been approved by the Goverinent only
fromt year ti year, and lare sibject to ainual
revision, and notwithstanding that no con-
plaint lhas ever been made to the Railway
commîîîittec of the Privy Counicil, the iatural
aîînd inevitablei conîsequnence'sofover.spsecuilationi
have been iistaken by miiny pcople in Win-
nipeg, and soue other towiis in Manitoba, for
the need of railway coipetition Thrnis idea
has been fosterd by individualls witIl selfish
ends to servu ; by towniîs seeking adviitage
over others in trade, by local politicians striv-
ing for lîpopilarrity, and by politicians at large
for party ends. The usial means have been
eipîloyed for creratiiig and keepling np aî
fermnt-the cry of monopoly and extortion-
atte rater ; seinational articles in the local
press ; iiinfaiir and falise comparisons of rates ;
inflaiiiatory speches and appeials to pro-
jndice. The local political parties have vieil
with eich otlher in securing to tliemîîselves the
supp ot of the malcontents, and this ias
resilted in thei undertaking by the provincial
GCovernmiient to construct an hne of railweay to
the International bouindary, whiere it lias
igreel to iake îa connîection withi a linE ad-
vancing northwest froimi the Nortern Pacifie
railway, iad whlmichi is supposed to bu building
under tie auspices of that coupany. The
aots of the local Goveriiinenti, providing for,
the ratilway li question, are in direct violation
of the Britili North Anerica aut and beyond
tle powers of a province, and are consequently
withount warrant of law. Ii atteipting to
proceed without legal riglht, tle province bas
been checked by a tenporary injuniction, and

it is not to be believed tliat in the event of a
permanent injonction being granted by the
courts, the local Government will set the law
at defiance. Ntor can it be expected thit the
wishes of even a majority of the 100,000
people of Manitolia will prevail against the
interests of the 5,000,000 people of the Do-
minion, Independent of any constitutional
question, and particunlarly in view of the
heavy expenéditures by the coinpany in imak-
ing branch lines, largely at the instance of
the local Goverrnnent, and of the other great
expenditures that have been made by the
company for the development of the province,
the action of the Goverrnent li endeavoring
to divert its traffic by building a railway to
the boundary, however insignificant that rail-

*way miy bu, is uinfair, injust, and a breach of
faith withî the company. The service of the
'company lias given universal satisfaction, and
if the rates were oppressive no complaint bas
ever been laid before the constitiited author-
ites that the faets might bu authoritatively
brought out and rudress obtained. It would
be absurd to urge that thc comîpletion of the
sixty-six miles of railway undertaken by the
Governm'ent of Manitoba would ruin the vast
Canadinn Pacifie systein, but its construction

* wouild be a violation of the contract with thibs
company, and the directors feel it to be theoir
duty to maintain the riglts of the company
in the matter in every legitimate way. That
the country will carry ont the contract with
thI company in good faith, flie shareholders
may rest assured. The Parliiament of Canada,
at ifs last session, sustainerl the Goverrnment
by an extraordinary majority in the deter-
mination to prevent, if only as a matter of
public policy, the building of railways in the
Northwest to thu international boundary ; and
the prompt action of the Governor-General in
disallowing the acts of the Manitoba Legislaý
titre relating to the Red River Valley rilway,
folloved by active steps by the Minister of
Justice to stop the work by injunction, is
snifficient evidene of the Government in this
regard. The present agitation in-Winnipeg
l; chiefly damaging in its effect on the pro-
vince itself. The intemperatc, sensational
and ridiculous utterances of a section of the
local pres are reprinted and rend abroad with
alarm ; and the effect upon etnigration and
upion the credit of every enterprise in the
province lias already beun mort serions.
Youîr directors believe, however, that this
agitation, like thoseuwhich bave preceded it,
will disappear as soon as the people of the
country corne to understard the facts, and
discover the motives of those by whon it was
created.
