The river Trent, at l"rankford, is 118
fret higher thai a.l Trenton, hence the necessity of build-
ing seven dais across the river as there is a, succession
of rapids between thesa points. It is calculated that these
damis with our towin vater power, all within six miles of
Trenton, vill develop about one hundred thoisand horse-
power. Such power viIl be of the greatest importance to
Trenton. Looking at the map of Ontario, it will be ob-
servcd there is a, ebain of navigable lakes connected with
each other and the outlet·s by the river Trent vhiel is the
largest river between the Ottawa and Lake Thurn.

Trenton possusses natural advantages noat equalled by
auny place in Ontario. I is designaed by Nature ta be lthe'site
for factories, miilîs, etc. Capitalists and mnufacturers
would be conviaceI of this an investigation.

SUGGESTIONS TO RETAILERS.

Where holiday toys and presents are kcept it is advisable to
have these, if still in stock, placed in a conspicuous place for
a week or two follewing the ncw year. These articles may
not yet be considered as dead stock for many will be se-
lected to replace hurriedly brocen articles or for other simi-
lar causes. -Ends of sueh stock tire sonetimes effectually
cleaned out by muarkinug theni down to about cost and keiep-
ing themut prominciitly displayed for coupte of weeks. et-
ter to get 75 per cent. of their cost than holdi theni over
for the& ire sure to decrease in value through being the
most difficult stock te hold.

Steck-taking beiîng a feature of the p esent, merchants
will findl it much more difficuli tto take correct inventory
than for many years. Were the old custoi of taking the
invoice price as the correct valuation to be still entirely
achitted the present would not materially differ, but values
lave changed to such a large extent within the past year
ihant to get a correct account the actual present value must
lie considered. Some retail dealers do not consider this
buit adhere to the price paidi as the value. That nay be
cost, but value is the aim, not cost. If a web of goods or
dress pattern were thrown in by the wholesale house as a
Christmas present, and it w'as placed in stock, it really eost
nothing but that does not constitute its value. Tt.is.worth
what it would cost to buy it, considering it as a saleable ar-
iele. Al goods shoultd be reekoned on the same basis,.the
original cost being always a keey.

While the bulk of the present vinter is yet to arrive the
average dealer in heavy winter goods is being confronted
with a problen, which, thoug not new, is looked upon by
mnny as'new and attractive. It is the custon adopted by
some storekeepers of maarking down, or presuming to rediuce
le price on all lieavy winter goods, leaders being principal-
ly blankets, fur-lined gloves, comfort.rs, caps, etc. One
promiiinent dealer in ia town who adopts this plan of en-
ticing sales muist not b allowei full sway else its individual-
ity would malce it more noticeable, and to many le would
be considered the mnost progressive. While reducing profits
tius eàrly, or-oflering-inducoemnts may not be prudent, if
adopted by any it becomes necessary for al] to follow to
sone extent. Leading Montreal men's furnishings louses
have winter gloves marked prominently in their windonw at
20 per cent. discount.

There appears in
all tiis to bhave been a generial uphelaval of opinion
against unfairly wvorked nonopolies. Mr. Macdonald
hacd no particular strength within himself, yet he was
electced by a large mlajority over a genîtlemîan of great

bilility, who ias, hitherto been one of Toronto's most
popilar citizens.

wisdom or sagacity of their Aldernanic brethren of this
city, who, desiring to attain the same end, with a dir-
rectness of purpose, went to the Legislature and ob-
taied the privilege of drawing salaries for tîïeir ser-
vices without the circumiloctition or rouidabouit way of
asking, the people's consent, as was so innocently done
in Toronto witbout success. It is evident the Mayor
and Aldermen of that city have something yet to learn Ie-
fore they can get hold of the easiest way of doing things
of that kind.

SInthe civic elections, noW near at hind, the people
of Montreal can well afford to follow the example set
by the Queen City, and assert their determination not
1,o rest until the inajority of the nenbers of the City
Council is strong enough to ensure a fair and impartial
administration of the city'K ffairs-sucb as will inake
impossible the recurrence of the financial muddile, the
result of imismianiigeieit, fromn whuieh, inder the re-
strictions of the new charter, they are showing signs of
energing. All that is going on in tlie world outside of
us, goes to show the need for prudence on the part of the
electors, in voting for candidates. On any public ground
it is not desirable that there should be Aldermen in the
Council who have interest, direct or indirect, in any coin-
pany having a public franheise from i th City. Ii sucb
a case it is a straining of hunan nature to suppose that
such a ian can e depended upon to protect the public
interest in preference to bis own. This is a matter for
the various wards to look into closely, and if there are
any doubtful candidates in this, or any other, respect,
they should be d1roppec as effectually as were a large
proportion of the Aldermen of Toronto.

.There are indications even now that nmany of the Al-
derman are beginming to realise that it is not altogether
a safe game to play into thc liands of companies holding
exclusive privileges over public property. This is a
sign of good onien and it is pleasing to record any such
instance.

