Louvos, Sept 20.—Mr. Gladstone at.
tended this evening's seasion of the House of
Commons.

Mr. Gladstone looks as if enjoying robust
hesith. Lord Randolph Charchill announced
that the Government would at the next ses-
sion inwroduce a nill to facilitate the transfer
of land, redacing legal coats. This announce-

: ment was received with cheers.

Sir Michael Hicks-Beach, chief secretary
for Ireland, replying to_an interrogatory by
Mr. Parnell, said that since the 13th of June
1,000 families, comgrising 5,311 persons, had
been evicted in Ireland, and that of these,
¢330 families, inzluding 3,626 persons, had
|.een readmitted to their former premises as
caretakers.

PAKN &' -LAND BILL,
Mr. Parnell, iu moving the second reading
i of his land bill, said the recent elections cen-
veyed » mandate t>the House of Commcns
that it should show itaelf willing and able to
provide for the wanta of Ireland equally as it
it were an Irish Parliament. (Cheers.) It
was useless to talk about the latenesa of the
session. The hounse was only six weeks old.
Tne majority of the new memberas
were young, fresh and pot overworked
and they did wunot require a holiday.
A state of urgency existed with reference %o
relations between landlords and tenants in
Ireland. Mr. Parpell here explained the pro-
visions of his bill. ‘Lhe first clause, he said,
| was the moat important, because it dealt
 with the most urgent subjeot, 1t evacted
§that any statutory tenant whose rent was
i tixcd prior to the lust day of the year 1€84
| might apply for an abatement, in accordauce
with tbe provisions of the bill, The biil
wae to be a temporary measure with the ex-
3 coption of the second clause, It was intended
to provide for what he hoped would be only a
® temporary emergency. It was intended to
meet the debression in prices, but he could
not tell now whether the depression waa likely
to continue, The depression commenced in
1185, and had continued nnabated ever since.

o: their perpetual exclueion from ¢the benefits
of the act of 1882.” (Cheers.) Mr, Parnell
quoted at length from statiatica to prove that
the fall in the prices of produce was not ex-
aggerated, The estlmated fall. since 1885
averaged 22 per cent,, and as the average
rent deductions amountead to 19 per cent., the
tenants were 3 por cent, to'the bad, without
taking into .account the increased cost of
labor owing to the emigration 'of able-bodied
men. The Land act of 1881, therefore,
did not henefit the tenont farmers, The land
commiseionsrs themselves virtually admit
that the rents fixed prior to 1885 were too
high, becanse the rents fixed for the first six
months of 1686 were greatly reduced ag com-
bared with the rents fixed earlier, averaging
18 per’ cent. less, (Cheers,) He admitted
that the evictions at'the. end of 1885 and the
beginning of 1586 were fewer thas those that
oceurred immediataly after the passing of the

end of 1535 ¢the Earl of Carnrvon, who was

then viceroy, appealed to the landlords to re-
irain from ovicting tenants at the beginning of

had again become alarming. * The present
viceroy,” said Mr, Parnell, **{s a noble lord
of whom litsle is known except what is bad.

(Cheers.y He claimed that the il was
essentialiy moderate, and calculated to pall
matters smoothly through the wiatar.

Parnell concluded by earmestly entreatiog
the houss to allow the second reading ¢f the
ball, which, he said, would benefit the lind-
lords themselves. The workiog of the Lacd
Act of 1881 showed that there were almost us
few just men amoung the landlords as had
been 1ourd in Sodom and Gomorrsh.

GLADSTONE'S REAPPEARANCE.

Mr. Gladstone, who was loudly cheered,
#aid he was sorry to find in the course of the
debate no signs of an approximation of an
agroement between the twosides of the bouse.
The tone of the speeches from the Govern-
‘ment side was that of uncompromising opposi-
tion to any measure for the relief ef the Irish
tensnts, Whether that attitude was justified
ought to decide their vote on the seco~d
reading of the bill. How was it that of zuc
numerous members -representing furming
constitu:ncies in Iceland not one was
inclived to move the rejeotion of the bill.
He supposed that none, however fervent their
allegiance to tke Government, could be in-
duced to do so, (Cheers ) To the question
¢ when was this inability of Irish tenants to
pay rent frat discovered,” he replied, ** when
the Government first advieed the Queen to
issue a commission to enquire whether the
fall in the price of produce affected the rent
paying capacity of the tenants.” It was
too late now to argue that it was im-
possible to distinguish between those
who were unable and those who were
disinclined to poay, because Parliament
had more than once recognized that it was
poseible to draw un act with such distinction.
In regard to the contention that tznants can
obtain relief through the operation of Ash-
bourne’'s act only an insigniticant number
could avail themselves of its benefits, an‘i
such a multiplication of the relations between
dehtor and creditor, between tenants and
stute, as would be involved in the insufficient
extension of that act, would,’on economical

MEET WITH DETERMINKD ORPOSITION
from a large section of the house. (Cheers.)
The issue of a comméssion afforded sufficicnt
ground for Parliament to endeavor to relieve
tenants who npon examination should be found
unable to pay their rents, and the fact of the
fjesue of a commission implied that there
wore such tenants whomn the Gov-
ernment thereby promises to}! relieve.
But such relief was to be given only
after a long enquiry and after the framing
and passing of the necessary bill, all of which
would involve muoch delay. In the meantime
a law existed under which the penalties of
eviction might bz inflicted upon a large body
of men who, the Government admit ed, were
not unwilling but were unable to pay their
rents., It would be a monstrous injustice on
the part of Parliament to allow such a law to
he put in motion, (Loud cheers.) J[here-
fore he should support the bill, although
he himeelf would have framed it dif-
feremtly. The bill, however, could be
altered in committee. Continuing, Mr.
Gladstone said the Government admitted that
the judicial rents were too high, Here he
was interrupted by cries of **No.” ¢Then,”
he asked, ** what did Lord Salisbury mean
when he said that the difference between juet
rents and judicial rents must be made up by
the state?" .

