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The end of Inst week witnessed a very
unusual commotion in our generally
Quiet city. The street car employees
went out on strike at three o'clock in
the morning of March 29. Their chief
grievances were insufficient wages and
the non-recognition of the Union. Mr.
William Mackenzie, president of the
Winnipeg Electrie Street Railway, had
Previously attempted through his chos-
en representatives here, to settle the
dispute amicably; but foreseeing 4
Tupture, he had sent on from the ehst
a foree of experienced men, who man-
ned the cars as soon as the strike was
declared. However, the service was
80 irregular on Thursday, the 20th, that
many travellers who had relied on the
Street cars to catch an early train,
missed it. The few street cars that did

with hisses and hooting. This mani-
festation soon became more threatening.
By noon nine cars had Dbeen forcibly
stopped and left standing empty on the

rails. A few hours later three other cars
were burned. No cars were run at
night. But the turmoil lasted till the

afternoon of Friday, the 30th. The
storm centre was between DPortage
Avenue and James Street. There were
several broken heads. About 2 p.m.
the crowd of five or six thousand people
hear the C.P.R. subway became sO
menacing that Mayor Sharpe, standing
up in his carriage, read the Riot Act, and
as the mob did not seem to realize th’e
gravity of this solemn warning, His
Wvorship ordered out the troops. The
sight of the soldiers, armed and ready
to fire, effectually quelled the mob. A
* genera) rush for side streets and shelter
of any kind followed. The street was
cleared as if by magic. The troops
returned to Fort Osborne barracks
about five in the afternoon. In the
evening they paraded the streets and
: remained under arms all night. But
there was happily no necessity for f‘ur-
ther show of military possibilit.l.es.
From that time forth during the ensuing
week there have been daily rumors that
the strike was about to end, coupled on
Wednesday of this week with a rumor
that there might be a sympathetic
strike of many other labor unions. 1_\11(1
all the time cars continue to run with-
out any interference since the 30th ult.
The company state that they have
thirty-five cars in operation. But they
do not attempt to run on Higgins of
Dufferin Avenues. At first few pas-
Sengers ventured to try the irregular
and insufficient service, but on Wednes-
d‘dy,A before nightfall, several cars were
comfortably full. Meanwhile most of
our fellow citizens, and especially the
tired laborer after his heavy day’s work,
have had to walk.

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THE RIGHT REV. J. C. O'BRIEN

A few wecks since, the public press
noted the passing of a prominent figure
from the stage of Canadian public life,
the sudden death of Hon. Raymond
Prefontaine, Minister of Marine.

Now it is our sad duty to chronicle
the passing of another equally promin-
ent, but whose path of duty lay in the
service of the Church; the demise of
His Grace, Most Rev. J. C. O'Brien,
Archbishop of Halifax. At his resi-
dence in that city at cleven o’clock on
the night of the ninth of March he was
suddenly and unexpectedly summoned
Home.

For some years past His Grace had
not been in vigorous health, but still he
dischgrged his high and important duties
with the selfsame force and power that

ever characterized his Archiepiscopal
administration. There was no intima-
tion of any serious lapsing of those vital
energies, and the news of his sudden
death came as a shock to the whole com-
munity. All, without distinction of
class or creed, mourn his death, but it
comes with especial pain to those whose
interests, spiritual and temporal, as his
flock it was his pal;ticula.r solicitude
to foster and to guard.

His activities on their behalf continu-
ed to the end; only two Sundays before
his death a lengthy Lenten Pastoral was
read in all the churches of the Diocese,
breathing the spirit of the “Good
Shepherd’” in every phrase, the product
of his pen. To the last moment he was
“about his Father’s business.”

For some time it even appeared
to intimate acquaintances that his
health was improving. With favorable
weather he took his daily walks, and
on the occasion of the State Funeral
of the late Minister of Marine above
referred to, the Archbishop, after con-
ducting the religious ceremonies on
board the battleship “Dominion,” walk-
ed in the long procession with a step as
light at least as any of his years.

