directing  labor. These  faculbicy
thus concentrated constitute Industrial
Abllity, or to put it more shortly,ADbil-
{fy." It Is the increasing operation of
abllity that hos been the sole new
fnctor in producl‘.l’on, and thercfore it
is to ablilty that the modern Inerease
Im wealth Is due. In other words,
about two-thirds of the present nation-
al Income in Great Britoin is produced,
not by Labor, bub Ablilty.

. Mhe Scciulists do wot recognise, ex-
cept im o somewhat Intermiblent way,
that Abilty Is a produetive foree of
some kind. Chey use the word “ability’”
‘lzut they gloss over it as lightly as pos-
sible. They speak, of course, of Ability
as a [function “of these scnl-ce"bl'u.ius
which are not the least of nature's cap-
lcious gifts.” But they only at in-
terv als recognise this truth to, drop it,

degree, skitled or namskllled, ls a kind
of Imdusirial exertion which beglns and
ends with the partienlar task or mater
fal om which each worker is engaggd-—-
whether it Is carrylng a sack of fiour,
fixing a drieck In its place, riveting
the plates of w ship, or scraping a true
surface for the slide-valve of an engine.
Bome of these forms of labor are skil-
led, some unskilled. One will being the
man who performs it §5 a week, an.
other $10, amother $13 or more; but
each has this characteristic In common
that It begins and ends with the in-
dividual  sack carrvled, the Individual
surface made true, &c. Ability is a

Taking '

form of imdustrial exertion which In-
fluences the labor of an indefinite
number of men on an indefinite pumber
- of tasks, either by supplylmg ench at
the same time with a slmiiar as-
sistance in performing his task, or with
some given pattern by which he is to
work. So far as labor is coneerned, the
some kind and quality of force is cx-
erted ln digging o canal, in digging a
rallway, aad cutting or throwing up
an enbankment ; but what has transior-
med the canal-transit and the the rall-
way-iransit hus been the AbLity of a
few 1uen operating on a vast army of
laborers, and entirely transfiguring the
1'eéult, whlle the labor has remalned un-
changed ; and what is true thus of the
creation of raliways is true of modern
progress and modern production gen-
erally. The entire growth of wealth in
the muodern world is an  inerempnd
which hag been added by Ability to the
old product of Labor. Now II the re-
ward of Labor is to. be considered, the
reward of Abliity must be so considered
likewlise. :

The question ls next forced upom us,

" what proportion of the national in-

come does Ability produce, or in other
words, what does that small number of
wen produce who, in virtue “of nature’s
capricious gifts” possessy that rare
faculty ? and the answer s B'imply this,
—the small minority produce ouly ‘&
portion of the national income, which,
without the assistamee of the “raro
gifte” the majority could not produce.

It is impossible to maintain that
mere labor, the faculty that ‘“breeds
like rabbits”, divorced from the con-
‘trol of Ability can produce more than
‘the total, whlch‘ in the days of our
grandiathers and great-grandfathers
were produced by Labour and Abllity
together, 'We have already shown
what the total part of labor in Great
Britain is at the present time: Labor
produces five-thirteenths less than the

exlsting natiomal income, and Ability .

eight-thirteenths. The wages of labor
“however, ave about seven-thivteenths of
the whole; that is to say, labor re-
ceives to-day at least 40 per cmub more

than [t produces.

It may be sald that if Abllit:y is o
Ve held to produce all that part of the
product, which is over and above what
Labor could have produced without its
.n.ssismnéc, by the smme argument
Labor eould be shown to have progluccd
{he whole of the product, since without
its assistance Ablilty would produce

