If jvn observer could obtain, at regular and repeated intervals, readlugs of the
Barometer at stations distributed over a large area, he would be enabled to

trace the march of the storm, for it has been found that the wind always blows
towards the place of the lowest barometer reading ; and so, by means of the
telegraph, he may warn those places the storm is approaching. Still,

mistakes are often made, and the forecasts are not always infallible, so that

much remains to be done before meteorology can be ranked among the exact
sciences.
