“The interests aie not ' now in 
question, but toe rights of peoples, of 
states new and old, of liberated peo­
ples and peoples whose rulers have 
never accounted them worthy of s 
right; above all the right of the world 
to peace and to such settlements of 
Interest as shall make peace secure.

"These, and these onjy, are the 
principles for which America has 
fought. These, and these only, are the 
principles upon which She can con­
sent to make peace. Only upon these 
principles, she hopes and believes, will 
the people of Italy ask her to make 
peace."

The text of the statement follows:
"In view of the capital Importance 

of the questions affected, and in order 
to throw all possible light upon what 
is involved In their settlement, I hope 
that the following statement will con­
tribute to the final formation of opin­
ion and to a satisfactory solution.

“When Italy entered the War She 
entered. upon the basis of a definite 
private understanding with Great 
Britain and France, now known as the 
pact of London. Since tljat time the 
whole face of circumstances has been 
altered. Many other powers, great and 
small, have entered the struggle, with 
no knowledge of that private under­
standing. ;

Dual Empire Gone to Pieces.
Austro-Hungarian Empire, 

.then the enemy of Europe, and at 
whose expense the pact of London 
was to be kept in the event of vic­
tory, has gone to pieces, and no longer 
exists. Not only that, but the several 
parts of that empire, it is agreed now 
by Italy and all her associates, are 
to be ejected Into independent states 
and associated in a league of nations, 
not with those who were recently our 
enemies, but with Italy herself, and 
the powers that stood with Italy In 
the great war for liberty.

"We are to establish their liberty 
as well as our own. They are to be 
among the smaller states whose in­
terests are henceforth to be safe­
guarded as scrupulously as the In-, 
tercets of the most powerful states.

"The war was ended, moreover, by 
proposing to Germany an armistice 
and. peace, which should be founded 
on certain dearly defined principles 
which set up a new order of right and 
Justice. Upon these principles, the 
peace with Germany has been con­
ceived, not only, but formulated. Upon 

, those principles It will be executed.
Must Apply Given Principles.

We cannot ask the great body of 
powers to propose and effect peace 
with Austria, and establish a new 
basis of Independence and rights In 

i the states which originally constitut­
ed the Austro-Hungarian empire, and 
to the states of the Balkan group on 
principles of another kind. We must 
apply the same principles to the 
settlement of Burope In those quarters 
that we have applied tn the peace 
with Germany. It was upon the ex­
plicit avowal of those principles that 

1 the initiative for peace was taken. It 
! is upon them that the whole struc­
ture of peace must rest.

“If those principles are to be ad­
hered to. Flume must serve as the 
outlet of the commerce, not of Italy, 
but of the land to the north ■ and 
northeast of that port; Hungary, Bo­
hemia, Rumania, and the states of the 
new Jugo-Slav group. To assign 
Flume to Italy would be to create the 
feeling that we have deliberately put 

i the port upon which all those coun­
tries chiefly depend for access to the 
Mediterranean, In the hands of a 
power of which it did not form an in­
tegral part, and whose sovereignty, 
If set up there, must Inevitably seem 
foreign, not domestic or lndentlfled 
with the commercial and Industrial 
life of the regions whidh the port 
must serve. It is for that reason, no 
doubt,, that Flume was not Included 
in the pact of London, .but there de­
finitely assigned to the Croatians.”

The trustees’ section had their flrsr 
meeting with the new minister of edu­
cation wljen he addressed them on 
“Education as a National Investment.” 
Dr. Cody made a plea, for generous 
salaries for teachers and for support of 
the work of the department in the mat­
ters of medical and dental inspection 
of schools, also the legislation dealing 
with the adolescent act.

Storeroom and Workshop.
That the library is a storeroom and 

a workshop and that students should 
be trained as to the best methods of 
getting what is contained in a book, 
was the opinion given by D. J. Goggln, 
M.A., before the training section.

