As a re-
sult of bombarding and fighting only
five British machines were missing.
The toll of machines brought down is
no index of the number of fights that
occur daily, Manifestly these are in-
decisive where “brilliant pilots meet
and fight each other until. exhausted,
without either being able to give the
other “the unlucky bullet.” All the
fighters expect to get bullets thru
their machines daily; it is only the
“unlucky” one that counts.

London, May 10~—The official report
from British headquarters in France
tonight reads:

“We advanced our line slightly dur-
ing the morning on the south bank of
the Scarpe. At midday today, under
cover of a heavy bombardment, the
'nemy renewed his attempts upon our
positions in the Hindenburg line east
of Bullecourt. His attack was com-
pletely repu!sed by our troops.

“Further hostile counter-attacks de-
‘ivered during the night near Fresnoy
were equally unsuccessful.

“A party of the enemy raided our
trenches early this morning southeast
of Ypres; a few of our men are miss-
ing.

“There was again severe fighting
yesterday in the air. Six German ma-
chines were brought down by our alr-
planes and flve others were driven
down out of control. Five of our air-
planes have not returned.”

TWO HOSPITAL SHIPS
SUNK BY HUN U-BOATS

Bonar Law Announces Losses

London, May 10.—Two more hospital

It stood well in the financial
world, and its plan to assist the im-
perial credit was only abandoned
when the United States offered to
assist, If the C.P.R, were national-
ized, the liquid assets would be dis-
tribuwted among the shareholders. If
added to the mational aesets ihe rall-
way would not add ten cents to the
national credit. The eoystem was
complete and well balanced east emd
west, and bringing it in would save
nothing on capital acocount,

He recommended that they should
oreep before they walked in the new
policy, and he would keep the CP.R.
