As a matter of
fact the great bulk of the nickel used by
Germany in the preparation for this war,
and in making munitions today for the
carrying on of the war, came from Can-
adian ores, over which we have lost con-
trol by inefficient legislation in Ontario
and equally inefficient legislation at Ot-
fawa.

The question has been raised in parlia-
ment and in the legislature, but for some
unknown reason the opposition in both
places were practically acquiescent in
the unpatriotic and unnational policy of
the two governments. Mr, Rowell could
have made the fight of his life against
the nickel policy of the Hearst govern-
ment, but he was apparently more con-
cerned In social and moral uplift ques-
tions, and ds now off in England studying
these, even when the great war is on;
and if we can make anything out of The
Globe it is that it, too, is acquiescent in
the nickel policy of both governments; in
fact, it does not want to see the Inter-
national Nickel Company’s monopoly in-
terfered with in any way. As a conse-
quence the International Nickel Com-
pany, really controlled in Germany, fis
trying to keep in control all of Ontario’s
ore and to establish itself hereafter for
a still wider exploitation of warfare and
the needs of warfare for its own benefit
in case of another and greater war.

To our mind it would be a good thing
if the people of North Perth discussed
this nickel question, and in no uncertain
way declared against the policy or the
fack of national policy in the record of
the Hearst government, and also the gov-
ernment at Ottawa.

The electors of Peel, in a recent pro-
vincial election, certainly passed upon a
war issue in the matter of the purchase
of horses, and they declared in no un-
certain way what they thought about
profiteering out of war-horse contracts,
and if the electors of Perth get an oppor-
tunity as they now have, to pass on the
nickel policy, they ought to show that
they absolutely disapprove of the nicke!
policy now in force in this country, both
from a national and provineial stand-
point.

If anybody says to us that the British
admiraity are satisfied with the nickel
policy of Canada and of Ontario, we have
only to say that the admiraity, the pres-
ent British Government and the govern-
ment that preceded it in Britain, were
very much in the hands of the nickel
trust, just as the same trust seems to be
all infiuential in the policy of Canada
and Ontardo.

This is a supreme and vital national

Supreme in Conédence That
Tide of Battle Has
Turned.

LONDON, July 4.—Convoys of
wounded continue to arrive at differ-
cnt ports, where everybody comments
upon ° their cheerfulness and high
spirits and their supreme confidencs
that the tide of battle has turned.
Some tell thrilling stories. Omne well-
known commanding officer of a bat-
talion, who was landed at Southamp-
fon with a hole thru one hand and an
ugly shrapnel wound in the leg, which
he received in Saturday’s fighting,
said:

“Our fellows reached their ohjec-
tive. They would have got there if
hell itself had to be crossed. No sol-
diers could have been finer than our

men. The German machine guns were
sweeping that portion of the front with
an absolute hail of lead, but-our only
trouble was to prevent them from
charging right into the thick of it be-
fore the chosen moment.

“The officers were splendid—all of
them. Lieutenant Chawner, in the
teeth of a tornado of fire, dashed
across No Man’s Land at the head of
his platoon. . Not one got thru but him-
self. But he found himself face to
foce with three Germans, whom he
promptly threatened with his revolver
and made them lay down their rifles.
He took them prisoner and ordered
them back to our lines. Just then he
was knocked over by a shell fragment,
with one of the Germans. When he
recovered consciousness one of the
other two Germans was bandaging
m‘-; the second had vanished. 8o
Chawner thanked him and marched
him back to our lines.

“Our men marched thru that raging
fire exactly as if on parade. If they
had been soldiers all their lives they
could not possibly have shown a finer
fighting spirit. My battalion, being
in one of the bad bits, suffered ter-
ribly, but those who fell fell fighting
like heroes.”

DENTISTS IN KHAKI
SURELY KEPT BUSY

OTTAWA, Ont.,, July 4-—Interesting
figures showing the enormous work
performed hy the Canadian Army
Dental Corps are found in the recently
presented rveport from that corps for
the pcriod from July 15, 1915, to
March 31 1916,

T.ONDON., July 4.—Continuing their
advance on the front between the
Adige and Brenta in the midst of vio-
lznt artillery duels and with the fight-
ing of many infontry engagements, the
Italiuns completed the occupation of
Monte Calgari in_ the Posina valley,
taking 132 prisoners and a large
quantity of ammunition. They also
occupied the northern edge of the
Asgsa valley in the Asiago plateau, re-
pn'sing counter-attacks of the encmy,
and they dislodged strongly entrench-
ed Austrian detachments frum  the
rocks of Prima Lunstta and of Cengel-
lo in the Maso Beranta area of the

us for not going to the aid of the
French before Verdun was quite un-
densorved, as we are doing exactly what
Gen, Joffre requested. And, when he
gave the word, we sprang to the at-
tack, in which we have suffered griev-
qusly, hut which leads to no regret he-
yond sorrow for the fallen; for it is
now our time to stand the brunt of the

Completely Surprised,

“South of the Somme the Germuans
were completely surprised, and our al-
lies wili get thru to the river ‘without
much loss, In that region you may
look for immedinte’ developments, as
the fighting there is now in open fleld
formation, the last of the enemy’s
worlks baving been captured.

