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ELOQUENCE SWAYED
 PASSING OF BYLAW|
East Whitky Township Reeve

Tells of Radial Vote and
Change of Mind.

Dr. R. W. Shaw, formerly a dir-
ector of the London-Port Stanley
Radial Commission, was cross-exam-
ined at yesterday’s session of the
Hydro radial probe by R. 8. Tobert-
son, counsel for the anti-Hydro muni-
cipalitiecs, and by Robert MacKay,

counsel for the Ontario: Hydro Com-
mission. Mr. Robertsen endeavored

to show that the original estimate o°|-

the cost of building the line was far
exceeded when it came to the actual
construction of it. Mr. MatKay in
turn. pointed out that, altho the line
may have cost more than was origin-
ally figured on, its earnings and rov-
enue far exceaded the estimate sat.

The original estimate, as passed in
a bylaw, for the building of the line,
had been $700,000, but when con-
structed, debentures had to be issued
for $1,181,000 to cover its'cost, and
that an additional amount of $275,000
has been asked for, but.dias not been
given as yet. Mr. Robertson tried to
show that it was these debentur:s
issued which had been carrying the
line: and not the revenue it produced.
Mr. MacKay gave “igures showing
that the revenue derived from the
line has far exceeded the original es-
timate.

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Toronto Papers Tlut Are
- - Strangely Silent.

A tew days ago The World ventur-
ed to ask why it was that so few
newspapers in Canada were urging
the prompt and vigorous co-ordina-
tlon of the old Grand: Trunk with the
- mational railways. The silence of The
Globe and Mail was commented upon,
Yesterday both papers had a good
deal to say about the railway ques-
tion. The Globe's  editorial was a
rhetorical cake-walk, but it had not
one single word to say about the co-
ondination of the Grand Trunk. It
gave us a lot of uncorrelated bits of
information, shook its sword at the
Montreal ambuscade against public
ownership, and then subsided. The
Mail, after pussyfooting round the
subject without saying one word
about the co-ordination of the Grand
Trunk, wound up its article with the
brilliant suggestion that the wages
of raflway men should be cut fifty
per pent. That, of course, would
Thean~a universal strike along the
lines of the National Railways and do
a great dea]l to make public owner-
ship unpopular.

It is a mere waste of time to talk
about this or that “deficit” on the
National Railways. That deficit could
be ‘materially reduced by tearing up
the rails and tles of the National
Transcontinental (eastern a/.ud west-
ern divisions) between Moncton and
Prince Rupert. Will anyone get up
and favor such @ policy? The Candf
dan Northern section of the national
railway system shows a deficit; but
what are we to do? The deficit is
‘not due to wasteful or inefficient axd-
ministration. The C. N. R. branch
of ‘the national rallways could not
altogether escape the blight which
hag affected to the'point of paralysts
the businese of transportation in the
United States. That blight has cre-
ated a situation which in the United
States is appalling. The pnivately-
owned railways say they cannot
continue to function unless eided by
immense annual financial grants from
"the federal government.

That plan of publie annuel hand-
‘outs”we tried in Canada for years,
'and mobody wants to go back to_it.
! Hence a general acquiescence in rail-
way mnationalization, The whole
‘ibreakdown of our railway policy can
be .traced to the fallure of the Lauier
government to comsolidate the Grand
Trunk and Canadian Northern Ralil-
way companies fifteen years ago, The
only way to repair that breakdown
is to effect amalgamation forthwith.
The government has purchased the

adian Northern and has purchas-
mnd is 'willing to pay for the Grand
Trunk. Why, then, cannot the Grand
Trunk be immediately and vigorously
co-ordinated with the Nationa] Rall-
ways, and why cannot more Toronto
newspapers be induced to say some-
thing in favor of conedlidation? We
know how to account for the open
opposition of the Montreal press. Can
We acoount in the same way for the
subtle if silent opposition of The
Mail and The Globe?

In the meantime, Hon, Mr, Meighen
must gee that this is the most press-
ing of a number of pressing ques-
tions that confront him when he sits
down to draft the speech from the
throne for the opening of parliament
a week from Monday,

For additional
accommodation for the courts, the
proposal to remove the police head-
quarters from the city hall is much
preferable.

