is Expected to Cause Rise in 
Prices During the Week.

NAPLES, May 27—At Boscotreeasse, 
on the southern declivity of Mount Ve­
suvius, a fissure suddenly opened yester­
day from which a flow of poisonous gases 
continued. A peasant who imprudently 
approached the fissure was killed and » 
others who rushed to his rescue and fell 
asphyxiated were saved with .difficulty. 
The gas from the new fissure rises to the 
height of five or six feet and carbineers 
have been posted in the vicinity to pre­
vent persons going within the danger 
zone.

The people at Brown's Flats held an 

indignation meeting Friday night as a re­
sult of the provincial government ignor­
ing their three petitions for a high Water

Since the opening of the river the wharf 
at the Flats has been submerged, and the 
people wishing to get ashore there are 
landed from the steamers to a scow and 

■ in that way reach their destination. On 
account of the wharf being submerged 
the steamers do not stop but merely slow 
down and the people are now crying to 
the government for a high water wharf. 

The petitioners also claim that they are 
unable to handle the produce, freight, 
etc., and also that while getting to the 
shore their lives are endangered. On 
May 24 an accident was narrowly avert­
ed. A large number of men, women and 
children had crowded from the steamer 
into the scow, but the latter, having 
caught on the bow of the, steamer and 
one side -of it going under, the water 
flowed in, half filling the , scow., -The 
people were hurriedly gotten- to shore, 
however, and no accident occurred.

- CHICAGO, 'May 27—Meat prices in 
Chicago may jump skyward this week. 
The packers notified the commission firms 
that beginning today ’ they no longer 
would stand the loss on condemned cat­
tle and in order to protect themselves they 
had found it necessary to refuse payment 
on “cow stuff” until it had passed the 
government inspectors.

Jluring the latter part of last week 
thousands of letters and telegrams were 
sent out by the commission men to their 
customers, notifying them of the action 
that had been taken by the packers and 
advising them to withhold all shipments 
of cattle to the big ..markets controlled by 
the trust until the difficulty is adjusted. 
This is expected to cut the meat supply 
tremendously before the week is over and 
prices are expected" to go up correspohd- 
ingly.

Commission men declare it is the in­
tention of the packers to enforce the rule 
with regard to “cow stuff” now in the 
hope that similar action may be taken 
later with reference to their purchases of 
riîeep and hogs.

Some of the leading commission firms 
and shippers have communicated with the 
secretary of agriculture, at Washington, 
with regard to the action on the part of 
the packers, and it is said assurances have 
been given that an attempt to delay pay­
ments on live stock by packers would re­
sult in the withdrawal of the inspection 
services.

Then she was 
piloted to the doorway leading to the base­
ment. After traversing the basement and 
winding along a lane partly filled with de­
bris she encountered a walk leading to the 
level of the first floor at the King street 
entrance and so passed out to the street.
It was a strenuous time for the clerks and 
shoppers alike, but the latter did not seem 
to mind it as long as they got bargains.

Mr. Macaulay said that arrangements 
would be made this evening so that a 
stairway would be built to take the place 
of the ladders so that customers attend­
ing the sale tomorrow could get out com­
fortably.

However, it was the opinion of many 
who watched the scene on South Market 
street that the women would not stop at 
climbing ladders to get at the display of 
goods.

It was stated that at one time this 
morning, when the women were crowd­
ing fiercely about the entrance, and the 
policeman had his hands full to keep them 
in check, he remarked that if they Were 
men he would use his “billy” on them, 
but as they were women, the only thing 
to do as far as lie could see, would be to 
turn the hose on them. Even this threat, 
however, had little effect.

Jaccount of thfe fact that it could be hand­
led much quicker and cheaper, to Port­
land. Bermudan onions, bananas and oth­
er tropical fruits could be brought direct 
to this port, without going through several 
hands, as they do, at present and be sold 
here at about onedialf what they are 
costing at the present time. From a tour­
ist standpoint thé line would be a great 
thing for the port. It has been sug­
gested by the Bermuda capitalists 
that in summer Bermudans could be 
brought here to the Ottawa House 
and other Maine resorts and in winter 
Portland and Canadian people could be 
taken to St. Georges, where a magnificent 

hotel has recently been erected, and 
to other Bermudan resorts.

The Bermudan capitaliste who are in 
communication with Consul Keating 
state that such a Une would be guaranteed, 
free wharfage, almost free towing, free­
dom from taxation, an4 possibly a subsidy, 
if established. It could bo tun very cheap­
ly and it is felt could .be operated profit­
ably, in a short time building up a big 
trade.

At the present time the steamers of the 
Quebec Steamship Company, from New 
York are running to Hamilton, which is 
15 miles from St. Georges, and they are 
overcrowded and unable to take care of the 
great passenger traffic which is pouring in 
upon them. Other line* running to the is­
land are reporting the same conditions. Al­
ready it is known, that certain, Portland 
capital is willing to take hold with the 
Bermuda capitalists in establishing such 
A line and that all that is needed is en­
couragement by this city to make it a, 
certainty.*

'(Portland, Maine, Express.)
That a line of steamers will be running 

from Bermuda to either Portland or Bos­
ton inside of a yea* was the statement 
in a letter received today by British Vice 
Consul J. B. Keating, from capitalists 
J. B. Keating, from prominent capitalists 
of the British Island. It was evident 
from the tone of the letter that Portland 
was the port favored, as this city is ab­
solutely free from competition in the 
Bermudan trade, while the Boston field 
is well covered by the steamers of the 
United Fruit Company, which run to the 
West Indies as well as Bermuda.

About a year ago, it will be remember­
ed, the Express published a stoty that a 
line between this port and Bermuda was 
a possibility. The letter received by 
British Vice Consul Keating today is a 
verification of this report and in it it is 
stated that if Portland will help out the 
line, it will undoubtedly be established. 
If this city will give the Bermudan pro­
moters sufficient encouragement, steamers 
between Portland and the British island 
will be a certainty of the near future.

A prominent capitalist of Bermuda, 
Edgar Meyer, of St. Georges, spends every 
summer here, with his family, and he has 
long been enthusiastic over the idea and is 
one of the chief promoters, of the project 
to establish such a line.
