The British advance is still being pushed rapidly. The pursuit of the
enemy continued yesterday. Forty mote villages have fallen into 'their hands.
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Despatches last night say that the British: are now well beyond Bapaume.

Paris Optimistic

Paris, March 20.—The latest news
from the front accentuates the feeling of
optimism in military circles here and
convinces the critics that the Germans
are now engaged in a most difficult and
dangerous operation in view of the large
front involved.

According to the hitherto accepted
theory, to effect such a movement with
any safety it was necessary that a dis-
tance equal to a two days’ march should
be maintained between the pursuing and
retreating forces. Under the present
circumstances both armies are in close
contact, .

The Germans are carrying out their
retirement under the cover of small but
picked rearguards, sometimes ennrqu
composed of officers and non-commis-
siongd officers, which make counter-at-
tacl;ﬂvhen the pursuers press too close-

ly on their heels. The weather, w.hlc.h

continues to be extremely clear, is in
favor of the advancing allies. French
mnilitary crities maintain that it is more
and more unlikely that the Germans can
reach the Lille La Fere line without
mishap. It is assumed that they pro-
pose to convert this line, which was
their former base, into their principal
position and remove their base seven-
teen miles to the rear on a line running
from Valenciennes to Laon. It is as-

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THE WAR SITUATION

The Germans are still retreating on
some eighty miles or more of the west-
ern front, and are hard pressed by the
British and French. On the rest of the
line, north and south, they are holding
their ground. It is assumed that the
present retirement along part of the line
will be followed by a determined stand
on a new Mne of defence of greater
strength. There will come, in the early

, summer, & treméndous drive by the Brit-

- ish and French along the whole line, but
whether the Germans will attempt to

. forestall this by a drive in Flanders or

" Lorraine remains to be seen. The latest
reports indicate that the present retire-
ment was forced by the terrible gunrery
of the British and French, and as the
latter appear to have had in readiness
armies for pursuit the success of the
present movement may be greater than
is even now anticipated. With their cus-

. tomary savagery the Germans legve the
territory behind them plundered and
ravaged, but this has not prevented the
victors from ' pressing close on their
bheels.

The news from Washington is more
warlike. President Wilson has authoriz-

/ ed the expenditure of $115,000,000 by the
navy department, and orders have al-
ready been placed for sixty sybmarine
chasers, while a census has been taken
of all available private craft along the
Atlantic coest, and arrangements made
to take them over at a moment’s notice.
There is every evidence now that a
thorough-going policy of tapid prepara-
tion is being carried out. An- illustra-
tion of the sentiment of the people was
given in a school in Washington yester-
day when a portrait of the Kaiser was
torn down and replaced by one of Presi-
dent Wilson, decorated with American
flags.

The news from Russia today is not as
cheerful as that of yesterday, but agita-
tion on the part of both the extreme
radicals and the reactionaries is to be
expected for some time to come, and the
present indications are that the import-
ance of a vigorous prosecution of the
war i3 generally and\fully recognized.

Each day brings new evidences of
German savagery, such as the deliberate
murder of officers and sailors in a boat
from a Belgian relief steamer, who were
shelled by the submarine which sank the
vessel; and the shelling of Ramsgate by
German destroyers, although it is well
known the place is undefended. These
destroyers have been very busy along the
southeast coast of Britain since Satur-
day, and the wonder is that they are
able to escape. So far as is reported

' they have done no serious damage, ex-
/cept to sink one British destroyer and a
merchant vessel.

In Mesopotamia the British are still
pursuing the Turks, and steadily gain-
ing ground. }_

From this time forward the war news
will take on a new interest, for with
spring weather the activity on all fronts
will be redoubled.

MONS AND AFTER,

We can imagine the difference in the
spirit of the British troops on the west-
ern front today, and that of the divisions
which took part in the battle of Mons.
Then there was but a fringe of troops
along the battle-front. Sometimes the
commander would find a gap between
two of his divisions, or would find one
or the other flank in the air, and in
jmminent danger from the overwhelm-
ing masses of the Germans, whose artil-
lery was also immensely superior. The
story of how Smith-Dorrien saved the
army at Mons i1s one of the thrilling
episodes. of the war. His men gave back
grudgingly, but there was no help for
it.

