London, May 20—No fresh develop-
ments on Sunday in the Sinn Fein affair
have been reported. Very few news
telegrams are arriving from Dublin, but
they report everything quiet, at least
outwardly.

MORE AIRSHIPS

British Get That Maay With Eight
of Ours Missing — Zeebrugge
Gates and OtherWorks Bembed

London, May 20—In aerial fighting on
Saturday twenty-one German airplanes
were destroyed and two disabled by
British aviators. The official statement
reads:

“Saturday was another fine day and
enabled us to carry out bombing, reccon-
noitering, photography and fighting. The
improved visibility facilitated more work
in ‘conjunction with the artillery than
has been possible recently. The railway
stations at Courtrai, Valenciennes, Aul-
ney, Roulers and Chaulnes were bombed
heavily and several enemy airdromes,
ammunition dumps and billets also were
attacked. More than nineteen tons of
bombs were dropped on these targets.

“The greater part of the fighting oc-
curred well east of the enemy lines.
Twenty-one hostile machines were
brought ‘down and two others were dis-
abled. Eight of ours are missing.

“Although our bombing machines were
able to work only half the night owing to
a thick mist which blew in from the sea,
they dropped ten tons of bombs on the
Marcoing, Haubourdin, Douai and Chaul-
nes railway stations, on billets in the

neighborhood of Bapaume and Bray, and

on the railway works and lock gates at
Zeebrugge. One of our machines failed
to return.”

What London Papers Say

London, May 20—(Via Reuter's Lim~
ited)—The Daily Chronicle urges the
government to bring the principal pris-
oners into open court immediately and
prove their guilt; or, if this is inadvis-
able, for military or international rea-
sons, at least to expedite publication of
the material facts to counter the im-
putation that it is being actuated by
political motives by showing that there
is good foundation for charging con-
spiracy.

The Morning Post says the arrests
constitute an excellent step, if only a
step, toward re-establishment of a firm
government in.

ADMIRAL STURDEE'S ADVIGE

Spend on Essential Thlngt Only, Says
This Great British Navy Man

(“Naval Record,” London.)

Thursday was services day in connec-
tion with Medway tank week. Speaking
from the tank Nelson, outside Chatham
Townhall, Admiral Sturdee, command-
er-in-chief at the Nore, said years ago,
when people- sang “Britons never shall
be slaves,” they were accused of jingo-
ism. That was a wrong term. It was
a truism, and the spirit underlying it is
still animating our sailors and soldiers,
and in the end would give them the vie-
tory. It was for the civilian community
to do their part by providing the money
by investing in war loans. The Germans
were said to have made the assertion
that when they got to England they
would enact an indeminty of £2,000,000,-
000. If such a thing happened the Ger-
mans would not get an admiral to stand
on a tank and ask for the money, but
would enforce judgment at the point of
the bayonet and by such awful cruelties
and horrors as they had heard of. He
urged his hearers to avoid expenditure on
non-essentials, and to invest their savings
in war bonds. Admiral Sturdee added:
“Don’t unnecessarily buy pianos. Put off
the dances until after the war, and then
have a good burst.”

THE NNV LEAGE

The following is a copy of a letter re-
ceived by the Dominion president, show-
ing how the funds from Canada are used
for the relief of all sailors.

Dear Mr, Ross:—

With reference to your kind letter
dated April 1, which reached me this
morning, 1 have the pleasure to inform
you that a conference took place yes-
terday between Mr. Havelock Wilson,
president of the National Seamen’s and
Firemen’s Union and chairman of the
Merchant Seamen’s Léague and repre-
sentatives of my executive committee.

A definite arrangement has been con-
cluded in accordence with which the
Seamen’s and Firemen's  organization
will transmit through their branches at
the ports, details of all cases of distress
and suffering among wounded merchant
seamen and their dependents, and these
will be immedictely dealt with at this
office,. We propose to pursiie the sume
policy that has been in operation during
the past three years in relation to the
dependents of officers and men of the
Royal Navy, £3,000 of the amount re-
ceived from you have been appropriated
for Merchant Seamen, and this in ad-
dition to upwards of £5,000 received
from Navy League branches, the Malay
States and elsewhere, will enable us to
deal with all urgent cases of relief and
the education of orphans.

