Hudson, N. Y., Sept. 12—Day by day a 
tragedy is being enacted, in the City Hos­
pital here, where, encased in bags of sand 
so that she cannot move her body, lies 
Mies Maud Fritts, of Hudson, whose en­
gagement to marry was announced last 
June.

Miss Fritts’ neck is broken and she 
is unable to speak; for weeks she could 
not move a muscle and yet the doctors 
have decided that she is conscious and 
able to understand all that is said to hgr.

The accident to Miss Fritts happened 
early in July. She had driven with a 
party of friends to a cottage on Lake 
Charlotte. When the time came to start 
for home, Miss Fritts and two others 
of the party climbed into a big three- seat­
ed wagon. Without Warning the horses 
stair ted and all but Miss Fritts jumped 
out and escaped unhurt. She clung to 
the seat. The entire party started in pur­
suit, but the horses ran nearly half a 
mile before being stopped.

Miss Fritts was found by the road­
side where she had been thrown. She 

unconscious, and frpm that moment 
has never spoken a word. The second 
vertebra of her neck was broken and 
she was completely paralyeized. She con­
tinued in this condition for a month, all 
nourishment being given artificially and 
her death being expected at any time.

Despite the doctors’ prophecy that she 
would die, Miss Fritts maintains her 
strength, and is now able -to life one 
arm and partially open one eye. Her 
case is not ynlike that of Naval Cadet 
Wilson, who was hurt in a football 
match and who withstood an operation 
but died at the end of nine months. In 
Miss Fritts’ case* the doctors think an 
operation would mean instant death.

OSCOE CONKLING was an absolutely honest man. Honesty 
is the oak around whieh all other virtues cling. Without that 
they fall and groveling die in weeds and dust. He believed 

that a nation should discharge its obligations. He knew that a 
promise could not be made often enough or emphatic enough to take 
the place of payment. He felt that the promise of the government 
was the promise of every citizen—that a national obligation was a 
personal debt and that no possible combination of words and pictures 
could take the place of coin. He uttered the splendid truth that “the 
higher obligations among men are not set down in writing signed 
and sealed, but reside in honor.” He knew that repudiation was the 
sacrifice of honor—the death of the national soul. He knew that 
without character, without integrity, there is no wealth, and that 
below poverty, below bankruptcy, is the rayless abyss of repudiation. 
He upheld the sacredness of contracts, of plighted national faith, 
and helped to save and keep the honor of his native land. This adds 
another laurel to his brow.

y He was the ideal representative, faithful and- incorruptible. He 
believed that his constituents and his country were entitled to .the 
fruit of his experience, to bis best and highest thought. No man ever 
field the standard of responsibility higher than he. He voted ac- 
cording to‘his judgment, his conscience. He made no bargains—he 
neither bought nor sold. To correct evils, abolish abuses and in­
augurate reforms, he believed was not only the duty but the privilege 
of a legislator. He neither sold nor mortgaged himself. He was. in 
congress during the years of vast expenditure, of war and waste— 
when the credit of the nation was loaned to individuals—when 
claims were as thick as leaves in June, when the amendaient of a 
statute, the change of a single word, meant millions, and when 
pires were given to corporations. He stood at the summit of his 
power—peer of the greatest—a leader tried and trusted. He had 
the tastes of a prince, the fortune of a peasant, and yet he never 
swerved. No corporation was great enough, or rich enough, to pur­
chase him. His vote could not be bought “for all the sun sees, or 
the close earth wom.bs, or the profound seas hide.” His hand v^as 
never touched by any bribe, and on his soul there never was a sordid 
stain. Poverty was his priceless crown.

In closing his address the bishop made 
an appeal to the congregation to do all in 
their power to aid missionary work.He 
spoke for nearly an hour and his sermon 
was a very interesting one.

Every seat was occupied in 8t. John’s 

(Stone) church in the evening. The Bishop, 
of London is a preacher of rare power, 
making his appeal directly to the hearts 
and consciences of his hearers. He read 
the gospel lesson, which was the story of 
blind' Bartimaeus, with wonderful effect. 
His lordship’s text was from 1 Corinthians 
x—13: “There hath no temptation taken 
you but such as is common to man: but 
God is faithful who will not suffer you to 
be tempted above that ye are able; but 
will with the temptatin also make tbe 
way to escape, that ye may be able to 
bear it ”

“This,” he said, "is one of the most 
humiliating as it is at the same time ène 
of the most bracing and comforting Mes­
sages in the New Testament. One of the 
most common delusions in this world is to 
imagine that we are exceptional people, 
that we have got exceptional temptations 
and difficulties to contend with.

