In all twenty settled charges, and thirty-two mission stations, or vacancies, 

have not contributed. (Several of the above have since contributed.)
Though there is a decrease in some, in others a gratifying increase meets us. 

Still, however, it is to be regretted that such cases occur as the following:
From a congregation receiving a very large supplement, and having 111 com­

municants, the munificent sum of $2 is received; while another congregation 
receiving a little more than one-third what the former does as supplement, and 
with 116 communicants, contributes $55. A self-sustaining congregation in one 
of the best districts of the Province of Ontario, having 134 communicants, 
sends in $2, while another one adjoining, with 68 communicants, sends in $20.

One of our city congregations for two years has contributed nothing ; another 
with 563 communicants pays in $115, or 20c. per member; a second wealthy city 
congregation with 375 communicants, pays in $38 53, or 11c. per member. A 
third city congregation with 273 communicants, pays in $20, or 7}cts. per mem­
ber; a fourth with 425 communicants, pays in $25, or at the rate of 5 jets, per 
member; while in one of our large towns a congregation with 222 comrauene 
cants, pays in $350, or a Dollar and a half per member ; a city congregatioi- 
pays at the rate of 80c. per member, and many of our small country congregan 
tions contribute at the rate of 50c. per member. These are only illustrations of 
the unequal manner in which the burden of our home mission operations is 
borne. This inequality of contributions is a serious evil, and the attention of 
Presbyteries is invited to it, that it may be remedied. With an average liberal­
ity throughout the whole church, our income would be almost doubled, and a 
just cause of dissatisfaction would be removed.

On review of the whole state of the finances it is manifest, that unless there 
is an increase in contributions throughout the church, the Committee must cur­
tail its operations, and reduce the grants which have been made.

IV. Grants in aid.
As already stated, the amount of the grants have been in a great nnmber of 

cases increased during the year. In a few instances they have been reduced, 
and in one case the congregation has by an effort become self-sustaining, and 
the last half-year's supplement was paid back by the minister. Such unselfish 
conduct, both in people and minister, forms a pleasing contrast with the ten­
dency too often manifested by congregation» to lean on the Central Fund, and 
take as much from it as possible, sparing themselves. It would aid the Commit­
tee very much, if Presbyteries before transmitting the application of congrega­
tions for supplement, would invariably make careful enquiry as to what is being 
done by the people. The Committee have had during the year, in a few instan­
ces to delay to make grants, as they had no evidence to satisfy them that due 
enquiry had been made by the Presbytery ; and in some cases when the atten­
tion of the Presbytery had been directed to the matter, the applications have 
not been followed up, as these courts found another course of procedure 
called for.

The addition to the lists during the year have been ten mission stations and 
sixteen supplemented congregations. While as has been already observed it is 
desirable that settlements should be effected in our mission stations as quickly 
as possible, and the Committee are disposed to do all in their power by liberal 
grants to accomplish this, the attention of the Synod is respectfully called to a 
serious drawback in the prosperity of our work, unless Presbyteries use discre­
tion.

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In the Presbytcryjof Montreal great efforts have been made to get the stations 
and congregations into better order. The success which has attended these ef­
forts is highly gratifying. Every encouragement should be given in the endea­
vour made by the Presbytery to overtake and cultivate the large scattered, des­
titute and difficult field of labour before the Church in the Province of Quebec.

Two settlements have taken place during the year ; one new mission field has 
been opened up, and several stations have been revived.

The Presbytery of Ottawa has worked well. JThere are here four vacancies. 
It is most desirable to have these well filled with a view to further progress.

In the Presbytery of Brockville much labour has been expended to good effect 
during the last year, and much yet remains to bo done. The congregations here 
are much weakened, and the things that remain call for strengthening and fost- 
tering care. Four vacancies are waiting for settlement, and will be found at­
tractive to those who desire a wide field and plenty of work for the Master.

The Presbytery of Kingston goes on satisfactorily. The northern region has 
engaged the attention of the Presbytery ; it has been visited by a missionary 
with good results. There are four vacancies within the bounds.

