Winnipeg, Man., Dec. 12t—Albert 
Fox narrowly escaped death at the 
hand of a drunken gang at an early 
hour this morning. He, with six oth­
ers, were in a house of questionable 
repute on Austin street when a row 
started. In the ensuing fight, Fox was 
thrown to the floor and badly kicked 
about the face and head.

While the row was at its height, Mrs. 
Andrews, one of the inmates of the 
place, ran for the police, and when 
they arrived they found the whole 
party still there. All of them were in 
a more or less intoxicated condition. 
Two of them. F. Goodman and David 
Hay, were placed under arrest and 
brought to the police station, along 
with the Andrews woman and another 
inmate known as Bessie Lambert. The 
others of the gang escaped.

As soon as Fox’s condition was seen. 
Dr. Winram was called and ordered 
his removal to the general hospital. 
There, it was found that he had a 
number of severe cuts and bruises, 
but none of them are considered to be 
of a serious nature. He has lost a 
considerable amount of blood, but it is 
thought that he will be out within a 
week or two. No explanation of the 
cause of the fight, nor the names of 
those involved who were instrumental 
in injuring Fox were secured, but it 
is expected that the others present 
at the time of the trouble, besides the 
two men captured, will be placed under 
arrest to-day.

The temporary ruling by Dr. G. L. 
Milne, the local Dominion government 
immigration agent, in respect to Japa­
nese immigrants coming here with 
United States passports, has now been 
suspended and thirty Japanese who ar­
rived to-day on the steamship Shinano 
Maru were allowed to land.

It will be remembered that, upon the 
arrival of the Weir steamship Kumerlc 
at this port recently with a large num­
ber of Japanese, the United States im­
migration officials notified Dr. Milne 
that all immigrants holding United 
States passports should be taken on to 
Seattle. They stated that they would 
refuse to allow any immigrants land­
ing here to go on to the Sound by any 
other steamship than the one that 
brought them, and, in consequence, Dr. 
Milne refused to allow the Japanese 
to land.

Representations have been made to

KILLARNEY MURDERER Ottawa, Ont., Dec. 12.—Hon. W. S. 
Fielding laid upon the table of the 
house yesterday estimates for the fiscal 
year ending March, 1909, calling for a 
total appropriation of $119,237,091, of 
which $76,871,471 is chargeable to the 
consolidated fund.

This is an increase of $13,500,000 in the 
main estimates presented to the house 
last session. Of this $400,000 is ac­
counted for in the provincial subsidies, 
and the increased appropriation for a 
transcontinental* railway commission, 
leaving an increase of $9,500,000 over 
last year’s main estimates on other 
public services of the country.

Vancouver- Sydney Subsidy.
Ottawa, Dec. 12.—In the estimates 

for 1908-1909 presented to parliam^pt 
last evening the subsidy for the Aus­
tralian steamship line from Vancouver 
to Australia has been dropped. It 
amounted to $180.509.

This subsidy expires in August next, 
and evidently it is not to be renewed. 
Although the service is not what it 
should be, still that is not the real 
reason for the discontinuance of the 
subsidy. As a matter of fact Aus­
tralia’s treatment of Canada in regard 
to trade matters is not such as to en­
courage this country in providing trade 
facilities for the Commonwealth, when 
the latter continues to place tariff ob­
stacles in the way instead of meeting 
the Dominion government’s repeated 
offers of a preference.

The Deakin government pretended it 
was at one time anxious for a trade 
arrangement with Canada, but instead 
of meeting Canada's advances seriously 
it has not only left Canada out of its 
preferential li«t, but has raised the 
tariff against the Dominion.

Forty men were at work on the 
traveller on the middle span of 
structure when it collapsed.

The second span of the bridge was 
being erected, and it was this 
tion that fell with the big 
The bodies of four of those killed 
were found lying on the surface of the 
water, entangled in the twisted gird­
ers and iron work, but the others have 
not been found. One of the most mira­
culous escapes was that of Wm. N 
bitt, who was caught in the iron work 
and held a prisoner for an hour, with 
his mouth and chin above the water, 
before being rescued.

A dispatch from Dawson says: The 

Yukon Gold Company, otherwise the 
Guggenheims, is preparing to keep a 
large number of men and teams busy 
in the Klondike throughout the winter. 
The most important winter work will 
be the hauling of 3,000 tons of pipe line 
material from Twelve-Mile Landing, on 
the Yukon below Dawson, to points 
along the route of the big Twelve-Mile 
ditch. A hundred horses with perhaps 
twenty-five drivers will be engaged. 
Teams are now starting on the work.

In the spring, 4,000,000 feet of lumbèr 
will be hauled from the company's 
sawmill on Twelve-Mile to points along 
the route of the big ditch.

The average distance which the ma­
terial from Twelve-Mile Landing Is to 
be hauled is twenty to thirty miles. 
The company last fall built a series of 
roads at a cost of $30,000, leading from 
Twelve-Mile Landing to points along 
the water ditch, 
boulevard in mid-winter, 
well surfaced, and is sprinkled with 
water.

A glaze of water in the tracks imme­
diately where the runners go, makes 
the hauling of heavy loads much easier 
than through the snow alone.

Four to six horses will be used to the 
team, and each sleigh will carry sev­
eral tons of freight to the trip.

The work on the big dam on Bonanza 
Manager Thomas says, has been com­
pleted. The water from the dam will 
be used in supplying the electrical 
lifts to be installed on Bonanza. Part 
of the material for the first lifts has 
been received, and one or two of them 
may be completely assembled in time 
to begin work with it in the spring.

•late Queen of the Belgians, 
jewels were left to the Queen’s eldest 
daughter, Princess Louise, who, at 16, 

married to Prince Philip of Saxe- 
Coburg. This unhappy union with a 
man much older than herself was ter­
minated by her elopement and subse­
quent incarceration in an asylum, 
from which she escaped.

The jewels are of great value, and 
were to be sold to liquidate the Prin­
cess’ debts. “I very much fear,” wrote 
King Leopold when informed of his 
daughter’s extravagance, "that if my 
daughter continues to live in this way 
she will die in poverty.”

Public opinion in Belgium was great­
ly shocked by the projected sale, for 
the treasures include a veil of Brus­
sels point lace costing $20,000, presented 
to the late Queen by the women of 
Belgium on her silver wedding day, 
and a wonderful diadem, containing 116 
brilliants, presented on the same oc­
casion, at a cost of $30,000. Beautiful 
necklaces, rare brooches and opal ear­
rings were also distrained on by the 
Princess’ erditors, who, it is said, vain­
ly offered to give them up to her father 
on payment of $40,000. One brooch con- 
ists of a miniature of the King of the 
Belgians studded with five hundred 
brilliants and diamonds. The feeling 
in Belgium has been that the jewels 
presented to the late Queen by the 
people of the land were intended by 
both donors and recipient to be in the 
nature of heirlooms, and ought not to 
be allowed to leave the family, and 
that the diadem in particular ought to 
be handed down from queen to queen.

On the occasion of the divorce pro­
ceedings two years ago mention 
made of another curious auction sale 
of the Princess’ goods at Nice, when a 
vast quantity of wearing apparel was 
bought up by her husband’s agents as 
evidence of her extravagance.

DEATH OF AN OLD RESIDENT. Albany, Dec. 9.—Governor Hughes to­
night ordered the removal from office of 
John F. Ahearn, president of the borough 
of Manhattan, New York City, on the

German Line of Battle Must Keep 
Pace With Modern Re­

quirements

ness. Berlin, Dec. 10.—Speaking before the 
Reichstag committee on the budget 
yesterday Admiral Von Tirpitz, sec­
retary of the admiralty, defended the 
proposition to shorten the age limit on 
German battleships from 25 to 20 years. 
He said the introduction of telescope 
gun sights had considerably enlarged 
the effective fighting range of the bat­
tleships. The battle of Tsushima had 
proved that the range of large guns 
would have to be increased, and con­
sequent upon this a greater displace­
ment had become necessary, 
many’s old warships were built for 
short-range fighting, and they have 
lost considerably in value, the admiral 
said, through this development. Short- 
range artillery would constitute a 
point of great weakness in the Ger­
man line of battle. Other countries 
were taking these changed conditions 
into account, the admiral continued, as 
for example, France, where entire 
squadrons of new warships had been 
demanded.

