LIQUOR TO DRUNKEN MAN

James Fiood Before Police Court
for Violating the Liquor License
Act £ :

The case of Jas. Flood, charged with sell-
ing liquor to a drunken person, James
Bowes, came’ up in the policeé court this
morning. ' Dr. A, W. MacRae appeared
for the defendant and Police Clerk Hend-
erson for,the crown.

Officer Finley was the . first witness
sworn. He stated that he saw James
Bowes near Mrs, Catherine. Quigley, his
daughter’s shop, on the Marsh Bridge,
seemingly in an intoxicated state, about
5 o’clock in the afternoon on July 2lst.
Having seen Bowes drunk a second time a
few minutes later, witness went ‘to Jas.
Flood and told him that Mrs. Quigley had
reported him (Flood) for selling liquor to
her father while he was drunk. Flood said
that he thought Bowes was sober. Wit-
ness replied that Mrs. Quigley had told
defendant not to serve her father, Bowes.
Flood said he did not want Bowes around
the place at all.

Mrs. Catherine Quigley, sworn, testified
that her father was not an habitual drunk-
ard, but on the day in question about noon
he was very mitch under the influence of
liquor, and was more so later «in the after-
noon. She watcleed Mr. Bowes go into
Kood’s barroom en Wednesday afternoon
and bring out with him a bottle of
whisky.

Harry Brown was the next witness call-
ed. He stated he was in defendant’s bar
between 4 and 5 o’clock on Wednesday,
saw Mr. Bowes come in and go out, and
thoughe he was sober. Witness
also saw Mr. Bawes. hand a bot-
tle to defendant, but did not see him get
it back again.

Christopher McDade swore that on see-
ing Mr. Bowes on Wednesday afternoon,
he thought he was sober. Questioned by
Mr. Henderson, witness denied having been
told by defendant that if Mrs. Quigley
would withdraw the charge, he (Flood)
would sell her father no more liquor.

Cyrus Gould, a blacksmith, employed
with the last witness, gave. similar evi-
dence. !

The defendant, James Flood, next took
the stand, and swore that Mr. Bowes did
not seem to be drunk when in his bar on
Wednesday. He denied telling Officer Fin-
ley that he had served Bowes with liquor,
but admitted to the court that he had sold
the latter a half-pint of gin.

This closed the case and Dr. MacRae
moved for the dismissal of the defendant.

After reviewing the evi-
dence given on both sides, the judge fined
the defendant the full penalty of $50.

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STREET PAVING

St. John has made a number of experi-
_ments in streét paving, none of them en-
tirely satisfactory. It should not be neces-
sary t0:.go on experimenting forever. Other
cities havé well paved streets; There is no-
thing peculias sbout’ the climate of 8t.
John- thatdestroys pavement which suits
other cities in thig latitude. 1t should be
possible to put down paving on level streets
that would give complete satisfaction and
last a long time. Work of this kind to
be satisfactory must be dome by  those
whose buléiness it is to lay down good pave-
ment. There should be mo guess work
about it, or bungling such as atténded the
waterworks construction. ' If the taxpay-
ers agvee to pay for the work they have a
right to insist that it be well . done.’
If a citizen never visited any o_thet city,
and were guided- only by .the. discussions
at ¢ity hail, he would perhaps come to the
conclusion that street paving is a lost art,

_ or one surrounded by so many mysterious
difficulties that years must be spent in ex-
periment, and even then the people must
be prepared to reconcile themselves to fail-
ure.- But other cities are enjoying well

: paved‘i streets, and the art is constantly
being ‘developed. Doubtless it will be’fur-
ther improved, but St. John does not need
to wait several generations longer before
it ‘makes 4 real beginning in the work of
providing permanent street paving. When
the guestion is taken up in earnest, it can
be eatried on ad sucegssfully in St. John

a8 in any othef eity. .

