Along the
roads dead animals and everlasting
pites of bones and ‘skeletons; skins
hanging -on fences and on adjacent
limbs for hundreds of miles; here
the carcases of horses or bullocks,
dropped by some venturesqmo team-
ster who hgd been tempted by high
carringe ' rates to farm the desert;

chains rusting/in the sun. Into the
mudhales came calves crying for the
mothers that were dead; under the
stunted trees stood kmots of mother-
less: lJambs, and' beyond a foal try-
ing to suck a dead mother, or a piti
able hide of bones whinnying to a
dead foal. Above and around them
the eternal crows, whose fiendish
quark ever rings In the traveler's
ears. It is harvest time with them,
and they flutter from tree .to = tree
with  exultant cries. Everywhere,
along every track, around évery tank
and boghole, a fearful stench assails
the nostrils. '

DROUGHT EVERYWHERE.

At one place I saw a woman and
two . girls lopping. trees to keep a
few sheep alive, climbing aloft and
straddling the limbs like men, while
the father was drawing water from
a tank miles away. Anon you meet
a traveler dragging behind him the
ghost of a horse. One described
how he had bought a feed of luccrne
for his unfortunate animal at a
cockie’s place, and - going a little
while afterwards to see how she was
getting on, he found a mob of wal-
labies arcund her, like crows at a
dead beast, chewing away at the
lucerne. Another related that he
pulled some kurrajong bushes to
sleep on, and ° was awakened in the
morning by the wallabies, who had
eaten all the léaves and were tug-
ging away at the branches.

Out in this ‘““Never-Never’’ we paid
9d. to a shilling for a two-pound
loal of bread, 18s, 6d. for a bushel
of corn, 27s. 6d, for a bag of chafl,
8s. for a pound of butter, and B5s.
6d. for a pumpkin,

The Bogan, Biree, Culgoa, Bok-
hara, Maranoa, Barcoco, Parco, and
Buloo Rivers ‘have been dry for
months, and only a chain of water-
holes remained in the Darling, Cas-
tlereagh, and Warrego. Drought
reighed from Albury to the Lachlan,
through the Rivering, down-the Murs
rumbidgee, ' and. up the Murray,
drought from Bourke to Cape York,
from- the Dawson to.the Diamantina;
Qrought Jdgain from Spencer's - Gulf
right scross '/the continent to the
Gulf of Carpentaria, and drought
still to the western goldfields. Doz~
eng of gborigines | perished in Cen-
tralia for want of food; others, in
emaciated condition, made their way
to the mission stations, leaving dead
along the way and many dying after
arrival, despite every care from the
whites.

It is a common sight at meal
times to see bush birds flocking to
the doors of station kitchens and
settlers’ huts for the few crumbs and
bones that are thrown out. They
have become as tame almost as do-
mestic fowls. So with the animals.
I approached an ‘‘old man’ kanga-
roo west of the Darling, merely’ to
examine it at closec quarters, and it
sparred at me feebly with its hands,
but  made no attempt to get away.
A hundred yards further on were 17
lying dead under s bush.

APRPALLING SIGHTS.

Around some of the long lagoons
in the Dawson River country the
sight of the dead cattle was appal-
ling. Lying side by side in the mud,
they lined the greenish water as far
as the ove could reach, while hun-
dreds littered the banks above. Here
I saw & luckless swagman' step on to
@& dying beast and reaching out as
far as he could, dip his billy full of
the greenish liquid.. This he boiled
and skimmed till he had freed it of
all skum, and insects, then used it
for tea. QGping west, right out to
Cooper’s Creek, the same terrible
conditions prévailed. Around the
waterhole on this creek are the ctar-
cases of 30,000 cattle. Nothing is
to be seen on most of the stations
below Jundah but skeletons. One sta- |
tion that had 24,000 head of cattle |
now has about 200, and another has
about 1,500 left out of 40,000,
while five adjoining stations lost a
total of 150,000. Weinteriga, a sta- |
tion on the Darling, eclipses this|
with its appalling loss of sheep. In
1894 it sheared 140,056 sheep; now
it has less than 20,000.

There is economy in purifying in-
ferior coal, even for ordinary heat-
ing purposes, for not only are ashes
an impediment to the rational use
of fuel, but the sulphur of the Py-
rites emits fumes which eagerly com-
bine with what moisture there is in
the coal and form sulphurous acid,
which exerts a destructive influence
upon all iron, as boiler shells,

For blacksmith -purposes, also,
washed coal is far superior to coal
in its natural state, because the ten-
dency to form clinkers is very much
reduced by the process of washing.

TUntil about fifteen
years ago slack had barely any
value in the Youghiogheny region,
on account of its large proportion of
impurities. Consumers did not waut
it, and it could be shipped only by
rail, which was too expensive; it be-~
came a burden at many of the mines,
and anybody could have it who cared
to take it. Yet that same slack,
when properly washed, produces a
coke equal to any of the Connells-
ville region.

The ““Tuna,” Tuany or Albacore of
Nova Scotia.

