ROME, July 21.—This morning began
the first of those grand and unique
ceremonies which follow the demise of
& pope and, although private, it was
conducted with great pomp and was
most impressive, All the cardinals
present in Rome, numbering twenty-
nine, assembled at the apostolic pa-
lacé to view the remains of the late
Leo XIIL and to officially pronounce
him dead. Cardinal Oreglia, dean of
the sacred college and camerelengo of
the Holy Roman Church, had to put
eside his cardinal robes as a sign of
deep mourning and was gawned entire-
ly in violet. The other cardinals wore
crimson robes with violet collars indic-
tive of mourning. Within the death
chamber the body lay with a white
vell over the face, on the bed, sfirroun-
ded by Franciscan penitentiaries,
while outside the noble guard malin-
tained a solemn vigil. The profound

Into this solemn presence came the
mourning procession of cardinals, who,
kneeling, silently prayed. The pre-
lates reverently iooked op while Car-
dinal Oreglia approached the remains,
For this morning’s function the pope's
hedrootq had been transformed into a
kind of mortuary chapel with the altar
at one end, having the centre a cruci-
fix surrounded by six lighted candles.
Four candles stood at the bed corn-
ers,

The white veil was then removed
from the. dead man's face, revealing
the cameo-like features of the depart-
ed pope, rendered sharper and more
transparent by death. So life-like was
the body that those present half ex-
pect Leo to raise his hand in the fa-
miliar gesture of blessing. A moment
of breathless silence ensued and the
cardinal camerlengo, taking an asper-
sorfum, sprinkled the late pontiff with
holy water and sald in a firm voice:
“'Glochannio” (the Christian name of
the deceased holy father). The same
word was repeated three times, louder
and Touder, after which, turning to the
cardinals the camerlengo announced:
“The pope is really dead.” As the
words were announced there arose
from the cardinals a sigh like that of
the wind In the trees at night, a tri-
bute paid to the late pontiff by these
princely heads of the church. After
this, in voices trembling with emotion,
the ranking cardinals recited the de
profundis, gave absolution and sprinkl-
ed the body with holy water.

Following the ceremony of the recog-
nition of the death of the pope by the
sacred college came another, shorter,
but no Jess signifcant and symbolic.
On Leo's finger was the famous Fish-
erman’s ring, which the camerlengo,
with a whispered prayer, drew gent-
ly off and which, later, will be broken
in the presence of the cardinals, re-set
and presented to the new pope, when
h is elected.

LONDON, July 21—Long biographical
sketches and memoirs are called for by
the death of the Pope and the English
papers all teem with expressions of the
warmest sympathy and deep regret on
account of his simple saintly life and
admiration for the statesmanlike quali-
ties displayed by him throughout his
pontificate. A contrast is drawn be-
tween the unique position the papacy
now holds in international considera-
tion compared with its shattered, dis-
credited position at the time of the
death of Pius IX. His victory over Bis-
mark is everywhere recalled as the
most brilliant example of his diplomatic
sagacity and the editorials dilate upon
the successful manner in which he re-
conciled himself to the spirit of modern
times in his dealings with France, Am-
erica and England.

VIENNA, July 21.—Emperor Francis
Joseph has telegraphed from Ischl to
Cardinal Taliani, the papal nuncio at
Vienna as follows:

At the momernt when the Catholic
world is plunged into the deepest grief
by the news of the death of the supreme
shepherd, my heart urges me to ex-
press to your eminence all the pain
which this cruel loss, so deeply felt in
the whole world, has caused me. The
filial loss and unlimited veneration
which during his lifetime I felt for the
Holy Father follow into eternity the
exalted deceased whose memory is
blessed for all time and who will ever

occupy a distinguished place in the
annals of our holy church.”
PARIS, July 21.—The Figaro this

morning in its article on Pope Leo de-
geribes him as one of the greatest of
the political popes.

“Pope Leo leaves the Roman church
stronger, more alert and more closely
allled to the hearts of the people than
it was under any predecessor during the
past century.”

