MONTREAL, Oct. 31.—The working-
men of Montreal to the number of up-
wards of 20,000 are out with a mani-
festo in favor of all the conservative
candidates.

tually successful, for such measures as
will procure for the workingmen ade-
quate wages as a resultgof adequate
protection.

“In view of the fact that the candi-
dates above mentioned promise, if
elected, to seek the adhesion of the
other conservative members, we, work-
ingmen of Montreal, have no hesita-
tion in saying that now is the work-
ingmen’s opportunity: to bring about
the political change that will enable
them to share in the benefits of a pol-
icy of adequate protection for Cana-
dian industries and Canadian labor.”

There is a tidal wave setting in,
which promises to carry the working-
men by tens of thousands to the sup-
port of the conservative candidates.

BLAIR GOING TO EUROPE.

But First He WIll Take in the World’s
Fair—Trade With Japan.

OTTAWA, Oct. 81.—Blair leaves for
St. Louis at the end of the week and
later will go to Europe.

Alex, MacLean, commercial agent to
Japan, in his report to the department
of trade and commerce, dated Oct. 8,
says_that for the first six months of
this calendar year amongst the imports
to Japan flour stood alone as represen-
tatlve of Canadian trade. From Janu-
ary 1st to the end of August Canadian
flour was imported to the value of $81,-
765 as against $5,940 worth in the cor-
responding period of 1908. MacLean
says there is an excellent market for
Canadian butter in Japan, but as to
cotton he does not see much chance of
expanding our trade, as the duty is
Nearly all the cotton
imported comes from England, but
there are extensive native cotton fac-
tories in Japan,

ST. STEPHEN, Oct. 831.—A week ago
it looked as if Charlotte would have to
be unrepresented in the next parlia-
ment, for the liberals were sure that
Mr. Ganong would not be elected and
the conservatives were confldent that
Mr. Gillmor would have to stay at

home. Since then a material change
has come over the dream of the lib-
erals, and those of the best judgment
in “private conversation
admit Mr. Ganong’s election by a sub-
stantial majority.

A careful canvass of places where
they expected an increased vote has
convinced them that the conservative
ranks will remain unbroken and that
they are likely to be strengthened all
along the line.

Some few votes will be lost to Mr.
Ganong in St. Stephen, but they are
those who are voting purely on per-
sonal grounds, while many former lib-
erals will vote against the ill-advised
railway policy of their party, which
means disaster to the hopes of Char-
lotte county ports. The liberals are
further disheartened by the announce-
ment that Mr. Emmerson_has found it
necessary to use the government cor-
ruption fund in Westmorland and St.
John, and will not waste any on a
hopeless fight in Charlotte. The bet-
ter element of the liberal party feel
disgusted with the {ll-advised pro-
ceedings of their heelers at St. An-
drews, and the later attempts of that
element to unjustly place the blame on
the conservatives.

Charlotte county will return Mr.
Ganong by an increased majority.

BOSTON, Oct. 81.—A Nsoava Scotia
banking institution today ergaged $1,-
000,000 in gold at New York for ship-
ment to Canada.

Benjamin Belliveau of Hyde Park,
formerly of Moncton, either committed
suicide or was accidentally overcome
by illuminating gas in his room in a
Lexington avenue hotel at New York
a day or two ago. Belliveau had been
at the hotel since Oct. 10. A letter
signed “Your wife, Agatha,” and dat-
ed from Hyde Park,” was found near
the body when hotel employes forced
the door of his room. The letter bore
the address “Mrs. Agatha Belliveau, 91
Dana avenue, Hyde Park, Mass.” An-
other letter signed “Miss Ida Lan-
gille, 483 Garden street, Boston,” also
was found in Belliveau’s pocket.

Mrs. Belliveau in her letter pleaded
with her husband to stop drinking and
other loose habits and return to her
and her baby. She said she was living
with her mother and had to sell her
furniture. She had received no money
from him in a long time, and baby
needed clothes. Then turning from
mild reproofs to affection, she declared
that she still loved him and would take
him back if he would reform. “You
would lpve baby,” said the letter, “if
you could see him. He's getting so
big now. He has just got two new
teeth.” Belliveau was formerly a re-
sident of Hyde Park and lived at 91
Dana street, where his wife and child
now reside. Belliveau was an enthu-
siastic. horseman. He had not lived
with his wife for several months. He
came here from Moncton. He was 26
years ef age.

Last
wezk 13 schooners arrived with 1,021,110
feet of lumber 38,000 feet of piling and
1,185,000 shingles. Several vessels came
in with lumber this week. The situa-
tion in spruce lumber has not mater-
ially changed, though random cargoes
are easier owing to heavier receipts
from the provinces. Ten and 12 in. di-
mensions are yet held at $21; 9 in. and
under, $19; 10 and 12 in. random
len sths, 10 ft. and up ,$20 to 20.50, and
5 in. and up merchantable boards, $18
to 18.50. Hemlock boards are steady at
$15 for good eastern stock, 12, 14 and 16
feet. Shingles are steady and unchang-
ed at $3.20 to 3.30 for extra cedar and
$2.65 to 2.90 for clear. Laths are quiet
at $3.16 to 3.25 for 15-8 in. and $3 to
3.10 for 11-2 in.

The mackerel season is at an end, and
the vessels are hauling up. About 3,-
000 barrels of mackerel have been re-
ceived from the provinces within the
past ten days. Most of the fish were
late caught and fat. Mackerel are
firm. Commission houses ask $14 to
15.50 for new large 3s.; $17 to 18 for ex-
tra No. 2; $17 for small shore; $17.50
to 18 for medium shore No. 2, and $18
to 20 for shore 1s. The fleet has caught
47,000 barrels of fresh mackerel this
season against 60,000 last year. Codfish
are firm and high. At Gloucester salt
bank fish recently sold for $4.75 for the
large and $4.25 for medium, the high-
est prices on record. Salt herring are
easy at $7 to 7.50 for N. S. large split.
Smoked fish are in heavy supply at 13
to, 15c. for medium scaled. Fresh fish
are plentiful and cheap. Market cod
are worth 2 to 3c. per lb.; large, 3 to
4c.; shore haddock, 3 to 81-2c.; eastern
white halibut, 14 to 14c.; eels, 10c.; large
mackerel, 20c.; medium, 15c.; N. B.
smelts, extras, 20c.; medium, 10 to 1bci3
live lobsters, 18c.; boiled, 20c,

AT PENOBSQUIS

Dr. Weldon Talked to Old
Friends,

And Told Them Many Things Against

the Present Government.

>

SUSSEX, N. B., Oct. 31.—A success-
ful consnervative meeting was held
Saturday night at Penobsquis, Kings
Co., when Dr. Weldon, dean of Dal-
housie law school, Halifax, and a
Penobsquis boy by birth, addressed an
audience which filled the Foresters’ hall
to the doors.

Gideon McLeod was chairman, and
after a few introductory remarks call-
ed on Dr. Weldon, who spoke for two
hours.

Dr. Weldon first spoke of the in-
crease of trade during the last few
years, for which the government lead-

‘ers claim credit, ‘as being a result of

the policy of the present administra-
tion, but with reference to the lumber
industy as the tariff price of lumMBer
was fixed by the markets across the
seas and the cut would largely depend
upon the demand, the increase in this
industry was due to causes for which
the government are not fairly entitled
to claim credit. In the increased cheese
export the increase has been largely
due to the fact that we have learned
how to make as good cheese as any-
body. It is easy to transport, freight
is not very high and we got it in the
English market and got a good name,
but that all this was done long before
the present government came into
power. In the wheat trade the in-
crease has been caused by the demand
from the British markets, supplied in
the old days from South Russia and
the Western States. Settlers went west
in such numbers that soon the Ameri-
can prairie lands were exhausted, then
camesword of the prairte lands to the
north and the migration into Canada,
with the consequent increase in wheat
growing.

He referred at some length to the G.
T. P. railway policy giving the claims
made by the government in behalf of
the scheme, viz., first, that it meant
quicker transportation of wheat; se-
cond, the opening up and colonization
of a new country, and, third, it would
develop the lower provinces.

At the police court they gave as
their excuse that they had been drink-
ing and mistook Mr. MacEachern’s re-
sidence for their boarding house and
were enraged at being locked out. But
the man who did the beating was sen-
tenced to six months’ imprisonment
with hard labor.

CASTORIA
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OF INTEREST TO FARMERS

Department of Agriculture, Commis-
sioner’s Branch, Ottawa, Oot. 20, 1904.
Reports from many districts indicate
that potato blight and rot are again
this season causes serious loss to the
farmers of Canada. This disease has
been quite prevalent in many parts of
Ontario and Quebec, and although a
good preventive is known in Bordeaux
mixtures few growers seem to have
sprayed their potatoes. I. H. New-
man df the Seed Division, who visited
nearly every county in Ontario dur-
ing the summer, confirms this state-
ment and reports that in many cases
he found growers eadly wanting in
knowledge of the disease and methods
of preventing it. -

There are two known blights which
affect the potato in America, the early
blight, Alternaria Solani, and the late
blight which causes the rot, Phytoph-
thera infestans. The early blight
cause the spotting of the leaves early
in July. These spots increase in size,
unite and form masses of diseased tis-
sue. This blight does not attack the
tubers and 1s not nearly as injurious
as the other. If the leaves are punc-
tured by beetles or from some other
cause the disease gets a foothold
easier.

