'I'he conchmny, a talt and very heuvy man,
who had s good deal of clothing on, was carried
soimno distanee by the tide, and was given up for
lost, when John Berry, a Woolwich waterman,
who was returning from the Siyx when the dock-
yard boat npsot and rowed afier him. He eame up
with bim jost a8 he di.uimenyed, and putting his
arm down seized him by the hair of his head, abd
dragged bim above water.  From the great woight
ol the couchman Berry conld dv o more than hold
him up by his garments, which gave way iu several
paces, until other assistance arrived, and he was
taken into the waterman's boat apparently lifeloss.
