‘dent Taft, facing a crowd of 600 news-
paper men and editors at the New
York Press Club this afternoon, in-
directly apologized for his remarks
concerning the press made in a re.
cent speech in Chicago, He explained
his attitude after Johu A. Hennessy,
president of the club had remarked
in a speech that he did not agree with
the president’s views. Then Mr. Taft
sald:

“Reference has been made by your
chairman, Mr. Hennessy, to a speech
I made before the Chicago Press Club.
I didn't know exactly what kind of a
gpeech | was going to make there any
niore than I do now, but the chairman
of the Chicago club whispered to me
as I got up to speak:

Not Difficult.

“ “Phey want to hear about the press
g0 roast them.' And I am bound to
say that the task was not so difticult.

“This being president of the United
States presents a great many new
sensations to one who came into the
office that surrounded my coming in.
1 had been on the bench for 12 years
and I think the bench is the only
place in the country, in the United
States at least, that 1s free from se-
vere criticism by the press. And hav-
ing had that sort of training it is
a Mttle hard for me to get used to
any other kind of treatment. I am be-
fng educated, but there are times at
the white house when one is exercis-
ing what is supposed to be the power
of presidency, when one gets really
very discouraged.

“Things don't go right. Your motives
are misconstrued and then you take
o long walk and you say to yourself:
“There is one thing anyhow--they can-
not deprive your children and your
descendants of having your pleture on
the walls of the white house paia for
by congress,’ and then you go home
you look at the. pleture of Teddy
and the pleture of Grover Clevaland
and of Abraham Lincoln and the oth-
ers you have there, and you come to
e conclusion that even that isn‘t a
consolation.

“But the truth is that these sensa-
tions that a man has, under the pres.
sure of which he expresses himself
with conslderable heat, pass.

“After all, everybody wants to be
square.”

Last night the remnant met in what
they hoped would be a secret sitting
and debated the matter of their ree
port to the House. On their minutes
was a plain and unequivocal resolution
moved by Mr. Houghton Lennox and
carrled, that its proceedings and the
evidence elicited should be printed
and reported to the House, day by day.
They decided that this was only &
recommendation, though its terms
were as just stated and decided to
report their proceedings only. Not eve
{dence though several instalments of
this have been printed and are avalls
able, By holding back the evidence
the remnant thought they could chokd
off the debate for a while longer.

This morning the remnant were glve
en to understand that this would not
satigfy the Conservative members of
the committee, They thought better of
it, and so they held another sitting
this morning and passed yet finother
resolution on the subject.

John valley
could be shown to be a cheaper route
It must be chosen, At that time when
members of the province should have
stood shoulder to shoulder in its in.
terests where wus Mr, Carvell?

On that memorable oceasion when
the Liberal puarty met in convention
in 8t. John and the resolution was pre-
pared by Mr, Porter by which the Lib.
eral party would have placed itseld
on record as favoring the valley route,
rather than the central route, Mr, Car-
vell ncted the purt of high chief exe-
cutioner of the resolution and smoth-
ered the whole scheme. Now he pro-
fesses to be very Interested in the
progress of this rallway, and writes
long and fmpertinent letters to the
premier a8 to what he should do and
how he should do it. It would remain
a political question until the present
Government ounce and for all bullt
the road.

The hon. member wolud remember
the delegation which came last year
to Interview the Government towards
the close of the wession with regard
to the road. They were pleased with
the premier's statement which went

In the meantime his brother had or-
ganized a search party which beat
the woods for miles, night and day
from Thursday morning until Saturday
morning, when a dog belonging to
Frances, which the searchers had ta-
ken with them, discovered his master,
asleep under a tree about ten miles
from the place where he had entered
the woods. KFrances was almost dead,
his clothes were wet and frozen, and
excepting a few berries, he had had
nothing to eat since Wednesday noon,
The doctors who were with the search-
ing party, sald that he fould not have
survived another night’s exposure,

An Odd Predicament.

Ploned under many tons of rock
and quartz and stlll alive, was the
unpleasant experience of John Moore,
of Clakeston one day last week, and
it was only after he had spent five
hours in that position that he was re-
leased.

The Several Journeys of Hal-
ley’'s Comet to the Earth
Recorded in the Literature
and Art of All Centuries.

Camille Flammarion writing in the
Paris edition of the New York Her-
ald under date of March 5, says:—

Halley's comet, which on account of
the combinuation of its movement with
the course of our planet in its orbit
had recently travelled away from the
earth, is about to approach it again,
Today the comet is at its maximum dis.
tance from us in its circult around the
sun, that Is, at 283,000,000 kilometres,

On April 9 it will be only
260,000,000 kilometres away and
will  continue to advance to-
ward our earth until May
18, We shall now follow it by the
studles which will be made in the

various observatories of the world.

