New York, July 6.—Showers tonight
brought relief to New York from tha
hot wave which has taken more than
100 lives and caused hundreds of
prostrations during the past five days
Until the shower area began to de-
velop locally, shortly after 8 o'clock
this evening, there had been no sign
of a let up in the intensity of the
wave, Indeed the day's maximum of
92,6 bettered yesterday’s high mark
by half & degree. All that made con-
ditlons In any way endurable was &
brisk breeze. When the shower area
developed tonight the officlal mercury
dropped 10 degrees i 45 minutes,
running down to 78 at 8 o'clock.

The passing of the brie orm, how-
ever, was the signal for another up:
ward shoot to 82 shortly after 9 o'clock
and there still seemed to be no firm
ground for the hope that the back
bone of the torrid spell had finally
been broken. Humanity's sufferings
were, if possible, greater’ than ever
today. Women fainted in the streets

8., from Alderman H. G. Smith of St,
John, and her two owners and the
captain constituting her crew, engaged
to lighter deals for Malcolm McKay
from Riverside to Grindstone Island.

They were unacquainted with Shep-
ody River and made their first trip
into Riverside on Tuesday the 27Tth
of June,

The deals they were to load were
owned by Wm. J. Carnworth and were
piled on the private wharf of Abner
R. McLellan. The tifles were high
about the time she reached the wharf
and the owners allege that Mr. McLel-
lan was present ‘himself on the wharf
as was also his agent Mr. Watson E.
Read and Mr. Carnworth. The cap-
tain was shown where to moor his
vessel at the wharf by Mr. McLellan
and Nr. Read and they commenced to
load the vessel at once with lumber

New York, July 6.—Showers tonight
brought relief to New York from tha
hot wave which has taken more than
100 lives and  caused hundreds of

Electrical Storm Sweeps City
Leaving Wreckage in Its Trail

Vessels Driven Adrift, Trees and Slgns Sent Flying

-~Picnicers Caught, but Rumors of Fataities

Proved Groundless =-

One of the most severe thun-
derstorms that has visited the
oity in years began last ev-
ening shortly after five o'clock and
continued for over an hour,

About an hour before its advent the
sky became suddenly overcast, and
when the storm broke the city was al-
most enveloped in darkness. For over
an hour vivid flashes of lightning
chased across the skies in rapid succes-
sion, loud and prolonged peals of thun-
der followed and at intervals heavy
rain fell. A strong wind from a north-
westerly polnt sprang up, and rapidly
increased in velocity, at times blow-
ing at the rate of 50 miles an hour.
About two-tenths inches of rain fell
during the hour. :

While the damage by lightning was
not very greut, the wind wrought con-
siderable havoc. In King Square limbs
were torn from a number of the trees.
in Haymarket Square and in other
points of the eity a number of trees
were uprooted or broken off.

In the Marathon baseball grounds
the wind made riot. Seven of the large
signs were blown down, & number of
fence posts were uprooted and ‘othet
damage done,

In the harbor the storm caused con-
siderable trouble. One of the vessels
lying near Sand Point harbor dragged
anchor and was rapidly propelled by
the wind In the direction of the Bal.
last wharf. Fortunately, however, she
stopped in her mad career at a safe
digtance from the wharf and a col-
lision was prevented.

be arbitrated. This conference was
devoted to questipns relating primar
ily to phraseology.

It is cdmitted in official quarters
that the treaty is all but completed
and the administration is confident it
will be finighed in time for submission
to the senate for ratification at the
session,

Some of them are of long standing,
even ante-dating the war of 1812, while
many grew out ¢f the war in the Phil-
ippines, others relate to fisheries and
the Fiji Islands.

Something About The Man
Who is to Retire as Canada’s
High Commissioner in Lon-
don.

