Their condition had not been re-
ported. Both armies are resting on their
arms.. Continuous skirmishes are oconi-
ring ‘between outposts and patrols, and the
artillery is firing daily. A great battle is
expected south of the Hun river, where
heavy field works have been erected.
Great numbers of Japanese reinforcements
are arriving.

Russian Wounded 55,868.

London, Oct. 22—The St. Petersburg cor-
respondent of the Telegraph says that the
general staff has received from (ieneral
Kurcpaikin a report showing that the
total number of Russian wounded taken
over by ‘the Red Cross and kindred de-
pariments since the beginning of the bat-
tle to Oct. 18 was 35,868. The number of
killed is unknown exactly, because many
men are missing, but the total is es u nated
to have been 12,600.

No instructions ‘have been - received
Llu‘ougl} the Russian embassy here and mno
commuications are expected until Ambas-
sador Hardinge has made his presenta-
| tions at St. Petersburg. The Russain am-
bassador, Count Benkendorff will not be in
London #ill near midnight, hence he can-
not sec Lord Lansdowne until Tuesday,
when it is expected Minister Lamsdorff
| will have translated his instructions. Be-
yond making apologies, however, it is
pointed .out at the Russian embassy that
no explanation could be given umtil the
squadron was heard from.

Czar Hears from Rozestvensky.

St. Petersburg, Oct. 24—Midnight—No
official oz unofficial Russian explanation of
the wmfortunate affair off Dogger Bank is
forthcoming up to this time, and the world
must wait until fomorrow to hear Vice-
Admiral Rojestvensky’s version of the fir-
ing upon the British fishermen.

Rojestvensky has communicated direct to
the emperor, but at 11.30' tonight the ad-
miralty announced that it had mot yet re-
ceived a'report. At the same thour the
foreign office issued a statement expressing
the regrets of the government for the de-
plorable incident, but explaining that no
formal action 48 possible until Admiral
Rojestvensky’s official report of the affair
thas been received.

While no formal action has been taken,
the deepest regret is expressed in all quar-
ters, and 'the purpose of the government
to make amends if Rojestvensky shall be
found to have been in fault as /has been
proc.aimed in every government depart-
ment. KEmperor Nicholas himeelf was
greatly aggrieved when the heard the mews
while he was inspecting the cruiser Ql
at Cronstadt this afternoon, and Foreign
Minister Lamsdorff expressed to Ambas-
rador Hardinge h's deepest personal re-
grets.

The Russian embassy at London has also
been directed to convey similar expres-
sions to the government of Great Britain.

Hostile Reception for Czar's Min-
ister.

London, Oct. 24—Count Benkendorff, the
Russian ambassador, returned to London
tonight from celebrating the silver wedding
with his wifé’s melatives in Silesia, and
barely escaped assault from a crowd at
the Vietoria station, wihich followed him
almost into the embassy. Fortunately for
the issue of peace or war, nothing wesult-
ed; yet throughout the night a special force
of police was compelied to guard the Rus-
sian embassy.

Count Benkendorffi has been always re-
garded in official civeles here as a friend
of peace, and he was as much opposed as
was 'Count Lamsdorfi to the Russo-Japan-
| ese war. Indeed, he is almost an Amglo-
hile in sentiment. There s mo doubt
|that Count Benkendorff was deeply hurt
['by tonight's demonstration. After escap-
{ing from the-hostile crowd that met him
at the station, he drove at a gallop to the
ombassy. Half a dozen rowdies followed,
but the ambassador arrived unharmed. His
noisy pursuers encountered a cordon of
po.ice that had been hurriedly dispatched
to guard the embassy.

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TO MR. BORDEN

Huge; Enthusiastic, Cheering Crowd With

Torchlight Parade and Bands of Music
Attend Opposition Leader from Carle-
ton Public Hall Where He Addressed

a Fine Meeting.

Red fire, bands and cheering, hat-wav-
ing thousands centered around R. L. Bor-
den, the leader of the opposition, Satur-
day night.

Young men drew Mr. Borden's barouché¢
from City Hall square on the west side to

King square in the city. Men of ail ages|

helped extend the procession’s length.
The flare from scores of torches illumin-
ated Carleton’s streets: ‘the music of

“ bands coursed from hall to floats and along

the route the roar of the plaudits swelled
and died away as the leader’s carriage
passed.

The ferry never carried a heavier or
more hearty cargo. She seemed infected
with the spirit of the bour. It didn’t

.take ther more than half an hour to cross

and she would unquestionably have re-
gented any insinuation about foundering

distinction. From her deck, looking up
tthe east side floats, Water street and Prin-
oess street hill was a slope and a level of
faces.
