St. John’s Investménts:

Among the tausés which are alleged to
have operated in bringing about a strin-
gency in thé Money Market of St. John,
heavy investments in lumber are said to
play no unimportant part. Lumber, it
appears, is treatéd 4s a rising commodity,
—one that the capitalist cannet have too
much of. The growing scarcity of lumber
all the world over; the great Western
fires of last yeéar, which destroyed enor-
mous stretches of the finest timber lands
in the world ; the wants of €hicago alone,
which will aborb a large proportion of
the manufacture of Western lumber this
year, with the bare possibility that Con-
gress may remove or reduce the duty on
Canadian Jumber, have contributed to the
belief that no better investment can be
found for one’s ready money than Lumber.
Accordingly, our own people have em-
barked in lumber, whether in the shape of
logs or manufactured, more heavily than

usual, though not more sanguinely than
the agents of Eoglish and lrish houses
and Americans have done. The wants of
the Rivor du Loup Railway are also be-
ginning to be felt in the Money Market.
It is not to be expected that a huge enter-
prise like this can be carried on without
considerable investments on the part of the
shareholders; and although these gentle-
men are wealthy, it is nevertheless the fact
that at least a portion of their means is
for the time diverted from use in this city.
Another matter that has played not an un-
important part in financial effairs here of
late has been the continued investment in
foreign™stocks, such as United States Gov-
ernment Bonds, North Pacific Railway
Bonds, etc, Many would be surprised if

° they were to learn the extent to which home
funds have been diverted to foreign uses.
Into Shipping also, a large part of the
earnings of our business men have gone;
and while it is the fact that this is one of
the best uses and best paying investments
to which our means can be applied, it is
equally true that a year or year and a half
generally elapses before any considerable
portion of the original investment can be.
returned to the owner in the fore 'of earn-
ings ; and as 1871 was an unuseslly active
year in that respect,we might have reason-
ably anticipated a temporary vaccuum from
this cause. Unusually heavy.sums. have
also been expended on our Factories, in
supplying them with the most improved
machinery, good buildings, and other aids
to the development of trade *“ too numer-
-ous to mention,’’ to say nothing of the ex-
penditures for handsome residenices and
other conspicuous articles of Iuxury.
(Whether Mr. Wiggins isabout to with-
draw the balance of his funds invested in
this City deponent sayeth not and careth
not.)

All things considered.—especially in-
come,—St. John has been investing pretty
heavily, the only real drawback, however,
being in the case of foreign investments,
when the monies are so greatly needed at
home.

Our Newfoundland Correspondence will
be found interesting reading. The writer
is a gentleman well versed in the
commerce and public affairs of that
OColony. His letter bears date some time
back ; and hke all other correspondence,
whether private or for the public ear, shows
evidence of delay through stress of weather.

The Harvest of the Sea.

From the Telegraph we learn that the
winter fishery of Grand Manan and Campo-
bello has this year,as last year, proved
very valuable :—

The value of the sales is set down at
$50.000. The frozen herring were shipped
chiefly to New York, and brought prices
nrgging from 25 cents to 50 cents a hun-
dred, and averaging 35 cents. Vessels
carrying from 200.000 to 500.000 herrings,
have borne away their rich harvest of the
sea, and brought back goods of all kinds
in return. The sums of money left by
tne fishermen in the ports of Maine and
Charlotte bhave been very considerable.
The sale of agingle article, rubber boots.
has been on a“grand scale ; but in fact the
fishermen’s wants and those of their fam
ilies are very numerous, and their custom
profitable.

The winter fishery shows, of course, a]
comparatively small part of the work and
profit that fall to the share of the fisher-
men of Passamaquoddy Bay. The Spring
and Fall fishery gives the amplest and
most valuable catch, though the fishing
for winter herring comes in very well to
pass away slack times. The cod, herring,
slewives, shad and salmon of the Bay of
Fundy suggest a fine field for the efforts of
the fishermen ; but it is on the North Shore
of this Proviuce, and in the waters of the
Gulf of St. Lrwrence, that ‘our fishing
interests are destined to find their highest
development. The salmon and mackerel
of these waters, not to speak of the cod, her-
ring, alewives, lobsters, oysters, etc.,await
the investment of capital that will seek in
vain in other branches of commerce a more
remunerative retarn. A large amount of
means and thousands of persons already
maintain themselves 1n the Gulf fisheries,
and to many capitalists they have proved
mines of wealth. Nevertheless, compared
with what might be done—with what
these splendid resources are capable of pro-
ducing,—with the inexhaustible field for
enterprise that is here spread out on every
side, present operations appear feeble and
insignificant. Our wholesale merchants,
whether of dry goods, cordage, boots and
shoes, or groceries, by encouraging trust-
worthy and experienced fishermen, might
find in this field openings fur an extensive

