? authorDeaths from Wild Heasts in India. Landing ex the Nelsrn. from New York :
ARRELS MASH CORNMEAL.The official report of Mr. Grant Duff, 

and a paper read a few days ago by Capt. 
Rogers, before the London Society of 
Arts, give figures touching the loss of life 
in India through the assaults of wild 
beasts and venomous snakes, that are 
positively startling. It appears from 
these authorities that in 1871, the total 
number of deaths caused by these crea­
tures was no less than 18,078. The re­
cord in 1869 was 14,529, so that in spite of 
the decrease in the number of noxious 
animals we are accustomed to observe 
with the approach and contact of civilized 
man, tiie list of victims was length­
ened during these two years in a ter­
rible manner. In fact, the mortality 
from this cause appears to exceed 
that of all the wars carried on in or 
near the East Indies, and the geese and 
snakes seem to kill more men than the 
men kill each other. Some particular 
individuals among the wild animals ac­
quire special fame for their horrible ex­
ploits and long-continued impuni y. 
Captain Rogers describes one tigress in
the central Provinces as especially pro­
minent in this way. She caused, he says, 
the destruction of 13 villages, 250 square 
miles of country were thrown by her ont 
of cultivation. Another tigress in 1863 
killed 127 people, and actually stopped a 
public high road for many weeks, the in­
habitants not daring to travel by it. In 
1868, a panther, in broad daylight, broke 
into the town of Chicola, and came with­
in one hundred yards of the jail, attacking 
everybody he saw. He was killed, but 
he hit one man to death, and desperately 
wounded three others, before he suc­
cumbed.

soThe people of these Provinces have 
always been too ready to sell their mines 
and other sources of wealth to outsiders. 
Instead of combining to work valuable 
mines and stone quarries, they have al­
lowed them to seek purchasers in Eng­
land and the United States. Lumber 
and ships have almost monopolized our 
capital and enterprise. This policy is 
more the result of too little confidence 
in our own resources than too little 
capital. There is money enough in bank 
vaults at four per cent interest, swelling 
the extravagant profits of rich corpora­
tions and aiding in the over importa­
tion of goods, to open up several produc­
tive sources of national wealth. But 
people arc afraid. This was fully shown 
when an earnest attempt was made to 
have the working capital of the Spring 
Hill Coal Mining Company—$130,000— 
taken up by a popular subscription. 
The shares were put at 850, full infor­
mation respecting the character of the 
coal, the vastness of the deposit, and the 
facilities for shipping were published, 
and yet people with from $50 to $5000 
to invest were afraid to subscribe. The 
stock of thé Company—$400,000 — 
seemed to thorn too enormous a sum to 
expect satisfactory dividends on, and, 
after a time, a few capitalists stepped in 
and divided the shares between them- 
The stock is now at a premium, and 
there is none Offering. A dividend of 
ten per cent has already been declared 
on all the workingcapital paid up by the 
12th of last April, and yet the permanent 
works have not been opened—nothing but 
experimental shafts have been sunk 
and primitive methods of raising coal 
employed. A working way has bean 
driven through one of the seams for a 
distance of 840 feet, at a depth of only 
thirty-six feet, and from this the coal 
hauled to market and piled around the 
mouth of the pit has been hoisted by a 
o «-horse gin. A great quantity 
was sold last winter and there are 1500

pleasantest tips to be 
made 1s a visit to these mines. 
Intercolonial Is working like a 
machine—trains running on time, 
track smooth, care 
scenery beautiful, and meals at Sussex 
and Amherst good. A small party 
went up on Wednesday, and, with 
Senator Macfarlane and Hon. William 
Annand, visited the mines, riding from 
Salt Springs Station to the works on a 
truck, wagon covered with hay over a 
ratlier rough road- Some kneeled, and 
some squatted, congratulating them­
selves that they resembled the Shah of 
Persia. The party went down the 
slope that is now in use, 108 feet, and 
walked through the working way 400 
feeÇ. The roof and sides of the gallery 
are Termed of glistening coal, as the 
seam is thicker than can be ' advantage­
ously worked and the coal roof doesn't 
leak a drop. In this place one begins 
to feel the reality of the existence of 
this great coal measure. From this 
level tiie miners work upward at an 
angle of about thirty degrees, the dip of 
the scam, the coal rattling down the 
bords to be shoveled into the boxes 
that run on the track in the level. The 
galleries are lighted by little lamps car­
ried in ttie hats of the coal begrimed 
mioers, and the descent, promenade 
and ascent are most agreeable. 
The temperature in the mine was de­
lightfully cool on Wednesday, one of 
the warmest days of the season. The 
party walked to Miller’s hotel, supped 
on ham and eggs,and then visited the spot 
on Coal Mine Brook where coal was first 
found. The woods in the vicinity of the 
old working at the brook are a danger­
ous playground for children, as the 
ground has been bored and dug into in 
a great many places by those engaged 
in tracing the outcrop of the seam. As 
the earlier seekers persistently sought in 
the wrong direction they expended a 
good deal of money to very little pur­
pose.
