All the prisoners in the
nands of the British here ogree that
the quarrel between the Free Staters
and the Transvaalers is so acute that
the Transvaalers have decided to leave
their ailies, Wwhom they accuse of
cowardice end lack of mpatriotism.
Most of the Transvaal prisoners think
if they are defeated at the Vaal River
the Boers will retreat to Pretoria, but
there appears to be a growing distrust
in the Transvaal government. In a
word, the back of the Boer resistance
{ Seems to have been broken. The
{ burghers are fighting without their
previous stubbornness. They seen
ready to retreat on the slightest pre-
text. The prisoners, even the Trans-
vaalers, appear glad to have been cap-
tured. They sdy they:are sick of a
war which can have only one ending.
Several have exclaimed: “We have lost
our liberty; ‘but why should we lose
our lives?”

®ev. Dr. Robertson, the wveteran
superinfendent of missions for the
Presbyterian Church in the Northwest,:
made some interesting statements at
the meeting of the eynod in Toronto
¢the other day. In 1898, he said, 40,000
new settiers entered our North'west, to
take up homes there. In 1899 there
were 50,000 new. comers, and it is es-
timated that this year between 70,000
and 75,000 wiit go to the western dis-
tricts of Canada.

There has been some criticlsm of the
guality of the new settlers, particular-
ly the Doukhobors. In the estima~
gion of Dr. Robentson these people are
the right kind of settlers. They @are
people of good physique, they are not
iazy, they bulld good houses, and,
above all, they are occupying lands
that the Canadians left idle for years
and years. “They don’t seck for soft
jobs in the cities, where they can wear
good clothes and keep their hands
clean,” Dr. Robertson said, with em-
phasis. ‘‘There is too much of that
among ourselves. The storekeepers
speak well of them, and their women
fhave, many of them, married Canadian
garmers out there. Why? Because
Capaedian girls won’t g0 out and be-
come helpmates to the Canadian farm-
ers. And,” continued Dr. Robertson,
wiwhat better proof of industry could
glou wish than this? A Galiclan farm-
er and his son spaded 24 acres, in the
wbsence of the mecessary implements,
and grew their crops on the land so
prepared. These people will make
good settlers, their children will make
better settlers than they, and that is
the reason the people of the east should
iook after them.”

That is the way to talk. It is only
politically prejudiced persons, or those
who know nothing about these inter-
esting new settlers, who run them
down. There can be no doubt that in
many districts of the United States
they would be heartily welcomed, as
an element of strength in the develop-
ment of waste places. This was shown
the other day when a strong effort
was made to get the whole colony to
pack up and go to California.

‘What is needed, as far as Dr. Rob-
ertson points out, is sympathetic
friendship for the newcomers. The
veteran missionary pleads from a
church standpoint, it is true, and al-
ready the Presbyerian Churchi has
done wonders in building up migsions
in all parts of the mew land, but the
advice given is worthy of general ac-
ceptation.

A TUseful Trip.

Fifteen hundred Cuban school teach-
ors will come to the United States this
mmmer, and attend the summer school
1t Harvard University, the professors
of which have promised to give them
free instruction. The cost will be $70,-
000 for six weeks, and it is expected
that this emount %ill be soon sub-
scribed by {friends of the interesting
experiment. It is proposed to take the
wisitors on a trip to Chicago, and home
by way of New York, in order that
they may see what kind of a country
they are now allied with.

The Economic Conception of
Wealth.

The science of economics differs
from almost every other in one par=-
ticular at least, and that is, there 18
= popular as well as a scientific con-
ception concerning the different sub-
jects embraced by it. A celebrated
jurist’ advised his students to get rid
of every idea they had formed on the
subject of law. The same advice
would be equally wholesume in the
tealm of political economy. It seemed
to John Stuart Mill that an erroneous
wiew of the nature and uses of wealth
gave a false direction to the commer-
edal policy of Europe for many genera-
tione. He goes on to say: “It ofiten
thappens that the universal belief of
one age of mankind, a belief from
which no one was, nor without an ex-
traordinary effort of genius and cour-
ege could at the time be free—becomes
%0 a subsequent age sopalpable an ab-
surdity, that the only difficulty then
§s to imagine how such a thing can
ever have appeared credible.” Mill
tmay have been guilty of exaggeration
@s regards this particular instance,
ut on the general position he is sound.

