The foregoing tribute to the pioneerswill come up later. ,of Ontario was paid last night by 
James Mitchell of the public archives

timental reminiscences of the early 
pioneers.”

"One of the things we should impress 
upon our young people,” said the 
speaker, "is the cost at which our 
present conveniences and luxuries have 
been bought. There is a tendency in 
this age to take everything as a right; 
to say, ‘I have it, and I have a right 
to it.' This is the spirit of the Hun, 
and unworthy of the army of the early 
pioneers of which even the second gen­
eration is rapidly passing away. One 
of the dreadful results of the war is that 
we are losing our sense of proportion 
of things. The heroic event of today 
is forgotten tomorrow. Yet when one 
looks back upon the pioneers and what 
they wrought to build a commonwealth 
in the woods, one is awed by the 
thought, ‘There were giants in those 
days.’ "

In conclusion, the speaker impressed 
the importance of keeping before the 
rising generation the heroic lives and 
deeds of the early pioneers. "In order 
to fully value the things we have today, 
it is necessary for us to consider how 
we got them,” he said.

A vote of thanks to the speaker was 
moved by Dr. Cl. T. Campbell, and sec­
onded by Henry Macklin. Mr. Steven­
son presided.

Are Being Sent Overseas With 

First Draft.

FACE COURT-MARTIAL

If Convicted They Will Then 
Be Placed in 

Custody.

Drafted men who refuse to obey 
orders, alleging that they have con- 
Belentious objections to performing 
military service and offer passive re- 
sistance, will be tried by district court- 
martial and sentenced to imprisonment 
under section 9, subsection 1 or 2, of 
the army act.

This regulation, published in camp 
orders applies only to those con- 
scientious objectors who do not come 
within the meaning of section 11, sub- 
section 1, clause (f) of the military 
service act. which provides ground for 
exemption for certain conscientious 
objectors In other words, those who 
are not exempted as conscientious 
objectors within the meaning of the 
act, but who still allege that they are 
and passively resist orders are to be 
subject to imprisonment.

On their conviction by court-martial 
1ey are to be handed over to the civil 
authorities for custody but their re- 
ease will be applied for Immediately 
before the departure of a draft for 

07 erseas, to which they will be attached, 
and with which they will be sent under 
arrest. They will thus remain in 
prison only until a draft is leaving for 
overseas service.

Clause (f) of section 11, subsection 1. 
pi the M.S.A., referred to above, isI 
as follows: "That he conscientiously : 
objects to the undertaking of com- 
battant service and is prohibited from 
se doing bv the tenets and articles of 
Fa Ith. in effect on the 6th day of July. 
1917, of any organized religious de- 
nomination existing and well recognized 
in Canada at such date, and to which he 
in good faith belongs.”

This clause exempts from combatant 
service only.

NATIONS CANNOT MAKE
PROGRESS AT EXPENSE 

OF OTHERS, SAYS SPEAKER
University Head Discusses After-War 

Problems.
"Soria After the War Problems" 

was th» subject of an address de­
livered by Dr. E. E. Braithwaite, 
president of Western University, at a 
meeting Monday night of the men's 
club of St. John's Anglican Church.

Two problems were dealt with, the 
first being that of "human losses." 
Higher education and better physical 
development of the boys and girls of 
today was strongly advocated.0War, therefore, becomes the chief 
obstacle to the progress of the world's 
civilization This will never reach its 
proper culmination until we abolish 
war. There is good evidence that the 
fall of many of the ancient empires 
was due more to their active parti­
cipation tn devastating wars than to 
the corruption and effeminacy that 
prevailed.

The problem of the world's lasting 
peace was discussed from the stand­
point of a broader Internationalism 
'The nations are coming to find that 
it,is not only not good ethics, but also 
that It is not good politics to attempt 
ta make progress for themselves at the 
expense of other nations." said the 
speaker. The welfare of each spells 
the welfare of all. Instead of the 
proposa league to enforce peace, there- 
fore, it will be better for the various 
countries to meet in friendly council 
to consult In reference to legislation 
that will be for the interests not of 
anyone but of all.

As soon as the work of dealing with 
( the claims for exemption that are 
|awaiting hearing before the county 
■ appeal tribunals and the central ap­

peal judge, tne Hon. Justice Duff, is 
complete, the whole question of ex­
emptions granted in tills district is to 
be revised and gone into thoroughly.

Owing to the wide diversity of 
opinions held by the local tribunals in • 
this military district as to the inter­
pretation of the act and owing to the 
fact that the local tribunals heard 
their cases in their own districts, 
where local feeling and viewpoint 
might, and without doubt did in some 
cases, effect the conception of the 
meaning of the act taken by the 
tribunal members some glaring in­
equalities have been allowed to creep 
in with regard to granting exemptions. 
. This is true, the authorities state, 
in the whole of Canada, and of course, 

I this district is no exception. While 
! every effort was made by all concerned 
* to enforce the law fairly here, yet it 

is obvious that in a district the size 
of Western Ontario claims would be 
granted which might better have been 
refused and claims refused that might 
better have been granted.

Already a number of men have been 
granted exemption by the district 
leave of absence board who were re­
fused exemption by the tribunals be­
fore they reported for service in the 
ranks of the Canadian army, which 
bears out the fact that with se many 
different men handling the claims in 
so many different localities it was im­
possible to obtain uniformity in the 
decisions or any standard on which 
judgments might be based.

Cases of those who have been made 
to don the khaki when in the interests 
of the country they should have been 
granted exemption can be righted by 
the district leave of absence board, 
which has power to grant them ex­
emption. With this knowledge in 
mind, the Ottawa authorities have or­
dered a reviewing and re-examining 
into all the claims for exemption and 
this will be carried on in this district 
by the chief public representative 
through the office of the deputy regis-

Cases of the opposite kind, those 
who have been granted exemption 
when they should not have received it 
are to be located and, if necessary.

IWith documents containing full in- 
|formation concerning every man who 

has been granted exemption available: 
at the office of the deputy registrar * 
it will be possible for the chief public| 
representative to go into each case 
thoroughly. If it appears from the 
perusal of these papers that anv man 
has obtained exemption on insufficient 
grounds or that another medical ex­
amination might place a man in a 
higher category, he will he ordered for 
a rehearing of his case before another 
tribunal or for re-examination before 
a medical board, as the case may re­
quire.

It is also possible that the question- 
nafre methods being employed in the 
United States will also be utilized here 
and that questions regarding the 
present occupation and circumstances 
and other details will be sent out to 
those whose cases are being scrutin­
ized by the chief public representative 
The questions must be replied to with- 
in a stated period.
