Ottawa, Nov. 11.—Improved methods of collection, coupled with the 
imposition of penalties for false returns or failure to make returns or 
pay amounts assessed will this year much increase the amount contrib- 
uted to the national treasury through the federal income tax. Upwards 
of 150,000 persons will pay the tax, ard the amount which will be collect­
ed during the year is estimated at $35.000.000. While this is an improve- 
ment over last year it does not yet compare favorably, for instance, with 
collections in New Zealand, where in 1919 over six million sterling, or 
about $31.000,000, was collected. New Zealand has but one-eighth the 
population of Canada and on the same ratio Canada should c  
000,000.

Next year in Canada it is proposed to still further tighten up the 
regulations and stiffen penalties. There have been many prosecutions, 
both civil and criminal during the past year. There will be more next 
year. It will be provided, for instance, that a person who underesti­
mates his income will be forced to pay the total amount underestimated, 
plus the tax on the aggregate, and will, in addition, be subject to prose- 
cution and heavy penalty for fake returns. Prosecutions will be auto­
matic and no leniency will be permitted for alleged errors. The books 
of professional men, where necessary, will be examined and checked up.

The commissioner of taxation reports that the farmers are now 
making returns much more satisfactorily than before.

AT ELEVEN O'CLOCK TODAYEvery city and town, village and hamlet, settlement and reser­
vation in the Dominion, from Cape Breton to Vancouver Island, 
today commemorated the second anniversary of the closing of the 
great war. For the most part, open air divine service and military 
parades comprised the general program of observance throughout 
Canada. These were preceded by a general suspension of activi­
ties in practically all parts of the Dominion for two minutes in 
deference to Canada’s heroes and heroines, who laid down their 
lives during the titanic struggle.

Impressive ceremonies were held in London and Paris, the 
British and French people paying tribute to the men who sacrificed 
their lives during the long fight against kaiserism. The body of 
an unknown British soldier was buried in Westminster Abbey, the 
King, governmental chiefs and relatives of missing soldiers wit­
nessing the interment. Wreaths in large numbers were placed on 
the last resting place of the British warrior who fell in the great 
war. Floral wreaths were laid on the tomb from the Canadian 
War Veterans’ Association and the Last Post Fund.

In Paris, the remains of a French soldier, taken from a name­
less grave at Verdun, was laid at rest under the Arc de Triomphe.

Following a conference in Detroit a 

short time ago between Dr. Inches,Information was received today by 
E. V. Buchanan, general manager of 
the public utilities commission, that the 
hydro power commission has approved of 
a rate for electric lighting, which it 
believes will serve the purpose of bring­
ing about a conservation of electricity, 
and which .will take the place of the 
proposed penalty rate.

“The plan approved by the commis­
sion will," said Mr. Buchanan, "be in 
effect only during the period of power 
shortage." The commission has decided 
that there shall be no power supplied 
for lighting purposes at less than two 
cents per K.W.

Under this plan domestic lighting, 
which has been two cents per K.W. up 
to a certain usage, and then one cent 
per K.W., will be two cents straight, 
the one cent rate being cut out en­
tirely.

Commercial light users, who have 
been paying three rates, viz., four, two 
and one-half cent per K.W., according 
to the quantity of current used, will in 
future be restricted to two rates,

namely, four and two cents per K.W., 
the one-half cent rate being eliminated.

Prices and price talk engage the at­
tention of the market, this week even 
more than before. There is a sincere| 
desire on the part of a large section 
of the trade to get down to a workable| 
basis as soon as possible, but there, 
are very real difficulties in the way. 
chiefest among these being that costs 
do not show much tendency toward 
lower levels.

One maker of machine tools in Can­
ada stated this week that there was 
very little chance of them announcing 
a lower price under present conditions, 
as there was nothing in their cost of 
manufacturing that was showing a les­
sening. However this may be, the fact 
remains that a number of American 
makers of machine tools have an­
nounced reductions to their representa­
tives in Canada, and they are now 
working on the new schedule. New 
York is to be the centre of Interest 
this week, and it is generally believed' 
that following the convention of the Na­
tional Machine Tools Association there 
will be some announcement, concerted 
or otherwise, dealing with the price fea- 
ture. Cuts already made range from 
15 to 20 per cent.

