Representatives from many Ameri-
can cities attended the meeting to-
gether with officials from this city.
An executive was selected compris-
ing seven former Londoners known
from coast to coast, and plans were
suggested and accepted which should
form the nucleus of a celebration far
surpassing the present carnival.

Secretary Edwin Smith summar-
fzed the object of the gathering. He
declared strong London Old Boys’
Associations all over the continent
were necessary to insure the success
of the prospective centennial festival.
Mayor George Wenige indorsed Mr.
Smith’'s recommendation that clubs
be organized immediately, and with-
out preliminaries, outlined a scheme
which he believes will prove of ines-
timable benefit to London.

The mayor’'s idea is to appropriate
a substantial sum of money and
spend it on the upkeep of a perman-
ent centennial headquarters having
a paid secretary, stenographers and
staff. Thus, all old boys could be
kept in constant touch with the do-
ings of the ecity by mailing quanti-
ties of propaganda which would
keep enthusiasm at high pitch until
the week of the celebration. His
worship recommended, also, that old
boys’ associations in all large cities
keep together, hold card parties,
lawn fetes, dances and other forms
of entertainment. This, he said,
would enable former Londoners in
foreign cities to become acquainted
and they would be glad to return to
the home town in large bodies.

Confident of Support.

“The possibilities of a centennial
in London are immense,” his worship
said. “I will bring the matter before
the council this week. I can give
almost positive assurance they will
consider it favorably and recommend
to next year's council the desirability
of appropriating a few thousand dol-
lars to hire a paid staff and secre-

President J H. Saunders of the
London Old Boys' Association, who
spoke, stated he regretted the neces-
sity of charging for minor features,
such as programs, but the associa-
tion required money. He hoped, in
future, contributions to the old boys’
fund would be sufficient to allow
visitors free entertainment during
the week.

H. J. Childs, chairman of the en-
tertainment committee, thought that
the outcome of Mayor Wenige’s idea
in connection with the centennial
celebration would be extremely prof-
itable to citizens and old boys alike.
W. Gillette, Cleveland, voiced ap-
proval of his worship's plan and gave
assuranee he would do all to bring as
many Cleveland men and women
here as possible.

Ed. Struthers, president of the
Detroit and border cities old boys,
told of the pleasure he had in meet-
ing Londoners of boyhood days he
had not seen in 30 years. When the
name of Thomas E. Wilson was sug-
gested as honorary president of the
new association Mr. Struthers sec-
onded the proposal saying that “Tom
Wilson used to fight my battles for
me 40 years ago, and he’s just the
same now as he was when a boy.”
Officers Elected.

Ofticers elected for the Interna-
tional Old Boys' Association included
some of the most prominent person-
alities on the continent in honorary
positions. The complete slate was as
follows: President, Mayor George
Wenige; first vice-president, Ed.
Wilson, Detroit; second vice-presi-
dent.

HOME FROM ROME
WITH HIGH HONOR

Rev. Fr. Flannery and Rev. Fr.
Ffaulkes Complete Special
Course of Studies.

SENT BY BISHOP

Showing at St. Peter's Seminary
Caused Bishop Fallon To Send
Young Men to Rome.

Fr. Thomas West Flannery, D.D,
and Fr. Bryant Ffaulkes, P.C.L., both
graduates of St. Peter's Seminary in
this city, have completed with dis-
tinction a two-years’ special course
of study in Rome, and on their return

to London will take professorship
chairs in the seminary. Fr. Flannery
will arrive home tonight, while Fr.
Ffaulkes will visit friends in Wood-~
stock, and is expected about the end
of the week. .

Through the unceasing efforts of
His Lordship Bishop Fallon, 8St.
Peter’'s Seminary has developed from
a small school into one of the out-
standing seminaries of the Dominion.
Bishop Fallon has always striven to
give the young men who choose a’
religious life the best in educatignal
facilities during their four years of
study, and with this in view is ever
watchful for a display of unusual
talent that might be developed along
teaching lines. The showing made
by both Fr. Flaulkes and Fr. Flan-
nery while attending the seminary
prompted him to send the two popu-
lar young priests to Rome, where they
have won honor for London by their
splendid record at the Canadian Col-
lege in the Italian capital.

