THE GHURCH QUESTION.

Mr. Aubrey de Vere has addressed the followisg
letter to ths editor of the Freeman:—

As the time for the solution of the Irish ClLurch
question approaches, it becomes the more urgently
jmportant that ali those whoagree jn seeking the
intereats of Ireland, end of Ireland's Churck, which
are ingeparsble, should sgree as to the mode of action
likely to secure both. If differences exisi nmong us
which sffect prisciple, we can only reach agreement
by & careful and an 1mpartial consideration of whai
has to be gaid on each side. % i3, theretore, desira~
ble that the question should be thotoughly &ia-
cuased in toat iriendly epirly which becomes those
who have the same ends in view, Difficulties do not
cease to oxist because we cboose to look away from
them, and they will owe day confront us. I have
contributed my share to ah inquiry for whizh ro sub.
stitate can be found in the most cloquent declame-
tior. Others, I trust, wiil cot sbrink from daing
their par:, whether their opinions may be populer or
the contrary, lnthe mesntime, whatever conclusion
we may arrive nt on that question, at Jeast it cannot
but be the wish of all that misconceptions sheuld be
removed, The quection is s to the * just distribution
of Churck property,’ or its ‘secularisation.’ From
the argumente used in favor of the latter plan it
geemy e3 though meany excellent persons imagine
that they have 1o chooss bevween the destruction of
Ireland’s ancient Church property or the carruption
of her roligion through the dependence of her clergy
on the state. A letter published by W. J. O'N.
Daunt, Esq.—which accident has prevented me from
geeing till quite lately~misapprebents the main
acope of my recent pamphlet, ‘Ths Ohurch Settle-
ment of Treland.” Hia opiniona &8 to the necessity of
preserving inviolate the independence of our clergy
are worthy of & Catholic and an Irishman. I heve
always mainiained them, acd them alone. What we
differ about is hiz aesumption that there i3 an iden.
tity, or even the elightest connection, between the
complete independence of the clergy and those two
nliegntions, viz. that the Irish people must never
recover their Church property for religious uses, and
that the begt political allies for Irish Catholios are
the Dissenters of England. We have been eo iong

- in the habit of hearing it assumed ubat the present
upjust Oburch settlement (& chronic ansrchy), can
only be removed either by the substitution of state
pensions or of ¢ the voluntary principle for all,’ that
the true sottlement, a just distribution of Ireland's
Charch property, bas seldom engaged a szerious at-
tention. Mr. O'N. Daunt alludes to many things
8aid con these subjects in past times—that is, in times
when comparatively little was safl on this primary
matter by influential Catholics, who wera then more
occupied about other questions, and when what was
dode by the Legialature was to renew 1ihe lease of
the Ascendancy, under the protection of #pacious
reforms. Most of whRt was then said meant onme of
two things—either that Ireland must not accept of
pensions or that endowments were not, 1n any form,
1o be'substitnted for the present mode in which the
clergy are supported, I have disputed® neither of
thege propositicns It seems difficult for the plain-
e3t atatements to cleer this momentous subject from
it accidontal associations, No one now seems 10

. atsrivute to me the vindication of pensions ; but Mr.
O'Neill Daunt will allow wme to assurc him that be
falls unwittingly into another error. He misinkes

Such _en epplication of Ireland’s Church properiy
would deprive her for ever of what Protestant as-
cendancy could but missppiy for a tiime, giving to
Ireland, &t most, wha’ she muzt otherwize have
gaized from other sources,avd in goms cases injuring
the interests subsidised after thiz empirical fazhion,
by an icterferenco’ with either the moral or the eca-
nomic 1aws by which they are ruled.

