1995 Canadian one dollar coin was engraved with an image of the Canadian Peace 
Keepers. With all of the controversy regarding the racism and inappropriate hazing 
rituals which were rampant in the Canadian Airborne regiment, one forgets that the 
Canadian Armed Forces have a proud and honourable history. While racism is also 
a part of that history, it was not until recently that the Canadian Armed Forces 
distinguished themselves as a result of it.

It was not the racist attitude displayed by the regiment that created the most 
controversy over the incident. While it was a display of shameful behaviour, it was 
the attitude displayed by the military leaders in regard to this incident which was the 
most deplorable. The general in charge, having viewed the latest video of the hazing 
rituals, stated that these were only mild boyish pranks and when it was revealed that 
the tape contained scenes of self-inflicted pain rituals involving electric shock, 
claimed that he hadn’t reviewed the entire tape. This is an illustration of how both 
he and General John de Chastelaine were remiss in their duty to the regiment, the 
defence minister, and the country as a whole. While this type of behaviour may be 
standard for the Airborne regiment, ultimately they were responsible for the 
behaviour of the men under their command. Claims that civilians cannot judge the 
military by their standards are inane. Except for a military dictatorship, the military 
only exists as a result of a mandate from the people. That it took a tragic incident to 
bring this rampant racism to light only doubles the shame which covers the Canadian 
military. It was the failure of the generals to maintain adaquate control over their men 
which allowed the racist elements to permeate the Airborne to the point where 
dissolution of the regiment became the most prudent action which the government 
could take.

THE RELIGIOUS 
ESTABLISHMENT AND 

SOCIAL CHANGE
Dear Editor,

I do not believe that the religious estab­
lishment in any country has ever really 
been a force for progressive change. True, 
they may parade around in the guise of 
“moralists” and “teachers”, but this is really 
just another extension of their belief in 
maintaining their hold over the masses. 
Now, why would I say a thing like that? 
Simply, because I believe it to be true, as 
judging from historical experience.

The Catholic Church, for example, is 
well-known for its doctrine of non-resist­
ance to the established “order". In fact, any 
real, progressive change within the Catho­
lic hierarchy has come from within the 
ranks of the so-called ‘radicals’. The refor­
mation era started by Dr. Martin Luther is a 
case in point. Not only was Luther declared 
as a heretic, but the man was virtually 
hounded till the end of this life; and it 
wasn't until the Catholic Church had lost a 
considerable portion of its congregation 
that it enacted meaningful reforms.

Another example is the breakaway of 
the Church of England, under Henry VIII. 
The Catholic hierarchy has still not recon­
ciled divorce and Church doctrine to this 
day! On another note, why, we ask, must it 
take the Church more than 300 years to 
admit the atrocities visited upon the Amer­
indians of the “new world" during the time 
of European conquest? In modem times, 
witness how Pope John Paul II has totally 
reversed the reforms enacted under his 
predecessor, John I.

Just like the fundamentalist “jihad" per­
sonalities within the Muslim hierarchy, so 
were the “fundamentalist” Protestants of 
the United States of the 1960s, when many 
white supremacists (some still do) quoted 
the Bible in their defence. Despite the fact 
that Rev. Martin Luther Kingjr. was a South­
ern Baptist minister, we can safely say that 
he was not among the Baptist establish­
ment of the time. Today Protestant funda­
mentalists, aided by judicious Catholic ac­
quiescence to their tactics, also use similar 
rhetoric to not only denounce abortion, 
but to advocate violence as a means of 
protesting it!

On the Indian subcontinent, even 
Jainism and Buddhism, offshoots of the 
Indo-Aryan Vedic tradition, founded not on 
cosmic authority, were later used to en­
force conformity to a social mould. Bud­
dhism, by far the most successful, even 
spread to China and other parts of Asia. 
Needless to say, the original Buddha, a 
young Indian prince called Siddhartha, did 
not in the least bit advocate societal control 
through his teachings; rather, it was an 
escape from the predestination doctrine of 
social class. Yet, no sooner had he closed 
his eyes for the last time than the establish­
ment incorporated him into their social 
time and into their social doctrine, the 
result of which is the caste system of mod­
em India!

