I he only way in which our soldiers will lie 
aide to impress iq* m their British comrades what 
accomplished by the Canadian Department of Militia 
in a short fortnight will lie to produce a map and a 
table of distances. The British War Office must be 
made to realize that the Canadian regiment is made 
up of sturdy New Brunswickcrs, plucky Acadians, 
brave hearts from Prince Edward and far Manitoba, 
and the youth and strength of British Columbia, 
Quebec and Ontario.

When the vast distances separating the homes of 
members of the Canadian contingent become familiar 
to our British brethren, when the men front the At­
lantic and the Pacific tell of their total unpreparedness 
for foreign service, then their promptitude in preparing 
for departure will lie duly appreciated, and the excel­
lent work of Canada w ill lie properly appreciated.

That there w ill be some criticism and heart burn­
ing among those left behind, the officers anil men 
who could not he taken, goes without saying. Al­
ready, the first murmuring of complaint is assuming 
the shape of letters to the newspapers. But the ac­
tive and genial gentleman whose life has probably 
been made somewhat miserable during the past three 
weeks by reason of bis inability to please everybody 
has good reason to express his pleasure at the work 
of his department. That he yielded to every reason­
able request possible of gratification is shown by the 
list of extra officers on board the troopship. Not only 
has Colonel Otter his full complements of majors, cap­
tains and subalterns, but he is attended to the seat of 
war by a staff of officers, British and otherwise, army 
chaplains, nurses, and special correspondents. 
Altogether, Canada has shown by the sending of this 
regiment to South Africa that she is, as the Minis­
ter of Militia, very feelingly stated at the Quebec 
farewell banquet, ‘‘a full grown member of a grand 
Empire." In addition to this, the Department of 
Militia and Defence has demonstrated to the Imperial 
Government authorities that Canada can, at very short 
notice, equip a force for foreign service whenever 
called upon to share in the serious responsibilities of 
the Empire.

The time is opportune for Canada to equip a second 
contingent ready for service. This force could be 
offered to the Mother Country at once; thus signify­
ing the readiness of the Dominion to render further 
aid in any emergency.

Some ' tie! The crippled survivors and the relatives of 
the dead at the W ebster I louse lire have indeed good 
grounds for an action against someone. Those who 
should take action are the apathetic, indifferent thou 
sand of citizens who pa~s the scene of such a fire, who 
read the plain and simple store of this level headed 
traveller front Poughkeepsie, and yet permit those re 
sponsible for such a condition of things to remain in 
a position to inflict further shame, reproach and dis 
grace upon the leading city of the Dominion of t ail 
aila. Such a story as that told by this fortunate sur

X great cause of shame and reproach to the cilv of 
Montreal is revealed in the plain and simple story told 
by Mr. James Sutherland of Poughkeepsie, X. X , a 
survivor of the Webster House lire. The Webster 
House is or was situated on St. James street, one of 
the main arteries of the metropolis of Canada.

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SKETCH OF NEWFOUNDLAND HISTORY.
When there is a probability of a new memlier hej 

ing introduced into a family In a matrimonial alliance 
there arises a natural curiosity to know hi- anteeeil 
nit- ami ancestral history. Such a situation 
i-t- as regard- Canada ami Newfoumllaml. Although 
so near a neighbour little is generally known about 
the Island and its people, so far as its and their his 
brie record are concerned. As they are likelv to lie 
come a portion of this Dominion it is higlili interest 
irg to read their annals, which are as fascinating 
romance, being full of incidents and adventures which 
bring before us most attractive and instructive pic 
lures of the life of a very peculiar people, and of 
Island which has played a very prominent role in the 
stirring drama of ( ireat Britain's struggle for naval 
supremacy. Newfoundland has done a large share of 
the work by which Briton- can now sing: •Rule Brit 
annia, Britannia rules the waves " Sir Walter Ra 
h igh said : "If any harm came to Newfoundland fleet 
i> would he the greatest calamity that could befall 
England." When then the day conies for the Island 
to enter Confederation, Canada w ill add to her fain 
ilv a member, who, if not so rich as some of her sons, 
has a record of which she may well he proud a- one 
of the old-time builders of the British Empire. 
Though long known to Icelanders it was not until 
1407 that the Island became known to English navi 
gators by its being reached by Cabot of Bristol. In 
1501 some of the natives, Indians, were taken to Vug 
land as curiosities ami evidences of the new discovery, 
which won the prize of £10 offered to the finder of this 
new island. After 1504 there were fishing vessels, 
French. Breton, Norman and English, reaping the 
"harvests of the sea" off Newfoundland coasts. This 
trade led to colonisation. When the Puritans asked 
permission of King James to go to America, a very 
vague phrase in those days, he asked, "what profit 
might arise?" They replied, "fishing," to which the 
king responded, "So God have my soul ’tis an honest 
trade, "twas the apostles own calling." Om en Eliza 
belli passed an Act “purposely intended to increase 
fishermen," bv ordering a fish diet to be adopted two 
days a week. In 1522 there were 40 to 50 huts occit 
pied on the Island, which no one then claimed. Om en 
Bess, however, assumed the sovereignty, and settle 
iiients became encouraged by an authority being e- 
tablished and grants of land being made. In 1588 
the English Newfoundland fleet stayed at home to 
light the Spanish Armada, reprisals for which were at 
tunpted in 1(101 by Spanish vessels attempting to 
stop the British fishing fleet. Another Act of Omen 
Elizabeth was passed to prevent foreign vessels bring 
ing Newfoundland fish into English ports, an early 
phase of protection to native industries.

There is evidence that, as early as 1604, the vt -cl­
in this trade were insured at the rate of 7 |ht cent. 
The story of this era shows that constant struggles 
went on between the fishing vessels of England and 
those of oilier nations, and serious damages also were 
suffered from pirates.

Gradually settlements spread, and Newfoundland 
came slowly to be more and more recognized as an 
English ( olony. needing the establishment of law and 
order by the Mother countrv and the provision of ne­
cessities for the extension of its local facilities for at­
tracting settlers. In ititj a number of workmen

etc..and farmers, with horses, cattle, implements,
sent over, accompanied by a Church of England 

clergyman. As the bays and inlets were visited by 
many thousands of rough fishermen, and no civil or 
military force existed, we can understand what 
of bloodshed and disorder attended the fisheries. In 
iti-’S a New foundland official intimated in a letter that 
In had “hopes of iron and silver in Newfoundland," 
but it took 270 years to realize these hopes, 
characteristic folly, Charles I. and II. tried to stop 
the settlement of the Island, each captain of a vessel 
being bound by a penalty of film to bring back every 
man he took out!

FINANCE.
The details of traffic upon railroads arc completed 

for the last quarter, and again we are shown a great 
increase in expenditure. However, the past quarter 
exhibits no diminution in the all round expansion of 
business with which this year has been marked, and 
the balances are well over on the right side, 
aggregate receipts for the thirty three leading roads 
for the quarter amount to $t^<>,2(ki,i»xi, an increase 
over the same quarter of last year of $7,300,000.
