VALENCIA RAISINS BADLY
DAMAGED.

ISAPPOINTING has heen the Va-
lencia raisin crop this season. When
the crop was sufficiently advanced

for an opinion to be formed of i:s extent
with a reasonable degree of certainty, the
promise was for a good crop of good quality.
And up to within a few weeks ago there ap-
peared to bz every probability of these pre
dictions being realized. Then came rumors,
duly chronicled in THE GROCER, of damage
to the crop by rain.

is obvious what kind of a market may be ex-
pected for the season 1894-5.

Already the market is strong, and greater
s'rength is expected to develop in the
near future.

Itis evident that the trade will require
to be watchful if it is to avoid having

damaged fruit palmed off upon it.

THE APPLE SITUATION.

N uncertain quantity has been the

apple situation all the season. All

crops whose weal or woe depend
upon the whims of the weather always are
to a greater or less extent, but this year the
situation regarding the apple crop seems to
have been more than usually susceptible to
change.

Leaving aside the early conditions, a few
weeks ago the crop in Canada was being
retarded in its growth by the drouth, re-
sulting in the p omise of smaller quantity
of exportable fruit than was anticipated
I'hen the rain came, and with it an improve-
ment in the quality of the fruit. But within
the last few days a hurricine sweeps over
the country, and again an uncertainty is
created. Returns at the time of writing are
not to hand regarding the area of Sunday’s
wind storm, or wh t damage it may have
done to the apple crop. But in districts
just west of Toronto heard from large
quantities of apples were blown from the
branches. In some places it is estimated
that the trees were deprived of one-third
their load. The apples, however, that were
thrown to the ground were largely worm-
eaten and deformed fruit. If this proves
to be characteristic of all places where the
storm touched, the quantity of exportable
apples will probably not be materially re
duced. At any rate there is no possible
danger of a shortage of common fruit. But
even if the quantity of fruit suitable for the
export trade should be largely reduced, it

will probably result in an appreciation of
values

[f all accounts are true an advance in
prices would be particularly welcomed by
some people. \While the drouth was ob
taining, some buyers, it seems, sent their
agents through the country purchasing all
the fruit they could lay their hands upon.
Then, when it became evident that the crop
was turning out better than was expected
some of them became alarmed and have
been looking around forsomebodyto assume
their contracts.

As the season advances, the situation in
Europe does not change for the benefit of
the Canadian exporter. True, nail advices
received this week state that Canadian
apples that have been sold in England have
realized good prices, but cables bring the
intelligence that the prices obtaned on the
London market on Friday last would not
allow shippers a profit Furthermore,
private advices state that while the apple
crop both in England and on the Continent
is short, it is turning out better than was
anticipated. Then it must be remembered
that the United States will this season have
a larger quantity of apples for export than
ever before.

One authority in London (Eng.  estimates
that the United States, from two ports
alone, will send nearly 2,050,000 barrels of
apples to the English market. But this is
probably a wide guess

Last year England all told took but 110,
038 barrels of apples from the United States
and Canada together, while her total imports
from all countries were but 1,175,000 bar
rels. Granted that the apple crop in Great

Britain is the shortest in years, it is
obvious that even the attempt to place the
quantity of apples on that market, as it is
said the United States proposes to do, would
send prices down to a point that would stop
further shipments.

The United States will ship large quanti-
ties of apples to Great Britain. No one
doubts that, but a large quantity does not
mean nearly 2,0c0,000 barrels In the
meantime, however, the situation does not
appear to be very promising for the Cana
dian exporter.
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A MISTAKEN IDEA.

N impression appears to obtain in

some quarters that the paramount

object of the convention held in To-
ronto last week was to deepen the canals on
the St. Lawrence system in order to bring
the entreport of the country some hundreds
of miles further west—to Toronto, for in-
stance.

This is a mistaken idea. Anyone who fol-
lowed the discussion scarcely needs not be
told thi<, while the co-operation in the deli-
berationsof delegates from Chicago, Duluth,
Minneapolis and St. Paul gives the asser-
tion a further denial.

The convention was to discuss ways and
means of enlarging and deepening the water-
ways from the head of inland navigation to
the sea, and thus creating the desideratum
of lower freights for the products of the
“ Golden West.”

There are men who dream of seeing ocean
vessels of mammoth proportionsloading and
unloading freight at Toronto, Hamilton,
Chicago, Duluth and other inland cities.
And he would be a rash man who wouldsay
that such things cannot be. - But itis an-
other thing to ascribe as the object of the
convention’s existence the furtherance of
this scheme.

What theconvention was concerned about,
and what the association which emanated
from it has set i self to accomplish is the
getting of the Lig grain-carrying vessels that
ply the upper lakes down to the entreports
without breaking bulk and not the entreports
into the upper lakes. And this will redound
to the advantage of the entreports as well
as to the farmers, the vessel-owners, and
the trade of the country in general.

DISHONEST DEBTORS.

T is a serious thing when the tide turns

against a man in business. But it is

a still more serious thing when the
merchant thus placed resorts to dishonest
pract ces in order that out of the wreck he
may save unto himself thelion’sshare,leaving
the remnants for his creditors to gather up.

One of the methods commonly pra tised
for accomplishing this end is the transfer-
ence by the insolvent—yes, and by the sol-
vent, too —of real estate to his wife.

Sometimes the court defeats these little
games. We had an evidence of this in To-
ronto last week.

Joseph Dilworth carried on for a number
of years a, seemingly at least, successtul

retail drug business in King street. Not

satisfied with his drug business alone, he
started a so-called wholesale grocery ware-
house in Front street, still retaining his drug
business. The ‘‘wholesale grocery ware-
house” is alleged to bave been nothing
short of a supply house for the Patrons.