It will be remembercd that in previous winters, but
especially in the hast one, much ineonvenienceIad dan-
.!er to the citizens arosefromn the way in which thc Street
Týiilway Company cleared the tracks of the snow. That

At this ime of tha year the interests of the people arc
bltter served by a plentiful fall of snow. At this writ-
ing it lias not coine as usual, but imdoubtedly there will
soon lie heavy snow falls, when the civic question ivill
forcé itself for solution. Witlh Our climatie conditions
il las lot bon necessary to reinove the snow as it falls,
but if fle track of tlie railway Company is ta be operated
it is a riacessity talt the whole widtli of the street sbould
bl clearoil from curb ta curb ta allow general traille ta
procead. The necessity for a botter understanding in
thîis regard lias icon 'freely acknowlcdgod, and it is pleas-
ing to record tliat flic City Snrveyor, iMr. St. George, has
blen consistent in tihe stand lic lias always taken in main-
tîîining hic riglits of the citizcns in all. such niatters. The
position ile City Suîrveyor assumes in this matter, is
antirely correct, and it is rofresling to find that, con-
trary to the nsaal run of such things, lie is supported by
the rmapority of hic Road Committec. The fall of snow
thaI will test flic sinocrity of tiat Committea in this sup-
port has not at this moment reached us, but it cannot
long h) delaycd. When it cames cither thie Bond Com-
mittea will bave ta yiCld, or the Streat Rliuway will have
siieciui and agree to do walit it is only reasonable they
slould do, laving regard t thic riglts of tha great ma-
jority of flic people wlo have no interest in, and do not
use the rails in any way whatever.

Unlcss the present dcadlock is reiovec from this
question, before lie inevitable fall of snw comnes. there
will be great confusion to flic traffli of the city. Many
citizens, who depend o flic street cars for locomotion,
w'ill lie put to great inconvenience aud wil] feel sore.
But. after all, those wlio use the street cars are only a
comparatively small portion of fle population of the city
and surroinding country. who liave riglts on the public
strets. The propositions made by the City Surveyor
with regard to flic expense involved in the removal of
the snow caused bîy the Street laihvay system are only
reasonable and in view of the earnings o flic Coinany
slouîld ic acepted iitiout demur.

COTTON TRATE COMIB TION.

WC iecently pr'esented o view of flic conditions subsist-
i ng in Eiigland ratin g to tle comîpanies iho praetical-
ly contrIol flic world's supply of sewing cotton, aio tbread.
Althlgh a disagrcenîucîît arose betwcen tlhemîî in regard
tà tc Spanîish ia:îrket, tiere appears to have been au
unidrshading arrived at by wliiel tiey will iiaintain i,
joint niiopoly of flis inustry.

A Manhelîester coi'respoiden of tli Ne.iYork "Comn-
meroii Chliro l fuirnisles a sta temn of other cotton
trad coibi ni tions, to wlicl fi'ori o! imonopolyflhe Brit-
ili Fiee Traders take as kindly as American Protection-
ist.s. '.tl'e cotton-vlvct business is iii few' hauds, it
calls for grti t skill aind largo capital. To form a coim-
bina if ias ncoess:ry ta unite, tic ma n tei rsra, ecut;-
ters, dyers, and whlesale doalers. If was lroposed'thaf
lo anufacturar -was to seil grey volvet excepf to imei-
ticrs of flic combination, lor.aiiy cntter nîor lyi' to work
for others. Converscly, no imiercliait; \Nas te buy grcys
rio'ni a nt efside iaiuiîfacturer or to eumploy au outside
o ' or dyer. The profits on all ilie several branclies

o? weaving, cuttilg, dyeiig and selling tle fluisled pra-
duot, were ta bo pooled and divided 011 some principle
ol very clcarly defined. Indeed the negotiations never

reached the stage at which hie scheme could be said ta
be complete in every part Several meetings were held,
at first of a few, and afterwards of all or nearly ail, of the
firms engaged in the cotton-velvet trade. Divergent,
and as it ultimately appoared irreconcilable, interests
were brouglit to light, and ultimately a few days ago it
was decided that, "for tlhe present," the scheme should
be abandoned.

Had the firms been prohibited selling partly finished
valvets outside the combination a large part of the ex-
ports te Ainerica would have ceased, as United States
dyers eau compete successfully in this industry. An-