Lord Randolph Cburchill-—~Lord Salisbary
rever said anything of the kind,

Mr. Gladstone—The noble dord is boid in
his assertion. I do mot know whether there
is any limit to that boldness, but I see mo
ground to recede fremany statement. (Cheers.)
M;:. Gladetone said he had ‘never committed
himself as to rents of leaseholders, and
therefore Joould hold himself open to con-
pider what was snid on the subject by both
Nutionalists and Conservatives, retaining full
liberty to consider the bogt form in-which the
measure should ultimately appear.

So she went there on
Thursday afterncon in her curriage,
and was supported down the loog
aisle of the church to the altar rail, baing
barely able to drag her feet along the car-

ted fluor. She knelt up t» the rail, and

ather Albino solemoly asked the blessing of
God upon her, and at her request rcbbed a
sacr.d relic upon her powc:l:es hands and
arms. Then he bade her srise, und she arose
anl walked weeping and praying to the door
of the church, apparently restored to her
usual health and all her discase departed.

OUn only the day befure, it is said, Mra.
Catharine Murphy, who had come all the
way from Pottaville, Pa., to ask the priest to
iutercede for her, was also curca of paralysis.
sShe had been 3o gorely afilicted that she was
unable to walk withous crutches, but when
the priest had blessed her and told her to
huve faith and try to walk without her
crutches, she started timidly to obey him,
and as her confidence came she moved
easily, unaided, to a pew, whers she knelt
in prayer, the solemn acene being ren-
dered stiil more touching by the sobs which
came from the believers in all parts of the
church. The woman lef: ber crutches in the
church and walked calmly out of the door
through which bat a few mirutes befure she
had buen able only to hobble painfully,

Then there was the equally marvelious cure
of Miss Lamonte, which took place on Sstur-
duy. Miss Lamounte came from the South, a
long journey, and she, tno,bad tried «ll world-
ly devices and remedies to be rid of her dieease.

Then he brought
forth the sacred relic—a bit of bone which is
said to have been o part of St. Pault, Itisa
mere airy trifle now, enclosed in a circulur
frame of massive silver, with a piece of glass
befure it go that all may look reverently upun
it—the whole resen.bling & hand mirro: in an
elaborate setting. With this he rubbed the
woman's shoulders and sides, eaying : ‘*Ariae,
my child.” And this she did, bat still leaning
on her cratches; whereupon Father Albino
said :

¢ Lay the crutches aside and walk without
fear, remembering your faith.”

The sufferer dropped the crut:hes, and,
with her relatives by her side ready to catch
her should she fall, went to u pew, where she
prayed as others had prayed before her, and
went away soon after, it is said, wholly
healed. Her crutches she left at the rail, and
they were put aside by the altar, where are

nearly o score of other crutches, and
even many mors cares and supports
which have accumulated there, their

owners having gladly bade them farewell and
gone away, 8s they devoutly believed, espe-
cially singled cus by Providence as objects
of His blessing. There are two great groups
of these sad mementos of buman ills, one on
each side ot the altar, and they are gazed
upon with reverence by the suppliants who
come daily to aek that their woes, too, may
be relieved.

«] awn sorry these things get abroad,’
asid Father Albino, ¢‘for they are calculated
to awaken the vanity of priests, The people
in their simple faith attribute that power to

me asd ask for my prieatly officee in their be-
balf. I cannot refuse them. If they are
healed it is the mercy of God. Sometimes the
ssme person cumes once and twice and even
thrice with no result, ' I counsel such persons
to pray and orme again and again, and not
deapair. We have Protestants who come as
well as Catholice, and now and then a Jew,
all asking relisf from their disease, I make
no distinciion of creed, If the poor and
afiliated come to me and request that I aek
God's bleesing upon them, I cannot re-
fuse, ' If the blessing is gramted, it is
something In which 1 bave no oon-
cern.

THE MAKTYRS' MEMORIAL.

As the national memorial to the devoted
martyrs, Brebeuf and Lallemant, at Penetin
guishene, hus been so prominently before the
people of Canada of late in consequence of the
ceremonies conpe*ed with the laying of the
corner stone bySi -uitaries of Church and
S:ate, it may be ~& cresting to your readers
to have a pen-pictire of the apot where, two
hundred and fifty years sgo, Church and
State, in the persons of the miseionaries and
Champlain, started the loaven of Chris
tianity and civilization in the pagan wilder-
ness.