True, for some days he had been
under a doctor’s care, but the malady
which troubled him for some years was
not the cause of his death; apoplexy
was the form which the summons took
to call him to his last long rest.

The deceased prelate was born on the
fourth of May, 1843, of Irish parents,
near new Glasgow, in that little province,
Prince Edward Island, which has given
to America among thousands of others
less distinguished who first saw the
light within its red-walled shores, Father
MacKinnen, the peaceful hero of Manila
Bay; Jacob G. Schurman, President
of Cornell, and James Jefirey Roche,
the brilliant literary genius, now repre-
senting the Government of his adopted
country in a distant land.

Although born in a state where all
have plenty, though opulence is rare,
still the parentage of all those men was
what the world calls humble.

The future Archbishop commenced
the struggle of life as a clerk in a
country store in his native” province;
associated with him in this occupation
was Jacob G. ' Schurman, another
country boy. On common ground they
grasped the ladder at its lowest rounds,
and rose by innate merit, each in his

chosen calling, to the highest place they
might attain.

As a boy the youthful ('Brien
studied at the public schools, and at the
age of.nineteen cntered St. Dunstan’s
College to study for the priesthood.
Two years afterward he was selected
by the Bishop of Prince Edward Island
to fill a vacancy as student in the Col-
lege of the Propaganda at Rome.

There his brilliant talents found wider
scope; he carried off the highest prize
for general excellence in a school which
draws its students from every quarter
of the globe, and he graduated as
Doctor of Divinity and Philosophy.

In 1871 he returned, ordained a
priest, to his old Alna Mater in the
Island province. There he spent two
years in preaching,—two memorable
years, imparting to those drawn to him
by his simple goodness and amiable
zeal some portion of that intellectual
treasure of which he had borne so rich
a part from the banks of the classic
Tiber.

The next year he spent at the cath-
edral of the capital city, Charlottetown.
There his zeal as a pastor, combined
with persuasive pulpit eloquence and
moderation but firmness in every act,
won the esteem of all with whom he
came in contact.

But failing health required his trans-
fer to less arduous duties, and aceord-
ingly he was assigned a country parish,
Indian River, where the simple sur-
roundings accorded well with his highly
refined but pure and modest tastes.
For eight years the parishioners of
Indian River found in him a kind and
zealous pastor. Here, too, other traits
of his high and gifted character began
to be unfolded, and many literary gems,
more highly esteemed the better known,
take “a habitation and a name” from
this quiet country parish and its un-
assuming parish-priest.

Gifted with high literary taste, his
more serious works show a depth of
reasoning power which lends stability
to philosophic thought, while his prac-
tical productions manifest the brightness
of simple diction, inspired at once by a
chaste imagination and a virile mind.

Of his former works the “Philosophy
of the Bible Vindicated,” published at
Charlottetown in 1876, seems to be the
most enduring monument by which
posterity may know the author’s name;
while the sonnet, “St. Cecilia,” which
bore the palm from all Catholic poets
of America at the time, may be taken
as a sample of his truly poetic power:—

“A shell lies silent on a lonely shore;
High rocks and barren stand with
frowning brow;
Hither no freighted ships e’er turn

their prow
Their treasures on the fated sands to
pour;
Afar the white robed sea gull loves to
soar;
But, pure as victims for a nation’s
vow,
A lovely maiden strikes the shell,
"and now
Its music charms, and sadness reigns
no more.

Thus, Christian Poesy, on pagan coasts
For ages mute had lain thy sacred
lyre,
Untouched since from the prophet’s
hand it fell,”
Till fair Cecilia, taught by ange! hosts,
+ Attuned its music to the heavenly
choir, ’
And gave a Christian voice to Clio’s
shell.”

To this he appended, with character-
istic modesty, the simple signature,
“C. O’Brien,” and when the judges
rendered the decision they did not know
for a time that the prize went to one
who might have supplemented the
merit of his contribution with the in-
fluence of a more weighty name. Virtue,
the keynote of his life, here as elsewhere
brought its own reward.