mothing ; but this is absurd. When wo
‘talk of Labor and Ability, we mean not

abstract facultles, but we mean mian
possessing them ; and though the aver-
age laborer, or worker, or operativa ls
mot a potential man of ability, the
man of ability ls a potentlal laborer,
Therefore men of abiilty could always
produce more per heand than average
laborers ¢vean though these last gave
them no assistance whatever. But this
point is trififng, and requlres mperely
pussing notfee. Whisst we argue in ac-
cordance with the reailty of things,
when we cawculate whut labor would
do if there were no abl.ity, we ure In.
dulging In a supposition which is al-
together fameifuwi.” When we consider
what wou.d happen when there was no
labor, we might as well caleujate what
woutd happen if the laborers had wings
and were to Ly away to the moon,
What Abllty represents and does,
clothed with eapital and operating
through Is to Intervene be-
tween wman aud Nature and transfigure
the impersomal taskmaster Into a4 rea-
somabie and personal one, which, at its
hardest, imposes conditions no hurder
than Nature doesat her hardest; and
therefore It is doubtful whether man.
kind In general ean cver strike.with
Nature a better bargain than It does
at present, The dark pletuve which
soclallists draw of the lot of the so-cal-
led workimg cluhses, owes most of its
daa-hne.ss to their measuring :ife by a
false standard. They estimate the lob
of the workers by the lot of those who
empioy them, & lot which under cer-
taii conditions may be made impos-
sible for anyboay, but.which under no
conditions could be made possible for
all; and they attribute the hardoess of
the geaeral lot to the action ol those
who enjoy the exceptional lot; but lot
them remove these last, and what will
happen then? The employing, the
privileged class, would be swept aside
only to reveal the sterncr, the more
grudging, themore implacable features
of Nature, the arch capitalist—who in
some regions, no doubt, smiles on some
of her siaves, keeping them by her smile
in savagery, but who, over far wider
portions of the earth’s surface sweats

capitas,

them more unmercifully than the most
callous aof human tyrants. It s only
mecessary to cite the tvages of “the
zood old times” and those of the pre:
sent day, to percelve what great im-
provement has Teen made mean time.
A weaver im those times, who repres-k
ented Labor not in bondage to Ability,
who worked in his own cottae, ag the

ghoemaker has within the mewmory of

yeople mot yet old-—g&rned about $ a ‘.
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week ; the weaver ‘o the modern cotton-
mill earns four fold this amount.

But th's articie has already extended
beyond our usual space, and we shall

THE ROSS WILL CASE.

After the Manitoba Separate School
caee, 1his ranks as the most important of
tho cnses upon whieh the Supreme Court
has given judgment at this session.

The courts below have been unanimous
throughout in sustaining the validity of
the will and the validity of the bequests
therein countained, as also the rights of
intervention usked for by the partics ap-
piying to have their intercsts protected
from -the suit- betweon J. T. Ross et gl

and Frank Ross, brought to'destroy the
wili, either as o whole or in that part
benefiting charities and relatives. The
validity of the will is now finally
estoblished as is also the validity of the
charitable bequests and Frank Ross is
appointed simply trustes of this half and
compelled to distribute the smae amongst
the charities and relatives, svho may
duly qualify, as well as to POy Thespugie
fic bequest of two thousand pounds to
Miss Mary Freme, and the aim of all the
intervenants to protect their interests ip
thus established, although as it may ap-
pear. in two imstances, their forma]
righte of intervention are not uphelgd,
Deciding, as the judgment does, the dispo-
sition of ifve million dollars, it dea)s
with the largest sum ever involved in a
Province of Quebec Igw suit, and estab-
lishing the validity of a charitable be-
quest. it substantiates the claim of the
Protestant charities of the City of Que-
bee to n share in o legacy larger than
“1y ever recorded in Canada, To the
nublic bt large, and particularly to thoge
#ho hive money to leave, the judgment
must convey & sense of relief, maintain-
ing, ae it does, in the face of the u n-
doubtedly able legal talent arrayed to
break down the validity of the wil] and
its bequests on technical ‘grounds, the
broau and liberal prineiplo that the in-
tention and sense of the will, evident by
the common usage of langnage, must he
given full force and effect, and that legal
quibbles and tachnicalities. shall not
avaiy {0 nullify a testator’s clear in-
structions. The great body of the legal
fraternity has followed with keenest in-
terest the progress of this case from court
to_court and the decisions handed down
from timo to time. To them the ques-
tions of law and procedure have been
of the greatest importance, involving, ns
thicy do, not only magters of British and
Canadian jurisprudence, but also the at-
titude towards the matter contested, of
New York jurisprudence, which was well
brought out by the evidence of & speeial
cominiesion, authorized to take expert
opinions from cminent New York law-
yers, S
Iv is to be hoped that after this
litigation, running over years, that the
charitable institulions of Quebec as also
of Carluke, Scotland (the testator’s birth-
place) and the relutives, wherever resi-
dent, will before long obtain the bounty
of which they have 80 long been deprived.
The caee aifords one more illustration
of the great mistake men make in attach-
ing toc little importance to their wills,or
in grudging the timo necessary to care-