When entrance was 
made into the area the whole place 
was packed with hundreds of men 
eager to get their tickets. Major Rich­
ardson stated that up till that mo­
ment (it was half-past nine), the 
office had demobilized at least 400 
men. The men of the Fourth Bat­
talion are expected to reassemble at 
9 o’clock this morning at the station 
to make the desired trip to Brantford, 
where more than 200 of the boys en­
listed from the 38th Dufferin Rifles. 
The men of the First Battalion be­
longed to Toronto, and the remainder 
of that battalion had been sent on 
to London.

Twelve Thousand Relatives.
At least 12,000 relatives and friends, 

school children and civic officialdom, 
made up the spectacular concourse 
which welcomed the boys at the sta­
dium. For hours the children, under 
the leadership of L- Rees, director of 
music for the public schools of To­
ronto, and accompanied by the 10th 
Royal Grenadiers band, under that 
veteran, Lieut. John Waldron, sang 
all manner of songs patriotic, and 
thene children must have numbered 
almost 1000. They formed a distinctive 
feature of the occasion, rising at every 
song and waving their flags as they 
sang. Among those in officialdom who 
were busy were the 56 police, under 
Deputy Chief Dickson and assistant in­
spector, Deputy Geddes. These 55 
formed one body of several comprising 
a total force for the event* of 360.

Sir Henry Pella», Brigadier- 

General John Gunn, Mayor Church, 
many of the city fathers and other 
prominent citizens were on hand at 
the stadium to give the boys greet­
ing, but nary a speech. They con­
tented themselves with individually 
welcoming the heroes, and very soon 
left them to greet their eager rela­
tives. The lines of route about the 
grounds were gorged with traffic, the 
street cars lining up at one time to 
the extent of nearly thirty cars, and 
travel on them was effected in many 
oases by hanging on by the skin of 
one's teeth. But a more good na- 

rtured crowd could not have been met 
this side of the reputed happy hunt­
ing grounds. The occasion was" in­
deed one continued grand reunion 
with every vestige of formality cast 
to the Winds.

The sense of informality which 
characterized the occasion was mar­
red occasionally by the inability., of 
some of the Toronto mothers and 
sweethearts to find their loved ones.

9 Humor of Spelling.
The humor of spelling was treated 

by Professor D.« R. Keys of Univer­
sity College, under the divisions of 
subjective and objective humor. In 
the first he traced .the history of bad 
spelling as a source of fun from its 
first inventor, Tobias Smollett, thru 
the 19th century novelists and scores 
of others; the American humorists 
from Artemue Ward and Josh Billings 
to Mr. Dooley. Turning to the other 
side, the speaker pointed out that men 
of business acumen allow themselves 
to be hampered by an antiquated, im­
practical unsatisfactory spelling sys­
tem, partly of foreign growth, and 
filled with false analogies, and, all 
kinds of historical errors. The climàjx 
of humor appears when we see On­
tario, after fifty, years of reform, go­
ing baejt as it did ten years ago to the 
absurdities of two generations since. 
Mr. Keys hoped that the new era 
would usher in the new spelling and 
leave antique absurdities to the 
humorists of the future.

Touching the subject of inter­
course with spirits from the other 
world, Professor Hutton read an in­
teresting paper in which he stated dt 
as bis belief that it was incredible 
that a God of wisdom should have 
intercourse with this earth thru the 
medium of tables and chairs. If it 
were true, then the God would not 
be a Christian God. Plato and the 
medlaevel church had solved the 
-mystery, said the speaker, 
things are not impositions then they 
come from evil spirits, from carnal, 
filthy spirits longing to get back to 
the purlieus of their earthly being. 
The function of imagination in liter­
ature was treated by Mirs. Nasmith 
of the Margaret Eaton School of 
Expression.