ATTACK BAVARIANS

Czar's Force Makes Further
Advance /West of

Kolomea.

e ——

Special Cable to The Toronto World.
LONDON, July 4—Extending thelr
oftensive to Poliesie, the Russians have
npened attacks against the right flank
of the army of Prince Leopold of
Bavaria, and have captured two'lines
of trenches In the neighborhood of
Baranovichi, taking 72 officers and
2700 meén prisoners and capturing
eleven guns and many machine guns.
This fighting is believed here to
‘herald the opening of a fresh drive
by General Evert, who is in command

German ‘and Russian centre. Baran-
ovichi is on the railway between Minsk

and Rielstok, the latterbeing an impor-
tant junction ‘controlling : the Hnes
leading to Vilna and Dvinsk. The
point where the success was won is
south of Tzirine, northwest of Baran-
ovichi,

Some time ago attacks were started
against the army of Prince Leopold
in this 'region, but they were not
carried out In force and the Germans
-evidently believed that they were
feints designed to prevent the sending
of reinforcements from this section of
the front to the hard-pressed Austrian
and German: armmies in the south.
Therefore, doubtless the army of
Prince Leopold was largely drawn up-
on

. By opening a heavy offensive sup-

ported by an adequate artillery in this

region, the Russians are extending the

fighting front by 180 to 200 mfles,
Hold Ground in Centre.

Fierce battles continue on the fron:|.
between the Styr and the Stokhod and
south of the Stokhod River.

In the region of the Nijnala Lipa

River, a confluent of the Styr,
Russians have gained the upper hand
and ‘they are pressing the enemy close~
ly, but he is putting up a defence of
great persistency.
The Russians repulsed an attempt
of the enemy to cross the Styr River
in the 'Lipa ViNage region.

Farther south on the right bank of
the Dniester, north of Kolomea, the
Austrians attempted to start an offen-
sive near Tssakoff, but they were re-
pulsed by the Russian fire.

In southeastern Galicia the Russians
advancing from Kolomea have dis-
lodged -the enemy from several posi-
tions and after a pursuit they have
taken the Village of Potok Tchamy:-
They have captured in that place four
guns and a few hundred prisoners,

The Rwussians report that on’
northerly front the artillery fire was
lively and »t.some points violent. The
Germans attempted to leave their
trenches in the region of Baltaguzy
Village, east of Lake Vichnevskoye,
and they were stopped by the Russian
fire. Russian aviators also raided the
raflway station at Baranovichi,

Germans Claim Advance

The Germams claim that on the front
of Count Von Bothmer, German troops
in a quick advance forced back the
Russians on a front of over 12 miles
wide for a distance of five and a quar-
ter miles southeast of Tlumach and
west of Buczacz,

On the front of Prince Leopold of
Bavaria the Germans claim that local
counter-attacks at points where the
Russians first succeeded in making
some advances, all yielded results and
they captured 13 officers and 1,883
men.

Hon, Dr. Pyne expressed the fear
that Mr. Kidner contemplated the cs-
tablishment of a Dominion educational
svstem within the province, which
would infringe on provinciil educa-
tionil autonomy and cause cxpensive
duplication 'of eduecational facilitics.
Such a new system would take a long
while to get into operation, ‘while nien
were asking for immediate training,

He drew the attention of the com-
mission to the excellent technical
schools in Toronto, Hamilton, Ottawa,
London and Stratford, and reminded
those present of the offers of the mu-
nicipalities concerned to give every
facility in their power where it did not
incur the increase in staff and equip-
ment, to give every possible assistance
for the re-education of returned sol-
diers, Therefore, he -thought, the
cconomical way would be to use the
provincial department of education as
a whole and its facilities.

Dr, Merchant, provincial director of
technical education, followed, ~ His
scheme was that a distinetly prowuin.
cial officer should be appointied to co-
ordinate the work of the department
of education and the commission, He
should get in personal touch with the
men and*ind out just what they need-
ed, and then see how the facilities of
the department of education could be
adapted to his needs, he sald.

Schemes Identical.

Mr, Kidner said his scheme and that
of Dr., Merchant were practically
iadentical. After further discussion,
Dr, Merchant and W, D, McPherson,
M.L.A., chairman of the provincial
commission, were appointed a com-
mittee to work out a scheme and re-
port, Mr. McPherson promised to

Orders in council, recently passed,
had established the policy that pen-
sions should not be reduced to a re-
turned soldier who increased his earn-
ing power by perseverance in learning
a new trade, said Mr. Kidner in be-
ginning his address. In France and
England, where this was not the case,
men found that they were actually at
a disadvantage if they took vocational
training, for their pensions were there-
fore reduced.