After Henry Ford.

Henry Ford has done. one
thing supremely well: he has given
the world a cheap automobile, owned
by hundreds of thousands, if not mil-
lioms of people all over America and
Europe, and has systematized the
manufacture and especially the up-
keep of motors in such a way as to
make of himself in many respects a
public service man in the highest
sense, Ford has his faults: he ds a
man of a single idea and a #ingle pur-
pose. and has ridden rough-shod over
many who interfered with what he
thought was his way of giving the
public low motor charges, including
trucks, "tractors. plows. But he has
served the public and himself at the
same time in a big way. Wall street
will smash him if it cam,

Perhaps also he overreached him-
gelf in trying to be independent of
other industries; not only having his
own iron mines and his own smelting
plant and his own railway to get his
stee] to his works. Perhaps he went
too far ih this direction anfi has at-
tempted something that even a man
of his power or organization cannot
accomplish. It may be better for
everybody to distribute work and
management instead of making out of
it a czardom. In the meantime the
publc will watch with interest the
attempt to put Henry Ford out:of
business and perhaps put an end to
the cheap motor car, the cheap traec-
tor, the cheap truck and cheap up-
keep of all these conveniences. There
ought to be room in the world for al
the auto makers. But perhaps Mr.
Ford was too quick in buying out his
partners at enormous prices,

His sojourn in Europe as a Cana-

every way the Foster of 20 years ago.

. Masses Behind League.

“The League ‘of Nutions,” said the
speaker, “is an experiment tha. has
tehind it the hopes and prayers of a
vast majority of the- world’s humarn-
ity. 1 think the league will work out
its functions successfully, not because
it works thru crowned heads of demo-
cratic countries, nor because it may
enlist the sympathy of great men, so-
called ‘in military achievements, but
because the great mass of the com-
mon people like ourselves, wha have
| a knowledgeable idea of _what its

| ideals and purposes, are behind it ‘to

the whole extent of thelr capacity.”

The League of Nations had really

been launched when the covenant was
| approved at the peace conference, and|
| it inaugurated a new method of set- |
| tling international diffarences after |
[ 6,000 years of armed force, culminat-
ing in the last great disaster, begin-
ning in 1914, The great war was over,
the armistice was signed, but the' ef-
fects. of war remained deep in the
hearts of the people and would remain
for many, many years. The covenant
| at first had been si kv+«32 nations,
and others were a iter, until up
to the present 47 natiohs hay set their
hand and seal to the principles of the
league. A few natiens had not yet
ratified the league, but the door was
open and the speaker believed - they
would all in time enter thru that door,
| tho it might have to be widened a
| little.
i Covenant , of the League.
| The ‘covenant of the _league, Sir
George sald, was made up  of 26}
articles-providing for the settlement ;
of disputes between nations, the lim-
itation of armament and other provi-
siong for the avoidance -of war, and
for mandatories for the administra-
tion of derelict colonies or incompe-
tent states on the basic principle that
mandatories were a trust in everv re-
spect,.giving first place to the inter-
ests of the people administered. It
also provided that <treaties bejfween
nations: should in future be- open to
the world, and in all respects {Le
league was designed to abolish war
forever. ' It mmepked the dawn 'of a
new era, showing in the edst, perhaps
dimly at- first, but gradually lighting
with a soft brilliancy; the peace 6f the
earth. Canada had put her 60,000 dead,
her half-million men in arms and her
two billions of moneéy as an invest~
ment for the future peace of the world,
and she would be infinitely ‘wise in
|'seeing “hat the most was made of
that investment.

Sir George dealt -with the details of
the Geneva assembly, such as the
arrangement of the delegates in alpha-
betical order in the chamber, the ap-
pointment of eommissions and com-
miftees to attend to the preliminaries,
etc. English gnd French had been the
official languages, but the delega‘es
from the 17 Latin countries had the
privilege {of 8peaking in Spanish if
they so desired, and their speeches
were immediately translated into Eng-
lish and French.® The speeches of
delégates who spoke in English  were
translated into French, and wvice versa,
and in that way all was made harmoni-
dus. All the -delegates were able to
speak in either English or French,