Today the advantage is with the Brit-
ish and it is the Germans who are fight-
ing a'\rear-guard action. We can readily
imagine how jubilantly the men who
have been confined to trench fighting
welcome the opportunity to get into the
open, and to see the backs of their foes.
Of course the Germans are only retiring
to stronger lines of defence, but their
morale has broken down. However des-
perately they may still be forced to
fight, they will never again in this war
go into action with the proud confidence
which marked their rush through Bel-
gium aad that portion of France which
was oyverrun by them in the éarly stages
of the war;, and if the British could
manifest so much courage and resource
when the odds were all against them, it
goes without saying that from this time
forward they will be inspired by a new
determination to accomplish even great-
er things. e

The Bangor Commercial says:—“It
seems to us that the Central Empires
will now appreciate the Russian menace
to the full. Russia can put in the field
more soldiers than Germany and Aus-
tria combined. She has competent gen-
erals and must now be fully supplied
with munitions. In spite of gross in-
competency in official circles and pro-
German leanings at court she has held
her own for the past year or more. With
o united spirit in high places she can
now push the war as it has not been
pushed from her side and the Central
Empires will feel the burden on the east
equally with that on the west.”

SOLDIERS AND LAND.

The Hon. Robert Rogers has been
telling the people of England of great
Canadian schemes for settling upon the;

lend. Out of 846 who had returned to
Alberta, only six were willing to take
up farming, although a number of them
had been farmers beforp they enlisted.
Out of fifty men interviewed personally
by Mr. Kidner, only one wanted to farm.
In Mr. Kidner's opinion, the branches
of agriculture most likely to meet with
favor are those involving light labor.
As a further illustration, we may quote
from a letter, which appeared in the
Canadian Hospital News, of Ramsgate,
Eng., from a sapper who had becn at-
the front, and was then in hespital. He
said:—

“As a man marked for Canada, I'm
naturally more than interested in all
this back-to-the-land talk.  So far, I

go farming when he returns to Canada.
Personally, after ten months’ experience
of the mud in Flanders and France, 'm
fed up with land, soil or earth in any
form, and just want to walk through
the rest of my life on paved sidewalks
and when I die be buried snugly in a
nice dry concrete vault.”

Another soidier said that most of the
boys had decided that after they go
home again it would be a very hard
proposition, once they had settled down,
to move them. The ‘Loronto Star has
received letters from men at the front,
saying that the longing of every man is,
first of all, to go back to the old fam-
iliar life; and tnat it is quite wrong to
assume that during the war the men
wilh have somehow acquired a strange
new desire to gy farming. Possibly ai-
ter they have been home for some lime,
some of them will be prepared to con-
sider taking up tarmung, if it i3, maue
sufficienuy attractive; but one 'I'oronto
soidier puts the case thus:—

“] may say that it is my opinion that
never in the history of the worid will
nice, sheitered inside jobs, with steam
neat laid on and hot and cold water, be
as popular as they will be after this!
war. Land? Land! We've eaten it, |
preatheds it, been imprisoned by it!

and in the meanwhile has been hamper-
ing the operations of the army by send-
ing forward inadequate supplies. The
extreme difficulty which Canadian con-
tractors have experienced in getting
their products passed by Russian in-
spectors is ascribed in great part to the
attitude of the inspectors, who are sup-
i posed to have had a shrewd belief that
they were not desired to allow any more
extensive deliveries than they could help.
The Russian government was obliged to
place orders for munitions, in erder to
keep up the appearance of co-operation
with its Allies, just as it was obliged
to keep its troops in the field and makz
a semblance of fighting; but it could no
be obliged to do anything to expedite
deliveries under these contracts, and act-
ually did a great deal to hamper deliver-
ies. It seems very probable that in fu-
ture contractors will not meet with such
difficulties in making reasonable adjust-
ments on their contracts.