When the central laboratory is
running to his satisfaction, it is the in-
tention to open branch laboratories in
other centres throughout the province,
where assistants trained in St. John will
be -able to carry on much work of great
value to the district in which they are
located. As the work progresses, Doctor
Abramson hopes to make .the depart-
ment of special value to the military hos-
pitals and, when immigration resumes,
there will be much that the laboratory
can do to aid the port physicians.

In coming to St. John, Doctor Abram-
son was forced to interrupt research
work, which he has been carrying on in
connection with spinal meningitis and in-
fantile paralysis. His experiments had
progressed to a stage where he had dis-
covered serums which made monkeys
immune from the disease, and he has
confidence that the method can be ap-
plied to human beings. When the work
here is completely organized, he hopes
that he may be able #o resume his in-
vestigations.

RECIPES OF NOTED
CANADIAN CHEFS

(Canada Food Board Educational Di-

vision.)

M. le Chef has a good many worries
these days for in the large hotel the re-
sponsibility for food saving rests chiefly
on his shoulders. In fact many of the
managers rely absolutely on their chef to
experiment with substitutes and to cut
down on the use of wheat, beef and
bacon.

Perhaps no hotel in Canada is more
cosmopolitan or better known than the
Chateau Laurier and it is interesting to
know how the head chief, Omedeo Fran-
chi, manages to make the most of things
at a time when every kind of public eat-
ing place has worries of its own.

M. Franchi places much faith in vege-
table fare and it may be interesting to
the housewives of Canada to know how
he achieves some of his remarkably pala-
table dishes. For instance, a favorite at
the Chateau Laurier is mashed turnips
a la Brisse, prepared in this fashion:
Roast a piece of mutton or lamb (any
part) for about fifteen minutes in a hot
oven. Chop three or four onions fine and
add to the dish. Then cook for another
ten minutes. Slice some turnips and put
in the same pan with the onions and
mutton. Add salt and pepper to taste, a
little hot water and cook well until the
turnips will mash. Serve with the mut-
ton.

There is the ubiquitous carrot, that
most health-giving and beautifying of
vegetables. It can be prepared in more
ways than the average woman dreams
of. Carrots Grand Mere is prepared as
follows: Clean carrots and boil for
twenty minutes. Strain same. Put in
roasting pan with small onions and a
little fat. Cover and leave in oven for
from forty to fifty minutes.

Another of Canada’s best-known chefs
is M. G. Embregts of the Chateau Fron-
tenac, Quebec. The following is one of
his favorite potato recipes:

Potatoes Brabanconne.

Prepare some thick mashed potatoes.
Add one tablespoonful each of chopped
and bleached shallots and chopped pars-
ley. Season with salt, pepper, nutmeg
and four ounces of grated old Canadian |
cheese. Mix well and put into a hollaw |
dish in dome form. Strew a little grated |

. cheese and some bread crumbs on top.

From

‘Bake till slightly browned and serve hot.

Then another carrot recipe:

Carrots Lilloise.

Pare and cut new carrots in sixth of 4
an ich thick slices. Put in a saucepan
with half a pint of water, salt, a table-
spoonful of sugar and a small piece of
buttér. Cover and cook about half an
hour, tossing occasionally. Add a liaison
of two egg yolks with a quarter a cup of
cream, a scrap of butter and chopped
parsley.

E. W. Nesbitt said that the patriotic
fund had been well administéred in theg
past. Its collection, however, he be-’
lieved, was becoming a matter of coer-
cion, and not of voluntary subscription.

J. C. Turriff asserted that by this;
time next year there would be three
million American soldiers in France. If
their wives and children cared to come
to Canada the patriotic- fund would be
responsiblé for payments to them as well
as to the families of soldiers of the do-,
minion unless the act was amended. He;
appreciated to the full the value of the‘
United States as an ally, but that coun-
try was as well able to look after her
soldiers’ dependents as Canada.