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>- Financial Letter SET RAINCOATSHo
New York, Sept. 12—The indifferent at­

titude of the stock market may continue 
today, with quiet irregularity yet a firm 
undertone, awaiting the results of poli­
tics scheduled for today, but we expect 
to see 'the ^dullness broken this week, and 
activity resumed on a wider scale than 
for some time. For the moment, the 
daily operator may find it advisable to 
continue the neutral attitude, until the 
manipulative element more clearly ahows 
its hand. Information channels are inert 
at the present time and little that is re­
liable is forthcoming owing to the wait­
ing attitude of the large financial inter­
ests. Of course, the chief event today, is 
the Maine election. In case of a Demo­
cratic victory, we think an attack will be 
made upon tile market.

The bank statement was not as good 
as was expected. The surplus may de­
crease again during the current week. The 
bank clearings continue to show decreases 
as compared with last year. It should be 
remembered however, as to this, that the 
stock i market furnished some of the ac­
tivity in this respect last year and it is 
dead now, so that it is not all due to 
trade reactions. Business continues to be 
cautionary, however, as it is shown, by the 
steel order decrease of 434,000 tons, com­
pared with the figures a month ago. The 
increased usuage of idle cars is due entire­
ly to the crops, which may bolster up 
trade a little.

Roocevelt’s trip being at an end, it is 
to be hoped that with the Maine election 
out of the way we shall have political 
peace for a few weeks. It seems to e 
the press ipinion now that favorable pro­
gress is made in the rate advance U. P.

The boys who became scouts in England 
could learn any of thirty-three different 
trades.

SPORT NEWS OF

;Inuit New York. Sept. 13—Francis Colgate 
Dale, the young real estate broker who 
has been made the defendant in a su­
preme court suit by his wife to recover 
$5,00û worth of jewelry that she claims 
he gave her as a wedding present and re­
cently took away from her, gives an ex­
planation of Jaow he - happened to remove 
the diamond and ruby ornaments from a 
safety deposit vault in the Night and 
Day Bank.

Dale is twenty-four years of age. He 
was married to LUliaa Paterson on Jan­
uary 1, 1900 and separated ftom her. Hie 
father was a member of the Wall street j 
firm of Chalmers & Dale. His grandfather 
was the Rev. Gerald F. Dale of Philadel­
phia, head of the National Presbytery.

Since his return after an extended Eu­
ropean trip, Pale asserts that his rela­
tions with his wife have become strained 
by reason of her parents’ fondness for 
dictating how much money a young mar­
ried couple ought to spend and how this 

should be expended. While willing 
to be generous, Dale chargea that he 
thought hia mother-in-law showed too 
much zeal for his welfare in making, pur­
chases for him and having the amotints 
charged.

Extravagance, He Says
“I still love my wife dearly and was 

willing to put up wkfciaxtravagancea for 
her sake and the sake of opr little boy,” 
Dale stated, “but I decided that it would 
be best for us to liye epart frpm her par­
ents. I didn’t maMy the whole family 
and didn’t care to support any one but 
the members of mV own family. I did, 
however, loan Df. I'atterson, my father- 
in-law some money, and have his notes 
for the amount.

“My wife and I : took a house at No. 
146 West Seventy-sixth street. In six 
month# my wife’s style of living had cost 
me $16,090. This sum <j 
anything spent f.or furniture as I had 
that. But the extravagance I wae forced 
to bear was too much for my income. I 
had to borrow money. Then we decided 
on my wife’s’’request» to board.

“A week ago in order to get my wife 
away from the influence of her parents 
I took her to Carmel, Saturday, while I 
was in another part of the house, she 
took the ’ baby and drove away in the 
rain. Ï learned from neighbors that a 
closed coach, bearing two men, drove her 
to New York. I have reason to believe 
that one of these men was her father. 
When I reached New York and inquired 
at Dr. Patterson’s home for my wife he 
told me I could not see .her.”

Speaking of the jewels for the recovery 
of which Mrs. Dale is suing, Mr. Dale 
explained that they were gifts to him 
from his mother and given in turn to his 
wife on the understanding that she was 
to keep them to hand down to any child­
ren that might be bora to them.

“I was recovering from ecarlet fever a 
few weeks ago,” Dale continued, “and my 
wife telephoned me demanding money. She 
said if I did not give her the amount she 
desired at once she would sell my moth­
er's jewels. As quickly as I could I went 
to the bank and took the jewelry for safe 
keeping. My wife and I used the same 
safe deposit box. Both of us had keys.”