The Presbytery of Cobourg works away quietly, and is giving supply as it can 
to the settlements in tho northern parts. There are three vacancies looking for 
settlement.

The Presbytery of Ontario has made three settlements during the year. Two 
of them in new congregations. The work goes on steadily and well. There are 
still two vacancies.

The Presbytery of Toronto has made great progress during the year. There 
have bsen nine settlements during the year, with three others in immediate pros­
pect. Three of these, including Muskoka, where Mr. W. Wright labours as an 
ordinary missionary, are in places which have been hitherto only mission sta­
tions. Three others are in congregations receiving supplement The largeness 
of the number of settlements may fairly be ascribed to the operation of our 
Home Mission scheme, in the liberal aid which it extends to mission stations 
and week congregations. In the city of Toronto, the mission work progresses 
favourably. The Yorkville station is building a commodious place of worship, 
and a missionary has been appointed to labour in the east end of the city, where 
a mission Sabbath School is in successful operation, In the Muskoka district 
steps are being taken for the erection of churches at three points ; and in the 
Mulmur and Melancthon group it is proposed to build two churches. There 
are still five vacancies.

In the Presbytery of Hamilton one new mission station has been opened up. 
There are at present three vacancies.

The Presbytery of Guelph is diligently cultivating its mission field. There is 
oue vacancy. No information has been received regarding the German mission. 
Mr. LeutzingePs labours have been withdrawn from Berlin, and he now preaches 
at New Hamburgh and Preston. The Committee is not informed as the cause of 
tha change, nor the result of his labours during the year. No other German mis­
sionary has been procured, and no progress can be reported.

In the Presbytery of Paris, the mission stations have been supplied, but there 
is no special report. There is one vacancy.

In the Presbytery of Stratford there is nothing to report. It has four 
vacancies.

The Presbytery of London has made marked progress during the year. There 
have been several settlements, and a decided advance may be noticed in several 
congregations and mission stations. There are still three vacancies reported, two 
of them being in the United States. Of the Buxton mission there is no report

In the Presbytery of Huron there has been progress. One settlement has 
taken place. There are two vacancies still.

The Presbytery of Grey is working its new and somewhat difficult field, and 
progress, though slow, is noticeable. There are four vacancies.

The Bruce Mines were visited during last summer, and partially supplied, but 
the Presbytery has not been able to extend to tho people there that aid and en-

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REPORT OF THE FOREIGN MISSION COMMITTEE.

In presenting the annual report of the Foreign Mission work of the Church, 
jour Committee regret that they are not able to make a more encouraging state­
ment. The missionaries have been labouring on steadily and faithfully in their 
various fields ; but no very brilliant results have yet been achieved. They have 
gone forth bearing precious seed, but the time of harvest, which faith assures 
us is certain, is not yet.

At the close of the last meeting of Synod, your Committee took immediate 
steps to carry out the instructions given them. Advertisements were inserted 
in the Record calling for volunteers prepared to labour in the British Columbian 
and Red River Missions. But while there is reason to believe that the notices 
were useful in calling attention to the demand for labourers, they failed to draw 
forth any response. In the month of October, a sub-committee was appointed 
to look out for, and, if possible, to secure missionaries for these fields. After 
frequent correspondence in various quarters by the members of this sub-commit­
tee, your Committee, were led, in April last, to call to the British Columbian 
Mission, Rev. Edward Graham of Woolwich aud Hawksville, a gentleman whom 
they regarded as well qualified for the work. This call was duly prosecuted be­
fore the Presbytery of Guelph, but proved in the issue unsuccessful. Mr. Graham 
feeling unable to decide between the competing claims for his services, left the 
matter wholly in the hands of the Presbytery, which decided, perhaps not un­
naturally, to retain him at Woolwich and Hawksville. This result your Commit­
tee deeply regret, as it cannot but discourage the faithful band of Presbyterians 
in New Westminister, who since Mr. Duff’s return to Canada have been nobly 
sustaining religious services among themselves, while pleading earnestly that a 
minister may be sent to them.