Herr Bebel, the Socialist leader, de­
manded that the revenues covering the 
increased naval expenditure be pro­
vided before any vote or a change in 
building plans was taken.

The admiral refused to discuss the 
financial side of the question, saying 
that this was outside his department.

Herr Liebermann von Sonnenberg, 
anti-Semite, also declined to define his 
position on this bill before the revenue 
had been provided.

Admiral von Tirpitz, continuing his 
address, declared that Germany had 
made no mistake in postponing the 
construction of submarine vessels. He 
said that if his department had be­
gun this work before it would have 
loAt many millions.

one a leader of public opinion in the 
province by the sea, the other a politi­
cal exile from that province, have lately 
been exchanging reminiscences in the 
House of Commons. Mr. Borden, lead­
er of the Conservative party and exiled 
as we have said, told of the days when 
Hon. W. S. Fielding wrote editorials in 
the Halifax Chronicle deprecating sur­
pluses as inimical to the welfare of the 
people upon‘whom unnecessary imposts 
were levied. The Inference attempted 
to be drawn was that '.lie surpluses 
which have been characteristic of the 
regime of the Laurier government, of 
which Mr. Fielding has been Finance 
Minister and one of the most distin­
guished members, by parity of reason­
ing, ought to be condemned. But there 
is a distinction, surely, between sur­
pluses accumulated as a consequence 
of steadily increasing taxation and sur­
pluses gathered under conditions just 
the reverse—rby a process of lowering 
duties. The latter is the policy Mr. 
Fielding has steadily recommended to 
his colleagues. It is the policy his 
colleagues have accepted. And it is on 
account of the growth of trade under 
this system that surpluses have been 
announced at the end of each financial 
year for the past ten years. It is esti­
mated that if the fiscal policy of 'the 
Conservative party had been in force 
during the past financial year, and as­
suming that-the trade of Canada had 
been as buoyant as it has been—a very 
doubtful proposition—the surplus would 
have been some millions of dollars 
larger: that is, that the taxation would 
have been just that much more 
ly felt by the public. Consequently, the 
existing surplus is the result of a most 
substantial reduction in taxation. And 
the fact must hot be overlooked that 
the dominant element of the Conserva­
tive party, when it undertakes to dis­
cuss a fiscal policy—which is but sel­
dom nowadays, because it cannot 
ignore the sentiment of the populace— 
calls for a tariff “as high as HamaiA 
gallows.”

St. Petersburg, Dec. 11.—Nicholas 
Tsahirkesky, who last spring accom­
panied Alladin, the leader of the Group 
of Toil, in the second Douma on a visit 
to the United States, has been arrested 
here and confined to the fortress of St. 
Peter and St. Paul.

M. T. Tchairkesky was the founder of 
the first revolutionary circle in St. 
Petersburg during.the reign of Emperor 
Alexander II., in which many of the 
most prominent terrorists were educat­
ed. He fled to London in 1865, where 
together with Prince Kropotkin, he di­
rected the revolutionary activity in 
Russia for many years. He was revis­
iting Russia for the first time when ar­
rested.

In an adjoining cell of his prison is 
Madame Breshkevoaya, one of the first 
aristocratic converts to the terrorists. 
She was sent to Siberia in the early 
’70’s, «but succeeded in escaping from 
the mines and disappeared.

It appears that he had been 
awaiting the call for the Republican 
National convention to afford the 
proper opportunity for making his 
positon clear and unmistakable, thus 
leaving the field clear for Fairbanks, 
Taft, CannoA, Knox, Foraker and 
other declared or prospective candi­
dates for the Republican nomination. 
The president’s statement follows: 
“In view of the issuance of the call 
of the Republican National conven­
tion the president makes the follow­
ing statement: On the, night after 
election I made the following state­
ment:

“I am deeply sensible of the honor 
done me by the American people in 
thus expressing their confidense in 
what I have done and have tried to 
do. I appreciate to the fullest the 
solemn responsibilities this confidence 
imposed on me, and I shall do all that 
is in my power* not to forfeit it.

“The 4th of March I shall have 
served three and a half years, and this 
three years and a half constitutes my 
fifrst term. The wise custom which 
limits the president to two terms re­
gards the substance and not the form, 
and under no circumstances will I be 
a candidate for or accept another nom­
ination.

DID BANKING FAMILY 
BETRAY ITS TRUST?

Victoria Meteorological Office,
December 4th to 10th, 1907.

The weather during the past week has 
teen most unsettled and stormy; a suc­
cession of strong winds and gales from 
the ocean developing on the Coast and 
passing eastward through this province 
into the Middle West states and the Can­
adian prairie provinces. Heavy storms 
occurred on the 4th and 8th. On the latter 
date a wind velocity of 64 miles an hour 
was reported at Tatoosh; this gale was 
especially heavy on the Straits of Fuca 
and Georgia, but apparently causing lit­
tle disturbance on the waters of Puget 
Sound. Moderate to heavy rainfall oc­
curred throughout the province and the 
North Pacific states, and further north 
over a foot of snow fell at Barkervillc. 
Temperatures on this Island and the 
Lower Mainland have on the whole been 
mild, only once on the 8th reaching freez­
ing point; further north, in Cariboo and 
Atlin, it has been much colder, while in 
the Yukon the temperature fell to 22 de­
grees below zero. In the prairie provinces 
the weather has been chiefly fair with 
occasional light to moderate snowfall; 
temperatures were mostly above normal 
until towards the close of the week, when 
they fell below zero’at various pdints.

At Victoria, there were recorded 7 
hours and 2 minutes of bright sunshine; 
highest teniperature, 56.1 on 4th; lowest, 
32.1 on 8th; rain, .50 inch.

At Vancouver—Highest, 56 on 4th; low­
est, 34 on 9th; rain, 1.66 inches.

At New Westminster—Hi 
4th; lowest, 30 on 8th; rain.

At Kamloops—Highest, 52 on 6th; low­
est, 24 on 8th; precipitation, .02 inch.

At Barkerville—Highest, 58 on 6th; low­
est, 2 on 8th; snow, 13 inches.’ ,

At Atlin—Highest, 36 on 4th and 5th 
lowest, 8 on 8th and 9th; only trace of 
snow.

At Dawson—Highest, 8 on 4th and 5th; 
lowest, 22 below zero on 8th; snow, 1.40

“In reply to your letter of 6th inst., 
asking the consent of the depart­
ment for the construction by the city 
of Victoria of a septic tank on the 
Songhees Indian Reserve for sewerage 
purposes, I beg to inform you that, be­
fore this department could give its 
sanction to the construction of such 
work on the reserve, the consent of the 
Indians would have to be obtained, in 
accordance with the provisions of the 
Indian Act.

The municipal working of past 
years has shown the desirability of 
seeking the following amendments 
which have not previously received 
consideration :

The existing legislative power to 
construct main surface drains is, un­
der the terms in the act, intermixed 
with the power to construct sewers, 
and your committee are advised that 
there is not ^sufficient power to impose 
a frontage tax on main surface drains, 
or to enable the cost to be raised by 
debentures in the same way that pow­
er exists to assess and raise the cost 
on the sewer tax and rental.

Your committee recommend that an 
amendment be framed to meet this 
difficulty.

With the same object certain tech­
nical amendments are necessary to 
enable surface drainage to be carried 
out under the local improvement sec­
tions.

“TT,.----- - - ,„„^r BY-IAWS SATURDAY
commend a declaration by statute that 
compensation should not be payable to 
persons encroaching on streets for the 
land, or for the improvements where 
the street is a crown dedicated high­
way, and limiting the right to com­
pensation to encroachers for improve­
ments alone where the street 
dedicated by a private individual. As 
the law at present stands, by the 
special act governing the question of 
the city of VictoiA, 
are advised that tne 
involved — considerable law expense 
will be entailed before the right to 
compensation can be determined. . A 
clause dealing with the requirements 
upon persons seeking compensation 
from the city for expropriation or in­
jurious affection has been advanced in 
former years. It is recommended to 
your committee that it should now be 
sought to introduce such a clause into 
the Arbitration Act of the province.
The effect desired is to oblige the de­
livery by a claimant of full details of 
claims, with amount of cash claim. If 
an arbitrator awards the claimant the 
amount he claims he will get his 
costs; if a sum is awarded less than 
the amounts* he claims, but more than 
the amount the city tender, each party 
will pay their own costs; if the amount 
the city tender is deemed sufficient the 
citj^ will recover the costs.