THE CONSERVATIVE GLOBE

The §t. John Globe makes a comparison
between the vote cast for Mr. Lowell in
8t. John county, in the general provincial
elections, and that cast for Mr. Bentley in
the by-election, and makes this comment:—

The Sun’ takés the same
ground. Both the Globe and the Sun de-
sired the defeat of the 'Liberal candidate,
for reasons of their own. But Mr. Bent-
ley was regularly nominated by a Liberal
convention, and was ted by the votes
of Liberals, in the face of the most de-
termined efforts ever made in a by-elec-
tion by a government in this province to
capture a seat.

The «iobe knows perfectly well that if
Mr. isentley bad been defeated the result
would have been proclaimed as a defeat al-

so for Hon. Dr. Pugsley, and that i¢ really

what the Globe desired. Dr. Pugsley is
the acknowledged leader of New Brumswick
Liberals. He wired his congratulations to
the Liberal candidate elected, as did many
leading Liberals in the province. The
Globe saye that if the fight was really on
party lines it was, by comparison with.the
vote in the general elections a Liberal de-
feat. This is exactly what the Conserva-
tive Standard and the traitor Sun ‘also as-
sért.

Dr. Watson, who had walked over the
field and saw the playground equipment,
and learned of the club’s efforts in that
direction, began his remarks by commend-'
ing this work to the people of St. John.
Noting the fact that in Bt. John he stood
at one of the gateways of the empire, he
referred to the greatness of that empire
and expressed the hope that Canada would
ever remain a part of it. In Canada were
great and wonderful opportunities, and
every boy with any “grit” and “go” in
him ought to have the desire and be able
to make something 6f himself, and make
his life-work tell for the good of his coumn-
try.

“One of the dangers we have to face im
this country,” said Dr. Watson, “is mater-
ialism. People are apt to place too high
a value upon wealth and position, and
those material things which really are not
the highest good. The children are the
real wealth of the nation, and the culti-
vation of manhood and character should
be recognized as the highest aim.

“Another danger is that of losing our
political freedom, for which our fathers
suffered even unto death. There are so
many today who for a few dollars will
throw away the blood:bought privilege of
the franchise.

“A third danger is the drink habit.
Young men seek fulness of life, and they
drink liquor because they think they will
live faster and get more out of life while
under its influence. They do not take
thought of what the habit will really do
in bringing misery into their own and
other lives, and making théem drunkards
in the end. There is a better way of life.
1t is not to ask selfishly what we may
get out of life for ourselves, but to seek
happiness in trying to lift others up. And
no man can know a truer happiness than
he who feels that he has lifted another up
to a higher and better life ”

Dr. Watson referred to the problem of
the cities. The proportion of the people
living in cities was growing larger, and
this urban life, where people were crowded
together, presented very serious social
problems, which earnest people every-
where were trying to solve. He was glad
that St. John had the Every Day Club,
trying to do something along this line of
effort. :

Dr. Watson spoke of the cosmopolitamn
character of the population. He did not
know how many persons of foreign birth
there were in St. John, but there were
more than seventy different nationalities
represented in Canada, speaking different
languages and having different ideals and
habits of life. . “We cannot keep these peo:
ple out. As well seek to stop the flow of
the ocean. We have the material wealth
and the opportunities they seek to make
homes for themselves. It is for us to aim
to lead them up to a high standard of
citizenship, and this responsibility makes
it the more necessary that as Canadiana

To the Editor of The Telegraph:
Sir,—In the St. John Standard of July

9 is a somewhat lengthy article purporting
to be inspired from an interview between
¥F. E. Williams and the local government
re Cuban markets. I have read this ar-
ticle with some interest.and with your kind
permission I wish to make a few comments
on the same. T

' The part of the article dealing with un-
called for persomalities in {reference to my-
Fself as représenting the federa’ zovernment
may bem%rieﬂy disposed of. 1 had the
good, or bad, fortune to meet Mr. Wil-
fiamis on a number of occasions while he
was in Cuba—which by the way was for
six days, from June 16 to June 22, and
not for a month as the Standard states—
and I endeavored to show him I was wor}t—
ing faithfully and to the hest of my abil-
ity for the interests of the people of Can-
ada, regardless of politics or any other in-
fiuence.” I told him that anything I could
do to further his interests here it would
be a pleasure to me to o, am‘é v{ee [ ‘ed,
as I su d, on thc iest o Tms.