Au Outawa despatch of 10th instant,
which we tind ia tne Moutreal *‘Wituess”
says :

“*A variety of the mackerel tribe, known
as the albacore, whicu heretofure existed
only in waters furcher svuth thau wurs,
has this year been tuken in largs nawboers
off the Nova Scotia coast, The tish rune
from ten 10 twenty pounds in weignt, aud
sells well in the United S ates,”

The Albacore is quite plentiful along
the Nova Scotia coust. It was so,at
least, some forty years ago, and we have
uot heard of it de.erting 1ts usual habitat
It 18 a scombro:d fish, like
the mackerel, and of the genus orcynus.
[t is vne of the tuany variety. Oua the
Pacific cuast it is called the tuna. - The
Nova Scotia fishermen call it the horse
wackerel, or alalonga. Tostead of weigh:
ing from ten to twenty pounds,it averages
fully three hundred pounds. Some apeci-
mens weigh more than a thousand pounds,
The Albacore makes 1ts appearance on the
Atlantic coast of Nova Scotia—all along
from Halifax to Cape Sable, at all events
—in early summer, coming with the
herring. Large numbers are seen darting
about under the boats of the netters,
picking up herring as they fall out of the
meshes of the nets as they are being
hauled on board. Their movewments are
very swift and as the water ia very clear
they may be distinctly seen as they flash
along, marvels of speed and besuty. With
all their speed they are alert and wary
and, however thickly eet the herring
nets may be, it is rarely that one is
entangled. Their strength is grear, aud
la'ze holea sometimes found unaccount-
ably in the herring nets are attributea
them.

The capture of the Albacore requires
special tackle, a light, buoyant boat with
a capacity for half a dozen men, bat two
are quite sufticient for the sport in ove
craft. Several bundred yards of good,
free-running codline on a suitable reel,
having a brake, is made a semi-poctable
fixture leading out through an eye or jaws,
preferably of weta!,at thie bow,and a leader
made of about six strands of *‘rabbit
wire,” loosely twisted and having at its
end an exaggerated coddsh-hook with a
bend about as large as that of a big
salmon-gaff ; a sheath knife couveniently
sticking behind one of the boat timbets
and a sprit, or pole, to lash it to for use
as a spear at the finish, to kill the fish,
completes the outfit. The sportsman,

with this equipment, goes vut in the early
morning where the fishermen are hauling
their nets. He places a herring on the
hook and throws it overboard. He may
not succeed in one, two or half a dozen
casts of thie k'nd in attracting the fish,
but is pretty sure to do so at last. He
must be careful 1o have everything clear
and in running order, holding some slack
line in his hand so that he may strike the
hook in solidly before letting the fish
“‘take his head.” Then, nothing can stop
b:m. He may run a hundred or three or
four hundred feet, or more, but his
direction bsing ascertained, both occu-
pants get aft, head the boat that way,
using a light oar for steering, and
gradually putting the break on the reel by
means of a device arranged for the pur-
pose ‘“snub” him. He will sometimes
show up and leap, but in many cases does
not d» so. It takes from an hour up-
wacds, often three, to tire him out—that
{ i3, when you don’t lose him—but it is
kiugly sport und requires skill and nerve
for its success.

It probable that other, and
more modern tackle is employed in
Albacore-fishing than that of forty years
ago on the Nova Scotia coast, If so we are
not acquainied with it.

THE DAIRY COW.

Probably no animal on the farm
utilizes its food so completely in the

'work of production as the dairy cow.

‘in manpufacturing, the economy of a
machine is judged by the proportion
of work to total energy cxpended.
This may be applied in judging of
the relative ecopomy of farm animals
as producers of food materials. A
cow producing a moderate yield of
require about the same
food as a steer beipg stall fattencd.
Lawes and Gilbert, of England, have
shown by elaborate experiments that
a2 coW yielding ten quarts of milk
per day will produce in her milk
weekly
substante, 6.8 pounds of fat, 8.8
pounds of milk sugar, and 1.8
pounds of mineral matter, making
122.5 pounds of total food materials.

A steer g.umng 15 poundb per weck
| will produce in the increase made
1.1 pounds of nitrogenous subsiauce,
9.5 pounds of fat and .2 pounds of
mineral matter, or 10.8 pounds of
total food material. In other wornils,
in a given time, the cow produces in
ner milk about twice as much fond
materials as the steer stores in his
body. According to these ligures
the soilds of milk differ from those
of beef by being far more nitrogen-
ous, and thus more valuable as food.
With milk at 3 cents per quart and
beef at 7 cents per pound, the mar-
ket value per pound of the solids of
the two classes of products is about
the same. When milk sells at a rela-
tively higher price than this the in-
creased economy of the dairy cow,
as compared with the beef animal
becomes still more apparent.

MILKING THE COW.

The farm hand who knows how to
miik properly is more valuable to
the carcful dairyman than any other
help.

To milk a cow requires time and
patience. The milk should be drawn
slowly and steadily. Some cows
have very ‘tender teats and if you
want a well-disposed cow, be gentle
in your treatment toward her. A
good cow is naturally impatient and
does not like rough handling.

With constant irritation gny

cow

will fail in quantity of milk. As the | G taras s Kind.

udder becomes filled with milk she
is anxious to be relieved of its con-
tents and will seldom offer resistance
without a cause.

When a patient cow becomes frac-
tious we can always trace it to the
miiker. Make a note of this.

We should not allow them to stand
a long time waiting to be milked.

When cows give a large quantity of
milk it is very painful when the ud-
der has filled to the utmost, there-
fore causing them to become very
nervous and restless.

To delay milking at the proper
time will do more to cause a cow
to go dry before her period than
anything else. She should also be
milked to the last drop, if possible,
for the !ast portion of the milk is
the richest.

FEEDING HOGS INDOORS.

In order to determine the value of
indoor and outside feeding the On-
tario Agricultural College fed hogs |
of several breeds out of doors and in
a hog lot. DBoth those outside and
in were fed twice a day what grain!
meal they would eat readily. This!
meal consisted of two parts barley |
one part middlings by weight.
The inside hogs were fed all: they
would eat of green feed, tares and
rape being cut and taken to them.
The hogs on the outside were allow-|
ed to pasture on rape and tares. Re- |