His Holiness Pope Lto XIIL is no
more.  After nearly ninety-four years
of good work, terminated by twe
weeks' of wasting sickness and great
pain, rest has come at last to this gen-
tle old man, who had held his lofty
office past the traditional days of Pe-
ter. His life was beautiful and his dy-
ing, with its patient endurance, Chtis-
tian self-efiacement and pure courage,
was splendid. The church, though sut-
fering by the loss of u great pontiff,
galns immeasurably in spiritual’ things
by the high le set its
in the lite and death of such a man.
The closing words of the burial ritual
of the mother of churches will find an
echo in the heart of all Christendom.
“May his soul and the souls of all the
faithful departed, through the meray
of God, rest in peace. . . And may
the light eternal shine upon him.”

THE MANITOBA ELECTIONS.

When Hon. Hug.h John Macdonald
defeated the Greenway government of
Manitoba in 1899 all sorts of explana-
Uons were given to account for the
conservative victory. It was said that
Mr. Macdonald had mads long and
careful preparation and had a perfect
organization, that having mno record
and no responsibility he was able to
construct an attractive platform and
to make promises which could not be
fulfilled though they could please.
Much was attributed to the personall-
ty of the conservative leader.

Yesterday, with none of these ad-
vantages, the conservatives swept the
province of Manitoba. In a house of
forty members the liberals will not
have more than six, and it is not cer-
tain that they have four. Mr. Green-
way himself is the only prominent
member of the party who has been re-
turnad. The three Winnipegs, the two
Brandons, Portage, Minnedosa, Mor-
den, all the towns except Birdle, have
gone with the TRoblin government.
In spite of the Sifton influence, iIn
spite of the efforts of the former pro-
vincial minister now a senator, who
managed the machine, in spite of all
that could be done by the party in
rower at Ottawa, and by the agents of
that government scattered over the
west, the victory has been complete,
Hugh John left Mr. Greenway with
fourteen supporters. Mr. Roblin has
left him with perhaps four or five.

This result is doubtless partly due
to the confidence which the Manitoba
people feel in the Roblin government.
It has been a prudent and capable ad-
ministration. The affairs of the pro-
vince are now in a much better condi-
tion than Mr. Greenway left them.

But the Manitoba victory is also a
response from the west to Mr, Borden.
The opposition leader made a strong
impression during his western tour last
year and nowhere was he recelved
with more enthusiasm than in Mani-
toba. He talked straight to the
He had the same po-
licy in the west as in the east. His
straightforward declaration of policy
was a cheerful contrast to the duplici-
ty of Mr. Sifton and his leader. Mr.
Borden and Mr. Roblin stood together
on the same platform in Manitoba last
year. They will be together in the
coming federal campaign, and what the
west has now done for Mr. Roblin and
the provincial conservatives it will do
for Mr. Borden and the federal con-
servatives,

No doubt the resignation of Mr.
Blair has had some effect in the west.
Mr. Blair has enjoyed more popularity
and influence in the west than in On-
tario and Quebec. Mr. Tarte had also
made himself many friends on the Red
River., When Mr. Tarte and Mr. Blair
lose confidence in the government the
former government supporters in the
west naturally conclude that there is
something wrong. No part of the do-
minlon has been more grossly deceived
by the Laurier government than Man-
itoba. It is not surprising that the
western people are the first to resent
it.

Pope’s bedroom, only broken by the
doctors rising to render their expiring
patient more comfortable, by the sobs
of the ever faithful valet, Pio Centra,
or the murmured prayers of Mgr.
Piffer], the papal confessor, himself 84
years of age, who had to be assisted
to the bedside. Softly he recited the
prayers for the dying, the pontiff at
one moment appearing to follow them
as though consclous of what was tran-
spiring, but he could not speak. Then
the dying Pope murmured something
to himself, in which those bending over
him heard the words “Father,” ‘“Moth-
er.”

Finally the Pope was asked to bless
his nephews and all the others"present.
He attempted to raise himself, and the
extreme emaciation of his person, cov-
ered with a fine nightshirt, was rend-
ered more pronounced by the surround-
ings.

It was a most solemn moment. The
heaC of the pontiff, with its white
skull cap, no whiter than the fringe of
silver hair, rising above the crimson
coverlet, his hand raised in the fami-
liar gesture of benediction, the kneel-
ing asserriblage, being too earnestly ab-
sorbed lnydeep afliction, veneration
and weeping to even make a move-
ment.