The late blight is the one which
causes by far the greater loss, both by
lessening the crop and by causing rot.
According to W. T. Macoun, horticul-
turist of the Central Experimental
Farm, this disease passes the winter
in the tubers, and in the spring when
the vines begin to grow it starts to
develop, growing up through the tis-
sues of the potato stem. During the
latter part of July it produces on the
undersides of the leaves myriads of
tiny spores, which in the mags have a
frest-like  appearance, These spores
make the rust stage, which is caused
by the leaf tissues drying up where
the spores have been feeding on them
and causing dark brown spots. It is
from this stage that future infection
takes place, as the spores are carried
rapidly by the wind and alight on the
foliage. They are Also washed below
the surface of the ground and reach
the young tubers, and in time cause
the rot. The potato rot itself is a dry
rot; the wet rot comes through decay
of the tubers. It is when the tubers
begin to form that the blight begins to
appear. This is just after the potato
has passed the most vigorous stage,
the stage, when, in a wild
state it would be blossoming and pro-
ducing seed. At this stage the con-
stitution of the ‘plant is weakened,
which probably makes it more subject
to disease at this time. In the pro-
vince of Ontario potato vines usually
dry up during the latter part of
August. Why should they die so soon
when they do not proceed to seed? If
the season is fairly favorable even the
earliest varieties may be kept grow-
ing right on into September by
thorough cultivation and spraying.
The important point is to get them
past the period when they are in a
weakned condition, without injury
from fungous diseases or insects.

Experiments conducted at the Ver-
ment Experiment Station proved that
over half the crop of marketable pota-
toes was produced after August 22nd.
In Ontaroi the potato vines are usually
dead shortly after that date. The
great gain in keeping potatoes growing
until ate in September is here very ap-
parent. Very marked results in spray-
ing with Bordeaux mixture for blight
have been obtained by the Vermont
station. the Irish department of agri-
culture, and the Dominion and provin-
cial experimental farms. In 1901 ex-
periments by Mr. Macoun with eight
varieties showed an average difference
in favor of spraying of one hundred
bushels of marketable potatoes, and in
1902, with eleven varieties the average
was one hundred and twenty bushels
per acre. With the Empire State var-
iety there was a difference of one hun-
dred and sixty-flve bushels per acre.
In 1902 the vines were sprayed four
times, on July 10th, July 22nd, July
30th and August 13th, the fermula be-
ing 6 1bs. bluestone, 4 lbs. lime, 40 gal-
lons water. While the Colorado beetles
were active eight ounces of Paris green
were added to each forty gallons of the
mixture. For large areas the expense
for bluestone would be in the neigh-
borhood of six dollars per acre, and the
total expense probably not more than
eight or nine dollars. Even at ten dol-
lars per acre the result of the above
experiment for 1902 would show a
profit of thirty-eight dollars per acre,
potatotes selling at forty cents a
bushel.

These results should convince potato
growers of the importance of spraying
their potatoes for the prevention of
blight and rot. The work must be
thoroughly done. Spraying should be
begun by the middle of July and the
vines kept covered with the mixture
until the close of the season.

It is generally recognized that some
varieties of potatoes have greater
power than others to resist this dis-
ease, and it is safer to cultivate only
varieties which are superior in this re-
spect. All diseased refuse from an af-
fected field should be burned. It is
also advisable to avoid using for seed
purposes potatoes from a diseased
crop, even though the tubers appear
healthy.

FARM HYGIENE.

DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE,
Commissioner’s Branch, Ottawa, Sept.
22, 1304.—Attention was recently called
to the fact that out of some 100 to 200
samples of water from farm wells an-
alysed annually by Prof. Shutt, Chem-
ist, of the Dominion Experimental
Farms, not one-fifth are found safe and
wholesome. Far the greater number
have to be utterly condemned, and it
seems very evident that a great im-
provement in our water supplies is
necessary. This dangerous condition of
many farm wells is undoubtedly due to
pollution by unsanitary closets. There
is no reason why we should have our
farmhouses today in the semibarbaric
condition in which so many of them
are, with their closets and privies a
menace to public health. We may talk
about bacteriology, sanitation, and so
on, but all that and a great deal more
is included in what we understand by
“cleanliness.”” The lack of cleanliness
is primarily a matter of ignorance, and
secondarily a matter of laziness.

An Ontario editor, who is a member
of the board of health in his town and
familiar with sanitary conditions in his
section, says in effect:—Perhaps the
farmers of this district are worse than
elsewhere, but of all the farmsg I have

visited duripg the past few years, I

have yet to learn of one closet kept
with a regard to common decency, nof§
to speak of hygienic laws. This stata
of affairs is utterly inexcusable. , In the
towns the closets are inspected by or«
der of the boards of health, and the
people are gradually being persuaded
to adopt the dry earth system. Very
few pits are left and no new ones are
being dug. Inspection by county and
township boards of health may be im=
practicable, but the self-respect of
farmers and their families ought ta
mean something in this respect, if re«
gard for health means nothing.

Ordinary shallow wells in the vicinity
of the old fashioned privy pits are al«
most certain to become contaminated
by seepage. The soil is an excelleng
filtering and cleansing agent, oxidiz«
ing organic matter rapidly, and tend«
ing to check the development of many
of the common putrefactive bacterias
But the soil is only able to dispose of
a certain amount of contaminating
material, and such disposal takes time,
so that by heavy rains the contamin«
ating matter may be carried far intg
the earth below the true purifying lay=
er, and thus soak unchanged into thae
wells. An' old pit which has beer closed
and covered with earth is alimost equal=
ly dangerous, as the decomposition of
the large mass of excreta contained
therein is a matter of years, unless has«
tened by the proximity of trees whose
roots reach the pit. The contents
should be removed and spread upon &
field and the pit left open long enough
to permit the decomposition of any
organic matter remaining.

If farmers once took time to thinl
of these matters, they would undoubt«
edly be a great improvement. Wind«
mills are now both cheap and commonyg
and there is no reason why well-to-da
farmers should not have a water sys<
tem in their houses, with all the con«
veniences and advantages which reside
ents in the cities enjoy from the waten
works systems there established.

Though not quite so convenient, the
dry earth closet is so cheap and so sat=
isfactory from the sanitary point of
view that no farmer can discover a
reasonable excuse for refusing to adopf
it. A well laid cement concrete floon
will be found by far the easiest to keep
in a clean and wholesome condition. Al
stout box of suitable size, mounted on
runners and with a strong hook at ona
end to which a horse may be attached,
makes a receptacle that can be con«
veniently drawn to the field or barn<
yard to be emptied. This box may bq
made wholly or in part of sheet iron,
and if the bottom be semi-circular im
form a kettle of hat water will be found
sufficient to loosen the frozen contents
in winter. Galvanized iron buckets,
larger at the top than at the bottom,
are also easy to empty in winter. The
nature of the receptacle is largely &
matter of convenience; the essential
features of the system are the storing
and use of a plentiful supply of dry
earth and the emptying of the recep-
tacle regularly. 1f the contents bha
spread thinly over the surface of a
field, they will be decomposed in a very
few days with no danger to the publia
health,

Ashes should not be used as a substi=«
tute for earth, and road dust is very
little better. The surface soil of a
fleld or garden that has been frequents
ly cultivated will be found just the
thing. If a little coarse or lumpy it
may be run through a gravel screen. It
is always advisable to keep a good sup-
ply on hand, as it becomes drier and
better with age when stored in a bin.

If the man who has hitherto been
careless In this particular will. adopt
and maintain a proper sanitary system
in connection witls his closet, he will
find himself gaining largely, not only in
self-respect, but in the respect of his
family aind of the stranger within his
gates. Furthermore, he may thereby
escape the ravages of such diseases as
typhoid fever, which are so frequently
traced to the use of contaminated
water,

CONNELL VS. C. P. R.

Dispute Which Has Been Causing Exe
citemeat in Woodstock Aired

Before Judge Tuck,

Before Chief Justice Tuck in the
supreme court chambers yesterday
the case of the C. P. R. vs. H. A, Con-
nell, which caused something like a
sensation in Woodstock a few weeks
ago, came up with respect to an interim
injunction which was granted to the
C. P. R. to prevent the defendant from
operating his mill while the C. P. R.
was making certain repairs and altera-
tions to its railway. Mr. Connell
sought yesterday to have the in-
junction dissolved, setting out his case
on affidavits. The C. P. R. asked for
further time to answer some of the
affidavits which the chief justice
granted.

H, H. McLean and F. R. Taylor ap-
peared for the C. P. R., and J. C. Hart-
ley and L. A, Curey, K. C, for Mr,
Connell.

At the same time the chief justice
appointed arbitrators in the arbitra-
tion case between the same parties.

This case is for the recovery of dam-
ages sustained by Mr. Connell 'in con-
sequence of the appropriation by the
C. P. R. by virtue of an order of the
chief justice, of land owned by Mr.

‘Whose language is this? It is sane,
reasonable and true language, and
most certainly expressed the opinion
of the man who used it.

The true words quoted above were
spoken by Hon. Henry R. Emmerson,
minister of railways, on the twenty-
seventh day of May, 1903. One" year
and a half ago Mr., Emmerson was
sure that the interests of the western
shipper and of the eastern Canadian
.seaports could be secured in only one
way. That was by a government
owned and government operated rail-
way.

The question unde" discussion was
the Grand Trunk Pacific incorporation
bill. Mr. Blair had not then resigned
his place in the cabinet. Mr. Emmer-
Bon was a private member of the
house. As the member for Westmor-
land he was free to say what he
thought and knew to be the fact. He
was free to stand up for the interest
of the people. Afterwards he became
& member of the railway owned gov-
ernment. He is now a railway. owned
minister, and when he speaks he
speaks for Mr. Hays and the other
owners. But when he spoke a Yyear
and a half ago he spoke for himself
and his constituents.

‘We are quoting, sub heads and all,
from the report of the discussion in
the railway committee printed the
next day in the Toronto Globe, the
chief organ of the government, Mr.
‘Wainwright, with a great array of
Grand Trunk men, was present pro-
moting the charter of the company,
and early in the meeting Mr. Blair an-
nounced that the government was not
committed to any scheme. It will be
remembered that Mr. Blair afterwards
explained how negotiations had gone
on behind his back between the pro-
moters of the Grand Trunk Pacific
deal and an inner circle of his col-
leagues. But at this stage nothing
was known cof the dealings if they
were in progress.

Mr. Emmerson was one of the prin-
cipal speakers in opposition to the
charter. Ie asserted that parliament
would not be justified in giving the
powers sought for by the promoters.
He pointed out that it was necessary
to ‘provide for the wuse of Canadian
seaports In connection by this propos-
ed rallway. The minister of justice,
who seemed to be rather impatient,
.asked Mr. Emmerson to say what
should be done. The discussion then
proceeded as follows : .