It is from the historical point of
view that I am going to speak of it
today. If an American coming to Eu-
rope on a tour arrives at Havre, or
better still at Cheebourg, I should like
him to make a detour, even though it
be a little long, and make a stop in
the little Norman town of Bayeux. In
the museum of that old city he may
see a plece of tapestry, 70 metres
long by 50 centimetres broad, divided
into 68 compartments, embroidered in
threads and wool of different colors
by Duchess Muathilde, wife of Willlam
the Conqueror, aided by her ladies of
honor, to fill up their lelsure moments
and representing the various phases
of the war, from the first combats ot
her spouse with Harold, the King of
England, to the victory of Hastings,
and his coronation.

“Isti Mirantur Stellam.”

The design is nalve, llke all primi-
tive art, It was executed in 1066, the
year of the Conquest, Inscriptions
give a resume of the subject of the
epigode In each compartment., Now
the thirty-second compartment, which
is here reproduced, represents Halley's
comet, on which is fixed the gaze of
a crowd of spectators, their features
expressing llvely astonishment. “Isti
Mirant Stella” (they are looking at
the star). It might be belleved that
there are two errvors in that Inscrip-
tlon and that it should have been
written:—"Isti Mirantur Stellam.” But
it 1s only an abbreviation, following
the usage of the Middle Ages, and it
I so Indicated, according to the same
usage, by two dots marked abave the
abbreviated words,

In the adjoining compartment King
Harold, seated on his throne, with a
spear In his hand, seems to be listen-
ing to evil news, He departs immed-
fately to fall before Willlam and his
67,000 companions in arms,

This pleture is probably the most
anclent which exists not only of Hal-
ley’s comet, but of any comet. It s
844 years old toddy. In any case It
is the oldest which we know, It makes
no pretence tb exactitude and certain-
ly I8 not & good likeness. This por-
tralt of a comet is only of value as
o historical document.

Its appearance at that time, coming
during the Baster festival and glowing
brighter in the heavens, made a deep
impression on everybody, and spread
terror through the world. It passed
its perihelion on April 1, 1066, One of
the jewels o( th: ;rown of the King-

Decay in Manual Skill as a
Result of the Uses of Steam
and Machinery, Responsible
for Many Lost Arts.

Part of the price we are called upon
to pay for the mechanical inventions
and development of the past fifty
vears is a decay of physical power
and manual expertness. To such a
degree has this deterioration gone on
that Sir Frederick Treves inquires in
the Nineteenth Century, “Are we los-
ing the use of our hands?” His an-
swer is in the affirmative. Not only
has the lmit of skill in handicraft
been reached, but year by year we are
receding further from the standard.
If the present tendency continues,
there will come a time when, as a
race, we shall be able to do not much
more with our hands than an ape;

with the trifiing difference that we
shall have Invented machines to do
«verything for us, whereas for the
ape they remain undone,
Some Lost Arts.
This decay in manual skill {s de-

plored by Sir Frederick. It is lament-
ably true, says the Toronto Mail and
Bmpire that the things that were yes-
terday made by hand and are today
produced by machinery are not as well
done. They are done more cheaply,
but at the expense of ten thousand
1ands having lost their cunning.
Cloth-making and the contriving of

The women teachers, she said, would-
n't make their cause any more popu-
lar by too much agitating.

“I do not believe in over aggressive-
ness on the part of women,” she said.
“When you are simply asking for
things from people who have the pow-
er to give them or to withhold them
it. does not pay to be too strenuous.
Moderation and tact are more effect-
ive weapons.”

afforded them to make things pleasant for others. Per-
haps alse the prejudice of the man with the horse
against the man with the motor may be an element in
the case.

But on the whole, considering the narrowness, the
sharp curves, and the steep hills on many of our roads,
the horseless carriage and the horse carriage have got
along well together, It may be doubted if the
former needs to be suppressed even for a day in the
week, especially as the number is increasing so fast that
a reciprocal suppression of the horse might be in a few
years fairly demanded. At least it may be proposed
that the highways be cleared of cattle, hogs, sheep and
poultry.

But if taxes of a penal or half-penal character should
not be imposed, there is strong justification for revenue
taxes., If owners of motor carriages, living in cities
and towns, are making large use of the country roads,
assisting largely to wear them out, it is only fair that
they should contribute toward the maintenance of the
highways. A tax, the proceeds of which should go, not
to the reductiow of other expenditures, but to the further
improvement of those main roads which are most used
by motorists, would not only be just, but also of benefit
to the automobilists themselves,

ACCOMMODATION AND COMPETITION.