Canada is never likely again to
have such a high commissioner as
Lord Strathcona, whose early retire-
ment is annouficed. The conditions of
life in this country today are mnot cal-
culated to produce such men. Strath-
cona has seen this country develop
from a wilderness to a great nation.
He has witnessed the transformation,
while those who follow him will see
only the growth. Chances there will
still be for penniless youth to attain
almost fabulous wealth. Some lad now
working on the construction of the
Grand Trunk Pacific may rise to be
the financial adviser of kings and one
of the great influences in the British
Empire. But the days of the wilderness
have passed away forever, and hardly
a handful remains of the pioneers who
like Strathcoua, helped lay the foun-
dations of this nation. Of those who
survive, the retiring high commission-
er and his predecessor, Sir Charles
Tupper, are the most distinguished.
Both have passed their 90th birthday.

In his “Remarkable History of the

Hudson’s Bay Company,” Professor
George Bryce writes as follows of
Lord Stratheona: *“Most notable of

the officers of the first rank who have
conducted the fur trade in Labrador
is Lord Strathcona and Mount Royal,
the present governor of the company.
Coming out at eighteen, Donald Alex-
ander Smith, a well educated Scottish
lad, related to Peter and Cuthbert
Grant and to the brothers John and
James Stuart, prominent officers
whose deeds in the North-West Com-
pany are still remembered, the fu-
ture . governor began his career.
Young 8mith on arriving at Montreal
in 1838, was despatched to Moose
Factory, and for more than thirty
years was in the service of the com-
pany in the region of €Hudson’s Bay
and Labrador. Rising to the rank of
chief trader after fourteen years of
laborious service, he reached in ten
years more the acme of desire of
every aspirant In the company, the
rank of chief factor. His years on
the coast of Labrador, at Rigoletto,
and its subordinate stations were
most laborious.”

“The writer has had the privilege
from time to time of hearing his
tales of the long Journeys along the
frozen coast; of camping on frozen
islands without shelter; of storm-
stayed journeys rivaling the reécitals
of Ballantyne at Fort Chimo: of cold
receptions by the Moravians, and of
the doubtful hospitalities of both In-
dlang and Eskimos. Every state-
ment of Cartereal, Gilbert or Cabot
of the inhospitable shore Is corrobor-
ated by this successful officer, who
has lived for thirty years since leav.

Empire.” If he would, Strathcona
could tell such a moving tale as
Othello poured into the ear of Des-
demona and some of his old comrades
in the service of the company say
that there is nothing he likes better
than to recall the hard old days with
them, when they lived like Robinson
Crusoes in the northern wilderness.
It was those lonely, strenuous years
that developed the character that was
to fit Strathcona to- be one of the
makers of Canada in the days soon
to come.

When Rupert’'s Land was 'transfer-
red by the Hudscn Bay Company to
Canada, Donald Smith's political car-
eer began. For the trifling sum of
£300,000 the company surrendered all
claim on a territory 2.300,000 square
miles: but its goodwill was not thrown
in. The Metls strongly objected to the
I change of ownership, and the company
}did not use its influence to reconcile
{its old temants to the new landlord.
| Under Rell, the Indians and halfbreeds
ibroke out in rebellicn. They seized
Fort Garry, now Winnipeg, and in or-

made him a sagacious man, the
Canadian Pacifict Railway made
him a rich man. He became Sir

Donald Smith, and later on was rais-
ed to the peerage, and made Lord

The trial of the case of Florence
O’Regan vs, C. P. R. was commenced
in the Circuit Court yesterday after-
noon before Mr. Justice Barry, and
the following jury: Doddridge L.
Nobles, Fred E. Law, Harry E. Green,
R. Dominic Hayes, Fred R. Patterson,
Frederick Selbey and Wilfred C. Day.

Homer D. Forbes and J. B. M.
Baxter, K. C., appeared for the plain-
tiff, and Fred R. Taylor for the de-
fendant.

The plaintiff was on January 2, 1909,
employed as a laborer by the defend-
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ant in discharging and unloadi the
defendant’'s steamship Empress of
Ireland. The plaintiff, alleges that
the defendant provided a gang plank
for the use of the plaintiff and others
in going on board the steamship, and
through the naglllgen(\e and default
of the plaintiff, the gang plank was
not securely fastened, which the de-
fendant well knew, but of which the
plaintifft was ignorant. The plaintifft
further alleges that there were other
gangplanks, but he was forbidden
from using them, and expressly order-
ed to use the gne at the forward part
of the ship, which was not fastened.