cousumption of their goods; builders of
boats and fishing vessels are equally inter-
ested in helping forward this great inter-
est ; while the commission merchant might
readily secure himself for advances made.
The great curse of the fisheries has been
the speculator who throws himself into
them without either capital or experience,
who is given ta financial ** kiting,” and is
entirely dependent on outside support.
Merchants, who wish to open aecounts
with parties engaged in the fisheries, can
avoid these extra-hazardous gentlemen as
readily as not, and only extend credit to
such as really have something at stake in
the industry. By adopting this course
they would be doing n positive good to the
fishing interest, and would, we believe,ulti-
mately find this one of the safest and best
channels of trade followed by our people.
There is this to be said of the product of
the fisheries,—that the supply, like the
demand, is vonstant, never failing; and
the industry has always repaid all reason
able risks assumed in its prosecution.

The Island’s Magnificent Steam Fish=
ing Fleet, and How Old Fogy Pre=-
dictions came to Grief—Revolution
in the Seal Fishery—Departure of the
Fleet—The Captains won’t leave on
Friday — The Bennet Government
and its Record—Abundance of Pro=
mise but very small Performance.

For the past week or ten days the busi-
ness portion of our community has been
actively employed in preparation for the
annual sealing voyage. During the past
eight or ten years the manner of prosecut
ing this enterprise bas been completely re-
volutionized. Until a_comparatively re-
oent peried, the fishery was carried on en-
tirely by sailing vessels of small tonnage,
large numbers of which were annually
equipped and despatched from St. John’s
and tho various outports. Though there
has be#n no want of capital in Newfound-
land, it 'was ‘not until 1862 that it occarred
%o .any one thatsteam could be profitably
applied to the prosscution of thisindustry.
But sluggish as we are in this country, we
are at timoes pushed forward by the ‘““march
‘of ideas ;” and in that year Messrs. Baine,
Johnstone & Co., equipped and manned the
steamship ‘* Bloodhound” for the ** ice-
harvest’’ of Newfoundland. The innova-
tion was, in accordance with a well-known
principle of human nature, pooh-poohed by
all

THE APOSTLES OF STAGNATION.

It was shown by the clearest a prior: evi-

venerable fogies, that the application of
steam to this our staple industry must
necessarily eventuate in the most heart-
burning failures and defeats. We were
told that, setting aside the greatly in-
creaséd expense of the enterprise, a steamer
would be subjected to all possible risks and
dangers ; that her fan would be injured in
‘“ ranning ice}”’ that the necessary heat
which would attend the working of the en-
gines would cause the fat to run, and a
hundred other ohjections were raised ; and
it was urged that just in proportion to tkte
magnificent success whbich was contem-
plated would be the disastrous fail-
ure which would ensue. A-poriori these
arguments seemed to carry great weight
‘with them ; but the practical working of
the experiment was somewhat perplexing
to._the objectors. The fallacy, like the
venerable argument against motion, was
disproved ambulando, and shrewd and
clear headé¢d men of business began to see
that in ‘this case innovation meant im-
provement. Year by year the sailing
vessels were driven from the field, and the
¢ consekens of the manceavre’’ (as Mr.
Weller would say) has been that, for the
present voyage, the cutfit from St. John’s
consists of sixteen (16) steamers and only
seven or eight sailing vessels. Of these
steamers, four are new vessels built ex-
pressly for the sealing voyage, during the
past year. In Harbour Grace a large
number of sailing vessels are still annually
fitted out, and three other steamers are
despatched from thence. Concerning
the -
PROSPECTS OF THE FISHERY,

there is no one who can be presumptuous
enough to speak with any aid of authority.
It is stated that sealing masters are not
altogether uuperplexed by the peculiarities
of this season. We have had an extraor-
dinary prevalance of northerly winds, and
even already there is a thick cordon of ice
around our coast. The first of March has
been for many years the recognized date
for the departure of the sealing fleet. In
former years it was a pleasing sight, after
forcing one’s way up the * steep ascent’’ of
Sigoal Hill, to watch ‘¢ the fleet of icc”
taking its departure, with white sails
gleaming in the sun, vessel alter vessel
making her way through the narrow pas-
sage which connects oar Harbour with the
broad Atlantic. Bat now nous avors
change tout cela; and though there are
still the crowds of hardy sealers upon the
vessels’ decks, and the huzzas of an excited
multitude gathered upon the shore to catch
the last glimpse of the departing ships;
instead of a congregation of insigoificant
schooners and brigantines, our interest is
centred in a gallant fleet of magnificent
steamers. As, owing to some awkward
arrangement of the callendar, by the in