It has been agreed upon by economic
wmriters of the last half century to de-
fine wealth as “all useful and agree-
able things which possess exchange-
abje value; or, in other words, all use-
ful or agreeable things which cannot
pe obtained in the quantily desired
without labor or sacrifice.”

This definition was discovered, on
analysis, to require more explanation.
DThus the wquestions arise: Does the
term “things” include immaterial as
well as material things? Does “ex-
ghangeable value” imply that the
things must be actually capable of
transference themselves, or is it mere-
iy a right which is transferred? Are
things which are of no use {0 anyone
put the owner, a part of his wealth?
1s labor a necessalty foundation? The
result was that things were no longer
gesoribed as useful or agreeable, but
were said to possess “atility.” ¢

In gdifferent departments of political
economy different stress. is laid upon
the different constituents of wealth.
For example, in consvmption, stress is
1aid upon utility; in production, upon
iabor; in distribution, upon appropria-
‘tdom; end In exchange, upon value. As
these divisions are hypothetical rather
than sctual, these phases of the ques-

-
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-Liady Aberdeen continues ¢o be one
of the busiest women among the titled
nobility.

This series of papers Wwill be much
sought after by those interested in
the progress of the race, for many
questions of interest not only to wom-
en but to the sterner sex are dealt
with in them.

The Countess of Aberdeen has done
her work well, as she always does.

The strike in the building trades in
Chicago has lasted over four months,
and cost the workmen in wages alone
$2,000,000. No one knows how much the
loss to the community and to the em-
ployers has been, but it must be very
large. The question of pay has not
risen at all. The trouble has all come
from the refusal of the bosses to at
all times recognize the Building Trades
Council. It is really too bad that Poth
workmen and employers cannot be
got to consent to have the whole ques-
tion settled by friendly arbitration. A
great strike was settled in this way
in Great Britain by the kindly offices
of Earl Rosebery, after all other means
had failed.

Failure has overtaken one of the
formerly most famous of patent medi-
cine firms, the Vogeler Company, pro-
prietors of St. Jacobs’ Oil. The col-
lapse is ascribed to the withdrawal of
its advertising, which kept the remedy
before the public in all parts of the
world. A good thing won’t sell itself
these hustling times. A family paper
is the medium through which to reach
the purchasing public, and The Ad-
vertiser offers exceptional advantages
in this particular direction.

Major Beattie
was not honest enough to say, “s0
that no Canadian who wished to buy
something a Yankee had would be al-
lowed to do so.” The violation of in-
dividual liberty contained in his fool-
ish proposal would be itoo strongly
marked, you know. The London Ad-
vertiser properly points out that the
major confesses that he is “opposed to
civilization, fortheintercourse of man-
kind presupposes trading relations;
while an entirely unsocial, hermetic-
ally-sealed existence, were it think-
able, would mean a return ‘to barbar-
ism.

Hall will be taken to Ailsa
Craig tomorrow for his preliminary ex-

Mr. Preston said he discussed or- |
ganization work with Messrs. McCrim- |
mon, McIntyre, Darrach, Grant a.nd‘7
Macnish. He had nothing to do with
the appointment of deputy returning
officers. “One of the drawbacks to the'!
party system,” he explained, ‘“is the’
desire on the part of party men to be
made deputy returning officers.”

Q.—Why did you suggest getting out-
siders in? A.—I never suggested it in
the world. I did not know there were
outsiders in until about five weeks af-
ter the election.

Mr. Preston denied having seen the

yvesterday. He would not appoint de-
puties in that way, he said, as he would
like to be a little more specific in his
recommendations.

Mr. Preston admitted bringing in five
strangers, but not to act as deputies.
Mr. Preston described with some de-
tail the work of these men, showing
that they were employed in canvass-
ing and perfecting the organization in
various parts of the riding.