Small tools have been reduced In 
Canada by some 10 per cent.

The steel market itself is quieter, but 
there is still a good deal of business 
to be secured. Manufacturers are not 
buying in large quantities, nor have 
they for some years past. The reasons 
for this are two in number: First, they 
could not get the material if they were 
able to pay the price, and second, the 
price has been too high in most cases 
to get them away from the hand-to- 
mouth class. A slight reduction is an­
nounced this week in warehouse prices 
of bar iron, now selling at 5%c per 
pound. Most of the bar iron trade is 
supplied from the Canadian mills.

The scrap metal market went through 
a severe pruning at the hands of the 
dealers this week. They cut fast and 
deep Into the lists they had been work­
ing on for buying purposes. Whether 
this decides the matter remains to be 
seen. A dealer can name his price, 
but if the seller will not accept It there 
to still room for an argument. Just 
now there are only three or four lines 

that are wanted, and these are scarce, 
and mostly in the iron and steel lines. 
Copper and brass scrap are drugs on the 
market, and business is stagnant.

Plans drawn Up By Fire Chief To Be 

Considered By 1921 City Council.

Plans for providing public and sep­
arate schools with better fire protection 
have been drawn up by Fire Chief John 
Aitken. They will be considered early 
next year by the new council. Esti­
mates of the cost will be prepared in 
the meantime. He suggests the installa­
tion of 25 hydrants. At the present rate 
of $18 charged by the public utilities 
commission this would mean an annual 
upkeep of $432.

The disposition of the hydrants sug­
gested by the chief is: Aberdeen 1, Alex­
andra 2, Boyle Memorial 1, Egerton 1.

Crown Attorney Jeffries De­

termined To Get To Bot­
tom of Trouble. (

WELLAND. Ont., Nov. 10.—The pre­
liminary hearing before Magistrate 
Fraser of Niagara Falls, Ont., in this 
town today of Barney Cowell, one of 
eighteen persons accused of being im­
plicated in the riot at Thorold, Ont., 
on the night of August 16 last, when a 
mob made an attempt to lynch David 
McNeal and burn down the Thorold 
Town Hall, was adjourned till tomorrow 
because of adverse witnesses.

McNeal had been committed for trial 
on a charge of murdering Margaret 
Boucock of Thorold, four years of age, 
and a mob quickly formed after his 
committal. August 16, and fought the

, authorities for possession of McNeal 
until the prisoner finally faced the 
angry crowd and in a pleading speech 
succeeded in saving his life and restor­
ing order in Thorold.

The town hall was damaged by fire, 
but not seriously.

Witnesses on the stand at today's 
tearing showed a lack of memory that 
caused Cr own Attorney Jeffries to nom- 
ment upon the coincidence and to inti- 
mate that he was going to get at the 
bottom of the Thorold riot in spite of 
witnesses' poor memories. He hinted 
at Intimidation of witnesses, and warned 
all present that proper steps would be 
taken if witnesses were tampered with.

Contradictory Story.
Ono witness, John Battle, 12 years of 

age, declared that he had not seen a 
stone thrown nor an attempt to fire 
the Thorold Town Hall made on the 
night of the riot, but this was so con- 
traditory of his evidence at the fire in­
quest at Thorold that, on the request 
of the crown prosecutor, the magistrate 
adjourned the hearing until tomorrow 

‘ morning in the hope that Battle might 
refresh his memory.