Nearly every country maintains a
separate college in Rome, where
priests who display aptitude for
special study are sent, and those who
are fortunate enough to take gradu-
ate courses, among many advantages
receive that of being instructed by
the world’'s best scholars.

Fr. Flannery, who is the son of
Mr. and Mrs. P. J. Flannery of Pic-
cadilly street, received his college
training at Assumption College,
Sandwich, and during his school days
.was one of the most popular young
men in the institution. A lover of:
sports, “West,” as he is kncwn to:
everyone, took no small part in col-'
lege athletics. Graduating from
Assumption, he immediately entered
the seminary to study for the priest-
hood.

Finishing the seminary course with
high honors, he was chosen with Fr.
Ffaulkes, who also showed excep-
tional ability, by Bishop Fallon to
go abroad for special study.

Born in England, Fr. Ffaulkes
spent his early life in that country,
and received his education there. It
was after his graduation from Cam-
bridge University that he decided to
become a Catholic, and he joined the
church in England, later coming to
Canada and entering St. Peter's Sem-
inary.

Fr. Ffaulkes will teach canon. law
in the seminary, while Fr.

BIG DEPUTATION

Ottawa, Aug. 7.—A large deputa-
tion representatiive of the city of
Windsor and the towns of Sandwich

Walkerville and Ford City arrived
in the capital today to urge the
claims of the border municipalities
for federal consideration.

The deputation had a conference
with postal officials this morning and
received a promise that a postoffice
would be established at Riverside, a
second office in Ford and an arrange-
ment consummated with the border
street railway to carry letter carriers
free of charge while on duty.

The bureau of economics at Washington put steck
ifrauds at a billion; credit frauds and fake bankruptcies
'vlﬁ\ $400,000,000; burglary and theft, $260,000; em-
{bezzlement and forgery, $100,000,000° each; forgery and
customs frauds, $100,000,000 each; freight thefts and
“thefts from homes, $25,000,000 each.

Theft insurance companies see no improvement in
the situation. On the other hand, they claim that the
tendency toward theft is greater than ever, and the
measure of the opportunity to steal is the extent of the
crime.

The bureau of economics has drawn up a list giving
what it considers to be the seven most outstanding

+ - representation of book knawledge.

7. Desire for luxury beyond the earning capaeities.

There is nothing in any of these seven reasons that
is new; all these conditions are old, and mest of them
are likely to stay with us as long as human nature is
what it is. ;

The one cure for it is plain, unvarnished honesty—
honesty that remains in spite of conditions, honesty that
breeds confidence, and in the bringing about of that
honesty the burden is just as much on those who have
as on those who have not. There is need for the brand
of honesty that recognizes the rights of men to a fair
and decent living; that refuses to shut down a factory
in a short period of slackness to protect large dividends;
an honesty that cannot tolerate a condition of poverty
that it can remedy. It is the lack of an all-round
national honesty that brings into and keeps in existence
burglar insurance companies, private detective forees
and a multitude of similar agencies.

The man who steals because his salary is too small
is not the only variety of thief. @ While there is ne
excuse for this, the man who has whittled that salary
down to the too-small variety cammot go away with
clean hands.

Trying to Hold the Negroes.

The Christian Science Monitor is making a survey
of the number of negroes who have left the south and
moved north. It believes that 100,000 have made the
trip since the first of the year.

Georgia is particularly hard hit by so many of the
negro workers leaving there and going north, where
they have been able to make a better living.

Georgia Legislature has a bill before it that would
send to jail for from three to seven yearg any person
who goes there to seek for workers to ge to another
state.

The bill has not passed yet, but the people claim the

- need for this drastic step justifies it.

fieorgia may need its negro workers very badly,
but it cannot lose sight of the fact that the freedom of
the individual, be he black or white, must be at the
bottom of any law. A measure that makes it a erime to
point to a better position in another part of the counti'y
could not live long in any natien.