In that second pamphlet I have ondoavered to
show that it is a sacred bequest, resting am the im-
memorial nsage of Christendom, and sunctioned by
the precedent of the Ancient Law,and I bave ex-
prossed my belief thatit was not reserved either far
the statesmen of the Reformation, or the geges of tae
French Revolution, to teach the Church tbe best
mode of sustaining her ministrations. I have shown
that mere ‘Voluntaryism'is the rightful boast, as it
is the child, of Dissent, ia which {zith means but in-
dividual opioion, end which does oot espire to make
religion tha confession of a naticn. I have shown
that even religious discords do not render impossible
a natlon’s confession of religion; and that to meke
it as well as she can i3 to reserve to herzelf the
power of one day making it perfectly, if truth, which
advances most steadily where passions and rival
interests least bar its way, should ever restore to
unity those who walk in erring ways. 1 have iudi-
cated the incoberoncy of at once inveighing sgainst
endowmen!s in any form and for any purpese, and’
yet 1eceiving them 1n their moat exceptivnable form,
that of pensions, and applying ihem not only to tne
supporl of chaplaing ,in the srmy, and the navy, ia
workhouses and prisons, but even 0 thai of the pro-
fessors who shape the theological science of Ireland
at Mayoooth, and of the futura clergy of Ireland
whilat under their charge. [ have pointed to vast
tracts in Ireland where the means of grace aro con-
fessedly inadequate, awing to poverty, and also to
vast citied, English and American, where Catholiciam
might by this’ time have held iis hesd high, bot
whete a populztion receat from Ireland is not as
our clergy with pathetic urgency remind us, in all
respects all that the honor of Ireland requires it to
be. I have pointed to these things snd nsked what
commens they make upon tue hollow boast that the
“Voluntary systom’ 'amepgst us had not oniy
escaped it8 worst defocls, which I admir, bur is
alzo free ‘rom deficiencies, L hevo shown tbat 1o

‘ There are many important questions which now
engage the atiegtion of the publie, 2ud whick pappily
are murching on with giant strides towards a
favourable svlution.  Omilting other haportant
matters, I sy niention as an izstance the question
of the Established Chursk, Itisananomaly of 200
years in this country—an anomaly whick no other
civilised Governwment would tolerate for & seazom.
We way confidently tope the upited effortaof our
clergy end peopie for the removal of this auomaly
will eoon be crowned with success, We haive oo
enmily for ocur Protestant fellow-subjects. We do
not seel to deprive them of any of their sozial rights.
Neither do we seeik to emrich ourselves with the
spoils of the Establishment. We wiil eccept of no
fetters from the British Government, be they of brass,
or silver, or gold. But we demand that the enormons
suw3 which aranow devoted to maintain o Protestant
ascendancy ameng us, alien alike to our courtry and
our fuith, be set aside to form & special fund for the
use of Irelaud, to be applied to appropriste obiects,
and espeoially to the promotion of works of charity
aod religien, and to ta:z develypment in every wey
ot the talen® and resources of this island.

The best guaraxntee for the sta-
bility, power, and bappiness of the empire wus the
uniou of nll the subjects withia it in & brotherhood of
freedom based upun and goarded by the independent
exercise of a widely extended franchize. (Cheers.)
The events of the last few montbe bad done mueb to
ivsure n candid and cousequently a useful discussion
of tho Irish question. It was impossible thai thars
would be any difference of opinion ebout the political
state of the country, and thus o formideble obstacle
to candid discuesion had heen removed. The iats
Viceroy stated openly in the House of Lords that there
wus a wide spread disaffection, and that atatement
had been endorsed by the present Lord-Lieutemant
and his advisers, who had taken great credit to them-
selves for haviog prevented an insurrection by renew-
ing the suzpension of tbe Habeas Corpus Act, and
makiog a great display of mintary force. An attempt
bad besn made to represent the disaffection in Ire-
land a3 foraign in it3 origin, and as deriviug 1t3 vita--
lity from tbe other side of the Atlantic. ‘That was
not 59. English rule in Ireland was syzobymous
with cppreasion and tvianny, There always has besn
& profound sy mpathy betwesn the Irish in America