In our own generation, witness the 
massacre of pro-democracy demonstrators 
in Tiannenmen Square, China, and the sub­
sequent silence by the Church authorities 
in the West and the East as well! Time and 
again we hear of priests being defrocked for 
engagingin “liberation theology", the Catho­
lic euphemism for third world popular re­
sistance. Father Aristide of Haiti comes im­
mediately to mind; so do many of the priests 
in Central America. The Church’s stance is 
indeed more than strange considering that

This week in council Councillor FitzPatrick pointed out that the University 
has decided to shelve their plans for a racism/harassment policy until a new VP 
Academic is appointed. This latest attempt by the university to skirt the problem begs 
the question; What will it take for this university to finally act? By not dealing with 
it they are in effect thumbing their noses at the issue of racism. Tom Traves, the 
current VP Academic, has stated previously that racism is not rife at UNB. However, 
as two past Brunswickan editors pointed out in “Blood and Thunder” letters earlier 
this term, it has now been two and a half years since a group of international students 
brought charges of racism against a professor at this university, and the administra­
tion has still not adequately addressed the overall issue on this campus. It seems to 
me to be painfully obvious that if the university does not take a proactive stance on 
this issue soon they will eventually be forced to make a reactive response. The 
question is at the point where a reactive response is necessary. Would the students 
be justified in calling for the resignation of President Armstrong as the one ultimately 
responsible for the actions of his staff?

“Poverty is more than a lack of income, 

so the solutions to poverty will require 

more than increasing the income of poor 

families.” That is what Citizens for Public 

Justice (CPJ), a national organization which 

promotes justice in Canadian public affairs, 
states in its 1994 submission (“Building a 

National Community") to the House of 

Commons Standing Committees on Hu­

man Resources Development and on Fi­

nance. What does this mean?

Incomes for many Canadian families 

are dismally low. Economic poverty, as we 

all know, leads to dehumanising attitudes 

and behaviour patterns. Many desperate 

situations would be alleviated gready if 
family incomes would increase even mar­

ginally.

It is a society that drifts ever closer to 

anonymity and rampart individualism that 

seeks only economic solutions to human 

problems. A society that emphasizes com­

munity, on the other hand, will recognize 

that economics is only one solution to 

poverty, albeit an important one. Other 

solutions for impoverished families are also 

required, and they include the availability 

of community support services and com­

munity associations.

Community support services, which 

may include child care, quality education, 

libraries and recreation facilities, enhance 

family well-being. These are services of the 

community, many supported by govern­
ment funding. Parents who find themselves 

in difficult financial situations can be sup­

ported in their parental tasks through these 

services. Is this then not a good place to 

direct our tax dollars?

At the same time, there are also services 

offered by community associations. These 

may include parent support groups, neigh­

bourhood associations, housing co-opera­

tives, and religious communities. Many of 

these exist not because of government fund­

ing, but because of dedicated volunteers.

The value of this lost sense of commu­

unfortunate, not only because it does great 

injustice to the church in general, but be­

cause it fails to understand why religious 

communities are necessary for enhancing 
human well-being, including the well-be­

ing of those in poverty.

It is the Scriptures that remind us that 

we must be a caring community. We are 

responsible for one another. We are all to 

ensure that those around us have sufficient 
food, housing, and clothing. In addition, 

we are to ensure that all have the means to 

enhance their own humanity. Yet, the en­

hancing of our humanity is not by means of 

individual power, status and financial 

wealth.

to trade, not extend them. These days it seems 
that just about every politician is falling all over 
himself in favour of free trade. They might not 
like NAFTA, or even the deal with the United 
States, but the concept of theelimination of tariff 
barriers is still a belief which they hold dear.

Unfortunately, the problem with 
free trade is that in order to compete in such an 
open market we will be forced to operate our 
businesses under the same principles as do our 
international competitors. The most common 
complaint we’ve heard along these lines is the 
kiss—or potential loss—of subsidies for various 
agricultural industries. The American agricul­
tural interests have argued—quite justly—that 
the heavily subsidised farming industry of Canada 
should not be allowed to sell their wares in the 
United States on the grounds that it would be 
unfair competition. They are quite right. A gov­
ernment subsidised farmer is going to be able to 
sell his crops at a cheaper price both home and 
abroad than will a farmer not receiving similar 
aid. The question to be asked from the Canadian 
perspective is: What of it? Given the importance 
of the agriculture industry in this country, do we 
really want to abandon our farmers to the vagar­
ies of the open market? 1 think not. They are 
simply too important. Each and every Canadian 
is ultimately dependent solely upon the food 
which they produce.