At any rate, as a wholesale grocer, Mr.
Dilworth’s career was comparatively brief.
In a word, he failed ; and dragged down
with him his drug business, but the building
in whi- h the drog business was carried on
he tried to save by conveying it to his wife.
Against this the creditors dem:rred And
last week the courts sustained them, declar-
ing the transfer fraudulent and void. It is,
however, but fair to state that Mrs. Dil-
worth had a claim for $4,300 against her
husband’s estate, which the court allowed.

The man who conveys any part of his as-
sets to his wife or anybody else is a thief,
and the law should treat him as such ; but
the trouble is he is looked upon more as an
acute financier than what he really is,an
appropriator of other men’s goods.

The law should do with the man who at-
tempts to defraud his creditors out of $4,000
the same as it would with the man who
steals §4 : Put him 1n jail.

WORKING GROCERIES AND MEATS
TOGETHER.

ERY few of the New Brunswick gro-

cers handle liguors, nor have they for

many years. Itis a separate trade
with them. On the other hand they differ
from the western trade in that they go ex-
tensively into fish and meat. Nearly all the
best stores have butcher shops attached.
These are the cleanest and sweetest shops
THE GROCER has ever seen. They usually
have separate entrances, but are connected
with the grocery store by a wire screen doot
which permits a free passage of air but ex-
cludes the flies.

These, however, do not give much trouble
to business men who take pains to keep
down the nuisan e. In fact, the presence
of numerous flies or their deposits is fre-
quently a sign of a careless dealer. One
who is too lazy to exterminate flies is gen-
erally too indolent to look after his busi-
ness.

It is natural that groceries, vegetables and
meats should run together. The one would
draw trade to the other. Itis an easytrade to
handle and there is no dead stock, unless it
be a few decayed vegetables. In cities and
towns, as well as in all large villages, the re-
tail butchers are supplied by wholesale
dealers, who buy the live stock and slaugh-
ter them. They will cut meat in any style
and supply any quantity to suit retail buyers.
The retailer usually receives his supply every
morning, but he can often have his order

increased later in the day, if nece.«;ry
With a good refrigerator he can can .:n
overstock from day to day. Many of 1Lem
prefer doing this, to improve the meat. ry
fresh meat is always tough. A day o wo
in the cooler makes it tender,and much i..ore
delicious. This does not mean that it shiould
be frozen ; that spoils it. ”

There is not much experience requiied
to handle meat purchased from whole: e
dealers in small quantities. We knov of
one grocer who spent an hour every duy at
his wholesale butcher’s slaughter-hou n
cutting up carcasses and learning the
tails. Another man sent his clerk e.
This is advisable but not necessary.

this class of people, who are really seriously
injuring legitimate traders. Strong speeches
weie made by Messrs. John Scanlan, S.
Demers, B. Connaughton, \W. Levesque and
Ald. Turner, ex-Ald. Gauthier and ex-Mayor
McShane, the discussion eventuating in the
following :

Resolved, that the sum of $i00, as im-
posed, be paid in advance for licence fixed
for pedlars’ waggons and hand-carts, and
that the Chief of Police and Mayor have not
the right to issue permits or break rates,and
that each waggon have a special number.

The petition is as follows

To His Honor the Mayor and to the Alder-
men of the City of Montreal,

The petition of the undersigned respectfully
submits :

That they are an incorporated body ac-
cording to law, known under the name of
the ** Montreal Grocers' Association”

That your petitioners are contributing a
large amount in the revenues of the city of
Montrea', as they are paying large sums of
money for water and property taxes ;

That, moreover, to have the privilege of
doing business they are obliged to pay an-
other very high tax;

That the high rentage and the expenses
for the numerous staff required for the direc-
tion of their bu.iness also bears consider-
ably upon your petitioners ;

That the said association has, on many
occasions, complained of the dreadful com-
petition brought by the pedlars against the
grocers of Montreal ;

That these pedlars of all kinds, not pay-
ing either business or water taxes, the most
of them not paying any licence whatever,
bring against your petitioners an unjust and
disloyal competition ;

That the same pedlars are generally
offering for sale merely inferior goods, thus
injuring public health, and, besides, they
are an annoyance to the whole p pulation of
the city.

That under these circumstances, it would
be advisab'e to put an end to that unfair
trade and give protection to the whole com-
munity and all taxpayers who are doing an
honest and regular business ;

Wherefore your petitioners respectfully

request you to pass a by-law to the effect
of putting an end to that state of things,
either by imposing a high tax upon any
pedlar of provisions of any kind, or by ab-
solutely prohibiting that unfair trade carried
on by pedlars, so that the general public
and grocers of the city of Montreal suffer
no longer from the same.

This has been signed by almost every
retail grocer in Montreal, and will be pre-
sented at the next meeting of Council.

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OUR BACKBONE DID IT.

A Nova Scotia subscriber speaking of the
relations between Canada and the States
said to THE GROCER that the abrogation of
the Washington Treaty was, at first, thought
to be a pretty severe blow to Nova Scotia
fisheries—** which ” he said ‘‘ are our most
important industries. We did suffer a good
deal during the time Canada allowed
Americans to fish on our coasts. Since the
armed cruisers were put on and have kept
them oft, our own fishermen have had the
ground to themselves. They are now per-
fectly havpy. They are better off than un-
der the Treaty. Il.ess fish are caught and
the offerings in the United States markets
being smaller we can get better prices.
Even afier paying the duty we make more.
Of course, under heavy runs such as we had
this spring, prices go down. The reduction
in duty will be a help.