:oer difficlty was the indisposition of proninent firns
to throw in their lot with minor ones, as. it would be diffi-
colt te assess charges and profits equally when mîanufac-
iuring conditions varied. The velvet dyers of England
advanced their rates from 40 ta 100 par cent. in 1898,
owing ta rise in wages, dearness of coai and otlier mate-
rials. They object to put prices any biglier, as thîey
believe this step would develop such dangerous compa-
tition as would offset any advantage they could derive
from joining a combine. This trust scheme is thîere-
fora laid aside for a time, but it foresladows a future
sovement that will probably eniance the prices of cot-

ton velvets.
A combination of calico printers has taken out "Ar-

ticles of Association" to create, share capital' for
$30,000,000, and to issue 4 per cent. debenture stock,
for $22,500,000. This trust embràces about 85 per
ent. of hic entire producing capacity of tle IUnitecd
Kiigdom. M)ost of this is located within 25 miles of
M'anchester, lit there are very important print works in
thc iieigliboriood of Glasgow. The non-participating
conerns aie for tlie most part engaged in special
lances of tHe industry. One at least devotes itself
albnîost exclusively to the printing of "cretoinnes" and
pile fabries, and otlers are devoted entirely ta the pro-
duction of prints for India whicli tbey export tlem-
selves under well-known trade-marks. In thiese cases
flic proprietors preferred ta continue on thc old lines, de-
pending upon their own efforts, and takiig thueir good or
ill-fortune as it may come.

The calico printing industry of Grat Britain las been
t'ai' froi prosperous of late years. This, it is affrmed,
las been hoestly considered by those who conpiled the
prospeetiis of thlis enorinous combine, whicli comprises
59 firmns aud conpanies. Of these 13 are styled "mer-
chant priniters." They have ne n vorks, but furnisli de-
signs and supply grey cloth ta the actual priaters. i
somîe cases they are probably the owners of copper rollers
use in printing cottons, which are costly machines, and
absorb large capital. AIl these firms conduct English
or Scotch enterprises, except ane owned by a Lancashire
firm, which is situated at Roue, France. We referred
sona year or two ago in this Journal, ta a firmn whose
nanufacit'es are famililai' in this city as "FIrenci"

goods, whcn the fact is, thai tliy are mde ncar Man-
chuester- and only finished and mode up in France. The
firm fonnd that, owing to sone regrettable îCrvCrsity,
fliclbyers of tis Class of goods would give a higr
price for'thuose bearing a French label than for the very
saie goois nde unp in thcir Lancashire mill. The
estiblishimant at Ronen which is included in tc Cottonu

r >u'itrs' conbine, is probably mnintaincd by a Lano-
shire firn in order to meet this preference for French
abels.

The ontire amount t te paid for the varions con-
cerna is $40,235,000, of which $23,750,060 representt
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real property and machinery. 'The rest is the considera-
tion for stock in trade, book debts, copper rllers, etc.,
and good-will. Only a few of the best firns, however,
are to receive anything for the last-named item. h part
payment for their properties the vendors are to receive
$5,333,000 in debenture stock and $7,975,000 il ordin-
ary stock. Thus, $13,308,000 of the present issue of
$41,000,000, is taken by the existing proprietors, leav-
ing $27,690,000 to be subscribed by the public.

The prospects of this endrmous enterprise are being
canvassed freely in Lancashire and in financial circles in
the Old Country. The result of its operations is likely
to be an advance in the priées of printed cottons, as
competition will be reducet to a minimum, and it is na-
tural to expect that an effort will be made to recover the
losses made by the trade in recent years.

TORONTO'S MUNICIPAL FIRE INSURANCE.

Quite a stonhas been blown up in Toronto over the
insurance of municipal properties. These risks expired
on lst Januar3 , 1900. The City Treasurer in view of
this Lad a neiw schedule preparedi of the properties which
the City Couniil proposed té insure after that date, with
the amount on each parcel. The Treasurer wrote each
of the companies comprising the Fire Underirriters' As-
sociation announcing that, it Lad been decided by the
civic Cominttee on Property to continue tie schedule as
amended, for the terni of three months, expiring on
April 1, 1900. The newr schedule, exclusive of the new
municipal buildings, amounts in round figures to $700,-
000, and it has been determined to place $700,000 on
the newr municipal buildings, making in all $1,400,000.
The companies were informed that the Secretary of their
Association had agreed to a rate of 16 cents per $100 for
¯e, ensuing three months, up to lst April. It was inti-
mated that, "During the next three months the corpora-
tion will consider the advisabiliy of continuing the sys-
temi of insarance as et present, or becoming either in
whole or part their own insurers." They were tien
asked, "Are you willing to participate in the insurance as
proposed? Kindly let me knoiv forthwith, as the sche-
dule is being prepared."

The hint that the corporation might insure its own
property after April next, put the underwriters in a fit-
ter. Their Secretary interviewed the Property Con-
mnittee who were informed that, in view of the city pro-
posing te do its own insurance, the underwriters would
. not give a three months' renewal for less thai the or-
dinary short-time rate, of 37½ cents, the 16-cent rate
having been given on the uùderstanding. tlat the city
would renew for another three years, and a higher rate
would be charged, if the schedule was reduced. The
storn at once broke out, the inove of the underwriters
was denounced as the most dishonorable thing ever ieard
af, tie city was said to be "held up by the fire insur-
ance companies, and a gallant Alderman vowed if lie iad
his way the city.would do ail its own insurance next day.