The Bay of Penetanguichene, which is
divided into two large basine, the inner and
outer harbore, is exquisitely lovely. T1he
outer harbor, a broad reach of water, locked
at the entrance from any poseible storm or
sea by the laryo islani—B:ausoleil—and the
southern groups of the thirty thousand ialands
of the Georgian Bay, narrows down at the
junction with the inner harbor to a channel
gsome one thousand fecet wide, At thir
channel, on the left, as you enter tha
innor harbor, the hill, on which ia huiit
the Ontario Reformatory, with its noble
facade of granitz, snd with its clusters of
handsome houses and cosy cottages the
hom.es of the offickrs and guards of the inati-
tution, stands out§n bold reliet. The grounds,
which are large, ato laid out with very bean.
tiful park-like effett, and groups of the origi
nal forest trees—naks, maples, elms and
birches—sget off the buildings and forma
noble backgronnd. Oa the right of the chan-
nel there arc some thousand acres of hard-
wood bush rising from the water in gradual
ascent and forming ot al' seasons, but more
particularly in the fall, an exquisite setting
to the deep blue of the water. Passing
through the Gap snd rounding Magazine
1sland, on which still stands the arsenal of
the garrison that formerly occupied the bar-
racks that preceded the Ontario Reformatory
at this point, we come in full view of the
town of Penetanguishene, scattered along the
heights on the left and lining the shores and
‘banks of the inrer harbor for a front of three
milee before va,

The view of the town from the entrance to
the inner harbor is a charming one, The ter-
raced banks on each aide rise to a height of

‘two hundred feet, advancing and receding,
dipping &nd rising, forming the most pic-

tureaque diversity of scenery. [Even the
manufactories on the shore seem to have
caught a little of the spirit of beauty
and ‘to have tried to harmonize with the
scene. It seems hard for instance to
et any heauty out of a tannery, yet
ﬁrerthaupt Bros., of Berlin, have made a

veritable pieture of the large tannery

"erected by them at the firat point we pass,

The tannery buildings, painted a dark red,
shine out through a maak of green trees, and
between them and the shore the pretty sum-
mer cottages of the owners stand amongat the
lawns and trzes, completing a group that in

.color and torm is most pleasing,

Then come the saw mills with their

‘'wharves and lumber yards, all backed up

by the green banke of the hillaide, and
neatling in the southern end of the
harbor lisa the business and mercantile por-
tion of the little town. 'Those who would
look for signs of an old town would be disap-
pointed, as the Flaoe- is nearly all new. The

shene is being rapidly tora

down, and is being replaced with handsome
modern bulldings, erected in an honest, sub.
atantial manner that shows they are meant
to stay. The ohange cilected in the laat tonr
years is marvellove, mors particularly con-
sidering the fact that old :owas are hard to
improve, but Penetanguishene has all the
vigor and push of the vounze:: and most
active of ita neighbira.
The »site on which the memorial is being
erected is on the hilltop in the centre of the
town. The position is a mos: commanding
oue, and the building will be in full view,
from the hasement up, from the water in the
barbar, It will be the fizet thing to catch
the eye on entering the harbor, and its
towers will ferm a glorious landmark to the
Approaching vessel
Situat-d ua Penctanguishenc is wizhin four
houra travel by rail from Toronto, contain-
ing fins storcs of every description, large
industries, good schools and churches, and
all the comforts auni convenitnces of modern
life, and with an embarrassmens of lovely
sites for vills anl park lots on the beautifol
terraced bavke overlooking the harhor, it
cannot but Li:eeme a place of importance,
The wisdem of its s leticn for the nacienal
memorial to the call.at Frenchman, wno did
an much for the histay efour laad, wiil shew
more year by year ; nnd there wiil be few
sighta in Cansda in the futvre than the ap.
proach up the waters of this lovely bay, with
its 1ising hills dotted with lovely homes, in
the midat of which the croes wiil stind out
fromn the lofty stone tawern of the memorial,
a living testimony of the faith of thore wha,
three centuries ago, gave ap their liver here
f:r the Master's causc.

THE HILL OF SLANE.

People too nr:quertly in travelling in
Irelan:d paes by uen ticed the most sacred as
well as the most beantitul spat naot culy tu
Meath but sccend to none in Ireland, for ita
scenery and grand views—the ancient Hill
of SNlane, 2n whose glorious summit the
tirst Holy Nacritice of the Mass was offered
up in Irelsnd by our great Apastle Saint
'atrick, who landed at Colpa, now Celpe,
He and his followers ~ame up the Bovne,
stopping at Slane, 1le went up ¢ the Hill,
ani on Easter Sunday mcraing he celebrated
Mass, and lighted the Pascbal Fire. The
Druida holding their festival at Tara, no fire
-was-aliowed to be iit but theirs ; they saum:
moned St. Patrick before King Leoghaire and
his court, where ho baptized the King

and nmeveral of his court. Returning
to Sline he founded the beautiful
chapel and monustery whose grand

and mujestic ruina crown the summit of ‘the
sacred Hill. The beltry is the highest of any
in Ireland, and from the formation of the
beitry loft there must bave been a chime of
bells. The architecture even of that
remote area must have been grand, as
the splendid windows in the college and
apire still show. Saint Patrick’s followers
must have been Frenchmen, as some of the
mementoes scattered in the ruins show,
ove & carved stone with the Fleur Ds Lis
in the wall of the college. It was notel as
a scat of learning. The Dauphin of France,
Dagobert, came there to be educated, and
died during his studiecs. His grave is
pointed out in the graveyard, with a plain
slab with a crozier und a mitre, showing
he was a dignitary of the Churoch, The
beauty of the building was spoiled, to a
certain extent, by the building of the pres.