Twenty-three years ago, on the death
of the Most Reverend Michael Hannan,
the bishops of this ecclesiastical pro-
vince recommended the then young
Rev. Dr. O’Brien as his successor in the
Archiepiscopal throne. Rome, not un-
mindful of his brilliant record, respond-
ed to their wish. Hiy consecration as
Archbishop took place at St. Mary’s
Cathedral, Halifax, on January twenty-

For almost a quarter of a century,
through twenty-three arduous years,
His Grace manifested an indefatigable
activity in the administration of his
extensive diocese. In the city here
churches, schools and institutes of
charity stand as material monuments
to his devoted zeal; and more admir-
able than even those will be cherished the
memory of his many kindly deeds, the
sweet aroma of unostentatious virtue
lingering as a hallowed benison when
his earthly form is known to us no
more.

Of the various charges entrusted to
his care he was ever a zealous guardian;
fearless and uncompromising in the
defence of right; ““A faithful watchman
on the towers of Israel.”” But on the
part of those who might hold different
opinions this aggressive spirit produced
no bitterness: they rather admired his

unflinching courage and the open
candor with which his convictions were
expressed.

Archbishop O’Brien was an earnest
and eminent prelate; he was more,—he
was a public-spirited citizen, taking a
deep and active interest in all that con-
cerned the welfare of his country or of
the Empire of which it forms a part.

With parents from the Emerald Isle,
it was but natural he should be deeply
interested in all that appertained to
the relief of his kinsmen struggling
there. He was a champion of their
cause, but that sympathy did not im-
pair his unswerving loyalty to institu-
tiohs of British rule.

He was a prominent member, during
its existence, of the Imperial Federation
League, and a Vice-President for Nova
Scotia of the British Empire League
in Canada. At the funeral of Sir John
Thompson, Premier of Canada, who
died at Windsor Castle ip 1898, he
preached the State sermon, and in the
following year he was elected President
of the Royal Society of Canada.

But large a space as hig influence
occupied in the affairs both of Church
and State, he was ever the same kindly,
unpretentious and noble-minded friend
to all. Hospitable in hig private life,
the magnanimous instincts of his phil-
anthropic mind extended to embrace
the needs and pains of all humanity.
His was the knowledge “that buildeth
up,” without a trace of the pride “that
puffeth up.”

Thoroughly imbuéd with deep reli-
gious fervor, he was at the same time
possessed to an admirable degree of
those indefinable traits of character
indispensable to genuine popularity, all
so blending in his person as to win at
once respect and love,

Whatever he did, he did well; but the
kindly voice is now hushed forever, and
the friendly hand is now stilled in death.
The Church is bereft of & worthy prelate;
Canada in particular, and the Empire
at large, has lost one of her truest and
ablest sons. To both he leaves the
legacy of a memory from which genera-
tions yet unborn may draw the inspira-
tion of a higher and truer life; a tradi-
tion fragrant with the influence of
noble deeds, wafted down through the
corridors of distant time, and destined
to endure to that appointed day when
all voices shall be silent and every tongue
shall cease.

In a closing chapter of one of his latest
works the deceased Archbishop wrote:
“‘It is appointed unto al]l men once
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to die,” declares the Apostle, and weak
human nature, taught by every-day
events and warned by its own conscious-
ness of decay, practically takes up the
refrain and sounds it down the centuries.
A stern reality is this death, whether
borne on angel wings to kiss into con-
sciousness a lovely child, or whirled in
a chariot of fire to smite a vigorous
youth, or carried slowly forward in the
wallet of time to gently garner the
ripened fruit of a well spent life. A
dispeller of illusions, too, is this restless
pursuer of the human family.

Yet there is a triumphant ring in the
dying cry of the vanquished, ‘Non
omnis moriar, (‘not all of me shall
die,’) is the challenge the expiring
Christian throws down to victorious
Death, as he calmly passes to a life and
a state more real, though less material,
than the present.”