" fully and promptly frame them, thus often

leaving to other hands o difficult or un-

The bnanking house of Green, Worloek
& Co., at Vietorin, B.C., whose suspen-
sion and subsequent assignment with lia-
bilities of $444,900 was chronicled in our
jnst issue, was an old-established bank.
It was originally & lanking agency of
the Wells, Fargo Express Co., and in 1873
tirst became separated from the express
braneh under the nnme of Garesche,Green
& Co A year later Mr. Garesche died,
and the business was carried on by Mr.
A. A, Green, whose death took place about
two years ago. During Mr. Green’s ill-
nese the nssistant manager, Mr, F. M.
Worloek, was in charge, and after his
deatls the Garesche interest was bought
out and the firm : became Green, Wor-
lock & Co. .

The true cause of the firm’s failure is
deep-seated. It Is simply the impossib-
ility of the old etyle private banking
houses competing successfully with pow-
erful chartered banks able to offer far
greater facilities and equipped with much
larger and moro easily available re-
gources. Naturally the eream of {he busi-
ness went to ihem, until the firm of Green,

Worloek & Co. were left only the smaller

and less profitable accounts. Even these
begar to leave them gradually and when,
finally, a persistent withdrawal of de-
posits set in with which they were unable
to cope, their only alternative was o
suspension.

The firm’s written statement that the
chartered banks refused to come to iheir
assistance even when ample security was
offered, is griven an unqualified denial by
Mesers. Gavin I, Burns, Jocal manager of
the Bank of British North America, and
George Gillespie, manager of the Bank of
British Columbia. DBoth these gentlemen
say that they had frequently Ient the firm
large sums upon ndéquute seecurity and
that they could have secured any further
Joans they required had the collaterals
offered been of a satisfactory mature. In
ek there is no oceasion to lay any blame
upon the chartered banks for the failure
of Green, Worloele & Co. The class of
customers they earried wae weak and re-
quired more assistance than they anti-
cipated. They could pot realize upon
their securitics as quickly as was ne-
cessury. The purchase of the Garesche
intergst weakened their resources, and
then eame the run on the bank tocrown
all their difficulties. These causes are
quite eufficient to account for their col-
lapse. ’

The failure will have but little effect
upen business even in Vietoria; but it
will involve a good deal of anxiety and
worry to the depositors who are ‘mostly,

of the class of tradesmen and the saving
clags of mechanics. Probably the chief

sufferers will be the British Columbia
Benevolent Society, all of whose funds
are loeked up in the insolvent bank and
whose good work is summarily suspand-
ed. It ig to be hoped that the firm’s
promise to pay all depositors in full, if
they are not harassed by legal proceed-
ings, will be kept ; for their creditors are
of a class that can ill alford to bear aloss,
more especially at the present moment.

THE BALDWIN FATLURE.

. A curious statement comes from Quebec
in connection with thesfailure of W. A,
C. Baldwin. 1t is to the effect that the
amounts due the various ereditors are
not mentioned in the statement produced
in court, bLecause there were mno books
kept, This would be a serious omission
for the insolvent under English bank-
ruptey law. The liabilities will proba-
bly reach $120,000 and a considerable
nmount is said to be due in Montreal,
chielly to tea houses. The failure has
had a dawmpering effect on the grocery
trade, alrendy suificiently depressed. The
assets consist of office furniture, some
goods stored at Rattray & Sons, debts,
etc., to be inventoried. They will prob-
ably reach something over $1,500, With
regard to the cheques spoken of for which
there were mno funds to meet, arrange-
mente have been made by which no ac-
tion will be taken upon them for the
present. The failure promises to bo as
bad as it was unexpected. Ordinary cre-

JUSTIFIABLE EXPENSES.

The reply of the New York Life to the
Russian Minister of Finance, as to the
limit of expenditure to which an insurance
gompany may g0 in obtaining business,
points out that these cxpenditures are
nearly all paid out Jor work done by their
agents—ihat is, they comsist of the com-
imisssions puid direetly to the agents upon
ihe business 1hey sceure ; salaries paid to
ifianagers whose oecupation is 1o secure
ag nts anl to overse them ; and the various
kinds of outlays required in the equipment
of the agents for their work. What, then,
is the woik that the agent accomplishes, in
the last apalysis ¥ It is the persuading of
the insurable men in ihe community to per-
form a duty which they would, otherwise
napleet, and as the compensation the agent
receives, of course comes out of the money
puid by the imsured, that compensation
wepreseats finally what the insured pays
the agent for having induced him to per-,
form a duty toward his family which he
would otlierwise have neglected.

vires of the Province of Ontario. Their
Lordships declared that the provisions at
issue—ennctments relating to assignments
purely voluntary—do not infringe on the
exclusive legislative power of the Domi-
nion Government. Tho merits of the case

were heard on December 15, when Hon..