Those Private Cars.
The question of “magnate’s cars” on 

passenger trains to the detriment of 
the public has come up again with in­
creased urgency. The National Rail­
ways train from Toronto to Ottawa 
on Monday night carried three, of 
these private cars; that of the presi­
dent of the road, Mr. D. B. Hanna; 
two government cars* one. occupied 
by Acting Prime-Minister White, the 
other by Hon. Mr, Mewburn, minister 
of militia. An open switch derail­
ment of one of these cars held up the 
train. Among the train passengers 
were members of parliament who 
aired in the house their grievances 
arising out of the crowding of the 
train by private cars.

The World was one of the first 
papers to direct attention to the in­
convenience of the public from these 
cars on regular passenger trains. 
They almost invariably overcrowd the 
train; regular passenger cars have 
often to be dropped to accommodate 
those higher up; engines and opera­
ting crews are overworked; slower 
time results.

It our ministers and railway mag­
nates must have private cars they 
ought to run them on special trains. 
The public have first rights In the 
regular train service, every oppor­
tunity of making time and connec­
tions. It is an unwritten law in the 
United States that magnates’ cars 
must keep off regular trains; they are 
forced to run special engines and 
special trains for their own con- 

t venlence; or to hitch up to accommo­
dation trains.

Until similar rules prevail here we 
think magnates of all kinds should 
take their chances with the regular 
passeogersj We dor not so much ob­
ject to private cars as that they 
should be hitched to public trains.

Government as a C.P.R. Share­
holder.

When the government takes pos­
session of the 143,676 shores of CJ’.R. 
stock awarded to it by Justice Duclos 
as alien enemy property, the people 

.of Canada become the largest in- 
îdividûal shareholder in the big rail-* 
way corporation. The company has 
a counter-claim for property con­
fiscated by the enemy in enemy coun­
tries, but has only asked for reim­
bursement for this out of dividends.

It is improbable that the govern­
ment would abandon possession of 
this block of stock now that it has 
gained It, and It Is possible that the 
Jpterest thus acquired in the road 
may be used to gain representation 
In the directorate, 
such a block of stock by 
operator would undoubtedly give him 
a groat advantage on a stock- 
jobbing market, but of course any­
thing of this kind- is inconceivable on 
the part of the government. Ah en­
ergetic and shrewd government di­
rector on the board could, however, 
have a singularly influential posi­
tion in relation to the affairs and 
policy of the company. A man like 
D. B. Hanna on the C.P.R. director­
ate, representing the Canadian Na­
tional Railways, might bring about 
changes that have been regarded as 
chimerical.

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Mr. Frederick Tomorrow—An Unexpected Visitor.I; But The World regrets moije than 
anything else that our government 
was not able to take over all the rall- 
xvay systems of this country at the 
beginning of the war, and by consoli­
dation get greater efficiency out of 
available equipment' and operating 
staffs and crews. If all the engines 
and oars and other equipment, and all 
the tracks, sidings and stations, and 
all the men employed had been put 
into a single unit, there would have 
been an Immense saving of money 
and much- better accommodation for 
the public.

For weeks and jnonths our govern­
ment has been trying to consolidate 
the Grand Trunk into thé National 
Railways; for one reason or another 
it is delayed week after week, month 
after month, and almost year after 
Vear. How much longer is this delay 
to continue? And we regret to say 
that- our observation points not only 
to a delay by the roads concerned, 
like the Grand Trunk, but by outside 
lines which da not wish to see it taken 
in. Probably the Canadian Pacific 
end Its friendly newspapers and poli­
ticians arp delaying the inclusion of 
the Grand Trunk mote even than the 
cxeCMtix-e of the Grand Trunk. Montreal 
as aVity is delaying the consolidation 
of the railways of this country; the 
steamship lines have a hand in it; 
and quite a lot of the public men of 
this country are against consolidation. 
Yet it has to- ‘take place, and the 
sooner the better; and parliament 
should speak out in no uncertain 
voice in tills respect.

And then as to the war, while it is 
over, reconstruction is only begin­
ning; and from now on we need to 
exercise every economy and saving 
that tends to efficiency.

^Probably no such drastic punishment 
was ever prescribed in Canada at least, 
for mere carelessness or mistake.