Since. it was ' manifestly ahsurd  to
cffer a man vocational training ' and
fail to make arrangements for the
maintenance of his wife and family
during the time of that training, the
government had decided upon a scale
of pay and maintenance in such cases.
It had been suggested that the pay
should continue as in Belgium, The
cases were not analagous. In Belgium
the pay was 6 1-2 cents a day. Full
pay and maintenance was too much
for a single man, too little for a mar-
ried man. A scale had been. arrived
at. 1t would be announced shortly,

Good Accommodation,
“Hospital accommodation is quite
sufficient in.

no difficulty about
German attitude in their word Krieg-
splel, the war-game, to which they are
devoted. British sport does not in-
clude games of this description, altho
the war-game has been popularized by
H. G. Wells and some other writers,
But it {8 possible for any student to
enter iInto the German attitude, and

not without some sympathy, if he has

spent much time over military history,
. Fascination is the only word to de-
scribe. the unfolding of the plans of a
great campaign, and the engrossing
interest which attends the progress of
one movement after another until the
great aim ds revealed and the manifest
purpose moves on to its close, It is
only where combatants of equal mea-
sure meet that such campaigns are
possible, or where, as in the campaigns
wf Frederick the Great, the genius of
the lesser antagonist counterbalances
the greater strength of his opponent.

The Napoleonic wars present the
balance of power which renders war
as a game in greatest interest. On
equal or mearly equal terms, the issue
depended upon skill rather than on
weight of force, and in the pages Wi
Napier, or in the records of the later
fighting leading up to Waterloo, there
is many a thril] for those who care to
read.

The great game of war has never
been played with such terrible mag-
nificence as in the present conflict in
Europe, To the German mind the war
was oyer after thé retirement from
Gallipoli, and the despairing speech of
the German chancellor that the allies
do not know when they are beaten in-
dicates a whimsical inability in the
German mind to detach itself from the
idea of a game. The war-game may
be over from the German point of
view, but the war-business is only be-
ginning. Itdis a game on a great scale,
too, and if we were devout pagans we
might think of the high gods sitting in
judgment, and awarding praise or cen-
sure for the courage, the fairness, the
magnanimity of the fighting forces.

Our Canadifan men who have been
trained in rugby, = football, lacrosse,
hockey and other games where team-
play wins the match, could appreciate,
if they had time or opportunity to see
the strategy, what is being done on
the various fronts of the allies. One
attack after another comes ‘alung and
the movements of armies synchronize
like the rush of outfielders when the
play becomes warm.

Germany has fought according to
her ideas of war, and played her game
as she had invented it. A new game
is now being presented to her, and
after winning the stakes for two years
she cannot be so unfair as to refuse
another little game for “revenge.” The
new game is to be played with similar
counters but with more equality of op-
portunity. The great central power .is

equal- to its-own and equipped with

hand as at first they were inadequate.

Man for -man,. probably the German
is a fighter not to be despised, but he
is padly handicapped by a system
which robs him of his self-respect and
disgourages him by its senseless con-
tempt of his manhood. This is the
weakness of the autocratic polity
under which the poor Bosche is driven
to death, In the more democratic na-
tions, not omitting Russia, where the
moujiks are.the children of the Little
Father, there is a kindlier reldtion be-
tween leaders and led, Alli the gains
in German warfare are with the offi-
cers, What the people may gain is aj-
ways problematical,

Now the attack has begun and the
huge momentum of the Russian army
on the east lurches thru the Austrian
lines and threatens Lemberg, Vienna,
Berlin itself with a vague and dnde-
scribable menace. Next comes the Ital-
ian attack, rolling up after the retreat-
ing \Austrians, And then follows the
offensive on the west, primarily, as we
suggested last Monday, and as most
of our contemporanries now agree both
at home and abroad, to be regarded
as a feint, and an earnest of what is
to come. Regarded as a game, nothing
can be more wonderfully enthralling
than to see these millions of men moved
as by somé unseen or hidden force,
marching against the embattled hosts
of the enemies of mankind. Kriegspiel
the kaiser calls it.

Germans Demoralized,

Finally, towards seven o’clock the
reinforcements, which already had
suffered severely, reached the trenches
and were posted between the second and
third position behind Frise, where
they were subjected to a terrific bom-
bardment. The men, crouching In
shelters ten feet below ground, could
hear the explosions of the heavy
French shells knocking their defense
to powder, and now and then one of
the shells would tear thru the roof
of this shelter and bury the occupants
under a mass of earth and beams.

Three hours later the French in-
fantry made a fresh attack upon
Frise. Their advance was so sudden
that the Germans lost their hold on
their positions. The German officers
ordered two companies of reinforce-
ments to advance along the Somme
canal where they were cut up by the
French. Other companies were sent
to Frise and Mereaucourt wood to
awaits events, but in less than two
hours the French occupled Frise, and
the whole German line began to fall
back closely pressed by the victorious
French,