Army is Faithful,

The one factor in the situation which
has enabled the friends of the Entente
to place continued reliance in Russia has
been the absolute anti-German attitude
of the army, which has apparently
proved to be in complete accord with the
Duma and the popular leaders. It will
be recalled that at the time of the last
‘coup” in the Duma, when the govern-
ment left the chamber after an attack by
Professor Milukoff (now premier of the
new government), the only member of
the government ‘who remained and sup-
ported Milukoff’s attitude was the min-
ister of war. The detachment of the
military organization from the Tsar's
party appears to have been surprisingly
complete though' it is too much to hope
that the revolution will not for a short
time at least cause some uncertainty and
divided councils at the front, from which

Powers, proposed a plan for the seizure
of tne Gallipoli peninsula “by means of
a Greek army of adequale strength,”
with a view to admitung the Brtish
ficet to the Sea of Marmora. ‘General
Charles E. Callwell, director, of military
operations at the war office, pointed out
that tais would prove an exiremely diffi-
cuit operation, and that it would not be
justifiable to undertake it with an army
of less than sixty thousand. It is also
shown that the admiralty officials be-
heved the appearance of a British fleet
would be the signal for a revolution in
Constantinople and that the Dardanelles
forts were short of ammunition.

On March 1, 1915, the British minis-
ter at Athens telegraphed that M. Ven-
izclos, then Greek premier, proposed to
offer the co-operation of a Greek army
corps of three divisions. The British
minister the following day added that
the King of Greece already had been
sounded on this proposal, and that he
had heard the king “wanted war.” On
March 17, General Sir Arthur Paget,
4 who was engaged on a special mission in
the Balkans, sent a telegram to Earl
Kitchener, secretary for war, as follows:

I was speaking a few days ago to a re-
turned soldier, a sergeant, who went over
with the first contingent. This man re-
counted, without any surface indication
of feeling, the good and bad qualities of
the rifle. The bad qualities so out-
weighed the good that the Canadien
soldiers. threw their rifles away and
“stole” the British standard weapon frowm
quick or dead, according to the <circam-
stances of the moment. The sergeant on
two or three occasions when the enemy
attacked the Canadian trenches, in those
awful early days, found himself with a
useless rifle in his hands—it jammed af-
ter firing a dozen rounds! To empha-
size the point, he stated that ome of the
men in his platoon found a Lee Entield
in a pool of water, and spent a week
removing the rust and other foreign ac-
cumulations from the weapon; in the
meantime throwing his Ross rifle away.

With a shake of his head, the sergeant
concluded: “It is no weapon for the
trenches, and has been responsible for
thousands of Canadians being killed in
actien.” t

This is a shocking revelation and no
amount of bluff and counter-allegations
of self-interest, jealousy, malice or poli-
tical antagonism will relieve the late min-
{ ister of militia from serious responsibil-
jity. A strong man who cannot see, ac-
knowledge and retrieve a serious mistake
is 2 mule, with all the offensive arma-
ment, fore and aft, provided for that ani-
mal by .a grudging providence.

LEATHER FROM SHARKS

The interest that has been aroused
i by efforts to establish a wider use of
the skins of sharks in the manufacture
i of leather: has resulted in the receipt of
gu large number of letters by the United

States Bureau of Iisheries from persons
and firms connected with the leather
trade or industry.

In December 11,600 pounds of hides
from Alaska were landed at Puget Sound
ports, and advices from Nicaragua state
that a practically inexhaustible supply
may be obtained from that country, Tan-
ned skins from a number of persons are
being received. Several small samples
appear \very promising.

PROHIBITION FOR CANADA |

At a meeting of the dominion problbl-{
tion committee, held in Woronto on the
9th and 10th of the month, it was agreed
to push energetically the campaign for
dominion .prehibition, !

To meet with success, we must obtain
(1) from the provincial legislatures the
most effective legislation to prohibit the
sale and transportation of liquor for
beverage purposes within the provinees,
and (2) from the Dominion, parliament
further legislation that may be required
to deal with manufacture and transpor-
tation into provinces.

At an interview with the premier, Sir
R. L. Borden, in the month of January,
we were informed that the government
would “take into consideration” the
question of federal prohibition. When
the premier returns from London the
cofmmittee expects to receive a declara-
tion as to the intention of the govern-
ment, /

In the meantime the committee aas
engaged one of the best law firms in the
dominion to prepare a prohibition mea-
sure that may be submitted to parlia-:
ment in April.

Before that date our representatives
from the different constituencies in the
province should be requested to use their
vote and influence at Ottawa to secure
the desired legislation. i

The question of prohibition for Can-
ada is to be decided by the votes of our
representatives. |