Mr. McMaster introduced an amend-
ment providing that the corporation ad-
ministering the fund should distribute
it to relatives and dependents of soldiers

who were domiciled in Canada on the;

22nd of August, 1914.
Hon. C. J. Doherty stated that he did

not wish to find fault with any sugges-,

The house then went into supply on
the estimates of the department of trade
and commerée, Appropriations neces-
sary for mail subsidies in connection

with ocean service showed a consider-!

able decrease owing to the commandeer-
ing of a large number of vessels for war
purposes. The amount required for, this
purpose on the Atlantic and Pacific
Oceans was decreased by $886,383.

A vote of $18,000 for a steam service
between the mainland and the Magdalen
Islands, caused Hon, Rudolph Lemieux
to ask whether the contract had  yet
been signed for this service.

Sir George Foster replied that this
had been -done.

WHAT SEA POWER MEANS.

A recent issue of the Literary Digest,
.reviewing the military situation, said:

“If the Germans drive batters its way
through to the Channel ports, German
.guns may drop a gigantic barrage be-
“hind which German armies can be fer-
.ried across to invade England.”

- If Germany should win through to the

Channel ports she might attempt an in-
vasion of England, perhaps even bring-
ing out her fleet to take part in the un-
dertaking; but the odds would be too
‘heavy against her for any hope of suc-
cess. Even if the worst should happen
and the British and Americans be com-
pelled to take to their ships; Germany
would not win the war; for the strug-
+gle would still go on, and without the
wmastery ‘of the sea the German gain of
“territory would be of more apparent
~than real value. Of course it would pro-
“long the war, and impose greater hard-
«ship and suffering upon the world; but
“the British Empire and the United tSates
Swill never consent to a German peace.
{The German press realizes that land
“victories will not bring complete triumph
4 for the Central Powers. A German naval
; expert, writing in the Vossische Zeitung,
“has said:—

“England has closed the gates of the
“North Sea. From bases dominating -all
ithe sea-routes, her cruisers swept the
,,-f,ae:is free of enemy ships. Invisible, se-
4 cure against sudden invasion, and yet
iready at any moment to strike a blow
‘ with overwhelming superiority, the Eng-
i lish high sea fleets lie waiting in their
“ports. Under their protection, England’s
isea trade follows the old profitable
;roads. If England’s allies collapsed mil-
~itarily and economically, England could
“ continue the war as a pure naval war
+ with almost the whole tonnage of the
“world at her disposal. If she were to
*succeed at the conclusion of peace in
. forcing or persuading the Central Pow-
“ers to limit their naval armaments, Eng-
+land’s position of predominance in Eur-
"ope would be as secure in the future as

in the past. The economic harvest of
"the war could then be gathered in with-~
_out interference. That was the situa-
- tion which forced us to take up the de-
- cisive struggle against British sea-pow-
.::er. At the moment we could not pro-
;duce a decision by throwing in our high-
isea forces. Even after a successful bat-
. tle, our fleet, without any bases, could
: neither blockade England nor keep the
ocean open for our own sea-trade.”

The Arbeiter Zeitung of Vienna, was
: very emphatic. It has said:—
©  “Do not be deceived. Germany’s vic-
tories will never force the Entente to ac-
{ cept a peace of violence. If the Germans
~could take Calais and Paris, and even

force France and Italy to capituleate,
: then there would remain the English,

. tected by the ocean. They can always
" continue the war by sea, and the great-
! est victory on land can not impose a
peace of force on America and England.”

America and England, with their con-

trol of raw materials and of harbors and
‘. coaling stations, and with their great
f navies, would be able to paralyze the
: trade and’ industry of the Central Pow-
cers. The London Spectator, while ad-
< mitting that her Russian conquests give
7 Germany an easter source of supplies
fand an avenue of commercé, points out

that control of the coaling stations of
ithe world gives the Allies the whip

hand. It said in a recent issue:—

? “Looking at the facts as a whole, it
tis clear that unless the Germans succeed,
“as they still hope to do, in acquiring
~command of the sea by means of sub-

. marines, her economic life after the war.

| will be to a very large extent indeed

the mercy of those countries with whogi
she is now fighting. In particular, her,
shipping industry could be strangled if
all the Entente Powers refused to per-
mit German vessels to enter their ports
or to obtain coal from their coaling sta-
tions. It may be assumed that her
statesmen are at least as well aware of
these facts as we are, and it is quite
certain that the commercial party in
Germany attaches even more importance
to the re-establishment of the commer-
cial and maritime freedom which exist-
ed before the war than to mere territor-
ial conquests. That is a factor in our
favor which we are entitled to press up
to its utmost value. In the earlier days
of the war we certainly did not make
full use of our relative- economic
strength.”