Your Committee also regret that they have not been able to make,' any ap­
pointment for the Red River. The attention of several gentlemen ‘has been 
specially drawn to this field ; and while it has received from most of them 
very favourable consideration, it has not as yet been accepted by any of 
them.

The Committee has, at present, the names of several ministers before them 
who are disposed to regard Foreign Mission work favourably. And had not the 
discouraging experience of the past taught your Committee that hopes which 
seem well founded may readily disappoint, they would confidently expect that 
with the Synod's approbation clearly expressed, there need not be any further 
delay in supplying both British Columbia and Red River.

At Nanaimo, Rev. R, Jamieson has been labouring with fidelity and assiduity 
in the interesting but comparatively limited field which he occupies. The 
age attendence on Sabbath, is reported about thirty. In the congregation there 
are twenty-one families and twenty-two communicants, and a Sabbath School 
attended by twenty-four scholars. ‘ The amount contributed during the year is 
$679.78. Of this sum $225 was paid for the rent of the Manse for five quarters, 
and $231.28 was paid to the Foreign Mission Fund of the Canada Presbyterian 
Church, making, in all, a sum of $456.28 contributed towards the support of 
their pastor. Mr. Jamieson’s congregation has suffered much from the stoppage 
of the coal works, on which Nanaimo is largely dependent, and also from the 
general commercial depression felt throughout the colony. There is reason to 
believe that better days are now beginning to dawn on British Columbia, gene­
rally. Mr. Jamieson says that “those best acquainted with the country have an 
increasing confidence in its mineral, and even in its agricultural resources." In­
formation also received from other sources fully confirms this hopefulview. And 
your Committee impressed with the necessity of sustaining a work already so 
well begun, in what, we trust, is yet destined to form an important Province of 
the Dominion of Canada, are of opinion that all due effort should be made to send 
a second missionary to British Columbia.

Your Committee, however, being well aware that the work on the Pacific 
coast can only slowly reach a self-sustaining position, and considering that
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who receive the benefit.
During the past year Mr. Niabet has usually paid a monthly viait to Fort Carl­

ton, and haa held service among the Indians in the neighbourhood, and also 
among the H. B. Co. servants at that post.

In his mission work Rev. Mr. Niabet has been ably assisted by Mr. John Mc­
Kay, who acts as interpreter, and takes a general superintendence of the farming 
and building operations of the Mission. During the year Mr. Nisbet baptized 
twelve persons. Three of these were adult Indians ; sir were Indian children, 
and the remainder children of the officers and servants of the H. B. Co.

The Hon. H. B Co. has very liberally granted the sum of £25 st., annually, 
towards the support of the Mission at Prince Albert. We hail this act as, at

• once, an expression of the interest felt by the Co. in the welfare of the aborigi­
nes, and a token of confidence in the Mission. The presence of your missionary, 
the Rev. James Nisbet, in the Synod renders further details unnecessary, as he 
will be able, personally to supply the Synod with full information respecting the 
Mission.

After the expression of opinion given at last Synod, your Committee did not 
feel warranted in taking immediate steps to break pound in any other portion 
of the heathen world. But fully alive to the importance of preparing the way 
for such an advance at the earliest moment practicable. Your Committee In­
structed their Convener to meet with the students of Knox College and address 
them on the subject of Foreign Missions. This duty was discharged by the Con­
vener, and it is hoped, not without some resulting good. One promising young 
man has since intimated his intention of devoting himself to the work of For-

• eign Missions when his studies are completed, and others are believed to be giv­
ing the subject serious consideration.

Should the Synod see its way to enter on another heathen mission speedily, a 
reconsideration of the field may be desirable. While the fact that by entering 
on'the work In the New Hebrides, we would be co-operating with our brethren of 
the Presbyterian Church of the Lower Provinces, strongly commends that field 
to us, your Committee think that it may be well worthy of consideration 
whether, on the whole, it would not be wiser to commence in some of the. great 
centres of population. The attention of your Committee, and of many in the 
Church, has been turned towards China, where there are districts with a popu­
lation of more than two hundred millions, which seem, at the present juncture, 
peculiarly open to Evangelistic effort, and have never yet been occupied by Pro­
testant missions. Your Committee would suggest that the field of any additional 
•mission to the heathen should be left an open question, and that the Foreign Mis­
sion Committee be instructed to make such inquiries ns may guide them in 
making a recommendation to next Synod.