Such a clause will be a check upon 
extravagant claims, and enable the 
city and claimants to come to terms 
and avoid the heavy legal and expert 
expense of arbitration the city has had 
to bear in the past.

The existing legislation enables the 
city to give to owners of land seeking 
the same the street lines. Your com­
mittee consider that a great deal of the 
trouble and annoyance the municipal 
authorities have experienced in the 
past would be obviated If it is made 
compulsory upon owners of land, be­
fore constructing fences on street 
boundaries to apply f#r the street line 
and pay a small nominal fee, with a 
penalty for constructing fences en­
croaching upon the streets. Hereto­
fore, fences have been constructed re­
gardless of the public right in streets 
and highways, and the city have, to 
face, in numerous cases, the necessity 
of arbitrary action in moving back 
fences, and a necessity for constant 
supervision.

Your committee beg further to re­
commend on the suggestion of the 
city treasurer, that it is desirable to 
make the rate of interest chargeable 
under sections 111, 150 and Ï53 uni­
form. At present 6 
chargeable on special 
ments and charges, whilst 8 per cent, 
is chargeable on the general purposes 
rates.

The city treasurer further points out 
that the details in the notice of 
sessment required by sections 142 & 144, 
give to the taxpayer a quite unneces­
sary amount of detail, only tending to 
confuse, and he suggests the elimin­
ation of the columns in the notice giv­
ing details of the general special and 
debt charges.

The business before the city council 

last night consisted largely of routine. 
In great measure it was given to the 
consideration of reports and communi­
cations on matters which have been 
before the council hitherto.

Attention was directed by the board 
of trade to the question of the Store 
street railway crossing in the follow­
ing communication signed by the sec­
retary :

"Gentlemen,—At a meeting of 
council of this board of trade to-day, 
the serious inconvenience suffered by 
shippers in consequence of the inabil­
ity of the E.» & N. railway to properly 
handle freights was discussed and in­
cidentally reference was made to the 
railway company’s application to the 
railway commission of! Canada for the 
privilege of using Stoiie street In con­
necting with the proposed new freight 
sheds. It was also reported that the 
city will be represented by counsel 
when the application is heard.

“It being understood that there is no 
objections to granting the use of Store 
street to the railway company, I was 
instructed to ask you for particulars 
of the city council’s instructions here­
in, and thanking you in anticipation."

The city solicitor was instructed to 
supply the information asked for with 
the understanding that it should be 
given in such a way that the city’s in­
terests would not be prejudiced.

The solicitor advised that the tender 
of $750 compensation offered to own­
ers of property on Humboldt street, 
whose buildings had to be moved back 
to the proper street line, had not been 
accepted, and suggested that it would 
be a matter for arbitration.

With respect to the dispute with Dr. 
Helmcken as to his liability for a share 
of the cost of constructing a nerman- 
ent sidewalk on Heywood avenue, the 
city solicitor instructed that Dr. 
Helmcken was liable and that so far 
as he could see there .was no good 
ground for objection on his part to 
contribute to the cost of the work. 
The solicitor also advised that the as­
sessment against the Finlayson estate, 
against which protest was lodged, for 
a sidewalk on Douglas street, was pro­
perly made.

The following recommendations of 
the streets, bridges and sewers com­
mittee were adopted:

“Recommend that a sewer be con­
structed on Duchess street from Cad- 
boro Bay road, a distance of 800 feet, 
at an estimated cost of $800, as peti­
tioned for by E. M. Anderson, et al.

“Also that a sewer be constructed 
on Fairfield road and Trutch streets aa 
petitioned for by Mr. Pearson and Mr. 
Holyer and F. W. Holt, et al. This ex­
tends from Cook street, thence along 
Trutch street to the intersection of 
Collinson street; total- distance about 
900, to cost $900.

“Also that a sewer be constructed on 
Hillside avenue from Douglas street to 
First street, 750 feet, estimated cost 
$1,200. Also that à sewer be con­
structed on Hulton street from Oak 
Bay avenue, southerly about 400 feet. 
at an estimated cost of $600.

“Re communication from Alex. Wat­
son, asking that a new sidewalk be 
laid down on Catherine street, Victor­
ia West. Recommend that he be 
informed that the present walk has 
bedn repaired and if a 'Jfw one is to 
be laid it should be of cement.”

Upon the advice of the solicitor it 
was decided to ask the owners of the 
lots on Vining street, on which gravel 
pits were being opened, to fence them 
in without delay, as a measure of safe­
ty to the public. A report of the en­
gineer, saying that steps were being 
taken to# have all similar pits, between 
Vining and Gladstone streets made 
safe to the public was also adopted. 
The suggestion that electric lights 
should be suitably placed 
tained in the report.

The building inspector and sanitary 
officer, who have been looking for pro­
perties which might become a men­
ace to the health of the city reported 
as follows:

“Gentlemen,—We are of the opinion 
that all the back lanes to buildings 
in rear of No. 638, 640 and 642 together 
with the fences and old sidewalks are 
in such an unsanitary condition that 
they should be pulled down and burnt. 
They are assessed in the name of Mr. 
J. C. Newbury and Miss Cowper, Mr. 
Bridgeman, agent, on lot No. 405, block 
13, Fort street. They fully come under 
clause 59 of the Municipal Clause Act.

The report was received.
The building inspector and chief of 

the fire department reported as fol­
lows:

“Gentlemen,—We inspected this day 
the premises known as 1112 Broad 
street. The place is used as a carpen­
ter shop and lumber yard and build­
ers’ supplies. There is a 
building at the back and a two-story 
building in front, all of wood, besides 
there is a great quantity of lumber in 
the yard.

is not the intention of the government 
to introduce the measure, 
previous years, has been urged upon 
them to remodel the Municipal Clauses 
Act by separating the powers given to 
the various classes of the municipalities 
throughout the province, and giving to 
legislate upon certain defined subjects, 
following the mode in which legisla­
tive power is conferred in the eastern 
provinces.

Your committee regret to report that 
there does not appear to be a unity 
of sentiment among the municipalities 
forming the union in British Columbia. 
The requirements for legislation come 
from both rural, township and city, and 
whilst all appear to concur in desiring 
a simplification of legislatidn, the 
wants of growing city municipalities, 
do not appear to excite the interest of 
the other municipalities, and through­
out the past year no sufficient consid­
eration has been given to legislation 
with a view of making a combined ef­
fort to secure the much needed -re­
forms.

Your committee have -considered the 
very many amendments advanced by 
the council in former years. »The most 
of these amendments have been taken 
from existing powers in Ontario and 
elsewhere, and have been repeatedly 
urged as showing the necessity for a 
complete reconsideration and remodel­
ing of the Municipal Act.

Among those which your committee 
recommend should be again put for­
ward during the next session are the 
following:

Power to increase the business tax 
for . raising municipal revenue. The 
maximum tax now authorized, which 
covers nearly every trading business 
in the city, is $5 for every six months. 
Either certain specified businesses 
should be separately taxed on a fair 
and equitable basis, dealing with each 
case so as to make the burden not un­
duly onerous, or as advocated in pre­
vious years, following eastern cities, a 
percentage tax not exceeding 7 1-2 on 
actual or estimated rental value should 
be within the power of the council, the 
assessment roll being taken as a guide, 
with a court of revision to remedy ine­
qualities. Included in the requirement 
would be the separâtion of large de­
partmental stores, with power to the 
council to define the departments to 
be saparately taxed.

Also the following powers:
Licensing and regulating electricians 

with a beard of examiners and the 
granting of certificates.

Licensing and regulating motor cars 
with a board of examiners and the 
granting of certificates.

Licensing and regulating motors cars 
for hire and their drivers, and to pre­
scribe a scale of charges applicable 
within and to a distance not exceeding 
four miles without the city, -and for 
enlarging the powers of regulating ve­
hicles for hire and drivers.

As to subdivision plans and sub­
divisions of city lots and lands, power 
to the council to oppose filing of same, 
unless in conformity as nearly as may 
be with the plan of the laying out of 
the city and to prevent blind street 
terminations. »

To enable the city, to enter on all 
lanes and alleys and private streets, 
for the purpose of public utilities 
without compensation.