Now, pimr. Williams 'thinks for a mo-
ment that it is going te advance the in-
terests of the people of New Brunswick
by casting slurs on the worlk that is bei
dome here by the federal government, .
cannot seée it in quite that light; and if
Mr, Williams thinks for ‘a moment that
he and the local government can make the
people of New Brunswick believe them to
be the pioneers in seeking to develop this
market then he will give them credit for
'more credulity than I have ever ‘done. I
may be a “tooth puller,” a8 Mr. Williams
states, but this seems to me to be about as
good a business as being a feg puller which
seems to ‘be his business ‘in dealing with
some members of the +local: government,
and tHis endeavor of hisi% 80 transparent
it 4 surprising that even the ‘local gov-
ernment cannot see through it.

Now, Mr. Editor, I want fo sound &
warning to the people of New Brunswick,
‘in whom I feel as deep an interest as any
that can come from Mr.5Williams, not to
be deceived through any rosy pictures such
ag those contained in that article in the
Standard. I would give a good deal if the
situstion were such as the Standard repre;
sents it to be. I realize: fully how much
‘New Brunswick needs s widér market for
her products, but it must not be thought
that ell that is necessary is to flood this
market and derive big profits from doing

Cuba is a country of approximately the
size of New Brimswick, and has a popule-
tion “slightly in excess of /2,000,000 It is
the most productive country for its size to
be found anywhere, and all = - ds of vege-
tables will grow at any time in the yeaf.
Native grown potatoes are on the market
here for upwards of six months annually
and command a good price.

The whole eountry. grows:-about 150,000
barrels a year, and woul % grow a good
‘many more but for the fact that other
crops yield better reéfa and the pofa-
toes do not grow to th

from careful study the try is obliged
to- import about 400,000 barrels of potatoes
annually, and of this amount 250,000 come
from the United States #vd the remainder
from Canada and othér eountries. As the
new potatoes mature, beginning in the
southern statés and gigdually working
north they are shipped’here, and by the

on the market other pldtes farther south
have marketed their crops and the field is
then open for Canadian potatoes.

The people:of New Brunswick must bear

matket for Canada. There have been two
steamghip lines coming to Cuba from the
maritime provinces for years and the pro-
duce market here is thoroughly organized
and is in the hands of as keen and wide-
awake business men as are to be found in
the world. It is well known here that the
market will not absorb at once great quan-
?ities of potatoes for they are imported
just in such quantities as they are needed
and any importations beyond this will ruin
thé market as well:as the prices. I will
admit that Uanadian potatoes have one
great advantage over all others, in that
during the fall months a-great many pota-

the market, and consequently there is a
much larger demand for them than at any
other time. In this connection I wish to
say that poor potatoes will not be accepted
here. If the New Brunmswick people wish
to get a share in this market and hold it
they must cater to the market and ship
only good produce. One fault found here
last year with New Brunswick potatoes
was that they were shippéd in all kinds
of barrels and were not uniform in size or
weight. The standard weight of a barrel
here iz 165 pounds net, -and the barrel
must be filled in such a way that when it
arrives the potatoés will not have settled
so that it looks partly empty. There must
also be plenty of openings made in the
sides of the barrel to allew a circulation