The doctors again examined the
dying father and this time found that
he was at the extreme limit of his
powers of respiration. His eyes be-
gan to become dull and clouded, and
Leo XIII entered into the real agony
of death,

The last conscious act of the pontift
was to turn his eyes towards the
great crucifix on the wall, after which
he suffered from a paroxysm of chok-
ing, during which he passed away.

Then the silence of the awe-stricken
assemblage was broken by the sonor-
ous, solemn voice of Cardinal Serafino
Vannutelli, the grand penitentiary, in-
toning the requiem aeternam (rest en-
ternal),

This was the signal for an outburst
of tears and the sound of weeping
which could no longer be repressed, all
the kneeling prelates and others kiss-
Ing the dead hand.

As the senlor member of the Sacred
College, Cardinal Oreglia, to whom the
Pope today solemnly confided the in-
terests of the church, has now become
the exponent of the cardinals until
Pope Leo's successor has been elected.
This has brought forth Cardinal Oreg-
lia as the striking personality of the
hour.

The cardinal i{s the exact antithesis
of Pope Leo, having none of the late
pontift's sympathy and benevolent
characteristics. He comes from a noble
Pledmontese stock, and his abllity is
shown in his haughty and austere
bearing. He is not popular among his
colleagues or the Romans, and his
brusque manner has earned him the
title of “the Pledmont bearer.” He is
tall and robust, and his seventy-four
years are shown by the whiteness of
his hair. His face has the tawny hue
of old parchment and is deeply lined.
Despite his austerity, the cardinal's
learning and plety aré universaily re-
cognized. This is the man who for the
time being is practically Pope. It was
he who issued the orders to clear the
vatican from intruders and brought
tranquility out of the confusion im-
mediately following Pope Leo's death.

Draw All Support trom
the Government
Hl:'Coum Approved by the Ospu
ition and Many Leading Lib-
erals—Emmerson Says No.

J. D. McKenna, a member of the
press gallery at Ottawa is in the city
today. Speaking to the Star on the
Ottawa view of Mr, Blair's resignation,
Mr. McKenna said:—

‘You may say that Mr, Blalr's course
has the endorsation of His Majesty’'s
loyal opposition and of a considerable
section of the liberal members of parlia-
ment from New Brunswick. His decis-
fon to sever his connection with the
Laurier administration rather than
take the responsibility for a measure
which he has condemned in such em-
phatic terms, has elicited many favor-
able expressions of opinion, not only
from friends but from some who have
never been able to appreciate Mr.
Blair's administration of the Intercol-
onial Railway. -

“The crux of the position is that after
Mr, Blair informed Sir Wilfred Laur-
fer of his intention to oppose the
scheme which had as its basis the par-
alleling of the Intercolonial and the
presentation of many million dollars to
a carefully selected party of grafters
the premier made every effort to induce
his minister of railways to live and act
the lie by remaining a member of tHe
cabinet and thus give tacit support to
the iniquity which forced him out of
the government,

“It is sald that Mr. Blair will accept
office under the government and con-
tinue to support the liberal party in
matters of policy other than that hav-
ing a bearing on the Grand Trunk Paci-
fic. From what I could gather previous
to my departure from Ottawa I can
scarcely credit this. Mr. Blair has
strengthened himself all over Canada
by his manly action. If he consents to
sacrifice this prestige for the emolu-
ments which may accrue from an of-
fice of the crown he most assuredly
will prove a disappointment to all the
best elements of Canadianism,

‘“However, the next few days will de-
finitely determine his position, and if it
is not antagonistic to the exploitation
of Canada’s finances many opinions of
men who are in close touch with poli-
tical conditions will be found lacking
in substance.

“The news of Mr. Blair's resignation
was announced by the opposition journ-
als several days in advance of the
government organs, was received by
many liberals as a huge joke. When
it was found that Mr, Blair had really
decided to sever his connection with
the cabinet consternation reigned. It
is generally thought that Sir Wilfred
Laurier misjudged the New Brunswick
cabinet representative, thinking that
by his sunny ways he could mould Mr.
Blair to his own way of thinking.”

Harmony rules in St. Philip’s, accord-
ing to Rev, Mr, Coffin.