Mr. Emmerson—I am coming to the
point where I say we would be justified
In doing it. I know that Canada has

expended millions of money in provid-
ing railways for theo west, and also for

the east, and they have not a dollar
to show, so far as government owner-
ship is concerned. (Hear, hear.) The
millions which have been expended
there areé owned by the people. I
-am not going to complain that there
has/ been great wealth made by these
gentlemen, but I say this, that if there
is any importance to be attached to a
line of railway, a short line, the short-
est line, and therefore the cheapest
transportation from the west to 'the
east, over Canadian territory to Can-
adian seaports, that it can only be
guaranteed, it can only be accomplish-
ed by the government of the country,
the people of the country, construct-
ing a line of railway from the seaport
to the west over the shortest route.
That was what the people of the west
wanted; that is what the national sen-
timent demanded, and it guarantees a
Canadian seaport throughout every
month in the year. If the government
built the road the increased value of
the lands lying along the road which
should be set apart for the purpose
would meet the cost of the road. It
seemed to him that the promoters of
the bill gave evidence to the commit-
tee that they had not considered and
did not take into consideration the
proposal that the products of Canada
should be shipped over an all-Cana-
dian line to Canadian seaports, and the
remarks of the president of the com-
pany indicated that it was their in-
tention to simply tap the west from
North Bay and ship their traffic to
Portland. -

Dr. Russell asked did he under-
stand Mr. Emmerson that there wa®
only one alternative, to accept this
charter or to operate the whole scheme
from beginning to end under govern-
ment ownership.

Mr. Emmerson—I say, and I am
impressed with the idea, that you can-
not carry out any suggestion contain-
ed herein and guarantee to the people
of Canada what we all would like to
see, and the only other alternative is
by the government constructing a line
of railway over the shortest route and
by government control over the rates.

Dr. Russell—Then you do not look
forward to any way of amending this
bill so as to accomplish what we de-
sire, short of having us build the road
and government ownership ?

Mr. Emmerson—I am forced to that
conclusion.

Dr. Russell—That is the counsel of
despair.

Mr. Emmerson — Of course, if the
sentiment of the people was to con-
sider in detail the several sections of
the bill, then it would be my hope that
you would do everything in your pow-
er to compel the railway to carry out
the ideas we all hope for, but I say,
attempt as much as you will, exercise
your ideas with all the acuteness you
may, you will not control to the people
of Canada their seaport over an all-
Canadian route.

Mr. Johnston (Cape Breton) remark-
ed that Mr. Emmerson had asked the
committee to defeat the bill.

Mr. Emmerson—To defer
ation.

Mr. Johnston—You have practically
asked the committee to defeat the
bill. Well, assuming that the charter
is to be defeated, we are then left in
tha hands of the trans-Canada railway.
In what way then 'would the maritime
provinces be in a better position by
haying the present charter defeated and
the trans-Canada in possession of the
field?

Mr. Maclean—And
railway.

MR. EMMERSON STANDS FIRM.

Mr. Emmerson—Do one thing at a
time. I am not speaking from the
maritime province standpoint at all.

Mr, Johnston—I keep them in mind.

Mr. Emmerson—Yes, I keep them in
mind in common with the interests nf
the whole of Canada. I do not want
the Interests of Canada to be sacrific-
ed simply in the interests of the mari-
time provinces.

Mr. Johnston—Nor do I.

Mr. Emmerson—The point is this:
Do we want to help the western peo-
ple to get their grain to the Canadian
seaboard? Do we want to help them
to get it over an all-Canadian line?
(Cries of “Yes.”) And do we want to
make that help effective?

Mr. Johnston—Yes,

Mr. Emmerson—Then I say that the
only way you can do that is by de-
manding and insisting upon the carry-
ing out of the idea of the extension of
the government-owned road across the
continent. (Hear, hear.)

Mr. Tarte—You are suggesting that
the government should take the trans-
Canada and build it themselves?

Mr. Emmerson—I don’t care whether
they take the trans-Canada. Take that
Toute and build in that direction.

What Mr. Emmerson said in May of
last year is as true now as it was
then. There is only one guarantee that
Canadian ports can get the business.
That is government ownership and
control of the routes. Two successive
ministers of railways have said so.
Mr. Blair spoke even more positively
than Mr. Emmerson to the same ef-
fect. Mr. Fielding and Sir Wilfrid
Laurier have admitted that there is
no effective control but the patriotism
of the shipper and the good intentions
of the company.

Appointment to office has changed
Mr. Emmerson’s Janguage. But what
he said last year stands as his firm
opinion after he had studied out the
whole question. It is the view of Mr.
Blair, of the St. John board of trade,
and we believe of every business man
in this city who has considered the
question. There are some who, like
Mr. Emmerson, will follow their party
or their personal interest in spite of
their knowledge of the fact that they
are endorsing a dangerous policy. But
in doing eo they are inflicting a great
injury upon the nation and especizlly
upon eastern Canada.

Electors should consider Mr. Emmer-
son’s emphatic statement. If they ac-
cept his view they must vote against
his candidates and in favor of those
who stand for government ownership.

MR. SCHOFIELD'S LETTER.

The letter Mr. 8. Schofield publishes
in today’s issue of the Sun is a clear
presentation of the important features
of the Grand Trunk Pacific case. Com-
paring this project with the policy of
government ownership Mr, Schofield
shows that the advantages, especially
from a St. John point of view, are all
in favor of the plan recommended by
our own board of trade. Mr, Schofield
has, perhaps, a betiter practical aec-
quaintance with transportation prob-

lems then any one else in this city,

and no one has given more study to
such questions. In taking the view
which he presents he has thas support
of the former minister of railways, as
well as that of his successor. It may
suit Mr, Emmerson t0 express an-
other opinion today. There may be
.others whose political and financial re-
lations *with the government require
them to commend the government pol-
icy. But independent opinion is all
one way on this matter.

The electors of XKings and Albert
need not feel that Mr., White will suf-
fer severely by defeat. Mr. White was
defeated in Sunbury-Queens four
years ago. In a little over three years
after that date he had been able to
earn about $12,000 of public money, at
the same time attending to his private
practice, his business affairs and his
relaxations. For his work on the con-
solidation of the provincial statutes he
had before last April received $9,700
“on account.”” The work was then
about cempleted, but there were ad-
ditional sums to be pald him which he
has probably received since. In addition
he received the following sums from
the Dominion government for services
in connection with the drafting of the
railway act :

GOOD FOR THE UNITED STATES.

Political speakers who boast of the
increase in Canadian tria.de forget to
say that the greatest'element in this
increase is the rapidly growing imports
from the United States. These have
been nearly trebled since the change
of government. In 1896, the last con-
servative year, the value of our im-
ports from the United States was $53,-
000,000. Here are the figures in round
millions for each fiscal year since:

A large part of these increased im-
ports from the United States are manu-
factured goods which should be made
by our own people. The average rate
of duty on these goods is lower than it
was in 1896, and the average rate on
goods imported from the United States
is a great deal lower than the average
rate on the total imports from Great
Britain, notwithstanding the prefer-
ence.

It is no wonder that the United States
manufacturers and United States work-
ingmen would like to see Mr. McKeown
and Mr. O’Brien elected. Nor is it any
wonder that the leaders of the labor
organizations throughout Canada de-
sire a change of government,

CAMPAIGN PROSPECTS.

We are now within two days of the
election. It is possible to take a sur-
vey of the situation and form an opin-
ion. Of course an estimate even by
the most experienced campaigner may
be wrong, as was shown by Editor Mc-
Cready of the Charlottetown Guardian
the other day. Mr. McCready says
that during the campaign of 1878 he
was living at Ottawa and saw a great
deal of Premier Mackenzie and his
colleagues. Their relations ware con-
fidential, and the journalist knows
that these ministers were absolutely
confident that the government would
be sustained by an overwhelming ma-
jority. Yet in their own province of
Ontario, where they were surest of
their strength, they elected only a little
more than half as many members as
their opponents. It may be that Sir
Wilfrid and his colleagues are equally
confident, and equally mistaken even
in regard to their Quebec stronghold.

One thing is certain. The liberal
conservatives are well satisfied with
the progress of the campaign in this
province. Not a single awkward inci-
dent has occurred. Good candidates
are In the field everywhere, and they
are everywhere supported by & united
and hopeful party. There are no third
candidates, no despairing candidates,
and no defections. All these afflictions

belong to the government party. The
oppasition expects to increase the
majority of every conservative candi-
date who was elected four years ago,
and of the one who was elected this

year. They expect to gain St. John
county by a good majority and ‘will
not be satisfied with less than three of
the other counties lately held by the
government. i e T

Prince Edward Island has two seats
which will be close and two others in
whieh the opposition candidates seem
to be safe. It would not be surprising
if the whole four members of the next
house will be supporters of the Borden
government.

Nova Scotia did not promise a large
majority for Mr. Borden. The leader
himself modestly told his audience here
a few weeks ago that he hoped to
divide his own province. Since then
things have been going powerfully his
way in the Cape Breton ridings, and he
has gsome rght to expect a better re-
turn than he looked for in September.

Quebec is at present the centre of
attraction. It is admitted everywhere
that the government 3will be beaten
outside of the premier’s own province.
It is practically admitted that the gov-
ernment will be beaten if the opposi-
tion carry twenty seats in Quebec out
of the sixty-five. Even fifteen may be
sufficient.. But the conservatives in
that province hope to elect twenty-five
and some talk of thirty. There is no
doubt that the people of that indus-
trial province are protectionists.
There is no doubt that they would
throw this government out without
ceremony If the head of it were not one
of themselves. If the government
should survive it would not be because
its policy is_ popular, or because the
administration has the confidence of
the people even in Quebec, but simply
because one minister of the seventeen
has the backing of a majority of the
people of his own race. Still there is
a limit to human capacity for hero
worship. Sir Wilfrid Laurier is not
the only French-Canadian in Quebec,
and even .those who admire him most
are beginning to ask why they should
be made the football of the group of
adventurers who rule in Sir Wilfrid
Laurier's name. - During the last week
the signs of a general revolt have be-
come more manifest, and there is every
reason to look for a sweeping change
both in the Montreal and Quebec dis-
tricts, and especially among the indus-
trial classes.