The Valley Railway proposition was pressed upon
the attention of the provineclal legislature on the strong
ground that it was needed to open up a district not now
Aaccessible. It was pointed out that while all oher parts
of the province had railway accommodation, the oldest
settlements were isolated during a great part of the
year, for which reason their splendid farms were unpro-
fitable and their own lives made desolate and dreary.
No doubt the claim of the people of the Valley would still
be based on this state of things. But if a stranger
could hear the speeches in the legislature against the
broposed Valley Railway measure, he would suppose that
all the people of the Valley had already a rallway, and that
the one thing needed was competition. Over and over
it has been said that a rallway which does not compete
with the Canadian Pacific will be no good at all.

But there are several thousand people living in the
river valley who will be only too glad to get one
raillway, and who object to the assertion that if the
Intercolonial plan fails nothing else will be any good.

Competition is useful where there is no other way
to regulate or modify freight rates.

JOE MARTIN-LAUNCHES
OUT AT EARL GAEY

But the Doughty Member for
Pancras is Told That He
Is In England, Not in the
Dominion.

London, March 22.—In the House of
Commons yesterday on the consolida-
tion bill, Joe Martin, M. P., drew at-
tention to the recent action of Earl
Grey taking what he styled an active
and decided part in Canadian politics.
Mr. Martin was satisfled that Earl
Grey was not misreported. He quot
ed the Times reports of Earl Grey’s
speeches on the naval question at Re-
gina. This was a question, whereon
there had been a heated discussion in
the political camps in Canada. This
was the first instance of a governor-
general expressing an opinion on a
debated question,
Mr. Speaker reminded Mr. Martin
that no money was taken in the bill
for the galary of the governor-general,
Mr. Martin sald he was trying to
point out that the colonial secretary
had not done his duty by allowing
such conduct on the part of the EBOv-
ernor-general. The salary for the
colonial secretary was included in the
bill. This speech had led to much dis-
cussion in the Canadian press, and by
the people of Canada. Of course they
had not control over the governor-gen-
eral,
AMr. Speaker, again interposing, said
that Mr. Martin, who was a member
who had a great deal to say about the
governor-genral, but little about the
colonial secretary. He was using the
latter as a shield to attack the gover
nor-general, which he was not entitled
to do by the forms of the house (hear,
hear.) If he meant to attack the
colonial secretary let him do so.
Mr. Martin sald he did attack the
colonial secretary in part, It was in
the jurisdiction of the colonial secre-
tary. There were precedents for gov-
ernment action.

Mrs. Sarah Brandon of Ohio
Recently Celebrated the
109th Anniversary of Her
Birth.

]

Bellaire, Ohio, March 22.—On Tues:
day, March 15, Mrs, Sarah Brandon, of
Pipe Creek, Belmont county, celebra-
ted the 109th anniversary of her birth,
She is for several reasons one of the
most interesting women in the coun-
try.

Mrs. Brandon, who was a Miss Sarah
Barker, was born in 1801 near Pipe
Creek, Ohio, and has lived her entire
life at that one point. At the age of
fifteen she was married to Charles
Brandon, who took in the war, In
1856 Brandon died, leaving his widow
with twenty-three children, sixteen of
whom were boys. When the civil war
broke out all of the sons enlisted, four-
teen of the brothers going with the
Union army and two with the Confed-
erates.

In one battle, that of Bull Run, the
two brothers on the (‘onfederate side
were pitted against five of their Union
brothers,

Hiram Brandon, the oldest son, is
now past eighty-nine years of age and
is a resident of Bellaire, Ohio. The
youngest, aged seventy-two, is a resi-
dent of Belmont county and exhibits
seventeen bullet wounds, having taken
part in seventy-two battles, skirmishes
or scouting expeditions under General
Sherman.

The photograph of Mrs. Brandon is
in the natural history gallery at Co-
lumbus and also in the Hall of Honor
at Washington, D. ., as having fur-
nished the largest number of sons for
the civil war. Each of the sixteen
sons married when young and was
blessed with a large family.

One hundred years ago, Mrs. Bran-
don, while playing with a young bro-
ther, was shot in the left eye with an
arrow and has never had the use of it
since. At an early age she formed the
tobacco habit and uses a large quan-
:Ity daily, both for chewing and smok-
ng.

In
quite a few homes he sold books which
were to be paid for on the instalment
plan, to the firm direct, in Toronto.
Later, however, Lang informed his
customers that the money could be
paid him, for which he gave a receipt.
He has not been heard from for
over a month, and his customers have
been presented with bills from the
firm asking them to remit the amount
due, for books purchased from Lang.
This they refuse to do owing to the
fact that the money has already been
paid to the agent.