sine assignment of an extra day to Febru-
ary, the first of March this year fell upon
a Friday, it was of course ridiculous to
suppose that any right-minded master
would sail upon that day. Some of them
tried to shirk the awkwardness of the ar-
rangement by sailing on the Thursday, but
the majority of them have waited till to-
day. For the next three weeks we shall
settle down into comparative quiesence,
not to say torpor. In the Rooms, *‘ where
merchants most do congregate,’’ there will

THE QUEEN AT THE NATIONAL
THANKSGIVING.

The Royal Family at St. Paul’s.

It was with feelings of deep-seated emo-
tion that the congregation witnessed the
manver in which the Royal family advan
ced up the nave to the Queen’s pew, which
stretched along the whole width of the
eastern end of the western nave. Iler Ma.
jesty, it was seen, had his Royal Highness
the Prince of Wales on her right, and
gently leant npon his arm ; whilst on her
left was the Princess of Wales. His Royal
Highness was, at the same time, leading
by the hand his eldest son, Prince Albert
Victor of Wales, and her Royal Highuess,
in like manner, held the hand of Prince
George of Wales. It wasa touching and
an affecting incident in the day’s proceed-
ings, and we envy not the feelings of the
man who could have viewed it unmoved.
His Royal Highness was enabled to walk
without theaid of a stick, though thedame-
ness which his Jate sickness had left him
was slightly apparent. Ile was thin and
pale, but not more so, perhaps, than might’
have been expected when one recollects the
sufferlng he has had to endure, and more
t1an once during the service he seemed to
be suffering from pain. In the Royal pew
her Majesty’s chair of state was placed in
the centre, and on her right was ranged the
the Prince of Walzs, Prince Albert Victor,
the Duke of Edinburgh, and Prince
Arthur ; and on her left, the Princess of
Wales, Prince George of Wales, the Prin-
cess Beatrice, Prince Leopold, and the
Duke of Cambridge.

The Queen was attired in a black corded
silk dress, trimmed with miniver, and
wore black and white feathers and white
flowers in her bonnet; the Princess of
Wales was in dark blue satin toilette, with
a velvet poponoise of the same color, and
blue velvet bonnet, and the Princess
Beatrice in a mauve silk dress, trimmed
with swan’s down, and white hat, with
mauve and white feathers; and all loyal
hearts will throb with pleasure at the as-
surance that Her Majesty appeared in
excellent health and cheerful spirite, and
never looked better since the loss of the
Prince Consgort. The Prince of Wales
wore the uniform of a General Officer in
the British army, and the Duke of Cam-
bridge a Field-Marshal’s unitorm, the
Duke of Edinburgh the uniform of a cap-
tain in the navy, Prince - Arthur the green
uniform of the Riflc Brigade, and Prince
Leopold a Highland costume. Surround
ing the Royal pew were the Lord Cham-
berlain and other _great officers of the
househ.ld ; and on the Royal family taking
their respective places they all followed
Her Mujesty’s example of offering up a
short preliminary prayer in silence.

THE RETURN SCENE AT BUCKINGHAM PALACE.

The royal party, having exchanged cour-
tesies with the distinguished hosts and
guests at Apsley-Louse, passed under the
Hyde-park arch, and entered Constitution-
hill amid enthusiastic plaudits, These
were continued until the open space was
gained in front of Buckingham Palace.
Here an assemblage of wonderful density
renewed the greetings of the morning. The
cheering did not ceace even when the last
carringe had passed under the archway of

most pleasant episodes in this ever-to-be
remembered day. The Princess o
appeared to wish to see the immense crowd,
and came to one of the Palace windows.
The act was observed, and the. Princcss
being recognised the checring was instantly
renewed. The Queen, not content with
coming to the window, opened it herselt,
and came out on the centre balcony, ac-
companied by the Princess. The cheering
was tremendous, and it bronght out the
Prince of Wales, who took off his hat, and
bowed with great empressement. The Royal
party then retired after due cour:esies, but
the cheering was renewed, and her Majesty
a second time presented herselt on the
balcony, und most graciously acknowledged
this new outburst of loyalty. The band of
the Horse Guards had left the Palace,
every one supposing that the day’s pro
ceedings were atan end.  Fortunately, the
bind of the Lancers had remained, and the
Lieut.-Colonel who had witnessed the scene,
rightly interpreting the popular feeling,
gave the word for ¢* God save the Queen.”
Nothing could be better timed, and the
checring was immense. Her Majesty and
the Princess at length retired, leaving the
Prince of Wales on the balcony alone,
Here he remained for some time, the object
of a popular demonstration altogether
personal, and intensely gratifying by its
warmth and sincerity. It was a fitting
and spontaneous termination to the great
National Thanksgiving celebration.