OTTAWA. Nov, 10.—The employ­

ment service of the department of 
labor reports that returns from the 
Dominion and provincial offices of the 
employment service of Canada for the 
week ended October 16 shows a de­
crease in placements when compared 
with the returns for the previous 
week. The officers reported that they 
had made 754 references to regular 
positions, and that 7,534 placements 
were effected. This is a decrease of 
437, as compared with the returns for 
the previous week, when 7.971 place- 
mente were reported, and an increase 
of 1,005 when compared with the cor- 
responding week of last year. In addi­
tion, 1,721 casual jobs were supplied 
during the week, as compared with 
1,717 during the week ended October 9.

During the week, 9,454 applicants 
were registered, of whom 8,277 were 
men and 1,177 were women. This rep­
resents a decrease of 311 in registration 
when compared with 9.765 applications 
reported during the preceding week. 
The number of vacancies notified by ! 
employers to the service during the 
week totalled 8,686, of which 7,566 were 
for men and 1,789 were women. When

The present agrarian movement arose in 
war days, when the Government made demand 
on demand for increased production. The So­
cialist of the north looked south and sew great 
estates rolling down from the Apennines to the 
sea, estates with their lords of the soil and an 
ignorant peasantry ground under an economic 
tyranny. Here was the inheritance of feudal 
days and of that Neapolitan kingdom whose sys­
tem of government Gladstone termed the "nega­
tion of God." For the great landlord of the 
south loved to assume the grand air. He would 
spend his days in hunting and gaiety. Often he 
bad insufficient capital properly to develop his 
estate and stretchies of it would remain un­
cultivated. He gloried in the appearance of 
wealth as he jauntily strutted along fashion's 
expensive way. Who were these contadini that 
they should worry their lord with stupid de- 
mands? And so, as the tide rose, he pursued 
one expensive will o' th’ wisp after another, 
impoverishing himself and his estate while 
peasants struggled to make the soil bring forth 
abundantly.

Unrest spread. "Pay no attention to worn- 
out theories of improving your condition," so 
ran the insidious advice of the Socialist. “Never 
mind questions of feudal dues. Be masters of 
the land."

The peasant listened and remembered.
Faced with a difficult situation—for produc­

tion had to be Increased—the Italian Govern­
ment legalized occupation of uncultivated or 
badly cultivated lands. And occupations grew 
apace. Nor, now, are they restricted to the 
terms of official decrees. They are sweeping 
over cultivated and uncultivated lands alike, 
over estates great and small. The royal estate 
at Santa Maria de Capua Vetere near Naples 
has been seized by a co-operative.

In all Italy, between sixty and seventy 
thousand acres have been occupied, and the 
occupations are growing daily. They now rep­
resent a total of 199 properties invaded by 105 
co-operative associations. In the province of 
Rome alone, seizures of land have totalled 33,- 
000 acres.

Nor has occupation been confined to lands 
nor to the metal works, so much in question 
lately. In Rome, great villas from which the 
wealthy owners were temporarily absent, have 
been seized by families, taking this rough and 
ready means of solving the housing problem. 
Two hundred workmen occupied one huge villa, 
only to be ejected in the morning by the police. 

In Milan, the tenants of a workmen’s home 
quietly took possession. They appointed a 
managing committee, dismissed an expensive 
staff, reduced room rentals by nearly 50 per 
cent, and declared they would serve themselves.

EVENING. A MOVING FEAT.

The feat of moving a building bodily from one 
site to another was successfully performed recently 
in Great Britain. The building in question was of 
timber and reinforced concrete; it measured 60 feet 
in length and in breadth, and it weighed 150 tons. 
A large wooden platform was introduced under the 
building. This platform rested on iron rollers, and 
when all the weight of the building came on the 
platform, winches and wire ropes were employed 
to draw the whole structure for 80 feet to the new 
site.

It is estimated that the cost of taking 
the structure down and rebuilding it would have 
been at least three times that of the process of 
transfer.

WATCH EAST ELGIN.
Very soon now the electors of East 

Elgin will have the opportunity of ex­
pressing, in the rejection of Mr. Stansell, 
their condemnation of one of the most 
detested governments in Canada s history. 
A nation chafing under bungling tyranny 
looks to East Elgin to play its part in the 
overwhelming of the dark forces that have 
been in power since 1911. A bad govern- 
ment was turned out in 1896, but a more 
signal overthrow is at hand for a worse 
government at the present time.