Putting Money in a Can.

In hearing a case at Owep Sound where a farmer
had been robbed of $3,000, it developed that he kept his
money in a can burled under a bush.

the hone.

The court estimated that the farmer had also lost
about $900 in interest during the time he had left the
money in the tin ecan.

Burying money in a tin ean puts it out of business.
It it remained there long enough it would rot. It wasa
source of anxiety as well as comfort to the man whe put
it there, and 1t was not even working for him at a very
moderate three or five per cent interest.

Cutting Down on Cotten Purchases.

A number of the wholesale houses have come to the
conclusion that there will have to be a lowering of
prices in the cotton market or else the business that is
being done will fall off even mere than it has. The
trade realizes that it is fighting against big edds in
trying to get present prices, and the big odds comsist
of the fact that the public has slowed dewn in its buying.

Cottons of all grades took several sharp advances
during the spring months. The reason given was that
there was a world shortage ef raw cotten, ewing to
decreased production and the ravages of the boll weevil
on the plantations, These advances were immediately
‘passed on to the trade. One London wheolesaler, describ-
ing the process of the following developments, stated

. that there was a falling off in the amount of business
done almost at once. Cotton goeds take in a very wide
range of ginghams, coverings for quiits, shirtings,
toweling, ete., and form quite a substantial line in the
average general store. The retail trade buys very
gingerly at the higher price, not wanting to get stocked
uip with materials a4 a high price.

It hds often been claimed that advances are passed
on to the eonsumers quicker than reductions. This is
80 in a number of lines, but in a wholesale the general
basis of pricing a stock is the replacement’ value, and
riges and drops in prices become active almest at ence.
In one London whalesale in the spring of 1922 §45,000
was written off the stock of cottons alome in one day.

Where Law Is Enforced.

If yot are thinking of going into the murder or car
stealing business, stay away from London, England.

In that great metropelis last year there were only
26 murders. In 13 cases arrests were made, and in the

other 13 the murderer committed suicide.

Of the arrests made there were 13 convictions;
three were comsidered insane and 10 were hanged.

In thdt gfeat district only 327 motor cars and cycles
were stolen. Of this number 314 were recovered and
the thieves arrested and convicted.

‘One wonders at the safety ef life and property in a
city which, from its location on the very edge of Europe,
would be a mark for scoundrels from all nations.

But there is the record. One hundred per cent in
running down first degree crime, and 96 per cent in
recovering stolen cars and punishimg the thievés.

Who does it? The Old Country officer, unarmed
except for his baton. Well trained, physically superior
to most men, and nhentally alert, he sets up a record
that officers of United States cities, with guns on their
hips and all sorts of equipment at their dispesal, can
neither equal nor appreach.

Still the Thunder Protests,
On the day the Ferguson government was elected

in Ontario there was a dreadful storm. It was the
worst one of the season.

FISH CATCH INCREASES
§230,819 IN VALUE

Total Haul Shows Decrease of
131,879 Hundredweights

In Volume.

Canadian Press DespatcH.
Ottawa, Aug. 6.—The total quantity
of. sea fish landed on the Atlantic and
Pacific coasts during June was 819,-
164 hundredweights, valued at $3,-
313,095, according to a department of
fisheries report. This catch is 131,-
897 hundredweights less than in
June, 1922, but the value is $230,819
greater.

The quantity of cod, haddock, hake
and pollock landed was 338,611 hun-
dredweights as compared with 585,-
196 hundredweights last year. The
catch of cod decreased from 423,568
to 270,049 hundredweights.

The catch of mackerel decreased
from 132,893 to 87,909 hundred-
weights.

There were 167,832 hundredweights
of lobsters taken during the month
compared with 101,529 hundred-
in June, 1922. The total
catch since the opening of the season
was 313,502 hundredweights. Of this

'Delays ,Are Due to the Dense
Crowds Lining Tracks
Along Route.