This number included only the
hends of families, but 1aking the moderate estimate
of Lord Dafferin that each family consisted of five,
they would have aanagricultural population of close
upon 3,000,000, Of the 600,000 heads of fawilies
about 580,000 were tenants at-will, withont leaees,
and could be dizpossessed of the land on: the service of
o 8ix moathe' notics to quit, thers were therefore
580,000 persons in Ireland without legal security of
apy kind for the possession of their farms, each of
whom at the end of six montbs might find himself oa
the roadside, in the poor-louse, or, if ha could seraps
o few ponnds together, on board an Americun ship,
They might have tolled upon their farms from morno
4iil night, and in so doing they might have improved
the letting value of the land, but nevertheless the law
enables the landiords toevict the tenent witbout
giving him scarcely a shilling of compensation.
(Hear.) There were millions of bis fellow country-
men liviog in Irelangd from year to year in this siate
of iusecurity. It reudered them the marest sluves;
and unless they were differently constituted from the
mea of Manchester, in their inmost soula they must
loog for the overthrow of a system which compelled
them 1o endure such a life. (Hear, hear.) Then,
agaip, the tenant could vot bargain; he must keep
hi2 farm on mny terms on which it was offered to him
on bring either ruic or misery upon himeeif and tlhose
denrest to bim. It wus the faskion to talk in some
quarters as if lang in Ireland was to b2 had for the
asking, whoress the lruth was thers wes no lazd to
be had, because the landlords fancied it to be their
interest to have as fow tenants ea possible, 'and to
keep the population at a low fgure, Some vearsugo
an 1estsnce occurred, which would probably be still
remembered, in which a counsiderable portion of the
county of Donegal wes aimost depopulated by M.
Joha George Adair. The tenantz were able and willing
to pey tke reni, but Some one on the estate had besn
shot by su individugl, and for the offence committed
by thisone pereon it waa decided that hungreds
should suffer the moat excrucieling agoniss of mind
and body. They expostulaled, cried, and implored
for mercy, but Mr, Adair waz inevorable, and, aur-
rounded by tire soidiers of the Queen, his myrmidena
weat forth to diive the people cut and to levzl their
bouseg to the earth, (Ories of *Shame !’} The case
was brought befora the Lord-Lieutenant, the late
Lord Oerliele, He expressad sorrow, bat eould mot
interfere. It was brought also before the Jonge of
Commons, and the Chief Secretary for Irelané, in
tne name of the Government, deplored the Act: but
nothing could be dene to remedy it, for Mr, Adair
had tbe law on higside, and there was no law for the
teoarts. Oould jt, then, be wondered at that the
peopis .egarded the law of Ireland as bad and in-
tolerable?

8igns of the times to be able to find an sssembly of
Protestant Englishmen ezger for an opportunity (o
pass sentence of cundemnatioa on the Irish estab.
lished Church as an unparalled injastice to Ireland.
{Great cherring.) He could not understand how it
could be reconciled with justice that 700,200 Irisk Pro
teatauts should posseas the whole of the ecclesiastical
reverued of Irelund, whila an equal numbter of Pres-
byterisns, and about 4,500,000 of Roman Catholica
deribed no benefic at all from them. (Hewxr, bear.)
It was for this reuson thot the disendowmsunt of the
Estubiished Churcn was called for, and the applica-
tion of its revenne 10 some purposes of national uti-
iity. 1n debating the question of the Irish Church
he paid no regard io the auwerous collateral issues
which were sometimes raised such as ‘ What is the
true Church ?' ‘ What were the theological views of
St. Patrick ?” ' I}id he renounce the apiritual super-

macy of the Pope and couform to the 39 Articles?'-

(laughter) ; but he (The U'Donoghue) adhered to the
simple argumens that, no matter how these various
iasues might bs decided, the fact still remained that
the Establizhed Church wos the Church of & amall
mizority of the Irish people, and therefore had no
title whatever to the eccleziaatical revenue of the
country. (Cheers.) He hoped no ope would be-
lieve that antipathy of the people of Ireland to the
Established Choreh in that country proceeded from
hostility to the tenets of Protestantism. It it wero
not & gymbol of asceadancy it would no more inter.
fered with than Presbyterianism. Indeed, if the Ro-
man Catholics were offered the ecclesiastical reveaues
of the country for the supportof their own religion,
they would roject the proposal. They believed ih
the adequacy of-the voluntary system, and they were
convinced that it was the only sure foundetion on
which religious equality and the toleration of differ-
ences could reat in these realms. Last, though nat
leust, thay saw that the voluntary system command-
ed the approval of that vast majority of Englishmen
with whom on every poasible oceasion the Catholics
of Ireland were anxious to hiimonize. He was cer

tain that the Established Church could not long re-
tain its present position in defiance of the progress of
an enlightened public opinion. As he had said be.
fore, good legisiation might remove Imany of thes
causes of Trish disaffection, but it conld never be dons
until there was a thoroughly reformed Parliament,
(Loud cheors, in the midst of which the hon. gea.
tlemen resumed his seat, having epoken for nearly an
hour.) ‘

NEWS OF THE WEER.