The problem with an open interna­
tional market is that it forces industries to gravi­
tate towards the most economically advanta­
geous policy, regardless of anysocial orenviron- 
mental costs. This is why clear cutting is an 
economic necessity despite its environmental 
unsoundness. (Don’t listen to foresters who 
might tell you that clear cutting is not environ­
mentally unsound. Their argument is akin to the 
tobacco lobby’s claim that cigarettes do not 
cause cancer.) Clear cutting is quite simply the 
cheapest way to harvest a forest, and so long as 
Canada’s lumber industry continues to compete 
with environmentally irresponsible nations such 
as Malaysia on the open timber market, logging 
companies will remain forced to employ this 
method or go out of business. The solution to 
the problem is simplicity itself. Get out of the 
international timber market! IfCanada’s logging 
companies were to restrict their market to just 
Canada, and if Canada were to close its borders 
to foreign lumber, then it would be possible to 
make an environmentally sound harvesting prac­
tice such as selective cutting an economically 
viable option. All that would be necessary, once 
the first step of making it a closed market is 
taken, is to make it illegal to harvest by any means 
other than selective cutting.

Canada is large enough and diverse 
enough that we are capable of filling our natural 
resource requirements internally. We have the 
rivers needed for hydro-electric power. Nova 
Scotia and New Brunswick both have the option 
of harnessing the Fundy tides. Despite our cen­
turies of unsound logging techniques, we still 
have vast timber resources. The Canadian Shield 

remains a vast mineral repository. Our fisheries 
are hurting badly, but with patience and disci­
pline this can be solved. Canada’s only real 
serious shortage is petroleum. We simply do not 
produce enough to satisfy our current needs. 
This, however, may well be a blessing rather than 
a curse, since it will force us to find and use other 
energy sources, almost all of which will prove to 
be more environmentally friendly than is petro­
leum.

Because of Mexico’s abhorrent economy, liter­
ally millions of Mexicans are willing to work at 
wages that are unthinkable to the average Cana­
dian worker. As a result, 'rporations in Canada 
will be forced to either move to Mexico or 
convince the Canadian government to get rid of 
the minimum wage subsidy.

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U N B’s On-line Registration System
Introduction

For the first time, undergraduate students on the Fredericton Campus of the University of New Brunswick will be able to register using computers available on campus or through the 
Internet. This on-line computer-based system is intended to make registration easy. By having direct access to UNB’s Student Information System, you will be able to register for 
courses and make any subsequent changes necessary!

You will receive an On-Line Registration Handbook from your faculty. If you still have difficulty using the system, come to the main registration centre in the IUC Science concourse 
or the Registrar’s Office during business hours. Before you begin the registration process, you need to be clear as to the courses for which you will register.

Before You See an Advisor

In addition to this printed copy of the timetable, it is also available on the UNB Gopher. An updated timetable with classroom assignments will be mailed to all students during the
summer.

You should take a copy of the timetable any your UNB calendar with you for your session with your advisor. Be prepared to construct your timetable for next year.

Conflicts

If you try to register for two courses in the same time slot, a warning message will appear on the screen. Faculties will be advised if a student has registered for two courses in the same 
time slot, and they have the right to delete one of the courses. Therefore, you should discuss all potential conflicts with your advisor.

Advising

We recognize that students need to discuss their academic programs and plans to ensure that their course selection is appropriate to meet graduation requirements as well as future goals. 
All students are required to meet with an advisor prior to registering.

Returning students should contact their department office (or dean’s office for faculties with no departments) for information regarding advising procedures.

Prerequisites and Restricted Courses

You are required to honour prerequisites attached to courses. Courses selected for which you have not satisfied prerequisites or other requirements can be deleted by your faculty. You 
will be notified if this occurs. Some courses have restricted access. You should consult your advisor if you want permission to register for a course so designated.

Personal Identification Number (PIN)

You will need your personal identification number and your student identification number to register for courses. You will be given the necessary PIN once advising has been 
completed. This personal identification number is for your use only and gives you access to the registration system. For the security of your record, it is important that you 
not share your PIN with others, and that you exit properly from the registration system once you have completed your entry.

Non-degree and visiting students will get their PIN from the Registrar’s Office.

Students in the Concurrent Bachelor of Education Program will get their PIN from their non-Education faculty advisor.

Audit and “Extra to Degree" Permission

Students wishing to audit a course or to declare a course to be extra to their program must obtain permission from their instructor and the program advisor on a course change form.

Course Cancellation

If a course is cancelled, students will be notified. It is the student’s responsibility to select another course with the advisor and to register for it.