There is nothing like keeping a stiff
upper lip and letting the Americans see that
we do not care what dut es they impose.
They have seen that they could not impose
on us, and as they need our products at
lower prices they have reduced duties on
nearly all of them'”

DRY GOODS.
TORONTO MARKET.

RY GOODS remain quite active,

and the colder weather this week

has induced a more cheerful feeling.
Travellers are all out and are sending in
very fair orders, showing that retailers have
commenced to break their fall and winter
stock. This is still further evidenced by the
increasing number of letter orders received.
The demand is very general.

Dress goods are in good demand, with
serges leading. Bright finished, small-effect
goods are also fairly active. Sedans are
good property for those who cater to the cape
and mantle trades.

Heavy woollens in socks, mitts, under-
wear, blankets, etc., are moving freely and
at steady prices. .

Caldecott. Burton & Spence show a great
drive in 39-inch henriettas. These goods
have been falling in value for some time, but
the market has taken a turn upward, hence
it will be safe to venture. A new shipment
of trimmings is just to hand, including jets,
braids, swansdown, and some fluted effects
which are now in taste in the French mar-
ket.

Holiday goods are already moving with
Samson, Kennedy & Co. Dolls, albums,
note books, perfumes, scrap albums, fancy
baskets, brushes, and brush sets, and Christ-
mas tree ornamentations are in profuse dis-
play. Art plushes for fancy cushion covers,
etc., are shown in new and delicate patterns
at a low price. A new and taking line of
Swiss embroidered pillow shams, d’oylies,
tray covers, and smaller goods is shown.
Some are in cream, but most are in white,

This open style of fancy linen seems to be
catching on. Another line in which they
excel just now is their display of dress trim-
mings. Narrow silk, tinsel and jet gimps
are selling for early fall dresses. Beaver
and astrachan edgings are taking for the
later trade. Wave braids are still in favor
in spite of predictions to the contrary.
Large buttons are forging to the front
again.

WHAT BRAVE YOUNG CLERKS DO.

T is a common remark among a certain
class of young men that * the world owes
them a living,” remarks an exchange.

It is hardly the most industrial class that
put in this claim, nor those who seem to do
the most for their fellows. But for some
mysterious reason they seem to think the
world is greatly in their debt, though it ap-
pears so slow to recognize their claims.

Does it not rather seem as if the truth
was just the other way? So many years at
the beginning of life, and towards its close,
if prolonged to old age, must be spent in
helplessness and entire dependence upon
others.

It is a great debtor to those who
handle the products in the marts of trade,
and so make them accessible to millions of
homes. Those who contribute to the moral
growth of the world are no less its benefac-
tors, and the world acknowledges all their
claims.

Iy
did not take it as a tramp does his . ust
The finer and better the work and the 1ore
brains worked in with it the higher the
reward.

HOW TO WIN TRADE.

You've got to push yourself out at tines 1o
win trade, says an exchange. What's the
use of say ng that if you've the goods tlicyll
sell themselves 7 1 know better. Give me
my pick of the clerks along the strect, and
with ordinary prices I’ll agree to put a new
store in shoes, clothing and groceries on its
feet in any city in a year's time. The clerks
I would select are people who have learned
how to forget their own likes and dislikes
and cater to the whims of the people
who buy, and make those whims valu-
able for their employers. A disagree-
able salesman, who feels it his duty to con-
sult his own preference and put forward his
own personality at all times, is a bad man
in a store. He will not only lose sales—
he will drive trade out of the store, never to
return. The clerk who succeeds needn't
bow down to a customer and sacrifice his
own respect, but he can’t lord it over cus
tomers and insist on doing their buying for
them, and he can’t pick and choose cus
tomers and deal pleasantly with this one and
be sharp and crabbed with one he doesn't
like.

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THE VALUE OF SALT.

ODIUM chloride, or common salt, is
S a necessity of animal life, remarks an

exchange. Wild animals of the her-
bivorous class make regular excursions of
many miles to ‘‘salt licks,” or other places
where it abounds. The human body con-
tains salt in large proportion. The blood
tastes of it, and in greater or less quantities
itis found in. all the many fluids and juices
manufactured by the various glands of the
body. That its presence is not accidental
but designed is shown by the study of some
of the essential lactors of the organism when
deprived of it. Recent experiments have
proved that the white corpuscle of the blood
swells and bursts quickly in distilled water.
Protoplasm is inactive, and the cilia, or
fringe-like edges of certain cells, stop their
motion when deprived of sodium chloride,
while in a salt solution they remain active
and intact. It is stated that by the passage
of salt through the body the absorption of
food is stimulated and the activity of tissue
changes and growth is increased. It isa
matter of common observation that the
swallowing of salt produces thirst, which is
but saying that certain organs are stimulated
to activity thereby, and consequently
demand more fluid in order to continue their
normal activity. Many children doubtless
suffer from an insufficient supply of common
salt, especially when artificial foods are

used. Such children are often weak and
poorly nourished. Their digestion proceeds
slowly, absorption of digested products is
delayed, and they become emaciated. The
doctor is called, and with the order to
add *‘a pinch ” of salt to the milk or other
prepared food, the appetite improves, the
digestion is stimulated, and the proper con-
dition of nourishment returns. It is more
than probable that the chlorine element of
the hydrochloric acid of the gastric juice is
supplied by this salt. In this fact persons
who live largely on a vegetable diet may
find a reason for a weak digestion and in-
sufficient activity, for the mineral matter
found in vegetables consists for the most
part of potash salts, which do not satisfy the
demands of the animal organism. The
water of mineral springs is chiefly efficacious
in that it supplies both salt and water to the
blood in increased quantity. The salt tends
to increase tissue changes, and the greater
supply of water hastens the excretion of the
waste products which are thereby generated.