It appears tlat the properties preposed to be loft ot
of tlle. sciedule, and not insured with any company, are
those on which the risk is nominal, so that the properties
having ihe best chance of a fire were to be those insured
by the underwriters. Yet, tiese extra risky properties
were expected to be charged only the saine rate as those
in the entire list, whici included those of nominal risk.
If the city can make suci a- bargin it ought to do so,
But, if the indermriters agreed to accept a sclection of

the worst risks at the same rate as miscellaneous risks,
thcy would not show their usual caution-they would
b the 'held up" party in such a jug-handled agreement.
.Nor would they act as good business mon to accept risks
only for three months at the same rate âs mey Were will-
ing to accept for those risks under a three years' policy,
more especially when the three montlis included the 'win-
ter season during which the furnaces would be going- at
full blast, which with the extra lighting of the civic pro-
perties, incident to the dark days of winter, bring great-
er risks than .the average of the whole year.

The scheme of insuring the civie properties of Toron-
tu has been discussed before and rejected as imprudent.
The cost of fire insurance is proportionate to the.arcas
covered. Local insurance is apt to be very disappoint-
ing as the whole of the noney laid aside to cover nar-
row risks is commonly swept away, and mucli more with
it, by local fires. A fixe insurance company by varying
the character of its risks, and doing business in separate
localities, derives an income contributed from a wide
area, so that large claims arising from fires in one place
are provided for by the income fron other districts
where no claims, or fewer, have arisen.

Civic fire insurance is a case of carrying all a man's
eggs in one basket, or putting his entire fortune in one
doubtful security to obtain a high rate of interest. As
trustees for the public a City Council is bound to take
every precaution against the property in its caxe being
lost, or diminished in value. It is not excusable for a
corporation to run the risks incident to carrying ire
insurance on civic properties. No individual trustee
would be justified in adopting this course with the pro-
perty held by him in trust. The Toronto City Coun-
cil as a corporate body of trustees would therefore not
be justified in doing in their official capacity what no one
of them would do as an individual trustee.

MUNICIPAL ELECTIONS, TORONTO.

The result of the Mayoralty election in Toronte on lst
inst., has been a surprise all round. There is, ho vever,
not much cause for wonder, for the conditions were higli-
ly. favorable to the winner. When a contest takes place
in which there are three candidates, two of whom are
pitted against each other as severally repiesentative of
the two political parties, and the third appeals to both
parties and to the Gallios who ca-e for neither, the lat-
ter is usually successful. Such a candidate can always
detach voters froin th eir party by a popular cry, and iii
nunieilMl contests the independent vote is very coin-
nionly the deciding one, when there three candidates.

Mr. fallan deserves well of Toronto for his labours
on beialf of a Frec Library, which le worked liard to
pronate when it ,as first proposed. He gave an ex-
tensive and costly selection of books of reference to thie
institution w'hen it was opened. When he firat settled
in Toronto he ctould nt have bought a daily paper out
of his capital, yet to-day lie is director of a bank and
possessed of a confortable fortune. Such success indi
cates great business ability. But lie iwas handicappiet
by being a party nonince. Mr. E. F. Clarke; M.P., is
another man ac lias risen fron the ranils. When pre-
viously Mayor lie iwas universally regarded mith great
csteem for his abe and upright discharge of duty. But
besides being a party candidate, he was unfortuniate
enough to have incurred suspicion as à friend of the
Street Railway Company which, despite its excellent ser-
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vice, is very unpopular in Toronto, owing to its inabili-
ty, or indisposition, as is tlought, to provide enough
cars for the traffic. As every "strapper," as the tern
is for those vho have Lu hang on Lu a strap in the cary
wvould vote against any friend of the Street lailway
Comlipany, ïMIr. Clarke, in spite of his honouarble record
and political popularity, lst a ilarge vote lie relied upon.

Mtir. 1]. A. M1facdonald, wio won by a large plurality, is
an irrepressible. Il his energy and self-conlidence were
the imeasure of lis ability ie would be one of the great
men of the day. le made, not for the firsL tine, a di-
rect bid for votes on the ground of his designs against the
companies tlat have franchises fromn the city. 1e will
echeapoi gas, lower street car fares, so lie declares, and
do other wonders for tie benef it of the working popula-
tion of Toronto. 11is great hobby is, a scherne to rau
the nortelirn waters of Ontario down to Toronto whereby
electric power and liglit would be created so cheaply as
tu be sold at a nominal price. Capitalists, so far, have
been very siy of Mr. Macdonrald's schemoes, but, whether
his influence over themi now lie is Mayor, will be etfective
iii drawinrg out their moncy is a question the future will
sooi answer, as il will also exhibit bis power to cheapen
gas aud car-tikets, or the reverse.

Few citizens have sulfered as severely as Toronto fromt
vicious civic inisman agement. Its disastrous.boom was
hu'gely the result of municipal folly and a good slice of
ils debt represents that, and little else. We trust there
re enougl souînd business men in the Toronto new City
Council to control its proceedings in the interests of the
ratepayers at large. Lut they will have to be on the
alert, as there are elemnents in the municipal body that
excite apprehension.