A short distance beyond the
Moat or a slight elevution is o aplendid view
of the Valley of the Boyne from
Trim to Morninogton, aa also Skryne
and Tars, the DMountains of Dublin, Kil-
dare, Westmeath and Cavan, and one
short half-mile distant and directly oppo-
site are the mountuine of Harrastown on
which the ever momorable '98, the brave
Wicklow and Wexford men made their final
struggle in Meath ;—fighting like heroes,
though bstrayed, exhausted, and with no
ammunition they made a pgallant stand
against the bloody Yeomen, under Colonel
Costello, & German, who shot a number of
the brave fellows ; their graves are thero
with the grass growing crimson on
them. Many a true and thrilling tale
is told of the atrocities of Costello
and his bloody Yeo’s around Slane during
that period. But cold, indeed, muet be the
Irishman's heart that standing on such a apat,
with the sacred ruins at his back, and the
Croppy's Graves betore his eyee, would not
say with the poet:

money to bring emigrants from Europe,
He consulted .with J. Edward Marier,
one of the leading French Canadians
of Lawrence, regarding the projeet,
who atrongly coincided with him, and in
addition, Mr. Marier, who is a writer and
speaker of ability, publishad several extended
articles in leading French newspapers of New
England. The views expreesed being strong-
ly endorsed, a club was formed in this city by
the above-numod gentleman. Soon after, Dr.
Junsou La Palme viaited Lowell, where, with
the aid of Camille Roussia, a merchant, he
there organized u similar club, Each clul
has a president, eecretury and treasurer. It
is expected clubs will he formed in other cities
soon, all to be united together for thn pur-
poses of carrying out the objects designed.,

The congress was formed inte
a permanent body. Charles Marsh, of To.
ronto, was clected preaident ; Mr. W, Con.
way, of Hamilton, vice-president, and David
Hastings, of Toromto, secrotary-treasurer,
An executive board, connisting of ten mem-
bers from different parts of the Dominion,
was constituted. It was decided to hold the
next meeting at Hamilton, Resclutions were
passed calling for the abolition of the Senate
ond the office of Lieut.-Governor, and fixing
the salary of the Governor-General at $15,000
per annum. The blue label of the Inter-
national Cigarmakers’ Union was approved
of by the congresa after a sharp discussion,
A large number of resolutions were adopted
calling upon the Government to introducs
reforms In the interesta of the working
classes, The congress adjourned to-night to
reassemble at the call of the executive.

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HOME RULE AND SCOTLAND. !

.. Theefforts of the Scottish Home Ralershave
hurdly received that attention from the pub-
lic which they deserve. This is uo doubt due
to the overshadowing presence and the greater
preponderance and more imposing agitation
for the same principlea in Ireland. But the
movement is in progress, and will, doubtless,
continue to gain in force, The very presence
of Mr. Apgus Sutheiland in Parliament
prcves  this. There is aomething like
retributive juatice in his election. We
are told that at the commencement of the
ceatury the then Marquis of Stafford burned
down the house of the present member's great
grondfather, together with many others of
evicted tenants. The parliamentary repre-
sentative of that part of Suthexlandshire has
been regsrded as almost the personal right of
Lord Staffcrd, but the extended suffrage
has  shown the drift of public opin.
jfon in that part of North Bii-
tein. This action is due to the awakening
of the people to the fact that they have righta
in the soil in accordance with the ancient
customa of the country, which rights have
been wrested from them., The hardy toilers
of that rugged region have beeu reminded of
certain historical, economical and political
phases of their condition, and the crofters’
agitation has assumed its present shape.
They are reminded of the historical fact that
tie system under which they live is the
feudal aystern of Eogland and the resuit of
militery conquest, which gradually swept
away the auncient tribal rights of Scotland,
Graduaily, becauso as » matter of fact it was
not until after the "45 that the legal craft, by
means of deeds which the people did mnot
fully understand, took from the clanpsmen
their rights in the public lands and vested
them in private individuals, and the old
‘“chieftains,” previously vested by the
clans with certain adminietrative functions’
orly, became proprietors of the lawde. From
thut mement the clans commenced to perish
e all but name and sentiment, the iatter
weakening, naturslly, with time. and as the
membors were compelled to scatter, making
way tor the deer and sheep of their chiefe.
From that time dificulty and pov.rty have
been alilicting the poor Scottish tenant until
at fast what is known as the Crofters’ move.
mins hias been forced into existence, This has
assumed such proportions that last year a
bill havipg for its object the advantage of
the Crofters, so {ar as enlargiog their boldings
were concerned, was passed ; but as the lands
are generally held on long leasce this act is
pot of much avail. The bLall, however, hus
been set rolling, and will cectninly not be
easily stopped in its progress. Tbe logijca;
conclusion of the agitation js falrly ex.
pressed by Mr. Sutherland himselt in a
vecent apeech, as follows :— ‘

I Lelieve that the solution of the Jand ues
tivo I Heotland willbe found sn Hume Rule
for Scotland, When Scotchnien are allow.d to
mmaf,'u ‘their vwn affaits, deer parss \ull gy
and the workers will get the land.