8o wrote the departed prelate. Death
came, too, to him, to ‘““garner the fruits
of a well spent life.”” He came though
not “as a chariot of fire,” or a restless
pursuer ‘“‘carried slowly forward.” He
came of a sudden, “to kiss into con-
sciousness’ of a wider life the soul that in
all its earthly course ever kept in view
this last and great transition. He, too,
passed calmly to that “State more real,”
and the benign expression of his now
pallid countenance that even the ac-
coutrements of the grave can not dispel,
shows in what mood the “faithful ser-
vant’ forsook this clay abode to receive
the reward of work “well done.”

The Cathedral was heavily draped in
black and purple, its “dim, religious
light”” still more subdued by the sombre
drapings. On either side, near the
capital of each stately pillar, and on
the drapings of the pulpit, a pure white
cross stands out in bright relief from
the surrounding gloom; mnear the base
of each pillar the darker folds are
clasped by a purple girdle, in symbol,
multiplied six times three of the bitter
sorrow now in every heart, but looking
Up in faith and hope to the Emblem
of Salvation, the one bright ray in this
hour of grief.

Pontifical High Mass was celebrated
by Archbishop Duhamel of Ottawa.
The Throne was occupied by Mgr.
Sbarretti, direct representative of the

Holy See, and grouped about him Arch-|

When people are well pleased
with real life it takes a very strong con-
trast in the imaginative sphere to stir
up humor.

Afraid to Denounce Immorality

That there is absolutely no salva-
tion outside the Catholic fold the
speaker went on to prove by a sort of
syllogistic argument under these
heads: (1) It is evident that the
founder of Christianity founded only
one Church; (2) that it was His in-
tention that all his spiritual followers
should belong to that Church; and
(3) that that Church is what we call
the Roman Catholie Church of to-day.
Elaborating these heads, the reverend
gentleman said that as Christ only
spoke of one Church, as a consequence
there must only be one. The Apos-
tles also took it for granted that there
was only one. Outside of this Church
no one can possibly be saved. This
Church which Christ established, said
the speaker, is the only Church which
has authority over men’s souls. Pro-
testant ministers are afraid to de-
nounce the immorality in their con-
gregations. Not so with the Roman
Catholic Church. Christ said in
founding it “Whatsoever ye shall
bind on earth shall be bound in
heaven, and whatsoever ye shall loose
on earth shall be loosed in heaven.”
This, the speaker said, was nothing
short of the authority of Christ him-
self and that authority He has given
to the Roman Catholic Church.
Whoever does not obey this authority
is to be cast out and treated as a
heathen. Christ said, moreover, that
the gates of hell shall not prevail
against His Church, therefore the
Church must still exist. That Church
must be the Church of Rome as she
alone could trace her history back
to the Apostle Peter. :

In addition to the sermon Father
Barrett explained a number of the
peculiar beliefs and practices of the
Church, such as Transubstantiation,
using the sign of the cross, etc. At
this evening’s service he will speak on
“The Roman Catholic Church and
the Bible,” and will answer any
questions which may be handed in
any time before five o’clock.

FATHER BARRETT'S LETTER

To the Editor of the Free Press.

Sir,—No one reading your paper
was more surprised at the supposed
report of my lecture, “Why I am a
Catholie,” delivered last night in St.
Mary’s chureh, than I. Had the lec-

ture been reported as it was given, the.

conclusion drawn could not be sub-
stantiated. I did indeed prove that I
must bea Catholic to be saved, because
it isthe expressed and manifest will of
Christ. This I showed to be evident
‘fr’om the following facts:

1. Christ established one Church
only to be the supreme guide.

2. He established this Church to be
such a guide to the end of time.

3. That Church is what we call the
Roman Catholic Church of to-day.

I most emphatically deny that I
astated, as reported in this morning’s
edition of the Free Press, that only
those who belong to the Church of
Rome will be saved, or as is it report-

ed: “That there is absolutely no sal-
vation outside the Catholic fold.”
Such an assertion would be contrary
to the teaching of all Catholic theo-
logians, who hold that God will save
all who serve Him in good faith.
The logical conclusion from my
lecture is this: That for me, and for
all those who are convinced as I am
of the position of the Catholic Church,
there is outside of it, no salvation.
If T am convineced of the truth of Catho-~

licity and still refuse to embrace the:

teachings of the Catholic Church, I
certainly cannot be said to be in good
faith.