Edward Blake appeared for the Province
of Ontario and Sir Richard Webster pre-
sented the arguments on behali of the
Dominion. The question was whether the
jurisdietion of the Dominion Parliament
on the subject of bankruptey and insolv-
eney was 8o exclusive that, though not
exercised, , the Provincial Legislatures
ere powerless to ‘give even partial relief.
Canadian judges have differed on . the
subject, The Dominion Government was
not anxious to maintain the opposite
view, though as a matter of official duty
it had to contend, and though its counsel
did contend for an exclusive jurisdiction.

THE CUT OF LOGS.

The shortage of the annual cut of logs
on the timber limits this winter will not,
it is asserted by lunmbermen, affect the
cut of lumber in the mills at Chaudicre
this year, but may possibly affect it more
or less seriously in 1895. From twenty
to twenty-five per cent. of the cut of
logs of last winter in the woods will not
come out this season, owing to the un-
nsua) depth of snow in the bush, which
practically ‘paralysed the drawing., As
the lumbermen of the Chaudiere get out
between them some 850,000 standards of
logs, and each standard furnishes some
230 feet of sawn lumber, it can be readily
seen that the reduction of 25 per cent.
of the forest winter cut-will mean a cur-
tailment in the'output of sawn lumber
in the mills in 1895, although not Lhis
year, Not only has the log cut suffered
by the deep snow, but the square timber
cut is claimed %o be wworse, as it is as-
serted it will he fully forty per cent. less
than'last ye'ur. This is greatly owing to
the more dnwieldy Ilength of this class
of ldmber, which is much harder to be
handled 11 ‘deep enow than the compara-

tiyely short'log. The shortige of square

timber is not looked upon as very seri-
ous, however, as the prices last year
were small, and & shortage in the supply
this year may help to lift up the price
for the market of 1896. At the Chau-
dierc this coming summer, Mr. J.R. Booth
will, it is expected, eut one hundred mil-
lion feet of lumber; Benson & Weston,
five million feet ; and Buell & Hurdman,
forty-five million [eet.

: REDUCED RICE ACREAGE.

The estimate of the reduction of aerc-
age in the territory tributary to Savan-
nah is 50 per cent. It is estimated that
the aereage in rice on the Savannah,
Ogeechee, Satilla, Altamgha and New
rivers of last year was 15,000 acres. The
acreage that will be planted this year is
estimated at just half that figure. The
reason ol this heavy deercase in acreage
is not the new tariff bill, which makes a
reduction of half a -cent & pound in the
duty on rice. The planters generally
agree that the Wilson bill is faverable to
them rather than otherwise. This is be-
cause the hill definitely fixes the distine-
tion between cleaned and uncleaned rice.
Under the new ruling all rice which has
had the inmer skin or hmsk removed, no
matter what its condition otherwise, is
declared to Dbe cleaned rice and is taxed
as suchi. The previons ruling of the
department was that all rice should
be admitted as uncleaned that was mixed
with husks or flour. To place this
rice in the condition of cleaned rice in the
markel sense of the term, cost only a frac-
tion of a cent. & pound, and the import-
ers were thus able to keep the marlket
pricc down almost to the price of foreign
rice in spite of the apparently high pro-
tective duty, The last two seasous have
been very unfortunate omes with the
planters. In 1892 a very large crop was
made, but on account of the large amount
of imported rice in the country the price

_received for the crop wne so small that

the planters actually lost money instead
of making it. Last year’s disaster is well
known. The storm of Aug, 26 and 27
almest totally destroyed the rice crop of
Georgia and Carolina. -‘On some planta-
tions npt o bushel of rico was gathered;

everything was swept away.
were the prospective prolits lost, but all
the money that had been expended for the
making of the erop. The August storm
was the culmination of a series of mis-
fortunes, and many of the planters have
been left burdened with debt and unable
to continue oporations.

THE CHEMICAL MARKET,