It is now fairly well established that
the submarine will not give to Germany
the control of the sea which it was so
confidently predicted would soon be hers.
‘Whatever her success on land, therefore,
the sea power of Britain and America
will still bar her path toward the goal
of world-domination. Let po faint heart
believe that all is lost when ground is
yielded by the Allies, for Germdny .pays
a terrible toll, and before she could fin-
ally dispose of the Allied armies on the
western: front her own man-power would
be reduced to the point of = exhaustion.
Let it be understood and accepted that
we are going to win this war if it takes
ten years, and that even the loss of the
Channel ports would not weaken our de-
termination.

THE POTATO DRIVE.

This is really the opening of Canada’s
most popular gardening week. Those
who have put off going to work on their
gardens usually bestir themselves by the
24th of May, and the holiday finds an
army of diligent devotees of hoe and
rake. The chief concern of this week
for the war garden should be His Ma-
jesly the Spud. In 1916 sixty-three mil-
lion bushels of potatoes were grown in
Canada. In 1917 seventy-nine millions
were grown. In 1918 every home cellar
should become a “potato elevator” to
rclease the wheat for the fighters and

tep down the cost of living.

Supposing your vacant lot is thirty-
six feet wide. You might have twen-
ty-six rows of potatoes. You have a
wide variety to choose from. Perhaps
the greatest are Early Rose, Irish Cob-
bler, Mountain Green, Rochester, and
delaware.

Directions were given last week relat-
ive to the condition the soil should be
in at the time of planting. Great care
should be exercised in the initial prepar-
ctions. The potato trenches should be
perfectly straight and evenly spaced at
about twenty-seven inches apart. Use a
line to get the measurements accurate.
For an early potato this is the ideal dis-
tance.

“The reality and seriousness of this
pro-German plot has been known for
some time, in view of Admiral Capelle’s
assertion that Germany is assured for
years to come of a steady supply of
U-boats, which never cease their efforts
to get in touch with Sinn Feiners and
separatists, this treason must be' put
dewn with an unflinching hand and pre-
vented from recurring.

ENGINEERS' VISIT 10
~ LOCAL SHIP YARD

Time—Up-to-the-Minute Oper-
ations

‘On Saturday afternoon a party of the
members of the newly formed St. John
Branch of the Canadian Society of Civil
Engineers and their friends paid a visit
to Messrs. Grant & Horne’s shiypard at
Erin stret. They were met by J. A.
Grant and James Gilchrist and divided
into parties and went thoroughly over
the entire plant.

The large waooden steamer is now
reaching a very interesting stage and the
members took  great interest in the
method of driving the long bolts fasten-
ing the planking te the frames. This is
done by means of an‘Ingersoll-Rand bolt
driver operated by air, a bolt of three
feet long being dtiven in a few seconds
by two men. }

The party made ‘a careful survey of
the underside of the ship where the fine
local bireh timber is being used for the
outside planking, some splendid trees
having been secured for sawing® into
planks. Then they proceeded all around
the outside of the ship and went on to
the deck. The inside of the ship is now
fast approaching completion, all the
decking being in place except the poop
deck upen which the deck will be laid
in the course of a few days as all the
beams are ready for it. The bulkheads
on the ship are practically all completed
together with the engine beds and the
necessary shaft tubing for the propellor,
in fact the ship has now reached a stage
when its early completion can be looked
for as apart from_ the building of the
deck house and deck erections all that
remains to be done is to complete the
planking, which is now well along.

The party then visited the mill, where
they saw the large logs being cut up on
perhaps what is the longest saw carriage
in New Brunswick. The timbers are
sawn here and then passed through the
planer if they are to be planed, or else
to the band saw if they have to be bevel-
led. A very interesting operation was
watched by the party, the cutting out of
an almost circular piece of timber on the