Your Committee would, however, beg to call the special attention of the Synod 
to the receipts and disbursements for Foreign Missions during the year.

From these figures which show that the balance on hand is $1,448.87 less than 

last year, it is evident that this Committee is not prepared to embark on any 
new missionary enterprise, unless there are either (1) arrangements made by 
which the work in British Columbia and Red River, which in its character is 
more nearly allied to Home than to Foreign Mission work, can be taken in the 
course of a year or two out of the hands of this Committee, and otherwise pro­
vided for ; or (2,) there is such a large increase in the contributions of the 
Church as will enable the Committee to carry on the work which it has already 
on hand, and go forward also to occupy new fields for Christ. There is no rea­
son why this latter alternative should not be that chosen. It certainly is not to 
the credit of a church which has nearly 300 Ministers on its Synod Roll, and 
about 45,000 communicants, and such a large proportion of the wealth of the

commend that the Synod enact the following regulations in reference to stu­
dents of this Church taking their Theological course, wholly or in part, at any 
foreign Theological Institution, but intending to labour in the ministry, in 
tection with the Church :—

1. That students of this class shall be required not to omit any part of the 
litirary course which this Church has prescribed, as preparatory to the entrance 
on Theological study.

2. (a) That in order to facilitate the admission of said class of students to the 
status of Preachers in the Church, they be strongly urged to present themselves 
on the'complction of their Theological course, for trials for License, before one of 
the Presbyteries of this Church.

(6.) That in the case of students of the class specified, who may take License 
in any foreign Church, previous to the termination of their theological curricu­
lum, such curriculum must be completed before tho License so obtained shall be 
recognized by the Church.

_ (<•) That students who shall, on the completion of their course, have obtained 
license in a foreign Church, may be received as Preachers by any of the Presby­
teries of this Church, on the production of the necessary evidence of licensure, 

well as of their having completed their theological studies ; but preachers 
thus received shall not be employed as Probationers, nor be eligible for settle­
ments, sooner than students of the same year who shall have been licensed by 
the Church.
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VII. Funds.
1. Ordinary Fund».—The amount received from congregations during the pre. 

sent year, for tne ordinary fund has been $5753.80. The expenditure has been 
$6388.32, leaving a balance due at the close of the year of $629.32. There is also 
a further sum of $931.65 due to professors, making the total amountdue $1661.1 7. 
The sum due at the close of last year was $1129.46 ; so that the debt on this 
fund has been increased by $431.71. This is a matter of deep regret to the Board, 
who have used every effort in their power for some years past to reduce this 
debt. . It must, however, be borne in mind that three Presbyteries formerly 
tributing to Knox College have been set off by the Synod, and attached to the 
Theological Seminary of Montreal. The Presbyteries contributing to Knox 
College have contributed more than they did last year, though not enough 
to prevent a very sei ious addition to the debt. This subject is earnestly com­
mended to the attention of the Synod.

2. Endowment.—The sum of four thousand dollars has been received from W. 
C. McLeod, Esq., of Woodstock, towards the endowment of a chair in Knox 
College. This large donation was made on the payment of the sum of $2000 
due to Mr. McLeod on account of the Beachville Chnrch ; of this $2000 only 
$1600 hod been specially contributed, and the balance of $100 was advanced by 
the Treasurer, and in the first instance it will be necessary to apply the interest of 
the $4000 in repayment of the sum thus advanced. It is hoped that the wealthy 
members of our church, stimulated by Mr. McLeod’s example, may see the impor­
tance of placing the college upon a more satisfactory basis, by a liberal endow­
ment of the Professors’ chairs.
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VII. Preparatory Department.
The Synod have taken steps from time to time with a view to tho encourage­

ment of our students in prosecuting their studies at the University, and gradu­
ating there before entering on the Theological course in Kox College ; yet it 
has always been found necessary to make provision for those who have not re­
ceived a preparatory (ducation of so thorough a kind, as to enable them to do 
this with advantage. The necessity has been increasingly felt for some provi­
sion to give this class of students more efficient literary training. With this 
view, it was proposed by certain ministers, and other office-bearers in the Church,