To remove the doubt of the city’s 
right to enter immediately after ex­
propriation proceedings without fur­
ther notice.

To assess lands adjoining on pub­
lic parks and public grounds for a 
part of the expense of the boundary 
streets and public utilities benefiting 
adjoining lands.

To expropriate right of way for the 
sewer and other utilities, paying only 
for the right of way without having 
to pay for the land Itself.

To compel the disposal of trade 
waste and rubbish in a public inciner­
ator; to enable the council to define 
by by-law what should be deemed 
waste and to fix a charge for destruc­
tion, and to improve the existing 
power of assessing for scavenger work 
by enabling the council to divide the 
city into and define scavengerlng 
areas and appoint officers and by 
special rate not to be included in gen­
eral taxes.

James Moore Describes Some of the 
Methods Employed by the

Ottawa, December 3.—The debate on 
the reply to the speech from the throne 
exhibited to a striking degree the con­
trast between the two great political 
parties in this country. Before the ses­
sion opened a good deal was heard of 
the terrific fight the opposition was 
going to make from the call of “time” 
until the day of prorogation, but it 
patent to everybody who sat in the 
galleries that the opposition was bowl­
ed off its feet in the first innings.

James Moore, one of the first band 
of gold seekers which invaded the 
Fraser river diggings in 1858. has re­
turned to the city from Cariboo. Mr. 
Moore is still In good health and will 
spend the winter here. Speaking of tne 
outlcok in Cariboo, Mr. Moore does r.ot 
look with much favor upon the advent 
of the Guggenheims there. He does 
not believe that much good will result 
from it, but, on the contrary, he is of 
the opinion that it will be a detriment 
to the country, because of the fact that 
seme of the reputed experts sent in 
by them have not shown a practical 
knowledge of mining and will give the 
country a “black eye.”

Deep placers are taking the place of 
shallow placers, such as were the vogue 
when he went into the country, accord­
ing to Mr. Moore, and a large amount 
of capital is required in the mining in­
dustry in consequence. But the would- 
be experts and professors from techni­
cal colleges, who are ignorant of placer 
mining, and who are sent in to report 
on mines, find no favor with him. Mr. 
Moore is satisfied to take the opinion 
of practical mining engineers like J. 
B. Hobson, but some of the experts (?) 
sent in by the Guggenheims this sea­
son are soundly condemned by him.

Last year, says Mr. Moore, a would- 
be expert came to Cariboo from New 
York in the employ of the Guggen­
heims, for the purpose of examining 
placer mines. He stood in the town of 
Bullion with an opera glass and looked 
at Spanish Creek mountains, eighty 
miles distant, and on that reported to 
his company there was no gold there.

This year another professor, from 
Stanford University, visited Cariboo 
for the same corporation to prospect 
and report on the placer mines. Whiie 
boring at Bullion his drill got stuck. 
He could not remove it and had to get 
one of Mr. Hobson’s men to remove it 
for him. This professor also reported 
adversely on the mines.

The miners of Cariboo know very 
well that these same mines that these 
would-be authorities turned down are 
paying propositions, he says, when 
properly equipped and in running or­
der. These men are a detriment to the 
country asd such companies as xhe 
Guggenheims should receive no favors 
in any shape from the government of 
British Columbia.

“We have vast arears of auriferous 
gravels in Cariboo that will bear In­
spection from practical mining men 
who know a mine when they see one,” 
says Mr. Moore.

After New Year a change will be 

made in the system of issuing liquor 
licenses in .the province. For a num­
ber of years the province has been di­
vided into license districts and com­
missioners appointed by the govern­
ment dealt with the applications for 
hotel licenses.

After New Year this will be done 
away w'ith and the issuing of licenses 
will be placed in the hands of the pro­
vincial police in all parts of the pro­
vince outside of municipalities.

Attorney-General Bowser in explana­
tion of the change, says that there has 
been a good many complaints relative 
to the existing system. Commissioners 
Had local leanings with the result that 
in some instances the licenses granted 
were not always in the public interest. 
The fact that they had been granted, by 
the commissioners made it difficult for 
the government to take any action 
when complaints were made to that 
quarter. It has therefore been consid­
ered advisable to change the system.

Tfie constitution of boards of license 
commissionsrs was provided for under 
an amendment by Joseph Martin when 
he was in power. It is provided by the 
amending act of Mr. Martin, says Hen. 
Mr. Bowser, that the government may 
name commissioners to dispose of appli­
cations.

The proposal now is simply to omit 
to appoint the commissioners outside 
of municipalities, and the duty of deal­
ing with the licenses becomes incum­
bent upon the provincial police, as it 
was formerly.

The attorney-general was asked If 
this would not bring the issuing of 
the licenses really under the govern­
ment, as they would be received by the 
attorney-general’s department.
Mr. Bowser says this is not the case. 
The superintendent of provincial police 
will be the responsible person for the 
granting of licenses.

In spite of this statement by the 
attorney-general there are those who 
see in the change announced an oppor­
tunity for some real active political 
manoeuvring being carried on, it being 
regarded as certain that the attorney- 
general will exercise care should occa­
sion offer itself to see that political 
justice is done to the friends of the gov­
ernment. There are those who see 
more politics in the move than the at­
torney-general attributes to it.

F. Maclean) is a stalwart. He has 
taken a bold plunge into the cold wa­
ter of socialism. But my hon. friend 
the leader of the party is not so ad­
vanced, if we may judge him by his 
utterances. He does not approve, yet 
he does not condemn and repudiate: 
and whilst my hon. friend from South 
York (Mr. W. F. Maclean) is splashing 
about in midstream, my hon. friend the 
leader of the opposition (Mr. R. L. 
Borden) is on the bank, now and then 
thrusting a timid foot into the cold 
water, but promptly withdrawing it, 
and unable to make up his mind either 
to go in or stay out.

“So far as the question of govern­
ment ownership of railways is con­
cerned, my hon. friend’s utterances 
have been singularly inconclusive and 
delusive. He has said enough to give 
hope to the ardent, the enthusiastic, 
the unthinking, but he has tried to 
avoid committing himself absolutely.”

Provincial Subsidies. ■
But, sir. I have another reproach to 

make against my hon. friend and a far 
more grievous one with regard to what 
also took place in British Columbia, and 
it is that the hon. gentleman, yielding to 
the importunities of Mr. McBride, the 
Prime Minister of British Columbia, has 
undertaken to re-open the question of 
the provincial subsidies which was closed 
here last year. My hon. friend, alluding 
to that in his speech in Ottawa, said:

Mr. Fielding and some of his subsidized 
organs are distressed and disheartened 
because of my attitude in respect of the 
financial relations between British Col­
umbia and the Dominion. From 1902 to 
1904 I made a pretty careful study of this 
subject and in the latter year I made the 
following pledge to that province:

“Let me say that I have given much 
thought to the conditions in British Col­
umbia, which, in your opinion, call for 
special attention in considering the fin­
ancial relations between the Dominion 
and that province. You claim not only 
that these conditions are exceptional and 
peculiar to the situation and physical 
character of your province, but also that 
they are permanent in their nature. In 
my opinion they are such as to command 
immediate inquiry and investigation, to 
the end that any. injustice clearly estab­
lished may be immediately relieved.”

Nothing has since occurred which in 
my opinion takes away the binding char­
acter of that pledge, and during my re­
cent campaign I told the people of British 
Columbia that it still held good.

Now. sir, the hon. gentleman says that 
since he spoke as he xUfl ;in 1904 nothing 
has occurred which in, his opinion takes 
away the binding character of that 
pledge. Why, sir, everything- has occur­
red to remove the binding character of 
that pledge. My hon. friend is aware, 
everybody is aware, that that question 
was considered in this House not later 
than last session, that a new arrange­
ment was made with the provinces to 
which they were all parties, and not a 
w'ord of dissent from it was heard on the 
floor of this House, and that the resolu­
tions have since received the sanction of 
an Imperial act of parliament.

Mr. R. L. Borden—And which struck out 
the w'ords “final and unalterable.”