It is a singular thing how little knowl-
edge the people in Canada have of the
West Indies. We speak frequently of the
‘mistakes of foreigners who think that
cities or provinces in Canada thousands of
miles apart are near together, but this is
no worse than the mistakes of Canadians
in speaking of the West Indies. Now, the
Standard says in all seriousness that Mr.
Williams has just returned from a visit to
the West Indies and later in the article it
refers to Cuba, Bermuda, St. Kitts, An-
tigua; Barbados, Trinidad, Demerara, etc.,
all in one sentence. To speak 6f sending
one representative to these places would
be on a par with a firm having a repre-
sentative residing in New York and Lon-
don. If Mr. Williams was within a thous-
and miles of any other island in the West
Tadies, excepting Jamaica which is nearer,
I will be much surprised. It is about
three weeks journey to go from here to
Barbados and to get to Bermuda one
would have to go either to New York or
8t.

One more experience such as the Talisman
had will ruin this market completely for|
New Brunewick shippers and the import: |
ers will not again take up with a line
from New Brunswick with any confidence
unless they feel that the dominion gov-
ernment will support the undertaking.

In closing I wish to say thit I have
no desire to give a pessimistic view of the
market possibilities here, but my sole de-
sire is to place faithfully before the peo-
ple of New Brunswick a fair statement
of actual conditions here. If New Bruns-
wick, or any other province, will send a
representative down here I will do every-
thing in my power to assist him. There
are possibilities here for a greatly increas-
ed tx!):;e with Canada and mot only that
but before very long the Cuban people
will have big markets in Canada for their
special products. I am working with a
view to having these two countriés know
each other thoroughly and when they do
each will realize that the other is a’close
second to the most wonderful country on
the face of the globe. Thanking you, Mr.

Repairing Water Mains--Engineer
Expects He Will Have to Shut
Off Supply Several Times. -

City’ Engineer. Murdoch' said 'last night
that he expecteG the repairs to thé con-
crete section of the water main would take
the balance ‘of the- summer to complete.
There are many leaks in it, he said, and
they may have to turn ‘the water off again
once or twice.

A curious thing was discovered.in con-
nection with the pipe. - When the water
was turned off recently to enable the men
to make repairs, -he said, some water con-
tinued to come through. It was thought,
there might be a leak at. the gate but it
turned out this was not the case. A dam
was formed in the inside of the pipe and
the water was kept pumped- out. .1t ‘was
then found that a jet of water was forcing
itself into the concrete in Fitzgerald Lake,
otherwise known as the ‘“‘dry” lake.

- Wherever they
see water- bubbling up from the’ ground
from a Jleak they dig down. Then when

driven into the holes and smoothed over
with cement. -During the past week much
work was done filling where the pipe had
been :uncovered. .

"IN AN AIRSHIP SUNDAY

Louis Bleriot, a Ereqchﬁtan, First to Win the Coveted Honor—
_ Aviator Given a Rousing Weicome—Outstripped To:pedo

Destroyer.

Dover, July - 25.—This sleepy’ seaport
town experienced the keenest thrill known
in a generation when . at sunrise this
morning a white-winged bird-like machine
with loudly-hummirig motor - sWept ‘out
from the haze obscuring the sea toward
the distant Fremch ' coast. and, circling
twice above the high chalky cliffs of Do-
ver, alighted on English soil.: A calm
Frenchman, Louis Bleriot, a portly and
red-mustached man of thirty-seven, de-
scended from the eaddle, limping on a
bandaged foot, which had been burned
on his previous overland flight, Immedi-
ately two compatriots, who had been wav-
ing a big tri-color flag as a signal for the
landing place, fell upon him enthusiasti-
cally, embracing him, shouting and pound-
ing him on the back. They, with a few
soldiers and others who happened, by
chance, to be on the scene were the omly
persons to witness the finish of a most re-
mwarkable feat.