Ontario is opposed to the govern-
ment. The province voted that way
four years ago, and will do so more
emphatically on Thursday. There are
twelve seats in the province which may
be called city ridings. Of these the
conservatives will probably carry all
but two, Kingston and London, which
are still doubtful. The opposition esti-
mate for Ontario is fifty-seven to
thirty-nine.

The government has reached the
point of practically admitting that the
opposition will sweep Manitoba and
carry all those divisions in the terri-
tories which are not dominated by the
foreign vote—that is by the vote of
immigrants from eouthern and eastern
Europe. British Columbia offers small
comfort to the government.

Altogether there is every reason to
look for a change of government about
the end of next week. If that should
happen it will be pleasant to find the
province of New Brunswick and the
city of St. John in line with the new
administration.

———
SIR WILFRID’S FOOLISH LETTER.

Sir Wilfrid has been so condescend-
ing as to address a letter through his
campaign organ to the electors of St.
John. It is evident that the premier
takes more interest in this port a week
before election day than he did when
he negotiated his railway deal behind
the back of the representative of St.
John though that representative was
his own minister of railways.

Sir Wilfrid signed the contract
against the strong protest of this mn-
ister and representative, in spite of the
declared view of the St. John board
of trade, and against the wish of a
large majority of his St. John friends.
Does he expect to make atonement by
writing love letters to the electors
whom he has injured and insulted?

Sir Wilfrid’s personal guarantee of
what the Grand Trunk will do is not
worth the telegraph tolls on the mess-
age. The premier could not even hold
the Grand Trunk company for two
months to the terms of the agreement
which it had signed, and which the
government had induced parliament to
ratify. Clear, specific, solemn under-
takings for the payment of money were
coolly and abruptly repudiated within
a few weeks after the parliament or
Canada at the end of a long and weari-
some discussion had accepted them.
Government, parliament and the Can-
adian nation were held up for millions
and millions more than the solemn
agrement provided, and the company
was let off with millions less than it
had agreed to pay. So if there was a
contract to cause the Grand Trunk
company to prefer a Canadian port to
the company’s own port of Portland
the pecple would have a poor depend-
ence.

But there is no contract. The words
that Sir Wilfrid quotes are of no pos-
sible value as binding the Grand Trunk
company or any other concern with re-
sponsibility, in the matter. Sir Wilfrid
himself has admitted this in the house.
Mr. Tielding admitted to Mr. Borden
in parliament that there was no de-
pendence except on the patriotism of
the shipper, who is just as likely to be
2 Grand Trunk man ot a United States
citizen as a Canadian interested in
our own port. Mr, Blair, with his long
experience in railway management,
says that the traffic clause is utterly
worthless for the alleged purpose, Mr.
Emmerson, who is now minister of
railways, said only last year that no
amount of ingenuity in drafting a con-
tract would cause the company to use
Canadian seaports. The only way to
do it was to make the railway a gov-
ernment work. It is useless for Sir

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Prospects Bright in Quebec—oOntario Will Send
57---Nine Conscrvatives From Nova Scotia
---The West Is In Line.

FREDERICTON, Oct. 30.—As the day
of election draws closer it cannot be
said that the liberals become any more
encouraged. The bringing of two cabi-
net ministers and the attorney general
into the constituency to try to boister
up the American policy of the liberal
government has had, if any, Just the
opposite effect from that which the
promoters intended, in fact, the visi-
tations have acted more as a boomer-
ang. It is said that an attempt was
made to get Sir Wilfrid here himself,
but he had to refuse. For a party that
has all along been boasting that York
was sure grit, the loud talk has not
been consistent with action, The pro-
ceedings on nomination day also were
very disappointing to the liberals, Mr.
Crockert’'s strong speech fell as a thun-
derbolt on the faithful, while Dr.
Pugsl2y’s reply was tame. The attor-
ney general is a pleasing speaker, but
he is no campaign orator. To show
how strongly the liberals feel the nom-
ination addresses, can be estimated by
the editorial in one of the government
organs last night. The paper made a
very bitter personal attack on Mr.
Crockett. This kind of warfare, how-
ever, only reacts, and is evidence of
how weak the party’s cause is when
it has to come to personalities.

HALIFAX, Oct. 30.—The  prospects
for the liberal conservatives through-
out this province grow brighter as poll-
ing day draws nearer. In four of the
counties that elected liberals in 1900
there are serious troubles that have re-
sulted in bringing as many independ-
ent liberal candidates into the field In
addition to the regular nominees of the
party. In Halifax the conservative
canvassers find numbers of thinking
liberals in every polling section who
say they will vote at this election for
the conservative candidates and a gov-
ernment owned and controlled transcon-
tinental railway. The tide #s certainly
flowing strangely in favor of the op-
position and there seems no doubt that
Halifax will return R. L. Borden and
his colleague,

Lunenburg is sure for the conserva-
tives, so is Colchester, and Logan is
terribly afraid of Cumberland, where
the conservative organization is in
splendid condition.

‘Word comes from Annapolis of losses
sustained by the liberals and in that
county the prospects are admittedly
more favorable to the conservatives
than they have been for years, and it
may well be placed in the doubtful
column with excellent conservative
chances.

A. C. Bell has a strong hold on Pic-
tou, which it is not at all likely the
liberals will be able to do anything
with. In Shelburne-Queens W. S.
Fielding is having a very hard fight,
various causes, general and local, con-
tributing to this, and it need not be a
matter of very great surprise if the
mirister of finance be defeated. Hants
gives equal chances to both parties. In
Cape Breton the conservatives have
splendid prospects of taking three if
not the whole four seats on that island.
Summing up the situation and taking
into account the well known drift of
popular feellng against the govern-
ment’s Grand Trunk transcontinental
deal, and the favor with which R. L.
Borden’s proposition for the peopie to
build, own and control the road has
been received, he has as good as$ won
at least nine of the eighteen seats in
Nova Scotia.

Mr. Fielding is understood to have
expressed grave doubts of the chancesg
for Emmerson in Westmorland.

MONTREAL, Oct. 80.—Every day
nearer the election increases the hopes
of conservative success in this province.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier's rapid flight
around the KEastern Townships last
Wednesday and his action in Montreal
since that date in addressing meetings
may have spurred his followers on, but
it has done more for the conservative
party throughout the province by con-
vincing them that Sir Wilfrid and his

leutenants fear the result. They know
for certain that their blows are begin-
ning to tell and that it only requires
another pull to make a showing in the
province of Quebec that will be more
than creditable. That effort is being
made in these, the closing da.ys‘\of the
campaign, and-from all sections come
reports more encouraging than those of
the earlier days of the campaign., From
all quarters of the province urgent ap-
peals have come to Sir Wilfrid to has-
ten and use his sunny smile in coerc-
ing dissenters back into line. But time
is short and Sir Wilfrid is only one
man. Of his Quebec ministers only
two, Sydney Fisher and Fitzpatrick,
now dare to show their heads outside
their own counties,

In Brome they are not happy. 8¢
far Fisher’s barrel has not come their
way. Fisher's supporters save those
who are campaigning with him in
Compton, are indignant. They are
mourning over the fact that he is
spending all his money in Compton.
Fisher appears to accept it for granted
that the people of Brome will not have
anyone else but him. He is apt to have
a surprise. Brome liberals have long
been noted for a fondness for the bar-
rel and have in the past shown that
they know how to spell revenge with
a capital R. As for Fitzpatrick he ap-
pears to be indifferent to the fact that
an elzction is in progress. In Maiso
neuve Prefontaine is fighting for hil
political life and in Rouville Brodeur
has discovered that a house to house
canvass has become necessary in order
to win.

There will not be a conservative ma-
Jority in Quebec. The reaction is not
sufficiently serious for that, but there
is not going to be a liberal sweep. The
liberals now recognize this and men
who three months ago sallied about re-
ducing the conservatives elected in
Quebeo from eight to four, are now con-
ceding that if the conservatives only
get fifteen they will be satisfled.

From Ontario news is equally reas-
suring. Manitoba and the Northwest
are in line and even liberals admit t%ts.

OTTAWA, Oct. 30.—A most encour-
aging report of liberal conservative
prospects in Ontario is given by J. P.

Whitney, leader of the provincial op-
position, who arrived here today. From
one end of the province to the other
the party is thoroughly organized, and
on Thursday next will speak out tri-
umphantly for R. L. Borden. There
{s no reason whatever to change the
estimate of the other evening that at
least 57 conservatives will be elected
from the premier province, making a
majority of 28 in Ontario alone. One
of the factors of the conservative cam-
paign in the Ottawa valley has been
the extent to which young men have
taken the platform on behalf of the
liberal conservative standard bearers.
In Ottawa, Nipissing, Wright, Pontiac,
Argenteull, Labelle and Russeil the
services of a score of young men who
have not heretofores appeared on the
public platform have been cheerfully
given and with splerdid success. John
Thompson, son of the late Sir John
Thompson, has addressed many meet-
ings in a most forceful manner. He
is a worthy son of a worthy sire, and
shows wonderful aptitude on the plat-
form. Another martime province man
who has created a splendid impression
is Hugh John Macdonald, a student at
Ottawa University, who hails from
Prince Edward Island. He is a cousin
of Senator MacDonald. '

Private Ownership.

Mr. S. Schofleld Deals With the
Question From a St. John and
National Point of View.