Fatal Accident.

Between 10 and 11 o’clock this morning,
a number of carpenters and laborers em-
ployed on Messrs. Francis’ new shoe fac-
tory, on Paradise Row, were at work mov-
ing a couple of steam leaches, (large vats
in which the liquor for tanning purposes is
made from the bark) from a platform on
which they bad been standing, across a pit
about five feet deep, which had been dug
in front of it. A plank had been placcd
from the platform over the pit, and one of
the vats was being rolled over it, when it
canted and fell into the pit crushing one of
the ‘carpenters, named Thos. Hutchinson,
who was standing dircctly underneath, the
top hoop, at ghe same time slipping down
and striking him on the head, inflicting a
severe wound. 'The men at once rushed
to his assistance and raising the tub got
him out. With the assistance of two of
the men he walked down to the office in
Messrs. Francis & Co.’s paper mill, where
he fainted. The aid of Dr. Smith was at
once procured, and brandy was adminis-
tered, which speedily brough$ him to his
s2nses, but he seemed to be suffering great
agony. A sled was procured and a bed
placed in it, and the unfortunale man was
at once conveyed to his residence. Not-
withstanding the exertions of the Doctor
he died about an hour after his removal.
Another of the workmen, who was stand-
ing in the pitalongside of [1utchinson, had
& very narrow escape from being crushed
against a steam pipe which stood in the
centre and against which he leaned. The
deceased has only been a resident of this
city since the Fall, having como from the
country. He leaves a wife and family of
several children.

The tannery to which the vats belonged
was owned by the late Solomon Hersey,
and have not been in use for upwards of
three years. Mr. Francis is cxtending the
upper flat of his factory over the site of the
old buildings, and the leaches were being
moved for that purpose.

An inquest will be held on the body this
afternoon at 3 o’clock, at the residence of
the deceascd.

‘‘ By the returns which accompany the
Report, it will be scen that the settlement
of the Crown Lands, under the facilities
granted by the above mentioned Act, is
steadily progressing in 1ost of the Coun-
ties in the Province, but more particularly
in the County ot Victoria ; the fine settle-
ment lands of this County fast becoming
occupied chiefly by French Canadians, who
prefer the freehold titles so easily obtain-
able under the facilities of this Act, to the
lands obtainable in the Province of
Quebec. -

Roman Catholics in the United States.
A New Movementin the Church.

A movement js on foot among the Catho-
lics in this country which is attracting at-
tantion both in and outside of that denomi-
nation. At a recent meeting of the societies
in New Orleans Archbishop Perche presid
ed and delivered an' address in which he
gave the details of a plan for the more effec-
tive organization of the whole Catholic po-
pulation. He said he had written to Rome
and received from Cardinal Barnado, Prefect
of the Propagands, instructions for the
organization or a society to be known. as
¢ The Catholic Militant Union of the
Cross.”” Its professed object is * to labor
and combine resources for the defenso of
the church, of the Holy See, and for the
promotion of the Catholic Religion, and is
to include all male Catholics from fifteen
years upward as regular members ; all
female Catholics from the age of eighteen
upward as * Society of the Lady Auxil-
jazies;”” and children from birth until

ﬁeir first communion are co-operative
embers.

According to the Archbishop’s statement
this new society was devised during the
session of the late Council, and had the
sanction of the Pope, Cardinals and Bish-
ops there assembled. In fact the Pope is
its head, and *‘one of the frst prin-
ciples of the new Union,” says the
Archbishop, *“ must be firm faith in the
infallibility of the Pope.” Branches
of the society already exist 1In
France, Belginm and other countries, and
it is a significant fact that the Archbishop
referred in his discourse to the International
Society as illustrating the power which re-
sults from union and co-operation. The
celebrated Order of Jesus might have been
used toillustrate the same point. Whether
it issimply & method of enlisting the Catho-
lic laity in support of the dogma of infalli-
bility, or whether it has some ulterior ob-

ject, the organization of this *¢ Catholic
‘Militant Union of the Cross’’ will - be

watched with interest.