Mr. W. L. M. King has been showing 
the west in patient, honest, candid detail 
how we are misgoverned.

One of the most scandalous items in the 
Ottawa Government's history was the 
scheme of vote-apportionment in the elec­
tion of 1917. Mr. Meighen's own part in 
the manipulation of that election has not 
yet been investigated. He is an apt pupil 
of the Hon. Bob Rogers. A vote for Stansell 
is a vote for the Rogers system.

The callous indifference of the Govern­
ment to the interest of the common man 
is seen in the dark record of the Ross rifle 
in the war.

Agriculure has not suffered to any considerable 
extent. Crop production has not fallen off. Practi­
cally all of our lands are in cultivation or pastur­
age, and there is still plenty of food to go around;

It is the chief common food 
for lime. In a cup of milk, there is three 
times as much lime as in half a cup of 
carrots, four times as much as in one 
egg, and ten times as much as in two 
slices of bread.

Milk is, furthermore, the cheapest 
source of lime, and lime, remember, is 

one of the materials of which a child’s 
i body is made. Bones, teeth, and blood, 
all require lime, and can get it from 

! milk, in its most assimilable form.
A quart of milk is equal in general 

food to any one of the following, and 
for a young child, is more digestible 
than any of them: three-eighths of a 
pound of ordinary cheese, three-quarters 
of a pound of cottage cheese, three- 
quarters of a pound of tenderloin steak, 

, eight large eggs, or a quart of oysters. 
And even at 20 cents a quart, milk is 
cheaper than any of them. Even dear 
milk is cheap food, because it is good 
food, and has the lime the children’s 
bodies need.

Dur 
British brothers are now conducting 
some "mopping up" operations that are 
expected to overcome the suspicions 
cast upon the sport by the exposure ot 
famous players.

Clergy Demand Reform.
In the universal demand that was 

heard on every hand for a “clean up 
the British clergy took a prominent 
part, according to a letter which I 
have just received from a prominent 
British sportsman. He informs me 
that Bishop Wellden, the Dean of Dur­
ham, led in the campaign for a foot- 
ball regeneration, and quotes the Dean 
as saying: ...."Football is the most democratic of 
games; yet it better not be played at 
all if it cannot be played in the spirit 
°f"The bribing of football players and 
the buying and selling of football 
matches are absolutely fatal to sport.

I This is a matter of life or death to 
British sport.".

The Dean is to be commended for 

In this country too many 
of those who might be leaders In in­
fluencing a better sporting spirit are 
inclined to shrug their shoulders and 
say, “Well, what could you expect?

As the result of the demand of the 
Dean and the public support given him, 
all the managers of the leading foot 
ball teams are doing everything pos- 
sible to eliminate every dishonest 
player. Not one has attempted to dis- 
pute the facts presented as to dis­
honorable practices.I wonder what would happen any 
of the leading churches in America 
should call for reformation in any 
branch of sport. Would they be hooted 
at from one end of the country to the 
other? Think it over.

importance01 NEW YORK, Nov. 10.—After a spec­
tacular race against time down the 
Hudson River, surrounded by puffing 
tugs and fireboats, and with flames 
licking about her forward decks, the 
burning Morgan Line freighter El 
Mundo tonight lay’ beached on the 
Communipaw Flats near Ellis Island, 
out of the way of harbor traffic.

Flames which started from an ex­
plosion in her forward fuel oil tanks 
shortly after 3 o’clock continued to 
burn briskly, sweeping the freighter 
from bow to stern, despite the efofrts 
of a swarm of fire-fighters to hold them 
in control. _ , .

The ship, a craft of 10,000 tons, is al­
most a complete wreck, with her sides 
torn by blasts and her. forward super­
structure carried away by the fire.