Toungstown, Ohio, Aug. 7.—Okio
recelved back its dead son for a few
fleeting hours early today, when the
sorrow-shrouded funeral special
bearing to Washington the mortal re-
mains of Warren G. Harding rolled
eastward between an aisle of mourn-
ers stretched 3800 miles across the
late president’s native state.

So dense were the crowds between

‘Sterling, Ohlo, and Akron, Ohio, that

the train was forced to slow down to
10 miles an hour. For one stretch of
15 miles the mourners were lined
three deep along the Baltimore and
Ohio tracks. ‘

The train now consists of 12 cars,
an extra one having been put on at
Gary, Ind., to carry the great masses
of flowers handed up by the mourn-
ers throughout the long journey from
the Golden Gate, where he died.

Only once did the funeral train
stop in Ohio, That was at ‘Willard,
shortly after five o’clock this morn-
ing, when engines were changed.

Crowds Line Route.

Crowds which had gathered all
dlong the route stood in the cold
fawn at Deflance, Deshler, Fosteria,
Tiffin and Attica. Many of these
same people had cheered the late
president on his way westward on
the journey to Alaska and the Pacific
coast, frox whick he was not to re-
turn alive. .

SWIMMER SHOWS
GREAT ENDURANCE
IN GHANNEL TRIP

Henry Sullivan Refused Help
As Goal Was in
Sight.

MARVELQUS ' FEAT

American  Athlete Forced To
Make Journey Against
Adverse Tides.
Associated Press Despatch.

Dover, Aug, 9.—Observers who
were in the small boat that accom-
panied Henry Sullivan of Lowell,
Mass., on his swim across the Eng-
lish Channel say that in the final
stages of his great effort the Ameri-
can athlete showed a marvelous de-
gree of dogged determination. Sul.
livan had the misfortune to meet one
strong tide setting from the French
capes, and the captain of the accom-
panying motor lugger estimated that
but for this the swim would have
been accomplished in six hours less
time. As it was, Sullivan performed
the feat in 27 hours, 25 minutes.

Because of this baffling tide, it took
the swimmer from 6:15 o’clock yes-
terday morning until 8:05 o’clock
last night to make the last six miles
of his journey, The trouble was due
to the fact that the flood tide was
running two hours behind its normal
schedule because of the east winds
that had prevailed for some time. The
last 12 hours of the swim proved to
be a tremendous endurance test. At
eight o'clock yesterday morning the
pier at Calais was a little over three
miles ahead, but for the next two

hours the swimmer’s relative position
to the land was unchanged.

Puts Up Dogged Battle.

Then the tide set off the coast and
Sullivan was forced to make a great
fight to retain his advantage.

At 11:15 o'clock Monday morning
the swimmer was two and a half
miles from shore, with the Calais
He was
then making 34 strokes to the min-
ute and swimming very regularly. By
noon the tide began to carry him
westward down the channel, and in
the following hours he {rifted in this
direction, stroking 33 to the minute
and edging slowly across the cur-
rent. At 3:15 o’clock Monday after-
noon he had reached a point opposite
the Sangatte cliff. The water was
choppy and the tide was dead against
him.

One hour later Sullivan was still
drifting west and his position was
rather despaired of unless it proved
that he could hold out for the return-
ing tide which those aboard the boat
believed would help him ashore. At

He later took a little soup and then
rested.

Only once during the nearly ia
hours he was in the water did the
athlete take nourishment, when he
ate an egg and milk. He swam nearly
56 miles, although the distance from
point to point as an aeroplane makes
the trip is only approximately 221%
miles.

BIG PAVING JOB
ON RIGHMOND 1.
SIARTS MONDAY

City Engineer Hopes To Com-
plete Half of His Contract
Before Winter.

RAILWAY ASSISTS

Street Railway Company Ready

To Co-operate With City
in the Work.