It will be seer. by an extract given eisewuere
from the Londoa Z%smes, that therc was a founda-
ion in fact for the report of the Fenian raid

- upon Chester castle. The plan was to seize the
place, which was only guarded by 2 hand(ut of
men, but contained a large supply of arms, aud
then to make for Ireland with the booty. The
plot was betrayed to the Brilish authorities by
one of the Fenian leaders, said to be an officer
1 the Yankee army, and thus it fmled. Thiss
the Times’ story. ‘The Dublin Irishnian, on
the olher band, iosists that there was no plot,
unless on the part of tbe English Jetectives, who
managed the whole affair, with the intent of giv-
g to the Government ap excuse for continu-
ing the suspenston of the Habeas Corpus Act id
Ireland—but this version is not consistent with
other well established facts. For imstance, the
jntended raid on Chester having been defeated
the Fenians took steamboat for Dublin; but
their arrival there wae expected by the Palice,
who arrested them upon their landing, and
marched them off i custody. Strange to say
we do not receive a word explanatory of, or
copfirming the reported riots at Killaroey. It
is afirmed positiveiy that Stephens crossed the
Atlantic ic the Valle de Paris, and 15 now
Fraoce.

f'be Union Bill for the British Northk Amen-
can Provieces bas gone through its second read-
g tn the House of Commons. The Mnistry
have withdrawa their Reform Resolutions, which
gave satisfaction to none, and are about to pro-
ceed by Bill. This also we may be sure will be
a failure, 10 so far as its object may be to satisfy
the working classes.

On the Continent all 1s qmét ; probably revolt
at Rome will be put off to the autumn, when the
Paris Exhibition sball have closed.

The President, as guardian of the Copstitution
vetoed the Bill passed by the 7ump Congress,
for placiog the Southern States under Martial
Law. On Saturday the Bill bewg returned to
the Houses, was immediately passed by the re-
qusite two thirds majority. The Congress ex
pired at midmgbt on Saturday last, and will be
succeeded by one stdl more Jacobin in 1ts com~

plexion, and still, more- ‘regardless’ 6f “law- and
justice.  'We 1 Canada, as we bebold the
“troubles of our neigbbors may learn a useful Jes-
son or two. We may learn to be thaokful to
‘God, that we are ot yet subject ‘to the regime
of an absolute democracy, the vilest and most de-
gradiog of all tyrannies; and we may leara how
importent 1t 18 for us to unite beartily in presery-
ing these pecuhar institutions and conbections
which alone save us from failing - into the slough
of democracy. The gew form of Goverument
presented to us may not be in all respeets per-
fect ; but if it teod to postpone the evil day of
Annexation, then spite of all 'its shortcomings
and imperlections, it is our interest as well as our
duty to give to it our best support.

“AS YOU WERE.”

 You are to-day, what you were yesterday.”
With these memorable words did Sieyes re-
assure the members of the MNational Assembly
on the day of the famous sitting of the 23rd
June, when somewhat disturbed by the attitude
of the Court, they seemed almost mcled to foe-
get the famous oath of the % Scance di Jeu de
Paume.” You are to-day, what you were yes-
terday, neither more nor less. '