GROWTH OF BEEF PACKING.

HE growth of beef packing operations
T in the United States has been largely

increased in late years, chiefly inci-
dent to the business of pork packing, says
Cincinnati Prices Current. Exact statistics
have not been made available with reference
to this industry. The introduction of re-

frigerator cars for the safe transporta
fresh product has effected great chan
the beef trade of the larger towns an:
throughout the country, the local ki
animals giving way 1n a great mea:

was a fair increase in 1892 and 1893, reach-
ing a total in excess of 4,100,000 in the |itter
year. These figures, while they embrace
animals slaughtered for local rejuirements,
are instructive as illustrating the important
extensioa of beef production for commercial
distribution in these centres.

The exportation of beef has greatly en-
larged in late years, although the total for
1893 was decidedly reduced in comparison
with several years previously. In 180 the
total reached 398,000,000 pounds, the maxi-
mum recorded ; for ten years ending with
1892 the annual average was 261,000,000
pounds ; in 1893 it was 290,000,000 punds,
having a value of nearly $25,000,000 ; the an-

nual average exports for ten years ending
with 1892 was $21,000,000.

BRITISH COLUMBIA SALMON.

B. C. Commercial Journal, September 18
There is no change worthy of note in the
situation since our last review. The mar-
kets continue firm. Another salmon vessel
has arrived, the Corryvrechan, 1,299 tons,
which will load on account of Robt. Ward &
Co., Ltd., when her cargo of coal is dis-
charged. The Corryvrechan and Rimac
are the only salmon vessels that will load
for London. The remaining four, City of
Glasgow, Clan Robertson, Northernhay,
and Senta will load for Liverpool.

Early this seasan the Liverpool buyers
made free purchases when new brands were
offered at low prices, and later they bought
heavily of established brands at considerably

higher figures. Consequently the bulk of the
pack for the United Kingdom will go Liver-
pool. Lastseason six vessels carrying 253,
833 cases went to Liverpool and four vessels

carrying 148,332 cases to London

The Canadian Co-operative Common-
wealth held its regular meeting in the rooms
on Carrall street, on Tuesday night, their
being a large attendance of members. Ar-
rangements were made for the disposition
of 2,000 barrels of fish a month, and the
Society has concluded in view of the large
number of apphcants for admittance to the
colony, to take the curing and barrelling of
fish. The Committee of Management have
already made the purchase of from 8oco to
1,000 fish barrels, and have engaged coopers
to proceed to the colony in order to con-
tinue the construction of the latter. By the
next boat gomng North, a large cargo of
provisions will be despatched, together with
a number of fishing nets and boats. Several
applications have been received from good
practical agriculturists and fishermen, to join
the Northern Colony, and the Common-
wealth would seem to have a prosperous
future before it.—News, Vancouver.

LEMONS IN NEW YORK.

HE supply of lemons in this port, says
T the N. Y. Journal of Commerce, is

placed at 42,000 boxes, agamnst a
quantity of 66,500 boxes corresponding
period last year, and 50,000 boxes same
time the year previous. The stock in transit
consists of only 10,000 boxes, the Gleadowe,
the next vessel to arrival, having 7,000 boxes,
and the Gladiolus following, 3,000 boxes,
both of which shipments are of Sicily fruit.
Of the present available stock a very small
portion consists of really prime grades, and
as a similar condition of affairs is noticed
relative to the goods in the hands of the
trade generally, there 1s naturally a strong
feeling where sound and attractive fruit is
possessed. The importation at this port for
the crop year beginning September 1, 1893,
to date have been 1,956,617 boxes, and to
all ports 2,651,717 boxes, against a total
quantity last year to 1st inst, ot 2,646,000
boxes, thus showing a very shght difference
in favor of the present season. In view of
the present favorable statistical position the
opinion 1s entertaned that market values
will be held up without important variation
to the close of the season. The new crop
Malaga is now in course of preparation
for market, though it 1s doubtful if any
considerable quantity of the fruit will ar-
rive here much before the 15th prox. Some
few shipments via Liverpool may poss:bly
be made, though present values ruling here
and the character of the demand are not
likely to influence the importation of any
large parcels by this indirect cause. New
Malaga, however, are usually given a good
reception, as the appearance of the fruit is
desirable, and they possess excellent keeping
quality, though the merits of the fruit fall
considerably below Sicily and other grades.
As an evidence of this and for the purpose
ol realizing more remunerative prices some
in the trade take advantage of the ignorance
of many buyers by repacking the fruit in
Sicily boxes, adopting style, etc. So com-
mon has this practice become, and so many
advantages gained by the deception, that it
has suggested tosome Sicily shippers the wis-
dom of preparing the fruit at primary sources

with the view of making the goods more
attractive when presented through the auc-
tion rooms. To carry out this scheme we
learn that several of the leading packers
in Sicily are at present n Malaga,
and have already made large purchases of
the fruit there with the intention of pack-
ing same in regular sizes, and adorned
with fancy papers, etc., for the purpose
of giving the goods a Sicilian appear-
ance, thus aiding materially their sale, and
the realization of better prices upon their
arrival in this market. The season for the
sale of Malaga, however, promises to be
much shorter than usual the present year,
as new crop Sicily will enter the market at
an unusually early period. From informa-
tion received we learned that shipments will

be made from primary sources during the
first half the coming month, and the ar]
nivals here may be expected about the
25th prox. The qualty of the crop this year,
it is said, will be superior to that of last, a
fact that will be appreciated when the fruit
of the past season and the heavy losses in-
curred by the melting process 1s considered,
The period of the year has now arrived
when the demond bas settled down to the
legitimate, and few opportunities are pre-
sented for speculation. The supply at pre-
sent is sufficient to piece out the require-
ments of the trade for some time to come,
and during the coming month the additions
of new fruit will give to the trade renewed
assortments, and check any tendency toward
a scarcity. As an item of interest it may
be said that the coming crop of Flonda
will considerably exceed that of last year,
some authorities placing the total yield at
125,000 to 150,000 boxes.