A CANADIAN FLNANCIER ON THE BOERS.

A Canadian financier, who occupied for some years at
responsible position in the Tranirsvaal, is our authority
toi the folowiig original and highly valiable stat-c-
ment. Tle Boers, thougih noiinally farimters, ire hunrt-
ers by habit. Personally, they do no agricultiral work.
'Thîeir timre is spent hiunting gaine, killiing prediatory
animais, ioafilng and simoki. As soon as a .I3oer boy
is strong eniough, ait about 15 or 16 years of. age, he is
provided wvith a rifle in the ise of whichl ie sooi be-
coimes expert by daily prîatice, ns he is not trotbled
with school duties. The farim vork is doine by Kaflirs,
wlio, to all in dents aid purposes Ie slaves, is tliey crIn-
not moribout rit wil. They tire, as the peasarnts of
Ge~ranyand Eniglnliwiird were i pasi ages, pi
glebr," boinid to fhe soi, but without Lteir Chance of
giiiing Nem.

The :Boer aramis, of from 5,000 acres and uwards, are

They live at a. sligit cost, as they have none orI the
fastes or social habits of civilized comimunities. The
diet of a ricli Boer famnily would nut satisfy a farni la-

bourer in Canada. They have little social intercourse
outside the family cirele, and little even in that narrow
sphrere, as they are too norose. illiterate, and animnalised
for cheerful comnpanioisiip They read no newspa-
pers, reviews, magazines, or books, except tie Bible, ot
their knowletlge df which the less said tie better. The
oers' îmoraîlity mnay be judged by tlheir lavinrg seized the

entire stock Of specie held in tie four banlks or Jolannrrues-
burg as the lirst step in the war, the ainouit so stolen
being over '$500.000.

The Katmirs are treated as rmere wo-king niinrs, far
worse si tlan were the slaves in Souitheri Stales, whoi
iat religious privileges and aants-such as they?

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HANDLING UNPROFITABLE GOODS.

Specialties arie beconing tle order of the day. Wtere
these not, in some cases, an encroachment on the legiti-
mate profits of the retailer ne voice would be raised
against theni, but the retailer says they are aud he is in
the best position ta know. Fortunately, there are many
lines of merchandise exempt freni this interference with
the profits of the dealer, who is always subject to a small
perceutage of loss, and nust sustain himself by a fair
inargin on all regular sales. The dry goods dealer is
exempt. His territory has not yet been invaded, though
we see no reason why the sbecialty manil may not also
edge his way in and by judicious advertising, create a de-
mand for certain specialties in dress patterns, hose,
towels, etc., which will result in the average retailer be-
ing compelled ta keep them, to the detriment of his re-
gular stock, and a comparative loss in his profits owing
ta having paid a high price and being compelled to seil
them at a slight profit.

We are in receipt of two letters froi subscribers il
Western Ontario drawing attention to whiat they con-
sider unjust encroachnents on their rights as retail gro-
cers. The one refers te the increasing prevalence of
package teas and the other to package breakfast foods,
green and split peas, rolled oats, spices, etc., which it is
contended are fast bringing the retail grocer to the
point where te will have really nothing to lo in weigh-
ing, measuring and packaging goods, and no profit to
speak of, as the result. As the writer puts it: "Noth-
ing to do and nothing for doing it.' He further re-
marks: "Why do not itese apparent tea judges who
speak so loud through the country papers put up all
kinds of tea in packages if they want their particular
teas with the curiously christened naines to b generally
iêd? They do not put up gunpowder or Young Hyson
tees because the public know' pretty .well the value ai
these at sight. But the black teas, 'vhich cau ta blend-
ed and readily reduced in value are as numerous as the
weeds of the field."

The drift of the tinies is towards specialties and in-
dividual brands. These serve readily the aim of the
smnall jobber w«ho endeavors to create a trade, often
without the necessary capital te extend it beyond an imn-
dividual article. This man,¯of necessity, tecoies a spe-
Cialty dealer. Others, with ample capital, begin te
introduction of package speciatiies, calculating on a
monopoly of that particular brantd, once fairly estab-
lished. The retail grocer, however, has no voice in thë
affairs. One prominent grocer in a smuall city agrees
to handle a certain package article of food, althougli it
umay cost him two-thirds as much as the buik goods of
really equal quality, which te sells froi the bin, barrel
or drawer. He is occasionally inducei to take hold of
it by the knowledge that he is the first in the city to
get it. That of itself ls an advertisement. Customers
of ilde other stores, on seeing the article advertised, ask
their respective grocers for it and soon it becomes neces-
sary for all to keep it. It has infringed on their profits,
for there is too little -margin .between. the cost and the
marke4 sellingpriée, which is the saiume ail round. Pro.
bably the next week a n opposition grocer heralds an -
otherbrand of similar goods on the market, ciinlig ad-
ditional merit. Some will try this also and its famc
will mingle to an extent similar to the first, and so mni.
In the meantime hoav can the grocer prenant th ese en-
croachments on his regular selling stock? He can malke