Thers are many
objectione to the plan, the principal cne
being that it seems pext to impoasible to
ruise enongh cattle for domestic consumption.

We, ae heles of all the ages, have
inherited many blessings, but also decided
on, of evil, foremost amonget theas being
the system which maintalns thac nature and
reason are the supreme law and explanstion
of everything. In the Encyclical, ** lmmor-
tale Dei,” of which the present document
may be said to be the complement, the origin
mdv development of this tsaching are olearly

traced. * That fatal and deplorable jon
for innovation which waearc in the six-
toenth century first threw the Chris-

tian religion into confosion, and then,

by obatural sequence, passed on to
pzilolophy, and thence pervaded all
ranks of society. From this source, as it

were, issued those later maxims of unbridled
liberty which in the midat of the terrible dis-
turbances of the last oentory were thonght
out and proclaimed as the principles and foun-
dation of that new jurisprudence previously
unkaown, which, in many points, is out of
harmony not only with the Christian law,
but aleo with the natural law.” The *‘{ree-
thinking” to which the so.called Refor-
mation gave rise, and which the secta
have since encouraged, has, in fact, produced
tendencies completely opposed to the welfare
of society, Throngh the labors of philoso-
phers, the writings of novelists and the arti-
clea of journalista concurrent attempta have
been made to remove the moral barriers
which religion had raised ap against human
passions. The Masonic lodges have taken
a very aclive part in this work of weak-
eaing the influence of Christianity. They
have instigated virulent attacks on the
Church, promoted ami-Catholic feeling, aa-
sailed the charactera of the clergy, and sided
the movement tor banishing religion from the
public schools. Their efforta have not been
without abundant fruit. ‘lbe governing au-
thorities in the nations of Kurope are to day
menaced by daring plcia on the part of reve-
lutionary associations, and socialistic lessone,
adverse to the preservation of order, are
sedulous'y preached to all ranka of society.
To this deplorable result the poverty of the
toiling classea has no doubt contributed in a
considerable measure. Wherever there is
migery there is likely to be disaffection to the
state. Man's destiny upon ear:h is hard
enough when he gains his bread by the sweat
of his brow ; but when there is no bread to
earn, that he eeeks work in vain, and
discoverswhen every avenue to an honest
livelihood is closed agammst him, it be-
comes doubly severe, and the tempta-
tions to denounce current principles and
social institutiops are vastly increased.
If, in addition to the hardship of having to
endure starvation, he isirritated by the sight
of opulenze side by aide with his misery ; if
he receives little sympathy in his troubles and
is forced to the conclusion that under existing
circumstances there is small hope of redrets
for hia grievances, the strain upon his patience
ia still more trying, anl the probability of
his being converted into a foe of public order
far greater. It is for men in this unhappy
state that the chimerical ideas of socialist
agitators consatitute a grave danger, and it is
amongst them that the apostles of revolution
find disciples. )
Mankind vary enormously iz natural and
acquired gifts, Itis impossible to hinder
a strong man aucceeding where a weak man
faile, or & wise man riting where a foolish
man falls ; till we can make men equally
wise, strong and virtuous there will be pro-
found differences of condition just as there
are profound  difforences  of  char.
acter. No laws can  hinder &
good workman getting better employ-
ment and higher paythsn » bad one a
good physician or lawyer artracting crowds
of clients, waile the dull and carelaas prac-
titionor starves, the prudent merchant or
tradesman amasaing a fortune while the idle
or reckless loses one, Mlodern civilization
does mot diminish but accentuatve moral and
intellestual differences. It is more difficult
for the idle, the improvident and the vicious
to hold their own in the race of life now
than in ruder ages. All our processes
are more refined, all require greater skill
and higher character, and there is an in-
creaged tendency to precipitite the coarser
materia. to the bottom of the sacial edifice ;
hence we see in all our cities & huge and mel-
ancholy deposit of human wretchedness and
vice. An honest desirc to raise this sunken
mases of human beings accounts for much of
the sacialism ; but achemes for compulsary
distributing wealth amongat the poor will
never succeed while such vital differences ex-
ist in the capabilities of mankind, These are
considerations which Catholics must beur in
mind when appeals are made to them to join
in agitations for the amelicration of their con-
dition. The Church of which they are mem-
bers puta no restrsint upon them with re-
apect to the advocacy of sound economic doc-
trines, They are at perfect liberty to de-
mand legitimate retorms, and, whilst respect-
iug individaal rights, to use all their influence
to bring about a more just distribution of
wealth ; but Catholics cannot subscribe to
Prudhon’s principle that **properly is rob-
bery,” nor become the allies of men who are
undermining religion, and uprooting belief in
a future existence. —Catholic Times.

Loxpex, Sept, 14.—In the Commons this
evening Sir J. Ferguson, under {oreign
secretary, regardiog Prin:a Alexsnier's ab-
dication, said the Goveinmect possessed no
official information which would justify them
in stating that the Czir compelled the Prince
to abdicate. He therefore could not make a
timilar assumption. The seiznre and abduc-
tion of the Prince, he said, were dueton
mutiny of part of the Bulgurian army. At
the same time the under-secretary added :
The (Government would decl ns to lay before
the house the negutiations wu progress rels-
tive to the Bulgariun crisis for the reason
that publicity would surve no good purpose
and might do harm, The regency of Bul-
garia, he said, were followinz constitutional
forms, and all the part'es in the country ap-
peared to co-operate for peace.