I request that this letter be given
the same prominence as the report
of my lecture, that any wrong im-
pression made may be removed.

OUR MOUNTAIN HERITAGE

1 “Levavi oculos meos in montes” said
the Psalmist, and all through the an-
jcient Jewish history runs the idea that
thelp cometh from the hills.

{  To many a dweller in the Red River
| valley and on our prairies these allusions
must be more or less meaningless; and
mountains do but depress and weary
some who know them well. But it is
not so with all; in a famous passage
John Ruskin tells us of his first view of
the Alps from Schaffhausen:

“We must have still spent some time
in town-seeing, for it was drawing to-
ward sunset when we got up to some
sort of garden promenade,—west of
the town I believe; and high above the
Rhine, s0 as to command the open
country aeross it to the south and west.
At which open country of low undula-
tion, far into blue,—gazing as at one
of our own’ distances, from Malvern of
Worcestershire, or Dorking of Kent,
—suddenly- ~behold *l)ey'orid!

“There was no thought in any of us
for a moment of their being clouds.
They were clear as crysial, sharp on the
pure horizon sky, and aiready tinged
with rose by the sinking sun. Infinitely
beyond all that we had ever thought or
dreamed.—the seen walls of lost Eden
could not have been more beautiful to
us; not more awful, round heaven, the
walls of sacred Death.

S0, many of us look back to our first
sight of the sun upon the stainless
peaks, a memory that is with us always;
the mountains have called us and we are
theirs for life. ,

There was an old-fashioned story
which parents were fond of giving their
children to read. I think by Mrs. Bar-
bauld, called “Eycs and No Eyes.”
Two lads were sent out by their tutor
for a walk at different times on the
same road and on their return they
related their experiences. One had
travelled with speed and directness,
the other going more slowly, had noticed
birds and trees by the roadside, and had
‘much totell. Tt is an axiom in mechan-
ics that you cannot get out of a machine
more power than you put into it. So,
among the hills, you see what you look
for. The more you look the more you
see, and the deeper you look, the deeper
will the picture be i;npressed upon your
mind, and many g time afterwards
“will flash upon that, inward eye Which
is the bliss of solitude.”

As we are all children of God the Crea-
tor, we are kind to one another in the
spiritual order, and as offspring of the
same first parents, Adam and Eve, we
are equally kin to the natural order,

Kindness is the acknowledgment of
this kinship among men and the ex-
pression of the goodness and the ben-
ignity which it suggests. When it
includes all men, then only is kindness
complete and perfect. It is this virtue
which our Lord inculecated when He
said we are to love our neighbors as
ourselves, and which 8t. Paul exempli-
fied when he said he became all things
to all men——the sameness of origin, the
sameness of consideration and kinduess
. to one another, during our sojourning
in life and our way to eternity.

In this same way

This is casily

But how different is the practice
from the rule! Some are faithful to
their duty in this respect, many are
not, and these last are by far the larger
number. Why is this? It is because
men lose sight of their common origin
or are unfaithful to the uniform kind-
ness which it suggests. We see men
very inconsiderate and unkind towards
one another. By word and aet they
make life bitter and sorrowful for their
fellow men, so that we hear the poet’s
complaint, “Man’s inhumanity to man
make countless thousands mourn.”

Against this evil we have the com-
mand of God as given us through the
injunction of the apostle, wherein he
says, ‘“Brethren, put ye on, as the
elect of God, holy and beloved, the
bowels of mercy, benignity, humility,
modesty, patience, bearing with one
another and forgiving one another,”
which is all comprised under the gen-
eric term, kindness. The source of

In such a heart there is no
guile, all is simplicity and candor, be-
cause it is united with the perfect
spirit of God, as exemplified in the
Heart of Christ His Son, and draws its
ipspiration and life from His grace.
Such was David's heart, the Royal
Psalmist, of whom Holy writ says:
‘““He was a man after God’s own heart,”
and such were the hearts of all His
saints, because one in heart and mind
with their Lord and Master.