•event of the Rev. George Paxton Young, A.M., declining to accept the appoint­
ment, the Board be empowered, should they see fit, to make whatever provision 
may be thought desirable for the instruction of classes during the coming 
winter. In accordance with this permission it was agreed by the Board to open 
the College, and to invite the Rev. William Gregg, of Cooke's Church, Toronto, 
and the Rev. William Aitken of Smith's Falls, to • ndertake the work of teaching 
the classes for the first Session of six months, each of them to give three months 
to the work. The appointment having been accepted by these gentlemen, the 
Session was opened in Erskine Church, on the first Wednesday of October. 
Mr. Gregg delivering the opening lecture.

Ten students have been in attendance on the classes during the Session.
Their names and standing are given below.
Application was made to the Corporation of McGill College University for 

affiliation with that institution. The application was received and concurred in, 
and in accordance therewith, the Presbyterian College of Montreal was admitted 
as an affiliated Theological College, under Chap. XIV., Sec. 3 and 10 of the 
Statutes of the University. The advantages of affiliation are, that students 
whether entered as Matriculated or Occasional, shall be subject to the regu­
lations of the Faculty of Arts in the same manner as other students.

The Faculty shall make formal Reports to the governing body of the Theo­
logical College, to which any such student may belong, as to : (l) His conduct 
and attendance on the classes of the Faculty ; and (2) His standing in the 
several examinations ; such Reports to be furnished, after the Christmas and 
Sessional Examinations, severally, if called for.

Matriculated students shall be allowed no exemptions in the course for the 
degree of B.A. till they have passed the intermediate examination, but they may 
lake Hebrew in the first, second, and third years, instead of Modern Languages.

In the third and fourth years they shall be allowed exemptions from the fol­
lowing subjects

In the third year they may omit Astronomy and Optics, Experimental Physics, 
and Rhetoric.

In the fourth year they may omit Experimental, Physics and English 
Literature.

Certificates of attendance on the full course of lectures in the Theological 
College must be produced by students who avail themselves of these exemptions 
before entering the B.A. examination.

Through the kindness of the trustees of Erskine Church, a room together with 
fuel and light were given free of charges for the use of classes during the 
Session. The thanks of the Board are due to these gentlemen for their kind­
ness and liberality.

At the commencement of the Session, application was made to the Board of 
Management of Knox College for the duplicates of such books as could be 
spared from the library of that institution. The application was favourably 
received and one thousand volumes have thus been obtained as the commence­
ment of a library. The following valuable works have been presented by the' 
Rev. W. B. Clark, of Quebec, viz. :—A copy of the *• Ecclesiastics Concilia 
Binii,” four vols., folio ; and a copy of the “ Historians of the Church, Eusebius, 
Socrates, Sozomen, Theodoret,” one vol., folio ; also, by the Rev. A. C. Gillies, 
a copy of Morgan’s Bibliotheca Canadeusis,” one volume.

It will be seen that the fund has been charged with the sum of $7,000, on ac­
count of the probable temporary annuities to the children of contributors, and it 
is right to add that that is an arbitrary amount. While it is not based upon any 
exact scientific data, for the materials for enabling that to be done are not obtain­
able, the Reporter is of opinion that is a fairly correct and safe estimate of the 
value of the children’s annuities. In the valuation of the annual collection of 
the $2,085, the Reporter has assumed that such collection will be continued during 
the existence of the fund, and that it is a necessary element, of its success.

While it will be seen that the position of the fund shows a surplus, and there­
fore at present fairly warrants, (1st,) a continuance of the present rates of annu­
ities. The Reporter is not of opinion (2nd,) that the amount of the surplus is such 
as would warrant an increase of the annuities ; or (3rd,) that the yearly collections 
from congregations could be dispensed with, or any portion of them applied to 
other purpo