Sir Wilfrid Laurier—Where?
Mr. R. L. Borden—In the body of the 

act. I understood.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier—Not in the body 

of the act; but I will tell the hon. gen­
tleman what took place. This question 
of provincial subsidies has been one of 
the most dangerous questions which this 
confederation has ever had to deal with. 
From the first the arrangement which 
was made was not satisfactory to any 
province. It was satisfactory to certain 
provinces that the provinces should be 
allowed to share in the revenues collect­
ed by the Dominion; but the arrangement 
embodied in the Act of Confederation 
was that that portion of the revenues to 
be alloted by the Dominion to the pro­
vinces should be fixed and permanent 
according to the population of 1861. I 
say that this arrangement was one of the 
weakest points in the Act of Confedera­
tion. It brought confederation, indeed, 
upon more than one occasion, perilously 
near to a dissolution. The ink of the Act 
of Confederation of 1867 was scarcely dry 
when the provision there enacted wras 
violated In favor of Nova Scotia; the 
year after it was violated in favor of 
New Brunswick; and year after year 
new arrangements were made, now with 
one province, now with another province. 
Such a course must have been extremely 
mischievous. When special provision was 
made with one province, it created jeal­
ousy in another, and immediately that 
other province made a demand for similar 
treatment. ' This went on from year to 
year until the provinces themselves :ame 
to the point of protesting against it, and 
asked for a readjustment of the subsi­
dies. In 1887 a conference of the pro­
vinces took place at the city of Quebec, 
and they asked for a new settlement. 
Another conference took place some 
years afterwards, and a third and a 
fourth; and after we had been ten years 
in office we determined to have a last 
conference here in the city of Ottawa 
with the Dominion authorities with a 
view' to obtaining a final and permanent 
settlement of that question. This confer­
ence took place here in the city of Otta­
wa in the month of October, 1906. At it 
all the provinces were represented, and it 
will not be out of place that I should give 
tc the House the composition of that re­
presentation.

sat“Now one would expect that in a

But in this platform the 
word ‘protection’ is writ very small, 
so small indeed that it is not visible 
to the naked eye. I do not pretend, 
however, that the idea is not there. It 
is there, but so hidden that it is im­
possible to find it without great effort. 
But how far we are from the flamboy­
ant rhetoric of the old national policy! 
The word ‘protection’ has always oc­
cupied such a prominent position in the 
councils and the policy of the party 
that one cannot conceive how in this 
document it could have been omitted. 
It could not " have been orfiltted "acci­
dentally. One cannot conceive that a 
document of this importance, which 
was to be the law and the gospel and 
the prophets of the party, which was 
supposed to contain a panacea for all 
our evils/ any omission of the word 
‘protection’ could have been otherwise 
than wilfully designed.

And in the mod­
ern island of Lilliput—I mean His Ma­
jesty’s opposition—there are big En- 
dians and little Endians; there are pro­
tectionists in the city of Toronto and 
In some other places who would have 
the tariff raised as high as Haman’s 
gallows, and in the west they are pro­
tectionists who would have the tariff 
brought so low that protection would 
not be distinguishable from free trade.

UMfcv IfRiAlthough the biological station at 
Nanaimo is not yet completed, labora­
tory work is being carried on in it to 
a considerable extent. Prof. Burwash, 
of Columbia College, New Westminster, 
during the summer, visited it at De­
parture Bay, and did considerable or­
iginal work, while Rev. G. W. Taylor 
is constantly making researches in ma­
rine life at the station.

The station itself consists of a spa­
cious laboratory or research room, 
where twelve or more scientific work­
ers can find accommodation to carry­
ing on studies upon fish life and marine.

A library opens off from the main la­
boratory, while a large and well-lighted 
common room occupies the east end of 
the station, over which are four bed- 
roms, which the workers, if they de­
sire, to live in thé building, have at 
their disposal. At the west end is the 
main entrance, the reception hall where 
the specimens will be sorted and con­
veyed to the salt water aquaria for 
study. A chemical room and various 
glassware rooms, and other apartments 
open from the entrance hall.

Rev. George W. Taylor has made 
amazing hauls with the naturalist’s 
dredge in Departure Bay, and he and 
Professor Prince made a dredging trip 
from the biology station a few days ago 
on board the Dominion Fishery steam­
er Falcon, but exteremely stormy 
weather interfered with its success.

Professor Prince has received a num­
ber of applications from scientific men 
who purpose carrying on researches on 
Vancouver Island, including Professor 
Adam Sedgwick, Cambridge, England;

Not one bit did 
it matter what number of ships that 
side had, what number of guns it had 
got, whether they had the best armor, 
the best men, and the best officers, pro­
vided it had no strategical plan it would 
fail when suddenly called upon in time 
of war, because it was not prepared. 
That, he thought, history would showr.

Necessity for Comradeship.
There was another very great point 

in the navy to which they must always 
pay attention, and it was perhaps more 
important than the others—that was 
the point of maintaining the very best 
comradeship with each other.

The officers must have confidence In 
each other. They must be good-natur­
ed under discipline, and be good com­
rades in every way. He had never be­
lieved in exalting himself for a mo­
ment at the expense of one of his com­
rades.

We might have what sized ships we 
liked, and as many as we liked, the 
most armor, the most boilers and en­
gines, but we had to remember that it 
was the human elemer^that won. And 
that was why the que&vTon of comrade­
ship was so important in the navy. 
They could not do better than follow 
the example set by Nelson—Nelson and 
his captains were like brothers.

“It is your business, and It is our 
business," concluded Lord Charles, “to 
have our navy in such a state that war 
is impossible; and any country that 
does provoke war, our sense of secur­
ity and practical state of preparation 
will pulverize that country if they dare 
molest us.”

A meeting of the civic board of 

health was held last night to hear re­
presentations concerning the disposal 
of rubbish and garbage in the city.

Dr. Robertson, the city health officer, 
was present, and in the course of ob­
servations addressed to the board, ex­
pressed the opinion that a very broad 
assertion had been made in the state­
ment published that the dump on the 
James Bay flats was a menace to public 
health, and one which reflected on the 
city officials. While there was little 
doubt that the dump might be regarded 
as a nuisance, owing to the burning of 
the garbage there, the fire was the very 
best disinfectant from the health point 
of view. He did not consider the dump 
a menance to public health. As fco Im­
proving it he suggested that it -'hould 
be covered with a few feet of pure 
earth, levelled up and seeded. He did 
not agree with Dr. Fagan’s suggestion 
that the garbage should be dug up. 
Certain chemical changes were going 
on in the mass of garbage, under the 
earth, which would soon reduce it . to 
an Innocuous mass. The dump was not 
polluted with sevtage. Since he had 
been an official nothing had occurred 
to warrant the assertion that tne 
James Bay flats were a menace to pub­
lic health. There had been only one 
infectious case which could in any way 
be associated with the flats.

Mayor Morley observed that the 
James Bay dump was now fenced in 
and no more refuse would be placed 
there. He questioned the propriety of 
Dr. Fagan’s attack on the city, in view 
of the fact that he had had nothing to 
say when the incinerator by-law was 
under consideration. He did not think 
the garbage question would be proper­
ly settled until an incinerator was pro­
vided, and in the meantime he suggest­
ed that temporary means of burning 
the garbage might be found. The sug­
gestion of a gort of oven near the 
electric light station had been made 
by the engineer, where all conbustible 
matter might be burned.

Sanitary Inspector Wilson informed 
the meeting that the scow which is 
used to carry garbage out to sea is now 
working alright, but had been disabled 
for some days. Straw, paper boxes and 
such like were being now burned in a 
convenient location on Cook street. So 
far as the James Bay flats were con­
cerned they could be made into a 
beauty spot in a vejfÿ sjfrort time.

* Mayor Morley obsétvéd that he had 
instructed the chief of police with re­
spect to the dumping of garbage on 
the Dallas road, concerning which let­
ters were received from Dr. Fagan, of 
the provincial board of health, and G. 
L. Milne, a resident on that thorough­
fare. Some excuse might be found, the 
Mayor thought, for the dumping done 
along this road, in the inability of 
teamsters to connect with the city 
scow, during its temporary breakdown. 
If the city had an incinerator, where 
all garbage might be taken at all times, 
there would be no trouble.

A written complaint was heard from 
James Lyon against the dumping of 
garbage on Cedar Hill road, at the en­
trance to the Chinese gardens. Also that 
Chinese were dumping garbage on 
Queen’s avenue.