Bleriot left les Baraques, three miles
from Calais, about 4,30 a. m., on one of
the “smallest monoplanes ever used. He
crossed the channel in a little less than
half an hour, twice as swiftly as the fast-
est mail boat. His speed averaged more
than forty-five miles an hour; sometimes
it approximated sixty miles. He kept
about 250 feet above the sea level and for
ten minutes,. while about mid-channel,
was out -of sight of both coasts: and of
the French: torpedo destroyer which fol-
lowed ‘Him with - his wife and friends
shoard. ST

The “wind v.Awaé bléwing ‘about -twenty.

miles an- hour, and the sea was choppy.
The avigator was swathed in a single
garment of drilling, impervious to the
wind, which covered him from the top of
his head to his feet, only his face show-
ing. -He wore aleo acork ‘life-belt. -

An eye-witness of -the landing thus de-
scribes it: .

“Very eafly in the morning a wireléss
message was received from Calais that
Bleriot intended to make the flight. Then
in quick guccession came the news that
be had. left land, that he was flying “high
and was fast making Dover. It was ex-
pected that he would Tand west of Dover,
but from thesdirection taken it was soon

‘—gvident . that he would alight to the east-

ward, Only a few minutes after the wire-
less announcing the start, the laconic mes-
sage, ‘‘out of sight” was received at Do-
ver. Hardly had this been transmitted
when the keen-eyed coast guard, scanning
the sea with his telescope, shouted that
Bleriot” was in sight. :

“Hastening to the-cliff east :of the bay,
1 was fortunate enough to arrive just 2
moment before the airship, which was
flying fast, like a gigantie hawk. The
craft approached the cliff, growing larger

every instant. The noise of ‘the engine
was audible in a moment, so swiftly did it
come.. Bleriot swooped overhead, glancing
from right to left, and then turned his
machine to the east and came to the
ground in the meadow. It circled with
consummate ease and made the landing
gracefully, but even though it touched the
land lightly, it was slightly damaged.”

By his achievement. today, Bleriot- won
the prize of $5,000 offered by the London
Daily Mail for the first flight across the
English channel,” and stole a march on his
rivals, Hubert Latham and Count de Lam-
bert, both of whom had hoped to make
the attempt today.

Bleriot, who speaks little English, de-
;cribed his remarkable flight very modest-
y. i
“T afose at 3 o’clock,” he said, “‘and
went to the aeroplane shed. Finding
everything in order on the trial spin, I
decided to make the flight. The Fremch
torpedo boat destroyer which was in at-
tendance was signalled and it put out
about four miles. Thep I rose in the air
and pointed directly to Dover. After ten
minutes | was out of sight of land and
had left the warship well behind. For a
few minutes I could see neither coast nor
any boat. I tried to keep an average
height of 250 feet. I might easily have
gone higher, but it would have served no
purpose. This was about the right height,
I thought, to clear the Dover cliffs safely.

“The machine dipped toward the water
several times. I put on more'petrol once.
1 estimated that the propellers were go-
ing from 1,200 to-1,400 revolutions.a min-

 4te. The. first objects I saw were ships

off the English coasi; then I observed
Deal, and I discovered that the wind,
Wwhich was southwest, waé carrying me
thither. 1 veered to -the southward to
Dover Castle, and then saw friends flour-
jehing a flag in'a valley euitable for land-
ing. I made two circles while lessening
the speed, and then dived down, but.I
came in contact with the ground sooner
than I expected. = Both the machine and
myself were badly shaken. :

“A few persons quickly assembled and
T’ was helped out, as my injured foot was
painful. I am exceedingly glad to be
here.”