8T. JOHN, N. B., Oct. 29, 1904.
To the Editor of the Sun:

Sir—~I have carefully read most of
the debates in parliament, and a great
deal of newspaper editorials and cor-
respondence in connection with the new
transcontinental raflway scheme, in
order that I might be able to judge for
myself regarding the merits of the re-
8pective plans proposed by the govern-
ment Lmd opposition in parliament, The
subject has certainly been very fully
and ably discussed by both sides, and
I doubt if any very new point could now
be brought forward on either side. How-
ever, having for many years been ac-
tively interested in connection with th~
transportation business of Canada, I

me to be the principal objections to
the present goveri... ... Scueine, and
the alternative advantages of the op-
position plan.

OBJECTIONS TO THE GRAND
TRUNK SCHEME:

1. The highest obtainable freight
and passage rates would be charged by
the railway, and settlers in the west, as
well as merchants in the east, would
thereby suffer in order to enable the
railway to pay large salaries to its
managers and dividends to its stock-
holders.

2. Every possible effort would be
made by the railway to conduct their
import and export trafiic at Portland,
Maine, where they have their own
rallway connections and terminal fa-
cilities, whereas at St. John and Hali-
fax they have noné, and the railway
mileage would bs very much greater.
The stipulations on this point in the
government contract with the railway
would, in my opinion, prove utterly
worthless for the protection of St. John
and Halifax, as railways have end-
less methods of accomplishing their
own interests in connection with such
matters, besides which the Grand Trunk
and its Pacific ally would hereafter
have a very considerable control of
even the government of Canada.

3. The proposed connection and ter-
minus at Moncton would certainly des-
troy the value of the railway to the
port of St. John.

4. Ownership and control of the rail-
way for all future time by a company
dn the interest of its managers and
stockholders.

6. The creation of another rowerful
corporation in Canada, which would
sooner or later exercise great control
of the business and affairs of the
country and in its own interest.

ADVANTAGES CONNECTED. WITH
GOVERNMENT OWNERSHIP,

1. The lowest practicable freight ard
bassage rates would ba charged in or-
der to encourage and assist settlers,
and thus develop the country, wkich
would be the main object of the msn-
agement.

3. The import and export iraffic of
the new rallway would all pass through
the ports of St. John and Halifax, zs
the government managers would cen-
trol it.

3. The most direct possible cornec-
tions would be made with St, John, and
also with Moncton for the bLenefit of
Halifax.

4. Ownership and control of the rail-
way for all future time by the govein-
ment, for the benefit of the people,

5. The prevention of con<rol of the
affairs of the country by powerful rail-
way corporations and capitalists,

Permit me to add my opinion that
no government in this country is jus-
tified in adopting any such important
railway scheme, involving the expendi-
ture of many millions of dollars, be-
sides granting enormous privileges
and powers to a railway company
without first submitting the scheme to
the people for approval, especially
when a general election was so close
at hand, as in the present instance.
The importance of this point will ap-
pear more forcibly if the government
should be defeated at the polls on
Thursdaw.

In conclusion I cannot refrain from
expressing my surprise that the St.
John Globe, which elways , expressed
such strong doubts about the possibil-
ity of St. John competing with Port-
land for western Canadian traffic by
the C. P. R. (whose direct interest it
is to develop traffic via St. John)
should now approve of the longer con-
nection with the Grand Trunk railway,
whose real terminus always will be at
Portland, Maine.

It has also been a still greater sur-
prise to me that such a democratic
newspaper as the St. John Globe
should approve of parliament enacting
such an important raflway scheme
without first submitting it to the elec-
tors for approval, especially when no
extra expense and very little losg of
time would have been involved,

However, the people of Canada now
have all these questions in their hands
to deal with, and their decision on
Thursday will finally settle the ques-
tion of government or company own-
ership of the new railway, which in
my opinion involves most important
{ssues to this country and should there-
fore receive the most serious con-
sideration of every elector when mark-
ing his ballot.

A most successful meeting was held
on Friday evening last at Meredith’s
Hotel, McAdam. The chair was taken
at 8 o’clock by H. s. Cooper, who in-
troduced H. F. McLeod, the speaker
for the evening.

The room was crowded with an ap-
preciative audience, who listened with
deep attention to a most interesting
address upon the political situation.
The greater part of the audience were
C. P. R. employes, and as it was pro-
bably. the greatest political gathering
ever held in McAdam, it is worthy of
note that the utmost decorum prevail-
ed, and Mr. McLeod was able to keep
his large audience spellbound for near-
ly two hours, as he arraigned the gov-
ernment, and in convincing argument
laid bare the fallacies of those who up-
held the liberal scheme. Time and
again he was cheered to the echo as
he scored point after point against the
government.

THE GRAND TRUNK SCHEME.

The Grand Trunk scheme was dis-
cussed in detail, and Mr. Pugsley's
statement that Mr. Borden, as leader
of a conservative government could
not expropriate the undertaking, was
proved to be not well founded. “Mr.
Pugsley’s opinion,” said Mr. McLeod,
is not so valuable as Mr. Borden’s

TAXATION.

Dealing with the taxation question,
Mr. McLeod completely disposed of
Mr. Gibson’s claim in his card, which
Mr. Pugsley endeavored to bolster up
on nomination day, that the liberals
had reduced taxation, and showed
that the “per capita” tax had nearly
doubled in the eight years of liberal
rule,

THE PROSPERITY CRY.

Dealing with the “prosperity ecry,”
Mr. McLeod stated that the true test
of trade increase was the relation of
exporte to imports. When the ex-
ports of a country exceeded the im-
ports more money was coming into it
than was going out. Proceeding, Mr.
McLeod quoted statistics to show that
in 1896 Canada exported $3,000,000 more
of goods than she imported, and the
balance of trade was on the right side
—while in 1903, Canada imported
$15,000,000 more than she exported, and
the balance of trade was by that
amount on the wrong side,

Many other matters were logically
and clearly disposed of, and Mr. Mc-
Leod was cheered to the echo as he
eloquently referred to the dismissal of
the Scottish hero, Lord Dundonald.

It was a great meeting, and Mr. Mc-
Leod’s masterly handling of his sub-
ject will have its effect on Nov. 3rd,
when McAdam is certain to give Mr.
Crockett a three to one majority.

The meeting closed with cheers for
the King and the conservative party.

THE DEVELOPMENT OF RIFLE SHOOTING
IN PRINCE EDWARD ISLAND.

The recent success of Prince Edward
Island riflemen in the annual matches
of the Dominion Rifle Association at
Ottawa—particularly the winning by
Capt. J. M. Jones, No. 2 Co., 82nd Re-
giment, of third place on the Bisley
team for 1905—has brought a feeling of
pardonable pride to military circles in
Prince Edward Island. Other suc-
cesses in the different provincial corps
during recent years have given rise
to encouragement and no smallmeasure
of delight. The older men,; whe have
retired from the ranks, delight in hear-
ing of present military progress, to
grow reminiscent, and they speak wit‘h
pathetic regret as well as with an air
of smelf satisfaction of the beginnings
of our military system in which they
played so important a part. For trfa
efficiency of Prince Edward Island’s
militia is traceable in a great degree
to their struggles. The system which
they fostered, and in a sense created,
has indeed been one of constant suc-
cess,” and the condition of things i.n
this province today is the result of their
enthusiastic endeavor.

Rifle shooting in Prince Edward Is~
land—at least rifle shooting from a
military standpoint—dates back over
half a century. It is natural that dur-
ing such a long period great changes
have been brought about. It is diffi-
cult indeed for the modern “crack
shot” with all his modern equipment
to realize the disadvantages of by-gone
days, or to respect the low scores of
an earlier age. Yet to the older mili-
tia men all over Canada men Who shot
well in their day, but whose hands are
no longer steady and whose eyes are
long since dimmed, these far back
times are times of happy memory—
times when there were real, not artifi-
cial riflemen.

It is only since the organization of a
volunteer corps that rifle shooting has
received encouragement. Previous to
this time, attentlon was paid only to
batteries, and to the protection of the
province from a sea attack. After the
pasesing of the Island from French to
by British regulars, and the province
present Charlottetown—was garrisqned
by British reguldars, and the province
became subject to military rule. At
the same time a strong battery was
constructed. During the American
Revolution of 1776, two armed Ameri-
can cruisers entered the harbor of the
capital and caused considerable dam-
age to property. The result was great-
er military protection. Four companies
of regulars were stationed in the town
and quartered in a newly erected bar-
racks; an independent corps was also
organized. On the western side of the
harbor's mouth a fort was bullt of
blocks; it was well mounted and af-
forded a view of the straits far to the
south. On its site stands today the
harbor light-house, which still bears
the old name—‘block house.” Fort
Iidward, at Victoria Park, also owes
its origin to this perlod, and another
fort which has since disappeared. Still,
no attention was given to small arms or
to efficiency in the use of rifles. How-
evr, in 1812, the Islanders, during the
difficulties on the Maine-New Bruns-
wick border, feared American invasion,
and in addition to the regular forces
stationed in the province by the Bri-
tish government, they organized a new
volunteer corps, which was really the
beginning of our “citizen soldier’” sys-
tem.

Yet so great was the faith in artil-
lery, that no importance was attached
to rifle shooting by the authorities. Ibn
1855, however, a change was brought
about. The garrison of British regu-
lars was removed from the province,
and the forts, with ovne exception, were
dismantled. For the next twelve years
a small body of regular troops remain-
ed on the Island, the last member lea-
ving in 1867, but they held from the
standpoint of progress a secondary po-
sition to the Volunteer Corps. The
latter was permanently organized be-
tween 1856-59, and from that period we
date the beginning of provincial rifle
‘shooting.

In 1861, to encourage target practice
by the volunteer soldiers, the first Pro-
vincial Rifle Association was-organiz-
ed, largely through the endeavors of
Governor Dundas. Practice was held
in a field adjoining Government House,
and on the 12th of August in that year
the first prize meeting of the Rifle As-
sociation took place.