All members of the crew of the ill- 
fated El Mundo, which arrived here 
from Galveston last Monday with a 
general cargo, have been accounted for, 
police officials said tonight. Eight of 
the deckhands were reported seriously 
burned, one probably fatally.

More than a score of longshoremen 
and members of the crew were unload­
ing the vessel at the Southern Pacific 
Line pier when the fuel tank, contain­
ing several thousand gallons of oil, 
blew up without warning, hurling men 
in all directions and carrying away a 
section of the deck. Plates on the port 
side also were torn out, and the ship 
immediately began to list.

Sprayed by burning oil, many workers 
on the pier had narrow escapes from 
being burned to death. Several also had 
the clothes blown from their bodies by 
the force of the blast, which shook the 
waterfront for blocks.

MONTREAL, Nov, 10.—(By Canadian 
Press).—The board of railway commis­
sioners, which convened here today at 
the Inquiry Into the application of the 
Bell Telephone Company of Canada for 
an Increase in telephone rates and the 
applying of a measured rate for out­
going calls on business telephones, ad­
journed early this afternoon, an­
nouncing that the date of the final 
sessions at Ottawa for the discussion 
of the whole matter, on which their 
eventual order will be based, would 
not be fixed until It was known when 
the reports of the experts engaged by 
the Union of Municipalities who are 
opposing the company’s application 
would be ready.

These reports, the board was inform- 
ed, could not bo ready for at least six weeks.

Another matter of almost equal im­
portance was settled at the session, 
namely, when Chairman S. J. McLean 
of the railway commission, announced 
that there would be no retroactive 
measures, but that any increase, if 
Sranted, would date from the Issuing 
of the order of the board, but would 
have no retroactive effect. This led 
to a request by counsel for the Bell 
Telephone Company that proceedings 
should be hastened, since they claimed 

i that under the present rates the com­
pany was losing $200,000 a month.

Apart from Quebec and the south 
shore representatives there was a 
unanimity of opinion that if the Bell 
Telephone Company could show that 
it was entitled to an advance in its 
rates, this should be granted.

OPPOSE MEASURE PLAN.
Montreal, Nov. 10.—Emphatic objec­

tion to the installation of the measured 
service system proposed by the Bell 
Telephone Company was made in a 
brief filed on behalf of the Canadian 
Manufacturers’ Association with the 
board of railway commissioners when 
it met here this morning, under the 
chairmanship of Hon. F B. Carvell. 
Briefs along similar lines were pre­
sented by the board of trade, the cham­
ber of commerce, the Montreal Public­
ity Association and other interested 
local bodies. The Union of Canadian 
Municipalities has instructed Charles 
Laurendeau, K.C., to watch the pro­
ceedings on its behalf. The company 
was represented by a battery of legal 
and technical experts.

From Swamp to Beauty.
"The seventh century village on the 

Senne, near the center of what now 
is Belgium, was called Brussels, liter­
ally ‘swamp dwelling,’ with descriptive 
intent. The genius of a people for 
making much of meager physical cir- 
cumstances, fully warrants the nick­
name often given the modern city of 
parks, boulevards, art galleries and a 
famous university.

At the historic Brussels conference 
in 1874 the city had a premonition of its 
tragic experience in 1914. The world’s 
great powers, and many of the lesser 
ones, met there to discuss more hu­
mane usages in war. Prussia upheld 

Ithe principle that citizens of a city-- 
I men, women or children—who resisted 
invasion of an enemy thereby rendered 
themselves liable to precisely the same 
treatment as their armed soldiery. Eng- 
land sided with the smaller nations in 
objecting to this proposal. Only thirty 
years later Germany illustrated her 
theory by her atrocities in Brussels.

Heads Make a Holiday.
"Suffering was no new experience for 

Burssels. More than three centuries 
earlier its great square had seen Count 
Egmont and Count Horn walk to the 
scaffold, as the former recited the 
fifty-first Psalm, and a little later both 
heads were displayed to the assembled 
multitude on iron spikes.