Work on the new Richmond street
pavement will be commenced early
next week—probably Monday—un-
less present calculations are upset,
City Engineer W. P. Near announced
to The Advertiser today. This will
improve a bad condition in this city
as Richmond street, between Fullar-
ton and Oxford streets, is constdered
the worst thoroughfare in London.

The engineer is convinced that at
least one-half of the task can be com-
pleted before the snow flies—from
Central avenue north to Oxford
Street.

The start will be made just north
of Central avenue, near Hyman
street, and on the east.side of the
street. Progress will be north to Ox-

ford street, when the street rajlway

line will be moved to one side in
order that the west side of the thor-
oughfare can be graded and paved.

After further consultation with the
street railway authoritles, the city
engineer reports that the company
has completed arrangements for its
first shipment of steel and that it
will be here in sufficient time to pro-
ceed when the east side of the street
h,s been graded.

“We fully expect to complete from
Central avenue north to Oxford, both
sides,” before the winter,” Mr, Near
stated, “and if circumstances con-
tinue favorable we will do more. We
are taking this section first in view
of the fact that the street railway
company is compelled to place a spe-
cial order for curved steel at Central
avenue.” .

The company proposes to lay all
new steel and widen the devil-strip
between the rails. The officials of
that corporation are equally as
anxious as the city authorities that
the work proceed as speedily and
satisfactorily as possible, and are co-
operating splendidly with the en-
gineer's department.

Stanley street was reopened for
public service Saturday last, while
the work on Briscoe street is rapidly
nearing completion.

London, Aug. 7.—There is a dis-
cussion going on in the London press
regarding the proper use. of insulin.
Thousands of diabetic patients can-
i not get the remedy at present time
because they are not rich enough or
not poor enough. The rich can pay
for the service of a private doctor,
and the very poor can get free treat-
ment in hospitals, but the middle
class diabetics are stinted of the sub.
stance which is necessary to their
lives,
Expense of Injections.

It is not entirely a question of the
cost of the substance, but also ot
the expense of continued injections
by a doctor. The effects of insulin
are not permanent and patients may
require a life-time of treatment.

British researchers are attempting
to produce insulin in a form in which
it can be taken through the mouth
instead of by injections through the
skin. If successful this will go a
}on‘ way towards solving the prob-
em.

In the meantime there is a demand
that patients or their friends should
be trained in the method of making
injections. Doctor Banting himselt
has given the testimony of 2 man
who finds self-injection as easy as
shaving. At the present time the
medical research council, which con-
trols the supply of insulin will not
let it be sold to apy but qualified
doctors and hospitals.

Must Test Blood.
It {s suggested that supplies should
be avallable to all persons who.have
medical certificates of being tralned
to administer insulin. One more df-
ficulty remains, owing to it being nec-
essary to make periodical tests to
find the amount of sugar in the
blood. The usual fee for the blood
test is thirty shillings and added to
the cost of insulin and the attendance

yPhus often is the day spent by John
M. Gunn, whose business is Jaw and

The people of London know and
delight in Mr. Guan's verses which
have appeared only too rarely in the
public press and periodicals.

Mr. Gunn calls
them dummy books. They come from
the publishing houses to the book-
sellers, as samples, before the books
appear in full printed form.

; “Scrap books” seem such a poor

.name for them, for the scraps which
find their way there, are often rare

gems.,
A Delight To Stop.

It is a delight to stop a while over
this collection of books.

Between their pages are to be found
{nany a beautiful little poem, signed
by an obscure name, which will stand
out beside the work of well-known
poets, and not suffer by comparison,
Probably the poem appearing in the
scrap book was the only creation of
the writer. The periodical in which
it appeared is long out of date. But
it is prepared, with others like it, in
Mr. Gunn’s own anthology. And this
i what makes his scrap books so
valuable.

“I'd rather have something I've
made myself, than all the other an-
thologies in my library,” says Mr.
Gunn. o

But Mr, Gunn's library of poetry is
but one phase of his hobby. Mr. Gunn
also writes poetry -of a .delightful
kind. )