Thése words might well be addressed to some
ot our Capadian journahists, who seem to be
perfectly deranged in their intellects by the
passage of the so-called “Coofederaticn scheme.”
You are, gentlemen, to-day, just what you we.e
yesterday, neilber more nor less; neither richer
mor poorer; neither stronger por weaker:
neither better nor warse : neitber more nor less
{ree aud independent : neither more nor less re-
publican ; neither more nor less democratic;
neither more oor less aristocratic ; neither mare
por less monarchical.  You are  as you were.”
Your climate, your soil, your climatic conditions,
upon which, after all, depend your material well-
being, and your material greatness as a pation,
remaio unchanged : your population is not -
creased in praoportion to the trontiers which you
have to defend ; and in a word your witers are
as loog and rigorous, as they were of yore. Your
social condition, too, remains the same. 1f de.
mocratic in its tendencies heretofore, it s equally
democratic still ; if aristocratic, or teanding to-
wards feadalism, 1t was just as much so belore,
as it will be alter, the passicg of this great mea-
sure ; and for yourselves, you are nsither more
nor less the subjects of Qaeen Victora in 1807,
than sou were 1n 1866 asd the preceding years
What ther in the name of ail thatis farcical, is
alf this rumpus about?

Tn piain Boglish, a great deal more is made of
tins same * Coofederation” than it deserves.—
1t s net quite so good.as its friends pretend ; and
i is far irom beiog 80 bad, as 15 enemies insist
that 1ts,  If it endure, which of cowse is very
doubtful, 1t will make but little sensible change in
any of us. Men will go on eating and drinking,
buywg end selling, warrying and giving in mar-
rage, as they Jid i the days betore the Union.
There will be a greater number of Government
situations to fill, and there will therefore be a
proportionate increase in the pumber of place:
beggars ; there will be two or three elected le-
gislatures where before there was but oge, and
there wifl a proportjpnate increase in the num-
ber of political adventurers ; but except for plice.
beggars, political adventurers, and in a word all
these who look for a living trom the public purse,
there is little in the measure itself {for which any
one bas cause to crow or to cry, to laugh or to
weep. It will probably, for a seasca at least,
settle the ¢ sectional” differences betwixt Upper
aod Lower Canada, ard ghve us consequently a
rmore stable goveruneat than that which we bave
had hukerto, when there were clanges of
Mimstry two or three umes a year; and when
consequently, no man knew what principles he
could prudently profess, now he should vote, or
what party it was the more desirable for him—
with a2 eye to Ministerial patronage of course—
to support.  Here is one palpable benefit to
accrue from Coafederation.

On the other hand, the measure brings with it
its burdens. Itimposes on us, so says one of our
morging contemporaries, the cost of mamtaining
an army, and a navy ; a Vice-Regal Court with
all the ensigos and trappings of royalty, and, he
adds, ¥ an aristocracy will spontaneously arnse.’
Thus prophecies the Montreal Daily News of
Friday last; and, wilh one exception, we admul
lns elaing as a seer. We befieve not m the
growth of an aristocracy, for we have neither the
soil, nor the climate that such a growth requires.
A Bureaucracy—a very different thing from aa
Aristocracy—we may have ;-but our social con-
ditions present an insuperable obstacle to the
growth of an aristocracy, or anything resembliag
one. This, to grow, mus have 1ts roots in the
soil, and to'thrive it requires something very
different from the trappings of a Vice-Regal

Court. It requires the hereditary transmission;

of landed property, for on: this, and.this alone; 15
all aristqcrac‘y;,f_li the feudal sense of the word,
based ; and 'a ‘pon-feudal aristeerdey. is but a
bureaucracy Such as exists in China. " By what-
ever name our country may be called, our social
coaditions are, and will remain as are those of our
Yankee neighbors, The bereditary principle will
never fourish here; and though without it we
may be an agricuhural people,a commercial peo-
ple, 2nd a manufacturing people, we never can be
an aristocratic people ; we can never reproduce
the faintest copy even of the political conditions
of Englaud. —

And this for the simple reason that our socil
conditions are esseatially different, No political
wstitutions can be permanent unless they bave
their roots in, unless they are the natural and
spontaneous outgrowth of, unless they are i bar-
mony with, the social system of the people. The
soctal system of Great Britain naturally leads toa
Government by King, Liords, and Comamous, be-
cause n the social system of Great Britaw there
1s a social hierarchy with correspending distine-
tions and degrees of rank ; because there exists
there an indigenous aristocracy, the product of
the soil, and the growth of ages: because there
exists there an bereditary landed gentry, based
upou the custom of primogeniture. The political
order of Great Britain corresponds with, or 13
the transcript of, its social order—acd therefore it
exists. -