GROCER HAMILTON GUILTY.

The charge preferred against Robert
Hamilton by Eby, Blain & Co., of having
obtained goods under false pretences, was
proven at the Assize Court Tuesday an.! a
charge of guilty was returned by the jury.
Sentence was deferred.

The case occupied three days. Evidence
showed that the accused in February last
made a statement of his affairs to Mr. Blain,
of Eby, Blain & Co., in which he represent-
ed that he owned a house valued at $4,000,
upon which there was no encumbrance. He
valued his book debts at $1,900, and

estimated his stock at $i1,100. Out-

side of Eby, Blain & Co., to whom
he at that time owed $1,100, he
claimed that his liabilities were $250 only,

He failed in August last with assets aimount.
ing tobut $700 and liabilities excecding

$3,000, of which $1,100was due to Eby, lain
& Co. Itthen transpired that the property,
which he claimed to own, was, and h:.d
always been, in his wife’s name. The judge,

in summing up the evidence, charged
heavily against the accused, and the jury re-
turned a verdict as already stated.

GROCERIES.

HE after Exh'bition quietude still
T obtains. For sugar the demind has

dropped off materially, but no change
has tiken place in prices. Teas are still
active and firm. Green Rio coffees are still
scarce. Canned goods are quiet, but firm,
with some lines tending upward in price.
Rice continues in fair demand. Syrups and
molisses are quiet. The first regular ship-
ment of new season’s Valencia raisins ar-
rived on the market this week, and they are
going readily into consumption at firm
prices. Currants are quiet, but higher in the
primary markets. Choice butter is scarce
and firm, and cheese is quiet and steady.
There is a good business doing in cured
meats at the advanced prices. Oranges are
scarce, there only being a few Jamicas on
the market. Dried and evaporated apples
have been offering more freely during the
week, but not miny transactions have been
reported. A further advance 1s reported in
eggs.

CANNED GOODS.

The Packers’ Association will advance the
price of tomatoes and corn 2J4c. per dozen
Oct. 1. During the past week nothing par-
ticularly new has developed. Business is
still quet and devoid of any specially
striking features. Tomatoes and corn have
been slow at 85 to goc. Extra sifted peas
have been in good demand at $1.45 to $1.50,
but ordinary kinds are quiet at 8o to 85c.
Receipts of new season’s salmon are arniv-
ing more freely, while the demand on the
other hand 1s scarcely as good as it was.
Prices, however, continue firm at $1.25 to
$1.335 for first-class red fish in tall tins, and
$1.55to $1.60 in flat tins.  In lobsters there
is a fair trade dong at $1.85 to $2 for talls,
and $2.30 to $2.50 for flats. Canned fruits
contnue quiet at these quotations: Peaches,

) §3.25 for 3's, $2 to $2.25 for 2’s ; rasp-
es, $1.65 to $1.80; strawberries, $1.90

Other qualities have been bene-
fited to some extent,and the low grades are
now spoken of with greater favor, and the
d fference in value as compared with the
standard is smaller than heretofore.

RICE.

There is still a good demand for fancy
imported Japan rice. “B” rice is also
moving fairly well, but medium grades are
neglected. The market still rules strong.
The present season is said to be the most
satisfactory in regard to profits that the trade
has experienced for a number of years. We
quote : *““B,” 33 to 3)c. ; extra Japan, 54
to 53gc.; imported Japan, 5% to 6Xc.;
tapioca, 4X to 4 %c.

SPICES.

European advices report higher prices in
ginger, cloves and pepper. There is no
change here, but business has been more
active than for some time. We quote : Pure
black pepper, 12 to 14c.; pure white, 20 to
28¢c.; pure [amaica ginger, 25 to 27¢.;
cloves, 25 to 3oc.; pure mixed spice, 25 to
joc.; cream of tartar, 20 to 25c. per lb.

NUTS.

Business continues quiet and featureless,
and will, of course, remain so until the new
season’s goods arrive. We quote : Brazil
nuts, 11 to 11%c. lb.; Sicily shelled al-
monds, 25 to 26c. a Ib.: Terragona al-
monds, 12)4 to I4c.; peanuts, II to I2cC.
for roasted and 8 to 1oc. for green; cocoa-
nuts, $4.50to0 §5 per sack ; Grenoble walnuts,
13 to 14c.; Marbot walnuts, 11 to 12c.;
Bordeaux walnuts, 11 to 12c.; filberts, 9%
to 10%c. for sacks and 10% to 11c. for small
lots ; pecans, 10)% to I1c.

SUGAR.

The feature of the market this week is
the scarcity of yellow sugars, the representa-
tives of some of the refiners not having
shown samples of these kinds for several
days. Some of the wholesale houses are
completely cleaned out in consequence. The
scarcity, however, is only temporary, it being
anticipated that by the end of the week
fresh supplies will be on the spot. The de-
mand for sugar shows a further easing off,
hut prices remain much as before. We
quote granulated at 43§ to 4 4c., and yellows
at $3.45 up.

N. Y. Journal of Commerce, September
25: For raw sugars the position continues
somewhat unsettled, and probably will be in
that condition until all the free goods have
been sold out and good fair test is made

over stock subject to duty. The present
light melting wants admit of slow demand
for material, and unless the outlet for refined
s'ock expands pretty soon 1t looks as though
production would have to be curtailed. It
was a quiet day for refined goods. The
dechine of Saturday did not seem to have
any effect to break up the indifferent atti-
tude of buyers, and orders came forward in
the old s'ow, unsatisfactory manner, and
business was exceedingly dull for all grades.
SYRUPS AND MOLASSES.