40 per cent., or more, on rolled oats in bulk, and give his

customers a good article chcap but in selling the pack-
age goods his profit is largely reduced anid his customners
are being chàrged heavily for tle package. The same
with othei package geods. Spices originally yielded
oeue hmndred per cent., or over, when sold in Small1 qua-
tities, but once packaged, or boxeci plip jobber liolds
the bulk of the profits, wbile the retailer is, apparently,
boing favoured by relieving him of the bother of weiigh-
ig out sinall amounts. Package teas foimd their origin
in the introduction of the Ceylop, and India icat. We
hcar of package Japan teas being iutroduced to the ve-
tail trade, and wc have been shoiv a package vhich
was stated to contain a blend of Japan and Ccylon, tut
in reality ivas a ceylon, Congon and sili portion of
Young Hiyson mixed.

Package goods carry lavor vith the custoier, as re-
gards supposed correct weig]ht, umvarying quîality, neat-
ness of appearance and relief from breakage in handling.
They neced only be competitors in price and quality, to
be always preferrei. Te grocer wouid favor tiiem if
le could purchase in this iiiaiiner at as cheap a rate as
iii bulk, packaging oddcd. The grocer of the future
will fild te bulk of bis goodis luis arranged, which
will admit of less store assistants. lis margi n of Pro-
fit will be adjusted throutgh competition betweenu the sev-
eral rmoanufacturers, who imust cater to bis prefercices
througli his pocket if Iitey are ta succeed in keeping

their goods profitably on the market. Wide-awake re-
tailers will then package their own goods by having ftl
various sizedi boxes, cans. etc., mode, andi use thei own
labels, which will serve as constant advertisenients as
has been done for moany yoars iii the filling of two, threc
and five pound tea caddies and flavoring extracte. To
these changed conditions tc retailer wil] bece o grdu-
ally accustoiied. and his nîtelligence iwili stili oint the
way for a fair margin of profit.

The ques-
tion is asked, "low many policy-holders are awàre that
tc Sim Life of Canacla.has been compelled to value its
policies at 4î per cent. interest ln order to exhibit a sub-
stantiail surplus?" A furtiier question is put as to, w]he-
ther thare liasbou a previons instance of a life assnr
ance company moving froin a 4 to 4 par cent. basis?
Extravagance sinmilar to w«bat is chargeci gainst the Sun
Life las forced several English offices to increase thoir
voluation rates. vitanhout at lie saine time, ini^e'Jasing
the stringency of' their muortality. tests andi thenvise
strengthening reserves. The resuilt is bee thir col-
lapse,and "their iemories are regarde vith loathing and
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coitempt." Regret is expressed that the Sun Life of-
Canada should have adopted this fatuous course, but the
ligures lead to the conclusion that no alternative course
may have been open to the management. 'The including
of $96,790, or £18;358 sterling, aimongst the assets is
certainly objectionable, wlhen it is considered tlat thîis
amount is (lescribed as, "Profits on re-valuation of in-
vestiîents, bcing excess of market value over ledger
valne."

On the very best showing, therefore, il is îurged, the
surplus of the Sun Lite of Caada only represenltcd 5.49
pur cent. on the net liability, a proportion fa 'fromr ac-
cordiig with the general stand;ird of solvency in Enlig-
lmm. But, il fthe £18,358, above referred to, is omitted,
ils il shouhul be, the surplus, as givei in the 1896 report,
is thereby reduced to £48,652, or 3.98 per cent. on the net
liability. hlie 1897 report shows no improvemuent. As-
ccrtaied by the Hl.'i Table, the surplus of assets over
liabilities und capital stock then amiounted to onlly $209,-

20, or £42,000. whlilst the total liabilities, including Che
net rc-inssuranucc reserve, but nîot capital stock, had
swollen to $7,008,151 or over £1,400,000, slowing the re-
malîrkably low surplus ratio of 2.98 per cent. At the close
of 1898 the company reverted, as stated above, to a 4½
percent. valuation. The result was an augmentation of
[lhe declared surplus al'ter providing for the $105,000 of
capital stock paid up, the improvement shown being fron
$209,220 to $629,638. Although this looks well on
paper a study of the operations for 1898 show that there
was no real increase of stability.