Sr. PETERSBURG, S:pt. 14 —The Novo-
Sti says the Bulgarian army must be made a
reliable Russian vanguard und Bulgarian for-
eign policy must ba ideatical with that ot
Ruesia. The Nora Vremye urges the Gov-
ernment not to lose a minute in taking into
its hand the restoration of order in Bulgaria.
The Journal dc St. Petersbury says the Bal-
garian National Assembly is assailed by
every intrigue. It should devote itself to the
permanect intereats and future security of
the country. ** The aesembly,” adds the
Journal, ‘* has not authority to elect a Prince
to the Bulgarian throne.”

CONSTANTINOPLE, Sapt. 15.—The British are

LONDON, ONT.

Loxpoy, Oat.,, Sept. 14,—The annual
meeting of the Supreme Council Catholic
Mutual Benefit Association began here to-day.
Previous to the mecting tho delegates went
to St. Peter’s cathedral, where a sermon was
preached by Bishop Walsh. The walls of
the association hall, in which the meoeting
was held, were completely covered with
banpera and bunting, the Stars and Stripes
and Union Jack being eapccially noticeable,
President W. C. Shields, Gorey, Penn , took
the chair and introduced B. C. McCann,
president of the London branch, who read an
address of welcome. Responses were made
by the president and J. L. Hine, ot Buffalo.

Of course his instrument is rude and primi-
tive.—for ono thing, he suggests a different
wire for each letter of the alphabst—but
substantially, as Mr. Douglas ciaims, **it is
the cleciric telegraph—we have developed
and improved it, but we have dono no more,”

But who was *C. M.”? Sir David Brew-
ster referced to the above mentioned letter in
an article he contributed to the North Dritish
Hecior in 1859, and this reference elicited
the information. A Mr. R. H. Loudun
wrote t» Sir David from Port-Glasgow im-
mediately afcer the publication of the
article, stating thet *C, M.” must
have been a ““Charles Morrison, who
was a native of Greenock, and who
was a kred surgeon,” but who had removea
to lenfrew. Loudan’s iuformant was a
friend of the name of Foreman, whose grand-
father had koown Charles Morrison person-
ally, had reccived a letter from him deserib-
ing his clecsrical experiments, and who used

DR. O'RIELLY'S DILEMMA,

On Ang, 10 all the priests bat t wo of the Ro-
man Catholio Diocess of Deiroit asaembiea ai
the College of the Amsumption ia Siniwich,
Canads, and organized the Diocessn Synod.
The Synod formully promulgated sight sta.
tates, strict compliapce with which is obliga-
tory on all membars of the Romun Cathatic
Church within the. territcrial imits of the De
troit dlocese. These statutes prohibit figored
music in the churches, the admission of neo-
Catholics as singers into the choire, and the
holding of church fairs and picnics, and fix
rulea for the governing of the parochia!
schools and the examination of the local
clerzy. But it i3 the sixth clause of the
statutes which has made a stic. The sixth
clause in as follows :

# No priest in our diocese is permitsed to
hold a political offics of any kind, por an
office in a soclety or association of a purely
political aim or purpose, und if any priest, at
this present time, holds anch an office,*he
ahall forthwith resign, and forward the evi.
dence of having given up eatirely and relin-
quished such office, to the Bishop within cne
month from this 19¢h day of August, 1888."

Just aa this was being enacted, the Rev.
Dr. Charles O'Reiily, pastor of St. Patrick’s
Church, Detroit, was receiviog, in the Con-
vention of the Irisa National Lesgue of
America at Chicugo, an enthuslastio re-
election to the office of National Treasurer of
that organizaticn. It is ststed that the
Bishop of Det-oit will muke no exception to
the rule, and hence the Rev. Dr. O'Reilly
has just one week left in which to make
a choice between the horns of a very
awkward dilemma. If he elacta to hold the
Trensurership, he must leave his parish and
the diocese ; eni, aa tho whole of tLe influ-
ence sud value of his position in the Irish
Nution] Leagune comes from the confidenc:
reposed in him by virtue of his ec lesiastical
standing, such & move would entirely de-
stroy that confidence amcng the people who
make up the bulk of the membirship of
the orgounization, and from whom the
funds that the Treasurer holds are
supposed to come, Oa the other henl, it he
abandons the Treasurership of the lrish
National League, such a move will disarrange
much of the work done at the Chicago Con
vention, Dr, O'Reilly’a successor would have
to be appointed by the Nutiupal Kxecuuve
Committee, which is controlled Ly the in-

:rests repreaenting Patrick Egan and
Alexander Sullivan, against whose manage-
ment there was so much tilk at aod before
the Convention. Their nelection will be surtly
objected to as that of a facticn, and not of
the whole League, and the right sort of
a man for 82 importsnt un office as Treasurcr
will be difficult to get.

Those
trest:d with bone and potash were not af-
fected, Subsequently half of the former died
of yellows. QOaly oue vase of yellowa nocurred
in the others. To this tree tan pounds of
muriate of potuh were applied, and it was
sovercly pruned. It mede a perfectly healthy
growth, The safer. way would have been to
take this out, bat it was left for experimert.
Mr. Halo thought that by carefal cul-ur,
close pruning, and fertilizing with boua una

potash, we may secure, in & t meanurey,
exemption from this disesse.—Couatry
Qentleman.