Kind words are the outcome of kind
hearts, for ‘““Out of the fullness of the
heart the mouth speaketh.” If any
man offend not in word the same is a
perfect man, says Holy Writ; and St.
James bids us bridle the tongue, lest
it become a universe of evils. Kind
words are like ministering angels,
quietly doing their work of love and
mercy, such as comforting the sorrow-
ful, guiding the doubting, recalling the
erring, restraining the violent, pacify-
ing the quarrelsome and re-uniting
those apart. Speak gently, speak kind-
ly, “for the good that it may do, eternity
alone will tell.”

STAINED GLASS WORK

The 20th century American stained
glass maker follows without important
variation the simple methods of the
French monk of eight centuries ago.
The first requisite is the design. The
artist makes a small water color sketch
to show the general design and color
scheme, accompanying it with detailed
studies. I'rom this two large drawings
or cartoons are made, the exact size of
the desired window. One cartoon shows
where the leads will be placed, the thin
strips of lead, hollowed on both sides
and looking in a transverse section like
the letter H, which form the framework
to bind the pieces of glass together,
Another drawing gives the size and
shape of each piece of glass. This car-
toon is cut into its component pieces
by a pair (or triplet) of three bladed
scissors, - which leave between their
parallel blades a space sufficient for
the leads. These cut out patterns are
put together again on a large glass easel
to which they are attached by wax,
and the spaces between are blocked in
to give the effect of the leads. The
easel is then placed against a window
where the light can stream through it.
The artist or his substitute replaces
each paper pattern on the easel by a
piece of glass of exactly the same size
cut from a sheet of glass of the color call-
ed for by the color sketch. The sketch
is not followed exactly; experiment
with the actual glass will suggest im-
provements. To a greater or less ex-
tent this stained glags is supplemented
by painted glass, on which the ecolors
are fired as in china painting. When
all the pieces have been cut they are
transferred to the “leading” drawing,
the flexible leads are twisted into shape
and soldered at the joints and a special
cement applied to make the whole
water tight. The window is now com-
plete, ready to be put in position where
it is made secure by copper wires,
fastened to the trangverse bars of iron.
—Home Journal and News.

OUR MIGHTY EMPIRE

It covers one-fifth of the World’s Land

Area and Has 4.000,000 People.

As the outcome of a suggestion by
Mr. Joseph Chamberlain, when he held
the post of Colonial Secretary, a unique
blue book was published recently, record
ing and tabulating in 300 pages forty
years’ growth of the British Empire,
as revealed liy the census of 1801, The
blue book shows that since 1861 the
area of the Empire has inereased from
eight and a half million to nearly
twelve million square miles, and the
population from 250,000,000 to 400,000,
000, of which only 54,000,000 are
whites, and 58,000,000 Christians.- The
tables convey interesting information as
to birth rate, proportion of sexes, reli-
gions and social conditions in various
parts of the Empire, and shows that
the Empire consists of more than one-
fifth of the entire land area of the world.
The population is roughly distributed
as follows:

In Asia ............ 300,000,000
In Africa ........... 43,000,000
In Europe .. ........ 42,000,000
In America ......... 7,500,000
In Australasia 5,000,000

The most populous city after London
is Calcutta. The highest proportion
of married persons is in India, Nata.l,
Cyprus and Canada. The l‘owes't is in
the West Indies. Depression in the
birth rate is general almost everywhere,
but is most remarkable in Australasia.
The proportion of insane persons in the
colonies is much below that in the
United Kingdom. Insanity is markedly
decreasing in India, despite consanguin-
eous marriages. Indeed the theory that
such marriage produce mental unsound-
ness is little supported by these statis-

tics.—Exchange.

Hymns were sung and eloquent ad-
dresses, in German by the Misdonary
and in English by our zealous parish
priest, Rev. Father Suffa, were given.