In this connection it was suggested 
that a notice in the press that no dump­
ing shall be done except in some desig­
nated place might remedy the trouble.

tune of the Tranquille ranch, near 
Kamloops, the executive of the B. C. 
Anti-Tuberculosis Society have lost no 
time in commencing operations and 
have already put the buildings now up­
on the ranch in a condition to receive 
a limited number of patients, 
was done in order to accommodate as 
many as possible of those who were 
seeking treatment and care, 
the winter exhaustive weather observa-* 
tions will be taken in order to ascertain 
the best possible location for the new 
building which will be erected in the 
spring. It is the intention to have this 
building the most modern and attract­
ive institution for the treatment of tu­
berculosis trouble in existence on this 
continént.

The plans have already been prepar­
ed with every attention givçn to hy­
gienic requirements as well as to at­
tractiveness of design, 
buildings have been altered wherever 
alteration was necessary to increase 
their value and a modern septic tank 
sewerage system has been installed in 
order to secure perfect sanitary ar­
rangements. The entire buildings have 
been painted, walls and woodwork and 
made thoroughly aseptic, 
have been removed where necessary to 
afford spacious and comfortable recep­
tion and living rooms, and fire places 
built wherever practicable.

The first patients were received on 
November 28th, ten being admitted on 
date, and already the limit of capacity 
of the institution is reached and seven­
teen patients admitted. Until the new 
building is erected this number cannot 
be exceeded although arrangements 
will be made to increase the number as 
rapidly as comfort and climatic condi­
tions will permit.

Dr. Irving, the medical superintend­
ent, has had considerable experience in 
the treatment of the trouble, which the 
sanatorium Is designed to combat, and 
takes the most enthusiastic interest 
in the work of the institution, which 
will fill a long felt want in this pro­
vince.

Accused then 
went out to the back and put his hands 
against him, and, coming back, said.

The accused was drunk at that time.

In answer to Mr. Aikman, witness 
said the accused was drinking a good 
deal. When sober the man seemed to 
be friendly with the barkeeper.

Harting, lecalled, said the last wit­
ness told him the man had a gun, but 
he thought he was “joshing." He felt 
the pockets of the accused and asked 
him if he had a gun. The accused had 
replied “No, what do you think I should 
have a gun for?"

Sergeant Carson testified to arresting 
the accused who was in bed and asleep, 
and to recovering the gun fjpm Hart­
ing. The accused was hard to waken 
and like a man1 in a stupor. It took at 
least five minutes to get any sense into 
him.

After the evidence Magistrate Jay 
committed the accused for trial.

provinces were disposed to treat them 
generously and liberally, the premier 
of British Columbia should have re­
sponded and accepted the consideration 
with which he was treated. He wanted 
a commission, and the matter was con­
sidered. The conference considered it, 
Mr. Whitney considered it. Again I 
say, the leader of the opposition has 
done his best to make the people of 
British Columbia believe that this was 
a quarrel between Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
and the province of British Columbia. 
It- was not. My right hon. friend the 
prime minister took no part in that 
transaction that was not heartily sup­
ported by the Hon. J. P. Whitney and 
all the other Conservatives present at 
that conference. And that conference, 
not a Liberal conference, but made up 
in the manner I have described, having 
heard Mr. McBride's argument, having 
heard what he could say, passed this 
resolution: -

“That .in the opinion of the confer­
ence it is inadvisable that a claim in 
the way of subsidies of any province 
be referred to arbitration.”

Provinces Had Equal Rights.
The position the government took was 

this: This is a delicate question as 
between the provinces.' We remember­
ed past differences, as to which I have 
already called the attention of the 
House. Now, we said, we are not going 
to get intp a quarrel with you on this 
matter; but if .you can come to some­
thing like an understanding—we would 
like it to be unanimous—then we will 
take the responsibility of asking par­
liament to vote this large amount of 
money.

We found in the end that the hon. 
gentleman who represented British Col­
umbia apparently was not satisfied 
with anything except the appointment 
of a commission. Now' I understand 
that there is no more right why that 
gentleman should ask for a commis­
sion than that the premier of Ontario 
should ask for a commission. They had 
equal rights. They both came into the 
union voluntarily; and therefore I say 
that the hon. gentleman’s idea that Brit­
ish Columbia had a right to get a com­
mission is absolutely without founda­
tion. This 'question had been dragging 
along for twenty years. The provinces 
represented to us that they needed the 
money, and there was almost an unan­
imous agreement. When Mr. McBride 
demanded a commission for British 
Columbia, if we had granted him that 
commission we would have been ob­
liged in fairness to grant it to any oth­
er province In the Dominion who asked 
for it.

in 1869, to Nova Scotia, there was a 
very strong feeling of hostility in On­
tario. Ontario was too big a province 
to feel the small amount which was 
given to Nova Scotia, but 
strongly disposed to claim that 
granting of the sum was a breach of 
faith—that these subsidies were in the 
nature of a treaty and should not be 
disturbed except by common consent 
of the provinces. And, as years went 
on, and some grant was given — for 
good reasons or without good reasons 
—to one or other of the provinces, there 
was a feeling of jealousy, or rivalry, 
and no province has manifested that so 
strongly as the province of Ontario. 
Not that Ontario would care—as I have 
said—about the small sum Involved, 
for Ontario is a great rich province, 
too big to think of that; but the men 
in Ontario took it as a matter of prin­
ciple, that these subsidies were a treaty 
between the various provinces and 
should not be disturbed except by com­
mon consent.

So when we came to deal with this 
matter with the provincial government, 
we said: We do not want to make dif­
ficulties, to cause dissatisfaction and 
jealousy and rivalry. But if your pro­
vincial governments will come together 
and reach something like a unanimous 
agreement as to the distribution of this 
money, we will take the matter up and 
see what we can. do for you. And to 
that end a provincial convention was 
held in this city about a year ago. As 
a result of that conference, a scale of 
payments was adopted for the several 
provinces.

Now, I turn to the attitude of my 
hon. friend, the' leader of the opposi­
tion, in British Columbia. He goes to 
British Columbia and tries to disturb 
the arrangement made at that confer­
ence amongst the provincial premiers 
of the Dominion. . I complain of the 
hon. gentleman in this, not only that 
what he did was a disturbance In itself, 
but that he conveyed the impression to 
the people of British Columbia that 
this was a quarrel between the British 
Columbia government and the Liberal 
party. He tried to lead the people of 
British Columbia to believe that they 
were being oppressed by the govern­
ment of my right hon. friend (Sir Wil­
frid Laurier) and that when the hon. 
gentleman himself (Mr. R. L. Borden) 
and his friends came into power, they 

During would grant relief from this thing that 
the Liberals were doing. That is the 
chief offence that I lay at his door. 

Neither Fair Nor Candid.

Who com­
posed this convention ? Who agreed to 
this scheme of distribution? Foremost 
among them was the prime minister of 
the Conservative province of Ontario. 
All the governments of the Dominion 
are not in harmony with the Dominion 
government of to-day; and I suppose 
that it is not at all likely that all the 
provincial governments will be in har­
mony with the Dominion government 
at any time.

Did Not Want an Arrangement.
We had at this conference in Ottawa, 

Mr. Whitney, the premier of Ontario; 
Mr. Foy, attorney-general ; Mr. Mathe- 
son, treasurer. We had Mr. Roblin, 
premier and Mr. Colin Campbell, attor­
ney-general, representing the great 
Conservative province of Manitoba. 
We had also, representing the other 
provinces, their premiers and ministers 
whose names are well known.

Alberni, Dec. 9.—While sportsmen and 
business men looking for investments 
continue to arrive in Alberni by the al­
most daily motor-cars which brings 
Alberni within four hours' reach of Na­
naimo, yet the traffic on the West Coast 
otherwise has decreased considerably 
during the last month. The prevalent 
heavy gales make travelling by water 
both dangerous, unpleasant, and tedi­
ous. The closing down for the winter 
.of the two whaling stations at Sechart 
and Kyuquot and of the two canneries 
at Howchuckliset and at Clayoquot, 
have materially reduced the freight and 
passenger traffic. The continuous wet 
weather which makes timber cruising 
almost an impossibility has also had 
its effect coupled with the money mar­
ket conditions in the United States.