M. Bleriot’s friends toek him quickly in
an automobile to the old Lord Warden
Hotel by the pier, from which mail beats
depart. In the meant.me his wife arrived
on the destroyer. She embraced him
weeping, buf they ‘wére soon sitting at
breakfast, the centre of a proud gather-
ing of ¥rench people. The mayor and
other Dover officials called early and wel-
comed M. Bleriot in the name of the city
and nation as the pioneer of international

M. Lafontaine came to the signal land-
ing, the spot which the newspaper under
whose auspices the flight was made, had
chosen, on the high grotnds back of the
city, but M. Lafontaine selected a_cup-
shaped depression, called the Northfall
meadow, two miles east of Dover, where
the airship would be sheltered from the
wind in settling. There he planted the
French flag. :

The French sailors on the ships in the
harbor were the first to notice that
Bleriot was approaghing. They heard the
buzsing of the motor two or three minu-
tes before they could discern the aero-
plane. Then what looked like a big white
butterfly glided over their heads as fast
as a train of cars and with almost as
much noise. Tt reached the cliff near the
gray turrets of Dover Caatle, swooped
around twice in broad curves and disap-
peared. It was not long before half the
population of Dover, dressing as they
went, were rushing toward Northfall
Meadow. Photographers and cinemato-

phers were crestfallen because they
had missed the great event for which they
had -waited so long.

Among the first to arrive were two
customs officers. Close upon their heels
were several police and their services were
needed to restrain the curio-hunters, who
immediately began to pull the machine to
pieces for souvenirs. Many others, fore-
seeing that the monoplane would be
treasured as a historic relic, wrote their
autographs thereon. The, city officials con-
ceived a happy thought and, with Bleriot’s
consent, raised a tent about the machine
and charged sixpence admission to view
it. The profits from this will go to hos-
pitals and the exhibition did a big busi-
ness all day. Parte of the framework of
the monoplane were eplintered on land-
ing. Everyone expressed surprise at its
small size. It is no more than twelve feet
across the wings and its ‘weight is about
400 pounds, the motor being twenty-five
horeepower. in the same machine Bleriot
recently made a ecross-country trip of
twenty-five miles from FEtampes to Or;
leans. The machine is fitted with an air-
tight, sausage-shaped rubber bag so that
it would float if it descended to the sea.

Bleriot said, however, that he had ab-
solute control of the machine throughout
and had no fear that the motor would
fail. The only difficulty he experienced
was the force of the wind, which hurt his
face and eyes badly and the wind eddier
which twisted his machine about while
nearing the English coast.

Count Lambert came from Calais by
boat to congratulate his rival. A tele-
gram arrived from Hubert Latham, who
a few days ago, failed in his attempt to
cross the channel, saying:

“T hope to follow you soon.”

Bleriot early announced that if Latham
! crossed today he would share the prize
}wit.h him, but the heavy wind and the
\rain that came up dashed the hopes of
' Latham's attempting to follow. ' -

s for 10 Days
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Calais, July 25.—Louis Bleriot flew from
France leaving behind a. group of specta-
tors filled with admiration at the man’s
daring and fear that he might fail in dis-
astér. In spite of his injured leg, Bleriot
stole a march on his rivals, Latham and
Count Lambert. The former, deceived by
the high winds of the day before, thought
that a start would be impossible Sunday
morning, while Count Lambert had gone
to England to pick out a likely place to
land. At a conference . of the Aviators
last night, it was decided that the torpedo
boats should be at the disposition of La-
tham and the destroyer at the disposition
of Bleriot, should the men decide to start.
It was midnight when the rivals separ-
ated, Latham going' t6- ' Bangatte and
Bleriot sleeping at Calais.

At 3 o’clock Bleriot, -who was deters
mined not to allow the slightest chance to
escape, proceeded to thé shed at Shan-
gatte and his monoplane was pushed out.
To the handful of people who had gather-
ed there, the spectacle of this men, hob-
bling on crutches, dreaming of a flight to
England had something awe-inspiring, even
terrifying in it. Bleriot was eoolest of all.
He cast aside his orutches and took ‘his
place in the monoplane, orf which he had
already hoisted a red flag to :guide the
rescuers in case he should fall. As he sat
there smiling and ready to give the signal,
he said: :

“If 1 can't waik, [ will show the world
that I can fly.”