To riflemen of the prefent day a com-
parison of modern and old time meth-
ods is decidedly interesting. There
are many old militia men in New
Brunswick and Prince Edward Island
today who have distinct memories of
conditions then existing — many, too,
who can show prizes won in these far
away days In looking back, one can-
not help thinking that the methods of
that period tended in the end to make
better shots—particularly in time of
war, if not such scientific and careful
shots in time of peace. In those days
there were no ‘“Verniers” mnor wind
measures; neither blocking nor white
paint was used; such modern devices
as “wind lines” were unknown; orthop-
tecs, eye glasses, and other improve-
ments had no place with the rifiemen
of the past, for thay were not then in
existence; cordite cleaners, rangoon,
cleaning rods, chisel brushes—these
things were unthought of in the olden
days; the sights had no sight covers,
and even the rifles had no “slings.”
The old Enfield—the Enfield, unadorn-
ed, save for its ‘“flap” and its sliding
bar. Yet the rifleman of that age
could shoot; he could shoot straight—
at times as stralght as Locksley of
Saxon days—for although his scores
were not itlways high, he rarely miss-
ed the target. “If we but had modern
gevices!” say today the nerve-nroxen,
and eye-bedimmed veterans, “if we but
had them, then!” And we moderns
also regret the fact, for “possibles” in
many cases would have resulted.

In shooting—apart from the rifle—
the marksman had disadvantages. The
‘“prone” position was not then used.
The rifleman either stood or kneeled
and it was only at a late date that he
Wwas permitted to lie down. “Time-tick-
ets” as used today were unknown: the
men fired generally in companies of ten,
five rounds each, by order of seniority.
Only two targets were generally used;
thus the firing, where the number of
entries was large, necessitated long de-
lays. The targets, too, were of an an-
tiquated kind. Today they slide up and
down with ease, with the regularity of
clock work, guided by the marker. In
those days they were stationary, wood-
en, painted white and with a black cen-
tre. Today the marker sitg camfort-

ably in a trench or pit, and drops the
target down before him to mark the
shot with his pasted spotting disk.As
the target goes down the ‘‘signal” for
paints goes up. The shot is marked,
the signal comes down and the target
goes up—all in a few seconds. In the
old days it was different. Out in front
—and someé distance to the side—of the
target a bank was raised. Behind this
bank towards the target, and protected
from the bullets, stood the marker.
‘When the shot struck, the marker,
holding a flag indicating by its color the
points made, came forth from his cover,
plugged the bullet hole in the target,
and indicated with a rod, or with his
hand, the place where the shot struck.
He then retired for the next shot. The
scoring too in those days was different
from what it is today. An outer, a cen-
tre, and a bull’'s eye were the counts,
the first meaning one point, the second
two and the third three. The ranges
were generally two hundred and three
hundred yards—sometimes four and
five,

Although the marksman of that
period had his disadvantages, he had
also advantages of a more important
nature. If the conditions were bad the
prizes were proportionately good. In
the annual matches a valuable silver
cup was given to the winner and the
prizes ranged from sixteen pounds sterl-
ing to one pound. In one match held
in Prince Edward Island, the cup
awarded the winner was valued at
sixty pounds sterling, and seventy-eight
pounds were divided proportionately
among a dozen men. These prizes—
awarded as they were for low scores—at
least low in our day—may well be the
cause of envy to modern marksmen,

The most noteworthy counts in early |

rifle shooting were undoubtedly the In-
tercolonial matches for teams repre-
senting each of the three maritime
provinces. There are doubtless today
in New Brunswick, perhaps in St. John,
as there are in Prince Edward Island,
old militiamen who have fond arti vivid
rr'emorles of these friendly contests, the
primary idea of which was to develop
good marksmanship. The first of these
metings was held in October 1861, at
far famed Sussex Vale, New Brunswick
—far famed among maritime militia-
men. Twent# men represented each of
the three provinces. The ranges were
two, three and four hundred yards, five
rounds at each range, standing at the
first range, and kneeling at the second
and third. The result was that Prince
Edward Island made the highest aver-
age, New Brunswick second and Nova
Scotia third. The highest individual
score, 24 points out of a possible 45, was
made by Hickey of Prince Edward Is-
land. The victory of the Islanders gave
rise to unbounded enthusiasm, and on
their return home they were given a
warm reception. The second of these
contests was held in August 1862 at
Charlottetown, and was won by Marks
of New Brunswick with a score of 21.
The cup awarded to Marks had been
purchased by the Provincial Govern-
ment for the sum of £60. It is a note-
worthy fact that at this competition the
range officer was Col. John Hunter-
Duvar, the Island poet and essayist,
who died only five years ago. The
third contest was held in Truro in Sep-
tember 1863, and was won by an Island-
er. So great wag the interest taken in
the match that the victory was an-
nounced in Charlottetown by a bonfire,
and the occasion gave rise to as much
Joy, comparatively, as the relief of a
beleagured British city in more modern
times. Since that date those Maritime
contests have been held almost yearly,
but Prince Edward Island of late has
not fared so well as in the first few
years of Inter-maritime matches.

In 1865 a new impetus was given to
rifle shooting because of the difficulty
arising from the Tenant League. Dur-
ing the trouble the militia were called
on to do duty if necessary. It was
then felt that militiamen should, with-
out exception, be proficient in the use
of the rifle, and as a result greater en-
couragement was given to target
practice. Two years later a large
plain to the east of the town was laid
off as a range and we have today as
a result Kensington Range—where the
annual provincial matches are held.
The ranges provided are from two to
six hundred yards. In 1866 the N. R.
A. medal was also awarded to the as-
sociation. In 1875, after Confederation,
the association was taken under the
control of the Dominion government,
which agreed to contribute a certain
sum annually to its maintenance. In
that year the Island became a separ-
ate military district, and rifle practice
for the different corps became an an-
nual event.

In 1881 a change was made in the
system of targets. In that year an un-
fortunate accident occurred by which
a marker lost his life. The old pro-
tecting banks were then used, and the
old metheods of marking were then in
existence. A marker, after leaving his
cover to mark the target, was acci-
dently shot through the heart by a
rifleman who did not notice the danger
flag, and the result was our %resent
system of targets, of the mosf modern
device. From that date then we date
our modern rifle shooting.

Prince Edward Island for over a
quarter of a century has been repre-
sented in the Dominion matches at
Ottawa and invaiably her marksmen
have met with success. Since 1877
they have eleven times won places on
the Bisley team—the highest honor, in
one sense, a Canadian rifleman can se-
cure. The men who have won places,
and the years of winning are: 1877,
Lieut. G. L. Dogherty; 1880, Sergt.-
Major (now Captain) E. MacDougall;
1882, Sapper J. Dover; 1885, Staff-Sergt.
(now Captain) M. Allan; 1887, Capt.
(now Major) George Crockett, and
Capt. D. L. Hooper; 1890, Capt. (now
Lieut.-Colonel) .J A. Longworth; 1899,
Private J. Weatherbie; 1902, 1903, 1905,
Capt. J. M. Jones. The last named
rifleman has a record of three times
on the Bisley team.

It- will thus be seen that rifle shoot-
ing in Prince Edward Island has been
marked by steady progress, and great-
er things are still hoped for by pro-
vincial militamen.

In artillery work, as well ag in rifle
shooting, Prince Edward Island militia
has taken a high place. No. 1 Com-
pany, commanded now by Capt, A. A.
Bartlett, an old St. John boy, has a
proud record. Since 1882 this company
has six times captured the efficiency
prize for the honor establishments of
the Dominion and has once tied for
first place with St. John. Its first
prizes were won in 1882, 1883, 1895, 1898,
1900 1901, 1502. No, 2 Company also

A meeting in the interests of the op-
bosition candidates was held Friday

in the Temple of Honor Hall, North
end. The speakers were Dr. Silas Al-
ward, K. C,, and W, F. Hatheway.

DR. ALWARD,

Dr. Alward, in referring to the com-
ing election, spoke of the early disso-
jlution of parliament. Why had the
|:parliament been dissolved before its
| time was up? The government claim-
ed it was to allow the people to ratify
and confirm their action in the G, T.
P. scheme. This was absurd, for the
G. T. P. bill had already passed par-
(liament. He asked the audience to ap-
peal to the records and to condemn the
government on this appeal. They came
into power on certain pledges and
, bromises. He had seen on a poster,
§"All the pledges of the liberal party
have been redeemed.” (Laughter.) He
gave Instance after instance to show
that they had not even attempted ' to
carry out their pledges, and that they
had no settled policy. He dealt particu-
larly with the promise of the Iliberal
party regarding free trade, reduction
of expenditure, lessening of public
debt, reduction of the number of mem-
bers in the cabinet. Now the liberals
had the audacity to have posters
prrinted at our expense and put up in
all public places, stating that they
had redeemed all their pledges.

In closing, the speaker said, ‘““These
questions are now in your hands, and
what are you going to do? It is a
serious question. If we retarn this
party to power we will have to help
.pay for their road. A grand future is
before this people. Let them rise to
the occasion and do their duty like
men, and after the 8rd of November
this party will no longer control our
Dolitical destinies.”

MR. HATHEWAY.

Mr, Hatheway was next called on by
the chairman,

He asked if there were any men here
employed in the lime kilns, at the
booms, on the rafts. He spoke of the
act passed in parllament called the
Compensation Act. They should ask
Mr. McKeown why these classes of
workmen were left out of this act.
Why should a carpenter, a mason, and
other workmen get the benefit of this
act, in case of accident, and the quar-
rymen and raftsmeén be left out? These
acts should not favor one class and
neglect another.

Mr. Hatheway asked the peaple to
look at the records of 8ir W. Laurler
and H. R. Emmerson. Why was it
Laurier had formerly opposed the
building of a short line from St. John
to Montreal? He was afraid that St.
John would gradually acquire some of
the winter port trade which had for-
merly belonged to Quebec. (Applause.)
Sir Wilfrid Laurier had twice opposed
the building of a short line to St. John.
He quoted part of an eloquent and
patriotic speech he had heard Sir Wil-
frid make, in which he told the people
to wait till England’s call to war
came, and the watchfires were lighted
on the hill-tops, and then they would
see what our Canadian soldiers would
do. But when the time of war came,
what attitude did Laurier take? #He
waited until he was ashamed and
dared no longer refuse to send a con-
tingent, before he sent the troops to
Africa. (Prolonged applause.)