In Capada, we have no social hierarchy, no
distinctions of rank, no historic anstocracy, uo
bereduary landed gentry, no rule or custom of
primogeniture. . We cannot therefore, even if
we would, create a political order analogous
to thut of Greai Britain. We nave but one
class here, the Gourgeoisie, for as yel we have
property speaking, no proletairs class. These
are our social materials, the stuff with which we
have lo work ; and as ycu canzot ¥ make a silk
purse out of a sow’s ear,” so neither out of such
social materials can you make a Government by
Kiogs, Liords, and Commons—that is to say, a
Govercment of Estates. But the peculianty of
the Briush Government consists in this :—Net
that it is a limited or an kereditary monarchy, for
there are other countries m the world that are the
same; neither does it consist in thatdt hasa re-
presentative or elected legislatare, for this aiso
many other countries have ; but its peculiar-
ity, its excellence according to its frieads, its in-
herent defect according to its enemies, consists
ia this :—That 1t is.a Goverameat by Orders, by
classes tf you will, mutually limiting and balanc-
ing oue another. Takeaway,or destroy any one
of these Orders, and the DBritish Coustitulion
would be destroyed. Tor the same reason, there
where through a defeci in the social system, any
one of these Orders does not exist, it = moraily
impossible to establish a political order aualogous
to that which we call the B:utish Constitution.—
1€ mes would but bear m mnd these elementary
truths—we should not hear so much talk about
establishing 2 Canadian, or rather a Borealian
Kipgdow.

GoverNMENT BY ParTY. — There is one

peculianity of cur new Constitution which we fear
will not be advantageous, though bitherio it bas
been strangely overlooked — we mean tbe ap-
pointinent of Lieutenant Governars to the severa)
Provinces. These are to be named by the
Governor General, who as a Briush nobleman
himself, unconnected with DProwincial politics,
will never be looked upon as Lead or chief of a
party. But the Lieutenant Governors by bim
appointed will probably be Provincials: that is
to say. persons already well keown n the Pro-
vinces by their political antecedents, or in other
word, stroog * party men,” for nowhere does
& party spirit” run stronger than here. Now f
the Lientenant Governorships are 1o be mere
bonorary posts. or sinecures, this will be of liitle
consequence ; but if they arereally to be of
some weight 1 the State, then shall we have re-
produced in Canada cne of the worst features of
American democracy—that, to wit, which rea-
ders it inevitable that the Chief Execulive shall
always be a strong ¢ party man,” and therefore
the head rather of a political party, than of the
State. It is the great advantage of hereditary
monsrchy that the Ixecutive iz of uo party; it
will be coe inevitable dicadvantage aof the new
form of Government m Canada, that the Pro-
vincial Esecutive will always be a ¢ party man”
—unless indeed the Governor General select to
fill the seats of the Lieutenant Governors, ob-
scure men, who have taken no prominent ar de-
cided part in Prowncial ‘politics. But this is
unlikely.

Oaly fancy Mr. George Brown Lieutecant
Gaovernor of the Province of Ontario! "What
respect for such a man or his government could
the Catholics of that Province entertain? What
confidence could they bave in him, or ic his ad-
ministration? He would represent to thenr, oot
the Queen bolding the scales of justice wmpar-
tially, but the bitter, unprmcipled, uoscrupulous
partizan. We do mot pretend that such an out-
rage as making Mr. George Brown Lieutenant
Governor will aclually be perpetrated ; but the
thig 15 oot impossible, acd the appomtment, if
made, would be strictly legal. Yet would the

‘mora} ‘efect be most ~disastrons ;. more even
‘han the appointment of Orange” Magistrates
would it bang the admimstration “of justice into
suspicion and contempt- 1. Upper Canada, for,
the fountain would be poisoned at its source.

Better no Provincial Lientenant Groveraors,
than to bave party men, or men who have taken
an active part in Provineial politics, raised to the
post ; better by far that all Executive fuactions
shonld be. left in the bands of the Governor
General. If we must have Lientenant Gov-
eroors, however, they should be named directly
by the Queen, and selected, either from strangers
to the Province—as 1s actually the case with all
Colaoial Governors; or it shoeld be a strict
proviso that it a Proviacial be appointed, he be
one who bas pever had a seat in the Provincial
Legslature, or taken any part what ever 1a our
Provincial politics. ¢ Party men’ in a Legisla-
ture are in their place; but iz the Executive or
Judicial branches of Government they are a
curse to the community.