Both syrups and molasses are quiet at un-
changed prices. We quote : Molasses—New
Orleans, barrels, 26 to 28c.; half-barrels,
30 to 32c.; Barbadoes, barrels, 28 to 32c.;
half-barrels, 30 to 34c. Syrups—Dark, 25c.;
medium, 28 to 3oc.; bright, 35 to 4oc.; very
bright, 45 to 50c.

TEAS.

The market continues brisk at firm prices,
although nothing particularly new has de-
veloped. Young Hyson teas are this week
receiwving a large share of attention from re-
tailers at about 16 to 18c. for low grade, 24
to 27c¢. for medium, and 33 to 38c. for high
grades. Low grade China Congous at
about 16 to 18c. are also receiving a good
deal of attention. Retailers are pretty well
stocked up with Japan teas, and there is a
temporary falling off in the demand in con-
sequence, although there is still a good
business aoing, particularly in the medium
kinds, at about 16 to 20z. Indian and Cey-
lon teas are quiet but strong in price.

DRIED FRUITS.

There 1s a good demand for creamery butter
in the absence of a supply of cho'ce dairy
tubs. No transactions are heard of on ex-
port account. We quo'e jobbing prices as
follows : Dairy—Choice tubs, 17 to 18c.;

GROCERIES.

HERE is a satisfactory volume of
T business passing at present in all

staple lines of groceries. The chief
notable features at the time of wnting are
a firmer feeling on yellow sugars, continued
activity and strength in tea, firmer values
and an active demand for both raisins and
currants to arrive, and strength in both
canned vegetables and salmon. With this
condition of affairs ruling on leading lines,
it is not at all surprising that jobbers should
be experiencing a good enquiry from their
customers. In fact, the general tenor of
value at the moment 1s steady on all lines
of goods.

SUGAR.

The sugar market on spot fully retains its
firm tone despite the easier feeling in New
York, and prices here are well mantained
at both the refineries. This is notably so
in the case of yellows, for which jobbers are
experiencing an active demand, and with
light stocks generally, this means a good
demand from first hand as well. In fact, it
is doubtful now if orders could be accep ed
at 3% c.,, and we quote 33§ to 3%c., as to
quality, the outside figures for bright
yellows, in which a good veolume of
trade is passing. Granulated furnishes no
special feature, trade being fair and
prices steady at 4)% to 4jgc. at the
refineries and recent advices from New
York note further business in refined goods,
and, of course, this is having its effect on
the raw sugar market at that centre as it
places holders of the latter stock at a great
disadvantage. It is in this connection that
influence maybe exerted on Canadian values,
for any radical decline 1n the price of raw
supplies would be apt to have sympathetic
influence on our markets.

SYRUPS.

The firm feeling in syrups on the market
ts well mantained. Reference was made
some weeks ago to the fact of light stock n
refiners’ hands here. Well | they have not
had material replenishment since, and with
this fact 1n mind, coupled with the fairly
active demand now experienced, prices are
firmly maintained. We quote 2 to 2%c. for
bright grades, and 1% to 1%c. for dark.

MOLASSES.

The molasses market shows no improve-
ment, ruling quiet with prices barely steady.
Barbadozs in round lots are stll quoted a

27%-r. in car lots 29c, and single purchasers
30c. Porto Rico is unchanged at 24 to 25c,

SPICES.

The spice market 1s steady under a fuir
demand.

One
car load of pack salmon has also been
placed to arrive at $1.27, which makes the
above price for red fish look all the cheaper.
We quote : Lobsters, $6 to $6.50 per
case ; sardines, $8.5¢c to $9.50; salmon, $1.15
to $1.30 per doz; tomatoes, 95c. per doz. ;
peaches, $2 to $2.10 per doz. ; corn, 95c. to
$1 per doz, and marrowfat peas, 85 to goc.
per doz. Australian canned meats : Boiled
mutton, $1 86 to $1.90 per doz. 1-lb. tins,
and $3.10 to $3.15 per doz, 2-lb. tins;

Boneless cod are
steady at 6 to 6)2c. per b, and fish 3Xc.
Shell oysters have been in active demand,
and sales to arrive have been booked freely
at $3 to $3.50 for Malpreques.

GREEN FRUIT.

AprPLES—The chief feature in the apple
trade is, of course, the deal on export
account. In this connection nothing very
new is to report, except that exporters’ ideas
and holders’ views in the country are rather
more at variance than they were. For in-
stance, a shipper wired a round order to a
buyer in the West, stipulating that he would
pay $1.25 for the fruit picked, and the
answer came back that the holders were
firm at $1.50, which 1s considered altogether
too high for this market. For the fall
varieties which are selling here, $1.75 to
$2.50 1s the range.

ORANGES—These are very scarce here.
The bulk of supply consists of Jamaica fruit,
which is selling at firm prices. Lo:s of 100
brls. have sold at $5 per brl.,, and we quote
the jobbing range $5350to $6 per brl. A
few Rodi are offering at $5 50 to $5 per box.

LEMONS — The lemon market 1s firm
under moderate stock and a fairly good de-
mand.

Con-
sidering supply, demand for plums is good,
and prices continue firm. Apples are, how-
ever, a drug.