"A footnote appended to page 419 of Mr. Fitzgerald's
report for 1897 states that "the reserve, according to thle
listitute of Actuaries' H'n table, with 4i per cent. in-
terest, is $6,482,701.13.' The amount actuially reserved
by the 4 per cent. table was $6,856,752.9S, or $374,-
051.85 additional.

increst. A margin of about $46,000 ($45,766.08 is
therefore apparent, but il must b remenubered Ilit as
between the years 1897 îi.nd 1898 the proportions of the
business dcvcloped rapidly, and it is inevitable thal the
liability mnust have becone naterially greater. On re-
ferring. we find thaLt the 4 ier cet. reserve required dcur-
inug the twelve imonths fromn $6,482,701.13 to $7,370,-
707.82, or by $888,006.69. 1i other words, the liabili-
tics iiereased by about 13.70 per cent. A correspond-
ing addition mnade to the 4: per cent. reserve announced
on December 31, 1897, would enlarge the figures to
about $7,795,997, this ainont being $939,244 greater
tlain was actually set aside at that date. On looking
jusi above it will be seen that the difference in the case
of the 44 per cent. reserve was $886,007, or, say, $53,237

less; whereas, the inargin referred to above was only somie
$.I6,000. Or, to put the matter ii another and perhaps
clearer way, on December 31 last a 4 per cent. reserve
would presumably have called for an amount of $7,795,-
997, whereas a 41 per cent. reserve did require $7,370,-
708, or $425,289 less. If, then, we deduct this sum,
fron $629,038-the visible surplus at the close of 1898
-we are left with only $203,749, as the probable surplus
had the valuation rate remained unaltered. These fig-
tures are positively less imposing-we had alnost said
are more insignificant-than those reported a twelve-
month earlier, when the company claimed a surplus of
$209,220; and it must be borne in mind, moreover, that
the net liability bas not been standing still by any means,
whilst the rate of interest earned-taking the Canadiai
accounts as a guide-exhibits a marked decline."

Attention is invited to the expenditure on "Conuis-
sions, salaries, or other expenses of officials," having .been
$123,051. This suin shows that about one-fourth of
the preinumin income. both new and renewal, was paid
away to the officials of that Company. Such extrava-
galce and objectionable iethods of management are de-
cla red by our contemporary to be gradually sapping the
vifflity of the Sun Life Assurance Company of Canada.

ICE-CRUSBIING STEAMERS.

The current number of "Self Culture," a magazine of
a much higher type in both a literary and artistie sense
than the ordinary run of these publications, has the fol-
lowing reinarks on Ice-Crushing Stea ners, which are in-
teresting and suggestive:

"The great and powerful ice-crushing steamers of the
lakes are without exception car-ferries-that is, they
transport whole trains of passenger and freight cars fron
one terminal of a raihvay line to lie other, thus consti-
tuting an important link wh'erc bridges. would be lin-
practicable.

These ice-challenging ferries ply the straits of Mac-
kinac, the Detroit River, and across Lake Erie fron the
A merican to the Canadian shore. They are huge steel-
shol craft weiging several thousand tons, and soie of
them have cost more than $350,000 each. Fitted iwith
propellers at either end, they crumble the ice by flie pres-
sure of their great bulk as though its three or foiur feet
were but a thickness of cardboard.

Whatever else is wanting, adventure is not lacking in
the lives of the men who spend the inontls of snow
aboard the majestic monsters which are to the lake
tracks what the snow-ploughs are to the railroad lines. A
few vinters since, witl the thermometer ranging froni
18 deg. to 30 deg. below zero, one of the car ferries was
cauglit in an immense ice field on Lake Erie, and float-
ed around for months withl a great mass of ice piled
mountains high around here. A portion of tlie crew
was of course obliged to remaini aboard, anld eaci day a
couple of the'imen made an attempt-not always suc-
cessfl-to go ashore in order to securc provisions and
supplies. Ofttimiies this mcait a long, drery trip across
tie ice, and frequently, whien a yawning chasim of dark-
hued water intervencd between the shore and the edge
of the'ice field, the foragers wore not able to return to
their imprisoned comracles for intervals of several days.

The success of the ussias, wlose eiploynent of
powerful i cc-breaking steaniers eiiailed them last year
to keep open to coinmerce Vladivostok mad other ports
previously closed during several mnonthsl of the year, lias
very iaturally started an agitation for the use of suich
fatilities on the great lakes of America. TIndced it is
lot impossilble that a project enbodying sonie such idea

miay be brought up in Cogress before the close of tle
cetury. · Witlh a constanatly increasing dependency upon
the sources of our iron supply the advantage ofi naviga-
tion the year round would of course be vastly greater on
ie inîland seas' of 'Ameîrica thaln at Russian ports, tlie

commerce of which is in the first stage of developmlent.
To thc people of Montreal, also, the vision of an agency
that would keep thfatport open to waterborne conmeice
in winter is a most alhriig one. The frozen chan-
nel of the St. Lalence bas ever proven a serious bar-
rier to the developmnent of Canada's oceanie shipping in-
torests, and naturally if flire b any way 't remove
this iockade of snow'and ice it will be eagcrly songhit."

We have noa sanguine hopes of this ,ort being ever
kcpt open *during tle winter The mare brcaking up of
ice in our harbour would do nthing of any value to tlue
shipping inieresis. To be of any service to inland
tiansportatioii il would. bc e essal'y to kee1p flte waters
clear of ice for himdreds cf mias. Any ice-breaking
steaiier 'yt heard of would find itselffrozen inwere iL
to proceed any distance from this city, iwere it to start
oni an expodition tQ makie an open channel between here
and salt ater. Indccd, if a score of theni started in
succession. the ;last one would have .at its. heels, an in-
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comparably swifter and more powerfiul influence whieh
would undo its work.