BEES,

A writer in the Bee Journal saya that bees
have a strong antipathy to dark-colored ob-
jects. A biood of chickens ran about his
nivea, The bees stung one of the dark ones
to death, and did oot nolest the light-coloved
oues. He ssya that a man with a black plug
hut rarely geta stung, the bees devoting their
enti1o attention tu shootiog the hat.

CARE OF HORSES,

If owners end drivers ot horses were sll
post=d ou the subject of foodaand how they
should be fed, norses and other working
stock would fare bettsr than they do. It is
not generaly known, although copstantly
presented througn agricultural papers dur-
wy the last few years, that carbonaccous
foods furnish ouly heat snd metion, while
the uitrogenons foods furoish muscle and
power. It is not even gencraily known what
carbonaceous and nitrcgenous fcods are, and
auany do not even know the definitions of the
terms, nor of others used as synonyma.
But if these facta were koown, common
sense would toach owners of horses that
fust going and hard werk require fre-
yuent feeding of concentrated food --pot
wu concentrated as to pack in the ttomach,
but with just enough coarse material
t> Lkeep tne food lovse, so thut the
gastric juice may penetrate and dissolve it.
Corn is a concentrated food, but it is not of
the right kind ; it is tvo caibonmceous, fur-
pishing heat and motion, hut a small amount
of muecle muterisl nnd torce. Hay and grass
are tio bulky, and the horie cannot eat
encugh to et sutlicient nourishment when
kard worked or hard driven. Oata come the
neatest to the ti'ling of all requisitea of o
complete food ; yet, it they are crushed, the
addition aof a little pes-meal would bs an
improvement in cases where exira exertion
is demsnded. lut it should be borne in mind
that the more violent the <xeirtion, the soonar
the food i3 used up aad the sy:tsm exhausted,
and aa the horse has a very small stomach in
proportion to his body it will be seen that it
must need frequent filling wheu the borse
does extra duty ; indeed, it needs flling
oftener than it gemerally is tilled under ordi-
nary circomstances. The writer has often
heard it ssseried that it does no good to teed
a horse extra when it had done extra work.
As well suy the owner does not require extra
fuod when exhausted from hard work, Sarely
& man taking much physical exercise needs
more food than one taking none, The zeme
is true of the horse,

ABOUT HOGS.

The hog is not naturally a nasty animul.
Oa the costrary, he is very particular where
he sleeps and what he eats. It is true, if he
esnnct get pure, cold water to bathe or roll
in, he will take the best he can get, even
if it be the filthicat mud hole. If yoi1 want
sweet pork, the hog muet have purs water
to drirk and for wallow. When shut up
to fatlen, he must have a clean plank
-floor, with u little clean bedding, changed
often. Give (Jean corn, either raw, cooked,
or graund, with pure water. In summertime
he snould have, with hia grain, all the sweet
grass he wants ; in wintor, second growth of
c over hay, In summerund winter he should
have us much as he will eat of lime and salc
mixed, Never let him stop growing; und
«lwghter him in his vest flight of growth,
and then you wiil have sweet pork, — German-
town Teivyraph,

TREATMENT OF TULLS,

T va have been several inatances this sea-
son of death from being gored by infuriated
vulls, and u correspondent at Santa Monica
suggests A plan by which such occurrences
may be inn great measure prevented. A
pitve of dry rawhide i3 cut of such shape
t1as it w.li entirely cover the animals tace.
Two holws are leit for the horns, with
siits 1unaing from these openicgs to the
outaide, to that the rawhide muy be
laced tightly to the horns and thus przvented
from coeming loose. As every one knows,
dry rawhide is about as ¢tili as a board, and
when u buls face is thus covered he is pre-
vented from seeing except at the sides, and
thus may be easily avoided when in snangry
mood. This is the sume old idva of hanging
a board over the face of an unrualy cow to
prevent fence Lreaking, and there is no rea.
son why it should not work well with bulls
of bad temper. At all events it is wortha
trial. —8an Francisco Chronicle,

CONCERNING FOWLS,

Success with fowls kept exclusively for
their egas is gained enly by constantcare far
their cleanliness nnd comfort, They must
have o variety of food, n good, large run,
with opportunity to exercise, or lie forced
to take exercise in scratching for their feed,
as upon & floor covered with chaffed
straw. ‘They may be kept safely
in flocks of seventy to one hun-
dred, but the [arger the flock the more danger
there is from disease and from thievea. The
free use of crude carbolic acid is a great safe-
guard. It may be applied in sawduat or clay,
the dry materiul being moistened by the cai-
holic acid thoroughly stirred into it. The less
of the carbolic acid that is used the better,
provided every pavvicle of sawdust or of
dry clay bas its quota. The disinfect-
ant, thus prepared, may be used in the
nests, in the dusting box, upon the floors,
under the roosts, eto. It is fatal alike to
parasites and to tendency to disesse in most
cases. It cannot be depended onin dirty
houses, for fermerting manure, receiving
fresh additions constantly, will overpow(r
almost any disinfectant that could he safely
used. By spading or plowing up a porsion of
the rune frequently, fowls gain healthiful ex-
ercige and fnd a few grubs and worms, and
with breeds of fowls which are active by
nature, cxercise means eggs, and inoidentally
perfect health,— American Agriculturisi..