EVENING STAR LEASED.

One of Rossland’s Mines Has Been 
Secured by Syndicate for a Year.

St. Petersburg, Dec. 10.—The entire 
afternoon at the Stoessel trial was 
taken up with the reading of the vol­
uminous and detailed indictment.

One or two incidents showed the at­
titude of the court to be unfavorable 
to Stoessel. His personal request that 
two additional witnesses be called in 
was dismissed without ceremony.

These witnesses could give evidence 
of vital importance to Stoessel. One, 
Dr. Roseanoff, was chief of ^the Red 
Cross within the fortress. At the pre­
liminary hearing he testified that at 
the time of surrender General Stoessel 
had at his disposal only 8.000 able- 
bodied men to defend hundreds of 
miles of fortification, and the bitter 
cold winds at the time made it diffi­
cult for the soldiers to even hold their 
rifles in their hands.

General Nadieff, the other witness 
excluded, is the author of a deposition 
similar to that of Dr. Roseanoff. The 
general commanded the firing line at 
Port Arthur.

To the correspondent of the As- 
,sociated Press to-day witnesses with 
whom he talked declared the trial to 
be an insult to General Stoessel and 
to his army. A prominent colonel said: 
“If Stoessel is guilty we all are.”

The absence of ex-Viceroy Alex­
ieff from the trial is interpreted to 
mean that the government is not will­
ing to enhance the magnitude of the 
proceeding. Alexieff escaped going on 
the stand with difficulty.

Startling Claim of an Austrian Elec­
trician.

10®
Electrical engineers are not perturb­

ed over the reports from Paris of an 
invention for rendering wireless tele­
graphy useless in war time.

According to accounts received in 
Paris an Austrian electrician has t de­
signed a revolving tower, equipped with 
“ending” batteries, about ten in num­
ber, which he claims will send out such 
a number pf flashes that all instru­
ments within a radius of 700 miles will 
be flooded with electric waves, and 
rendered useless.

“That kind of thing is much more 
easily accomplished on paper than in 
practice,” said a leading official of the 
Amalgamated Radio-Telegraphic Com­
pany in England. “To talk of its af­
fecting every instrument within a radi­
us of 700 miles puts it out of court with 
those who know anything concerning 
modern wireless telegraphy. With his 
ten batteries he would require ten 
antennae, which would, of course, re­
quire to be of differing periodicities in 
order to give out ten wave lengths. In 
addition, he would require an enormous 
power installation of dynamos, and 
their attendant engines, and when he 
had got it together he could not do 
more than affect the very crudest and 
most primitive type of apparatus.

“Tuning of wave-lengths may now 
be carried out with such nicety that 
a different of a few metres will secure 

freedom from all interference, and as 
you can have ‘wave lengths’ varying 
from 300 to 3,000 metres in extent, you 
will understand how difficult would be 
the task of selecting the wave-length 
with which to interfere with the in­
struments.”

It was from casual conversation on 
these topics that the reporter invited 
Mr. Chick’s opinion of South African 
affairs, as he had seen them as a prac­
tical miner, connected with one of thé 
greatest gold mines in the world. As 
gathered in fugitive notes, Mr. Chick’s 
views are something to this effect:

Even from an economic standpoint 
the engagement of the 
coolies was an error. It 
mistake of calculation and a weakness 
of management. The Chinese in the 
final analysis cost more than the Kaf­
firs, whose labor they were brought Jn 
to supplant. There is sufficient Kaffir 
labor to meet all the demands of labor 
in the mines, and the country will not 
suffer in this respect when the Chinese 
are removed.

W. J. Chick Compares the Manage­

in South Africa, W. J. Chick, is regis­
tered at the Dominion hotel.

Mr. Chick’s associations with South 
African mining is prefaced in the copy 
to introduce an appreciation of the 
mining situation there, elicited in con­
versation with a reporter last night, 
that possesses a feature* of novelty as 
against the general trend of opinions 
which have been given here in the 
newspaper interviews. For example, 
Mr. Chick contends that the Johannes­
burg mines are practically in as good 
a position to employ white labor and 
make a profit as the average mines of 
any other country, tie declares further 
that the Chinese should never have 
been introduced into the South Africa 
mines, and heartily approves the policy 
of the government in encouraging their 
expatriation. And looking at the situ­
ation in the Transvaal generally, he ap­
proves of the bestowal of self governing 
powers upon the people and believes 
that the future of the country will be 
successfully and happily worked out.

As an operator or manager, Mr. Chick 
has been associated with mining for the 
past thirty years. His experience has 
been cosmopolitan. He managed the 
Inverally diamond mines in Australia 
for some time, and was connected with 
various gold and copper mining enter­
prises in that country. The Australian 
diamonds are found in old river beds in 
New South Wales, where they have 
been sought by individual diggers, to 
whom the deposits yielded about the 
average result of a living wage. About 
seven or eight years ago Mr. Chick's 
company undertook organized exploita­
tion of the diggings, all the individual 
miners being amalgamated with the 
undertaking. The scheme was followed 
by varying fortune. About 80 karats of 
diamonds, representing about £120,0(10. 
were recovered. But owing to the un­
even nature of the deposits, the com­
pany operations were stopped not long 
ago, and the fields have reverted once 
again to individual enterprise,

Not only can the

This proposition has been worked oi\t 
by Mr. Chick in practical experience in 
mining in Johannesburg and _ 
countries. In South Australia, for in­
stance, where all the mining is done 
by white miners, earning from fifteen 
to forty shilling a day—practically four 
to ten dollars—the mines can be work­
ed at a less cost per ton than the South 
African mines are being worked at to­
day. Yes, added Mr. Chick, apparently 
weighing this statement, a considerably 
less cost per ton.

Following this point, comparison 
found in the conversation between the 
fifteen shillings a day as paid to miners 
in Australia and the thirty shillings 
per month as paid to the coolies in 
South Africa, and an expression of as­
tonishment that results could show at 
all favorably to the high wages mine 
led to the explanation from Mr. Chick 
that the difference was represented in 
mine management.

THE UNREST IN ZULULAND.

Telegrams from Natal announcing dis­
quieting incidents, In the province of 
Zululand show clearly that tranquility 
has not been completely restored.

It is perhaps more than a coincidence 
that the murder of Sitshitshili, the at­
tempts to destroy a bridge and seize a 
mail carrier, the firing upon a white ser­
geant of police, have all taken place in 
what is known as the Nkandhla division. ; 
It was in this part of the country that 
the recent native rebellion was most viru­
lent, and the principal chief at that time, 
Slgananda, was sentenced to death for 
treason, but died in jail before the 
tence was carried out.

One of the chief causes is doubtless to 
be found in the fact that a large number 
of the rebels from this district have re­
cently been released from prison, and have 
returned to their kraals to play the role 
of malcontents. Another reason for the 
unrest in this particular part of the coun­
try is to be found in the fact that Cete- 
wayo's grave is situated here; and it 
be remembered that during the 
trouble large numbers 
were "doctored” here 
magistrate in charge of the district has 
just returned to the colony from a visit 
to the Old Country, and it is a singular 
circumstance that in an interview he had 
with Sitshitshili before he left the chief 
predicted his own death, saying, “You 
will never see me alive again.’’

The Influence of Dinizulu.
The Zulus are a sentimental race, and 

there is no doubt whatever that the pre­
sence of Dinizulu, whom one might term 
the “young pretender" of Zululand, has 
a most disquieting effect upon the tribes- 

He has recently been acquitted of 
all complicity in "the rebellion, but it 
might be better for himself and all con­
cerned if he were induced to leave the 
country. The return of his father, Cete- 
wayo, in 1883, from the prison of Robben 
Island produced tribal strife in the land, 
and it is only eighteen years ago that 
Dinizulu was found guilty of high trea­
son, and sentenced to ten years’ imprison­
ment in St. Helena.

Innocent as he himself is, his presence 
in the country is certainly embarrassing 
to the Natal government, as unscrupulous 
native agitators make unwarranted use 
of his name, and there is unquestionably 
a strong desire in certain quarters to 
Zululand revert to Its original position 
an independent native state, which, of 
course, is quite out of the question.

“Not only that,” said Mr. Chick, “but 
I think they might be Worked with 
white miners at a less cost than they 
are worked at now, and I judge In this 
from results of my own experience in 
South Australia.