The monoplane arose easily and made
two circles above the land. Peasants,
aroused by the whirring of the motors, ag
peared at their doors and cheered. Shori-)
ly Bleriot descended. His motor was run-
ning perfectly. L

After thie trial, Bleriot pulled down his
cap and settled himself calmly in his seat
again, waving farewell, and at 4.38 the
aeroplane arose and headed seaward.
Fourteen minutee later, flying high above
the water, it was lost in the mists over-
hanging the channel.

When word came from Dover that he
had safely landed there, a  mighty cheer
went up, for a great crowd by that time
had- gathered here. The. iFrench Aero
Club and the Parliamentary Aviation
Commission telegraphed their congratula-
tions, the latter adding “hosanma, for the
peace of the world.” -

Bleriot is one of the oldest and most
popular of aviators in France and was the
recent winner of the Osiris prize of $20,-
000 in conjunction with Gabriel Voisin,
the aeroplane manufacturer, for their con-
tributions to the progress of aviation. Only
yesterday he was decorated with the Le-
gion of Honor He is a graduate of the
celebrated Technical School of France. He
is the inventor of a searchlight for auto-
mobiles and became interested in prob-
lems of aviation in 1900. He sold out his
factory in Orleans and came to Paris.
Since then he has devoted his time to
aviation and made countless experiments,
crippling his resources to a great extent.

M. Bleriot - returned this evening from
Dover aboard the torpedo boat destroyer.
He was met by a cheering crowd and was
escorted to his hotel, whére many speeches
of congratulation were made. M. Bleriot
in response said: :

“All I can say is that I am radiantly
happy at my success.”

(Bangor Commercial.)

Another city playground will be started
Monday, when the yard at the Elm street
schobl-house  will be provided. with the
necessary - apparatus and opened ' to the
youngsters: living in that vicinity. = Miss
Nathalie Eldridge, who has been assisting
Miss Abbott, will have charge of the play-
ground under the supervision of Miss
Abbott. :

It has not been degided -yet where if is
to be located, but a third playground will
be opened within the next few weeks some-
where on the west side. The playground
authorities are looking for an available site
which will be central and“convenient for
the greatest number of children. When
the west side playground is' opened Miss
Stevens, another of Miss Abbott’s volun-
teer assistants, will be placed in charge.

When the three playgrounds are well
started, children will use them according
to the section of the city in which they
live. Youngsters living near Ahbott Square
or in that vicinity will patronize that
playground, while those living near the
Elm street and west side playgrounds will
go to either of them. . v et

Miss Abbott plans to form a playground-
ball“league among the boys of the three
playgrounds and a regular schedule of
games will be played, the different teams
visiting one another on certain days for
the games. ‘This league will tend to create
considerable inter-playground. rivalry and
interest. Banners are to be given the win-
ning teams.

A field day is to be held some time dur-
ing the first week in August, when those
interested will have an' opportunity .to see
the kind and variety of work that ie be-
ing done by the children under the capable
direction of Miss Abbatt.

At the present time about 250 children
are patronizing the Abbott Square play-
ground every day. This is a large increase
over the number at the start-off which was
about 100. The attendance is constantly
increasing and shows the popularity of the
playground among the children.

In addition to the games which were
such a feature of the playground last year,
Miss Abbott is teaching the children some
of the simpler forms of occupatinon work,
sfuch as raffia work and kindérgarten cut-
ting. The girls are chiefly interested in
this kind of work and they emjoy it, as
well as obtain much benefit from it.

Miss Abbott has introduced a new game
for the boys that is proving more popular
than basketball. This game is called cap-
tain ball and is a preparatory game and
similar to basketball, but instead of five
players on a side, as in the more strenu-
ous game, it employs ten players to the
side. Old and young boys can play thte
game together. Another game that is prov-
ing popular is scrimmage ball. Playground
ball is similar to basketball, only the play-
ers use a’large ball and narrow bat.