Mr. Hatheway spoke of the great ad-
vantages of government control over
private monopoly. He mentioned sev-
eral foreign rajlroads which wera gov-
ernment-owned, and in every case the
percentage of cost of administration
was less than it would be if the roads
were owned by a private company. He
asked the people to think the matter
over deeply before they dared to vote
for the handing over of this railway to
‘a company, who would reap the bene-
fits which belonged to them. (Ap-
plause.)

Mr. Hatheway then proceeded to re-
fer to a matter which he said might be
tormed a bribe to Antigonish by the
goverement, ‘While, continued the
sr~aker, it was right to help those who
needed it as help was sent to St. John
at the time of the fire, yet the govern-
ment were sending hay to Antigonish
farmers now under curious circum-
stances. There had been a bad hay
crop this year, and the farmers in the
district had no food for their cattle.
They held a meeting a short time ago
to consider the situation and on the
same day there arrived in the district
the minister of railways, in his private
car, also Hon. Mr. Fielding and Sir F.
W. Borden. minister of militia. The
farmers asked them for a reduction in
the rates but nothing was done until
shortly after Sept. 24, the day of the
Conservative nomination. Then it was
announced that 25,000 tons of hay would
be sent down free of charge to Anti-
gonish. The freight amounted to near-
ly $4 a ton and the speaker referred to
a letter he had received from T. J.
Bonner giving some interesting partic-
ulars. This action of the government
might not be a bribe and he (the speak-
er) did not call it one but, considering
that this generous concession was made
on the eve of an election, it was at least
curious. When a coal famine was caus-
ing trouble in this city two years ago
there was no offer of reduction in rates
to St. John,

“I do not believe this man could make
an absolutely truthful statement on any
subject of importance, but I knew
enough of his real position to protect
me from being fooled. What was m
surprise, therefore, when in the most
open way possible he calmly spread be-
fore me a condition of affairs far worse
than the worst I knew, He was indeed
bankrupt and his corporation was in
little better shape.”

After more than an hour of fencing
between these two masters of the art,
Mr, Lawson terminated the interview
by saying:

‘“ ‘It's unnecessary to say any more.
I see the situation as you would have
me see it, and it comes to this:

other ‘“‘Standard Oil” victory and an-
other wreck for Boston. Rogers’s suc-
cess means that New England specu-
lators and investors will again, for the
three hundred and thirty-third time, be
robbed of their savings. If I get in, we
may avert all this ‘or I may be ground
up at the same time you are. However,
it's too good a fight to miss, and so here
goes. I'll link up.””

Within forty-eight hours Mr. Lawson
had mapped out his campaign for Ad-
dicks. He found that ‘“‘chief among the
enemies against Addicks at that time
was the young and brilliant boss of Bos-
ton, its reform mayor, the Hon. Nathan
Matthews; and thereby hangs one of
those swinging tales which can be used
as milestone lanterns to illuminate the
reader’s course or to light up those rest-
ing-places which every historian should
provide at pleasant intervals along his
narrative. When the Addicks-Rogers
gas-fight broke out in Boston this Na-
than Matthews was at the zenith of his
political career, and was rather a great-
er man than even reform mayors gen-
erally fancy themselves. He was at
that phase in the lives of aspiring per-
sons which compels the average spec-
tator to debate whether the swelling
of the cranium should be met by a
larger hat-band or a sweeping hair-cut.
En passant, Addick’s Panama had had
its fifth enlargement to accommodate
the successive bulges of his brow.”

Just at this time Boston’s contract
with the Bay State Gas Company for
gas at $1.25 was expiring. As a result
of a disastrous telephone dialogue be-
tween the mayor and the Gas King, the
new contract went to Rogers’s corpora-
tion at $§1—'‘Standard Oil” had captured
City Hall.

So matters stood at the beginning of
the great Bay State gas fight. The
early stages in that momentous strug-
gle consisted of the exchange of the
most violent printed assaults by Mr.
Lawson and Mr. Rogers upon each
other’s systems—an exchange in which
Mr. Lawson had the last word.

“Thus far,” says Mr. Lawson, ‘‘the
campsaign appeared to be working
smoothly, and I proceeded next to put
into play my rear attack. I began ne-
gotiations with Mayor Matthews for
the withdrawal of his support from
Rogers. It was a difficult task, but af-
ter much manoeuvering I landed my
big fish. I promised him the presidency
of the Boston, South Boston, Roxbury,
and Bay. State gas companies for the
term of three years, at a salary of
$25,000 per annum, with the explicit un-
derstanding that he was to allow me,
as his vice-president, to see that the
bargain between us was lived up to.
‘When the trade was made it was un-
derstood that the fact of Matthews's
change of base should be kept secret,
and that he should not assume the of-
fice until the end of his term as Mayor
of Boston. With that agreement the
deal was clinched, signed, sealed, and
delivered. Like the premature bursting
of a bombshell at a Fourth of July
celebration, the transaction ‘leaked’
and the press announced in sable head-
lines that Mayor Matthews had sold
out, that Addicks was on top, and that
Rogers and ‘Standard Oil'’ would surely
be found beneath the debris.”

The story of this explosion, of the way
in which Mayor Matthews broke his
agreement with Mr. Lawson, and of
the trap-door through which Addicks
escaped from giving Mayor Matthews
the presidency, promised in an iron-
clad contract, is one of the most thrill-
ing in financial history.

At length Mr. Lawson determined to
open peace negotiations with Henry H.
Rogers. By means of a curious corre-
spondence, cleverly designed to prevent
Mr. Rogers using the letters against

fuse to link up with you it means an- '

him, Mr, Lawson arranged for an in-
terview at Mr. Roger’s house in 57th
St., New York.

At one point in this interview—per-
haps the most remarkable business con-
versation ever held—Mr, Rogers, dis-
cussing the price at which he might sell
out his gas properties to the Bay State
Gas, said:

“‘T'll take cost, $3,500,000, if it is cash
or the equivalent, or I will take $4,600,-
000, if it is to be credit of a nature that
assures me my money eventually, and
I will divide my profit of a million
equally with you, which, of course, will
be in addition to anything you may be
paid by Addicks.’

‘“Instantly, as if we had agreed upon
it in advance,” says Mr, Lawson, “with
his last words our eyes met—his cold,
jclear, and steely business—mine, I
hoped, the same. For a second neither
of us said a word. Then I said: ‘Thank
you for the offer of the $500,000 profit,
but we will cut all such offers out. My
pay comes from my side. I never yet
have known the man who could take
pay from both sides and do his work
properly.” I slowly drew out the word
‘properiy,’ and he in the same tone of
voice said:

‘¢ “Properly” is better than “honest-
1y.”” You know, Lawson, there is much
| cant in these times of which ‘“honesty’

is the refrain.’

| “‘You and I will make no headway
discussing moral ethics, Mr. Rogers,
although we may in discussing business
i ethics,” I replied, and I chalked up on
Imy mental blackboard: ‘T'est One.’ "’

This conversation reached its climax
in a dramatic scene which Mr, Lawson
thus describes:

“Mr. Rogers arose from his chair
and steod directly in front of me and
straightened up for what I could see
was to be an unusual effort. Then with
the force and the fire which in all his
supreme moments make Henry H. Rog-
| ers' well-nigh irresistible he said:

“‘Lawson, I have listened to you.
Now listen to me. I am fifty-six and
am old enough to be your father, so
you can afford to give weight to what
I am about to say, especially as I give
you my word that I speak for your
benefit first and my own afterward. I
watched you before you hitched up with
Addicks, and always thought that if
the opportunity arose, we might do
business together. We are always short
of men to do the things we want to do
—young men who are honest, therefore
loyal, men to whom work ig pleasure;
above all, men who have no price but
our price. Say you’ll come with us, and
we'll fix up the Boston situation in
some way that will forever eliminate
Addicks from our affairs—your and my
affairs. As for you and me, we’ll make
a lot of money and make it fairly and
above board. But I am not thinking so
much of that as to get you to come
with us and help us carry out some
deals we have on hand. I shall put you
in a position to make more money and
secure more real power than you could
possibly obtain in the sam. time under
any other condijtions. You know cor-
porations and the stock-market and
you can readily see what the combina-
tion of our money and prestige and
your knowledge of the market and in-
vestors will mean.’”

Here {s Mr. Lawson’s answer:

“‘uMr. Rogers, if I accepted your pro-
posal, I could no longer be true to my-
self, even if Addicks and Boston Gas
‘were out of it. I know that the man
who is “Standard Oil’” wears a collar,
and if I did what you ask I should ex-
pect to wear a collar and—and—I can’t
do it." I stopped; I was not excited; I
could not be with that calm figure, ap-
parently cut from crystal ice, so near
me, but I was very much in earnest. I
stopped; I didn’t know what he would
do. He slowly lifted his hand and held
it out to me, mine grasped it, and with-
out a word thus we stood long enough
to put that seal on our friendship which
none of the many financial hells we
Jointly passed through in the after
nine years was hot enough to melt.”

In that part of the magazine in which
Lawson answers his critics appears a
statement about the Life Insurance
Companies and the following para-
graphs on Roosevelt’s relations to the
Standard ‘““‘System:”

“But after admitting that Theodore
Roosevelt is made up of one part Big
Stick, two parts Practical Politics,
three parts Mirror, and four parts Theo-
dore Roosevelt, you and I and all men
must allow that all these parts are en-
veloped in a cloak of absolute fearless-
ness, and that the whole is saturated
with an old-fashioned Yankee honesty,
which means we are all absolutely as-
sured of the impossibility of any gang
of highwaymen or disguised confidence
men using him for a stalking-horse to
rob the people. If Theodore Roosevelt
is elected, he will, I have no doubt, be-
fore the fourth day of March, 1909, in-
volve us in many a ‘skeery jamboree,’
but I feel absolutely certain that no-
thing Theodore Roosevelt will do while
president of the United States will ever
make any country-loving American
ashamed he is an American.