~ Tue Pzovinence Asvrui.~The followiog
figures, which refer oaly to some of the services
rendered to the public by the Sisters of Charity,
plead eloquently in bekaif of the Appeal now be-
ing made to the charitable.

Since 1844, the Sisters bave, at their own
charges, and within their own walls, supported
and educated 1,400 orphags, besides educating
3,628 externs since the year 1851, Daring the
last, pamed period, 130 deaf and dumb children
have beer educated, and the. Iastitution has at
this moment S4 1w charge. Anoually the Asylum
feeds 4,800 persons, on an average, who receive
their daily bread at its doors; 500 families de-
pend upoa it for their means of subsistence ; and
upwards of 5,000 have in sickness called upon
the Sisters for assistance.

If the above figures show how great are the
wants of the poer 12 Monirea:, how terrible 1s the
destitution which, on account of our fearful
climate, and our long winters, when- for nearly
half the year, the working classes are tirown out
of employment—they show also how indefatigable
are the Sisters in the great work of Charity, and

‘how strong are their claims upon the public to

whom they reader services so important,

1t has been atiempted to create a prejudice
against the Ladies of the Hospatal General, and
the Hotel Dieu at Quebec, because of tbewr re-
fuzal to remit the amount of arrears due to thewr
respective Commuaities, by their tepants who
were burnt out last October. The Courrier du
Canada powais out that the Ladies have no
choice in the matler ; that they are not proprie-
tors, but merely adminisirators of funds destined
by the dogors to certain well defined purposes ;
and that consequently they, the administrators,
have no moral right to direct thosze fuads tc any
other purpose whatsoever.

To Lhe Edilor of the True Witness,

Sir,~The Courrier du Canada of the 18th
January, 1867, has just been submitted by a
{rend to my perusal. I read therein a series of
statements, over the sigoature of “Jean Ban-
tiste,” caleulated to reflect very unjustly on per-

sons high in ecclesiastical authority here, and ta |

convey serious impressions the reverse nf the
truth, The deservedly high reputation of the
journal which gives them publicatios, gives them
an amount ot authority, also, certainiy wot due
to the questionable character of the personage
who 13 generally considered here to be their au-
thor. It 1s unnecessary to add that I do pot
‘believe that the conductors of the jourcal were
aware of the real personal capacities of thewr
correspondent, or they would have instituted =n
mquiry 1ato the credibility ot lis allegations be-
fore giviog them the benefit of its circulation,

The burden of +Jean Baptiste” desultory
pencilliags,—he assumes to gire a (raveller’s
notes oz the Mantime Provinces,—is that the
Acadiaa populatior in tis, the diocese of Arichat,
are treated with systewatic isjustice by their
Scotush Catholic neighbors under the ecclesias-
tical aspect; and that the Venerable Biskop of
Aricbat, the English speaking Catholics, priests
and laymen, aae parties to the injustice wflicted.
He asserts, Ist. that priests, educated m the dio-
cesan college and imperfectly acquamted with
the French language, are deputed to take charge
of misstons either exciusively or partiaily Aca-
dian ; 2od. that the authorities of the diocesan
coliege have excluded that language from the
catalogue of branches taught within 1ts walls,
and—this, too, 3rd. in pursuabce of a system ob-
stinately carried out to * anglify” (anglifier) the
Acadians ; aad, fioally, 4th. that the Scottish
and particulasly the Highlend Scotch prejudices
agamst that people are narrow and uawaorthy.
{ Mesquins et etroits.)