CANNED Goobs—The Forrest Canning
Factory, of Nova Scotia, 1s not offering
vegetables this season, but will be iu tke
market with canned apples. This firm’s con-
densed mulk is increasing in favor. D. W.
Hoegg,the New Brunswick packer,1s offering
canned peas somewhat below the association
prices. Of corn he will have a large pack,
but of peas he will have but a fair output
while tomatoes are not a feature with him.
Apples and blueberries will have a large out-

put. The association is now offering freely
all lines, but buying 1s not as active as usual.
The experience of late years has not been
favorable to holding stocks. In salmon,
however, appearances are now in favor of
higher prices, and holders are not anxious
to sell. Several buyers have been disap-
pointed in getuing their orders filled, packers
being short. Buyers held off expecting a

decline as in former years, and got caught.
Beef is firm at high prices. We quote: Corn,
peas and tomatos, g5c.; gallon apples, $2.40;
oysters, 1’s, $1 35 to $1.40; 2's, $2 20 10 $2 25;
corned beef, 1's, $1.75; 2's, $2 75 to $2.80;
salmon, new, $4 80 1o $4.90 p.r case ; had-
dies, $5 s0.

SpICE—Values in cassia and allspice are
higher, while holders are diily looking for
pepper and cloves to advance. The feeling
15 firm. Quotations here are unchanged.

DRIED FRUIT—New evaporated apples
are now to hand, ard new dried are being
offered. Valencia raisins are firm at ad-
vance of last week. The new ones are ex-
pected to arrive daily. The prospects are
that cleaned currants, which were sold here
for the first time in any quantity last year,
will be much more freely in use this season.
Canadian yellow onions are now here, and
Egyptians are out of the market. While
old loose muscatels are rather easier, the
new will come in higher. We quote :
Sultana raisins, 7 to 7%c.; London layers,
$2 to $2.10 ; loose muscatels, 634 to 63{c.;
prunes, 5% to 6c.; currants, brls., 3 to 34c.;
cases, 4 to 4’;c.; evaporated apples, new,
10 to 10%¢<.; dates, § to 6c.; figs, 10 to 12cC. ;
onions, $2.75 10 $3.

GREEN FRUIT-—]ust at this time business
in these lines 1s on the rush, sales have to
be made quick, and this season prices are
low. App'es are very slow. Daily active
sales continue to keep the price down, but
better things are expected when once the
soft fruit 1s sold. Plums find good demand.
American peaches in baskets have not been
arriving in gooud condition, and importers
are not bringing forward as many as usual.
Prices are rather below last quotations, as s
the figure for bananas. Grapes are in good
demand and low, quantities of Nova Scotia
pears are now coming forward. Peaches,
$1.75 to $2 per basket for American ; Cana-
dian, $1 to $1.25 ; Bartlett pears, $3.25 per
bushel ; J imaica oranges, $6.50 per brl., $4
per box ; Messina oranges, $5 50 ; lemons,
$4.50 to $5.50; bananas, $1.50 10 $2; apples,
$1 10 $2.75 ; New Brunswickers, $1 to $1.25;
Nova Scoua fall fruit, $1.25 to $2 ; Graven-

Butter is very firm and
prospects are good, buyers through the
country eagerly picking up what little lots
offer.

FisH—Dry fish continues firm. A large
variety of pickled fish are now on hand to
choose from.

medium, $4 to $4.10; small, $3 15 to $3 25;

H. T. Johnston, of the Star Grocery,
Ridgetown, has a tomato on exhibition
weighing one pound seven ounces.

A cable from London says : There were
82,935 cattle, 3,590 sheep and 177 swine im-
ported from Canada in the year 1893.

Deposits in the Post-office Savings Banks
of the Dominion during August amounted
to $582,264 and the withdrawals to $508,-
967.

Mayor Stevens, of Napanee, has gone out
of the manufacture of potash, and has con-
verted the large building into a barrel
factory.

An effort is being made to get a fruit can-
nery established at Okanagan Mission. At
a meeting held there to discuss the scheme
it was said that the statement made by Mr.

Hutcherson, of Ladner’s Landing, that Bart-
lett pears did not do well inthe Okanagan
Valley was incorrect as they have done very
well on the Abeirdeen ranches.—News, Van-
couver.

The Ames-Holdea Co., boot and shoe
manufacturers, Montreal, have been granted
authority to increase their capital stock from
$40,000 to $z00,000.

Some of the Quebec leather factories which
have been going slow of late are reported to
be again looking up, as orders are beginning
to come n pretty hvely.

The New England Homestead estimates
the Maine corn pack for 1894 at only 9,000,-
000 cans, against 14,616,000 in 1893 The
details are given on the first page of this
this issue.

The grocery store of Booth Bros., 591 St.
Urbain street, Montreal, was burglarized
Friday night. The thieves entered the
building from the rear, and succeeded in
getting away with $65 worth of goods.

C. ]. Gregoire, grocer, Montreal, has taken
an action for $5,000 against the authorities
of that city for false arrest. He alleges that
he was arrested on a charge of incendiarism
at the instance of P. O. Cerat, secretary of
the Fire Commissioners, and discharged.

The Gravenhurst merchants have formed
a local organization for their protection
against dead beats. Each member of the
combine pledges himself under penalty of

$20 that he will refuse to give credit to any
one who is owing another merchant and re
fuses to pay his indebtedness.

Tuesday of this week the canning com
pany at Delhi packed the largest number of
cans ever put up since they have been in the
business. At night when they finished work
their indicator stood at 39,976 canms. If
these cans were laid end to end, they would
reach very close to three miles.

The trade returns for Angust are not of a
very encouraging character. The exports
for the month are valued at $11,107,892, as
against $13,572,817 for August of last yea
The imports show a shght increase ; but fo:
the two months there 1s a falling off of half 4
milhon dollars. The duty collected duriny
July and August amounted to $3,0c9,887, as
compared with $3,745,834 in the correspond
ing months last year.