King Frost in winter is ubiquitous in the valley of the
St. Lawrence, for five nionflis bis reign could not 1e
shortened or his power reduced. Were a few miles of
channel opened to-day, he would close then up in lie
night. When the ice-breakers turned.round westwards,
after forcing their way to waters open ail winter, they
would find as difflcult a task before them as-when they
started Mercantile vessel miglit go frailing behind
ice-erushers, for some, distance, but tlbey woid dertain-
ly fnd tienselves locked in ere they had macle any pro-
fitable trip.

Those.who dream of tlie St. Lawrence being. kept open
during tlie. winter by ice-crushing steamers forget, i?
they know, how totally different are its conditions to
those ports wliich are referred to as proofs f tie success
of ice-c'rushers. If tlie sea were a mile or two fron Mont-
real, thon, no doubt' a channel could, and if so, would be
kept open all wiinter. But this port is many hundreds
of miles froi waters open all winter, and this distance
presents what we regard as an insuperablo obstacle to a,
channel being kept open by ice-crushing stdamers.

AIIREST OF MRl. JAMES BAXTER.

The further investigation proceeds into the affairs of
the Ville MVarie Bank, thei more is revoaled of a criminal
nature. The Accountant lias been sentenced to three
years on one charge and for a second offence alleged to
have been committed by hwm lie las yet to be tried. The
Teller, a very young man, after eludinîg tie police foi'
half a yoar is in custody awaiting trial on a charge of
stealing $58,000. fron the till. This prisoner lias been
in the city all the time, but managed by adopting female
clothîing, which is now at the Police Court,.to elude the
detectives. He occupied a tonemnent house wbere a
friend supplied lits necessities. This friend is also await-
ing trial 'on a charge of aiding the accused in avoiding
arirest. On tlie 2nd inst., Mr. James Baxter, a real es-
tate and financial operator, chiely in discounting, wlic
is reputed to be wealthy, was arrested on the same
charge. . The Teller,. Herbert, bas made a. state-
ment whsich implicates Mr.. James Baxter, who was re-
fused bail. The revelations malde by tlie ex-officiaIs o
the Ville Marie Bank are revolting. There is no parallel
case in crininal annals of a bank being robbed under
such disgraceful circumstances as was tlie defunct Ville
Marie, nor is tiere any record cf a criminal being pro'
tected from justice by such mon and suci sethodis am

The
season is therefore closed, quite two

months earlier thau last year. A let-

ter from Colombo, Ceylon, received
same date says: About 20,000 packages
have been offered during thepast fort-
night, of which only 15,000 packages

sold under the lianmner at aun average
of 38 cents. There lias been no de-
imand except for commono Pekoe Sou-
choig's and 'common to medium l'e-
koes. Broken Pelekoes have been quite
unsaleable except at a smart reduction
on previous prices. Owing to the
drop in quality there are very few fine
Teas just now, and anything approach-
ing "fine" bas been taken at about for-
nier rates. Dusts show a drop of 1
cent. A London letter summing up
the sales of Indian and Ceylonx teas for
November says: Indian.-The offerings
at public auction were 220,000 packages
against 210,000 packages in the saine
month of 1698. Some inferiority in
quality was apparent, as compared-
with earlier arrivals, andthis was most
marked in the case of some of the
Djelling teas. The strong tone, and
active market noticed during October
continued until the - middle of the
month, but after that buyers showed
some unwillingness to purchase, ànd a
material decline in the value of all de-
scriptions took place. The average
of publie sale prices for the month
was 8/ 2 d. per lb., as against 84d. per
lb., for the corresponding month of last
year. Ceylon.-Tle offerings at public
auction were 98,000 packages against
100,000 packages in the sane month of
1898. The quality generally showed a
falling off and really fine liquoring teas
were strongly competed for throughout
the month. For other sorts the
course of prices followed that for In-
dian Teas and a sharp drop took place

in the iuîddle of the intilih. nc the
close the tone was steadier than in the
Ilndian market. The average of public
sale prices for the month was Sd. per
lb. against 8½d. per lb. for the cor-
responding month of last year. The
imporits were 7,854,000 lbs. and the
deliveries 8,671,000 lbs., leaving in stock
on 3Oth Noveinber 20,259,000 Ibs. It
will be observed tlat the deliveries of
Ceylon Teas have- gained materially ij
the last six months in comuparison with
the sane period in 1898, while those
for Indians have tallen off, the lower
quotations for the former being doubt-
less the cause of tlie difference. Java

4,800 packages of Java tea were
sold at irmer prices. ln China teas
commion grades were scarce, but at the
close of the month lower prices than
those recently current were accepted
for a-ll classes.