Most of the
Luildings were deggrated rnd the itreets
looked guy. The Hibernian Baink building
was conspicuous by its total lack of decora-
tion. The K.liare Street Club House was
filled with pevple. In Nassau a banner with
the inscriptiou, ¢ The Queen and the Conati-
tution,” was displayed.

Regal party was welcomed at the Castle by o
large crowd of Loyalists, who cheered heasrt-
ily.

STRING BEAXNS.

String them on both sides with a sharp
knifs, out into lengths, and cook tender in
hot salted water. The time will depend on
the age snd size ; drain well, stir butter,
pepper and salt throngh them, and dish.

GRAHAM FLOUR.

Graham flour must be kept bug-tight, or
before you are aware, it will be full ot webs
and worme. A butter tub is very safe and
convenient to store it in. Have & tight fitting
cover, hoops taocked on and outaide painted.

B0 CURE SOBE THROAT.

A young Iady sits in & draught, and comes
home with a bad sora throat, Wrap fannel
around the throat keeping out ot dranght and
audden changes of atmosphere, and every
half-hour take a pinch of chloride of potash,
place it on the tosgus, snd allow it to dixsolve
in the mouth,
A NICE CAKE.

Sift two tablespoonfuls of cinnamon and a
teaspoonful of sea-loam into ome pound of
flour ; stir tv a cream half a pound of butter
and rub with the flour. Beat three eggs and
tbree-quarters of a pound of sngar together,
and mix lightly with the other ingredients.
Do not atir much., Drop by the spooanful on
buttered tina and bake,

TOOTHACHE.

Toothache often arises from acidity of the
saliva, which cauees irritation and inflam-
mation of the exposed nerves. A etrony
soluticn of bi-carbonate of soda will generally
remedy thia kind of toothache., The mouth
should be well rinsed with the solution, and
it may be also applied to the teeth and gums
with a moderately hard brush.

DELMONICO PUDDING,

Stir thres tablespoonfuls of corn starch into
one yusrt of boiling milk, and let it boil two
minotes ; beat the yolk of tive eggs with aix
tablespoonfuls of sugar, favor and stir in the
corn flour. Put the whole in a dish and bake
it. Beat the whites of the eggs aud stirinto
them tbres tablespoonfuls of sugur, and
whep well done apread on the top and bake
a light brown,

INK STAINS,

Ink staios can be removed from a carpet by
freely pouring milk on the place, and leaving
it to roak in for s time, then rub it 2o as to re-
move all ink, and scoop up the remaining
milk with a spoon ; repeat the progress with
meore milk, if necensary ; then wash it off with
clean cold water, and wipe it dry with cloths.
If this is donme when the ink is wet, the milk
takes all atain out of woullen materials in-
staatly but when it has dried, a little time is
required.

TEAL DUCK AND JELLY SAUCE,

Plice two ducks in a baking-tin, sprinkle
the breasts with a little flour snd seasoning,
cover with a piece of buttered paper, and
bake thirty minutes in a hot oven, removing
the paper a few minutes befors wanled, to
allow the breasts ta brown. Place in a stow-
pan one pint of stock broth, one bay leaf, a
tew ull-apice, a sprig of thyme, & small po! of
red currant jelly, a little roux and some sea-
soning ; boil oll together ten minutee, strain
through & tine hair sieve, add a glass of port
wine. Plice the ducks on a hot digh, and
pour some of the Loiling sauce over them, and
have the rest, and one lumon cut inty small
pieces on a plate, handed around with the
duck.

CUT,

If the edgeaof a cut are drawn cloaely to.
gether before it has entirely atopped bleeding
and Xkept in their plsces, it will heal very
rapidly and leave no perceptible scar. Get
surgeon's adbesive plaster, both kinds, the
thin snd the strong, cut it into narrow strips,
snd when the bleeding has mearly ceased,
wash the wound with a soft sponge or piece
of old linen wet with warm water, and dry it
carefully ; then dip the thin plaster into
water and apply it. Being transparent, you
can ses through it that the edges are united ;
then wirm the thick plaster, and bind it over
the other, and bandage, if the wound requirea
it, This may have to be repested after
twenty-four hours, but not if the plaster
adhere well. This much ot surgery every
woman should know, and be ready to practice
if necessary, pnd the beaefit to the sufferer will
amply repay the effort at self-control that it
may require.

Mangrin, Sept. 20.—A\ revolutinn was at-
tenipted last evening by a sumber of Spanish
troups quartered in this city. The nyriviog was
ill planved and ill managed aud practically
amounted to little more than & mutiny. The

trouble  was  inauvgurated by a regi-
went of infantry warteredd  ia Gil-
blas barracks. The woldiers revolted and

One body weunt to Prado, the
principal park, A thousandiroups werequartered
in Prado at the time and thu revolutionists ex.

on the peaple to join in the revolution, erying
“Live the Republic” and making all kinds of
threats apaninst the monarchy, At this (ime the
theatres and other places of amusewment were
crowded. The populace were taken by sur-
prisa  In'most of the public places the peopie
flocked out in a panic. In all the entertain.
menta were abiuptly terminated. The strevts
goon filled with people, peurly ull of whom were
terror stricken hecavse of the exaggerated idens
of what was trapspiring, .