“The situation in South Africa was 
aggravated by a policy of attaching 
relatives and special friends of the peo­
ple controlling the mines, to lucrative, 
but useless positions. For instance, 
consulting engineers are employed at 
fabulous salaries, and the system of 
head workers is swelled to such an ex­
tent that there is nothing left of the 
mines’ productiveness for the miners, 
but eleven cents a day and the privilege 
of eating and sleeping in the company 
boarding-house. The money is swal­
lowed up by the engineering staffs. The 
directing staff is represented by the 
mine manager, who is practically solely 
responsible for the operation of the 
mine.”

Mr. Chick believes that the status of. 
the mining industry in South Africa 
will improve with an improvement of 
the status of the mining labor, and a 
reform of managing methods. He 
thinks there are many low grade prop­
ositions there, not yet touched, which 
will eventually be developed at a profit.

Touching finally on the point that 
there was connection between the qual­
ity of the ore and the labor conditions 
in the Johannesburg mines, Mr. Chick 
pointed out that the average cost of 
producing a ton of ore with coolie la­
bor in South Africa was something like 
seventeen shillings. The cost of pro­
ducing ore with white labor in Aus­
tralia was between thirteen and fifteen 
shillings per ton.

There is a good future for South Af­
rica, and Mr. Chick thinks its real 
progress will be hastened by the 
statesmanlike policy of the British gov­
ernment in granting self government to 
the colony. Intermarrying has taken 
place between Briton and Boer and an­
imosities will eventually be obliterated 
in the ever extending family ties. In 
Rhodesia they are making fine strides 
in farming. The growing of flax, to­
bacco and coffee has been successfully 
experimented with, and fruit culture 
has been commenced also. A very good 
Turkish tobacco is produced by the 
colony. All their products are readily 
marketed.

It was Mr. Chick whô organized the 
Empire Education Exhibition, held in 
Westminster in July last. This- show 
was designed to educate the people of 
Great Britain to the possibilities of the 
Empire and was a very creditable and 
successful undertaking. Mr. Chick has 
come to British Columbia for the first 
time, and may reside in the province. 
He is accompanied by his wife.

(From Thursday's Daily.)
While suffering from a fit of melan­

cholia, to which he was periodically 
addicted, Arthur Francis, well-known 
as the best batsman among the cricket 
players in the province, rose from his 
bed shortly before 12 o’clock to-day, 
and, placing the muzzle of a 38-calibre 
revolver in his mouth, ended his life.

The tragedy occurred in a wing of the 
house connected with the old Jones’ 
boat house on Wharf street, and the 
body was not discovered until nearly 
half-past twelve, when W. R. Mason, 
with whom Francis had been staying, 
went to call him for lunch. Receiving 
no answer to his call Mr. Mason opened 
the window of the room, and, upon en­
tering, found the body of the unfortu­
nate man lying close to the wall op­
posite his bed. A revolver, which 
Francis invariably kept in a holster on 
the wall, wat^ near his head, and the 
horrible mutilation of the features 
showed that he had placed the muzzle 
in his mouth and killed himself. Five 
cartridges were loaded and one empty.

Francis was last seen alive by Mr. 
Mason, who, with Mr. Lee, now owns 
the boat house and occupies the living 
apartments. At 11 o’colck this morn­
ing Mr. Mason and Mr. Dumbleton 
went to the wing in which Francis had 
been living for some time, and found 
the deceased in bed. He said that he 
would dress and go to lunch. No shot 
was heard, and although the body was 
quite warm when discovered, Francis 
had evidently killed himself half an 
hour previously. He had dressed him­
self and made his bed, which would 
indicate that he wras premeditating the 
suicide.

Detectives Palmer and Perdue and 
Sergeant Carlow visited the scene of 
the tragedy as soon as the police were 
notified and took charge of the dead 
man’s papers and effects. Mr. Mason 
said that Francis had been living with 
him for six weeks. He had been help­
ing Mr. Mason and his partner, Mr. 
Lee, in the boat house since he came 
there, and was noticed to be suffering 
from attacks of melancholia. A few 
days ago he was attacked by grippe, 
and had not since beeh working. Be­
yond these fits of depression Francis 
was not known to be suffering from 
any disease, and his rash act is there­
fore unaccounted for.

He came to Victoria in March of this 
year from Mexico, and secured a po­
sition as night clerk at the lSt. Francis 
hotel, which he held until the middle 
of September. He was intelligent and 
industrious, but often lapsed into spells 
of brooding, during which he some­
times remarked that he had something 
on his mind and was nearly crazy. He 
took an active interest in sport, having 
been a cricketer of repute in England, 
and while a member of the Oak Bay 
Cricket Club this summer secured the 
highest batting average for the pro­
vince.

Very little is known of the deceased’s 
relatives, although he is survived by a 
wife and two grown-up children living 
in Kent, England. He was about 50 
years of age and was well liked by all 
who knew him. In addition to being a 
splendid cricketer, Francis was a good 
association football player and 
deeply interested in all local sport.

The body is now lying at the city 
morgue and an inquest will be held,

The to­
tal cut of timber during the last 
twenty-one years was less than six bil­
lion feet.

To maintain the present statutory 
limitation of twenty-one years for the 
renewal of these licenses would mean 
that all owners of timber held under 
special license must proceed to strip 
their lands of whatever they could dur­
ing that period with a view of aban­
doning them. Only the best timber 
could be cut under these circumstances, 
and the lands would be converted into 
fire-traps, with the result that In the 
end more timber would be burned than 
was sawn. This would be a very seri­
ous loss to the owners of the timber, 
and to the province as well. The per­
nicious results of forcing the exploit­
ation of the timber was witnessed in 
Michigan, where a tremendous glut of 
lumber resulted, financial disaster 
worked through the industry, and the 
forests were in large measure wasted 
of their wealth.

On the point concerning the tenure 
of licenses, Dr. Clark stated that more 
than half of the merchantable timber 
of the province, representing about 
6,500,000 acres, had already been placed 
■under special license, and there was a 
probability that it would run to 7,000,- 
000 acres before the end of the year. 
The holders of these licenses had à 
twenty-one year tenure only, and if 
they failed to realize on their timber 
within that time they lost all right and 
title whatever in their timber. If there 
was no extension of time for the re­
moval of this timber all holders of spe­
cial licenses must proceed with all 
speed to cull their lands of the best 
timber preparatory to abandoning 
them. Half the timber that should be 
cut would remain to fall a prey to 
fires, which would inevitably run 
through the slashings. Everyone con­
cerned would be a loser. The province 
would no longer receive any license 
fees after the loggers had culled the 
land, and the province would be a still 
larger loser In the loss of royalty due 
to the burning of the timber on tlje 
culled lands. The greatest loss would 
be the destruction of the most valuable 
portion of the provincial forest re­
serves.

On the other hand, if the licensee 
was given a title to his timber that 
would enable him to cut conservatively 
with a view of returning afeain in 
twenty or thirty years for a second 
crop, he would have an interest in pro­
tecting the lands from fire. He would

Mayor Morley presided in the absence 
of the chairman, John Arbuthnot.

The progress of work was reported 
upon by D. D. England', boulevards 
superintendent, whose report read as 
follows:

“I herewith submit my report of the 
work done since my last report. The 
following boulevards are completed 
when the trees are planted, namely, 
Heywood, Superior, Michigan, Me- 
dana, Clarence, South Turner and El­
liott streets. Elford and Richmond 
streets will also soon be completed, 
except the sewing of the grass seed, 
which will have to be left until spring. 
These streets comprise approximately 
14,500 feet frontage, the cost being at 
about the same ratio as stated in my 
last report. These streets were all that 
were passed by the board for con­
struction, and I would urge that more 
be submitted, so as to keep the best 
of the men employed. Work is also 
being proceeded with at the Quadra 
street cemetery, and good progress 
made, the work beiftg done well within 
the estimate. Work has also begun on 
the North Ward park, and if the pres­
ent indications hold good, I will be able 
to make a good showing with the 
amount appropirated.”

D. A. McNaughton, of the Victoria 
Motor Club, wrote relative to the plac­
ing of signs at points where it would 
warn motormen to go slowly. One place 
was near Clover Point and another In 
Beacon Hill park.

Thé board agreed to have the signs