‘““Theodore Roosevelt, while President
of the United States, refused to allow
‘Standard Oil’ to run him, and ‘Stand-
ard Oil’ got hotter and hotter; but, not
daring to rage openly, how they did
spit fire ‘on the quiet!” If I have list-
ened once, I have twenty times while
Mr. Rogers raved at ‘that — —well,
I won’t use his exact language—it
wouldn’t be respectful to our president.
At last, as in all such cases, there came
an absolutely-not-to-be-borne trampling
on ‘Standard Oil'’ dignity and Theodore
Roosevelt was on the ‘System’s’ black-
list until eternity.”

GALLEONS FOUND
AFTER 200 YEARS.

Italian Inventer Expects to
Recover $120,000,000.

New Way of Raising Wrecks—
Man Uses Huge Tube and Elev-

ators, Wi.)) Camera.

After lying buried in the sand of the
Bay of Vigo for 200 years, the plucky
seekers after treasure have succeeded

in reaching the ruins of the Spanish
treasure ships, which were lost there.
Tradition has it that the treasure
within the crumbling hulks is worth
about $125,000,000.

An organized company has been at
work since April and the prime mover,
Cavaliere Pino, and three of his work-
men are now uncovering the hulk of
the Almirante. He hopes to raise all
the vessels in time, but the work has
been difficult.

Two great difficulties have stood in
the way of Pino’s work up to the pres-
ent. Most of the ships, lying at a depth
of about 90 feet, are buried in the sand
that two rivers continually pour upon
them as they flow into the bay. The
sand is so abundant that divers find
themselves buried in sand clouds. The
inventor, however, has already devised
a means to overcome the difficulty. He
has perfected plans for an instrument
which will allow him actually to de-
scend to the sea-bed itself, and to ex~
amine with his own hands the objects
that the lenses of his hydroscope have
revealed,

It is to consist mainly of a long steel
telescope tube which may be elongated
to any length desired. Down this tube
the seabed explorer may descend until
he touches bottom. ‘I'he bottom of the
tube is to be open, but a strong current
of compressed alir is to play through it
to keep out the water. The tube will
be built in water-tigat compartments
and lighted by electric lamps.

Meanwhile, Pino, impatient at delays,
has made a descent in the long tube of
his hydroscope, which gave him the
idea for the new machine. The great
camera at the end of the tube, contain-
ing the lenses, was removed and the
sea-telescope was then carefully low-
ered until it came in contact with the
sand covering the Almirante—one of the
nine ships that have been identified.
Pino descended the steps that run down
inside the hydroscope until he found
himself on the deck of the galleon,

The Italian inventor of the hydros-
cope, which allows him to view the bot-
tom of the sea at any depth, and his
elevator, which allows him to raise any
sunken object by the power of com-
pressed air, has been besieged by peo-
ple from all over the world. Editors
craved artlicles; salvage companias,
pearl fishers, sponge fishers and fish-
ermen proper clamored for the right to
1t:e his invention. One Englishman of-
f§red Pino $25,000 for the use of a hy-
droscope for a limited time off the New-
foundland coast. An Italian newspaper
offered to pay the price of a new hydro-
scope—$10,000—if only a reporter might
be allowed to investigate and describe
the work in Vigo Bay. But Pino re-
fused to hear any one,

‘When asked if he expected to become
the richest man in the world through
his inventions, he said:

“The answer must depend somewhat
on the concessions that I am able to
gain. Sea treasure ig not common prop-
erty; every sunken ship has an owner
somewhere, But if I have luck, if no
mistakés are made in my business ar-
rangements, I answer Yes, I think I
shall become the richest man. For I
am certain of the power of by instru-
ments; I am convinced that I hold the
secret not only for finding all the treas-
ures of the sea, but for recovering them,
also.

“At Vigo alone,” he went on, *$120,~
000,000 worth of gold and silver is to be
picked up with the Spanish treasure
fleet that sank there in 1702. So the
Spanish government estimates. To re-
cover this is the beginning, but not the
end of my work,

‘““My business manager, Dr, Carlo Ib-
erti, has made contracts with the Span-
ish officials, giving us the right to seek
for lost treasure in five other places—
Trafalgar among them. Then we are
thinking of sending an elevator soon to
Port Arthur to raise the ironclads lost
there, valued at $100,000,000, I am told.
Then, when I consider the fish in the
sea that my hydroscope can reveal to
us, the pearls, the coral banks, the
sponges—when I remember the three
ships, one big and two small, that go
down in the world’s waters every day
—I confess I can see no limit to future
possibilities.” .

Then Pino went on to describe how in
April last he set sail from Italy to Vigo
on his fine steamer, the San Clemente.
On board was the first big hydroscopz—
a beautiful instrument that had just
been built to the order of the Italian
company, that has floated his inven-
tions, Several smaller hydroscopes
were on board, too, and a number of
elevators, for these are very simple ma-
chines. Accommodation was found for
a crew of 45 picked men.

Arrived at Vigo, no time was lost in
getting to work. Under the eyes of a
warship, which watches the search on
the Spanish government’s behalf, for
the state is to receive 20 per cent. of all
treasure recovered, the preliminary sur-
vey work has been going steadily for-
ward since the beginning of May. And
the work has prospered for nine of the
ancient galleons already have been
identified.

Of course, long before the search ac-
tively began, every known fact con-
cerning the treasure ships had been col-
lected. ‘There is not a scrap of évid-
ence in Spain bearing on the history
of Vigo Bay that has not been sifted
by Dr. Carlo Iberti, the manager of
Pino’s company. He learned the whole
story of the lost treasure fleet, the
names of the ships and their captains,
and the amount of the treasure and the
number of guns each carried.

Had the waters of Vigo Bay been
clear, instead of sandy, Pino’s great
hydroscope would have discovered the
ships long since. For the lenses of this
sea telescope reflect all the objects in
eclear water within a wide range, at

.| whatever depth. Even after the hydro-

scope had revealed a telitale mast pro-
Jecting from the sea bed, or the corner
of a wooden bulwark, it was a slow
business clearing away the sand to
make measurement and survey. Spec-
jal instruments had to be employed,
for the sand rises in clouds when divers

descend, obliterating their view. In

these circumstances, Pino wisely ;
clded against any premature att
to raise a galleon until the preli
ary survey work had been comple

Pino has the most fmplicit confide
In his companion inventions for exp!
‘Ing the sea. Should he be as succe
ful at Vigo Bay as he hopes,
should a few of the millions of mon
lying beneath the waves pass into his
pocket, he will become a power in t
world that will' cause a good n
peaceful revolutions. If his hydrosco]
does nothing more than to make W
the cheapest and commonest of alj
foods, that will be something, ;

We are nearing the day
when our votes must say if we shall
hold this traffic for ourselves or allow
it to be taken from us. All “party”
sentiment should be waived in this
most portentous matter of a’ great
highway for the public bentfit; it
transcends beyond any doubt all other
points of political agitation. The pro-
ject, as now planned, is to convey Can-
adian produce to an American port,
breaking the Canadian compact of
confederation in its true intent and
purpose. Tarte has warned Laurier
that there would be a time when they
might be in a minority. Forcing on
the people such an unjustifiable pro-
position as the present railway act
should prove Tarte’s words in the com-
ing election. Quebec has prospered
through the ‘binding of the people in
one link. To now break that link by
diverting our trade to an alien land
will be condemned by all well wishers
of their country. Tarte, an able public
works man, and Blair, an able rail-
way man, have both gone out of Lau-
rier's cabinet, leaving him utterly at
sea as to information how to proceed
in these most important matters.

NEW CHURCH AT NARROWS

Will be Called Church of the Good
Shepherd—Opened Christmas
Day.

Rev. H. H. Gilles, rector of the
Anglican parish roundabout Jemseg,
Narrows, Cumberland Bay and Grand
Lake, Queens county, arrived in the
city yesterday afternoon to make some
purchaces of building materials for the
new church now nearing completion at
Narrows.

The pretty edifice at this place will
be named Church of the Good Shep-
herd, and will be opened for worship
with epecial services on Christmas
day. At present it is being painted
and glazed, and aside from a number
of details is practically out of the
hands of Contractor Phillip White of
Narrows. During the last few days
the steeple has been painted and heat-
ing plant installed.

Altogether the new church will cost
about $2,000, of which $1,750 has al-
ready been raised. Rev. Mr. Gilles
feels greatly encouraged at the noble
response of his parishioners, and sees
little difficulty ahead in secuding the
additional $260. For forty years the
Anglicans at Narrows and vicinity
have been worshiping in a common
hall, now in a practicallyd tumble-
down state, but within a few weeks
they will have the satisfaction of sit-
ting In as modern a sanctuary as is
found in any rural part of the pro-
vince. This is the second church bulilt
through the intiative of the energetic
young rector.

The Church of the Good Shepherd will
seat 140. It is situated on the western
side of Narrows and will be entirely
finished in natural wood. An east
window and a side window in cath-
edral glass are a donation from a
former up-riverite, Mr, White, now of
San Francisco.

Laurier Preferred Dealing With «
Company Without Resources.

Laurier government transcontinental
railway contract places the Grand
Trunk Paciflc railway company under
the control of the Grand Trunk rall-
way company. It will be to all in-
tents and purposes a part of the Grand
Trunk railway system.

Why was the contract made
with a paper company called the Grand
Trunk Pacific, a company without
money and without resources instead
of being made with the Grand Trunk
railway company direct? The govern-
ment was very careful to provide that
the Grand Trunk railway company
should have absolute control and get sil
the profits, but it did not make tha
Grand Trunk railway company respon«
sible for any of the obligations of the
Grand Trunk Pacific.

The evident intention was that the
Grand Trunk railway company should
be absolutely free from all liability,
That is why the contract was nof
made with the &G T. R. The conser-
vatives in parliament moved amend-+
ment after amendment making tha
Grand Trunk railway company respon-
sible for the carrying out of the cony
tract, but every amendment was voted
down by the liberal majority, thusa
leaving the Grand Trunk company
freedom to do as it pleases. There ara