These charges are grave, but they are untrue
in every particular. 1 am a priest of this dio-
cese; I am professionaily coonected with the
diocesan college; I am more extensively ac-
quainted with the Highlanders of Eastern Nova
Scotia than any wandering tourist oot under-
stauding one word of their language on bis show-
ing, could possibly have been; and, I give each
of the assertiors 2 positive, unqualified dewsal,

{ shall review them singillatim as briefly 2s
is possible. There are upwards of thirty mis-
sions in this diocese. Of tius number oaly four
are exclusively “Acadian, or nearly so; namely,
Descoose, Acadiaville, L’Ardowsse, and Cheti-
camp., Of these (he two first mentioned are
under the care of two Acadian ; the two latter,
under the care of two French Canadian priests.
Four consist of mixed populaticns, [rish, Aca-
dians, and Higblanders, Acadians composing the
majarity in three ceses. They are Tracadie,
Havre a Bouche, Pomket,and Margarie,altended
respectively by an Acadian, a French Cagadian,
and two Scottish priests, The two lalter were
inmales for 2 considerable time of Freuch cal-
Yeges in Canada, and speak-the three languages
necestary 1n their missionary dulies, with perhaps
equal fluency. There are two missions 1n which
the popn'ation 1s muxed, Acacians and English
speaking Catholics. Oune, Anchat, is under the
care of the Very Rev. Vicar General to whose
competency i the French laaguage even  Jean
Baptiste” tumself in a prior article pays a well-
tnerited comphment ; the otber, Molasses Har-
bor, is aitended by a priest from DBreda, near
Antwerp 1 Belgium, who bas been conversant
with French from his earliest years. There is,
iastly, the itttle settlement of Frenchvale at-
tached to the large mission of Syduoey, and se-
parated at a long distance from any other Aca-
dian colony. It is under the pastoral charge of
the Sydney parish priest, 2 ghly accomplishad
Freoch scholar who made his studies at Quebec.

From-these facts it will be seen that ‘there is
not at present one Scottish or Insh eleve of this
college 1a charge of a French mission in this
diocese, and they are facts patent to everybody.

As to the second assertion that the French
language has been excluded from the diocesan
coliege, I offer the following observations. This
college is uoder the immediate centroi of the
Bishog, (be Right Rev. Dr. McKinoon; it has
been founded by hun, and 15, 1 a great measure,
supported by bis personal munificence.> Ever
since 1ts foundation until last year a professor of
the Freach language was cantinuousiy employed.
Al that time bis services were gemporarily dis-
pensed with, not from a wish to ¢ anghly” the
Acadians, but owing to the exigenciesjof circum-
stances. The theological students, with the ex-
ception of one young Acadian gentleman, bad
previously been in the Quebec Semunary prose-
culwng their studies ; the students less advanced,
ft is in contemplation to send to some French
College m Canada to complete theuwr studies.—
This, added to the straitened finances of the col-
lege, rendered it advisable to permit the Professor
of French to take charge of a mixed Acadian
mussioa ta the meantime. Other and more effi-
cacious steps have been taken to assure that all
the future priests m the diocese shall be pos-
sessed of an intimate knowledge of that language.
Io case of failure, I can assure ¢ Jean Baptiste”
that the college authorities will not permit 1t to
fall into obliv.on for want of a competent pro-
fessor. So leng as there are Acadian missions
and Acadian vocations there can be no difficulty ;

if the latter by any unaccoustable supposition
should cease, then there shall be clergymen 1n-
timately conversant by long preparatory conver-
sational exercise with the language, to take charge
of the Acadian missions.

As to the two remainjng assertions, I have
merely to say that 1 never, before reading the
Courrier, heard erther of the attempt to dena-
tionaltze ‘the Acadians, or of the narrow preju-
judices of the Highlanders against that people.
As far as I koow my native diocese, both races
live 1o amity and peace. The distction of na-
tionality is entirely lost ic the brotherhood of
religion. Each has its awn language, traditions,
and customs ; but that this has ever caused any
uncharitable procedures on the part of the Scot-
tish portion of the population, I have yet to lears.

Minor calumnics by the dozen, which ¢ Jean
Baptiste” writes ia regard to Antigonish, Pictou,
Arichat, &c., &¢,, I pass over as of less 1mpor-
tance. I ask as a matter of justice that you
will publish these remarks ; aod that the Cour-
72er will make amends for the mistales which,
unwittingly, no doubt, its conductors have ad-
mitted into their columps.