The complaint of the Montreal grocers
against the unlicensed peddlers is having a
good effect. Special Constables McNully
and Hogg are looking after street vendors,
and already a number of those without
licence have been brought before the Re
corder. The way the thing is worked
this, One man takes out a licence to peddic
and receives it along with a badge. i
keeps either one and hands the other ov
to a confederate.

UNSATISFACTORY RETURNS.

HE Board of Trade returns for the
T past month again appear unsatisfic-

tory, as both imports and exports
show a considerable decrease. Allowancs,
however, must be made for the facts that
the American tariff was scarcely settled and
that the war in the far East stopped some
trade to China and Japan during the past
month. The imports are valued at /31,
638,521, which 1s less than in August, 1893,
by £3,364,251, equal to 9.6 per cent. ; the
expor:s of British and Irish produce amount
to £18,581,240, a decrease of /948,938, or
4.8 per cent.

With the exception of animals, tobacco,
oils, and articles received by parcel post, all
classes of imported goods are less in value
than last year, especially articles of food and
drink and raw materials. Wheat, barley
and oats are each more in quantity, but less
in value. Wheat flour, peas, beans and
Indian corn are less, both in quantity and
value. The receipts of wheat and wheat
flour in the harvest year expired with Aug-
ust were equal to 22,432,751 qrs., compared
with 22,566,654 grs., and 23,147,518 grs. re-
spectively in 1893 and 18g2. Of barley
8,877,000 qrs. were landed, but ih 1893
5,021,139 qrs., and of oats 5,226,508 ars., as
against 5,222,147 qrs. Dunng the past
month Russia and the Argentine Republic
each sent more wheat, but from the United
States less was received.

The increase in refined sugaris 387,375
cwt. derived almost entirely from Germany;
but of raw sugar there was a heavy fall of
569,000 cwts., caused mainly by the lessened
shipments from Java, the Bntish East In-
dies and Ph'lipp'ne Islands. Of tea China
sent only 6,764,000 prunds, compared with
11,744,c00 pounds in August, 1393. Con-
siderable decreases are also found in the
landings of india rubber, nitrate of soda and
hewn timber.

As to the exports of British and Irish pro-
duce, articles of food and drink, raw mater-
ials, machinery and mill work, and articles
by parcel post are each higher in value ; all
other classes are lower, especially yarns and

textile fabrics and metals. The decrease of
cotton yarn and piece go0ods is more marked
in value than in quantity. As to woollens,
the expected revival of demand from the
United States, which his at last been ex-
perienced, had not taken place in August.
Of Iinens, however, that country took 8,038,-
000 yards, comparel with 7,240,000 yards.
Of metals only copper and zinc show any
increase. Of the others the export of iron
in the aggregate is less by 40,000 tons and
/207,000 in value.—London Times.

The following incident
was reported the other day by a Winnipeg
paper, showing one of the leakages which
may exist about a store busine-s :

A prominent retail grocer was somewhat
surprised on Thursday on being visited by
an ecclesiastical father, who planked down
$75 in cold cash on the counter of the store,
and remarked that he (the grocer) should
keep the amount as his own. Not being
fully decided as to what the meaning of this
inusual action could be, the dumbfounded
grocer interrogated the rev. father, and
learned that the amount was the pilferings
of one of his clerks, who is a parishioner of
the rev. father, and who confessed the theft
f the money. It is hardly necessary to
comment on the surprise of the grocer.
I'he amount came like so much found

wney, and swelled the receipts of that day
to a goodly sum.

Under the system in which most stores
are conducted in this country, there is
"abundant room for continuous pilfering with
little fear of detection, and undoubtedly
many retailers lose heavily in this way, even
to the extent of ultimately causing failures
i some cases. In the grocery trade, for
nstance, the margin of profits is small, and
it would not require a very great leakage of
this nature to change a small profit into a
loss. If the leak is not discovered and
stopped, it may con'inue month after month
and year after year, and finally failure is

brought about. Many a reckless clerk could
easily squander enough money without be

ing observed, to bring a small business to
ruin. Probably very few of the leakages of
this nature are ever discovered, and un-
doubtedly the annual loss to the trade from
pilferings 1s much greater than most merch

ants believe possible.
clerk in whom is reposed the fullest confid

Sometimes it is the

ence, who is the chief cause of the loss. The
greater the confidence, the more easily will
the dishonest clerk be enabled to carry on
his thieving.

All clerks are not dishonest. There are,
we hope, a large majority who would not
think of appropriating funds of their em
ployers.
should be on their guard for these leakages.
They do not need to be continuously keep
Ing a suspicious watch upon their clerks,
but should rather try to carry on business in
such a way as to make thieving either im
possible or very difficult. In the larger
stores, where a number of clerks are kept,
it is comparatively easy to prevent the ap-
propriation of cash by the employees, by a
system which excludes the clerks from hand-
ling the cash. In the small stores, where
perhaps only one or two clerks are kept, and
where the proprietor cannot, of course, al-
ways be present, there is greater danger of
the existence of these leakages, as the

At the same time, business men

clerks must be allowed to receive payment

for goods sold, make change, etc. Hence

the great need of care in selecting clerks for
such stores.

Another way in which a leakage may o«
cur 1s in sending out goods through an
accomplice, which have not been paid for.
Ihis is more likely to occur in the larger city
stores. In wrapping up a parcel, it is a com
para ively easy matter for a clerk to put in
some articles which have not been paid for.
To avoid any probability of this practice,
some of the stores have all goods sent to
the parcel room for wrapping up, while the
invoice, together with the cash, goes to the
cashier.
